Tossups:
1. With de Haas, this person's name describes an effect where electron spins transfer their angular momentum to the mechanical rotation of an object. His namesake relation relates particle mobility to the diffusion constant, while his namesake A and B coefficients represent rates for spontaneous and stimulated emission and absorption. His model for heat capacity of a solid fails to give the correct T-cubed behavior at small temperature, and was improved upon by Debye. The Ricci tensor is related to the stress-energy tensor in his namesake field equations. FTP, name this physicist who explained Brownian motion and developed the theory of relativity.

ANSWER: Albert Einstein 
2. One of his novels is about a prisoner identified as 509, while another of his novels tells of a tombstone salesman who plays organ in an insane asylum, where he meets Isabelle. His first novel was called Die Traumbude, while his only play was called Full Circle. Spark of Life and The Night in Lisbon both dealt with the experiences of emigrants, while autobiographical elements were contained in The Black Obelisk. A novel narrated by Ernst Birkholz is a follow-up to his most famous work, which features the characters Katczinsky and Himmelstoss. Author of The Road Back, FTP, who wrote about Paul Bäumer in All Quiet on the Western Front?

ANSWER: Erich Maria Remarque 

3. One of his works contains a letter to Nicolas Armsdoff, while his funeral oration was given by his friend Johannes Bugenhagen. Works of his include"Whether One May Flee from a Deadly Plague" and "On War against the Turk".  Often using the pseudonym Junker Jörg, he also wrote the Schmalkald Articles and "Against the Jews and their Lies", while he authored "Against the Murderous, Thieving Hordes of Peasants" to denounce the Peasants' War that broke out in 1524.  Brought to Wartburg castle by Frederick the Wise after he was denounced by the Diet of Worms, FTP, name this man who responded to Johann Tetzel by posting 95 theses in Wittenberg.

ANSWER: Martin Luther
4. 20. Among the people present at its negotiation were Konrad von Thumbshirn, Johann Konrad Varnbüler, Count Nassau-Hadamar, and Johann Rudolf Wettstein. Ratzeburg went to Mecklenburg-Schwerin, while Breisach went to France, whose possession of Toul and Metz was confirmed. Count Maximilian von Trauttmansdorff and Johan Oxenstierna helped negotiate this treaty which nullified the Edict of Restitution. The United Provinces gained independence as well as the Swiss Confederation, while the Peace of Augsburg was confirmed and religious toleration extended to Calvinists. FTP, name this treaty of 1648 that ended the Thirty Years' War.

ANSWER: Peace of Westphalia (accept Treaty of Westphalia or Westfälischer Friede)

5. One of his paintings shows a temple of Juno in front of a sunset in Agrigento. A woman leans against a tree reading a book in his Garden Terrace, while his wife Caroline Bommer posed for his Woman at the Window. Georg Kersting did a portrait of him in his studio, while his own paintings include various scenes of Greifswald, Chalk Cliffs on Rügen, and Wanderer above the Sea of Fog. He created a controversy when he painted a landscape for an altarpiece, while his The Polar Sea is also known as The Wreck of the Hope. FTP, identify this Romantic painter of the Tetschen Altar, also known as Cross in the Mountains.

ANSWER: Caspar David Friedrich
6. Early engagements in this war included a battle at Hühnerwasser. In one engagement of this war, Steinmetz earned a victory at Nachod, while another saw the retreat of Clam-Gallas at the Battle of Jicin. One party was able to gain Hesse-Kassel and Nassau as a result of the Treaty of Prague, while the conflict was directly prompted by a violation of the Convention of Gastein.  Its most important engagement was Helmuth von Moltke's decisive victory at Königgrätz, also known as the Battle of Sadowa.  The second major conflict instigated by Otto von Bismarck, FTP, name this 1866 war between Prussia and Austria that lasted just under two months.

ANSWER: Seven Week's War (prompt on Austro-Prussian War, Deutscher Krieg)
7. He composed several choral works based on the poetry of Schiller, including Die Sänger der Vorwelt, and Nänie und Dithyrambe. His Tanz der Spröden and Klage der Ariadne were adaptations of Monteverdi operas, while his own original works included Die Bernauerin, as well as two works based on Grimm fairy tales, Die Kluge and Der Mond. His final work was De Temporum Fine Comoedia, while his system for teaching children music is called his Schulwerk. His most famous work is the first part of his Trionfi trilogy, and is a scenic cantata based on a collection of 13th century songs. FTP, name the 20th century composer whose "O Fortuna" can be found in his work Carmina Burana.

