Sun ‘n Fun VIII and ½: Packet by Ahmad Ragab of USF

1.  One of this man’s short story collections is called Switch Bitch, a set of stories which appeared in Playboy in 1974. A 1955 “Alfred Hitchcock Presents” episode called “Man of the South” is about a gambling protagonist who is killed with a leg of lamb, which then is served later to the cops. That, a departure from his most successful genre, which includes a story about an organization whose mission is to kill all the children in England called, The Witches, illustrated by frequent collaborator Quentin Blake. The BFG is another collaboration, BFG stands for “Big Friendly Giant;” however, this Welch novelist is better known for writing about another giant entity to which the protagonist can escape from his cruel aunts, Spiker and Sponge.  FTP name children’s author of such works as Kiss, Kiss, Matilda and James and the Giant Peach.  
ANSWER: Roald Dahl
2. Susan Sontag in Against Interpretation analyzes the work of this filmmaker, suggesting that his work is noticeably un-topical. In the analysis of a specific film, she notes that it is certainly not about prostitution, just as his film La Petit Soldat is not about the Algerian War, though it was nevertheless banned by the French until 1963. One of the first directors to contribute to Bazin’s Cahiers du Cinema, this New Wave director’s most commercially successful movies was La Mepris or Contempt, starring Jack Palance and Bridget Bardot.  The film Sontag discusses, Vivre sa Vie, starred his then wife Anna Karina, who appeared in a number of his films including his foray to Science Fiction, Alphaville. One of his best known works, his first feature-length film co-written with Francois Truffaut in 1960 stars the implacable Jean-Paul Belmondo as the car thief Michel who spends most of the time running from police. FTP name this Franco-Swiss director of Breathless.
ANSWER: Jean-Luc Godard
3. This man’s published works include: Where There is Greed and The Politics of Nationalism and Devolution. From 1976-1980, he lectured at the University of Edinburgh and Caledonian University, and in 2000 he became embroiled in the Laura Spence Affair, which dealt with the admissions policies of Oxford University. He has served in his current position longer than any other person since the Reform Act of 1832, beginning in 1997 and in that time he has granted operational independence to the Bank of England, reduced the Corporation Tax, and claims to have presided over one of the longest periods of sustained economic growth since WWII. In an attempt to re-examine the foreign policy decisions of his predecessor, recently this current Chancellor the Exchequer went on a fact-finding mission to Iraq. FTP, this is what Labor Party member and all but assured successor to outgoing Prime Minister Tony Blair.
ANSWER: Gordon Brown
4. Molecules which cannot be assigned this man’s namesake structures, of which the simplest are known as biradicals, were first synthesized by Wilhem Schlenk in 1915. His name is also lent to a computer program developed by the National Cancer Institute, in which chemical structures can be entered into a database. His work mostly theoretical and speculative, he postulated in an 1858 paper that the valency of carbon is always four, the carbon atom can combine to form chains of arbitrary length and complexity, and that the study of reaction products can reveal structure.  He claims his most significant contribution was formulated while on a bus to London, in which he describes having a “waking dream” of atoms grouping themselves together in space. FTP name this 19th century German born chemist who famously proposed the six-member ring structure of benzene. 

ANSWER: Friedrich August Kekule von Stradonitz

5. Suggesting that the task of world industrialization should be a priority, in that section, it also mentions that to feed only anti-communists is to “fatten men like Boun Oum.” It blames the current condition in the US on southern bigotry and the misperceived eventuality of the Cold War. Split into four major sections including, “What is Needed” and “The Individual in the Warfare State,” in a sub-section entitled “The University and Social Change;” it offers that higher academic institutions can be leveraged to break the deplorable Dixiecrat-GOP coalition. Celebrating the 40th anniversary of its creation in 2002, and though a radical early draft of the document rumored to exist by “The Dude” still remains missing; then University of Michigan student, Tom Hayden, along with members of the SDS, on June 15th, 1962 wrote what document FTP, advocating radical change, and named after the city in which it was created.

