Sun ‘n Fun VIII and ½: Packet by Maryland (Casey Retterer, Mike Bentley, Brittany Clark, Gordon Arsenoff) lightly edited by Ahmad Ragab
1. The first part of this novel concerns the goings-on in an asylum where its central characters have been quarantined along with numerous others. Society outside of the asylum soon breaks down as well, and the main characters eventually escape and they are able to survive as a makeshift family. Along with several of his patients, this novel focuses on a doctor, who is also afflicted, and his wife who fortunately is free of the illness. FTP, identify this 1995 work in which an entire unnamed city is mysteriously plagued by an epidemic of the title condition, as written by Jose Saramago.

ANSWER: Blindness or Ensaio sobre a cegueria
2. Expressed as first derivatives, they equate the instantaneous change in each of two intensive variables with respect to each other's conjugate extensive variables. In general, for n natural variables, there will be n*(n-1)/2 of them, giving four if chemical potential is ignored. Derived by taking the differentials of the equations of state and setting them equal, FTP, what are these canonical equations relating the second derivatives of internal energy, Gibbs and Helmholtz free energies, and enthalpy?

ANSWER: Maxwell relations
3. The law at the center of this case was passed thanks to the support of anarchist union leader Henry Weismann and a muckraking exposé by Edward Marshall on sanitation in the basement type of the businesses associated with this case.  The namesake era created by the decision in this case traditionally ends with the court-packing era case of West Coast Hotel Co. v. Parrish. Oliver Wendell Holmes’ oft-cited dissent in this case blamed the majority for being influenced by ideology and recommended regulatory laws be deferred to the legislative branch of government.  FTP, name this 1905 Supreme Court case that overturned a law limiting the working hours of bakers on Fourteenth Amendment grounds.

ANSWER: Lochner v. New York
4. Julie Van Breuning had the composer's piano arrangement of it dedicated to her. At its 1806 debut, soloist Franz Clement played a sonata on one string, upside down, between measures, but not till the1844 performance under Mendelssohn, with cadenzas added by Joseph Joachim, was it publicly accepted. The Rondo third movement's A theme repeats itself two octaves higher, while the first opens with a timpani motif long before the soloist enters in bar 89 with an arpeggiated run up to G6. FTP, name this only work of its kind for its solo instrument by Ludwig van Beethoven, his opus 61.
ANSWER: Concerto for Violin and Orchestra in D Major, opus 61 (require Beethoven until mentioned)

5. This work was published over a 26-year period, including an excerpt included in “The Epic.” The stories in it are dedicated to the late Prince Albert, “to His Memory – since he held them dear”, and its final section, “To the Queen”, talks of “Sense at war with Soul” and offers advice on running an empire.  Notable changes from its sources include most of the story of Balin and Balan and the queen running off to a nunnery instead of being sentenced to burning at the stake for her infidelity in “Guinevere”. FTP, identify this Alfred, Lord Tennyson collection of poems concerning the life and times of Arthur and his court.

ANSWER: Idylls of the King
6. First described by two French doctors in 1900, it typically affects only one extremity and is usually not accompanied by the artiovenous fistulas that distinguish Parkes Weber syntrome. Non-invasive ultrasound-guided foam sclerotherapy can be prescribed to thicken the affected vessels, while wearing compression garments can help redistribute or prevent pooling blood. Those who as embryos suffer a mutation to the angiogenic factor VG5Q will display its characteristic overdeveloped lymph system, port-wine stain, varicose veins, and bone and soft tissue hypertrophies. FTP, identify this congenital vascular deformity that most famously affected former PGA tour golfer Casey Martin.

ANSWER: Klippel-Trenaunay-Weber Syndrome

7. One member of this group fell out of a window trying to escape from his palace, and after he was shot by a conspirator his ashes were fired out of a cannon in the direction of Poland.  Another member of this group was known as the Thief of Tushino because he established the headquarters of his anti-Shuysky followers in the village of Tushino.  The third and final member of this group, probably a deacon named Sidorka, led an army of Cossacks but was executed after fleeing Pskov in 1612, and the first’s story was dramatized in Mussorgsky’s opera, Boris Godunov.  FTP, identify these imposters to the Russian throne during the Time of Troubles who claimed to be the youngest son of Ivan the Terrible.

