Sun ‘n Fun VIII and ½: Packet by Oklahoma, edited with care by Ahmad Ragab
1. Robert Woodward has noted certain parallels between this work and Alfred, Lord Tennyson’s poem “Ulysses”, which he suggests it has consciously borrowed from. Possibly echoing Hegelian philosophy, this poem also reflects the poet’s tripartite view of himself in the lines “I too, with my soul and body,/ We a curious trio”. In his assessment of the poet, John Bailey found this poem’s comparative regularity more appealing than other of his works. The poet’s urgency can be seen early, as in the second stanza he insists that “we cannot tarry here/ We must march”, as he also emphasizes the vivacity of those he exhorts in phrases such as “Western youths”, “the youthful sinewy races”, and, in the first line, the “tan-faced children”. FTP, name this Walt Whitman poem, best known for providing the title of a novel about the Bergsons, a work by Willa Cather. 

ANSWER: “Pioneers! O Pioneers!” 

2. It was originally dubbed the Urbana Plan, for its original starting location, but the removal of troops from Manassas forced a change in landing sites. Skillful deceptive maneuvers under John Magruder prompted the first major delays in this campaign at Yorktown, but fighting took place outside of Fair Oaks between D.H. Hill’s forces and Erasmus Keyes, leading to the injury of Joseph E. Johnston. Afterwards, Robert E. Lee took command, routing the Union during the Seven Days Campaign. Run in coordination with the Shenandoah Valley campaign under Nathanial Banks, which marked “Stonewall” Jackson’s rise to prominence, this is, FTP, what 1862 campaign led by McClellan, which takes its name from the tip of land between the James and York Rivers in Virginia?

ANSWER: Peninsula(r) Campaign 

3. In Mask of Love by John Duncan, these two figures are depicted floating in an embrace behind the procession lead by Orpheus. A work by Jean-Honore Fragonard features one of these figures Showing Her Sisters Her Gifts, while the other is flying in the background. In 1907, Edvard Munch created a colorful, paint-splattered version of this couple, while Jacques-Louis David opted for a more traditional portrayal, with the pair atop a divan, the woman leaning back onto her husband’s wings. FTP, who is this mythological couple, an amorous deity and his beloved maiden?

ANSWER: Cupid and Psyche (accept in either order) 

4. The receptors for it have been traditionally described in relation to adenylate cyclase, increasing or decreasing AC activity via Gs- or G1-type G proteins. In areas of the brain where adrenergic activity is limited, tyrosine hydroxylase immunoreactivity, an enzyme common to all cathecholamines, is used to determine which neurons are associated with it. As a neurohormone, it is released by the hypothalamus to regulate pituitary function, such as the release of prolactin. FTP, what is this neurotransmitter, deficiencies of which in the cerebral nuclei are responsible for the motor symptoms of Parkinson’s disease? 

ANSWER: Dopamine 

5. The poet John Gower, whose Confessio Amantis was a source for it, acts as a narrator, opening several scenes. The chastity of one character is enough to provoke a Bawd to declare that “she’s able to freeze the god Priapus”. 

Before meeting her future husband, Lysimachus, that same character is forced to serve in a brothel, where instead of tricks, she turns the men toward virtue. That character, Marina, is the daughter of the title character and  Thaisa, the daughter of Simonides, who was killed in a storm but resurrected by Cerimon. The title character first takes to the sea in order to avoid the anger of King Antiochus, whose secret incest he has discovered. FTP, what is this play by Shakespeare which ends with the return of the title character to his Phoenician home?

ANSWER: Pericles: Prince of Tyre 

6. If the potential energy of a system is velocity independent, then the linear momentum in rectangular coordinates can be written as the derivative of this quantity with respect to velocity. Since energy is a scalar, this quantity is also a scalar. It is invariant with respect to coordinate transformations, and it is the Legendre transform of the Hamiltonian. A physical quantity it can be integrated to find the action and typically defined in classical mechanics as the kinetic energy minus the potential energy, FTP name this quantity named after a Francophone-Italian mathematician who did important work in celestial mechanics. 
ANSWER: Lagrangian 
7. It was claimed by the English ambassador, Alexander Stanhope that this man’s jaw extended so far forward, that his teeth could not meet. Just prior to his first marriage to Marie Louise of Orleans, he witnessed the largest auto de fé ever produced by the Spanish Inquisition. His mother Maria Anna of Austria, acted as his regent during his minority following the death of his father, and both of his parents were descendents of Joanna of Castile, known as Juana the Mad. Claiming that his sister, Maria Theresa of Spain was the true heir to at least part of the Spanish Netherlands, under this king’s reign, Louis XIV declared numerous wars on Spain to gain those territories, including the War of the Devolution and the War of the League of Augsburg. FTP, who is this maligned and malformed last Habsburg king of Spain, whose death prompted the War of Spanish Succession? 

