Tossups:

1. Measuring 1.2 meters long and ¾ of a meter wide, it was discovered near Fort Saint Julien and is on display in London’s British Museum.  Thomas Young and Joseph Fourier tried to decipher it, but it was Jean Champollion who finally unlocked its mysteries.  FTP, identify this tablet discovered by Napoleon’s troops and inscribed in demonic, Greek, and Hieroglyphic..

Answer: Rosetta Stone

2.  Her name means blissfully happy, but naturally that’s not always true.  She was robbed at gun point, her best friend was sexually assaulted and she has spent half a year coping with unrequited love.  This title character is a freshmen in college, whose biggest conundrum is whether to become a doctor or an artist.  FTP, name the syndicated television show starring Keri Russell.

Answer:  Felicity
3.  While a student, he wrote an essay on lighting the streets of Paris and was awarded a gold medal by the king of France.   He was elected to the Academy of Sciences in 1768, the same year he joined the Ferme Generale, a firm that collected government taxes.  This involvement led to his beheading during the Reign of Terror. His demonstrated the nature of combustion, which disproved the phlogiston theory, and wrote Elements of Chemistry.  Name this man, FTP, called the father of modern chemistry.

Answer: Antoine Laurent Lavoisier

4.  Its most memorable performance date was a Good Friday.  The author was Tom Taylor and the characters include John Wilkens, Mary Meredith and Mr. Coyle.   The performance was uneventful until  a shot rang out, a woman’s screamed and a man leapt 11 feet to the stage and  yelled, “Sic Semper Tyrannus”.  Performed in Ford’s Theatre, FTP name this play Abraham Lincoln was watching when he was assassinated.

Answer:  Our American Cousin
5. His feast day is March 17th, the same as St. Patrick’s.  He is believed to have been Jesus’ great-uncle, a wealthy man who worked as a tin-merchant and often sailed to England on business.  After the crucifixion, he went to Pontius Pilate and asked for the body of Christ which he buried in his own tomb. Legend claims he returned to Cornwall taking with him the chalice of the Last Supper.  Who was this man, FTP, keeper of the Holy Grail?

Answer:  Joseph of Arimathea
6.  The Pittsburgh Crawfords, Philadelphia Stars, Newark Eagles, Indianapolis Clowns, Homestead Grays and the Kansas City Monarchs were some of the teams.  Players included Josh Gibson who hit 962 career homers, Cool Papa Bell who could run the bases in 12 seconds and the great left-handed pitcher, Willie Foster.  Begun in 1920, FTP, name this group of teams where black baseball players competed before baseball became integrated.

Answer:  The Negro League (accept Negro National League or Negro Baseball League)

7.  The word for this particle was coined in the 1960’s by German physicist, Hans Neiper.  Its energy supply is infinite and it has no mass.  Mathematically consistent with the Special Theory of Relativity, these particles are generally thought not to exist because they could "violate causality" under certain conditions.  Named for the Greek word for speed, FTP what are these theoretical subatomic particles which travel faster than the speed of light?  

Answer:  tachyons

8. Criticized as being "an insulting caricature of plain country people", it almost was not accepted to the  

Art Institute of Chicago exhibition where it won a bronze medal.  It was inspired by a five-room structure in Eldon, Iowa which impressed the artist with its compactness and strong design, particularly the window placed in the gable.  He sketched the house and later painted it using his sister and his dentist as models for a farmer and his daughter.  They are shown wearing period clothing, sour expressions and the “farmer” holds a pitchfork in his right hand   FTP, name this portrait by Grant Wood.

Answer:  American Gothic
9. She was born in Chicago, the daughter of a prominent real-estate broker, and became the youngest American to win the New York Drama Critics Circle award for Best Play.  Since 1977, a national award named for her is bestowed on the student play which best expresses the African American experience.  She wrote, “though it be a thrilling and marvelous thing to be merely young and gifted, it is doubly so to be young, gifted, and black".  Name the American playwright, FTP, only 35 when she died from cancer, whose A Raisin in the Sun became the first drama by a black woman to be produced on Broadway. 

Answer:  Lorraine Hansberry 

10.  The probable cause of his fatal plane crash was the non-standard and awkward location of the fuel selector valve behind his left shoulder.  To change fuel tanks required him to release his restraints and turn around in the cockpit, a maneuver which probably caused him to lose control his newly acquired  plane.  FTP, name this singer who died in 1997, whose hits include, “Thank God I’m a Country Boy” and “Rocky Mountain High”.

Answer: John Denver
11.  It’s the number of Frasier Crane’s Seattle condominium and is a prime number.  It’s the year Walt Disney was born and Verdi died.  It’s also the year Picasso began his Blue Period, the Nobel Prizes were first awarded and William McKinley was assassinated.  Name this number, FTP, the first year of the 20th century.

