Tossups:

1.  It began April 26th , ended May 6th and was fought 50 miles southwest of Washington, D.C.  Union troops under Joseph Hooker had more than twice as many soldiers as the Lee’s Confederate forces and both sides lost tens of thousands of men.  Although the South is credited with winning the battle, they lost Lee’s right hand man when Confederate troops accidentally shot Stonewall Jackson, who died several days later.  Name this battle, FTP, considered Lee’s greatest military victory.

Answer:   Battle of Chancellorsville

2. It is the final common catabolic pathway for the oxidation of fuel molecules. Two carbons enter the citric acid cycle as acetyl CoA and two carbons leave as CO2. In the course of the cycle, four oxidation-reduction reactions take place to yield reduction potential in the form of three molecules of NADH and one molecule of FADH2. FTP name this 10 step process which occurs in the matrix of the mitochondria and earned the 1953 Nobel Prize in Medicine for its discoverer.
Answer:  Krebs Cycle  (accept  tricarbolicacid cycle)

3.  His father was a religious patriarch, his mother a maid.  Exiled to the desert, he was protected by angels and became the ancestor of the twelve nomadic Arabian tribes. Judaism and Christianity trace their lineage through Isaac, Islam traces its lineage from this man, Abraham’s other son.  FTP who is this figure whose name has come to mean “the outcast one,” and which was later used by Herman Melville for the narrator of Moby Dick?

Answer: Ishmael
4. Henry II appointed him as his ally, but once in office he opposed Henry and became a champion of the people prompting Henry to ask, “Who will rid me of this meddlesome priest?”  Four of Henry’s men, looking to earn his favor, proceeded to the Cathedral and killed him. His death was the subject of T.S. Eliot’s play Murder in the Cathedral and his shrine was the destination of the character’s pilgrimage in Chaucer’s greatest work. Name this man, FTP,  appointed to the post of the Archbishop of Canterbury in 1162.
Answer:  Thomas a Becket
5. Born in Maine, he was captain of the Princeton hockey team and earned his law degree from Boston University of Law.  His first script, “From the Hip”, was made into a movie starring Judd Nelson and John Hurt.  He caught the attention of Steven Bochco, and began writing scripts for L. A. Law.  He became head writer within a year, executive producer two years later.  Some say he’s living the American dream – producer of multiple award winning shows, father of two and married to Michelle Pfeiffer.  FTP name the creator of The Practice and Ally McBeal.     

Answer:  David E. Kelley

6.  She was the grand-niece of Henry VIII, and her marriage was arranged to alter royal succession and ensure that a Protestant would retain the throne.  When Edward VI died from tuberculosis, this seventeen-year-old became queen.  Edward’s half-sister contested the succession, had her imprisoned and took the throne herself.  She was later found guilty of treason and beheaded.  Forced off the throne by Bloody Mary, FTP, name this woman, Queen of England for nine days.

Answer:  Lady Jane Grey
7.  They were invented as an ad hoc hypothesis to save the laws of conservation of energy and momentum from falsification when the first detailed studies of radioactive beta-decays found that some energy and momentum were missing in each decay.  Wolfgang Pauli proposed explaining this discrepancy by postulating that an additional, invisible particle was emitted along with the electron, which carried away the missing energy and momentum.  Classified as leptons, name these particles, FTP, created by the sun, which are so small they pass through the Earth.

Answer:  Neutrinos

8.  His aunt and uncle begrudgingly take him in after his parents die and allow him to live in a closet of their home. One day he receives a note inviting him to sorcerer school and telling him that his parents were a wizard and a witch. He becomes a star at the magic sport Quidditch and has a lightening-shaped scar on his forehead.  His adventures have included the Sorcerer’s Stone, the Chamber of Secrets and the Prisoner of Azkaban.  Written by J.K. Rowling for her son, FTP name the hero of these books which have topped the bestseller lists for months.      

Answer:  Harry Potter  (first and last name)

9.  Born in New York City, he studied music at Julliard before earning a Ph.D. in economics from New York University. He enjoys classical music, tennis, and spending time with his wife, Andrea Mitchell.  The briefcase theory holds that the size of his briefcase determines where the nation's top banker stands on interest rates – the heavier the briefcase, the bigger the upcoming change. An ad says, “When Merrill Lynch talks, people listen”, but when this man speaks, the world markets listen.  First appointed by Ronald Reagen, FTP identify the man who continues to serve as Chairman of the Federal Reserve System.

Answer:  Alan Greenspan 

10.  In America, there are two versions, Red and Blue.  In the game, you play a new trainer from the town of Pallet competing against your rival, Gary Oak.  Your two friends, Brock and Misty, accompany you around the world gaining trainer badges and foiling the evil team Rocket.  There are 150 objects you must collect, but you can only obtain 135 with your game.  In order to collect them all, you must connect to someone else’s machine to trade or do battle.  Originating in Japan, it can be found on Nintendo, Game Boy, cartoons, and all manner of merchandise.  FTP name this game whose name is an abbreviation of  “pocket monsters.”

Answer:  Pokemon  (pronounced "poke-a-mon") 

11.  This gigantic oil painting changed the way group portraits were created.  Instead of lining up his subjects in a row, the artist shows the men in motion:  heads turned, arms gesturing, they project the vitality of their mission.  Originally entitled the Militia Company of Captain Frans Banning Cocq, it was later misnamed because of a very dark varnish which covered it until the 1940’s.  Created in 1642 and displayed in the Rijksmuseum in Amsterdam, FTP name this painting by Rembrandt.

