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Toss-ups





1.  His brother Maurice was also a notable physicist, and he won the Kalinga Prize in 1952 for his writings on science for the general public.  Stationed during WWI in a radio station in the Eiffel Tower, he is most famous for a theory stated in his 1924 doctoral thesis, which had helped him win the 1929 Nobel prize for physics.  FTP, name this Frenchman known for his research on quantum theory and discovery of the wave nature of electrons.


Ans: Louis de Broglie





2. Before reaching the lake at Killin, its headwaters flow under the names of Fillan and Dochart.  Upon passing Kenmore, it receives the tributaries of Lyon, Earn, and the outfall from the Tummel-Garry Hydroelectric Scheme, which helps regulate flow and control flooding.  FTP, name this river which drains from its source on the slopes of Ben Lui to the North Sea below Dundee, the longest river in Scotland.


Ans: Tay River





3.  He attended the 2nd council of Lyon in 1274, and spoke in favor of acknowledging Rudolf of Hapsburg as the German king.  His neoplatonic speculation was later continued by Ulrich of Strasbourg, but his work while occupying the Dominican chair “for foreigners” at the University of Paris led to him being named Doctor Universalis.  FTP, name this Aristotelian scholar and teacher of Thomas Acquinas.


Ans: St. Albertus Magnus





4.  One of the Aesir, his name means "The Glorious". He was also called the "god of tears" and the "white as".wife was Nanna and they had a son named Forseti.  They lived in Breidablik [The Broad-Gleaming], where nothing unclean could be and there were "fewest baneful runes".  FTP, name this Norse god of light, who was killed by mistletoe with the intervention of Loki. 


Ans:  Balder





5.   Almost a quarter of the way through the book, the titular heroine is riding on the heath with a man to whom her parents send her to "claim kin." After the pair become lost in the fog, they trek to the top of the nearest hill to get their bearings.  Despite the actions that are forced by the son of the house Alec, the future lover Angel Clare can never fully forgive her.  FTP identify this novel, the true story of a pure woman, faithfully rendered, the most controversial work of Thomas Hardy.


Ans:  Tess of the D'Urbervilles





6.  It belongs to the same order, Crossopterygii, as the ancestors of the entire amphibian populations, and it was first identified by the British amateur James L.B. Smith.  Weighing 80 kilograms or more with a three-lobed tail, fossils have been dated in abundance to approximately 400 million years ago.  FTP, name this deep-dwelling bony fish thought to be extinct until re-discovered in 1938 off the coast of South Africa.


Ans: coelacanth





7.  Most of this author's work was produced during a 29 month period of frenzied acticity in which he suffered seizures and finally ended with his suicide.  A good friend of Paul Gaugain, they also appeared in eachother's paintings.  He emulated Millet in such works as The Potato Eaters, but he is better known for his post impressionist works.  FTP, name this painter of a series of paitings of sunflowers, as well as The Starry Night.


Ans: Vincent Van Gogh





8. The 18th century cultural revival was marked by the Spread of Nonconformity, and in 1914 the native church became separate from the Anglican.  Once the world’s leading exporter of coal, a sharp decline in the economy after WWI has led to a decline in native speakers here, especially in the industrial South; to counter this, the government instituted a native TV channel in 1982.  FTP, name this quasi-nation that has been under the rule of neighbor England since the 13th century days of Owen Glendower.


Ans: Wales





9.  This woman produced the TV series “Maggie” in 1981 and appeared on the “Good Morning, America” show, but she underwent a mastectomy in 1992 and died four years later following complications of a kidney transplant.  FTP, name this satirical columnist whose books include I Lost Everything in the Post-Natal Depression and The Grass is Always Greener over the Septic Tank.


Ans: Erma Bombeck





10.  Fatal at six months, it involves the low activity of hexosaminidase A in the generation of the sphingolipid ganglioside GM2.  Also known as Ama-urotic Familial Idiocy, it involves a red spot developing on the retina, blindness, and paralysis preceding death.  FTP, name this hereditary metabolic disorder that is common among people of Ashkenazi Jewish origin.


Ans: Tay-Sachs disease





11.  She starred in two forgettable 1969 movies: Riverboat Mama and Indian Raid, Indian Made.  Arrested over 19 times based on her exploits, she has a 60 inch chest and, according to Jim Pettit of the Fayetteville Observer Times, “the most famous lips in America”.   FTP, name this woman who, for a $5 bet started kissing athletes at the age of 15, known as “the Kissing Bandit”.


