Toss-Ups





1. Conquered by Attila, this tribe joined the army of the Huns, frequently fighting against the Visigoths. After Attila's death, they were again free and settled in the region of Pannonia, in Eastern Europe. Their most famous ruler attacked Italy in 488, aided by the Byzantine emperor Zeno, and became the de facto ruler of Rome. FTP, name this European tribe led by, among others, Theodoric. �Ans: Ostrogoths





2. In Michael Drayton's 1627 poem, Nymphidia, she is the wife of the fairy king, Oberon, and queen of the fairies.  Also referred to by Ben Jonson and by Robert Herrick, her place as queen of the fairies was taken over by Titania. FTP, identify this fairy who delivers dreams of innermost wishes to the sleeping, referred to as the "fairies' midwife" by Mercutio in William Shakespeare's Romeo and Juliet. 


Ans: Queen Mab 





3. His best-known work was banned in his lifetime, and denounced by the church as a "work forged in Hell by a renegade Jew and the Devil". This was of little account to most people though, because despite being born in the seventeenth century, he wrote all his work in Latin, and Dutch translations of �it did not appear until after his death. FTP, name this Amsterdam lens-grinder and author of A Treatise on Religious and Political Thought and Ethics.


Ans: Baruch Spinoza��4. He once prepared an edition of the Roman author Vitruvius, accompanied by drawings, but the manuscript is now lost. His more representative works include a series of paintings depicting St. Francis �and mutiple depictions of The Agony in the Garden.  FTP, name this painter, best known for his painting Burial of the Count de Orgaz, originally born Dominkos Theotokopoulos.�Ans: El Greco ��5. This man's autobiography, Up to Now, states that he started his career in the office of the Commissioner of Jurors in his home city, and from there went to his state's legislature, where he was both minority and majority leader. In 1915, he was elected sheriff of New York County, and then served four terms as Governor. However, largely due to his religion, he lost the Presidential election of 1928. FTP, name this "Happy Warrior", America's first Catholic major-party Presidential candidate. �Ans: Alfred Emanuel Smith ��6. Viktor Safronov presented the accretionary theory of its formation in 1972, which stated that it formed by accreting material from a disk of dust around the sun.  A.G.W. Cameron voiced a different theory later that decade, saying it accreted from a dust ring about 1000 astronomical units from the sun. A Dutch astronomer, who it was later named for, proposed its existence in 1950. FTP, name, this body that orbits the sun roughly one light year away, the source of most comets in this solar system. �Ans: Oort Cloud ��7. "He started to shave / And have one off the wrist / and want to see girls / and go out and get pissed"; he then lost his shoe, was abducted by aliens, learned Latin, went to the stoning, fell in love with Judith, and was executed by the Romans. Apparently, this is what happens when people mistake you for the Messiah. FTP, name this man played by Graham Chapman, the title character of a Monty Python movie. �Ans: Brian Cohen (accept "Brian of Nazareth") ��








8. The maid Sabrina is able to survive a series of world upheavals, starting in prehistoric times and continuing on into the 20th century.  While this radio play is unconventional in structure, it gives a panoramic picture of the central male figure George and the rest of the Antrobus family.  FTP, name this 1942 play by Thornton Wilder.


Ans: The Skin of Our Teeth��9. A constitutional lawyer, he translated the Federalist Papers into his native language. Born in a small village near Mt. Suvobor, he founded his party in 1989, and his recent election victory was marked by a public revolt and the resistance of the incumbent to admit defeat. However, he considers himself a �nationalist, and opposes the idea of turning his predecessor over to the UN's International Criminal Tribunal. FTP, name this man, who will replace Slobodan Milosevic as Prime Minister of Serbia. �Ans: Vojislav Kostunica��11. In 1930, Wolfgang Pauli postulated their existence in order to explain the apparent nonconservation of energy in radioactive decay; Enrico Fermi named them in 1933. However, they were not observed until 1956. Subsequent experiments suggested that there were three types, but until earlier this year, only two were detected. FTP, name these particles, the tau variety of which was first shown to exist earlier this year.�Ans: neutrinos��12. This Italian Romantic composer achieved his greatest fame between the years 1828 and 1834, when he traveled through Europe, performing works like Le streghe (Le STRAY-geh) in over forty cities. Though primarily known in his time as a performer, he introduced such techniques as left-hand pizzicato, double-stop harmonics, and ricochet bowing to the violinist’s repertoire. FTP, identify this nineteenth-century composer of 24 Caprices, generally considered the greatest violinist who ever lived.�Ans:  Niccolo Paganini





13. He was second in the NCAA in rebounding, averaging 13.3 rebounds per game, and shot just under sixty percent from the floor in his senior season at Yale. Although he has been instrumental as a defensive force in the middle with the Nets, Trail Blazers, and even the Knicks, he couldn’t hit a free throw if his life depended on it. FTP, name this other center that the Knicks send to the Phoenix Suns in the Patrick Ewing deal.

