1. At its height during the Middle Ages it extended from the Bay of Biscay to Andalusia, including most of the central Iberian Peninsula. As the kings of León expanded their domains eastward in the 10th century, they built a large number of castles in this region to guard their territory from the Moors.  FTP, identify this former Spanish kingdom once ruled by Isabella.

2. He was born in Revere, Massachusetts and ordained as a Unitarian minister in 1864.  Two years later, this American author became chaplain of a lodging house for newsboys in New York City.  Although his works have little literary significance, they influenced American youth by emphasizing merit, rather than social status, as the chief determinant of success.  FTP, identify this author of Luck and Pluck, Tattered Tom, and Ragged Dick.

3. An archetype, a Jesus freak, a feminist, a rich punk-rocker, an artist's daughter, a modern dancer, a black girl, a Scientologist.  Shooting cough syrup in her veins, living on brown rice and cocaine, drinking nothing but Perrier, turning sex into a song, painting pictures like the Buddhists, and masturbating in the bath. 4. In the experiment, the subject is locked away in a steel chamber with a tiny amount of radiation and a Geiger counter present.  Since one decaying atom can kill the subject, quantum mechanics says that the subject is neither alive nor dead because the result is based on probability, at least until the human looks in the chamber.  FTP, name this hypothetical experiment involving a noted physicist and a feline companion.

5. Some lesser-known players to have their jerseys retired by this team include Mack Lee Hill, Stone Johnson, and Abner Haynes.  Although they have never had an MVP, Defensive Player of the Year, or Rookie of the Year, they did have an AFC rushing champion in 1989 and a scoring champion in 1990.  After 7-9 and 9-7 records in 1998 and 1999, in 2000 they are again hovering around .500.  FTP, identify this AFC West team quarterbacked by Elvis Grbac.

6. Damon Runyan and Dorothy Dix were both reporters at this 1926 trial. The prosecution's star witness, Jane Gibson, a bedridden hog farmer, was dubbed "the Pig Woman" by the press. The widow of one of the victims was suspected, but prosecutors took four years to indict her for murder. FTP, identify this unsolved 1922 murder case in which the bodies of an Episcocal minister and a choir singer were found in a lovers' lane near New Brunswick, New Jersey.

7. Convicted for embezzlement committed during his years as a bank-teller, he spent almost four years in an Ohio prison.  While there, he published his first story, "Whistling Dick's Christmas Stocking," and collected anecdotes he later worked into his fiction.  Much of his inspiration dates from his 1902 move to his "Baghdad on the Subway," New York City. FTP, identify this author of The Four Million, whose real name was William Sydney Porter.


Ans:  O. Henry (accept William Sydney Porter before last clue)














8. He entertained thoughts of entering the clergy and was apprenticed for a time as a law clerk, but was more interested in literature and mathematics. His ideas on educating the blind was a forerunner of Braille's technique. A novelist and philosopher, his own heavily anti-Christian work, Pensées philosophiques, borrowed heavily from Shaftesbury. However, he is best known not for his own work, but for his editing. FTP, identify this eighteenth-century compiler of the Encyclopédie.

9. Originally apprenticed to a barber, he was knighted in 1786 by George III even though his patents were declared void one year due to a clockmaker who had helped him.  While he was one of the first to divide factory labor, he used Watt’s steam engine to help power his textile machinery.  FTP, name this English inventor, who in 1767 invented the first spinning machine.


Ans: Richard Arkwright





10. A pastoral romance based on a Thomas Lodge novel, it exploits the comic confusion that can result from transvestism.  Characters include Duke Frederick; his banished elder brother, who happens to be the rightful duke; the exiled duke's daughter Rosalind; her lover Orlando, and the under-washed country wench Audry, who marries the court clown Touchstone.  FTP, name this Shakespeare play which reminds us of the "seven ages of man" and that "all the world's a stage."


Ans: As You Like It





11.  Absolute magnitudes are plotted on the ordinate, while seven spectral classes are found on the abscissa. Red giants appear at upper right, while white dwarfs appear near the bottom.  The diagonal from upper left to lower right is called the Main Sequence.  FTP, identify this astronomical diagram that relates the brightness of a star to its temperature.


Ans:  Hertzsprung-Russell diagram





12. The chorus is silent in three of its seven movements, and sings only once in Latin. Composed in breakneck speed in 1938, it was rearranged into its final cantata form the following year. It is most noted for its sixth movement, a solo for mezzo-soprano and orchestra entitled "The Field of the Dead".  FTP identify this Prokofiev score featuring the hero fighting the Teutonic Knights, originally composed for an Sergei Eisenstein film.

13.  The election commission in this nation was disbanded the day following recent general elections, with the current executive declaring himself the winner. Laurent Gbagbo (BAHG-bo), showed polls indicating he had captured 60 percent of the vote, refused to accept this result, and declared himself president. The winner of the election was supposed to succeed the military junta which in December 1999 toppled the government of, FTP, what West African nation with capital at Abidjan?

14. Born in the Bordelais region of France, he served as bishop of Comminges [kawm-MANJ] and archbishop of Bordeaux [bohr DOH].  As an educator, he founded the University of Perugia in 1307 and created chairs of Asian languages at Paris and Oxford.  His most famous job, however, resulted from the feud between King Philip IV and Pope Boniface VIII. FTP, name this first pope to reside in Avignon, France.


Ans:  Pope Clement V





15. Worshiped throughout the Greek world, temples to this god were built in Corinth and Argos. His principal cult annually sacrificed four white horses to him at Rhodes, where he was represented by the Colossus.  According to legend, his son died attempting to ride his golden chariot.  Son of the Titans Hyperion and Thea, and brother of Selene and Eos, FTP, identify this ancient sun god whose attributes were eventually transferred to Apollo.


Ans:  Helios





16. They are found in large numbers in vascularized connective tissue just beneath the body's epithelial surfaces, including submucosal tissues of the gastrointestinal and respiratory tracts.  When activated, they release granules and secrete lipid mediators and cytokines via antibodies bound to receptors specific for immunoglobulins E and G.  FTP, name these specialized cells, containing a mixture of chemical mediators such as histamine, best known for their role in coordinating human allergic responses.


Ans:  mast cells





17. His early paintings were executed in a natural style, but after a trip to Paris, he was influenced by the Fauves and postimpressionists.  Around 1913, this Russian artist started what are considered the first abstract paintings in modern art, and following WWI, his abstractions became increasingly geometric in form.  FTP, identify this painter who in 1911 along with Franz Marc and other German expressionists formed Die Blaue Reiter.

18. In this famous 1862 poem, Lizzie becomes concerned when her sister Laura no longer "swept the house, tended the animals, fetched honey, kneaded cakes of wheat, nor brought water from the brook." All the life was sucked out of her, and all because "she sucked the fruits which an unknown orchard bore and sucked until her lips went sore." She bought her fate, FTP, at what title market in a Christina Rossetti poem?

19. Its participants included Zhou Enlai and Deng Xiaopeng.  With help from the Soviet Red Army, 100,000 soldiers left Jiangxi and reached northern Guizhou.  There, they halted for the conference at Zunyi that acknowledged Mao as the dominant party leader.  FTP, identify this 6,000 mile journey undertaken by the Chinese Communists in 1934.

20. In this philosophy, the mystic, described as a pilgrim on a journey, followed a seven-stage path: repentance, abstinence, renunciation, poverty, patience, trust in God, and acquiescence to the will of God.  Following this, a higher level of consciousness is attained whereby knowledge, knower, and known are realized as one.  FTP, identify this branch of Islamic mysticism whose name derives from the coarse woolen garments that they wore.
