1. Their most notable appearance in non-humans is in the Copia class of genes in Drosophila.  In humans they were first observed in the Alu gene family, while Haig Kazazian noted one related to hemophilia called a LINE, or long, interspersed nucleotide sequence. First discovered while studying the Ac and Ds mutations in Zea maize, FTP, identify these defined lengths of DNA that Barbara McClintock termed “jumping genes”.

Answer: _transposon_s or _transposable element_s (prompt on jumping genes)

2. The title refers to two land dealings handled by Premiere Properties. It thematically associates the ability to sell with sexual potency, as seen in the verbal abuse office manager John Williamson endures from star salesman Ricky Roma. Failed real estate dealer Shelley "The Machine" Levene is responsible for the break-in and theft of the title leads in, FTP, what winner of the 1984 Pulitzer Prize for Drama that was written by David Mamet?

Answer: _Glengarry Glen Ross_

3. Steve Martin, a foreign correspondent for United World News, is en route to Cairo when a social stopover leads him to cover mysterious ship destructions off the coast of Oto Island. The problem is resolved by Dr. Serizawa's deoxygenating process, but not before Tokyo is leveled. FTP, what 1956 monster film was adapted from the Raymond Burr-less "Gojira" and starred a large radioactive lizard?

Answer: _Godzilla_, King of the Monsters! (do not accept: "Gojira")

4. In 1963, Columbia Records signed this group as its first rock n' roll act. While their only #1 hit, "Indian Reservation", came under a shortened name, they served as the house band for Dick Clark's "Where the Action Is" where they wore minuteman costumes. With hits including "Just Like Me" and "Steppin' Out", FTP, what band was fronted by Mark Lindsay and was named for its Revolutionary War-appellated keyboardist?

Answer: _Paul Revere and the Raiders_ featuring Mark Lindsay on vocals

5. Some of the its cruel characters include Maureen Pearl and Mr. Yacobowski. The tragic foundation is laid in a series of flashbacks where we see Pauline’s childhood and how she met her husband before they moved to Ohio. The quack Soaphead Church supposedly grants two of the title object in this work, whose story is mostly told by young Claudia MacTeer. Centering on Pecola Breedlove, FTP, identify  this Toni Morrison novel.

Answer: The _Bluest Eye_

6. Sir Wilfrid Le Gros Clark noted that members of this order possessed an adaptability in evolution due to their relative nonspecialization. Although primarily arboreal, their most notable member species is terrestrial. Generally characterized by stereoscopic vision, brachiated arms, opposable digits, and a well-developed neocortex, members include lemurs, marmosets, gibbons, and chimpanzees. FTP, what order of mammals also includes Homo sapiens?

Answer: _Primate_s or _Primata_

7. An example of the misuse of the Sherman Anti-Trust Act to restrain the labor movement, this 1908 decision of the Fuller Court denounced a union’s use of secondary boycotts. Beginning in 1902, when a Connecticut clothing manufacturer failed to unionize, the case established that unions were subject to antitrust suits. FTP, what decision is also known as the Danbury Hatter's case?

Answer: _Loewe v. Lawlor_  (Accept "Danbury Hatters case" before "also known")

8. The angular velocity of this movement is inversely proportional to the angular velocity of spin. Occurring when a torque causes an infinitesimal change in the system's angular momentum vector, it consists of a slow oscillation of a spinning body's rotation axis about a line intersecting  the spin axis. FTP, what is this phenomenon demonstrated by gyroscopes and tops?

Answer: _precession_

9. We know that he was a member of the Court of Justice, his sister married Baron Greff, and that he was sometimes helped by Peter the footman. He became a successful Public a syllogism about Caius to help understand his circumstance, and Gerasim comforts him in his last days. FTP, identify this title character of a short story by Leo Tolstoy.

