b. [10] At this 9 AD battle, the Roman general Varus was surrounded in the forests of Germany by the chieftain Arminius, and three legions were destroyed

ANSWER: Teutoberg Forest

c. [10] At this 378 AD battle, the Visigothic forces of Fritigern annihilated the Roman army of Emperor Valens only a little ways from Constantinople

ANSWER: Adrianople

b. [10] This dynasty, ruling from 618 to 907, was the golden age of Chinese poetry

ANSWER: T’ang Dynasty

c. [10] This dynasty, ruling from 1279 to 1368, was founded by Kublai Khan

ANSWER: Yuan Dynasty (prompt on Mongol Dynasty)
14. For the stated number of points, name the British author from given clues.

5) He wrote the novel thats inspired the “James Bond: Secret Agent 007” movie series. Answer: Ian Fleming
10) Assailed by critics at the time because of his lower class background, this poet, standing at five feet tall, took out his agression by churning out six odes and three other poems of exceeding length, including “Lamia” in 1819. 

Answer: John  Keats
15) He balanced his time between classical studies and writing, and was hailed in his lifetime as the best lyrical poet since Tennyson.  He wrote his entire first volume of poetry, “A Shropshire Lad” in 1896. 

Answer: A. E. Housman
15.  Identify the early Christian heresy from a description, FTPE

a. [10] This heresy, declared heretical at the Council of Nicea in 325, declared that Christ was not divine, but a created being, and was adopted by the Goths and Vandals

ANSWER: Arianism

b. [10] This heresy, condemned at the Council of Ephesus in 431, emphasized the separation of the human and divine natures of Christ.  It was particularly popular in Persia and India.

ANSWER: Nestorianism
c. [10] This heresy, condemned at the Council of Chalcedon in 451, believed that Christ had only one nature, divine.  It was popular in Syria and Egypt.

ANSWER: Monophysitism

c. [10] This author wrote Tales of the South Pacific- another book, Hawaii, however, made him a household name.

c. [10] This 1914 act strengthened the Sherman Act by prohibiting price discrimination, interlocking directorates, and other unfair practices

21. Answer the following about dinosaurs, ten points each.

a. [10] This man introduced the term ‘dinosaur’ in 1840.

ANSWER: Richard Owen
b. [10] Discovered by William Buckland in Southern England, this creature is one of the earliest, only a lower jawbone and a few teeth were unearthed.

ANSWER: Megalosaurus

c. [10] Also discovered in the early 1820s by Gideon Mantell, this creature consisted of several teeth and leg bones- later another was discovered and named the Maidstone one.

ANSWER: Iguanodon

22. Given a description, name the British monarch, FTPE

a. [10] He usurped the crown in 1399, murdered his predecessor, Richard II, and established the House of Lancaster

ANSWER: Henry IV Bolingbroke

b. [10] Claiming to be the rightful heir of Richard II, he took the throne in 1461 after defeating Henry VI at Towton, and established the House of York.

ANSWER: Edward IV

c. [10] The last Lancastrian claimant, he defeated Richard III at Bosworth Field to become first Tudor monarch

ANSWER: Henry VII

23. Identify the following about the works of Friedrich Nietzsche FTPE

a. [10] In this work, Nietzsche introduced the concept of the Apollonian and Dionysian ideals in art.

ANSWER: The Birth of Tragedy

b. [10] In this work, Nietzsche distinguishes the “master morality” of the “blond beast of prey” from the “slave morality” of the Jewish priests.

ANSWER: The Genealogy of Morals or Genealogy of Morality

c. [10] This work is subtitled, “Or How One Philosophizes with a Hammer”

ANSWER: Twilight of the Idols
24. 30-20-10- name the historical figure.

a. [30] Commissioned an artillery captain, he fought on the Niagara frontier in the War of 1812. Captured by the British and exchanged, he went on to fight in Chippewa and Lundy's Lane, where his success made him a national hero.

b. [20] A prominent American military figure, he held the rank of general in three wars and was the 1852 Whig presidential candidate

c. [10] During the Mexican War, “Old Fuss and Feathers” set out on a seaborne invasion which captured Veracruz and six months later took Mexico City, ending the war.

ANSWER: Winfield Scott

a. [10] This frog lives with his brother, sister and parents in a house on the edge of Donut Pond.  Most of his best friends live nearby, including his girlfriend, Keroleen.

b. [10] She lives in London, England, with her parents and twin sister, Mimi.  Her 1976 debut made Sanrio a household name.

ANSWER: Hello Kitty

c. [10] This penguin lives with his mother and pinball-playing father in Gorgeoustown. His friends include Hana Maru, a white seal, and Pandaba, a panda bear.

ANSWER: Badtz Maru

26. Name the following key players in the Microsoft trial from a brief description, FTPE

a. [10] He heads the Justice Department's antitrust division. He handled Whitewater matters in the White House before departing for the Justice Department in 1995.

 b. [10] Brought to the Microsoft case in Aug. 1995, he has been a judge for the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Fourth Circuit since 1985.

ANSWER: Thomas P. Jackson
c. [10] A veteran of the firm Sullivan & Cromwell, he made a name for himself when he defended Eastman Kodak in a precedent-setting private antitrust suit in 1979. Microsoft's lead attorney, he is a graduate of Harvard and the University of Virginia Law School
