TOSS UPS

1. Ted Williams was the last major league player to hit 400 in a year, but he was not named the MVP that year.  For ten points, the MVP in 1942 was what Yankee Clipper who hit in 56 straight games?

2. The earliest types of locks date back to 2,000 BC.  In 1784 Joseph Bramah invented a nearly unpickable device, but it was so intricate that it could not be mass produced.  In 1861, however, this man hit the winning combination.  For ten points, name this man, whose name is synomonous with a  lock with a series of pins contained within a cylinder.

3. You have just left Buenos Aires by balloon and are traveling eastwards, wavering along the 32 degree parallel south.  When you get to South Africa, you can look down and see Cape Town.  For ten points, assuming you make it across the Indian Ocean, you would first see what Australian city that turned on all its lights for John Glenn on his first and last space trips?

4. All irrational numbers are random in their decimal digits, but mathematicians found one such number that is measurably more random than the others.  For ten points, name this number proved by Ferdinand Lindemann in 1882 to be transcendental.

5. Earth’s is measured at .37, about midway between Mercury’s .11 and Venus’s .65.  A smooth surface actually has a quite high value, while a dark surface would be low.  For ten points, what name is given to this measure of a body’s reflectivity?

6. He got to scandalize the bourgeoisie twice: in 1865 when his outrageously shameless nude was exhibited at the official Paris Salon, and in 1863 when he was allowed into the unofficial Salon where he shocked them with his Luncheon on the Grass.  For ten points, name this impressionist painter of Olympia.

7. This voracious bi-valve was accidentally brought into North America in ballast waters of foreign tankers, and in little more than a decade has spread throughout the Mississippi, Ohio, and Monongahela River creating damage amounting to millions of dollars.  For ten points, what is the name given to these one-inch long filter-feeders that clog industrial and municipal water inlets?

ZEBRA MUSSEL

8. This Irish-born playwright, novelist, poet, and aesthete was famous for his epigrammatic wit and for his eccentricity in dress and lifestyle.  He used his satirical gifts to expose the shallowness and hypocrisy of Victorian society.  For ten points, name the author of Salome, The Portrait of Dorian Gray and The Importance of Being Earnest.

9. Like some kind of giant sunflower, it tilts imperceptibly northwest as its southeastern side warms up and expands, and at night settles back to its current southward tilt of around 5.3 degrees.  It is hard to imagine 177 feet and 32 million tons of marble falling, but that is what appears to have been nearly ready to happen for 800 years. For ten points, where is this bell tower located?

PISA (accept Leaning Tower of Pisa)

10. He synthesized Leibniz’s rationalism and Hume’s skepticism into his “critical philosophy.” In his Critique of Practical Reason he claimed that morality required a belief in God, freedom, and immortality while his work on Pure reason suggests that ideas do not conform to the external world, but rather the world can be known only insofar as it conforms to the mind’s own structure. For ten points, who is the author whose Metaphysic of Morals presented the concept of the categorical imperative?

11. More than 2,000 varieties of this bacterium live in the guts of such animals as pigs, cows and chickens without causing them harm. One type lives only in humans.  It causes typhoid fever, which can be deadly.  With as many as 4 million cases occurring each year in the United States, it is the most common means of food poisoning in the country.  For ten points, what is this bacterium whose colonies can double every 20 minutes?

SALMONELLA

12.  He said, “We younger Negro artists who create now intend to express our individual dark-skinned selves without fear or shame.... If (whites) are not happy, it doesn’t matter. We know we are beautiful.”  For ten points, name this young black poet of the Harlem Renaissance, author of “A Dream Deferred.”

Langston HUGHES

13. Worldwide, they’re responsible for maybe one human death each year, so reports of their taste for homo sapiens are greatly exaggerated, despite the 1975 thriller that made them cinematically famous.  They are, for ten points, what specific variety of super-predatory fish?

GREAT WHITE SHARKS

(PROMPT: If Shark or Great White is answered)

14. Herodotus originally used it to refer to gigantic Egyptian statues, but it later became associated with one particular one: a 100-foot tall bronze representation of the god Apollo.  For ten points, what is this word that names one of the wonder of the ancient world that guarded the port of Rhodes?

