History (4)

The subject of a painting by Paolo Veronese, it occurred near present day Naupactus, Greece.  The Muslim forces of about two hundred galleys were led by Uluc (oo-LOOSE) Ali Pasha while the Christian forces featured a similar number of Spanish, Italian and papal galleys under the command of John of Austria.  For ten points, name this 1571 naval battle in which the forces of the Holy League decisively defeated the Ottoman Turks.

Answer: _LEPANTO_

He joined the National Party at an early age and became an attorney in Vereeniging in 1961.  He joined Parliament in 1962, a Cabinet Minister in 1978 and president of his country when P.W. Botha had a stroke in 1989.  As president, he announced radical changes ending the period of apartheid, including lifting the ban on the African National Congress and releasing political prisoners.  For ten points, name this winner of the 1993 Nobel Peace Prize along with Nelson Mandela, the president of South Africa between 1989 and 1994.

Answer:  FREDERIK WILLEM _DECLERK_

“I wish to speak today, not as a Massachusetts man, not as a Northern man, but as an American, and a member of the Senate of the United States.”  So begins this oration that identified the tensions caused by the continued existence of slavery, foresees an upcoming war should tensions escalate, and urges obedience to the recently enacted Fugitive Slave Act.  For ten points, identify this famous 1850 speech by a fading Daniel Webster in which he urged the nation to overcome its sectional differences, named for the date on which it was delivered to Congress.

Answer:  _SEVENTH OF MARCH_ SPEECH

It was led by Hung Hsiu-chuan (HUNG hsoo choo AHN), a visionary from Guangdong who developed a creed influenced by elements of Christianity.  His effort was helped by strong discontent with the Chinese government as a result of famine.  The rebels captured Nanking in 1853 and made it their capital, from which they continued to assault the Manchu dynasty, which led to the intervention of European powers to protect their economic interests.  For ten points, name this mid-19th century rebellion named for the Chinese word for “great peace.”

Answer: _TAIPING_ REBELLION

Literature (4)

Published in the 1920 Louis Untermeyer anthology Modern British Poetry, this poem emphasizes taking responsibility for one’s own destiny.  The narrator states that his “head is bloody, but unbowed,” and that “I am the master of my fate / I am the captain of my soul.”  Recited by the “unconquerable soul” of Timothy McVeigh in his final message, for ten points, name this 1875 poem by William Ernest Henley.

Answer: _INVICTUS_

In the first book, the lead role is originally given to Lewis Theobald, but in the final version it is Colley Cibber that is the emperor of Dullness and Emptiness.  The second book is a burlesque of the account of funeral games for Anchises that serves as Cibber’s coronation.  In the third book, Cibber falls asleep and dreams of a past, present and future ruled by Dullness, while in the fourth book night and chaos are finally restored.  For ten points, name this four-book work composed in heroic couplets, a 1728 satire by Alexander Pope.

Answer: THE _DUNCIAD_

Caddy’s checkered career includes separate marriages to a banker and film executive and a seduction that creates her illegitimate child Quentin.  Quentin MacLachan is an introspective young man who commits suicide at Harvard in 1910.  The patriarchs of this family include four generations of Jason, while Benjamin is the famous idiot man-child.  For ten points, name this old, aristocratic family of Yoknapatawpha county that is prominent in William Faulkner’s The Sound and the Fury.

Answer: _COMPSON_ (prompt on The Sound and the Fury within the first two sentences)

This novel, first translated into English by Arthur Waley in 1933, reflects the vulnerability of women dependent on the instability of human affection.  This delineation of the elaborate rituals of courtly life centers on the titular prince, his progeny and the women with whom they associate.  Often considered the world’s first novel, for ten points, name this Japanese romance of the Heian period authored by Murasaki Shikibu.

Answer: THE _TALE OF GENJI_

Science (4)

Born in 1875 and receiving his Ph.D from Harvard at age 24, this scientist wrote over 150 papers in his years at Berkeley and MIT.  His ability to convene the laws of thermodynamics revolutionized the field of physical chemistry, and his theory of the shared electron pair is one tenet of his book, Valence and the Structure of Atoms and Molecules.  For ten points, name this American chemist of the 20th century who is most well known for his eponymous dot structures and acids and bases.

