TOSSUPS

1.  In 34 and 35 BC, he campaigned in Illyria, in part to win the personal military glory that had eluded him at Philippi, where he is said to have fled, and against Sextus Pompeius where his right-hand man Marcus Agrippa saved the day.  This Agrippa became the second husband of his only child Julia.  The first was his nephew Marcellus and the third and last was his stepson Tiberius.  After he had consolidated his power, he, unlike his adopted father, couched his power in traditional terms, referring to himself as “Princeps.” FTP, name the man who defeated Antony and Cleopatra at Actium, the adopted son of Julius Caesar and the first Roman emperor.

Gaius Julius Caesar _Octavian_us or _Augustus_ Caesar

2.  He published a series of papers in the 1870s that showed that the second law of thermodynamics could be explained by statistically analyzing the motions of atoms.  During his lifetime his work was strongly attacked, but experimental data verified much of it shortly after his 1906 suicide.  A native of Vienna, he was educated at Vienna and Oxford, and the law that states that the total radiation of a blackbody is proportional to the fourth power of its temperature is named for his and his colleague Josef Stefan.  FTP, name this Austrian physicist who constant, 1.38 * 10-23 joules per Kelvin, relates the average kinetic energy of gas particles to their temperature.

Ludwig _Boltzmann_
3.  The representation of him as child sucking his fingers was known to the Greeks and the Romans as Harpocrates.  He is known as Hor-Hekenu in his protective function and was equated with the Egyptian pharoahs.  His name means “he who is above” and he is associated with the sun god Re as the bearer of the solar eye .  The son of Osiris and Isis he is born after Osiris’s resurrection and avenges his father’s death at the hands of Set.  FTP, name this falcon-headed god of Egyptian mythology.

_Horus_

4.  The eastern part of Calaveras County lies in these mountains, which are also the home of Lassen Peak, one of two volcanoes in the continental U.S. to erupt in the 20th century.  The northern part of them is drained by the Feather and American rivers, and the southern part is drained by the Kern and Kings Rivers.  Connecting with the Tehachapi mountains in the south, Mono Lake lies to the east.  It is home to three national parks – Kings Canyon, Sequoia and Yosemite.   Traversed by Donner Pass and home to Lake Tahoe, FTP, name this California mountain range.

_Sierra Nevadas_

5.  Little is known of her life, with most of the stories associated with her due to the imaginations of much later authors.  Credited with being the first to use the compound "bitter-sweet", her poems record the names of many of her lovers and of the students at her school.  Only two substantial pieces of her work survive: the Ode to Aphrodite and a poem expressing envy of a man near her beloved.  Nine volumes of her work were burned in the library at Alexandria.  FTP, name this Lesbian poet.

_Sappho_

6.  Notable physical features include Tyre Macula, Asterius Linea and Minos Linea.  Orbiting its planet at a distance of 671,000 kilometers, it is composed mainly of silicate rock and has very few craters, and most of its landmarks are orange lines.  Named by Simon Marius for the mother of Minos in Greek mythology, gravitational forces keep its interior warm.  Covered by sheet ice, it is believed that there is liquid ocean underneath it.  FTP, name this moon of Jupiter, named for the woman who ran off with Zeus the white bull.

_Europa_

7.  "Never again must we allow the pain and trauma that we all suffered last year to recur," said President Josefa Iloilo at the opening of Parliament on Monday.  Unfortunately, political developments are going against Iloilo’s hopes.  The new Prime Minister, Laisenia Qarase, holds a slim majority over the opposition Labor party, made even slimmer by the fact that one MP, George Speight, is under arrest for treason for an attempted coup that brought down the previous government.  FTP, name this country with its capital at Suva.

_Fiji_

8.  His first major work, written in 1899, is for string sextet and until 1903 his made a living by orchestrating operettas and directing a caberet orchestra.  At the opposite end of his career, he taught at UCLA from 1936 to 1944 where one of his students was John Cage.  His last major work, Moses and Aaron, was published posthumously in 1957.  His first major work, Verklarte Nacht (or transfigured night) is in the late romantic style, but he soon developed a very avante garde style, shown by his 1912 Pierrot Lumaire.  FTP, name this developer of the twelve-tone system and teacher of Anton Webern and Alban Berg.

Arnold _Schoenberg_

9.  Like many of its author's plays, it contains a character named Antonio.  Lesser personages include Valentine, Curio, and Fabian.  The most musical of Shakespeare's plays, its songs include "For the rain it raineth every day" and "O mistress mine", both sung by the Fool, Feste.  Sebastian and Cesario get confused, Malvolio gets tormented, Olivia and Orsino get married, and gender gets subverted in FTP, what Shakespearean comedy?

Answer: _Twelfth Night_, or, _What You Will_

10.  She despised her son Paul, and kept him away from the centers of power for as long she lived. Despite her professed admiration for Montesqieu’s The Spirit of the Laws, the Legislative Commission she convened in 1767 in no way mitigated the autocrat’s power and indeed she, on the Russian side, oversaw the partitions of Poland.  Born a German Lutheran in Stettin, she was briefly the empress of Peter III until she deposed him in a palace coup led by her lover Count Grigory Orlov.  FTP, name this enlightenment Empress of Russia.

_Catherine II_ or _Catherine the Great_ or Russia

11.  The background is of sea and sky.  Zephyr and Chloris occupy the left side of the canvas, surrounded by golden-hearted roses which were said to have first come into existence at the title event.  Gold also highlights the orange grove on the right side of the painting, behind a nymph wearing a garland of myrtle and holding out a sumptuous robe.  A scallop shell holds the title figure in, FTP, what painting by Sandro Botticelli?

