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1.  Defined as the internal energy of a system (U) minus the product of the absolute temperature (T) and the entropy (S), it is less than 0 for spontaneous processes at constant temperature and volume.  This quantity differs from the definition by which the Nernst Heat Theorem is derived, which is from the Clausius Inequality stating dS - dq/T > 0, assuming constant temperature and pressure.  FTP, name this type of “energy” that is not used as often as its relative, Gibbs free energy.

ANSWER: _HELMHOLTZ_ Free Energy

2.  "Fun and Games," "Walpurgisnacht," and "The Exorcism" are the three acts of this play.  The color of their son's eyes is one source of conflict for the main characters, whose weapons include insults, humiliation, and a parasol-loaded gun.  With games like "Bringing Up Baby" and "Get the Guests," they drag their naïve visitors into their sadistic sport and emphasize the "fun" in dysfunctional marriage.  FTP, name this 1962 play by Edward Albee.

ANSWER: _WHO'S AFRAID OF VIRGINIA WOOLF?_

3.  Born into a high-ranking family in Jiangsu Province, this man studied in Japan and France before returning to China in 1924.  He was involved in the Guomindang-CCP alliance until it split in 1927 and later partook in uprisings in Shanghai and Nanchang.  He was at Mao Zedong's side during the Long March and, in 1936, played a key role in the kidnapping of Chiang Kai-Shek.  FTP, name this man, the first Premier and Foreign Minister of the People's Republic of China.

ANSWER: _ZHOU ENLAI_

4.  In his most famous book, The Cost of Discipleship, this religious philosopher lamented the complacency of those who call themselves Christian.  Most so-called Christians, he said, were such in name only, and would not follow Jesus' example of sacrifice.  In keeping with his belief, this man did pay the ultimate price for his faith, dying in a Nazi concentration camp for not renouncing Christianity.  FTP, name this great German Protestant thinker.

ANSWER:  Dietrich  _BONHOEFFER_ (pronounced BON-hahf-er)

5.  Unlike other Impressionists, he stressed composition and drawing and usually did not paint outdoors. He focused on depicting movement, from horses to women dressing, bathing, and performing in cabarets, and also made wax models that were posthumously cast in bronze.  A student of Ingrés, his works include A Woman Ironing and Singer in Green.  FTP, name this French Impressionist, who around 1873 painted the first of his ballet dancers.

ANSWER: _DEGAS_

6.  There are many varieties of this kind of psychological disorder, ranging from the catatonic kind, in which an affected person may stand in a bizarre posture for hours at a time, to the paranoid kind, in which an affected person experiences extreme bouts of hallucinations.  It is marked most prominently, however, by delusions and emotional extremes.  FTP, name this disorder, whose Greek derivation means “split mind".

ANSWER: _SCHIZOPHRENIA_

7.  This cranial nerve provides visceral sensory information from the larynx, esophagus, trachea, and abdominal and thoracic viscera, as well as the stretch receptors of the aortic arch and chemoreceptors of the aortic bodies.  It also innervates the pharynx, larynx, and part of the tongue.  It derives its name from the nature of its route, which terminates at the splenic flexure of the colon.  FTP, identify cranial nerve 10, named from the Latin for “wandering.”

ANSWER: _VAGUS_ nerve

8.  The child of a Methodist preacher, she was a church singer and musician by age four.  Enthralled by Led Zeppelin and other rock groups, she eventually moved to L.A. and in 1988 released a pop-metal album that failed miserably.  She later rebounded as she specialized in stark ballads, provocative vocals, and painfully personal topics in songs like "Silent All These Years".  FTP, name this singer, pianist, and composer of Under the Pink. 

ANSWER: Tori _AMOS_

9.  Seen in works like Correggio’s Head of Christ and da Vinci’s Mona Lisa, it is most notable in the paintings of several Italian Renaissance artists.  Lending a vague sense of movement to a still image, this technique involves the blurring or softening of sharp outlines by the subtle, gradual blending of one tone into another.  FTP, what is this technique, an Italian word that simply translates as “smoke”?

ANSWER: _SFUMATO_

10.  This man lost most of his 18 siblings to early deaths.  He was befriended by Piers Gaveston but was banished for alleged homosexual relations with him.  After losing the last castle in Scotland to Robert the Bruce, enduring an English famine, and losing a rebellion against Roger Mortimer and his lover Isabella, this man was eventually murdered by the insertion of a red hot poker into his bowels.  FTP, name this English king, son of Edward I.

ANSWER: _EDWARD II_

11.  In the field of mathematics, he first devised the notion of regression to predict patterns in numerical data.  In the field of religion, he attempted a comprehensive study to determine the efficacy of prayer.  His most well-known academic contribution, however, came in his study of intelligence, which provided the impetus for numerous other psychologists to develop intelligence tests in the 20th century.  FTP, name this French social scientist of many talents.

ANSWER:  Francis _GALTON_

12.  As reported in the Old Testament Book of Genesis, Jacob had twelve sons and two wives.  The mother of his last two sons, Joseph and Benjamin, was his second wife, Rachel.  His first ten sons, meanwhile, had came from his first wife.  FTP, name this woman, whom Jacob was tricked into marrying after having performed manual labor for seven years for the right to marry Rachel.

ANSWER:  _LEAH_

13.  This man, initially married to Heloise, "knew nothing" and "desired nothing."  He meets his second wife as he treats her sick father, and adoration so clouds his senses throughout the marriage that he is oblivious to her resentments, debts, and infidelities until after her suicide by arsenic.  FTP, name this country doctor and twice-cuckolded husband in a novel by Gustave Flaubert.

