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1.  Her four hands hold a noose, a sword, a shield, and the severed hand of a giant.  She is generally portrayed as naked, wearing only a garland of skulls and a girdle of severed hands.  A hideous, black-faced hag, she constantly thirsts for blood, and goats are sacrificed to her every day at her temples, the largest of which is in Calcutta.  FTP, identify this Hindu goddess of death and destruction, traditionally worshipped by the Thuggee cult.

ANSWER: Kali

2.  As the Secretary of Transportation, she was responsible for the policy of withholding federal highway funds for states unless they raised their drinking ages to 21.  She was also Secretary of Labor, and is a native of Salisbury, North Carolina.  She changed her voter registration to Kansas, but has recently switched it back to her native state, as part of bid to replace Jesse Helms  FTP, name this former head of the American Red Cross, and one-time GOP presidential hopeful.

ANSWER:  Elizabeth Dole

3.  She was a photographer on the Works Progress Administration's guide to Mississippi, and in 1941 published a volume of stories including "Petrified Man" and "Why I Live at the P.O.".  She also published novels that focused on the manners and speech of the residents of a small Mississippi town similar to her own birthplace in the Delta country.  FTP, name this author of The Optimist's Daughter and Delta Wedding who died in July 2001 at 92.

ANSWER: Eudora Welty

4.  Vasco da Gama was the first European to see this river, but its current name is Sotho for “river of the waterfall.”  It rises as the Krokodil River, then flows 1,100 miles in a semicircular course towards the Indian Ocean.  It forms a boundary between South Africa and both Botswana and Zimbabwe before cutting through Mozambique.  FTP, name this South African river perhaps best known for a reference in Kipling, who described it as "great, grey-green, and greasy."

ANSWER: Limpopo River

5.  The Russians were outmanned, but had nearly 100 more guns than their French opponents.  After halting their retreat, General Kutuzov ordered the construction of fortifications to halt the French advance.  The French, fearing that any attempt to outflank the enemy would let them flee, executed a frontal assault instead, with disastrous results.  FTP, name this 1812 battle, which while a victory, marked the turning point of Napoleon’s attack on Russia.

ANSWER: Borodino

6.  His works include Dubrovsky, Mozart and Salieri, and The Captain's Daughter, an historical novel on the Pugachev Rebellion. A Moscow aristocrat by birth, he was educated at the Imperial Lyceum, and moved to St. Petersburg, where he met the Decembrists. His revolutionary bent kept him in and out of exile for most of his short life. FTP, name this Russian literary giant who wrote Ruslan and Ludmilla and Eugene Onegin.

ANSWER: Aleksandr Sergeevich Pushkin

7.  Located approximately 600 light years from the sun and nearly 20,000 times as luminous, this blue-white supergiant is actually the largest of a three-star system.  Spectral analysis indicates an average surface temperature of 16,000 K.  Its name comes from the Arabic meaning “Left Leg of the Giant.”  FTP, identify this bright blue star, also known as Beta Orionis.

ANSWER: Rigel

8.  He matriculated at Edinburgh University at age 12 and left it at age 15.  His family pressed him to study law, but he did not enjoy it and had a nervous breakdown in 1729.  In 1734, he traveled to France and began work on his first book, which outlined a new philosophical system based on self-introspection.  FTP, identify this figure of the Scottish Enlightenment whose Treatise of Human Nature outlined the tenets of his empiricist philosophy.

ANSWER: David Hume

9.  What a Waste, This Money is Yours, Room 317, If You Want to Die in Bed, The Sacred Bird, Let Me See His Western Nose, The Movie in My Mind, Why, God, Why?, Bui-Doi, The American Dream, The Last Night of the World.  All are selections from, FTP, this controversial Vietnam War musical, which originally starred Jonathan Pryce and Lea Salonga and ended a 4000-performance Broadway run in January 2001.

ANSWER: Miss Saigon

10.  This British artist’s direct studies of nature inspired painters of the Barbizon school in France to forego painting in the studio in favor of doing it in the open air.  Some of the landscapes attributed to him were later found to be those of his son Lionel.  FTP, name this painter of romantic English landscapes, famous for works such as Boatbuilding Near Flatford Mill and The Haywain.

ANSWER:  John Constable

11.  Nearly every nation in the world subscribed to it, but each had its own qualifications and interpretations.  For example, obligations arising from postwar alliance treaties, the Monroe Doctrine, or the League of Nations Covenant were acceptable.  This, plus the lack of enforcement mechanisms, led to its collapse prior to WWII.  FTP, identify this 1927 treaty  intended to forever outlaw war, named after the American and French foreign ministers.

ANSWER: Kellogg-Briand Pact

12.  This book is considered to be the vanguard of the 20th-century return to liberalism—that is, a liberalism that emphasized freedom of association and exchange according to the rule of law, and which wanted government off people’s backs.  It was published in 1944, and was critical of FDR’s New Deal.  FTP, name this book by Friedrich A. von Hayek, much beloved by today’s libertarians.

ANSWER:  The Road to Serfdom

13.  Petal Bear dies in a car accident, and her widower and two daughters flee to Newfoundland.  Warren the dog dies of old age.  The Aunt starts a maritime upholstery business.  Quoyle finds a severed human head in a suitcase.  Quoyle and Wavey finally get together.  Everybody eats cod, and the reader learns a lot about knots.  This is, FTP, a description of what Pulitzer Prize-winning 1993 novel by E. Annie Proulx?

