1. With Sulphur, it makes up millerite, and with Iron it forms Widmanstatten patterns in octahedrite meteors. Isotope 62 of this transition metal has the highest binding energy per nucleon of any known nuclide. A catalyst in the Sabatier process, this Group 10 magnetic element’s acetate is used as a mordant in the textile industry, while its foam and mesh is used as an electrode substrate in Alkaline Fuel Cells. Sources of this element used in hydrogenation and named after a mischievous spirit include Norilsk, New Caledonia, and Sudbury. For 10 points, name this element which with iron forms Earth’s core, with a catalyst Raney form, element number 28, symbol Ni.

ANSWER: Nickel [or Ni before mentioned]

2. In this year Barbara Hanley became Canada’s first female mayor. Anastasio Somoza seized Nicaragua, while it saw an ALN and Conservative “Union” elected in Quebec, ending a 39 year Liberal reign. The “Lion of Idaho” sought its Republican Presidential nomination, won by a Kansan defeated by a margin second only to 1820’s uncontested election. Defeats for William Borah and Alf Landon led to a 98% electoral college victory for FDR. For 10 points, name this busy year seeing the naming of the CBC, creation of The Globe and Mail, three English kings as George V died and Edward VIII abdicated, the Spanish Civil War start, and Jesse Owens win 4 golds in Berlin.

ANSWER: 1936 AD/CE

3. These items “of Hell” title a Nguyen Chi Thien collection which won 1985’s International Poetry Award. In Neruda’s “If You Forget Me” one of these “climbs up to your lips to seek me.” One is described as “Wind of heaven, wind of love, you who gladden all you espy” in a Rizal poem titled for one amongst others of these, while The Rubaiyat of Omar Khayyam opines that one of these objects “that once is blown for ever dies.” A Basho haiku describes the autumn sky as a “strange” one of these for birds and butterflies. For 10 points, name these horticultural objects Jose Marti wrote are given “to the true friend/Who offers his frank hand to me” in “I Grow a White Rose.”

ANSWER: Flowers [Antiprompt on specific types]

4. This paramour of Beatrice Simmons creates a burger “that can take a bite out of you” but loses it to a subsequently-bitten customer. Therapy involving this President of the Gay and Lesbian Alliance caused a relation to “still think he’s a chicken,” and in another episode he guilts children by claiming to be a “feeb.” Once writing an angry letter to “Modern Bride,” he promises to kiss Mrs. Bouvier “like a mule eating an apple,” creeping out his son, who once helped him sell a fertility tonic. For 10 points, name this resident of a “Retirement Castle” and Master Sergeant of the Flying Hellfish, telling stories “that don’t go anywhere,” elderly father of Homer on The Simpsons.
ANSWER: Abraham/Abe Jay-Jedediah Simpson II [or Grandpa/Grampa Simpson]
5. Beginning when Darryl Rogers took over from Mike Riley, this current phenomenon was prevented from ending in 2011by the first championship team to start 0-5. Almost ending in back-to-back championship appearances in 1992 and 1993 in which its namesake team never led, it saw its league’s second-longest playoff streak ever end in 3 straight playoff-less seasons from 1997-99. Ryan Dinwiddie couldn’t successfully replace Kevin Glenn in 2007, so Troy Westwood and Milt Stegall are championship-less victims of this streak, the longest active streak of its kind. For 10 points, name this 23 year event across North, West and East divisions, futility for a Manitoba football team.

ANSWER: The Current Winnipeg Blue Bombers Grey Cup Drought [Clear-Knowledge Equivalents or Descriptions Acceptable]

6. Craig Jones argues its demographic and social importance in A Cruel Arithmetic. Susan Drummond ethnographically “mapped” its law among Spanish Gitanos. Its variant mut’a, aka sigheh, divides Sunni and Shi’a Muslims, while another type is studied by Angela Campbell, who did field research with a group led by Winston Blackmore. Connolly v. Woolrich concerned its “fur trade” informal type. Lisa Duggan urged to “Queer [this] First,” and 4 Southern states created a durable “covenant” type. For 10 points, name this act of commitment, plurally practiced in Bountiful BC, now offered to same-sex couples, usually involving rings and ending in death or divorce.

ANSWER: Marriage [or Equivalents; Antiprompt on specific kinds like polygamy] 

7. Hesiod’s Theogony calls this figure “Tritogeneia,” referencing an origin myth. With the chthonic aspect “Itonia,” this deity visits Telemakhos disguised as the Taphian King in The Odyssey, while this deity indirectly kills children of Kekrops when they discover a snake-child and go insane. This adoptive mother of Ericthonios with war-epithet Promarkhos gave Bellerophon a golden bridle and instructed Perseus on killing Medusa.  Sinon lied about a large offering to this deity of the Palladion, the final trick in a war started by her claim to an item “for the fairest.” For 10 points, name this wielder of the Aegis, goddess of strategy, virgin daughter of Zeus, and patroness of Athens.

