Tossups 

1. This thinker’s development of a non-dialectical path to social organization and liberation stands as a radical exception to bourgeois trajectory of thought according to Antonio Negri’s analysis of his thought, The Savage Anomaly. A 1780 public dispute between F.H Jacobi and Gotthold Lessing centered on this man’s philosophy. like Hobbes this thinker adopts an amoralist stance regarding “natural right” but unlike Hobbes concludes in one work that democracy and not monarchy is the most natural form of state. In a major work he articulates a substance-monism wherein modes and attributes of that infinite substance give rise to variety and attempted to organize those arguments relating God, substance and humanity in a “Geometrical Manner.” For 10 points, name this author of the Tractatus Theologico-Politicus and Ethics a Dutch Jewish philosopher.

ANSWER: Baruch or Benedict de Spinoza
2. These peoples believe in undead creatures called Mullo, who may rise from the grave to take revenge on those who did not give them proper burial rites. The Butyakengo are protective spirits in this group’s forklore, who can be passed on from parents to children. The good god Devla and the evil god Beng are prominent in this group’s pagan religion, while Catholic members of this ethnic group especially venerate St. Sarah, to whom they have constructed a shrine in France, and according to Wikipedia this ethnic group believes in Vampire Watermelons in the Balkans. Their use of the word “thushul” to mean “cross” hints at their origin on the Subcontinent of India. For ten points, name these nomadic peoples of Europe stereotypically associated with fortune telling. 

ANSWER: Gypsies [accept: Roma; Romani; Sinti; Kale]

3. A commentary on this text begins by telling a story in which a god creates independent body parts that demand a body to live on and reject the body of a cow and a horse before agreeing to be placed on a human. The Khilani is sometimes added to this text, but is younger and considered apocryphal. This text is more frequently followed by the Aitareya. This text is read by the hotar priest during sacrifices, and parts of it were incorporated into a younger text called the Yajur. This text notably describes one figure taking only three steps to cross the universe, but it consists primarily of hymns to Indra. For ten points, name this oldest and most notable of the four Vedas. 

ANSWER: Rig Veda
4. This work includes an extended analysis of the purpose and nature of architecture as a conflict between rigidity and gravity to illustrate how indistinctly originating human ideas are brought to clarity.  The author uses the analogy of magnetism and electricity as the same force to compare to the dual nature of two central concepts, and another section of this work reduces another philosopher’s theory of twelve categories of understanding into the single category of causality.  This work introspectively deduces that humans perceive their bodies by means of two of the title concepts, both of which consist of the same reality and differ only due to alternate human perspectives.  Developing the theory of an entity which exists independently of human experience which is the cause of all sensations, for 10 points, name this text which introduces the “thing-in-itself” as a correction to Kant’s metaphysics, a work of Arthur Schopenhauer. 

ANSWER: The World as Will and Representation [accept The World as Will and Idea; accept Die Welt als Wille und Vorstellung]

5. This figure divided his people into three groups: the Ramnes, the Luceres and the Titienses and he was protected by bodyguards known as the Celeres. After he slayed the king of the Caeninensians, Acron, in single combat, he became the first person to win the spolia opima. According to Zenodotus of Troezen, he had one son, Aoillus, with his wife, Hersilia. This co-regent of Titus Tatius ordered Tarpeia to be buried under pile of rocks for betraying the Capitol  and appeared Julius Proculus as the deified Quirinus.  Raised by the kindly shepherds Acca Larentia and Faustulus, this figure was suckled by a she-wolf after his evil uncle, Amulius, abandoned him by the Tiber. For ten points, name this son of Rhea Siliva and brother of Remus, the legendary founder of Rome. 
ANSWER: Romulus 
6. Japanese legend tells of mountain bandits who could transform into this kind of creature named Tsuchigumo. The Navajo creator deity is said to be a grandmotherly one of these creatures, while the mysterious Great Goddess worshipped in Teotihuacan has many attributes of this creature. One of these creatures is said to own all the stories in the world and is notable for capturing a python and getting stuck in the wax girl. Yet another figure turns into this kind of animal after challenging Athena to a weaving contest. For ten points, name this type of creature, examples of which include Anansi and Arachne. 