ANSWER: Carl Orff
8. In this man's early years, he had a rival of his same name, who also was called Strabo. His daughter Amalasuintha produced his grandson and heir, Athalaric. He had victories at Verona, Nonsa, and the Adige, while his early life saw him taken hostage as a child and brought to Constantinople. During his reign, he had Sant Apollinare Nuovo erected as an Arian church, while his ministers included Cassiodorus and a man who wrote The Consolation of Philosophy while in prison, namely Boethius. Encouraged by Zeno to attack Ravenna, FTP, name this Ostrogoth who became king of Italy in 493 after killing Odoacer.

ANSWER: Theodoric the Great (or Theoderich der Grosse, also accept Dietrich of Bern or Dietrich von Bern)

9. This state has a small mountain range called the Knüll, while its highest peak, which was once an important center for sailplane testing, is the Wasserkuppe in the Rhön mountains. St. Boniface felled Thor's Oak in the town of Fritzlar in this state, while towns like Limburg and Wetzlar are on the Lahn river. The world's first Protestant university is located here in Marburg, while cities in the southern part of this state include Darmstadt and its capital, Wiesbaden. Germany's largest airport is located in this state's biggest city, Frankfurt am Main. FTP, name this German state that sent mercenaries to help the British during the American Revolutionary War.

ANSWER: Hesse (or) Hessen
10. His Wir zwei allein, sung with Gwen Obertuck, was less popular than Auf der Strasse nach Süden. He showed off his "bratwurst" in the 70's film, Revenge of the Cheerleaders, while a more significant acting role was the character of Snapper Foster. The biggest hit of his musical career was 1989's Looking For Freedom. In a 2004 film, he yells, "Ihr seid alle Schweine!", while in one of his most famous television roles, he drove around in a car called KITT. FTP, name this actor who starred as Michael Knight in Knight Rider and as Mitch Buchannon in Baywatch.

ANSWER: David Michael Hasselhoff (prompt on "The Hoff")

11. An important reformer in this man's government was his Minister of Justice, Samuel von Cocceji. A late accomplishment of his was the creation of the Fürstenbund, while earlier he had constructed the St. Hedwig's Cathedral. As a young man he was imprisoned in Küstrin with Hans von Katte for trying to escape to England. He suffered military defeats at Hochkirch and Kunersdorf, but won victories at Leuthen, Rossbach, and Mollwitz. He rejected the Pragmatic Sanction of 1713 and invaded Silesia in 1740, thus starting the War of Austrian Succession against Maria Theresa. FTP, name this Hohenzollern king of Prussia. 

ANSWER: Frederick II (or) Frederick the Great (or) Friedrich II
12. Along with Beckmann, he lends his name to a model of scattering from rough surfaces. Along with Piola, he gives his name to two stress tensors. Fresnel's name is often attached to his in describing an integral over an aperture used as an approximation in scalar diffraction theory. His law of radiation relates an object's absorptivity to its emissivity. His work in spectroscopy helped him co-discover Rubidium and Cesium with Robert Bunsen, but he is best known for laws saying that charge is conserved at a junction and there is no voltage change around a closed loop. FTP, identify this physicist who has two namesake laws of circuits.

ANSWER: Gustav Robert Kirchhoff
13. One of his works contains such essays as "On Reading and Books", and "On Authorship and Style." Another of his works spoke of the "Christian-Germanic stupidity" of the veneration of the title group. He also wrote a work that supported Goethe's Farbenlehre, called On Vision and Colors. His dissertation was written On the Fourfold Root of the Principle of Sufficient Reason, while he gained a lot of recognition for his essay collection entitled Parerga and Paralipomena. He his most famous, however, for a four-volume work that identifies the thing-in-itself as the will. FTP, name this philosopher who wrote The World as Will and Idea.

ANSWER: Arthur Schopenhauer
 14. Much analysis of this work has revolved around a fourth Lebenslauf, or biography, that was originally planned to appear at the end of this work after the section Beichtvater. The protagonist of this novel attends schools in Berolfingen and Eschholz as a child, and later is sent to Mariafels, a Benedictine monastary. Important figures are Fritz Tegularius and Tito, the son of Plinio Designori. The protagonist is named successor after the death of Thomas von der Trave, who is based on Thomas Mann, but later gives up his position and leaves Castalia. Tracing the life of Josef Knecht is, FTP, what novel about a futuristic activity by Hermann Hesse?