ANSWER: Port Huron Statement or Document
6. Suggesting that the hypothesis in this work lies in contradistinction to all other scientific theories of the title subject except to that of Scherner, and despite its recognized ‘illogical’ nature, the common masses have sought to perform the title action. The opening example of the eponymous subject is one the author experienced himself one night in July, which he refers to as “Irma’s injection.” Despite revising the work a number of times, in a later work, Beyond the Pleasure Principle, he offers some countervailing evidence to the claim that all examples of the title subject are examples of “wish-fulfillment.” The unfortunate influence of Wilhem Steckel can be seen in one section of the third edition, turning the initial subtle analysis into a simple hunt for symbols of sex. Believing the title act to be the “royal road to the unconscious,” FTP name this seminal work of psychoanalysis published in 1900 by Sigmund Freud.
ANSWER: The Interpretation of Dreams
7. Helen Vendler’s ur-narrative suggests that human greed possibly personified as the title character, is in stark opposition to the central event at hand where boys “Bring flowers in last month’s newspapers.” First published in 1922, the images of the laying woman’s protruding “horny feet” and her dresser which is “Lacking the three glass knobs,” in comparison to dawdling wenches “in such dress” and “The muscular one” illustrate the dichotomy between vigorous, salacious living and cold forgotten death.  Elizabeth Bishop conjectured that this poem was set in Key West, as there were cigar factories and blacks who traditionally had the title item at funerals, which can be presented “in kitchen cups concupiscent curds.” This is, FTP, what poem concerning the titular ruler by Wallace Stevens.  
 
ANSWER: “The Emperor of Ice Cream”
8. George Bataille implies that the multiple versions of Manet’s Execution of Maximilian were inspired by this work. Supposedly, the painter of this work saw the action depicted from a window of his house, and then immediately heading to the site to sketch the background, bringing the large bright lantern illuminating the center of the work. Though the center figure dressed in white is kneeling, he towers above all in that scene taking place on Principe Pio Hill. Its companion piece is sometimes known as The Charge of the Mamelukes and the theme is one that the painter would take up in a number of small etchings and paintings in his series, The Disasters of War. Currently located in the Prado this is, FTP, what 1814 painting subtitled, “The Execution of the Defenders of Madrid,” a work by Francisco Goya.
ANSWER: The Third of May, 1808: The Execution of the Defenders of Madrid 
9. In a 1999 interview with one of its co-creators, he suggests that its release to the general public in 1974 was premature but the political pressure on his then boss, Neil Frank was too great.  One of the complications that he faced is due to the heterogeneous presence of small cumulus clouds that radically vary the type of results that can be produced. The suggestion to add more levels has been dismissed as it is supposed to measure possible damage and after 155 miles per hour, regardless of how well a building has been engineered, irreparable damage will occur. First offered to quickly inform the American Red Cross and Emergency Management of the seriousness of a coming storm, this is FTP, what scale which has Categories 1 through 6 that defines damage done by such nefarious characters as Andrew, Hugo and Katrina.  
ANSWER: Saffir-Simpson Scale
10. Georges Dumezil suggests that this god is equivalent to the Vedic god Dyaus, as they both represent the category of frame god, i.e. a god that is there from the beginning and will be there until the end. According to legend it is said that he can hear grass grow, his hall is known as Himinbjorg, and his horse is Gulltoppr. Found in Sturluson’s Prose Edda a kenning for sword is the head of this god, as well as a kenning for head is the sword of this god. His nicknames include “Bent-Stick” and “Golden-Toothed,” also said to be the son of nine different mothers, he is often associated with the ram and his sometimes called White God. At Ragnarok he will meet Loki on the battlefield and perish, though he will be one of the last to do so, the wounds he inflicts will lead to Loki’s demise. FTP, name this gatekeeper of Norse mythology, the guardian of Bifrost, and who will famously blow the Gjallarhorn to signify the Gotterdammerung.
ANSWER: Heimdall
11. In his doctoral thesis, Karl Marx challenges the belief that this man’s philosophy is merely a syncretism of Democritean physics and Cyrenaic morality, though he did advance a form of atomism but suggested that atoms did not always move in straight lines, thus subverting determinism, a concept which he calls clinament or swerve. Only surviving in fragments, his epistemology is laid out in Method on the Canon, and his physics is described in his Letter to Herodotus. His namesake paradox is an argument from the problem of theodicy against an all-powerful God. His Ethic of Reciprocity influenced such modern thinkers as John Locke, and Nietzsche was drawn to his hedonistic stance in face of physical ailments. His Tetrapharmakos, or four-part cure was his distilled formulation on how to live the happiest overall life. FTP name this hedonistic philosopher, whose namesake system was in opposition to Stoicism, a Greek philosopher of the 4th and 3rd century BC.
ANSWER: Epicurus
12. Though the city served as the focal point of this larger strategy, six specific targets were selected in lieu of a general takeover of the city, those targets included: the American Embassy, President Thieu’s office, the Radio station and airport. The primary devisor for this strategy claims it was formed under duress from Le Duan dominated Poliburo. By February the plan had failed militarily, but the attack on the embassy had changed the tide of public opinion regarding the war. Saigon was urged into “General Uprising,” an important feature of this strategy based on Maoist tripartite theories of People’s War utilized by Vo Nguyen Giap. Though technically a decisive military defeat; it was a psychological victory for the North, and considered a decisive turning point in the War in Vietnam. FTP name this attacking strategy formulated by the Viet Cong and North Vietnamese begun in January 1968, set to begin and named after the Lunar New Year Holiday 
ANSWER: Tet Offensive (acc. First Battle of Saigon until Saigon is mentioned)  
13. A recent book by Father V.C. Samuel reexamines this event, and suggests that the primary issue of contention was manufactured by those seeking to condemn the work of Dioscorus and his mentor Cyril of Alexandria, for primarily political reasons, and not strictly theological issues. The Alexandrian position also known as the Eutychian doctrine was rejected by John of Antioch and the other Byzantine prelates, whose antipathy towards the unitary physis was left unresolved at the Second Council of Ephesus, which was described as a “synod of robbers” and declared a rebel council by Pope Leo I. Convoked two years after 2nd Ephesus by Emperor Marcian, its namesake creed emphasizes the “full humanity and divinity of Jesus,” thus condemning the Monophysite position advanced by the Egyptian churches. Described in Egypt as the “Council of Schism,” FTP, name this Fourth Ecumenical Council preceding Constantinople, which was held in 451 AD in what is now modern day Istanbul.