ANSWER: False Dmitrys (also accept, Pseudo-demetrius, Dmitry Samozvanets or equivalents that mention Dmitry and some sort of sham)

8. The word for it originates from an Austronesian word for “to strike or hammer”, and it predates Hindu and Buddhist cultures in its region. The mythical story of its origin tells of Sang Hyang Guru’s creation of it in the Saka era to summon the gods. Music played on it is built around a basic melody called the balungan. Although it can include bamboo flutes and string instruments, it typically consists of metallophones, drums, xylophones and gongs, a set of which is tuned to itself and thus not interchangeable with others. FTP, identify this kind of percussive musical ensemble from such Indonesian islands as Madura, Lombok. Java and Bali.
ANSWER: Gamelan
9. Because his grandmother was a Haitian slave, this author was a quadroon and he explored race and colonialism in his short novel Georges. In 2004 Reginal Hamel found his five-act play The Gold Thieves, while in 2005 Claude Schopp found a lost novel of his, The Knight of Sainte-Hermine. He found public acclaim in his first two solo plays Henry III and his Court and Christine although he is best-known for his novels. One, The Vicomte of Bragelonne is often split into three parts, with the third, about the identity of an unknown prisoner in the Bastille, being the most famous. He also wrote about another prisoner who seeks revenge after escaping and acquiring riches. FTP, identify this author of The Count of Monte Cristo and The Three Musketeers.

ANSWER: Alexandre Dumas, père (or something else indicating the older of the two)
10. It can be derived from a third-order Lagrange interpolating polynomial and it is a special case of Romberg’s Method.  William M. McKeeman proposed an adaptive form of this theorem in 1962 that recursively applied this method on half intervals if the error was deemed to be too large.  That technique is preferred over the composite form of applying this method in practical applications since the adaptive form ignores partitioning on functions that can be closely approximated by a quadratic function.  A Newton-Cotes formula that is more accurate than the trapezoidal rule, FTP, identify this method named for a British mathematician that uses quadratic polynomials to approximate the definite integral of a function.

ANSWER: Simpson’s Rule (also accept Simpson’s Theorem)
11. The first of its two books details the chikai and chonyid phases of bright light and the appearance of Buddha figures, and the second of the sidpa phase of selecting a womb. The work, describing an up to 49-day experience of karmic apparitions punctuated by such helpful phrases as “Be not fond of the dull, smoke-colored light from Hell”, was in legend hidden by Padma-Sambhava and discovered by Karma Lingpa in the 12th century. Read to guide the deceased through a “setting-face-to-face” with Reality prior to rebirth, and inspiring much of Timothy Leary's The Psychedelic Experience, name this Lamaist religious text named by its 1927 translator Walter Y. Evans-Wentz for an analogous Egyptian work.

ANSWER: Tibetan Book of the Dead or Bardo Thödol or Liberation through Hearing in the Intermediate State
12. This author wrote some popular history books including The Roman Empire and The Egyptians, while his final autobiography, It’s Been a Good Life was released ten years after his death, as it revealed a secret concerning his death. His works can be found in nine of the ten major Dewey Decimal categories, with Philosophy being the exception. Quasar, Quasar, Burning Bright is one of many collections of his scientific essays, originally published in the Magazine of Fantasy and Science Fiction. He is credited with introducing three words into English including psychohistory and positronic. FTP, name this prolific writer of popular science and science fiction works, author of the Foundation series and I, Robot.