ANSWER: Charles II Habsburg or Carlos II Habsburg or Charles II of Spain or Carlos II of Spain or Charles the Mad or Carlos Hechizado 
8. In one of this author’s short stories, in order for a man to win the approval of the father of his beloved, Pidorka, he must make a deal with Basavriuk, a man many of the locals believe to be the devil, in which he murders Ivas, Pidorka’s younger brother. That story, “St. John’s Eve” appeared in Fatherland Notes. His second volume of short stories was entitled Mirgorod published in 1832 along with two volumes of miscellaneous prose, Arabesques.In Dostoevsky’s Poor Folk, Devushkin becomes angered when Varvara has him read one of this man’s more famous short stories, “The Overcoat”. FTP, who is this Russian author, known for other short stories such as “Nevsky Prospect”, “The Nose”, and “Diary of a Madman”? 

ANSWER: Nikolai Gogol 

9. Through identification with the god Sothis, a representative of Sirius, the dog star, this deity became a patron of the floods of the Nile. In the cult of the Helleno-Egyptian god Serapis, this goddess became his wife, through identification with both Demeter and Persephone. Across the Mediterranean, her cult flourished, as, in the form of Pelagia, she was revered as a patron of sailors and as a nautical goddess, because of her wanderings across the sea. She was also revered as a divine mother, with statues depicting her holding her son often considered precursors to the depictions of the Virgin Mary and Jesus. FTP, who is this goddess, best known as the mother of Horus and wife of Osiris? 

ANSWER: Isis 

10. This dynasty’s final king, Zĭyīng, was executed by Xiàng Yŭ during the Chu-Hàn contention. That king had come to power following the forced suicide of his predecessor and uncle, Húhài, whose own rise to the throne of this dynasty was permitted through the suicide of his older brother, Fúsū. That suicide came because of forged orders following the death of Húhài’s father, as a conspiracy formed by the court eunuch Zhao Gao and the Legalist philosopher and minister, Lĭ Sī, placed the malleable Húhài on the throne as this dynasty’s second emperor. FTP, what is this first imperial Chinese dynasty, which succeeded the Zhou and was led by Shĭ Huángdì? 

ANSWER: Qín or Ch’in Dynasty 

11. One of this composer’s works was for a film that was never finished, about a fictional Russian military officer. He also wrote a ballet about a Shakespearean play, and his first symphony was composed without the aid of a piano and emulated the style of Haydn. Another of his efforts was an opera based on a play by Carlo Gozzi, about a prince who is cursed by Fata Morgana to fall in love with the title objects. Those works, Lieutenant Kijé, Romeo and Juliet, the “Classical” Symphony, and The Love for Three Oranges, are fairly well know, but he is probably best know for a piece of music aimed at children. This is, FTP, what Russian composer of Peter and the Wolf.
ANSWER: Sergei Sergeyevich Prokofiev 

12. In an early lament, the title character informs his audience that “there is a sickness rooted… in the nature of [a tyrant], that he… does not trust his friends”. His sentiments are later echoed when he is told that he suffers because “your mind is yours, not his”. He proclaims to that same audience that he has delivered humanity from the pain of foreknowledge of death, replacing it with a blind hope. He is variously visited by Oceanus, who seeks to beg for his release; Io, who arrives in her bovine form; and Hermes, who taunts him while demanding the information on Zeus’s downfall. All of this occurs as the title figure is trapped near Colchis, surrounded by the winged Oceanids. FTP, what is this drama by Aeschylus which tells of the punishment meted out to the titular figure, a Titan who stole fire for the benefit of humanity? 

ANSWER: Prometheus Bound 

13. He defended Publius Sestius, a former tribune, for charges resulting from a street brawl between Sestius’s supporters and those of one of his chief political enemies. That same enemy had, in 58, forced this man’s exile and built a temple to Libertas on the former site of his home. That enemy was Publius Clodius Pulcher, a close associate of Julius Caesar, and he later angered another follower of Caesar with his Philippics, a series of orations delivered against Marc Antony. During his consulship in 63, he was confronted with the conspiracy of Lucius Sergius Catalina, an event which prompted one of his most famous speeches. FTP, who is this Roman statesman and orator? 