Answer:  1901  

12.  He was born 300 years after the death of Galileo and guest starred in a Simpsons’ episode entitled, “They Saved Lisa’s Brain”.  His most notable work has involved the behavior of singularities and he was actually a lax student in college before contracting ALS.  By the time he assumed the Lucasian Mathematical Chair at Cambridge, he was virtually unable to move or speak.  FTP name this wheelchair-bound British physicist and author of  A Brief History of Time.

Answer: Stephen Hawking

13.  She studied advertising at Columbia University and worked as a journalist and photographer before returning home and devoting herself to writing fiction.  In 1983, she gave a series of lectures at Harvard which later comprised her autobiography One Writer’s Beginnings.  She received the Presidential Medal of Freedom in 1980 and in 1972, the Pulitzer Prize.  Her  works reflect life in the American South and are notable for their creation of character and accurate rendition of local dialect.   A Mississippi State College graduate, FTP name the author of Delta Wedding and The Optimist’s Daughter.

Answer:   Eudora Welty

14. It was first developed as the art and science of orienting dwellings, buildings and cities, and later was expanded to determine the best position of gravesites.  Many claim this ancient practice has been corrupted by modern practitioners who have moved it indoors and proclaim it can cure all problems from health to wealth.  Modern consultations begin by projecting the rooms of the building onto the bagua, an eight sided map which represents all aspects of a significant life experience.  Literally translated as "wind and water", FTP name this Chinese art of placement, the latest fad in decorating analysis.

Answer:  Feng Shui  (fung sway)

15.  It has been described as the world’s largest open air museum.  117 square miles in size and triangular in shape, its boundaries are guarded by statues averaging 15 feet in height and 14 tons in weight.  The statues were created between 700 and 1500AD from the stone of the Rano Raraku volcano and the masons were of Polynesian and South American descent.  There are more than 200 statues scattered around this South Pacific island.  Name this island, FTP, located 2400 miles southwest of Conception, Chile.

Answer:  Easter Island
16.  Unity, self-determination, collective work and responsibility, cooperative economics, purpose, creativity and faith are the seven principles, which are each represented by a candle in the kinara.  It is a non-denominational holiday and was introduced to the United States in 1966 as a ritual to welcome the first harvests to the home.  Celebrated from December 26th thru New Year’s Day, FTP, what is this African-American festival?

Answer:  Kwanzaa
17.  “The Burial and the Dead”, “A Game of Chess”, “The Fire Sermon”, “Death by Water” and “What the Thunder Said” are the five poems that together form this work.  The poems are joined by the vision of blind Tiresias and begin with the lines, “April is the cruelest month, breeding Lilacs out of the dead land”.  Edited by Ezra Pound and published in 1922, FTP what is this monumental T. S. Eliot work?

Answer:  The Waste Land

18.  In Benton v. Maryland, the Supreme Court ruled that this principle was applicable to the states through the "due process" clause of the fourteenth amendment.  It holds that neither federal or state officers can appeal a verdict of acquittal, but the accused may appeal a verdict of guilty in criminal and civil proceedings.  Name this principle, FTP, embodied in the Fifth Amendment, that protects a person against being tried for the same charge twice.

Answer:  Double Jeopardy

19.  An entity that exhibits the type I variety of this phenomena can be considered a perpetual motion machine of the third kind.  The condition causes applied magnetic fields to be canceled by the magnetization they produce and leads to a state of perfect diamagnetism.  Bardeen, Cooper, and Schriefer developed a theory to explain the phenomenon and won the 1972 Nobel Prize for Physics.  FTP name this low-temperature effect that occurs when metals conduct electricity with zero resistance.

Answer:  superconductivity

20. One of the heroine’s prized possessions is her father’s dagger which is inscribed, "Death with honor is better than life without honor".  The musical highlight is the aria “Un Bel Di” when the heroine sings of the happiness she will feel when her lover returns from America.  But, alas, when her love returns, he is married to an American and has come to take Sorrow, the child they share.  The disgraced heroine bids her son goodbye then uses the dagger to commit hari-kari.  Name this Puccini opera, FTP, the story of the tragic love affair between Cio-Cio-San and Pinkerton.

Answer:  Madame Butterfly

EXTRA:   Born Frederick Kittel in Pittsburgh, he dropped out of high school when he was 15.  He began his literary career by writing poetry and focused his work on the struggle of African Americans.  His play Ma Rainey won the New York Drama Critics Circle Award for Best Play in 1985 and he has won a Tony Award and two Pulitzer Prizes. FTP, name this playwright, author of The Piano Lesson and Fences.

Answer:  August Wilson