Answer:  Night Watch
12.  Born in 1840, he is considered the last of the great Victorian authors. When he died, his ashes were buried in Westminster Abbey, but his heart was laid to rest in the grave of his first wife.  He became an architect’s apprentice when he was sixteen and designed mostly churches.  Most of his early work was poetry, but with little financial success, he turned to writing fiction. His first acclaimed novel was Under the Greenwood Tree.  Later successes include Return of the Native and The Mayor of Casterbridge.  FTP name the author of Far From the Madding Crowd and Tess of D’Urbervilles.  

 Answer:  Thomas Hardy

13.  Born in Cyrene, he became blind in his old age and committed suicide by starvation.  He studied in Athens and Alexandria where he was director of the library. He compiled a star catalogue and used his knowledge of geometry to measure the tilt of the Earth’s axis and to make a surprisingly accurate measurement of the Earth’s circumference.  FTP name this man best remembered for devising an algorithm for calculating prime numbers.

Answer:  Eratosthenes
14.  The most famous American example was named for General Thomas Conway.  It occurred in 1777 during the Revolutionary War and was an attempt to remove George Washington as commander in chief of the Continental Army.  Although the word is of older origin, most trace it back to the inner group of advisers to Charles II of England:  Clifford, Ashley, Buckingham, Arlington, and Lauderdale.  Although they were never a working ministry, one or more of this group dominated court policy from 1667 through 1673.  Identify this word, FTP, formed from the initials of the advisors’ names.

Answer:  Cabal  

15.  He earned a bachelor’s degree in physics and mathematics and a masters in economic-engineering systems.  Drafted into the army in 1959, he was commander of the Six-Day War and is his country’s most decorated soldier.  In 1995, he left the military to serve as Minister of the Interior and became the unlikely leader of the left-wing Labor Party.  A self-defined moderate, he sought to balance the Labor platform by running under the banner One Israel.  FTP identify this man who defeated  Benjamin Netanyahu and currently serves as Israel’s Prime Minister. 

Answer:  Ehud “Brug” Barak

16.  The poor in spirit - the meek - they that mourn –  the pure in heart -  those who hunger for righteousness - the peacemakers - the merciful –  those that are persecuted - these are some of the unlikely groups that Jesus called blessed or happy.  Found in the book of Mathew, chapter five, this speech has been called a roadmap for Christian happiness in a relationship with God and man.  Given on a hill overlooking the Sea of Galilee, it is often referred to as the Sermon on the Mount.   FTP identify this sermon, whose name is Latin for blessed.

Answer:  Beatitudes  (if Sermon on the Mount given, ask to be more specific)

17.  She wrote, “Life is either a daring adventure or nothing at all”. Her childhood friends included Mark Twain and Alexander Graham Bell, and she met all the presidents from Grover Cleveland to Lyndon Johnson.  She graduated with honors from Radcliffe, and her film biography won an Academy Award.  She traveled the world as an advocate for women’s rights and disabled people with Anne Sullivan by her side.  Their story was told in the award winning play and film The Miracle Worker.  FTP name this woman, who lost her sight and hearing, but not her courage.

Answer:  Helen Keller 
18.  It first appeared in the Overland Monthly in 1869 and reflects the harsh realities of life in the old west.  Four travelers, exile from a mining camp for gambling, prostitution, and drunkenness, set out in search of Sandy Bar, a reputed realm of mineral wealth and rich promise.  They are later joined by an eloping young couple.  When they run into a Sierra blizzard, they are forced to take shelter in a cabin.  Faced with starvation, they must ultimately decide who lives and who dies.  FTP what is this haunting tale by Bret Harte?    

Answer:  Outcasts of Poker Flat  (not Flats)

19.  It’s 231 feet long and displays hundreds of people, horses and swords worked in red, yellow and green wool on a white canvas foundation.  Created to decorate a cathedral, the first panel shows King Edward on the throne of England.  The last two panels are missing, but scholars believe they may have portrayed William I on the throne.  FTP name this wall hanging which depicts the invasion and conquest of England by William the Conqueror. 

Answer:  Bayeux Tapestry

20.  It was discovered by Titus of Wittenberg and popularized and named for the Director of the Berlin Observatory.  Start with zero, then three, then each succeeding number is double the previous one for 10 numbers total.  Add 4 to each number in the series and divide each resulting sum by 10.  Except for the fifth number which relates to an asteroid belt, and the last two numbers, the resulting sequence is very close to the distribution of the mean distances of the planets from the sun.  Called a mathematical coincidence, name this relationship, FTP, incorrectly referred to as a law, which reproduces the distances of the planets from the sun in Astronomical Units.

Answer:  Bode’s Law (accept Titus-Bode)

EXTRA:  Born in Virginia to a Protestant minister and his wife, he was raised in an academic household  and received his law degree from the University of Virginia and his doctorate from Johns Hopkins.  He taught at several universities including Bryn Mawr and Wesleyan before entering politics and becoming governor of New Jersey.   He won the presidential election when Taft and Roosevelt split the Republican vote.  He won re-election with the slogan “He kept us out of the War” but in April asked Congress for a declaration for the US to enter WWI.  Name the twenty-eighth president of the United States.

Answer:  Woodrow Wilson