Ans: Morganna the Kissing Bandit





12.  The son Vladimir falls in love when they are captured by a nomatic tribe of Turkish origin led by Khan Konchak.  Beginning in the town square of Putive in 1185, the eclipse of the sun bodes ill for the title character, but he escapes to rejoin his wife Yaroslavna.  FTP, name this opera based on a scenario by V.V. Stasov featuring the Polovtsian dances, with libretto and composition by Aleksandr Borodin.


Ans: Prince Igor





13.  In the book’s three frame-narratives, a scene between the narrator and the title character repeats, in which the narrator returns home to find the protagonist in a trance on the landing, admiring the smell of turpentine.  The title character’s two guides to self-realization, a vaguely Spanish jazz player and his hermaphrodite alter-ego, meet him in Hell, after which the novel moves to its final tableau.  FTP, identify this Hermann Hesse novel featuring the hero Harry Haller. 


Ans: Der Steppenwolf





14.  Unlike oligodendrocytes, they are smaller and located in the peripheral nervous system, despite the fact that they perform the same function.  Related to astrocytes, they arrange themselves as a series of cylinders to help guide growing PNS axons, and aid in the cleanup of surrounding debris. FTP, give the name of this type of glial cell that also  creates a insulating myelin sheath around axons, named for their German discoverer.

15.    His father, Eugene Straussler, was a physician whose company sent him to Singapore, where he was killed during WWII. FTP, identify this Czech-born playwright, best known for Arcadia and Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead.

16. The candidacy of Prince Leopold of Hohenzollern-Sigmaringen for the Spanish throne had alarmed the French, but his candidacy was soon withdrawn.  France, however, sent Vincent Benedetti to Wilhelm I to prevent further German problems, but the resulting conversation was soon distorted and published, much to the French chagrin.  FTP, name this account of the encounter edited and published by Otto von Bismarck which precipitated the Franco-Prussian War.


Ans: Ems dispatch or telegram





17. Its founder, related on his mother’s side to the Parthian royal family, was born in Babylonia in the 3rd Century AD.   Taking many of its ideas from Gnosticism, it believed that the soul had fallen by mingling with evil matter, and many of its principles were adopted by the Uighur Turks, the Bogomils, and the Cathars.  FTP, name this religious movement whose founder was ultimately martyred and whose beliefs were rejected by St. Augustine.


Ans: Manichaeism





18.  The son of an advocate in the Parlement of Paris, he received his law license in 1764 and went on to work for the Ferme Générale, where he was partly responsible for the building of a wall around Paris to stop smuggling.  His most famous work, however, was in the sciences, where he devised the modern notion of the element and disproved the phlogiston theory of combustion.  FTP, name this "Father of Modern Chemistry", who was guillotined in the French Revolution


Ans: Antoine-Laurent Lavoisier





19.  Although born in Germany, he came to the United States at the age of five and served as chief of anthropology from 1910-1925 at the Canadian National Museum in Ottawa.   He was influenced by the anthropologist Franz Boas and founded the corresponding department at Yale, but was more noted for his work with the Paiute, Yana, and other Indian languages of the Western U.S.  FTP, name this anthropologist, whose work with North American Indian tribes is reflected in the 1921 work Language.


Ans: Edward Sapir





20. A descendant of Pocahontas, by 1801 he was chairman of the Ways and Means Committee and leader of the Jeffersonians in the House.  He emerged into prominence again in 1820, when he was a leader on the Southern side of the Missouri Compromise debate.  In 1826, after referring to the alliance of John Quincy Adams and Henry Clay as that of “the combination of the puritan and the blackleg,” he fought a duel with Clay, which both survived.  FTP, identify this Roanoke-based Virginia politician.


Ans: John Randolph





21.  Although very little was produced following the incident, “Robert Rich” won an Oscar for Best Screenplay for The Brave One in 1956.  While in prison Edward Dmytryk broke with the rest and agreed to cooperate, while Bertolt Brecht was originally included before he fled from the country and the House Un-American Activities Committee.  FTP, name this group of producers, directors and screenwriters including Ring Lardner, Jr. and Dalton Trumbo that were blacklisted for refusing to answer questions concerning communist activities.