14. A great-great-grandson of Charles II on his mother Caroline Lennox's side, this British statesman entered Parliament in 1768 at the age of 19. An advocate of liberal reform, he rode the wave of popular support for the ministry of Lord Rockingham, becoming the nation's first foreign secretary. FTP, identify this 18th century Whig whose liking for coalitions lead him to join forces with Lord North, then Edmund Burke, the longtime political enemy of George III and William Pitt the Younger. �Ans: Charles James Fox ��15. Some myths claim he is married to the Grace Aglaia, though this is an uncommon story and also improbable considering his flaw. This flaw was gained at either the hands of his mother or his father, but in either case is generally acknowledged to be the result of his being thrown off Mount Olympus as a child. FTP, name this god more commonly married to Aphrodite, the patron of weavers, fire, and the forge. �Ans: Haephestus ��16. He displayed an early interest in science, which can be seen in his later work, but eventually became a clerk in a record store. However, he started drawing a comic strip called "Nature's Way", which was syndicated and reached its widest fame under a different title. Then, scientists named a biting louse and a butterfly after him. His retirement on January 1, 1995 disappointed the loyal fans of, FTP, this man best known for his comic strip "The Far Side". �Ans: Gary Larson 





17. This area is located in the lower part of the left frontal lobe of the brain, and damage to it, if severe enough, can cause total loss of the ability to speak. Those people less seriously damaged will have problem with context, as this area of the brain is responsible for the understanding of syntax. FTP, name this area of the brain named after a 19th-century French neurological clinician, which shares its name with the form of aphasia resulting from damage to it. �Ans: Broca’s area ��18. Located on the Neckar River, this city was the residence of the Electoral Counts of the Palatinate until 1720. Located in Baden-Wurttemberg, this city is known for its majestic castle which can be reached by a cable railway. FTP, the castle draws several million visitors to this city, home to the oldest university in Germany.�Ans: Heidelberg �


19. His first public office was as mayor of Cavite Viejo. He was sent into exile by the Spanish government in 1897 due to his constant instigation of anti-Spanish sentiments in the his home country. Born of both Chinese and Tagalog parentage, he returned to that country in 1898 to help the Americans in their war against Spain. FTP, name this man chosen to be the first president of the provisional Philippine Republic. �Ans: Emilio Aguinaldo�


20.  It is the law of Buddha and of the Three Jewels of Faith, along with Buddha himself and sangha, the monastic community.  From the Sanskrit for “that which binds, supports, and sustains”, it has a slightly different meaning in Hinduism, denoting a sacred law of society regarding the performance of duty and sustaining moral order.  FTP, name this concept noted in a novel by Jack Kerouac and a current TV comedy.


Ans: dharma





21. It is divided into over 100 parts beginning with “The Commencement” and “The Cow”, and there are seven ways of reading it, each with two variances.  A person who has memorized it is a hafiz, and the art of reciting it is tajwid.  The original version is said to be inscribed on golden tablets in Paradise.  FTP, name this book commissioned by Uthman ibn Affan, whose suras comprise the holiest book of Islam.

1. Name these compromises that did little to quell American sectional tensions FTP each.


a. It admitted California as a free state, left the slavery issue in New Mexico and Utah to popular sovereignty, settled the border between Texas and New Mexico.  Also, it prohibited the sale of slaves in the District of Columbia and called for enforcement of a Fugitive Slave Law.


Ans: Compromise Of 1850


b. Stephen Douglas rammed this act through Congress with the aid of Franklin Pierce. It separated land that would have been made free states by the Missouri Compromise into two territories that were again left to popular sovereignty.


Ans: Kansas-Nebraska Act


c. This was a last-ditch effort made by a Kentucky senator to pacify North and South. It would have restored the Missouri Compromise and extended the 36’30” line to the Pacific, and sanctioned popular sovereignty in the territories.

Their 1856 candidate was Millard Fillmore. �Ans: Know-Nothing party or American party ��6. FTPE, name the Bronte. �a. The youngest of the Brontes wrote such novels as Agnes Grey and The Tenant of Wildfell Hall. �Ans: Anne Bronte �b. This Bronte had formal artistic training and great skill, but a "dissolute" nature which undermined that skill and led to illicit affairs, drunkenness, and opium addiction, and finally to death in 1848. �Ans: Patrick Branwell Bronte �c. This Bronte outlived her sisters, surviving until 1855 and producing such works as Shirley, Villette, and The Professor. �Ans: Charlotte Bronte ��7.