Answer: _Ivan Ilych_ (accept The _Death of Ivan Ilych_)

10. Bernard of Clairvaux wrote their rule of life; Pope Innocent II brought them under direct papal jurisdiction in 1139. Formed 19 years earlier by Hugues de Paynes to protect Holy Land pilgrims, they were dismantled under orders of Clement V and their last grand master, Jacques de Molay, was burned at the stake in 1314. FTP, what order of knights was named for their residence in an edifice of Solomon?

Answer: _Knights Templar_ or _Poor Knights of Christ and of the Temple of Solomon_
11. Karl von Vierordt first determined how to count them, and an unexplainable excess of them is termed primary polycythemia. As they age, water enters them and their usual discoid shape changes to a sphere, while their precursor is termed a reticulocyte. They are transferred to the pulp of the spleen to be destroyed after their approximate life span of 120 days. FTP, identify these cells which transport hemoglobin.

Answer: _red blood cells_ or _erythrocytes

12. On Oct. 26, 1974, they claimed responsibility for explosions on Wall St, Park Ave, and Rockefeller Center. Over the next 9 years, they masterminded a series of 130 bombings that killed 6. Several of its members left jail in 1999, including Adolfo Matos who expressed no remorse for fighting for his island's independence. FTP, Pres. Clinton granted clemency to 14 members of what Puerto Rican militant group?

Answer: _FALN_ or _Fuerzas Armadas de Liberación Nacional_ or the

_Armed Forces of National Liberation_

13. Before its verse begins, the poet copies a phrase used by Guinizelli to characterize the Provençal poet Arnaut Daniel. The first section contains various verses from Wagner’s _Tristan und Isolde_, and alludes to Mrs. Equitone and Belladonna, the Lady of the Rocks. Its sections include What the Thunder Said, A Game of Chess, and The Burial of the Dead. FTP, identify this most famous poem of T.S. Eliot.

Answer: The _Waste Land_

14. Ma Ho was considered the greatest court eunuch of this dynasty, while Nurhachi was its greatest enemy and eventual conqueror. It was founded by Chu Yuan-chang, who would become known as Hung-wu. It came to an end when a rebel, Li Tzucheng, captured the capital, and the rulers were forced to turn to Manchu tribesmen for help. FTP, identify this Chinese dynasty, ruling from 1368 to 1644 and best known for its porcelain.

Answer: _Ming_ dynasty

15. After seeing a film by Josef von Sternberg, he wrote his first story, Streetcorner Man.  Along with Adolfo Casares, he wrote under the pseudonym H. Bustos Domec and published their work as Six Problems or Don Isidro Parodi. Upon introducing ultraism to South America, he developed a specific theme in such stories as _The Garden of Forking Paths_. FTP, identify this author of _The Aleph and Other Stories_, _Ficciones_, and _Labyrinths_.

Answer: Jorge Luis _Borges_

16. This head of the University of Hartford team is the youngest Div. I women's basketball coach in the country. Although she averaged fewer than 2 ppg in 1999 with the Houston Comets, she led the New England Blizzard in assists the previous season and was the 1995 National Player of the Year. FTP, who was this starting point guard for the undefeated 1995 NCAA women's basketball champion UConn Huskies?

Answer: Jennifer _Rizzotti_
17. The title character wins his fiancées fathers support through the use of the family port, a famed wine.  Constantia Durham had earlier jilted him, and his relative Crossjay betrays him in his current conquest. Mrs. Monstuart Jackson comes up with many amusing phrases to describe such characters as Laetitia Dale and Clara Middleton in this novel. FTP, name this work about Willoughby Patterne, a novel by George Meredith.

Answer: The _Egoist

18. He had emotional breakdowns while dancing to "Pennsylvania 6-5000", while singing at the Haywards, and at his daughter's funeral. His hair turned white after smothering Jacques Renault in the hospital. A lawyer for Benjamin Horne, he had been possessed by BOB [bob] since he was 12, and he answers the dominant question of "Twin Peaks". FTP, who killed Laura Palmer?