COLOSSUS

15.  Restoring this vast park will be the largest and costliest repair effort in history.  For ten points, name this subtropical saw-grass marsh covering about 4,000 square miles in Florida.

THE EVERGLADES

16. About the only positive member of this family was the oddly named Wallstreet Panic.  Otherwise, they’re greedy, perverted, and disgusting family that meets it final dissolution in the 1959 novel The Mansion, the third in William Faulkner’s trilogy about them.  For ten points, name this family whose other members include Ike, Flem and Abner.

SNOPES Family or THE SNOPESES

17. This hydrated phosphate of copper and aluminum is one of the most porous gemstones and can lose its color by reacting with skin oils.  For ten points, name this blue-green strone much used in the U.S. Southwest.

TURQUOISE

18. Pencil and paper ready?  This number is uniquely the square root of the sum of the first three cube numbers and is the only number that is both the product and the sum of the same three numbers.  For ten points, what is this number?

SIX  

(6 = square root of 1 + 8 + 27 = 36; 6 is also = 1 + 2 + 3 and 1 x 2 x 3)

19. This religious order always leaves uncultivated ground in the middle of their gardens and are strictly forbidden to chop down any tree.  Their founder is the patron saint of ecology.  For ten points, name this order whose founder renounced ownership of private property and who is often pictured  feeding the birds.

FRANCISAN Order or The Order of FRIARS MINOR (prompt on “Francis of Assissi)

20. The 21 most common ones have been given names, and except for proline and hydroproline, they have the general formula NH2-RCH-C-OH, where R is the acid’s characteristic group.  Other common ones are tryptophan, serine, and aspartic acid.  FTP what are these “building blocks” of proteins?

21. When the constitution was ratified, no one quite knew what would result.  Some predicted that there would be little more than a cluster of mini-republics.  One man contributed more than anyone to the creation of a nation in which federal law prevailed over states’ rights.  For ten points, name the fourth chief justice of the Supreme Court.

A. in 1908 a 200-foot wide comet fragment slammed into the atmosphere and exploded with nearly 1,000 times the energy of the atomic bomb dropped on Hiroshima.  For ten points, over what country did this explosion occur?

RUSSIA (over the Tunguska region of Siberia)

B. These are enormous magnetic outbursts on the sun that bombard Earth with a torrent of high-speed subatomic particles.  A super one of these, like we see from time to time from other stars, could fry Earth and begin disintegrating the ozone layer.  For ten points, what do we call these occurrences?  

CORONAL MASS EJECTIONS (accept Solar Flares)

C. In 1783, the Laki volcano erupted, spitting out three cubic miles of lava.  Floods, ash, and fumes wiped out 9,000 people and 80 % of the livestock.  The ensuing starvation killed a quarter of the population.  For ten points, name the island on which this occurred.

8. It cost $100 billion but the fear of airplanes falling out of the sky and banks wiping out your accounts did not happen.  For ten points, let’s see if you can identify these other blunders in science in the last few years.

A. Michael Weintraub combined two nonaddictive drugs, a stimulant and an appetite suppressant for long-term control of obesity.  Yes, it controlled weight, but produced a 23-fold increased risk of developing primary pulmonary hypertension, a fatal lung disorder and prolonged use could cause heart-valve defects.  For ten points, what is the name for these diet pills?

FEN-PHEN (also accept fenfluramine or phentermine and fenfluramine)

B. This gasoline additive came into use in the late 1970s during the phase-out of alkyl lead additives.  It helped gasoline burn more efficiently and cut down on air pollutants, but was highly water-soluble and leaked out of underground storage tanks.  Its contamination in California has forced water suppliers to shut down wells in many counties.  Finally, the Clinton ban it as an additive in March 1999.  For ten points, what is this compound that may be one of the most serious pollution problems of our time.

MTBE (accept methyl tertiary butyl ether) 

C. Pamela Anderson and Jenny Jones both had them taken out, but scientists have concluded that they cause no greater incidence of immune-system abnormalities than in the general population.  For ten points, what were these additions which bankrupted Dow Corning.

SILICONE breast IMPLANTS