Answer: GILBERT NEWTON _LEWIS_

Once thought geologically dead, this satellite is now theorized to possess an underground liquid ocean, much like one of its neighbors, based on detection of a magnetic field.  Galileo recently flew 86 miles above this satellite’s surface, revealing in greater detail than before the most heavily cratered object in the solar system.  For ten points, name this Jovian satellite, the outermost of the Galilean moons and the third largest in the solar system aside from Titan and Ganymede.

Answer: _CALLISTO_

Charles Seife has recently written a biography of this “dangerous idea.”  Invented by the Babylonians, banned by the Greeks, worshipped by the Hindus and used by the Church to fend off heretics, today it continues to lie at the center of the quest of a theory for everything.  Often considered the most important tool in mathematics, for ten points, name this number, infinity’s twin, which is at once both everything and nothing.

Answer: _ZERO_ or _0_

These independent microbodies multiply by fission and those cells without them die; however, they are dependent on several other organelles for their membrane phospholipids, and their specific enzymes are produced in the cytoplasm.  These enzymes catalyze condensation reactions, which include the breakdown of fatty acids into useful building blocks, oxidative removal of amino groups from amino acids, and detoxification of alcohol.  For ten points, name these organelles so named for their ability to neutralize hydrogen peroxide.

Answer: _PEROXISOMES_

The Arts (3)

Born in Kalamata, Greece, he originally aspired to become an Olympic swimmer.  Instead, he got a psychology degree from the University of Minnesota and started the band Chameleon.  A self-taught musician, his “Aria” plays in British Airways commercials, while “Niki Naka” is derived from a 19th century French opera.  Known for a 1997 concert at the Taj Mahal as part of his world tour, for ten points, name this New Age musician with long hair whose music is a favorite tool of public television fundraising drives.

Answer: _YANNI_ CHRYSOMALLIS

He was apprenticed to Ghiberti, and he was one of the assistants engaged in preparing the pair of bronze gates made for the baptistery.  In 1436 he was commissioned to Florence Cathedral, where he created a fresco commemorating the English mercenary Sir John Hawkwood.  His charming, decorative use of simplified forms and sharply-outlined color is evident in “St. George and the Dragon.”  For ten points, name this Florentine painter of the 15th century, who is best known for his 1450s “Three Incidents from the Battle of San Romano.”

Answer: PAOLO _UCCELLO_

Published as the composer’s Opus 49 in E Flat Major, he received a large commission to create it to consecrate the Cathedral of Christ the Savior at the 1882 Moscow Exposition.  In 1974, citing declining attendance, Arthur Fiedler of the Boston Pops ordered a revitalization of the piece, adding its signature ringing church bells and booming cannons.  For ten points, name this classical piece often played on Independence Day, that was originally composed to celebrate the 70th anniversary of Russia’s victory over Napoleon, the masterpiece of Peter Tchaikovsky.

Answer: _1812 OVERTURE_

RMP (3)

Egil’s poem “Sonatorrek” mentions this being, whose hall was a sanctuary where no violence could be committed, foiling the plans of the other gods to hurt Loki when he insulted them.  The son of Mistarblindi and brother of Logi and Kari, his wife was his sister Ran and their nine daughters were the waves.  Also known as Hler and Gymir, for ten points, name this Norse deity, personified as the ocean, who was associated with water.

Answer: _AEGIR_

This belief system is heterodox, its teachings a combination of Bhakti Hinduism and Sufi Islam.  It originated in the 15th century and under its fourth guru Amritzar was named a sacred city.  This religion has caused great tension in India, especially with the assassination of Indira Ghandi by her bodyguards of this faith and their subsequent demands for a separate state in the 1980s.  With most of its 19 million followers in Punjab, for ten points, name the fifth largest faith in the world whose members are often confused with Arabs since they wear turbans.