The _Birth of Venus_

12. Themes throughout his work include mysticism, pain at growing old, unrequited love, politics, and fairies.  He headed the Abbey Theatre, which performed some of his plays in verse inspired by Noh theatre, and opposed censorship by the Catholic-dominated government of his country.  He is better known today for his poetry, which includes several works about Ireland's quest for independence.  FTP name this author of Easter 1916, An Irish Airman Foresees His Death, and The Second Coming.

William Butler _Yeats_

13.  Theoretically, it is possible to exempt oneself for its main act by feeding thirty poor people of each day, though this is frowned upon.  However, pregnant and nursing women are completely exempt.  Laylat al-Qadr, where the Koran was revealed to Mohammed, happened during one of the last ten nights of this month, where supplementary prayers called tarawih are said before the dawn prayer and the night prayer.  Due to the lunar nature of the Islamic calendar, it can be either in winter (when it is easy) or during summer (when it is difficult).  FTP, name this holy month of the Muslim calendar when it is not permitted to eat during the daylight hours.  

_Ramadan_

14.  Sukkur and Hyderabad are the largest cities along the 1800 mile course of this river, which rises in Tibet not far from the source of the Brahmaputra River.  It flows northwest until it turns to the south in the foothills of the Karakoram Range.  Its major tributary is the Sutlej, which along with its tributaries drains the Punjab.  It passes through the Pakistani state of that name, as well as the Northwest Frontier, and Sindh where it empties into the Indian ocean southeast of Karachi.  FTP name this Pakistani river most famous for being the cradle of the civilization that produced Mohenjo-Daro and Harrapa.

_Indus_ River

15.  Her memoirs, published in 1972, were entitled Blackberry Winter.  Other works of hers include Soviet Attitudes Toward Authority and Culture and Commitment: A Study of Generation Gaps.  Educated at Barnard College and Columbia University, she served as a full professor and head of the social science department at Fordham College from 1968 until her death in 1978.  She is best known, however, for her studies in social anthropology in primitive societies, including Bali, New Guinea and Samoa.  FTP, name this author of Growing Up in New Guinea and Coming of Age in Samoa.
Margaret _Mead_

16.  It forms two ions with charge negative one with oxygen: one with one atom and four oxygens which is yellow in solution and one with two atoms and seven oxygens, which is orange in solution.  The lead compound of the single-atom ion is a bright yellow frequently used as a pigment.  Discovered in 1797 by Vauquelin, it gives many gemstones their unique colors, though it has only one really workable ore.  Its main industrial use is to impart hardness and corrosion resistance to steel, making up ten percent of stainless steel.   Named from the Greek for color, FTP, name this element used frequently for body trim on automobiles and other vehicles.

_chromium_

17.  Educated at the University College of Ibadan, he published the essay collection The Trouble with Nigeria in 1983.  In 1971, he helped to found the literary magazine Okike and his poetry collections include Christmas in Biafra and Beware, Soul Brother.  In 1972 he published the children’s book How the Leopard Got His Claws. Noted for his unsentimental view of his native country he is famous for his novels Arrow of God, A Man of the People, Anthills of the Savannah and No Longer at Ease.  He is most famous, however, for his first novel, which takes its title from Yeats’s poem The Second Coming.  FTP, name the Nigerian author of Things Fall Apart.

Chinua _Achebe_

18. Its most publicized campaign was the “battle for steel” which produced large amounts of steel from backyard furnaces, though most of it was unusable.  Inflated food reports from the countryside led to grain requisitions being maintained when grain production fell due to labor being poured into massive public works projects constructed entirely through physical labor.  This led to a massive famine in 1959 and 1960 where twenty-five to thirty million people died.  FTP, name this phase of the history of the People’s Republic of China, where Mao Zedong tried to create a modern state essentially through the force of the people’s will.

_Great Leap Forward_

19.  At the age of 17, he assisted Ghiberti in sculpting the bronze doors of the Florence baptistry.  His early works, such as St. Mark and John the Evangelists, show the influence of Gothic art.  From 1430 to 1433 he spent time in Rome away from his native city, and worked on the ciborium in the sacristry of the Basilica of St. Peter.  His later sculptures show marked realisitic tendencies and include Judith and Holofernes and Miracles of Saint Anthony in Padua, where his work influenced the painter Andrea Mantegna.  Considered to be the founder of modern sculpture, FTP, name this sculptor famous for the first free-standing nude since antiquity, a bronze David.

_Donatello_ or Donato di Niccolo di _Betto Bardi_

20.  The conventional wisdom is that they are descended from Annelids, or segmented worms, via Onycophorans, though molecular evidence suggests they are more closely related to nematodes.  All members of this phylum use chitin as their skeletal material, though some use calcium carbonate to strengthen it.  Comprising over 75% of all known animal species, it include the now-extinct trilobites and eurypteris, a seven-foot long sea scorpion, as well as centipedes, millipedes and horseshoe crabs.  Distinguished by jointed legs and an exoskeleton, FTP, name this phylum that includes arachnids, crustaceans and insects.

_Arthropoda_

21.  The ruling party in this country recently lost the post of mayor and all eight council seats in the country’s second-largest city of Bulawayo.  The main opposition, the Movement for Democratic Change, failed to win a recent by-election which was won by the government party, the ZANU-PF.  While the president was visiting Libya, a meeting of Commonwealth countries in Nigeria was criticizing his regime for a variety of human-rights offenses, including the seizures of farms by armed squatters tacitly supported by the government.  FTP, name the southern African country ruled by Robert Mugabe.

Founded by Alexander’s general Seleucus I and the capital of the kingdom his descendents ruled, it became the capital of Roman Syria and the seat of one of the five early Christian patriarchates.

_Antioch_-on-the-Orontes