ANSWER: _CHARLES_ Bovary

14.  His mother, a manic-depressive schizophrenic, shot her therapist at her son's wedding.  His father was once thought to be dead after not emerging from his room for four days—not even for a beer.  Such scenarios were inspired by the life of this actor-comedian, whose eponymous show includes rants in black and white about topics such as his dad's multiple divorces and hatred of "wussies".  FTP, name the star of this dark comedy on Fox.

ANSWER: Christopher _TITUS_

15.  In the distance, the blue sky turns yellow as it approaches the horizon and a calm body of water.  On the right, the rocky mass of Cape Creus juts out into the water.  An odd self-portrait of the artist lies across a rock in the foreground, while a solid cubic mass supports a dead, scrawny tree trunk on the left.  FTP, name this 1931 surrealist work that features melting watches and is one of the most famous paintings of Salvador Dali.

ANSWER: The _PERSISTENCE OF MEMORY_

16.  Preventing courts from coming into session in Northampton, Worcester, Great Barrington and Concord, this uprising was provoked by high land taxes and economic depression.  Rebels were repulsed under General Benjamin Lincoln and forced to flee toward Petersham after trying to seize the federal arsenal at Springfield.  FTP, identify this 1786 uprising, named for a Massachusetts farmer and former Revolutionary War captain.

ANSWER: _SHAYS' REBELLION_

17.  In a 1667 deal between representatives of Great Britain and the Netherlands in the New World, the British obtained control of Manhattan Island in New York, while the Dutch received the area of this present-day country.  Though its land is mostly flat, it is bordered to the South by the Wilhelmina Mountain Range.  FTP, name this South American country whose capital city is Paramaribo.

ANSWER:  _SURINAME_

18.  Her interests ranged from Shakespeare and natural history in her youth to opera, theater, and European painting in later years.  Her allies included notable figures such as Charlie Chaplin, William James, Thornton Wilder, and Pablo Picasso.  She gained her own renown with the publication of an "autobiography" of a longtime companion in 1933.  FTP, name this writer whose abstract style appears in works like Three Lives and Tender Buttons.

ANSWER: Gertrude _STEIN_

19.  Born to working-class, second-generation Italian immigrants in 1944, this man completed his entire schooling in NYC, graduating magna cum laude from NYU Law School.  He has held numerous posts over the years, including Associate Attorney General, but has gained the most notoriety for his marital and medical woes as well as for his aggressive policies.  FTP, name this controversial and now internationally respected mayor of NYC.

ANSWER: Rudolph _GIULIANI_

20.  The behavior of wavelength changes relative to increasing energy density and absolute temperature of a black body led to an attempted explanation of the phenomenon by Rayleigh and Jeans.  They proposed the equation d  = d [d epsilon equals rho d lambda] which implied that = (8KBT)/(4).  The extreme divergence of this hyperbolic curve from the experimental behavior of  at low wavelengths was given a “colorful” and horrific-sounding name.  FTP, identify this disaster of classical mechanics, that led, in part, to quantum mechanics.

ANSWER: _ULTRAVIOLET CATASTROPHE_

21.  Believed to be unilaterally approved by the British Government, this policy declaration originated in a letter issued in March 1917.  It helped legitimize Zionist wishes for the establishment of a Jewish state in Palestine while also galvanizing Jewish support for the Allied war effort during World War I.  FTP, identify this declaration, named for the British Foreign Minister under David Lloyd George.

ANSWER: _BALFOUR_ Declaration

22. Odysseus first meets them in Book 6 of The Odyssey.  Despite fear of gossip about this stranger, their leader's daughter takes him to the royal court, where they offer him food, shelter, song, dance, sport, gifts, and a ship and crew for his journey home.  Their hospitality is later punished by Poseidon, who turns their ship into stone on their way back from Ithaca.  FTP, name these denizens of Scheria and rapt audience to Odysseus' tale.

ANSWER: _PHAEACIANS_

23.  This famous organic chemist collaborated with Liebig on the chemistry of the benzoyl radical and corresponded frequently with Berzelius.  In 1828, he converted ammonium cyanate, an inorganic compound, into urea, an organic compound.  This experiment is considered to have helped overthrow the vitalism/dualism theory supported by Berzelius.  FTP, name this chemist, whose work greatly contributed to the field of isomerism.

ANSWER: Friedrich _WOHLER_

24.  After gaining independence from the USSR in 1991, these people have endured three changes in government and a five-year civil war.  Despite a peace agreement in 1997, fighting continues, but this time in Afghanistan, where a group of rebels formed a ragtag army to oppose the ruling Taliban.  FTP, name this minority group, whose country lies on the northern border of Afghanistan and whose members form most of the Northern Alliance.

ANSWER: _TAJIKS_

25.  One of the largest hydroelectric power plants in the world, the Grand Coulee Dam, is located in the United States along this river.  It contains one third of all the potential water power in America, but its source actually lies in Canada.  FTP, name this river, whose mouth served as the ending point of the Lewis and Clark expedition.

ANSWER:  _COLUMBIA_ River

a. "I never felt so in love before / Promise Baby, you'll love me forevermore / I swear I'm keepin' you satisfied / 'Cause you're the one for me"

ANSWER: _THE WAY YOU MAKE ME FEEL_

b. "Your love's got me high / I long to get by / This time is forever / Love is the answer"

ANSWER: _I JUST CAN'T STOP LOVING YOU_

c. "I took my baby on a Saturday bang / Boy is that girl with you / Yes we're one and the same"

ANSWER: _BLACK OR WHITE_