ANSWER: The Shipping News

14.  In Exodus, this holiday is called the Hag Ha-Asif, or “Feast of Ingathering.”  One of the three traditional pilgrim festivals, it is celebrated on the 15th day of Tishri.  A collection of willow, palm, and myrtle branches, called the lulav, and an etrog are shaken in all directions to symbolize the Lord’s omniscience.  FTP, identify this Jewish thanksgiving holiday named after the temporary shelters built to commemorate the harvest and freedom from slavery.

ANSWER: Sukkot

15.  Aaron Kosminski, Michael Ostrog, James Maybrick, George Chapman and Francis Tumblety were prime suspects, but no proof was found against them.  Clues included letters and postcards sent to local police and reporters, as well as part of a human kidney thought to have belonged to Catherine Eddowes.  FTP, name this notorious criminal, also called the Whitechapel Murderer and "Leather Apron," who targeted prostitutes in Victorian London.

ANSWER: Jack the Ripper (accept "Whitechapel Murders/Murderer" on an early buzz)

16.  This building is divided into three wings:  Denon, Richelieu, and Sully.  It houses over 6,000 paintings, including six by Leonardo da Vinci, and has a room entirely dedicated to Peter Paul Rubens.  Three glass pyramids grace the entrance of what used to be a royal palace for French kings.  FTP, give the name of this palace turned museum, located on the banks of the Seine River.

ANSWER: Musee du Louvre

17.  In a later biography, his secretary described him as “clever and intelligent,” but a constant “source of trouble to his parents.”  The son of lesser nobility, he studied law in Salamanca until 1501, and planned to fight in Italy before being attracted to the wealth of the New World.  He sailed to   Hispaniola in 1504 and played a minor role in the Spanish conquest of Cuba, becoming mayor of Santiago de Cuba.  FTP, identify this conquistador, who made a name for himself by overthrowing the Aztec Empire.

ANSWER: Hernan Cortés

18.  This city contains over half of its nation’s industrial plants, its only stock market, and most of its transportation companies.  It extends for six miles along the Mediterranean Sea and is also a popular tourist destination. Its name is the Hebrew translation of Theodor Herzl’s 1902 book Altneuland.  It incorporated the nearby port of Jaffa in 1950 and the combined metropolis has a population of nearly 2 million.  FTP, name this city, the largest one in Israel.

ANSWER: Tel Aviv

19.  It begins with the sound of a piano from an unseen room.  The player soon appears and declares that "anyone can play accurately--but I play with wonderful expression." Characters include Cecily Cardew, Gwendolen Fairfax, and a misnamed orphan who was left in a handbag at Victoria Station.  FTP, name this play subtitled "A Trivial Comedy for Serious People," perhaps the greatest dramatic achievement of Oscar Wilde.

ANSWER: The Importance of Being Earnest

20.  Born in Rome, he graduated from the University of Pisa in 1922, lectured at the University of Florence for two years, and became a professor in Rome.  While studying the creation of artificially radioactive isotopes in the 1930s, he became the first physicist to split the atom and in 1934 perfected his theory of beta ray emission in radioactivity.  FTP, name this 1938 Nobel Prize-winning physicist, whose namesake institute is at the University of Chicago. 

ANSWER: Enrico Fermi

21.  It first convened in 1866 in Pulaski, TN.  Its name comes from the Greek for "circle" and it was meant to serve as a social club for Civil War veterans.  At a convention in Nashville in 1867, it was reorganized into the “Invisible Empire of the South,” and its popularity spread.  It was officially disbanded in 1869 due to excessive violence.  FTP, name this organization revived in the early 20th century, which continues to push its racist message today.

ANSWER: Ku Klux Klan

22.  This American painter, publisher, and movie director was a leader of the pop art movement.  Before turning to serious art, he worked in advertising, which gave him ideas for his later works.  FTP, name this man who was killed in 1987 and was well known for his silk-screened images of Coca-Cola bottles, Campbell’s soup cans, and Marilyn Monroe.

ANSWER:  Andy Warhol

23.  She was featured in a Far Side cartoon by Gary Larson, and later wrote an introduction to one of his books.  At the age of 23, she explored the Olduvai Gorge with the Leakeys, and since then has worked in Africa by herself.  She is the only non-Tanzanian to have received the Medal of Tanzania, and is now the Andrew D. White Professor-at-Large at Cornell University.  FTP, name this famous observer of chimpanzees.

ANSWER:  Jane Goodall

24.  In the past 18 months, this website has been the object of a $250 million promotion campaign.  Its parent company has already planned to spend an additional $30 million next year. The money has been well spent, as the website recently overtook Yahoo as the largest portal in Europe.  FTP, identify this portal through which you can check on the stock market, read the news, browse movie reviews, or access your Hotmail account.

ANSWER:  MSN or (ACC: msn.com)

25.  The Yom Kippur fast was not easy for Jules.  Carbohydrates were not available to replenish the intermediates of his citric acid/Krebs cycle.  Before he ate some bagels that night, another process likely initiated, synthesizing these soluble and transportable compounds that normally fuel the heart muscle.  In Jules’ liver, some acetyl CoA (Read: Coenzyme A) was exported to the blood as these since glucose was not available.  FTP, name these compounds used by the brain for fuel after the one-day glucose supply runs out.  

ANSWER: “ketone bodies” (ACC: hydroxybutyrates)

26.  Discovered in hot springs in the Great Fountain area of Yellowstone Park's Lower Geyser Basin, it exists in warm habitats all over the world.  This bacterium helped molecular biologists overcome a major obstacle to DNA amplification in the '80s.  As a thermophilic organism, its DNA polymerase can endure the dramatic temperature shifts required for PCR, the Polymerase Chain Reaction, in which copies of DNA are made.  FTP, name this bacterium, whose short nickname sounds like half the name of a popular breathmint.

ANSWER: Thermus aquaticus or Taq