ANSWER: Athena [or Athene; prompt on Minerva]
8. The unsolved Lehmer’s totient problem asks whether any composite number n that causes the function “this symbol” of n divides n minus 1. It’s used for the argument of a complex number and alternately names Euler’s totient function and symbolizes the cumulative distribution function of the normal distribution, but may be better known for symbolizing a relationship where “a+b over a equals the ratio of a over b.” That relationship, called “the divine proportion” for its ubiquity in nature and art, is approached by the ratios of sequential Fibonacci numbers, getting closer with increasing values. For 10 points, name this Greek letter denoting the golden ratio, or about 1.618.

ANSWER: Phi
9. This character sending Enobarbus his things causes that man to die of a broken heart. This figure’s guardian “demon” is called “noble, courageous high, unmatcheable,” but cannot compete with a rival’s, so “if thou dost play with him at any game/thou art sure to lose.” With “a captain’s heart” become a “bellows and fan” to cool a partner’s lust, his new 30-year-old partner’s face is described as “round even to faultiness” with a low forehead. This husband of Fulvia and Octavia opines “kingdoms are clay” and disaster is caused by a lover of whom he claims “a kiss; Even this repays me.” For 10 points, name this half of a “pair so famous,” a Shakespearean suicide, lover of Cleopatra.

ANSWER: Mark Antony [or Marcus Antonius I guess]

10. Christie Blatchford reported a McMaster student named Jordan successfully entered an area of one of these considered too dangerous for police, to recover a dog, while one at Cape Croker saw debate about relocating a summer festival and destroying an alvar. A third at Grassy Narrows has a water system dangerously contaminated with mercury. One called Aamjiwnaang has experienced birth rates of 2 females to every male, allegedly as a result of being near “Chemical Valley.” Borders of one led to the Henco and McHale cases, while another was reduced by the War Measures Act from land where Dudley George later died. For 10 points, name these federal territories, racial enclaves with Six Nations and Attawapiskat examples. 

ANSWER: Aboriginal Reservations in Ontario [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents: More specific answer on first clue including tribe (Iroquois/SixNations/Haudeonsaunee) acceptable]
11. On the bottom left, a ruffed boy with handkerchief inscribed with the artist’s name holds a torch behind him and points to a white rosette on a central figure’s clothing; the boy stands behind a depiction of a kneeling religious figure surrounded by three standing unclothed men. Only a few of many participants have bright colour, including a yellow robe for a man holding dangling keys, red and blue clothing of Mary who sits opposite John the Baptist, and two saints performing the titular action for a man in full armour. For 10 points, name this depiction with earthly and heavenly layers, showing Augustine and St. Stephen interring a Spanish nobleman, a Renaissance work of El Greco. 

ANSWER: The Burial of the Count of Orgaz [or El entierro del Conde de Orgaz or reasonable equivalents of Burial, since it’s a Spanish title]

12. This actor who played Kate Beckinsale’s husband in 2008’s Nothing But the Truth made his directorial debut in Run, Fatboy, Run. His work in a James Frey-written film sees his catchphrase as “What Up,” and in that role he quotes Laroche-Foucauld after Jason Lee steals his fiancée. This actor of Kissing a Fool appeared in 2012’s John Carter as a Thark warrior, over a decade after starring in the HBO movie Breast Men. He played a homosexual school counselor in Apt Pupil, and voiced a hypochondriac “doctor” who opines King Julien has 48 hours to live. For 10 points, name this voice of Melman the giraffe in the Madagascar movies, best known as Ross from Friends.
ANSWER: David Lawrence Schwimmer 
13. This entity’s colonial governors included John Parr and Samuel Vetch. Two locations here with aboriginal significance are Chapel Island and Kejimkujik, which includes petroglyphs. This polity’s settlement of Port-Royal served as France’s first settlement on its continent, although later moved to a site where Fort Anne was besieged after 1711’s Battle of Bloody Creek. Beinn Bhreagh in this province saw genetic experiments with sheep and the first flight of the Silver Dart, its country’s first airplane, and is the burial site of Alexander Graham Bell. For 10 points name this original Canadian province, home of shipwrecked Sable Island horses, site of the expulsion of the Grand-Pré Acadians and the Halifax Explosion.

ANSWER: Nova Scotia 
14. This canonical text states Legion possessed two men, not one. It’s not the Gospel of Thomas, but parables in it include the Drawing in of the Net, comparing people to fish, the Parable of the Tares, comparing evil people to weeds, and the Pearl of Great Price. This only canonical Christian source for the flight into Egypt ties the Massacre of the Innocents to a prophecy by Jeremiah about weeping in Ramah, while Streeter argued its unique 20% shows a third source for the gospels. For 10 points, name this synoptic Gospel beginning by tracing Joseph’s line to David, Chapters 5-7 of which is the Sermon on the Mount, by a demonstrably Jewish tax-collector who isn’t Mark or Luke.