ANSWER: spider or arachnid
7. This book opens following the end of the reign of Jehoiakim, and it contains the Prophecy of the Seventy Weeks. In it, a goat horn breaks off and is replaced with four smaller horns, and the story of Bel and the Dragon is sometimes attached to it. One king in this book is tricked into passing a law banning a certain activity for thirty days, while another figure in this work sees an idol made of four different materials destroyed by a large stone. This book describes a fourth figure seen in a fireplace and the miraculous survival of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, as well as the Madness of Nebuchadnezzar and a disembodied hand disrupting Belshazzar’s feast. For ten points, name this biblical book, named for a prophet who survived a trip to the lion’s den. 

ANSWER: Book of Daniel
8. In one work usually attributed to this philosopher, the term hyparxis is identified with existence as the first principle of a triad which includes life and intelligence.  In another work, the civic, purgative, and contemplative types of virtue are considered along with paradigmatic virtue, which corresponds to a virtue’s Platonic Form.  In addition to Commentary on Parmenides, this opponent of Iamblichus wrote a work rejecting Cronius’s theory that the titular location did not exist and interprets its structure symbolically while analyzing The Odyssey as allegorically depicting the history of the human soul.  Another work by this philosopher discusses the Aristotelian concepts of genus, species, differentia, property, and accident as an introduction to the Categories.  The author of Sententiae, The Cave of the Nymphs and the Isagoge, for 10 points, name this Neoplatonist who edited his teacher Plotinus' Enneads.  

ANSWER: Porphyry
9. One member of this race, Conand, was overthrown by Nemed, leader of the Nemedians, while the first leader of this group was nicknamed “Grenchos”, or “footless”. This race resided on Tory Island, and one of their leaders required four servants and a system of pulleys in order to open his single terrible eye, with which he could kill. Apart from Balor, this race included Bres the Beautiful, who became king after the defeat of the Fir Bolgs but was overthrown by Lugh. For ten points, name this older race of Irish gods, defeated at the Second Battle of Mag Tuired by the Tuatha de Danann.  

ANSWER: Fomorians [accept: Fomors, Fomori, Fomoiri, Fomoraig]
10. In the Grimnismol, the abode of this god is the seventh to be described and is said to be the most free from evil fate, while this god’s son dwells in Glitnir. In one story, this god’s wife gives a gold ring to Fulla. A poetic edda named for this god sees Odin ride Sleipnir to the underworld to ask questions to a wise woman, who interprets this god’s dream. This father of the lawyer Forseti dwells in Breidablik and owns the boat Hringhorni. His wife is Nanna, and Rind gave birth to Vali solely to avenge this figure after Thokk refuses to cry for him. For ten points, name this brother of Hodr, a beautiful Norse god tragically slain by a mistletoe. 
ANSWER: Baldur
11. The word “zelem” is the first of many homonyms in scripture that this book explains in its opening section. This book approves of twenty five proofs of God, but rejects the proposition that the universe is eternal, and it presents a critical analysis of the proofs for the existence and incorporeality of god of the kalam scholars. Its last chapter describes four ways in which man can become perfect, the last of which is attainable only through faith. This book contains scattered references to the Merkhaba, a mystical section of the Book of Ezekiel, and is addressed to Joseph ben Judah, a student of the author. For ten points, name this most notable work of Moses Maimonides, intended for people confused about Judaism. 
ANSWER: Guide for the Perplexed [accept: Dalalat al-Hairin; Moreh Nebuchim; Guide of the Perplexed; Guide to the Perplexed] 

(note to moderator: the acceptable English  names for this book are currently the subject of  great debate in the quizbowl community. Many [e.g., Matt Weiner] believe that only “Guide for the Perplexed”, and not “to” or “for”, should be acceptable. This tournament accepts “of the Perplexed” because the author saw a copy with that name in the Harvard library; this tournament also accepts “to the Perplexed” because Evan Nagler has assured the author that the book is referred to as that in scholarly Jewish sources)

12. In Korean mythology, this entity was formed when a tiger ate a woman, then attempted to eat her children before they escaped, and first Hannim, then Dallim became this entity. The Japanese deity of this entity has a shrine at Ise-Jingue. In Chinese mythology, this entity is sometimes represented by a group of three-legged red crows called Jinwu, who perched in a mullberry tree called the Fusang. In Chinese mythology, the archer Yi shot nine of these out of the original ten, and in Shinto the goddess of this object famously hid in a cave. For ten points, name this object, represented by Amaterasu.