ANSWER: The Glass Bead Game (accept Das Glasperlenspiel or Magister Ludi)

15. This city is home to a school originally called St. Egidien, founded in 1526 by Philipp Melanchthon. Early pocketwatches were called this city's "eggs." The Germanisches Nationalmuseum is located here, while the first railroad in Germany connected the neighboring town of Fürth with this city. A lake is located at the planned sight of the never-built Grosse Stadion, which is near the Märzfeld and the Zeppelinfeld. Those sites are all located at the Reichsparteitagsgelände, which was designed by Albert Speer. The film Triumph of the Will recorded the Nazi Rallies held in this city. FTP, name this city that was the site of some post-WWII trials for Nazi war criminals.

ANSWER: Nuremberg (or Nürnberg )

16. In one of his plays, two sisters are engaged to the cleric Theophon and the protagonist Adrast. In another of his plays, Marwood poisons the title character who is engaged to Mellefont. One of his early dramas was The Young Scholar, while he wrote a series of essays on the principles of drama entitled Hamburg Dramaturgy. A more famous play involves confusion over two engagement rings, one of which is pawned by Just, the servant of Major Tellheim. Most famous for a play in which a Templar knight falls in love with Recha, and which features the parable of the three rings, FTP, identify this 18th century author of Miss Sara Sampson, Minna von Barnhelm, and Nathan the Wise. 

ANSWER: Gotthold Ephraim Lessing
 

17. One scene in this work features the character Proktophantasmist, and takes place in the district of Schierke and Elend. Earlier, Siebel and Altmayer are burned when spilled wine turns to flame, and this play's antagonist escapes from Auerbachs Keller on a barrel. Several scenes take place in the garden of Marthe, whose neighbor accidentally kills her mother with a sleeping potion. Valentin is killed, but not before calling his sister a whore for sleeping with the title character. That sister is condemned to death for killing her baby, but a voice from heaven declares her saved. FTP, the title character seduces Gretchen with the help of Mephistopholes in what work by Goethe?

ANSWER: Faust, Part I (accept: Faust, The First Part of the Tragedy, Faust, Der Tragödie erster Teil, Faust: eine Tragödie, or any clear equivalents. DO NOT accept "Faust, Part II")

 

18. The female lead in this opera sings nervously "Wie? Was? Entsetzen!", while earlier her cousin tries to cheer her up with "Kommt ein schlanker Bursch gegangen." This opera opens with villagers cheering on the farmer Kilian, while the final act has a soprano sing "Und ob die Wolke sie verhülle." That woman is the cousin of Ännchen, while the title character travels to the Wolf's Glen in one scene, where Samiel grasps for his hand. A funeral wreath is sent instead of a bridal wreath to Agathe, but she is saved by a wreath of roses when Max's seventh bullet kills Kaspar instead of her. FTP, name this opera by Carl Maria von Weber.

ANSWER: Der Freischütz (accept: The Freeshooter or The Marksman)

 

19. This author wrote a play in which the protagonist talks in her sleep under an elderberry bush with the Graf vom Strahl. He wrote the novella The Duel, as well as an unfinished play about a duke of the Normans. He also wrote the play Kätchen von Heilbronn, as well as a novella about a widow who eventually marries her rapist, the Russian Count F. Another of his novellas is about a man who tries to sue Wenzel von Tronka for mistreatment of his horses, and gathers up a mob that attacks Wittenberg. A leading figure of German Romanticism, FTP, name this author of Prinz Friedrich von Homburg, The Marquise of O, The Earthquake in Chile, and Michael Kohlhaas.

ANSWER: Heinrich von Kleist
 

20. Kampf um Namen, a 1991 book by Dietz Bering, told of this man's feud with Bernhard Weiss, whom he called "Isidor." His own works include the novel Michael: A German Fate in the Pages of a Diary, while Knut Hamsun later gave this man his own Nobel Prize as a gift. In his most famous position he organized the Entartete Kunst exhibition, which displayed confiscated works of "degenerate" art. He was editor of Der Angriff, while late in life he briefly acted as Reichskanzler before killing his children and committing suicide with his wife in Hitler's bunker. FTP, name this leader of Nazi propaganda.