ANSWER: Council of Chalcedon
 14. Prior to colonization it was inhabited by Noongar and though first sited by Wilhem de Vlamingh, a Dutch explorer in the 16th century; it was not settled until some two centuries later by the Swan River Colony in 1829. Serving as the terminus of the Avon Descent, a 134km white-water race, this location whose antipode is Hamilton, Bermuda-it is geographically isolated from the rest of the nation in which it lies, some 4200 km from the capital. Captain James Stirling, founder of the colony, named this city in the southwestern corner of the continent after a city in Scotland. Home to over 1.5 million inhabitants, due to its isolation, it has developed a robust local music scene, thus leading to it be called “the New Seattle,” FTP name this 4th largest city in Australia and capital of Western Australia. 

ANSWER: Perth
15. Along with Infield he developed a namesake equation which defines the nonlinear generalization of electromagnetism. His eponymous rigidity defines the corresponding special relativistic equivalent of the classical rigid body. A close friend of Minkowski and an assistant to Hilbert at the University of Gottingen, the refinement of his mathematical skills allowed him to make significant contributions, such as forming the matrix mechanics representation of quantum mechanics with Heisenberg in 1925.  Along with Haber he lends his name to a cycle which analyzes reaction energies.  In 1926 he formulated the standard interpretation of the probability density function in the Schrodinger equation, which won him the Nobel Prize in 1954.  FTP, name this German born quantum physicist and grandfather of Olivia Newton-John who also lends his name to a namesake approximation with Oppenheimer. 
ANSWER: Max Born
16. One consequence of a battle of this name is that it halted the spread of Christianity and allowed the continued practice of the state religion of Romuva. In another battle of this name, General von Hoffman’s notes the feud between the two commanders that started at the Battle of Mukden, which probably cost the Russians significant causalities.  The first battle saw a force of approximately 20,000 deploy between the namesake city and Lodwigowo while the Polish-Lithuanian Union forces recently consolidated by the marriage of Jadwiga and then Grand Duke of Lithuania created multiple lines of defense. In the second battle of this name, the two feuding commanders Samonsov and Rennenkampf failed to surround the advancing German army headed by Ludendorff and Hindenburg. FTP name this August 1914, WWI battle, a decisive victory for the Germans, which was seen to avenge the July 1410 battle of the same name where the Teutonic knights lost to the Slav coalition.    