ANSWER: Isaac Asimov
13. In industry, is it important in the large-scale production of methylene diphenyl diisocyanate and toluene diisocyanate for polyurethane and vinyl chloride for PVC plastic. A Table II precursor because of its use in heroin, cocaine and methamphetamine production, more legitimate uses include picking steel and leather processing. It was first discovered by Jabir ibn Hayyan around the beginning of the ninth century when he mixed salt with vitriol, and the Leblanc process for producing soda ash resulted in the large-scale production of it as a by-product. FTP, identify this strong acid found in gastric acid, as well as with nitric acid in aqua regia.
ANSWER: Hydrochloric or muriatic (before mentioned) acid
14. The name for the culture this period is named for means “patterns of plaited cord,” even though weaving was still undiscovered and clothes were usually made out of bark. The earliest known pottery was produced during it, upon which patterns were made with sticks and cord. Its people led semi-sedentary lives with wood stilt house and pit dwellings, and bear worship was common. It is suggested that the Ainu and Tsuchigumo are descended from its people. FTP, identify this Pre-Historic period of Japanese history from about 10,000 to 300bce.
ANSWER: Jōmon Period

15. This artist considered his painting of an apparition in the form of a nude woman lying face down on a white bed, The Spirit of the Dead Watches You, to be one of his favorites.  In the top corners of one of this artist’s most famous works, jarring yellow paint is used to express the wall beneath the painted fresco.  In another work by this artist, a man climbs over a fence in a hilly landscape of orange colored trees while three plainly dressed Breton peasant women kneel in front of the title figure in the foreground.  Infusing Catholic symbols into tropical scenes such as in his Ave Maria, identify, FTP, this post-impressionist artist who created Where Do We Come From? and The Yellow Christ.

ANSWER: Eugene Henri Paul Gauguin
16. She is the first principle in the opening chorus of The Birds, where she is depicted as the mother of Eros. According to Hesiod, her progeny included Momus, the god of satire and mockery; Apate, the personification of deceit; Geras, the god of old age; Moros; and Nemesis.  She is mother to Aether and Hemera with her brother Erebus, who is another child of Chaos. In Book 14 of the Iliad, Hypnos recounts how he flees to her after putting Zeus to sleep so that Hera can torment Heracles. FTP, identify this primordial goddess, the mother of Hypnos and Thanatos, the goddess of the night in Greek mythology.
ANSWER: Nyx
17. One of his works opens with an extended discussion of Diego Veláquez’s Las Meninas before launching into his central claim that all periods of history possess underlying conditions of truth that changed suddenly over time. His second major work follows the development of the medical profession, particularly the institution of the teaching hospital and what Alan Sheridan translated as the “medical gaze.” Besides The Order of Things and The Birth of the Clinic, his other works include Madness and Civilization and The Archaeology of Knowledge. While his work is often described as post-structuralist and postmodernist, he rejected the labels. FTP, identify this French “Philosopher of Discourse” noted for his work on sexuality and criticism of social institutions in works such as The History of Sexuality and Discipline and Punish.
ANSWER: Michel Foucault
18. This man is the oldest of ten siblings, and he entrusted his former position to his brother Forrest and his father Flint when he first left his home.  Since episode AG156, he has owned a Bonsly, and for a time he left his companions to be with Felina Ivy in the Orange Islands.  Early in the series in which this character appears, he obtained a Vulpix from the breeder Suzie, and his original Pokémon included Geodude and Onix.  Hailing from Pewter City and known for his love of women, identify, FTP, this first gym leader in the original Pokémon games, the companion of Misty and Ash in the animated series.

ANSWER: Brock (also Takeshi)

19. Some of the major rivers of this state include the Clearwater and Salmon, and its highest peak is located in the Lost River Range. Its population is mostly concentrated along its western border and along Interstates 84 and 88, which follow its most important river. Situated in of this state’s two time-zones, Lewiston is the site of its lowest point, and is the county seat of its Nez Perce County. It is home to both Shoshone Falls and part of Hell’s Canyon, both located along the Snake River. FTP, identify this Rocky Mountain state home to Borah Peak, whose panhandle includes a 48-mile border with British Columbia.
ANSWER: Idaho
20. In this work, the influence exerted by Joyce’s Ulysses is noticeable in its structure, and the concept from this work most associated with its author comes from Finnegans Wake. The model described in this book was developed using the work of 20th-century theorists including Van Gennep, Freud and, especially, Carl Jung. The first three chapters of it are titled “Departure”, “Initiation” and “Return”, and though it describes a number of steps or stages of the journey, not every myth will use all of the stages. Consciously applied by George Lucas, identify, FTP, this work discussing the journey of the archetypal hero by Joseph Campbell.