ANSWER: Marcus Tullius Cicero 

 14. Because the mean free path increases with height, the majority of this atmospheric region falls above the turbopause in the heterosphere, where molecular diffusion plays a greater role than fluid motions, separating the constituent gases by mass. Its existence on Earth and other planets is a result of radiation born in the outer chromosphere and corona of the Sun. The Karman Line, which marks the distinction between aeronautics and astronautics, was established near the bottom on this atmospheric layer. Photoionization of diatomic oxygen and nitrogen gases in this region gives rise to the E- and F- regions of the ionosphere, which inhabit the lower reaches of this atmospheric layer. FTP, identify these layer of the Earth’s atmosphere, found above the mesosphere, which takes its name from the Greek for heat. 

ANSWER: Thermosphere 
15. After quoting the poet Stasinus, one character suggests that fear is always present in reverence, but not the other way around. Near the beginning,, one man is compared to a good farmer taking care of the youngest shoots in his garden before the rest. Later, the arguments of the title figure are compared to the statues of Daedalus, because they do not remain fixed as he states them, but are distorted. This comes after the main character twice asks the title figure to define the essential quality of piety. The title figure is prosecuting his father for murder, just as Socrates comes to court for his trial in, FTP, what Socratic dialogue, which discusses piety and the nature of the gods? 

ANSWER: Euthyphro 

16. When the plaster model for this piece was revealed to the public, critics likened it to a seal, a sack of coal, and a snowman in a straitjacket.  The artist refused to have the piece cast in his lifetime, and the finished piece was not displayed publicly until 1939, when it debuted at the corner of Raspail and Montparnasse boulevards in Paris. Commissioned in 1891 by the Societe des Gens de Lettres, the committee rejected it in 1898 after its creator had made more than fifty studies, many versions of which were nude before he decided to include its subject’s famous dressing robe. FTP, what is this bronze sculpture, Auguste Rodin’s portrait of one of France’s best known novelists? 

ANSWER: Monument to Balzac 

17. In Zoque and several Eskimo-Aleut languages, the functions of this case are covered by the relative case. In Greek, this case can be used to distinguish the part of a person or object which is grabbed, while it may also function in conjunction with a participle as a self-contained phrase, or “absolutely”. In Old English, this case and the dative both function as the compliments of intransitive verbs. Sometimes dubbed the second case, in Greek, Latin, and other languages, the stem of a particular noun is derived from this case. FTP, this is what inflective case, most often used in German, Latin, and other languages to indicate that a noun is functioning as a possessive.
ANSWER: Genitive 

18. The decision for this case, which was authored by Josiah Brewer, cites only three prior Supreme Court cases, including 1897’s Allgeyer v. Louisiana, which limited the power of states to interfere in legal contracts, but did reaffirm the state’s “police power”, and 1898’s Holden v. Hardy, which provided some of the guidelines for that “police power”. In the decision for the 1923 case Adkins v. Children’s Hospital, this case was said not to have overruled the primary holding of the contentious and recently-decided Lochner v. New York, the decision of which said that states could not, contrary to the 14th Amendment, restrict the freedom of contract without a compelling state interest. FTP, what is this case, which saw a state law setting the maximum number of work hours for women upheld, largely on the statistical evidence supplied in the so-called “Brandeis brief”? 

ANSWER: Muller v. Oregon 208 U.S. 412 (1908) 

19. One of this nation’s smallest ethnic groups is the Roman Catholic Csango, which, along with the more numerous Szeklers, are of Finno-Urgic decent. Other minorities in this nation include the Krashovani, a South Slavic people, and the Nogai and other Turkish or Tatar peoples originally from the Crimea. In the south of this country lies the Bărăgan Plain, a major agricultural area, and one of the largest grain-producing regions in Europe, while the interior of this country is dominated by the Carpathian Mountains.  FTP, name this Eastern European country, the largest city and capital of which is Bucharest. 

ANSWER: Romania 

20. As a symbol of poverty, adherents of this were originally to have worn coarse clothing, leading this sect to derive its name from the Arabic word for wool. There is some disagreement over who the first practitioner of this was; different tariqas, or orders, support either Hazrat Ali or Abu Hashim for that distinction. Rabia Al-Basri was a female adherent to this religious tradition in the 8th century, while it was more widely popularized by the philosopher Al-Ghazali in the 11th century. Famous for the Melevi order of whirling dervishes is, FTP, what practice of Islamic mysticism? 