Answer: _Leland Palmer_ (prompt on "her father")

19. Victor Maurel suggested a prologue to this opera and the aria "Si puo" resulted. In it, one individual assumes the role of Taddeo and tries to woo a woman who is playing the role of Columbine. She had already rejected him in favor of Silvio, who is killed along with her at the end. Beppe, Tonio, the deformed clown, and the husband and wife, Nedda and Canio, round out the characters. FTP, identify this most famous opera by Leoncavallo.

Answer: I _Pagliacci_

20. Although she first appears weak, as she walks her native land and gains supporters she becomes increasingly young and robust. Appearing in times of war, she vampirically feeds on the blood of fallen heroes and soldiers because they died in her defense. The subject of a drama by W.B. Yeats, FTP, who is this female personification of Ireland and Irish patriotism?

Answer: _Cathleen_ ni Houlihan (do not accept: "Countess Cathleen")

21. Enskog and Chapman first solved it for more than one case 50 years after its formulation.  The one case that had been solvable dealt with molecules that interact with forces that fall of as the 5th power of their separation. It describes how collisions and external forces cause the velocity distribution of a gas to change. FTP, identify this equation named for the Austrian physicist who is associated with both Maxwell and Stefann.

Answer: _Boltzmann_ transport equation

22. In his _Manual of Political Economics_ he advanced his theory of pure economics and his analysis of ophelimity, or power to give satisfaction. After succeeding Leon Walras as chair of economics at the University of Lausanne, he introduced his curves of indifference and his law of income distribution. Author of the monumental work _Mind and Society_, FTP, identify this Italian economist best known for his namesake optimality.

Answer: Vilfredo _Pareto_
23. The city’s main thoroughfare is known as the Canebiere, while its popular is the seedy district known as Panier. In its harbor lie the Frioul Islands, and Fort Saint-Jean and Fort Saint-Nicolas guard each side of the harbor. Another landmark of its harbor is the castle Chateau Dif, while the Rove Tunnel connects it to the Rhone River. FTP, identify this Mediterranean seaport, the second largest city in France.

Answer: _Marseilles_

24. His “Dormition of the Virgin” can be found in the Staatliche in Berlin, but he might be best known for a series of frescoes commissioned by Enrico Scrovegni. In addition, he is known for his namesake tower, the campanile to the Florence cathedral, and The Kiss of Judas is part of his fresco cycle in the Arena Chapel in Padua. FTP, identify this most famous of Cimabue’s students, the dominant 14th century Florentine painter.

Answer: _Giotto_ di Bondone

25. It reemerged in Florence in 1459 with the opening of an academy that was headed by Marsilio E. Ficino. Synesius, a Christian, was a member of its Alexandrian school, whose most famous member was Hyapatia. Its actual originator might have been Ammonius Saccus, while its earliest texts, the _Enneads_, were published by Porphyry. Founded by Plotinus, FTP, identify this philosophy based on the doctrines of Plato.

Answer: _Neoplatonism_

26. After this conflict, the only castle that did not fall was Marienburg, due to the efforts of Heinrich Reuss von Plauen. At the end of 10hours of fighting the forces of Ladislaus II stood victorious. The losers fled after the death of their grand master and inability to break the Poles. FTP, identify this 1410 defeat of the Teutonic Knights that shares its name with a more famous World War I battle.

Answer: Battle of _Tannenberg_ (accept early Battle of _Grünfelde_)

27. Tanzanian President Benjamin Mkapa appeared on national TV on October 14, 1999, and somberly said, “Mwalimu has died.”  The “teacher” in question fell to leukemia at age 77, after years of fighting African colonialism.  He forged bonds between Tangyanika and Zanzibar in the 1960s and played a role in the independence of many southern African nations, including Tanzania in 1961.  FTP name this father of African socialism.

ANSWER:  Julius Nyerere [NIGH uh rare e]

28. Part of the "Lost Books of the Bible," this Apocryphal writing’s namesake was a member of the Jewish ruling council. Also the author of the text, this man conversed with Christ and became a disciple. In medieval England’s Grail Romances, they name him Britain’s apostle. FTP, name the man and you’ll name his Gospel, formerly called "The Acts of Pontius Pilate."