Answer: _SIKH_ism
Its most significant contribution to modern philosophy is the argument over the priority of essence or existence.  Often reduced to hairsplitting squabbles over terminology and methodology, nevertheless its scholars managed to synthesize a Christian system of logic and philosophy based on the ideas of classical scholars.  For ten points, name this philosophical system whose leading authors were Peter Lombard and Pierre Abelard in the early period and John Duns Scotus and St. Thomas Aquinas in the later period.

Answer: _SCHOLASTICISM_

Geography (2)

The city of this name in Ohio is officially spelled with an exclamation point on the end.  The one in New York is home to Colgate University.  Almost every state has one and many states have eponymous counties, although dubiously enough New Jersey can only come up with a “Square.”  For ten points, identify this common city name, which in the British Commonwealth is home of the CFL Tigercats and is also the capital of Bermuda.

Answer: _HAMILTON_

The heavy-forested, mountainous interior is home to the aboriginal Li people, who with the Miao have formed an autonomous district.  Its tropical location makes the island a popular tourism destination, and its mineral riches have led it to be named a special economic zone.  Featuring Yulin naval base and Haikou, its largest city, for ten points, name this Chinese island on the South China Sea where in April a U.S. surveillance plane crash-landed.

Answer: _HAINAN_

Current Events (2)

All pages on infected servers feature the message “HELLO!  Welcome to http://www.worm.com!  Hacked by Chinese!”  Other activities of this worm are based on the victim computer’s system clock; these activities occur every month.  The home user has not been much affected by this self-replicating malicious code, as only Microsoft IIS servers run from Windows NT or 2000 machines are affected.  For ten points, name this worm, possibly named for the new flavor of Mountain Dew.

Answer: _CODE RED_

The National Organization for Women started a legal defense fund for this woman, an idea that was quickly scuttled.  Rosie O’Donnell has admitted her empathy for this woman, explaining that she may have done the same had she been in such an extreme mental state.  She is expected to plead insanity based on postpartum psychosis diagnosed after the birth of her fourth child.  For ten points, name this Clear Lake, Texas housewife who on June 20th killed her five young children in a bathtub.

Answer: Andrea Pia _YATES_

Trash/Sports/GK (2)

Despite being an expensive private institution and having a harsh climate and a turf playing field, this school has regularly been in the Top 25 in football.  In 2001 they have the schedule from hell, facing powers Tennessee and Georgia Tech aside from the brutal Big East schedule.  Spawning such stars as Jim Brown, Marvin Harrison and Donovan McNabb, for ten points, name this school in upstate New York whose Orangemen play in the Carrier Dome.

Answer: _SYRACUSE_ UNIVERSITY

As Lisa de Moraes put it, this program features an “intelligent, hot mother” and a “very intelligent, hot daughter,” who attends school at prestigious Chilton.  Other characters include Luke Danes, who runs the coffee shop, Sookie St. James, the chef at the Stars Hollow Inn, and Lane Kim, a Korean connoisseur of pop music, who is also Rory’s best friend.  For ten points, name this drama on the WB’s “new” Tuesday, which features the misadventures of Lorelai’s titular family.

Answer: _GILMORE GIRLS_

Social Science (2)

He was to originally become a priest; instead, he read Charles Darwin and transferred to the University of St. Petersburg, where he studied digestion and blood circulation.  While his ideas led to the behaviorist theory of psychology, he nevertheless preferred physiology.  For ten points, name this Russian scientist who won the 1904 Nobel Prize in Medicine and Physiology for his study of dogs and bells that led to his theory of the “conditioned reflex.”

Answer: IVAN PETROVICH _PAVLOV_

The language consists of ninety signs, most of which are consonant-vowel combinations.  More than a hundred additional signs serve as pictograms depicting various commodities.  The numeric system is decimal with evidence of the inclusion of the Babylonian system of 60.  First used in the 14th century B.C. following a similarly named language, for ten points, name this language first deciphered in the 1950s by Michael Ventris and John Chadwick and first found at Knossos on Crete, the main language of the Mycenaean civilization.

Answer: _LINEAR B_