ANSWER: Gospel of Matthew
15. This nation which controls Marcus Island allegedly limited its territorial claims in the La Pérouse Strait to allow an ally to avoid its prohibition on nuclear weapons. The Bungo Strait connects two of this nation’s territories, and it claims Iturup and Kunashir but does not administer them. A third island has Mount Adatara, an active volcano with hot springs, on the same island as its largest lake, home to a world weight record Largemouth Bass. A more recent territorial dispute has seen its aircraft “locked on” by a neighbour which claims the Diayous. For 10 points, name this Pacific island nation which claims the Kurils and controls the Senkakus and Okinawa from Honshu’s Tokyo. 

ANSWER: Japan [or Nihon-Koku or Nippon-Koku; Although ambiguous, accept Empire of Japan or Nippon/Nihon Teikoku]
16. Its 18% stake in DONG Energy led six Danish cabinet ministers to resign. A Steven Mandis book asks “What Happened” to it. Steven Perlberg referenced this entity associated with “Abacus transactions” twice in a story about “disturbing” cheers in The Wolf of Wall Street near Wall Street. Advised to be “long-term greedy” by Gus Levy, it was described as “a great vampire squid wrapped around the face of humanity” by Rolling Stone for its role in the 2008 financial crisis, for which it was fined $550 million. For 10 points, name this Lloyd Blankfein-led New York finance firm that employed Mario Draghi and Mark Carney, which the Wall Street Journal called “Goldie Mac.”

ANSWER: Goldman Sachs
17. Richard Martin dubbed this technology “Super Fuel,” and in altered form it was used in the Peach Bottom HTR from 1967-1974. China has set a deadline of 10 years for this technology, where research on it is led by Jiang Zemin’s son. It usually mixes its non-fissile namesake with lithium and beryllium fluorides to lower its melting temperature to 360 C. Used at KAMINI in Tamil Nadu, this technology operating at standard atmospheric pressure converts its namesake into Uranium-233, but has fuel 3 times more common on Earth than Uranium and produces waste that becomes safe after only centuries which cannot suffer a “meltdown.” For 10 points, name this safer, hard-to-weaponize nuclear power source, using an element named after the Norse God of Thunder. 

ANSWER: Thorium Nuclear Power [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents]

18. Bizet’s Roma Symphony is written in this key, as was his earlier symphony unpublished during his lifetime, while the “Mount Everest for tenors” in The Daughter of the Regiment consists of nine high notes of this. Mendelssohn’s “Wedding March” from A Midsummer Night’s Dream is in this key. Mozart used this key for his “Dissonance” String Quartet, as well as his Linz and Jupiter symphonies, and this key which partially titles a whimsical 1964 Terry Riley work of early minimalism for any number of people is also used for Bolero and has a relative minor in A Minor and a dominant key in G Major. For 10 points, name this letter, a key signature with no flats or sharps.

ANSWER: (Key of) C Major (Scale) [Accept bracketed stuff as needed]
19. One member won the Battle of Sabilla and signed the Treaty of Darin, while another, Sara, claimed British asylum in 2012. Sara is the daughter of a half-Armenian member with the epithet “Red,” Talal, who led members Badr and Fawwaz in the exiled “Free Princes” movement. Its member Turki led intelligence agency GIP for over 2 decades. Subject of a book by Holden and Johns, it was led from 1964 to 1975 by a man who abolished slavery and was killed by his identically-named cousin of this bloodline, Faisal. For 10 points, name this dynasty linked by Craig Unger to “House of Bush,” led by the “Guardian of the Two Holy Mosques,” naming a Middle Eastern Kingdom.

ANSWER: House [or equivalents] of (ibn or bin) Saud [or anything about Kings/Rulers of Saudi Arabia until “Sara”; Anti-Prompt on Abdulaziz ibn Saud until “Sara”; or Clear knowledge equivalents such as Royal Family of Saudi Arabia]

20. One of their songs states “You left without saying goodbye/although I’m sure you tried/you call the house from time to time/to make sure we’re alive” before opining the song title, while another song asks “how did our eyes get so red/and what the hell is on Joey’s head?” In addition to “Too Bad” and “Photograph,” its lead singer sings “I am so high/I can hear heaven” in a soundtrack collaboration with Josey Scott, “Hero.” A music video where remaining life time is above people’s heads showcases their “Savin’ Me,” and this Western band describes getting “to the bottom of every bottle.” For 10 points, name this Chad Kroeger-fronted rock band of “This is How You Remind Me.”

ANSWER: Nickelback [or Silver Side Up on first clue]
TB1. This group was targeted in “The Treachery of the Blue Books,” an education report mentioning a namesake punishment, the “not,” for youth speaking its language. Al Capone’s lieutenant Mickey the Hump was this ethnicity, and ethnic Italians from its country include boxers Enzo Maccarinelli and Joe Calzaghe. A namesake language common in Argentina’s Chubut province with a dialect called Gog is vigesimal, with base ugain, or 20. For 10 points, name these Celts who wrote the Red Book of Hergest and speak the only official language of the British Isles, a group of Ancient Britons called the Cymraeg [COO-M-REE] with Red Dragon Symbol and capital Cardiff.   