Answer: sun
13. After this figure was asked for a miracle, the moon appeared to split into two parts, causing this figure’s detractors to look to the side and call it “transitory magic”. In his last speech to his followers, this figure condemned the practice of “Nasi”, or adding new intercalary months, saying that the calendar was unalterable. Man’s followers seized Khaybar from local Jews. He ended the Jahaliyya period by receiving the Ayat on Mt. Hira. This nephew of Abu Talib and victor at the Battle of Badr led his followers on the Hijra and interacted with the angel Gibril to receive messages from Allah. For ten points, name this prophet of Islam. 

ANSWER: Muhammad ibn Abdullah

14. This man became involved in a public debate about “vitiation” after he recently co-authored a book with Bryan Garner. This man argued that religious belief strengthens moral justification for capital punishment in his 2002 essay “God’s Law and Ours”. This man argues for an expansive view of the confrontation clause, such as by requiring that DNA evidence can be challenged. He outlined his views in A Matter of Interpretation, where he argued that recognizing a word’s unchanging definition is the “lesser evil” when compared to the living document approach, and in the majority opinion in District of Columbia v. Heller he stated that the Second Amendment included a personal right to own a firearm. For ten points, name this conservative legal theorist associated with “original meaning”, the first Italian-American appointed to the Supreme Court. 

ANSWER: Antonin Scalia 
15. One of these texts assures the reader that Christianity is not a “cunningly designed fable”, using as proof the fact that God’s voice was heard during the Ascension. That text also contains a verse warning that if God was willing to punish even his own angels who turned against Him, he would have no problem punishing the recipients of these texts. Another of these texts urges believers to gird the loins of their minds. That text states that it was written by the hand of the scribe Silvanus, also known as St. Silas, who may have been the secretary of the purported author. That text also states that Christ preached the Gospel to the dead and is used to support the doctrine of the Harrowing of Hell. The author of these texts says that he is in “Babylon”, which has been interpreted as Rome. For ten points, name these two epistolary books of the New Testament, traditionally said to be written by the first Pope.  

ANSWER: Epistles of Peter [accept: Letters of Peter]
16. One of this man's works analyzes the strange language used in response to a request by Aias, Phoenix, and Odysseus in the chapter "Achilles' Passionate Conjecture."  Besides that work subtitled "A Tale of Abstraction Versus the Richness of Being", this man inclined to realism under the influence of Herbert Feigl's paper "Existential Hypotheses"  prompting him to argue that positivist theories lead to the "stability thesis", which was inferior to the "Thesis I." This author of The Conquest of Abundance wrote a work featuring a section of invective entitled "Conversations with Illiterates", which responded to critics of an earlier work. That earlier work argued Galileo's theories prevailed because he wrote rhetorically persuasive Italian and contended that Copernicanism only survived because reason was overruled. That work, which was dedicated to Imre Lakatos, also contends that the historical practice of science amounts to "anything goes", arguing for a position of "epistemological anarchism." For 10 points, name this author of the autobiography Killing Time, as well as Science in a Free Society and Against Method.
ANSWER: Paul Feyerabend
17. The Canaanite analogue to this figure is Yam-Nahar, and this figure was sometimes conflated with the more recent Canaanite figure of Lotan. The messenger Kakka turned Lahmu and Lahamu against this figure. This figure’s followers benefit from a spell which causes the sight of them to strike terror into any foe. Venomous snakes for this figure’s army were birthed by Mother Hubur. This figure employed the general Kingu, was the lover of Apsu, and represented salt water, but when the gods appointed a champion to seize the Tablets of Destiny, she met her end. For ten points, name this primordial monster slain by Marduk. 