ANSWER: (Paul) Joseph Goebbels 

 

21. His early works include a piano sonata in B minor and a Serenade in E-flat for 13 winds, while his choral works include Wandrers Sturmlied and Die Tageszeiten. He wrote a ballet entitled Schlagobers about sweets that come to life, while his earliest opera, Guntram, was a flop. His later works include a composition for 23 strings, Metamorphosen, as well as the Duett-Concertino and his group of songs, Vier letzte Lieder. He is famous for operas like Die Frau ohne Schatten and Ariadne auf Naxos, as well as tone poems like Tod und Verklärung and Till Eulenspiegels lustige Streiche. FTP, name this composer of the opera Der Rosenkavalier and the tone poem Also sprach Zarathustra.

ANSWER: Richard Georg Strauss

 
Bonuses:
1. Identify the following about some German terms that have crept into scientific usage, FTPE.
[10]  For a square matrix A and vector v, this is a number lambda that satisfies the equation A times v equals lambda times v.  They can be found by solving the characteristic equation.  Actually, this word is only half-German.
ANSWER:  Eigenvalue
[10]  This term denotes the electromagnetic radiation given off by a charged particle when it undergoes acceleration.  It is German for "braking radiation."
ANSWER:  Bremsstrahlung
[10]  This mathematician's Nullstellensatz, which is German for "theorem of zeroes", is a statement about the ideals in polynomial rings over algebraically closed fields.  He also lends his name to a class of complete inner product spaces.
ANSWER:  David Hilbert
2. It contains the city of Freiburg and the famous clock-making town Furtwangen. FTPE:
[10] Identify this mountainous region in southwestern Germany, famous for its namesake cherry-cake, or Kirschtorte.

ANSWER: the Black Forest (or der Schwarzwald)

[10] The Black Forest is located in this German state, or Bundesland, that is located directly to the west of Bavaria. Famous cities in this state include Karlsruhe, Heidelberg, and its capital, Stuttgart.

ANSWER: Baden-Württemberg
[10] The Black Forest also contains the source of this major European river, which flows through such German cities as Ulm, Ingolstadt, and Regensburg.

ANSWER: Danube River (or Donau, or Duna or Dunaj or Dunarea)

 

3. Answer some questions about a former West German chancellor, FTPE.
[10] Serving from 1969 to 1974, this West Chancellor chancellor was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1971 for his doctrine of Ostpolitik

ANSWER: Willy Brandt (accept: Herbert Ernst Karl Frahm)

[10] One consequence of Brandt's Ostpolitik was that these two rivers were accepted as the boundary between East Germany and Poland.  Name them both for ten points.
ANSWER: Oder (or) Odra (and) Neisse (accept “Oder-Neisse line”)

[10] Willy Brandt eventually resigned in 1974 when it was discovered that his personal assistant, Günter Guillaume, was actually a spy for this East German secret service agency.

ANSWER: Stasi (or) Ministerium für Staatssicherheit (or) Ministry for State Security
4. Two of his narrative poems, Erec and Iwein, were based on works of Chretien de Troyes. FTPE:
[10] Name this late-12th century poet whose most famous work may be Der arme Heinrich, or Poor Henry, in which the title character's leprosy can only be cured by the blood of a virgin.

ANSWER: Hartmann von Aue (accept either name)

[10] Hartmann von Aue was a leading example of these German poets, who wrote of courtly love in a manner similar to the French troubadours.  By the 15th century they had been largely replaced by the related Meistersingers.

ANSWER: Minnesingers or Minnesang
[10] Hartmann von Aue is probably less famous than his contemporary Wolfram von Eschenbach, who is best known for writing an epic about this knight and his search for the Grail. This knight's story was later adapted into a successful opera by Richard Wagner. 

ANSWER: Parzival (accept Parsifal or Percival) 
5. This song is sung by Otto von Schnitzelpusskrankengescheitmeyer. FTPE:

[10] Identify this song that the Warner siblings learn when they travel to Germany. It has such lyrics as, "Ist das nicht ein piece of chalk? Ja das ist ein piece of chalk. Ist das nicht ein key and lock? Ja das ist ein key and lock."
ANSWER: (Oh, du schöne) Schnitzelbank (accept The International Friendship Song or The Schnitzelbank Song)

[10] The song Schnitzelbank appeared on an episode of this popular 1990's cartoon show, which featured characters like the Warner siblings, as well as Chicken Boo and Pinky and the Brain. It was executive produced by Steven Spielberg.