ANSWER: Battle of Tannenburg (acc. Battle of Grunwald until “In another battle” is said)

17. The Atlanta based fund created in this researcher’s name provides valuable resources for the staff at Karisoke, located in Rwanda founded by this zoologist. The definitive biography by Farley Mowat is entitled, Virunga, named so after the volcano chain that was located near the camp. This scientist was deeply attached to the notion of “active conservation” and rejected zoos as essentially prisons. In 1978, while attempting to rescue Coco and Pucker from being exported to a zoo in Cologne, 20 adult males were killed in retaliation. Extremely antagonistic towards poachers, the loss of Digit in 1977 caused much anger and bitterness. Found murdered, possibly by poachers, on December 26, 1985-the exact circumstances remain unresolved. The work and life of this tireless researcher was dramatized in a 1988 film, FTP name this scientist whose life, work and mysterious death were portrayed in the biopic Gorillas in the Mist. 
ANSWER: Dian Fossey
18. The Marquis of Villafranca, the great-grandson of Frederick II, Conrad II Malaspina appears more often than any other historical character in this work. He and his “valorosa e santa” wife are described as generous and compassionate as they assist Madame Beritola and her two sons after reunite with her family after the upheaval in Sicily. Another historical character, the author of “Donna me prega” and the founder of the dolce stil novo, Guido Cavalcanti is depicted as a highly cultured but very proud figure whose exploits are recounted by Elissa who perhaps represents hope in this work, as she speaks up when Filomena suggests that their plan to flee the city will never work since women by their nature are “fickle, quarrelsome…and easily frightened.” This interchange occurs in “The Introduction to the First Day,” which is then followed FTP by nine more days of story-telling written by a 14th century Italian pal of Petrach’s, Boccaccio . 
ANSWER:  Decameron
19. Rediscovered in 1970, its creator received a special posthumous Pulitzer in 1976. The only performance during the composer’s life was a 1915 concert-style rendition from the ballet in Act II, Frolic of the Bears. The title character refuses to accept the superstitious ways of her mother and friends, and when local conjurers sell a “bag of luck” to her adoptive mother; she denounces them and is kidnapped in retaliation and thrown into a Wasp’s Nest. The first full performance of the work was not until 1972, when it was performed by Morehouse College-its finale “A Real Slow Drag,” is one of the most recognizable pieces from the opera. Containing, a prelude and an overture, a number of recitatives, and the previously mentioned ballet; it is often mislabeled as a “ragtime opera,” an intention the composer never had, despite his mastery of the genre. FTP name this opera about a freed slave girl composed by Scott Joplin.

ANSWER: Treemonisha
20. Arenstorf in 2004 offered a purported proof of this problem, however a serious problem was discovered and it remains fully open. A function exists which expresses the scarcity of the eponymous numbers, whose name was coined by Paul Stäckel, by adding the reciprocals of odd types of these numbers and showing that the series converges to a definite number known as Brun’s constant.  The Sophie Germain types of these numbers in this problem are a closely related and a particular case of the Hardy-Littlewood conjecture is a strong form of this problem. There are two versions of this problem, one which suggests adding a correction proportional to 1/ln p (read: 1 over natural log of p) to a computation of Brun’s constant will give an error less than some function of p. FTP name this conjecture whose more famous formulation states that are infinitely many pairs of number of the form p and p+2 where p and p+2 are both not composite. 
ANSWER: Twin-Prime Conjecture

21. Edward L. Shaughnessy’s work China: Empire and Civilization, suggests that this era saw the introduction of ying and yang theories of humanity as well as the shift from bronze to iron as the primary metal with which weaponry was manufactured. It saw the proliferation and eventual resolution to the intellectual period known as the Hundred Schools of Thought, and began with the destabilization and breakup of the state of Jin into three smaller regions. Occurring during the Eastern Zhou period of Chinese history and directly following the Spring and Autumn period, the end of this period saw the ascension of the state of Qin and the First August Emperor Shihuangdi. Resulting in a unified imperial China, FTP name this period which lasted from 475-221BC that was marked by intense conflict. 