ANSWER: The Hero with a Thousand Faces
21. He participated in the Copenhagen Consensus project and criticized its insistence on a radical climate change strategy, positing that a moderate approach would be more cost-effective.  He wrote a 1971 paper showing how minute race bias can lead to total segregation, but he's best remembered for work on the use of precommitments to give credibility to threats in conflicts and on coordination without communication through focal points, work he extended in 1966's Arms and Influence.  FTP, name this Maryland foreign affairs scholar, winner of the 2005 Nobel Prize in Economics for pioneering game-theoretic studies of international relations in The Strategy of Conflict.
ANSWER: Thomas Crombie Schelling
22. Genders differences were depicted in the art of this civilization by showing men with reddish-brown skin and women with white skin. One system of dating their civilization, created by Nicolas Platon, is based on architectural complexes and is divided into pre-, proto-, neo- and post-palatial period. Their name for themselves is unknown and their current identifier comes from a British archaeologist who named them for a mythic king associated with a labyrinth that was found. Some of the more well-known types of depictions are bull-leaping and bare-breasted women holding snakes. FTP, identify this Cretean civilization containing the palace at Knossos, which was superseded by the Mycenaean culture.

ANSWER: Minoans

Bonuses:

1. Answer the following about quantitative structure-activity relationship, or QSAR, FTPE.

[10] One of the earliest historical applications of QSAR was its use to predict this maximum temperature at which adding the latent heat of vaporization to a liquid will convert it into a gas.
ANSWER: Boiling point
[10] An example of QSAR is the relationship between the number of carbons in these hydrocarbons, in which the atoms are joined only by single bonds, and their boiling points.
ANSWER: Alkanes
[10] Another application of QSAR is this equation, symbolized log(K/K0) = σρ, which described the free-energy relationship relating reaction rates and equilibrium constants for reactions involving benzoic acid derivatives.
ANSWER: Hammett Equation
2. Identify these things relating to the life and works of C.S. Lewis, FTPE.
[10] This book, adapted from a series of Lewis’ BBC radio lectures, was intended by Lewis to describe the common-ground of the title category of religious faith.

ANSWER: Mere Christianity
[10] Lewis belonged to this literary group associated with Oxford that included such notable writers as J.R.R. Tolkein and Charles Williams.

ANSWER: Inklings
[10] This short work by Lewis consists of epistles from the titular senior demon advising his nephew Wormwood on the best way to tempt and damn a human known as “the Patient.”
ANSWER: The Screwtape Letters
3. Answer the following about paraphilia, FTPE.

[10] For a paraphilia to make it into this handbook for mental health professionals, it must be the sole means of sexual gratification for 6 months and either involve a violation of consent or cause “clinically significant distress or impairment in social, occupational or other important areas of functioning.”
ANSWER: Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders
[10] In the DSM-I and DSM-II, this sexual behavior and attraction was classified as a paraphilia, although later version still include the disorder resulting from clinical distress caused by repression of it.
ANSWER: Homosexuality
[10] One of the pioneers in classifying sexual object choice as a disease was this Austro-German psychiatrist whose famous study of sexual perversity, published in works such as Psychopathia Sexualis, led to his coinage of the terms sadism and masochism.
ANSWER: Richard von Krafft-Ebbing
4. Answer the following about the geography of Germany, FTPE.

[10] Located in the Bavarian Alps on the Austrian border with a border checkpoint at its summit, this peak is the highest in Germany.

ANSWER: Zugspitze
[10] The Neckar, Main and Mosel are some of the lesser tributaries of this river whose most significant tributary is the Aare. It is the longest river mainly located in Germany.
ANSWER: Rhein
[10] This wooded mountain range located in Baden-Württemberg is bordered by the Rhine Valley. The term for food products from this region is a Protected Geographical Indication in the European Union.
ANSWER: Schwarzwald (or Black Forest)
5. Identify the following relating to a certain Beatles album, FTPE.
[10] A fortieth anniversary tribute to this Beatles album, titled A Bird Has Flown, featured indie artists like Ted Leo and Sufjan Stevens performing “I’m Looking Through You” and “What Goes On”, respectively.
ANSWER: Rubber Soul
[10] The final track on Rubber Soul, this infamous Lennon song contained the line, “I’d rather see you dead, little girl, than to be with another man.”