ANSWER: Sufi or Sufism or Tasawwuf 

21. Its April 2007 purchase of Remington Firearms compliments its earlier acquisition of Bushmaster Firearms in 2006. This company made a large donation to California Rep. Jerry Lewis just prior to a 2003 vote concerning one of its subsidiaries, MCI, leading to US Attorney Carol Lam’s investigation of Lewis just prior to her dismissal. It has been tied to several former politicians, including Dan Quayle and its chairman, former Treasury Secretary John Snow. In May of this year, this company came to an agreement with Daimler to purchase just over 80% of the shares for Chrysler for $7.4 billion. FTP, what is this private equity firm, which shares its name with a mythical hound from Greek mythology? 

ANSWER: Cerberus Capital Management 

Bonuses:

1. Answer the following concerning a struggle for the Macedonian throne in the wake of the death of Lysimachus, F10PE. 

[10] This grandson of Antipater and son of Ptolemy I Soter of Egypt acquired the Macedonian throne in the wake of Lysimachus’s death at the Battle of Corupedium in 281.

ANSWER: Ptolemy the Thunderbolt or Ptolemy Ceraunus 

[10] Ptolemy Ceraunus’s claim to the throne was supported by this king of Epirus, who sought security on his western border and military support during his impending Italian campaign. 

ANSWER: Pyrrhus of Epirus 

[10] Ptolemy rose to the Macedonian throne after assassinating this successor to Alexander in Asia. He was the namesake of an empire based in Syria and was succeeded by his son Antiochus. 

ANSWER: Seleucus I Nicator
2. F10PE, answer the following about the liver. 

[10] This is the yellowish substance produced by the liver and secreted into the digestive system to counteract the acidity of chime. 

ANSWER: Bile 

[10] One component of bile is this porphyrin derivative, which is derived from heme from red blood cells which the liver has broken down. 

ANSWER: Bilirubin 

[10] These are the phagocytic cells responsible for catching damaged or old erythrocytes, as well as other material, as they pass through the liver. 

ANSWER: Kupffer Cells 

3. F10PE, answer the following about some mountain peaks. 

[10] This volcano, the tallest free-standing mountain rise in the world, is also home to the highest peak in Africa. The glaciers that once covered it are rapidly retreating, causing concern about water sources in the area. 

ANSWER: Mount Kilimanjaro 

[10] This volcanic summit of Kilimanjaro towers over other portions of the mountain, including Mawenzi, the third highest peak in Africa, and Shira. This volcano’s crater is home to many smoking fumaroles. 

ANSWER: Kibo 

[10] This mountain, Africa’s second largest, is named for a country and is located north of Kilimanjaro. It is a collapsed volcano and its glaciers are also retreating. 

ANSWER: Mount Kenya

[10] No. 45. In the final movement the musicians leave one by one, until only two violins are left playing.

ANSWER: Farewell Sympony

[10] No. 100. The use of a trumpet fanfare and percussion instruments give it a martial sound.

ANSWER: Military Symphony

[10] No. 92. Actually written for a performance in Paris, it is not one of the London Symphonies even though it has an English nickname

ANSWER: Oxford Symphony (he conducted it when he was awarded an honorary doctorate from Oxford)
5. Two police officers were killed in May during the attempted assassination of vice president-elect Goodluck Jonathan. F10PE, 

[10] This occurred in what West African nation, whose April presidential elections were plagued by political violence and whose capital is Abuja. 

ANSWER: Nigeria 

[10] Jonathan was elected on the presidential ticket of this man, the Muslim governor of Katsina who is set to become Nigeria’s next leader. 

ANSWER: Umaru Yar'Adua 

[10] Yar’Adua and Jonathan belong to this political party, as does Nigeria’s current president, Olusegun Obasanjo. Opposition parties have accused it of rigging the election in Yar’Adua’s favor. 

ANSWER: People’s Democratic Party or PDP 

6. After receiving a blow to the head, the title character awakes to find that he had been transported back in time to medieval England. F10PE:

[10] This describes the basic plot of what novel by Mark Twain?

ANSWER: A Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court 

[10] This figure is the title character of the novel. He takes the title “The Boss” after he manages to ingratiate himself into the court and immediately goes about changing the society around him. 

ANSWER: Hank Morgan (accept either) 

[10] This is Hank’s eventual wife, whom he accompanies on his only jaunt into knight-errantry. She names their child Hello-Central, after a phrase Hank repeatedly utters in his sleep. 

ANSWER: Alisande la Carteloise or Sandy 

7. Answer some questions related to chemical equilibrium F10PE:

[10] This states that if equilibrium is disturbed, the system will adjust to offset the change.  