ANSWER: Welsh People [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents or Cymraeg before mentioned]

TB2. One case from here involved a human toe in chewing tobacco, while another from here concerned 3 black men whipped by police into a murder confession, deemed unconstitutional. A man from this place of Pillars v. RJ Reynolds Tobacco and Brown v. [this State], John C. Stennis, served as US Senator for 41 years, never losing a public election in over 60, while this burial-place of Judge McKelva in The Optimist’s Daughter saw Governor Phil Bryant sign a 2014 law which allows religiously-based discrimination. For 10 points, name this South State whose flag features the Confederate flag, home of Eudora Welty and William Faulkner, which is “burning” in a 1988 film.

ANSWER: Mississippi
TB3. One of his characters finds the “unpardonable sin” before dying in a lime kiln, while a second shoots his son on a spot where he left a man to die, and a third hopes to create a monument, but is killed in a rockslide in a family’s safe place and thus completely erased. This author of “Ethan Brand,” “Roger Malvin’s Burial” and “The Ambitious Guest” penned puritanical works such as “Young Goodman Brown,” which describes a black mass, and the “Maypole of Merry Mount,” where puritans ruin a wedding feast. For 10 points, name this New England 19th century author of Mosses from an Old Manse and Twice-Told Tales, whose novels include The Scarlet Letter.

ANSWER: Nathaniel Hawthorne [or Hathorne]

TB4. It featured on The Economist’s front page reading “The New World Order” and “Insatiable.” The New York Times linked its so-called “Green Men” to a national entity, mocked by Jon Stewart comparing its photo analysis to ZZ Top while showing footage of a man with a machine gun doing donuts in a tank. Stewart had earlier mocked John McCain’s reaction by ranting in “War…I want to go to war!” One leader claimed a neighbour wanted “to start WW III,” while Arseny Yatseniuk’s comments were denied by a hegemon allegedly concerned about fascism. For 10 points, name this event started by the Maidan, including the seizure of Crimea and unrest in cities like Donetsk.

ANSWER: Ukraine Crisis [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents]
1. VISUAL BONUS. Identify the following sculptural works of art and their artists, for 5 points each (for each bonus, 5 points for the sculptor, 5 points for the sculpture). PICTURES ARE FOUND ON THE LAST 3 PAGES (1 PAGE EACH).
[5,5] Show Photo (A).

ANSWER: “Spiral Jetty” and Robert Smithson
[5,5] Show Photo (B).

ANSWER: “Broncho Buster” and Frederic Remington [the Internet claims “Sackrider” was his middle name, but I am doubtful]

[10] Show Photo (C).

ANSWER: “The Endless Column” [or “Coloana-Infinită”] and Constantin Brancusi [it’s pronounced “Bran-CUSH,” but no-one seems to know that]
2. It’s time for that part where you grapple with nonsense words from particle physics! Yay! For 10 points each:

[10] The proton is made up of three “quarks,” two of which are these type first observed in 1968 by a Stanford Center. The lightest of all quarks, one of them is present in the neutron.

ANSWER: Up Quarks

[10] The mediating particles for this fundamental force are photons. The fact that this force does not participate in WIMPs is why they cannot be seen directly, while pairing this force with the weak force won Salam, Glashow and Weinberg a Nobel Prize.

ANSWER: Electromagnetism [or word forms]

[10] Glashow attacked this idea by trying to keep its proponents out of the Harvard faculty and by calling it “a tumour, if you will.” With 5 different ideas within this rubric, this subset of M-Theory differs from other theories by including fermions and supersymmetry in postulating all matter is related.

ANSWER: Superstring Theory [Prompt on String Theory]

3. His character Hugh Selwyn Mauberly languishes in the Italian Mountains and re-tells stories of World War II in his Famous Last Words. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this influential 20th century Canadian author, whose other works include Not Wanted on the Voyage and a partially-historical re-telling of WWI France through the eyes of Robert Ross, The Wars.

ANSWER: Timothy Irving Frederick Findlay [Prompt on “TIFF” or “TIFFY”]

[10] Not Wanted on the Voyage centres on this alcoholic person, the spouse of a person who is normally the protagonist of a biblical story. One of her sons marries Lucy, a 7-foot-tall woman with webbed feet, and she frequently talks to her blind cat Mottyl.

ANSWER: Mrs. Noyes [or Noah’s Wife]

[10] No, you’re not getting a pity 10 with Margaret Atwood. Because this is also awesome and Canadian, name Roch Carrier’s short-story about how horrible it is to be different in Québec, centring on the title article of clothing and featured on the Canadian $5 bill.

ANSWER: “The Hockey Sweater” [or “Le Chandail de Hockey”] 

4. In honour of American invasions of VETO, which will hopefully be beaten back, answer the following about Canadians whupping American invaders, for 10 points each.

[10] During the North American theatre of the Nine Years’ War, this badass Governor of New France replied to an American fleet’s demand of surrender that he would reply from “the mouth of my cannons and muskets.” Serving two terms as governor, he established a namesake Fort in Kingston, Ontario, and a Chateau Hotel in Québec City is named after him.