ANSWER: Tiamat [before “Kakka”, accept “Leviathan”, as the first few clues apply to him too]
18. This man claimed that when blind belief "ceases it is shattered like a glass whose fragments can not be again reunited except by being cast again into the furnace and refashioned." He argued against corporeal resurrection by comparing it to the transformation of iron into a garment. He used a fourfold structure of three maqam, one of which is split into two maslak, to present an occasionalist defense of the possibility of miracles in the seventeenth section of one work; that occasionalist position was tribute to his teacher al-Juwaynii, an Asharite. His most famous work draws on the positions of John Philoponous for its first section, which refutes doctrines of "pre-eternity" and "post-eternity" in the works of al-Farabi and Avicenna. For 10 points, name this author of Revival of the Religious Sciences and Deliverance from Error, a Sufi who also wrote The Incoherence of the Philosophers. 

ANSWER: Abu Hamid Muhammad ibn Muhammad al-Ghazali
19. This religion followed “Amari”, or the principle of non-violence towards animals, but only during holy days. Fourteen may have been a sacred number in this faith, which had fourteen annual festivals celebrated with Zoroastrian-style fire ceremonies and prostration before a cross. The most important building in this faith was the Ibadat Khana, whose name simply means House of Worship, where the founder of this religion invited members of different religions to discuss and argue. The only surviving description of this religion is found in the Dabistan, or School of Manners, a Persian text that describes every major religion of its time. According to tradition, this faith had only 19 followers, and its founder was rumored to have abandoned it after fire fell from the sky in Lahore, symbolizing Allah’s displeasure at a certain royal personage in Agra. For ten points, name this short-lived syncretic religion, founded by the third Mughal Emperor, Akbar the Great.

ANSWER: Din-i-Ilahi [accept: Ilahism; Ilahians]
20. According to Pausanias, this figure was worshipped as Selene at a sanctuary of Ino in Thalamai. This figure’s husband cheated on her with Procris, after Procris cured him of an ailment which had made him ejaculate spiders, scorpions and milipedes when he cheated on this woman. Apollodorus records the horrible fates suffered by this daughter of Perseis’ children including Catreus, who was killed by his own son, Glaucus, who drowned in a jar of honey and Androgeus, who was killed by Aegeus for winning every prize at a feast. Either Poseidon or Aphrodite made this figure fall for her most notorious consort, who she seduced with the help of a wooden contraption covered in cow skin made by Daedalus. That seduction of the Cretan Bull led to the birth of a half-man, half-bull. For ten points, name this queen of Crete, the wife of Minos, the mother of Ariadne and the Minotaur.

ANSWER: Pasiphae
21. This thinker used the example of a classmate who claimed that he could not rightfully fail an agregation, while the titular person passed in order to show, “if the Jew did not exist, the anti-Semite would invent him.” A psychoanalytic presentation of a playwright who became a ward of the French State is contained in this author’s Saint Genet, Actor and Martyr. Raymond Aron claimed that this thinker was attempting an impossible union of Kierkegaard and Marx in his work, Search for a Method, which would later serve as introduction to a longer work on applying that method through “dialectic circularity.” In another work subtitled “An Essay Phenomenological Ontology,” he outlines the in-itself and for-itself categories of being and describes the vertigo or anguish in the face of radical choice as mauvaise foi, or bad faith. For 10 points, name this French existentialist philosopher who had a tumultuous relationship with Simon de Beauvoir.

ANSWER: Jean-Paul Sartre
TB. One figure who attempted to take this deity as a consort was the owner of Svadilfari. This deity once consulted the witch Hyndla to inquire as to the ancestry of Ottarr and was born at Noatun. At the hall Folkvangr, this deity greats half of the virtuous dead, with the rest going to Valhalla. This deity owns a hawk-feather cloak capable of giving flight, the boar Hildesvini, and Brisingamen the necklace. This deity rides in a chariot pulled by the gib-cats. For ten points, name this chief female Vanir, a Norse goddess of love who is the sister of Freyr. 

ANSWER: Freya