ANSWER: Steven Spielberg Presents Animaniacs
[10] In the song Schnitzelbank, we learn that a piece of bread can fit in this character's head. This brother of Dot sticks out his tounge a lot and sounds like Ringo Starr. In one episode, he sings the names of all 50 U.S. states, and in the Animaniacs theme song, we hear that he "packs away the snacks, while Bill Clinton plays the sax."

ANSWER: Wakko Warner
6. It reached the peak of its power in 1370 when it signed the Treaty of Stralsund, which marked its victory over Waldemar IV of Denmark. FTSNOP:
[10] Name this alliance of northern German towns that dominated trade in the Baltic Sea for several centuries.

ANSWER: Hanseatic League (or Hansa or Hanse)

[5,5] For 5 points each, the Hanseatic League is generally considered to have begun with the alliance of these two German cities in 1241. One of them is in modern-day Schleswig-Holstein, while the other is currently the second largest city in all of Germany and lies within its own Bundesland.

ANSWER: Lübeck and Hamburg 

[10] Another of the league's leading cities was this major port, located on a namesake bay in what is now Poland.  Centuries later, its shipyards were the birthplace of the Solidarity movement.

ANSWER: Danzig or Gdansk
 

7. He developed the concept of the "ideal type" to help analyze social phenomena. FTPE,

[10] Name this sociologist who authored Economy and Society, the essay Politics as a Vocation, and a series of essays relating sociology to religion.

ANSWER: Max Weber
[10] Weber is best known for this 1905 book that proposed a link between Calvinism and the development of secular enterprise.

ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism (or) Die Protestantische Ethik und der Geist des Kapitalismus
[10] Max Weber was a co-founder of the German Society for Sociology, whose first president was this sociologist.  He introduced the concepts of the "essential will" and "arbitrary will" in his work Gemeinschaft und Gesellschaft. 

ANSWER: Ferdinand Tönnies
8. He wrote both a Christmas Oratorio and an Easter Oratorio. FTPE:
[10] Name this German composer famous for his Mass in B Minor, Goldberg Variations, and the Well-Tempered Clavier.

ANSWER: Johann Sebastian Bach
[10] This type of musical work traditionally consists of an allemande, courante, sarabande, and gigue. J.S. Bach composed English and French ones for keyboard, as well as a set of six of them for solo cello.

ANSWER: suite
[10] This late 19th century German composer's output includes the organ work Fantasy and Fugue on Bach, as well as a piano work, Variations and Fugue on a Theme of Bach. He also did some variations and fugues on Telemann, Mozart, and Hiller.
ANSWER: Max Reger
9. He was crowned Holy Roman Emperor in 1155 by Adrian IV. FTPE,
[10] Identify this ruler who drowned in the Saleph river on his way to the Third Crusade. He's usually known by a name that comes from his red-colored beard.

ANSWER: Frederick Barbarossa (or) Frederick I (or) Friedrich Barbarossa (or) Friedrich I
[10] Frederick Barbarossa was defeated by the Lombard League in this May 29, 1176 battle. It prompted the Treaty of Venice a year later.

ANSWER: Battle of Legnano
[10] Frederick was a member of this dynasty, which was founded in 1079 by Frederick I, Duke of Swabia.  They were the longtime opponents of the Welfs for supremacy within the Holy Roman Empire.

ANSWER: Hohenstaufen or Staufers

10. Answer some linked questions about German literature, FTPE.

[10] Pilenz, the narrator of this novella, tells about his childhood friend Joachim Mahlke. It follows The Tin Drum as the second installment of Gunter Grass' Danzig trilogy.

ANSWER: Cat and Mouse or Katz und Maus
[10] This Romantic wrote the satirical play, Der gestiefelte Kater, or Puss in Boots, based on the Charles Perrault fairy tale. He is famous for his own fairy tales, such as Der blonde Eckbert, and also assisted August Wilhelm Schlegel with his complete translation of Shakespeare.