ANSWER: Warring States Period

22. A clever forgery by Pierre Louys in 1894 attributed his work, The Songs of Bilitis, to a non-existent acquaintance of this author. Maximus of Tyre referred to this poet as “small and dark,” and the 19th century Greek scholar H.T. Wharton’s translations of this author’s work are considered canonical.  Though much of this writer’s works are lost what fragments we have were recovered from Oxyrhynchus, and the only extant work we have of this author mentions the “Iridescent-throned” title character, a “Child of Zeus” and a “wile-weaver,” in this poem, Hymn to Aphrodite. FTP name this “tenth Muse” of poetry according to Plato a poet from the Isle of Lesbos.
ANSWER: Sappho

1. Name these content-sharing websites, the link to which is often preceded by “Dude, you gotta check this out on…” on many a frat-boy Facebook wall-post, FTPE. 
[10]This San Bruno based service, which features users uploading videos via Adobe Flash technology was recently bought by Google to the tune of $1.65 billion in Google stock, but this won’t stop the Juggernaut, bitch!
ANSWER: Youtube.com

[10]This “tasteful” comedy website featuring instant messaging pranks, re-edited pictures and other internet related minutia has the appropriate tagline “The Internet makes you stupid,” apparently it can also lead to ass-beatings by German director Uwe Boll if you review his movies too negatively.  

ANSWER: SomethingAwful.com

[10] This collection of user created and submitted features a wide range of slideshow pictures, and animated text founded by Max Goldberg, its current name is an acronym for a classic Connery line from Finding Forrester.

2. Haruki Murakami owned a small jazz bar for 7 years before becoming an internationally recognized writer; name some of his musically inspired works FTPE.

[10] This novel about the coming of age of Toru Watanabe and his relationships with both Naoko and Midori; it is named after a song from the Beatles’ album Rubber Soul.

ANSWER: Norwegian Wood
[10] This recent novel follows the main character who attempts to escape an oedipal prophecy, The Archduke Trio by Beethoven is seen as a redemptive element in this work, and the title comes from a song he hears which has his name in the title, a name he shares with a certain German author.

ANSWER: Kafka on the Shore
 [10] It can be described as a two-part invention as the odd-numbered chapters take place in the titular land and features a split-brained data shuffler named Calcutec, who is a fan of Bob Dylan. The even-numbered ones are about a walled off civilization whose inhabitants have their shadows severed by the mysterious Gatekeeper
ANSWER: The Hard-Boiled Wonderland and the End of the World
3. Name these American Sociologists from description, FTPE. 
[10] Important in integrating social anthropology and clinical psychology with sociology, his major volume The Structure of Social Action, uses the work of Durkheim, Marshall, and Vilredo Pareto and discusses the concept of the “voluntaristic principle.”  
ANSWER: Talcott Parsons
[10] Joining the Columbia faculty in 1946, and heavily influenced by Max Weber this man’s major works include White Collar, The Sociological Imagination, and The Power Elite. 
ANSWER: C. Wright Mills
[10] Influential in having it recognized as an academic discipline in the U.S., he was the first professor of sociology in 1892 and founded the first department of sociology at the Univ. of Chicago. First editor of the American Journal of Sociology, he wrote the first English textbook on the subject, An Introduction to the Study of Society.
ANSWER:  Albion W. Small
4. This reaction also known as a double-replacement reaction involves the exchanging of bonds between two chemical species, FTP:

[10] name this common type of reaction which results in similar or identical bonding affiliations.

ANSWER: Metathesis Reaction 
[10]One important type of metathesis reaction in organic chemistry also known as a transalklydenation, it results in the redistribution of the bonds in the namesake group, the development of which allowed Chauvin, Grubbs, and Schrock to receive the 2005 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.

ANSWER: Olefin or Alkene Metathesis

[10]In this type of metathesis reaction of an acid and base leads to the formation of water and the associated salt, if certain conditions are met the resulting pH of the solution will be seven.

ANSWER: Neutralization Reaction   

5. Fought between 91-88 BC this war, also known as the Italian Wars or the Marsic Wars, pitted the Roman Republic with her previous allies on the Italian peninsula, FTPE:

[10] Name this conflict, which was in part precipitated by the assassination of Marcus Livius Drusus whose reforms would have granted the franchise to Rome’s allies. 