ANSWER: “Run For Your Life”
[10] Spliced together with “The Word” and “What You’re Doing” on the recent Love album, this first track on Rubber Soul tells of a man being offered the job of chauffer for a future actress.

ANSWER: “Drive My Car”

6. Answer the following about a play written in the mid-1590s, FTPE.

[10] Berowne, Dumaine and Longaville are the three noble companions of this character who convinces the others to take an oath with him to devote themselves to academia for three years, foreswearing women, among other things.

ANSWER: King of Navarre
[10] The King of Navarre and his pals eventually forsake their oaths for the Princess of France and her three maidens in this comedy that surprisingly does not end in a marriage or four.

ANSWER: Love’s Labor’s Lost
[10]In Love’s Labour’s Lost, the country bumpkin, Costard uses this word in Act V, a hapax legomenon, this word only appears once in the work of Shakespeare, it is the Latin ablative form of the verb which means, “the state of being to achieve honors.”
ANSWER: Honorificabilitudinitatibus (be exceptionally lenient with pronunciation)
7. Identify the following related to a certain type of algorithm, FTPE.
[10] Typically easy to formulate but difficult to prove for correctness, this class of algorithms involves choosing the solution that is best at the local level in a hope that the solution will be optimal at a global level.

ANSWER: Greedy Algorithms
[10] This greedy algorithm named for its Dutch formulator finds the shortest path between a starting point and all reachable end points in a directed graph with non-negative edge weights.  It selects the path that is currently the shortest during each iteration.

ANSWER: Dijkstra’s Algorithm

[10] This other greedy algorithm finds a minimal spanning tree of a graph by making each vertex a tree and at each step removing the minimum edge from the graph.  If that edge connects two different trees, those trees are combined.  It is typically slower than Prim’s Algorithm.

ANSWER: Kruskal’s Algorithm
8. Answer these questions about writers and works from Spain’s Siglo de Oro, the 15th to 17th centuries, FTPE.
[10] The Celestina is a novel by this author, his only known work, written in 1499 it represents the transition from Spanish Medieval literature to the Renaissance.


ANSWER: Fernando de Rojas
[10] This playwright wrote The Dog in the Manger, The Dance Teacher and Fuente Ovejuna, as well as another couple thousand or so works.

ANSWER: Lope de Vega 

[10] This dramatist and poet, born Gabriel Tellez, wrote The Trickster of Seville and The Stone Guest.
ANSWER: Tirso de Molina
9. Identify the following relating to the gay rights movement, FTPE.

[10] Originally a close partner of Martin Luther King, Jr., he helped found the SCLC and proposed the non-violent approach to the Montgomery Bus Boycott.  His work with King was ended because of Clayton Powell’s concerns over his ties to communism and his status as an openly gay man.

ANSWER: Bayard Rustin
[10] This series of 1969 disturbances outside of a namesake gay bar in New York City is considered by many historians as the turning point for the gay rights movement in the United States.

ANSWER: Stonewall Riots
[10] This is the colloquial phrase for a 1993 policy that was originally formulated by Colin Powell. It prohibits military service members from engaging in any acts that would expose them as being homosexuals.

ANSWER: Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell
10. Answer the following about the all-important gut flora, FTPE.

[10] Perhaps the best-known bacteria living in the lower intestines of mammals is this species more often associated with disease, spinach and Jack in the Box.

ANSWER: Escerichia coli
[10] One of the benefits of having gut flora is their production of this vitamin needed for the posttranslational modification of proteins and blood coagulation.
ANSWER: Vitamin K2
[10] Another vitamin produced by gut flora is this B-complex vitamin consisting of an ureido ring fused with a tetrahydrothiophene ring that plays an important role in gluconeogensis and the metabolization of leucine.
ANSWER: Biotin or B7 or Vitamin H
11. According to Seutonius, after this event, Augustus had a nervous breakdown and kept shouting “Quintilius Varus, give me back my legions!” FTSNOP:
[10] Identify this 9 CE battle in which three Roman legions were ambushed and destroyed by an alliance of Germanic tribes.