ANSWER: Le Chatelier’s Principle

[10] This is obtained by multiplying the equilibrium constant by the concentration of the solvent in which the reaction is taking place.  The negative log of this value is used to measure the strength of acids.

ANSWER: dissociation constant

[10] At constant pressure, this quantity is minimized at equilibrium.

ANSWER: Gibbs free energy 
8. Answer the following about members of the Chicago school of architecture, F10PE. 

[10] Known as the father of the American skyscraper, this architect was responsible for designing the ten story Home Insurance Building in 1885, marking the first use of structural steel in a building’s frame. 

ANSWER: William Le Baron Jenney 

[10] With the motto, “Form follows function,” this man created a number of recognizable buildings in the Midwest, including the Carson Pirie Scott store in Chicago, and the Wainwright Building in St. Louis. 

ANSWER: Louis Sullivan 

[10] Along with his partner William Holabird, this architect created the distinctive “Chicago window,” which is featured in many of his designs, including the Marquette Building and the Old Colony Building. 

ANSWER: Martin Roche
9. F10PE, identify each of the following people and things associated with Antonio López de Santa Anna.

[10] Santa Anna first joined the Spanish colonial army of this general, from whom he learned much about treatment of political enemies and insurgents. After the war, this man went into exile in Cuba.  

ANSWER: Jose Joaquín de Arredondo 

[10] Though they were later declared null by the government in Mexico City, Santa Anna signed these agreements which recognized Texas’s independence following his capture after the Battle of San Jacinto.

ANSWER: Treaties of Velasco 

[10] Santa Anna’s final stint as president, ended in 1855, because his supporters were upset with this event, which, while generating revenue, was seen as a betrayal. Santa Anna then squandered the money.

ANSWER: Gadsden Purchase 

10. F10PE, identify each of the following about Old English poetry. 

[10] This epic, known only from the Cotton manuscript, tells the story of a Geatish warrior who comes to the aid of Hrothgar, defeating Grendel and Grendel’s mother.

ANSWER: Beowulf 

[10] This poem, found in the Vercelli Book, discusses the paradoxical agony and glory of the crucifixion from the perspective of the cross, whose own trials parallel those of Christ. 

ANSWER: The Dream of the Rood 

[10] This poem, also originally found on a manuscript owned by Robert Cotton, recounts a 991 battle between the Anglo-Saxons and the Danes, emphasizing the heroic nature of Byrhtnoth, the Anglo-Saxon leader. 

ANSWER: The Battle of Maldon 

11. Answer the following about the intelligence testing movement in the early 20th century, F10PE. 

[10] Working with Theodore Simon, this French psychologist created the first standardized intelligence test in 1905, as a way to identify special needs students. 

ANSWER: Alfred Binet 

[10] This psychologist revised Binet’s original intelligence scale in 1916, creating the Stanford-Binet test for measuring a person’s intelligence quotient. 

ANSWER: Lewis Madison Terman 

[10] In 1917, this President of the American Psychological Association oversaw the administration of the Alpha and Beta IQ tests to millions of Army recruits during World War I. 

ANSWER: Robert Yerkes 

12. Identify these laws associated with anti-Communism before the Second Red Scare, F10PE. 

[10] This 1939 law, which limited the political activities of federal employees, also barred government jobs to Communists, as well as certain other political groups. 

ANSWER: Hatch Act of 1939 

[10] This 1940 law, the first peacetime sedition act, made it illegal to “teach or advocate” the violent overthrow of the US government. It was upheld by the Supreme Court in Dennis v. US. 

ANSWER: Smith Act of 1940 or Alien Registration Act of 1940

[10] Also passed in 1940, this law required organizations with foreign backing and organizations advocating the overthrow of any government to register with the US Justice Department. 

ANSWER: Voorhis Act of 1940 

13. Lasting from 1208 to 1229 and named for a town in southern France, this movement sought to root out the Cathars from that region. F10PE: 

[10] Name this religious campaign. 

ANSWER: Albigensian Crusade 

[10] This pope called for the Albigensian crusade after his papal legate, Peter of Castelnau, was assassinated near Arles. He also condemned the Fourth Crusade for its attack on Christians in the Byzantine Empire.  

ANSWER: Innocent III 

[10] A descendent of one of the leaders of the First Crusade, this count was excommunicated by Innocent III for harboring heretics in his lands. 