ANSWER: Louis de Buade, Comte de Frontenac et de Palluau [Accept Either; or Count of Frontenac and Pallau]

[10] American killing of aboriginal Canadians in Saskatchewan in the Cypress Hills Massacre spurred the expansion and dominance of this organization, founded in 1873. Marching to Alberta in 1874 in the favourable “March West,” this force which established Fort Macleod and fought Louis Riel’s rebellion wore distinctive red uniforms. It would later merge with the Dominion Police.

ANSWER: The Northwest Mounted Police [or NWMP or “Mounties”; Do NOT Accept Royal Canadian Mounted Police or RCMP I don’t care what they say]
[10] This 1838 Eastern Ontario engagement near Prescott between 250 American Hunter Patriots and pretty much everyone else (including the blockading U.S. Navy) resulted in 11 leaders of the invasion being hanged, despite its military leader, Nils von Schoultz, having a defence by John A. Macdonald.

ANSWER: Battle of the Windmill [or I guess Battle of Windmill Point; and yes, just like in Animal Farm]

5. His 7 siblings were all drowned by his mother, the river Ganga, while this chaste demigod’s life was the cause of his parents’ break-up. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 10-day supreme Kaurava commander, who is allowed to choose the time of his death, which he doesn’t do despite lying on a bed of pointing-up arrows (including an arrow-pillow) after being shot by Arjuna. He avoids fighting the Pandava family, despite commanding an army against them.

ANSWER: Bhishma Pitamah [or Devavrata]

[10] Bhishma is killed in this great battle of the Mahabharata, in which his ally Drona and commander Duryodhana also die. This battle for the throne of Hastinapura is also the setting of the Bhagavad-Gita.

ANSWER: Battle [or War, whatever] of Kurukshetra
[10] The Bhagavad-Gita, a discourse on divinity between Arjuna and his charioteer/avatar Krishna, forms a major part of this religion’s sacred texts, which also includes the Vedas and the Puranas. Its trimurti includes Vishnu, who appears as Krishna.

ANSWER: Hinduism

6. If being bad is wrong, these people don’t want to be right. Answer the following about the naughty set of modern philosophy, for 10 points each.

[10] This atheist philosopher and author of A History of Western Philosophy and Why I Am Not a Christian showed that the burden of proof should be on unfalsifiable claims with his namesake “teapot” which allegedly orbits the Sun between Earth and Mars.

ANSWER: Bertrand Arthur William Russell, 3rd Earl Russell [Accept Either]

[10] This author of Intention, which helped to found “action theory,” also coined the term “consequentialism,” translated the still-definitive edition of Wittgenstein’s Philosophical Investigations, successfully debated C.S. Lewis on naturalism, and once told A.J. Ayer, “If you didn't talk so quickly, people wouldn't think you were so clever.”

ANSWER: Gertrude Elizabeth Margaret Anscombe [generally “Elizabeth Anscombe”]

[10] Utilitarian Peter Singer wrote this article in 2001. Its title, a pun, refers to his thesis that bestiality is morally acceptable if it either does not harm or brings pleasure to the animal.

ANSWER: “Heavy Petting”

7. It is a primary ingredient in aioli, along with lemon, olive oil, and usually egg. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this seasoning bulb related to onions, which is white, spices a namesake type of bread, and which is generally not enjoyed by Nosferatu.

ANSWER: Garlic [or Allium sativum]

[10] Not tzatziki, this Greek garlic puree combines garlic with a thick base such as potatoes, nuts, or bread, olive oil, and often includes vinegar. It is typically served with fish, although it can be a main course or a dip.

ANSWER: Skordalia [or Skorthalia or Aliada or Aliatha]

[10] Garlic is a key ingredient in ajoblanco, a food of this type. Another food of this type which uses garlic is the Czech česnečka, while the restaurant Julien’s Restorator was operated by a proprietor nicknamed the “Prince” of these.

ANSWER: Soups 
8. Answer the following about Canadian rivers, for 10 points each.

[10] Located entirely within the Northwest Territories, this river rises from Great Slave Lake before flowing north to the Beaufort Sea. Named after an 18th century explorer, it’s the longest river entirely within Canada (most measurements make it Canada’s longest river, period).

ANSWER: Mackenzie River [or Deh-Cho]

[10] This reservoir was formed from the Gardiner Dam damming the South Saskatchewan and Qu’Appelle Rivers. It was home to the world record largest Rainbow Trout and Burbot, respectively.

ANSWER: Lake Diefenbaker [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents for Lake]

[10] The Saint John River in New Brunswick is spanned by the world’s longest of these entities at Hartland. Québec has the most of these entities in Canada, while the only one remaining in Ontario is in West Montrose, within Waterloo Region.

ANSWER: Covered Bridges [Prompt on Partial Answer]

9. It is derived from a 1965 paper by its namesake, entitled “Cramming more components over integrated circuits.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this principle of computing, coined by a co-founder of Intel, which postulates that computing power would double roughly every two years due to increased ability to implant certain devices in silicon.