ANSWER: (Johann) Ludwig Tieck
[10] This Romantic wrote the novel The Life and Opinions of the Tomcat Murr. He may be best known via an opera by Jacques Offenbach, which is based on several of his tales.

ANSWER: Ernst Theodor Amadeus (or Wilhelm) Hoffmann
11. His lone opera was entitled Genoveva. FTPE:
[10] Name this Romantic composer more famous for piano pieces like Kreisleriana, and Papillons. He also wrote four symphonies, including the Spring Symphony.

ANSWER: Robert Schumann
[10] Arguably Schumann's most famous work is his Symphony No. 3 in E-flat major, a five movement work commonly referred to as this.

ANSWER: Rhenish Symphony
[10] Schumann's opus 15 is this playful collection of 13 piano pieces. Its most famous piece is probably the seventh, which is written in F major, and is called Träumerei, translated as either Dreaming or Reverie.

ANSWER: Kinderszenen (or Scenes from Childhood )

 

12. Identify the following German music acts that reveal just how far Germany's artistic talent has declined since the days of Beethoven, FTPE:
[10] This band's style is sometimes called "Tanz-Metall," which means "dance-metal." Their lead singer is Till Lindeman, and they are probably best known in the U.S. for the song Du hast, which comes from their 1997 album Sehnsucht.

ANSWER: Rammstein
[10] This Munich-born singer is known mostly for his 1999 album A Little bit of Mambo, which contained the songs 1+1=2, and the unforgettable Mambo No. 5.

ANSWER: Lou Bega (accept David Lubega)

[10] This Düsseldorf-based punk band with lead singer Campino has been popular in Germany for decades. Their albums include Opium fürs Volk and Ein kleines bisschen Horrorschau. One of their biggest hit singles was Zehn kleine Jägermeister.

ANSWER: Die Toten Hosen
 

13. Franz Schulze said this building resembled a temple more than a dwelling. FTPE:
[10] Identify this single-room home with eight supporting steel columns and exterior walls made entirely of glass. It is located near the Fox River, and its floor is made of travertine.

ANSWER: Farnsworth House

[10] Name the architect of the Farnsworth House, who also designed the Lake Shore Drive Apartments in Chicago and co-designed the Seagram Building with Philip Johnson. He was the last director of the Bauhaus. 

ANSWER: Ludwig Mies van der Rohe
[10] Mies van der Rohe also designed the German Pavillion for the 1929 Exhibition in this Catalonian city.

ANSWER: Barcelona
 

14. She ends up killing a journalist named Werner Tötges at the end of the novel. FTPE:

[10] Identify this protagonist of a 1974 novel, who becomes a victim of false tabloid news reporting after she spends a night with wanted bank-robber Ludwig Götten. The title of the novel describes her "lost honour."

ANSWER: Katharina Blum (prompt on partial answer, accept The Lost Honour of Katharina Blum or Die verlorene Ehre der Katharina Blum)

[10] This Nobel Prize-winning author wrote The Lost Honour of Katharina Blum, as well as The Clown and Group Portrait with Lady. He is sometimes associated with German post-war literature known as "rubble literature."

ANSWER: Heinrich Theodor Böll
[10] This novel by Heinrich Böll traces the history of the Faehmel family, whose 3 generations of architects were involved in the construction and demolition of St. Anthony Abbey.

ANSWER: Billiards at Half-Past Nine or Billard um halb zehn
 

15. The error of confusing cause and consequence is the first of the errors mentioned in this work's section, "The Four Great Errors." FTPE:
[10] Name this work of philosophy that also contains the section, "The Problem of Socrates," and is subtitled, How to Philosophize With a Hammer.

ANSWER: Twilight of the Idols: or How to Philosophize with a Hammer (accept Götzendämmerung oder Wie man mit dem Hammer philosophiert)

[10] This philosopher wrote The Twilight of the Idols, but may be best known for the work Also Sprach Zarathustra.

ANSWER: Friedrich Nietzsche

16. German authors seem to be obsessed with journies to Italy. Answer some questions about this phenomenon, FTPE.

[10] Gustav von Aschenbach travels to Italy in this 1912 novella by Thomas Mann. There, he falls in love with a young Polish boy named Tadzio.

ANSWER: Death in Venice or Der Tod in Venedig
[10] This author made his own trip to Italy, which helped inspire his 1788 poetry collection Roman Elegies. He also dramatized the life of Italian Renaissance author Torquato Tasso.

ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe
[10] This 19th century Romantic poet's most famous work is probably the novella Aus dem Leben eines Taugenichts, often translated as Life of a Good-For-Nothing, in which the young title character decides to travel to Italy. 

ANSWER: Joseph Karl Benedikt, Freiherr von Eichendorff
 

17. Lately there have been a call from some quizbowlers for more questions on the history of food. So, without further ado, answer some questions about the history of beer, FTPE:
[10] This law, which literally means "purity law," was decreed in 1516 by Duke Wilhelm IV. It said that beer could only contain 3 ingredients: barley, hops, and water.

ANSWER: das Reinheitsgebot 

[10] The Reinheitsgebot of 1516 was passed in the city of Ingolstadt in this German state, whose capital in Munich.

ANSWER: Bavaria (or) Bayern
[10] An even earlier Reinheitsgebot was passed in 1432 and applied not to beer but to bratwurst. It was passed in this central German state whose modern capital is Erfurt. This state also contains the cities of Jena and Weimar, and was the location of the Buchenwald concentration camp.

ANSWER: Thuringia (or) Thüringen
18. Name some German painters, FTPE:

[10] This member of Die Brücke was known for his watercolors. Hundreds of his paintings done in Seebüll are known as his Unpainted Pictures, and he created a nine-part altarpiece, The Life of Christ, as well as the woodcut, The Prophet. 

ANSWER: Emile Nolde
[10] This member of the Danube School did a version of St. George and the Dragon in which the two figures are nearly engulfed in a huge forest. He is probably best known for his painting The Battle of Issus.

ANSWER: Albrecht Altdorfer
[10] This artist from Nuremberg is famous for his many engravings, such as Melancholia I and St. Jerome in his Study, as well as his woodcuts like Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse. He also did numerous self-portraits, including one which humbly depicts him as Christ.

ANSWER: Albrecht Dürer
 

19. At the end of this play, Amalia von Edelreich is killed by her lover. FTPE:

[10] Identify this play about the brothers Franz and Karl Moor. Franz plots to win his father Maximillian's inheritance, while Karl forms a group of outlaws in the forests of Bohemia.

ANSWER: The Robbers or Die Räuber
[10] This author wrote such plays as The Robbers, Don Carlos, and the Wallenstein trilogy. Besides writing dramas, he wrote the Ode to Joy that was used in Beethoven's 9th symphony.

ANSWER: Friedrich Schiller (accept: Johann Christoph Friedrich von Schiller)

[10] This treatise by Schiller discusses the two titular types of poetry. The first type is associated with realism, while the second type is associated with idealism.

ANSWER: On Naïve and Sentamental Poetry (or) Über naive und sentimentalische Dichtung
20. He received his doctorate from the University of Munich with the dissertation, "People and House of God in Augustine's doctrine of the Church." FTPE:
[10] Name this former Prefect for the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, who succeeded John Paul II as pope.

ANSWER: Benedict XVI (or Joseph Alois Ratzinger; prompt on "Benedict")

[10] Pope Benedict made news in 2005 when he agreed to have dinner with this dissident Swiss theologian, who rejects papal infallibility and once compared Ratzinger with the head of the KGB. This man had once been a colleague of Ratzinger at Tübingen.

ANSWER: Hans Küng
[10] Benedict XVI's first return trip to Germany since becoming pope was his trip to this city for the World Youth Day in 2005. This city's most famous landmark is its gothic cathedral, which began construction in the 1200's but wasn't completed until 1880.

ANSWER: Cologne (or Köln )
 

21. Identify the following German words that are sometimes used in the English-speaking world by people who want to sound smart, FTPE.

[10] This word is German for "world view", and denotes a person's general philosophy or outlook on life and the world.

ANSWER: Weltanschauung (also accept Weltansicht or Weltbild, I suppose)

[10] This word combines the terms for harm and joy, and denotes the pleasure one feels from other people's misfortunes. It's the word for that feeling quizbowlers get when the other team receives a bonus on characters from Haldor Laxness novels.

ANSWER: Schadenfreude
[10] This word means "coming to terms with the past." It is most commonly used to refer to the struggle of post-war Germans to come to terms with their country's Nazi past.

ANSWER: Vergangenheitsbewältigung