ANSWER: Social War
 [10] One of the commanders during the Social War was this patrician, who was briefly dictator for life of the Roman Republic; his capture of Bovianum essentially ended the revolt. 

ANSWER: Lucius Cornelius Sulla Felix

[10] This populist commander and seven-time consul of Rome was a sworn enemy of Sulla.  In the First Mithridatic War the Senate chose Sulla to command the armies; however, the Assembly chose this man, which eventually led to Sulla marching on Rome, this man fled, only to return while Sulla was campaigning in Greece.

ANSWER: Gaius Marius
6. Name these works of literary criticism FTPE.
[10]This 1970 work influenced by the structural linguistics of de Saussure, written by Roland Barthes offers an analysis of “Sarrasine,” a short story by Balzac. The encrypted title refers to the structural and societal clash between the title character and Zambinella the significant love interest.

ANSWER: S/Z (acc. S slash Z or anything in which they say S and Z in that order)

[10]This 1973 work of Harold Bloom’s attempts to show that poets are afflicted with the title condition that is derived from the ambiguous or “weak” relationship that they have with prior writers, especially “strong” poets.

ANSWER: The Anxiety of Influence
[10]This 1990 work subtitled, “Art and Decadence from Nefertiti to Emily Dickinson,” written by a self-described “feminist bisexual egomaniac,” Camille Paglia; it is a survey of western literature and art focusing on the theme of sensual decadence. 

ANSWER: Sexual Personae
7. Answer these questions about a Regional holiday in Mexico, FTPE.

[10] This holiday celebrated primarily in a south-central state in Mexico, commemorates an outnumbered Mexican Force defeating a superiorly equipped French force in 1862; it is unlikely Corona and Dos Equis are consumed with the same passionate intensity there as they are in the US on this day.

[10]Having little to do with Mexican Independence, Cinco de Mayo is a celebration of this Mexican victory during the French Intervention which took place in the previously mentioned south-central Mexican state.

[10] At the battle of Puebla, Mexican forces were led by this General, whose one-line report of the victory to President Benito Juarez was, “The national arms have been covered with glory.” Soon thereafter he contracted typhoid fever and died at the age of 33.

ANSWER: Ignacio Saragoza Seguin 

8. French philosophers and America, a long burning love affair that has spanned the centuries, FTPE: 

[10]This 19th century frenchy composed the Old Regime and the Revolution, but is perhaps best known for his co-authored work with Gustave de Beaumont, Democracy in America.

ANSWER: Alexis-Charles-Henri Clerel de Tocqueville
[10]This crazy postmodern French philosopher, who died in March 2007, wrote an occasionally insightful but mostly critical look at the United States, called America, he is perhaps better known for his groundbreaking Simulacra and Simulation.

ANSWER: Jean Baudrillard
[10]This conservative frog-author of Who Killed Daniel Perl, wrote about the US in a work subtitled “Travelling America in the footsteps of Tocqueville,” Garrison Keeler gave a startlingly hilarious yet absolutely brutal review of his book, American Vertigo.

ANSWER: Bernard Henri-Levy (acc. BHL)

9. Answer these questions about the Jewish scriptures. 

[10]The Hebrew Bible is known by this word composed from the first letters of its three divisions which include the Torah, the Nevi’im and the Ketuvim.

ANSWER: TaNaKh

[5, 5]The Talmud is composed of these two divisions, the first part is an authoritative post-biblical collection of Jewish Oral law, and the second division is the rabbinic commentary on the first, name them FFPE.

ANSWER: Mishna, Gemara
[10]This general form of interpretative literature is an exegetical commentary of the Biblical literature, and his generally focused on either Halakhic or Aggadic subject matters. 

ANSWER: Midrashic
10. This conference beginning in 1921 during the Harding administration that resulted in three major separate treaties, FTP:

[10] Name this conference which attempted to limit warship tonnage for various powers in attendance, by setting various ratios, whose raison d’etre for the US was to limit Japanese military expansion in waters west of the Pacific. 