ANSWER: Battle of Teutoberg Forest or Schlacht im Teutoburger Wald or Varusschlacht or Hermannsschlacht
[10] After the Romans’ crushing defeat, the sequential numbers of the legions were retired. Name any two of the three.

ANSWER: Legio XVII (17), Legio XVIII (18), Legio XIX (19)
[10] Arminius belonged to this Germanic tribe which, along with the Bructeri, Marsi and Chatti, ambushed Varus.

ANSWER: Cherusci or Cherusker
12. Answer some questions about the frescos in the Arena Chapel, FTPE.
[10] This Florentine chap who, not surprisingly, painted a Madonna Enthroned in 1310 is best known for creating the depictions of the life of the Virgin Mary on the walls of the Arena Chapel.

ANSWER: Giotto di Bondone

[10] This banker, who commissioned Giotto to paint the interior of the Arena Chapel, may have built the structure to atone for his father’s sins.  He can be seen presenting the chapel to the Virgin in the Last Judgment scene.  

ANSWER: Enrico Scrovegni

[10] One of the more poignant scenes in the chapel is this one that shows angels crying in agony above a crowd who are gathered around a Jesus who has just been taken off the cross. 

ANSWER: Lamentation
13. Answer the following about acoustics, FTPE.

[10] Being periodic at the signal frequency, these component frequencies consist of integer multiples of a fundamental frequency.

ANSWER: Harmonics

[10] These sinusoidal components of a waveform are of greater frequency than the fundamental one, and the combination of their oscillation at the same time results in the distinguishing quality and sound of instruments.

ANSWER: Overtones

[10] The distinguishing sound quality of notes produced by an instrument as a result of overtones is also known as this, which is sometimes referred to as sound color.
ANSWER: Timbre (it should be pronounced “tam-bur”, but accept phonetic equivalents)

14. Identify some of these noteworthy Holy Roman Emperors, FTPE.
[10] The first man of the Saxon dynasty to achieve the title of Holy Roman Emperor, he was crowned by Pope John XII in 962.  Ten days after his coronation he signed a document guaranteeing to protect the Papal States.

ANSWER: Otto I the Great
[10] The Lombard League was formed in response to this emperor’s six expeditions into Italy.  He died en route to the Third Crusade, and the German invasion of the Soviet Union in World War II was named in his honor.

ANSWER: Frederick I (also accept Fredrick Barbarossa)
[10] This last Hapsburg Holy Roman Emperor failed to produce a male heir.  As a result, he spent much of the later years of his life trying to get other European leaders to sign his Pragmatic Sanction.

ANSWER: Charles VI (prompt on “Charles III of Austria”)
15. Who doesn’t like 20th century philosophy? FTPE:

[10] In addition to having an eponymous paradox, this British author wrote Why I Am Not a Christian.
ANSWER: Bertrand Arthur William Russell, 3rd Earl Russell
[10] Russell coined this analogy about a piece of china with the intention of refuting the idea that the skeptic must disprove unfalsifiable claims of religions.

ANSWER: Russell’s Teapot
[10] Called “Darwin’s rottweiler” and “the nearest thing…to a professional atheist since Bertrand Russell” this author of The Selfish Gene and The Blind Watchmaker took Russell’s Teapot one step further in his argument against religion.

ANSWER: Richard Dawkins
16. Answer the following about transgressive art with something in common, FTPE.

[10] At the end of this John Waters’ film, which he himself dubbed an “exercise in poor taste”, Babs Johnson, as played by Divine, get some dog poo fresh from the source and proceeds to chew it thoroughly.
ANSWER: Pink Flamingos
[10] Chris Ofili got a lot of crap from Rudy Giuliani when the then-mayor sued the Brooklyn Museum of Art for exhibiting this work, which includes porno cut-outs and elephant dung, as part of its “Sensation” exhibit in 1999.
ANSWER: The Holy Virgin Mary
[10] Senator Jessie Helms was one of a number of detractors of this artist’s Piss Christ, which did get support from art critic Sister Wendy Beckett.
ANSWER: Andres Serrano
17. Identify these things relating to rebellions or revolts that changed or modified the governments of their countries, FTPE.
[10]This 19th century Russian revolt during Nicholas I reign was led by Prince Trubetskoy and took place in Senate Square in St. Petersburg.