ANSWER: Raymond VI of Toulouse 

14. F10PE, identify each of the following about an author and his works. 

[10] Narrated by Paul, a journalist, this novel examines the impact the 1945 sinking of the Nazi refugee ship, Wilhelm Gustloff, has had on three generations of the Pokriefke family.  

ANSWER: Crabwalk 

[10] This author of Crabwalk also wrote such works as the play The Plebeians Rehearse the Uprising and the novels The Call of the Toad and Local Anaesthetic.

ANSWER: Günter Grass 

[10] Grass’s best known work, this first novel in The Danzig Trilogy tells of Oskar, who has a powerful scream and who chooses not to grow up. 

ANSWER: The Tin Drum

[10] Goffman expounds on his theory in this 1959 book, his most influential.

ANSWER: The Presentation of Self in Everyday Life
[10]Goffman analyzes the title institution ala Foucault in this 1961 collection of four essays, based on his participant observation in the “total institution.”

ANSWER: Asylums: Essays on the Condition of the Social Situation of Mental Patients and Other Inmates 
16. F10PE, identify each of the following concerning a certain type of star. 

[10] This class of stars is among the longest-lived on the main sequence, because their fully convective nature allows more of their hydrogen to be fused to helium. They are, however, unable to fuse helium or heavier elements. 

ANSWER: Red Dwarf 

[10] One example of a red dwarf is this star nearest to our own solar system. It is part of the Alpha Centauri system and is sometimes dubbed Alpha Centauri C. 

ANSWER: Proxima Centauri 

[10] Proxima Centauri, along with other close red dwarfs such as Wolf 359 and Barnard’s Star, belong to this class of variable stars. They undergo dramatic and unpredictable brightness increases across all electromagnetic spectra. 

ANSWER: Flare Star or UV Ceti Variable Stars

ANSWER: Fides 

[10] In Rome, Dius Fidius became equated with this deity, an overseer of oaths, who had a temple on the Quirinal Hill. Both he and Dius Fidius were sometimes identified with Hercules. 

ANSWER: Semo Sanc(t)us  

19. Identify some things in quantum mechanics named after people F10PE:

[10] It states that the product of the standard deviations of two incompatible observables is greater than or equal to h bar over 2, and is most commonly thought of in terms of momentum and position.

ANSWER: Heisenberg uncertainty principle

[10] Used to represent interactions in quantum electrodynamics, they can include straight lines that represent fermions and wavy lines that represent bosons.

ANSWER: Feynman diagrams
[10] This theorem states that the expectation values of position and momentum obey equations which are analogous to those of classical mechanics.

ANSWER: Ehrenfest’s theorem or principle

20. F10PE, identify each of the following about the first king of Israel. 

[10] This man, the son of Kish, was named the king of Israel and Judah by the prophet Samuel. He was later succeeded by Ish-bosheth in Israel and David in Judah. 

ANSWER: Saul 

[10] Saul and his family were members of this smallest tribe of Israel, which was found in the south. It had earlier been massacred by the other tribes at the Battle of Gibeah. 

ANSWER: Tribe of Benjamin or Benjamintes 

[10] Saul was crowned as king of Israel at this location, after he defeated Nahash at Jabesh-Gilead. This location is mysterious, though it is mentioned as being visited by Samuel for his sacrifices. 

ANSWER: Gilgal 

21. Answer the following about an American philosopher and his works, F10PE. 

[10] Among the things discussed in this work are the “healthy mind”, which has a positive outlook, and the “sick soul”, which focus on evil. It emphasizes the importance of the result of spiritual leanings to determine their value. 

ANSWER: The Varieties of Religious Experience 

[10] Also the author of The Principles of Psychology and Pragmatism, this psychologist and philosopher wrote The Varieties of Religious Experience. 

ANSWER: William James 

[10] This series of James’s articles, collected by Ralph Perry, includes a discussion of experience in “A World of Pure Experience” and Descartes’s mind-body problem in “Does Consciousness Exist?” among other things. 

ANSWER: Essays in Radical Empiricism 

22. Answer the following about an epic poem, F10PE. 

[10] This long, Sanskrit epic, attributed to Vyasa, tells of the battle between the Kurus and the Pandavas. 

ANSWER: Mahabharata 

[10] This son of Indra is one of the Pandavas and a famed bowman. It is to him that the Baghavad Gita, advice from Krishna, is given. 

ANSWER: Arjuna 

[10] This is the mother of Arjuna, as well as many other god-fathered children, and the second wife of Pandu. Her first child was Karna, born to her after a visit from Surya. 

ANSWER: Kunti