ANSWER: Moore’s Law

[10] Moore’s Law relies on the ability to shrink and devalue these computing components, placed in silicon. In 2002, a dollar bought about 2.6m, while in 2014, the same things, 1/9th of the size, were 20m to the dollar. Although they can probably be halved in size a couple more times, this will no longer decrease their value, spelling the end of Moore’s Law.

ANSWER: Transistors

[10] Your writer wanted to go with a final answer of “spintronics,” which you should look up. Instead, however, name this developing transistor innovation to resist energy leakage, consisting of the device which allows power flow to be switched off completely surrounding the microchip to increase efficiency.

ANSWER: Gate-all-Around [or clear-knowledge equivalents or Multigate or Multiple Gate Field Effect Transistor or MugFET or Multiple Independent Field Effect Transistor or MIGFET]

10. One of the candidates in this currently-ongoing event recently took a break from campaigning after making ethnic and misogynistic comments at a bar, and other images of him engaging in crack smoking, an allegation he first confirmed in November 2013. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 2014 contest, including John Tory and the aforementioned incumbent, for the top municipal job of one of Canada’s largest cities.

ANSWER: 2014 Toronto Mayoral Race [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents]

[10] The incumbent oaf, Rob Ford, was caught on tape saying he wanted to “jam” this other candidate, who unsurprisingly decried his comments as misogynistic and said she did not want an apology. This conservative represents Ward 16, and chaired the Toronto Transit Commission for 4 years before resigning to run for mayor.

ANSWER: Karen Stintz
[10] In another bizarre episode, Rob Ford no-showed at a photo-op with this figure at Bellybuster Submarines, but Olivia Chow, another candidate, showed up and was endorsed by him. Chow apologized for this meeting after it was revealed that this former wrestler and subject of a recent documentary published racist, misogynistic and homophobic tweets.

ANSWER: The Iron Sheik [or Khosrow Vaziri]

11. Answer the following about awesome trees, for 10 points each.

[10] “Pando,” a clonal colony of this species of tree linked by a root structure, is estimated to be the largest living thing on earth. This North American member of the Populus genus names a transitional biome between prairie and boreal forest.

ANSWER: Quaking Aspen [or Populus tremuloides; In front of Aspen, you can also accept “Trembling,” “American,” “Golden,” “Mountain”; Prompt on “White Poplar”]

[10] The largest single-trunked tree and excluding colonies like Pando the world’s largest living organism is this Giant Sequoia, named after a Civil War participant. Located in California, its circumference at base is over 102 feet.

ANSWER: General Sherman
[10] The Eastern White member of this genus is known by the aboriginal peoples as “The Tree of Peace,” with one specimen standing at 45.1 metres tall, the tallest tree in Ontario. The Great Basin Bristlecone variety of this coniferous genus used as Christmas trees contains the oldest recorded living specimen at over 5000 years, while a namesake beetle threatens forests in B.C.

ANSWER: Pine [or Pinus]
12. Ben Smith is a righteous dude who likes ice hockey. Combine these two things, for 10 points each.

[10] One Ben Smith involved with hockey was taken in the 2008 NHL Draft by this team, and has played his entire career with this team at the Madhouse on Madison. He won the Stanley Cup when this team defeated the Boston Bruins in the 2013 Stanley Cup Final.

ANSWER: Chicago Blackhawks [Accept Either]

[10] Another Ben Smith won three Olympic medals coaching this team, with a gold medal coming in 1998. Its current General Manager is Reagan Carey, and it has never done worse at the Olympics than bronze.

ANSWER: United States of America Women’s National Ice Hockey Team 

[10] Since Ben Smith is an Ottawa Senators fan, he had to have been concerned by this Buffalo Sabres goon fighting then-Ottawa goalie Ray Emery in 2007. Apart from that, he might be best-known for having his finger bitten by Jarkko Ruutu and retiring in the farm system of the Vancouver Canucks.

ANSWER: Andrew Peters
13. The bell tolls for thee to answer the following about recently-deceased writers, for 10 points each.

[10] Gabriel Garcia Marquez died in April 2014. Probably best-known for 100 Years of Solitude, this Nobel-winning author also wrote of the romance between Fermina Daza and Florentino Urbino, name-checking a disease in this work.

ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera [or El Amor en los Tiempos del Colera]

[10] Dying in January 2014 was Amiri Baraka, who served as Poet Laureate of this State before the position was abolished following his controversial 9/11 poem “Somebody Blew Up America.” Other poets associated with this state include its first poet laureate Gerald Stern and William Carlos Williams, who was born here.

ANSWER: New Jersey
[10] February 2014 saw the death of this Canadian-French author of the novels Green Water, Green Sky and A Fairly Good Time. She is best known for short story collections such as From the Fifteenth District, Overhead in a Balloon: Stories of Paris, and In Transit. A non-fiction work by her is titled Paris Notebooks.

ANSWER: Mavis Leslie de Trafford Gallant [or Young]
14. Answer the following about invasive species that threaten North America, for 10 points each.

[10] This anadromous parasitic species which is most likely invasive in the Great Lakes threatens fish stocks by attaching to native fish and using a boring tongue to torture them to death. This member of the genus Petromyzon must be annihilated.