ANSWER: Washington Naval Conference

[10]The American delegation to the Washington Naval Conference was lead by this pro-League of Nations Secretary of State, who also went on to be Chief Justice of the United States, during his illustrious career he was also Governor of New York.

ANSWER: Charles Evans Hughes
[10] In an attempt to reaffirm this waning foreign policy principle strongly advocated by John Hay in previous decades with regard to China, the Nine-Power Treaty was signed at the conference.    

ANSWER: Open Door Policy
11. Name these authors of the Harlem Renaissance, FTPE.
[10]Coiner of the phrase and author of a work called “the New Negro,” this philosopher and writer is sometimes referred to as “The Father of the Harlem Renaissance.”

ANSWER: Alain Locke 
[10]One of the first African-American professors at NYU, this literary critic and author is known for his poem “Lift Every Voice and Sing” and his anonymously published The Autobiography of an Ex-Colored Man.
ANSWER: James Weldon Johnson
[10]A Jamaican born novelist and poet, he is best known for his 1928 novel Home to Harlem and his 1919 poem “If We Must Die.”

ANSWER: Claude McKay
12. Name these composers of the Baroque Era, FTPE.

[10] A German-Danish organist, though many of his non-chamber music works are lost, the Lubeck tablature and the Duben collection are the primary sources for his compositions; his 19 Organ Preludes represent a significant achievement in 17th century music. 

ANSWER: Dietrich Buxtehude
[10] Almost certainly the most prolific family of French composers, they were active during the Baroque era.  The two most illustrious members include Louis and Francois, and Ravel wrote a solo piano suite in memorial to this family. 

ANSWER: Couperin
[10] This family of Italian composers include: Alessandro, considered the founder of Neapolitan Opera, Domenico, known for 30 Essercizi, and Pietro Fillipo, well…he made music too.

ANSWER: Scarlatti
13. This pre-WWI group formed in response to one of its member’s paintings being rejected by the New Artist’s Association in Munich, FTP

[10] Name this branch of German Expressionism named after a painting by its leading member, whose eponymous hue is described as the “color of spirituality.”

ANSWER: Der Blaue Reiter or The Blue Rider
[10]This most influential member and founder of Der Blaue Reiter is this Russian artist and theorist whose musically inspired works are explicated in his work Concerning the Spiritual in Art.

ANSWER: Wassily Kandinsky
[10]Another central member of the The Blue Rider was this Munich-born Calvinist painter, fond of nature and animals his works include Red Deer I, The Fate of the Animals, The Lamb and The Waterfall.

ANSWER: Franz Marc  
14. Name these items related to Stellar Fusion, FTPE.

[10]In stars of our Sun’s mass or less, this type of fusion reaction predominates by which stars convert hydrogen into helium, the eponymous positively charged fermions must overcome the Coulomb barrier in order for fusion to occur.  

ANSWER:  proton-proton chain 
[10]In stars significantly larger than our Sun, this type of fusion reaction dominates, also known as the Bethe-Weizacker cycle, it is named after the three major elements involved in the process. 

ANSWER: Carbon-Nitrogen-Oxygen cycle

[10] During nuclear fusion, free electrons in the plasma state will be deflected by atomic nuclei thereby decelerating and thus causing losses of energy through this type of electromagnetic “breaking radiation.”

ANSWER: Bremsstrahlung
15. Name some Persian authors from across the centuries, FTPE.
[10] This 10th and 11th century Persian poet is one of the most revered, and is best known for composing the national epic of Iran, the Shahnama or the Book of Kings.

ANSWER: Hakim Abu-Qasim Ferdowsi Tusi (acc. reasonable pronunciations)

[10]This most influential Sufi poet of the 13th century is known for his Masnavi a collection of rhyming couplets of profound spiritual meaning, his work emphasizes the universal love of God.

ANSWER: Jalal ad-Din Muhammad Rumi
[10] The daughter of a former mayor of Tehran and one of the first women elected to the Iranian Parliament, she is best known for her 2003 work Reading Lolita in Tehran: A Memoir in Books.

ANSWER: Azar Nafisi
16. In mammals this group of nuclei in the brain, which is connected with the cerebral cortex, thalamus and brainstem are associated with a number of functions:

[10] FTP, name this part of the brain important in motor functions, learning, and emotions, considered a misnomer since the name given to this body usually refers to structures outside the Central Nervous System.