ANSWER: Decembrists Revolt 
[10] Ho Chi Minh led this summer revolution in which the Democratic Republic of Vietnam declared itself independent from French rule; it eventually led to the First Indochina War.
ANSWER: August Revolution

[10] Led by Vladimir Lenin, this second phase of the Russian Revolution of 1917 overthrew the Russian Provisional Government.

ANSWER: October Revolution
18. Identify the following long-lived popes, FTPE.

[10] This longest-reigning pope started out as a more liberal pope until he was deposed as temporal ruler of the Papal States follwing the Revolutions of 1848. His achievements include formally defining the dogma of the Immaculate Conception and organizing the First Vatican Council, which defined papal infallibility.

ANSWER: Pius IX
[10] This pole and recent pope had the second-longest reign, and was the first non-Italian one since Adrian VI in the 16th-century.

ANSWER: John Paul II
[10] Pius IX’s successor was this third-longest and oldest-reigning pope, known as “the Pope of the Working Man.” Other trivial facts about his reign include being the first pope of whom audio and video recordings were made and his appearance on the cover to Led Zeppelin’s Physical Graffiti.

ANSWER: Leo XIII
19. He was remembered, among other things, for being the music teacher of Marie Antoinette. FTPE:

[10] Identify this German opera composer and reformer whose works include Alceste and Paride ed Elena.
ANSWER: Christoph Willibald von Gluck
[10] One of Gluck’s more famous operas is this take on Greek myth in which Amore reunites the title characters after the former breaks the condition of the latter’s return and tries to kill himself.
ANSWER: Orfeo ed Euridice (or Orpheus and Eurydice)

[10] The librettos for Orfeo ed Euridice, Alceste and Paride ed Elena were all written by this usual collaborator of Gluck.
ANSWER: Ranieri de’ Calzabigi
20. Answer the following about some name-calling that takes place in Loki’s Quarrel, FTPE.

[10] In Lokasenna, Loki accuses Odin of practicing this type of divination and manipulative magic typically practiced by women, thus a hallmark of Odin’s being a pervert.

ANSWER: Seid or seiðr
[10] Seid was introduced to the Aesir by this Vanir goddess upon her arrival with her brother and father.

ANSWER: Freyja
[10] Odin fights back and cites Loki’s being mother to Sleipnir by this horse who did most of the hard work in rebuilding Asgard’s walls as indication of his being a pervert. The union prevented the work from being finished on time and this horse’s owner from getting the sun, moon and Freyja for his work.

ANSWER: Svadilfari
21. Fancy some ethnography in the Pacific? FTPE:  
[10] This Polish anthropologist was a pioneer in ethnography and participant observation. He worked in Melanesia and Papua New Guinea, and wrote such works as Coral Gardens and Their Magic.  

ANSWER:  Bronislaw Kasper Malinowski
[10] Malinowski wrote about the Trobriand Islanders in this 1922 work, which launched him into the anthropological spotlight.  

ANSWER: Argonauts of the Western Pacific
[10] Malinowski described this ceremonial trading system, in which shell-disc necklaces and armbands are traded in pre-determined directions.  

ANSWER: Kula ring or exchange
22. It concerns the relationship between a Tokyo businessman named Shimamura and a hot spring geisha named Komako. FTPE:

[10] Identify this work that takes place in the Yukiguni.

ANSWER: Snow Country
[10] Snow Country is the first full-length novel of this Nobel-winning author of such other works as The Dancing Girl of Izu and Thousand Cranes.

ANSWER: Kawabata Yasunari

[10] The relationship betwixt Shimamura and Komako is complicated by this rival of Komako that Shimamura first notices on the train to Yuzuwa.

ANSWER: Yoko