ANSWER: Sea Lamprey [or Petromyzon marinus; Lamprey Eel is also a common colloquial name, despite being redundant and technically incorrect, so I guess accept it?]

[10] Similarly, this insect member of the Agrilus genus named for distinctive bright colouring threatens all of the Fraxinus genus trees in North America and is spreading rapidly: it could destroy whole forests.

ANSWER: Emerald Ash Borer [or Agrilus planipennis]

[10] Already in the Mississippi-Missouri, this fish, whose schools can humorously be seen mass-jumping when disturbed, may make its way into Canadian waters soon. It represents an untapped possibility for sale to certain groups, for which it is considered a foodstuff.

ANSWER: Silver Carp [or Hypophthalmichthys molitrix; or Asian Carp]
15. Its ideas were manifested in the Rietveld Schroder House, and that house’s architect also designed the “Red and Blue Chair” according to its style. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this style associated with cubes of red, blue and yellow, such as Piet Mondrian’s Composition with Red, Yellow and Blue, and Broadway Boogie-Woogie, and Theo van Doesburg’s Simultaneous Counter-Composition.

ANSWER: De Stijl [or The Style]

[10] This artist associated with De Stijl created the works Composition with One Gray Stripe, the blue, yellow and red A Girl Playing the Flute with Goat,  and the Neoplasticist work The Tempest. With Mondrian and van Doesburg he helped found De Stijl, although he allegedly called Doesburg “a cheat” with “no ideas of his own.”

ANSWER: Bart van der Leck
[10] This work of René Maigritte, produced contemporaneously with De Stijl, is of a stylized brown-and-black pipe with bowl on the left side of the painting, with the words “This is not a pipe” written below it. He’s right: it’s the drawing of a pipe.

ANSWER: “The Treachery of Images” [or “La Trahison des Images”]
16. Jordan Palmer does want to get some value from his law school education. Answer the following about Canadian law, for 10 points each.

[10] Named after a 1986 decision of the Supreme Court of Canada in which the accused was unconstitutionally required to prove he was not trafficking after being caught with hashish and cash, this “test” is applied when the Court has found that constitutional freedoms are violated, to determine whether the violation is permissible as a “reasonable limit.” 

ANSWER: R v. Oakes Test 

[10] Both Québec and Ontario have Superior Courts, while Newfoundland and British Columbia have Supreme Courts, all of which fulfill the same role as high, or “section 96” courts. This two-word term, more commonly associated with England, denotes this level of court in Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta.

ANSWER: Queen’s Bench
[10] This document, signed in 1982, is a central constitutional document and the basis for the Oakes test. Section 7 guarantees the right to “life, liberty and security of the person” while section 2 guarantees (among other things) freedom of speech and religion. Everything in it but voting rights can be overridden for five years using its section 33, the “Notwithstanding Clause.”

ANSWER: Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms
17. Early English monarchs didn’t always have good days. Answer the following about them being taken down a peg, for 10 points each.

[10] Although Canute the Great controlled England, Denmark, Norway and part of Sweden in the 11th century, he legendarily became upset with excessive flattery and ordered this entity not to touch him, which it did anyway, showing the limits of his power.

ANSWER: The Ocean [or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents, including Sea and Salt-water, and Water, since some sources say it was at a river]

[10] Canute landed in England in this region, roughly 100 years after another ruler of this kingdom legendarily let the cakes of a peasant-woman burn while he was staying at her cottage after fleeing the Danes at Chippenham. That ruler of this kingdom would later defeat the Danes at Edington (also known as Ethandun), earning the epithet “the Great.”

ANSWER: Kingdom of Wessex [or Kingdom of the West Saxons or Westseaxna Rīce]

[10] This descendant of Alfred the Great and member of the House of Wessex was murdered in 978 AD at Corfe Castle, after only 3 years on the throne. The murder of this Roman Catholic, Anglican and Eastern Orthodox Saint allowed his half-brother Ethelread the Unready to seize power.

ANSWER: Saint Edward the Martyr [Prompt on partial answer]

18. It morbidly muses “for many a time,/ I have been half in love with easeful Death/Call’d him soft names in many a mused rhyme,/To take into the air my quiet breath.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poem, addressed to an “immortal bird” who “wast not born for Death” and whose voice “was heard/In ancient days by Emperor and Clown.” The poem ends in some confusion with the line “Fled is that music-Do I wake or sleep?”

ANSWER: “Ode to a Nightingale”

[10] “Ode to a Nightingale” was by this English poet, whose other poems, all allegedly composed in May 1819, include “Ode on Indolence,” “Ode to Psyche,” and the blockbuster “Ode on a Grecian Urn.”

ANSWER: John Keats
[10] Keats was a contemporary of Percy Shelley, who composed this prose essay to discuss their mutual medium. With a title similar to an essay by Phillip Sidney, it argues that practitioners of the title art “are the unacknowledged legislators of the world.”