ANSWER: Basal Ganglia or Basal Nuclei
[10]This part of the Basal Ganglia divided into the pars compacta and pars reticulata, it is responsible for dopamine production and hence plays a role in addiction/reward responses; the name comes from the Latin for “black substance.”

ANSWER: substantia nigra
[10] This degenerative disorder results from the loss of dopamine-secreting cells located in the substantia nigra, and leads to motor function and speech deterioration, key symptoms include: rigidity, postural instability, and dementia.

ANSWER: Parkinson’s Disease

17. Recalled each year during the celebrations of the Orange Order in Ireland, this July battle in 1690 was a momentous victory for William III, FTPE

[10] Name this July 1st, 1690 battle fought outside Drogheda, Ireland important Irish Protestant folklore. 

ANSWER: Battle of the Boyne
[10] This Jacobite king, the last Roman Catholic to be king of England, Scotland and Wales lost his throne during the Glorious Revolution, he was the losing commander at the Battle of the Boyne, and the loss here resulted in his fleeing to France.

ANSWER: James II of England or James VII of Scotland

[10]Despite James II fleeing to France, the Jacobites fought on until the signing of this Treaty in 1691 which ended the Williamite War, it was signed in the namesake city which had been under siege repeatedly by William’s forces.
ANSWER: Treaty of Limerick
18. Name these explorers of South America given descriptions of their various exploits, FTPE.

 [10] This Spanish explorer established the first permanent settlement in South America in 1511, and was probably the first European to spot the Pacific Ocean in 1513 from “a peak in Darien.”

ANSWER: Vasco Nunez de Balboa
[10] This Portuguese explorer continuing the work of Vasco de Gama, this man is generally regarded as the discover of the sea route to Brazil, after leaving Brazil and setting sail for India four of ships were lost at sea including one captained by Bartolommeo Dias.  

ANSWER: Pedro Cabral
[10] This 15th and 16th century Spaniard sailed with Christopher Columbus on his first voyage as captain of the Nina. His older brother Martin was the captain of the Pinta. In 1499 he sailed to Brazil and explored the Amazon.

ANSWER:  Vincente Pinzon
19. First gaining popularity in the Edo Period in the 17th century, this Japanese genre of woodblock printing and painting its name translates roughly as “pictures of the floating world,” FTP:

[10]Name this style of art typified by The Great Wave off Kanagawa.

ANSWER: Ukiyo-e

[10] This Edo period master of Ukiyo-e is the creator of the iconic Great Wave as well as 36 Views of Mount Fuji.

ANSWER: Hokusai

[10]This late Edo period Ukiyo-e artist inspired by Hokusai also did a number of views of Mount Fuji, but is more famous for his 53 Stations of the Tokaido.

ANSWER: Hiroshige
20. Orishas, are the emissaries of Olodumare, and rule of over the forces of nature and are involved in the endeavors of humanity, FTPE

[10]This Orisha is perhaps the most ‘popular’ and is found in a number of derived religious practices throughout South America and the Caribbean. He is the god of thunder, fire, and dance. He was the fourth Supreme king or Alafin of Oyo.

ANSWER: Shango
[10]Also known as Eshu, this Orisha of doors and roads, he is the divine mediator and messenger between humanity and the divine. Many religious rituals begin with acknowledgement and propitiation to him.

ANSWER: Elegba or Eleggua  (acc. reasonable pronunciations)

[10]This Orisha is the god of iron, war, labor, and politics-roads and paths are cleared by his machete.

ANSWER: Ogun  (acc. Ogum or Ogou)

21. Name these particular characteristics of matrices, FTPE.

[10]In a square matrix, the sum of the elements of the main diagonal is defined as this characteristic, the matrices for which this value is zero form the simple Lie Algebra.

ANSWER: trace
[10] This function of a matrix associates every square matrix with a scalar, in the case of a 2-by-2 matrix its value is the difference between the multiplications of each pair of elements in the two diagonals. 

ANSWER: determinant
[10]This value for a matrix gives the number of linearly independent rows or columns, it is said to be deficient in this property when there are less than the maximal number of independent rows or columns.

ANSWER: rank