ANSWER: “A Defence of Poetry”
19. It begins 1.e4 c5, and lines include the Rossolimo, the Pelikan, and the Dragon. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this chess opening, creating a semi-open game, and is alternately recorded “Pawn to King Four, Pawn to Queen’s Bishop 4.” It is common at the Grandmaster level.

ANSWER: Sicilian Defence [or opening, or whatever]

[10] The Sicilian Dragon, named for the shape of its pawn formation, sees black employ this method for deploying the bishop by playing g6. Essentially, this manoeuvre, popular in hypermodernism, sees a Knight pawn pushed one square, so that a bishop may take that square and control an entire diagonal.

ANSWER: Fianchettoing

[5,5] The 2013 World Chess Championship featured only one use of the Sicilian defence, in the last game, which ended in a draw. For 5 points each, name the two participants in the World Championship-who will play again for the title in 2014 as the loser re-qualified through a Candidates tournament. The challenger and former champion was nicknamed “The Tiger from Madras,” while the current champ was a child prodigy.

ANSWER: Viswanathan “Vishy” Anand AND Magnus Carlsen
20. Examples include Kaliningrad, Sastavci, Cabinda and of course Alaska. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this political geographical term for a nation’s territory which is not contiguous with the rest of its territory, in effect becoming a “severed limb.” It’s the opposite of a term popularized in the Yugoslavian war, where that tern usually was supposed to denote refuges.

ANSWER: Exclaves

[10] If exclaves are defined as including land not connected by land to its main territory, the U.S. would have an exclave north of the 49th parallel on this ecologically-important lake also bordered by Ontario and Manitoba, where Angle Township forms the “Northwest Angle” of Minnesota. Another “practical exclave” on this lake is uninhabited Elm Point.

ANSWER: Lake of the Woods [or Lac des Bois] 

[10] Further afield, this Eurasian country controls its exclave of Nakchivan, as well as Armenia’s exclave of Artsvashen. This former Soviet nation also contains Nagorno-Karabakh, an enclave which it is internationally-recognized to own, but does not control.

ANSWER: Republic of Azerbaijan [or Azerbaycan Respublikasi]
21. Answer some questions about mythical cattle-riding, for 10 points each.

[10] This Chinese philosopher allegedly left China riding on a water-buffalo after writing the Tao t’eh Ching, or The Way and Its Power, the core of Taoism.

ANSWER: Lao Tzu [or Laozi; Be Generous with pronunciations as it’s like, impossible]

[10] This semi-mythical first settler of Boston, Massachusetts and subsequently the first settler of Rhode Island. Finding he didn’t get along with the English or New English religious authorities, he is reputed to have left Boston riding on a bull.

ANSWER: Reverend William Blaxton [or Blackstone]

[10] This daughter of Helios and Cretan Queen had her own version of “bull-riding” after she was cursed to fall in love with a bull, with whom she conceived the Minotaur. Her less-creepy (but only slightly) children include Ariadne and Phaedra.

ANSWER: Pasiphae
22. Michael Ventris probably could have figured this out, as he did for a related thing, but he died in a 1956 car accident. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this still-untranslated language discovered by Arthur Evans, the parent of the Mycenaean language deciphered by Ventris. Associated with the Minoans, it has now been found all over the Mediterranean. Its somewhat-inaccurate name comes from its form.

ANSWER: Linear A [DO NOT READ ALTERNATE ANSWER ALOUD Do NOT Accept Cretan Hieroglyphics]

[10] Linear A was mostly found on this island, also the site of Knossos and the Minoan civilization. Another set of hieroglyphics from this island, pre-dating and contemporaneous to the Minoans, is also untranslated.

ANSWER: Crete
[10] Another of Crete’s mysteries is an enigmatic painted one of these objects, which partially depicts a bull sacrifice and is named for Hagia Triadha. Other ancient Greek examples include the Klazomenian examples and a much-later one named for Payava, both located in what is now Turkey.

ANSWER: Sarcophaguses [or Sarcophagi; Accept Clear-Knowledge Equivalents, but not on Tombs or generic burial stuff]

23. One of this dramatist’s characters lures a title boy to his death by drowning, while in another of his works a character whose surname informs the title location commits suicide by drowning alongside his love Rebecca. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 19th century playwright of Little Eyolf and Rosmersholm, whose other canonical works include this Scandinavian’s The Vikings at Helgeland and The Master Builder.

ANSWER: Henrik Johan Ibsen
[10] This Ibsen text focusses on the Alving family, where the deceased father has passed on inherited to his son Oswald, who has fallen in love with his maid, who is secretly Oswald’s half-sister. This mess would not have happened if Pastor Manders, Oswald’s mother’s pastor, hadn’t urged her to stay with her unfaithful husband.

ANSWER: Ghosts [or Gengangere]

[10] This contemporary European playwright borrowed a famous Ibsen character and referenced his A Doll’s House by writing the play What Happened After Nora Left Her Husband; or Pillars of Society. Winner of the 2004 Nobel Prize in Lit, this Austrian’s other plays include Bambiland, which protests against Guantanamo Bay, and Illness or Modern Women, which uses intertextual vampire references to discuss the female body.

ANSWER: Elfriede Jelinek
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
