This book's protagonist was named for both a female hero of the author's wife and for Voltaire. Wikipedia claims Simon and Schuster gave a two million dollar advance for this novel in 1981, at the time the largest ever made for a book that had not yet been written. The main character goes to Hokkaido where she, a Nigerian physicist, a Chinese archaeologist, and two others get five slots in a machine activated on December 31, 1999. In this book, a character who resembles Ted, the protagonist's father, gives advice about computing the digits of pi. Near its beginning, a retransmission of a 1936 Hitler speech is discovered, prompting a SETI project to design a machine that will go through wormholes. For 10 points, what 1985 book about the quest to meet extraterrestrial life by Carl Sagan later became a Jodie Foster film?
ANSWER: Contact
Question on pseudoscience
G. Gordon Liddy reportedly performed this action to intimidate other inmates in prison and at dinner parties to impress guests. In a film, William Potter notes this action hurts and indignantly asks "well, what's the trick then?" The most famous man to perform this action was arrested after accidentally murdering a scribe who was dressed identically to his target. "The trick is not minding that it hurts" is how Lawrence of Arabia explains how to perform this action in the 1962 film. It was performed after a man declared "I came here as an enemy to kill my enemy, and I am as ready to die as I am to kill." A man performed this action as a way of demonstrating "how cheap the body is" to the king Lars Porsena. This was the famously brave and painful act Gaius Mucius Scaevola performed in the Etruscan camp. For 10 points, what is this action that involves self-immolating a part of your body?
ANSWER: burning your hand [accept obvious descriptions, such as putting your hand in fire]

Question on Roman myth
Two answers required; description is acceptable for both of them. One of these two characters claims to have enormous respect for pizza but none for cognitive reverie, while the other insists convictions are the luxury of those sitting on the sidelines. When these two characters are last seen, one is standing with his young niece, Marcee. One of these two characters studies literature, while the other relays assignments about studying magazines. One of them is supposedly watching another man's baby when it ends up submerged in a tub, while the other seemingly kills a woman, causing a baby to be knocked to the ground during a rescue attempt. Dr. Rosen explains the truth about them to Alicia. These two men are last seen watching another person win the 1994 Nobel Prize in Economics. For 10 points, identify these two characters played by Ed Harris and Paul Bettany, who only exist in the mind of John Nash in A Beautiful Mind.
ANSWER: Charles Herman and William Parcher [accept either part for either; accept Nash's roommate for "Herman" and Nash's government contact/Defense Department contact, etc. for "Parcher"]

Math question with two answers required
According to Wikipedia, this character is responsible for originating the phrase "the natives are restless tonight." The 2014 documentary Lost Soul is about a movie named for this character. According to Wikipedia (again), Burt Lancaster was the most physically accurate actor to play this role on film. In another film, this man is accompanied by a 2 foot tall character played by Nelson de la Rosa, better known as the midget friend of Pedro Martinez. That midget resembles this man and was supposedly the inspiration for "Mini-Me." In a 1932 film, this character asks the "lost souls" the question "what is the law?" and tries whipping them, but they brutally murder him. In the original book, narrator Edward Prendick watches this character and the Puma Woman kill each other. For 10 points, name this mad scientist who runs an island turning animals into mutant people in a H.G. Wells novel.

ANSWER: Doctor Moreau [or Paul]

Scientist who died
During this event, hapless theatergoers attending a showing of Wicked became trapped inside the Queen Elizabeth Theatre. Local political science professor Glen Coulthard wrote an article objecting to the police blaming anarchists for what transpired. A participant in this event was the Australian Scott Jones, who comforted his girlfriend, Alexandra Thomas, after she was knocked down. Most of the destruction during this event took place on Georgia Street, and the full list of people charged was not compiled until July 2015. It might be best known for a Richard Lam photograph showing a couple lying on the ground, kissing, while surrounded by police wearing riot gear. This incident broke out after a 4-0 loss for the home team at Rogers Arena. For 10 points, name this 2011 riot that broke out after the Boston Bruins defeated a Canadian city's NHL team in a Game Seven.

ANSWER: The Vancouver Stanley Cup riot

Canadian history
This ruler had at least 10 children, including one who had a paralyzed neck, one who was a deaf mute, and one who died after being circumcised, all possibly as punishment for his immoral marriage. This man took power after asking his predecessor "is this how you have ruled, wretch?" and receiving the response "and will you rule better?" Artwork depicted this man entering Jerusalem while carrying a cross and anachronistically accompanied by Constantine's mother, Saint Helena. He is not Alvin the Chipmunk, but his brother and general Theodore lost such battles as a clash at Mu'tah. He was critiqued for marrying his niece Martina, and Kavadh II sent him the True Cross as a goodwill gesture. After this emperor won the 627 Battle of Nineveh, Khosrau II was overthrown and Arabs conquered the Sassanid Empire. For 10 points, name this Byzantine ruler who overthrew Phocas.

ANSWER: Heraclius
Byzantine history

A resident of one of these countries, Paul Blanshard, wrote numerous books bashing the other. Relations between these countries soured in 1867 after one agreed to shelter John Surratt, a possible co-conspirator with John Wilkes Booth. The Lugar Act removed a prohibition banning official relations between the two of them, and mass protests prevented General Mark Clark from serving as an official emissary between these countries. Postmaster General James Farley was effectively an unofficial ambassador between these countries, which did not have any official diplomatic relations between 1867 and 1984, despite rumors about the plans of the Kennedy presidency. William Wilson was the first ambassador from one of these countries to the other, while Pio Laghi was the first Apostolic Nuncio representing the other. For 10 points, name these two countries, whose two leaders met in September 2015 and are named Barack Obama and Pope Francis.

ANSWER: The United States AND The Vatican [accept Holy See or Papal States for "Vatican"]

Two countries' foreign relations
This film required three weeks of re-shoots in which David Dobkin replaced Craig Gillespie, who hated the end results. The title character doesn't do "Sorry" because he claims it is for criminals and screw-ups. The protagonist asks the title character of this film at one point "are you okay?" before shouting "rhetorical question!" and hitting him with a chair. At the end of this movie, the protagonist writes the book Backbone: The Definite Guide to Self-Confidence after concluding the title character's vicious behavior helped him as a kid. The title character and Beverly break up after an ugly confrontation in which John calls his rival "the biggest asshole on the planet" at an "Educator of the Year" ceremony. For 10 points, name this film in which Seann William Scott's character discovers his mother is going to marry the title character, a Billy Bob Thornton played gym teacher.

ANSWER: Mr. Woodcock
High school gym
This world leader's policies were effectively denounced in the 1947 John Ford film The Fugitive. False rumors that his parents were from Syria or Turkey led to him being nicknamed "The Turk." While not in power at the time of their existence, he was a major supporter of the "Gold Shirts." A cartoon depicted this man reading a translation of Mein Kampf, which is apparently what he was doing while he was arrested and deported in 1936. That arrest came when this man, along with the head of the labor organization CROM, was charged with conspiring to blow up a railroad and ended in his removal to the United States. This man founded the PNR which eventually became the dominant PRI. He outlawed religious orders and had thousands of priests executed. For 10 points, what Mexican President's anti-Catholic policies led to the Cristero War?

ANSWER: Plutarco Elias Calles

Christianity
Near the end of this speech, the speaker thinks of his father, who fled prison "with just one hundred dollars sewn into his underwear." It declares that the five most powerful words in the English language are "I want to be free." This speech continually mentions a 9-year-old named Caroline Smith, whose father was killed, and its final section, hopes that people would be able to say "Freedom matters, and I was part of something beautiful," a line mostly drowned out by the noise of the crowd. People criticized this speech for suggesting that the Republicans "passed the Civil Rights Act," which is somewhat true. The speaker proclaimed "don’t stay home in November" and "vote your conscience…up and down the ticket," which eventually earned him many jeers. For 10 points, name this speech from the third night of the Republican Convention, in which a Texas Senator opted not to endorse Donald Trump.
ANSWER: Rafael "Ted" Cruz's speech at the Republican National Convention

Something not on Wikipedia (at least at the time)
In Germany, a variety of this language found in Hamburg is called "Kedelkloppersprook." In Balkan countries, this language is used in some neighborhoods but referred to as "Satra," which is mostly used in crime-related contexts. Arthur Fields made a 1919 album in this language, one of the earliest examples of this language being spoken in the United States. Moe tries to teach Curley how to speak this language in the Three Stooges short Tassels in the Air. In the famous opening to the song "Lullaby of Broadway" in the Gold Diggers of 1933 film, the singers are speaking in this language. It is unrelated to earlier languages called "dog," which were just nonsensical wordplay games. For 10 points, what language frequently spoken by children makes words by moving the first letter to the end of a word and then adding "ay," like "uckday" for "duck"?

ANSWER: Pig Latin
Linguistics
After being fatally wounded, this man was found wrapped in a blanket by his wife, Helen, who said she did so because he was "always cold." This is presumably the only historical person played by both Richard Dreyfuss and Mickey Rooney. His name is not John, but he was probably the second best known person staying at a Wisconsin lodge when government agents opened fire on a Chevrolet coupe whose occupants couldn't hear an order to stop because the radio was too loud. This man shot W. Carter Baum during a confrontation at the Little Bohemia Lodge in Wisconsin. He killed a record three FBI agents in the line of duty and was himself slain at the Battle of Barrington. This man succeeded Pretty Boy Floyd as Public Enemy Number One. He may nowadays be best known for being played by Michael Badalucco as a man who shoots cows and becomes enraged at hearing his nickname in the film O Brother, Where Art Thou? For 10 points, name this gangster nicknamed "Baby Face."

ANSWER: George "Baby Face" Nelson [or Lester Joseph Gillis]

Old Timey
Boxer Jim Corbett played this character in an unauthorized 1905 play and 1914 film. A Graham Greene play about his "return" imagines this character and his sidekick as a homosexual couple. He first appeared to have died when he jumped overboard on an ocean voyage in the story "The Gift of the Emperor," but he resurfaced, disguised as a rich invalid. This person seems to die in the Boer War but not before breaking into the Black Museum. This man's adventures were collected in The Amateur Cracksman. An expert cricket player, his longtime sidekick is "Bunny" Manners. Rob Carson once lamented the "thoughtless deletion of hilarious anecdotes" in reference to this character, who was created by Arthur Conan Doyle's brother-in-law.  For 10 points, name this quizbowl favorite, a gentlemen thief created by E.W. Hornung.

ANSWER: A.J. Raffles [accept either part, or Arthur J. Raffles]
Used to be popular

This character was originally intended to be Scandinavian and was given the name Ragnar Thorwald, but the show's executive producer gave him the name of an old friend, hoping the friend would hear his name on TV and contact him. This man is told by a hostage that "it would be most effective if you would cut the carotid artery just under the left ear." He tells his enemy "I've done far worse than kill you, I've hurt you," after being compared to a "poor marksman" who keeps "missing the target." This man married a historian named Marla McGivers and was exiled to Ceti Alpha V. In his first film appearance, he kills himself piloting the Reliant by activating the Genesis Device. In a recent film appearance, this character used the alias "John Harrison" and was played by Benedict Cumberbatch. For 10 points, name this Ricardo Montalban played Star Trek villain.

ANSWER: Khan Noonien Singh [accept either part]

Tron
On some home video copies of this film, a disclaimer specifies that the Red Cross had nothing to do with the movie. Near the end, the protagonist corrects the villain that Pickett's Charge occurred at Cemetery Ridge, not Little Round Top. A minor, unnamed character known only as "Green Four" is praised by fans of this film for being a gigantic badass. A villain in this movie always listens to the Pretenders song "Where Has Everybody Gone?" on his Walkman. The protagonist's wolf whistle ends up setting off an explosion crushing a villain near its end. This film is the last appearance of Minister of Defence Freddie Gray and General Gogol. Infamously, the protagonist is aided in this film by a leader of the Afghan Mujahedeen, who is opposed by renegade Soviet General Koskov and the Joe Don Baker played arms dealer Brad Whitaker. For 10 points, name this James Bond film, the first starring role for Timothy Dalton.

ANSWER: The Living Daylights

1980s film

This composer marveled "God, what intensity!" in a review of a performance of Brahms' Symphony Number 4, during which he noted that "Furtwanger's baton technique is terrible and looks like he's having a seizure." In a scathing review of Der Freischutz, this composer wrote that it sounded like an "MIKE CHEYNE nobody's heard of, another MIKE CHEYNE nobody's ever heard, and then Wolf's Glen or magic bullets." This most famous student, as far as I can tell, of Margarita Zelenaia, once explained that the score was the "bridge between the auditory phenomena we have experienced and the words you are going to use to make us recollect those experiences." In the medium we are probably most familiar with, this man has composed, as of July 2016, 591 compositions. He recently wrote that he had to "walk away from my computer in disbelief" upon reading the thoughts of another, similar composer from Yale. This man wrote a screed that prompted the call for an "Eliot Ness" to fight the music mafia. For 10 points, name this composer of HSQB posts, a musicologist currently at the University of Chicago.

Music
While not the name of Mike Cheyne's academic adviser, it was the name of his thesis committee chair, who is married to Larry Storch's stepson. That person with this name is widely read in American history courses for arguing that "domestic containment" was practiced in the 1950's, a concept explored in her book Homeward Bound. The more famous person, the subject of the rest of the tossup, was last seen acting on film as the cousin of Woody Allen's wife in his film Small Time Crooks. This person wrote, directed, and starred in a film where she plays a botany professor who falls in love with a Walter Matthau character. Besides directing A New Leaf, this woman cast her own daughter, Jeannie Berlin, in a comedy where Charles Grodin abandons Berlin on their honeymoon to pursue Cybill Shepherd. She also directed a notorious bomb filmed in Morocco starring Warren Beatty and Dustin Hoffman. For 10 points, name this former comedy partner of Mike Nichols and director of such films as Ishtar and the original The Heartbreak Kid.

ANSWER: Elaine May [or Elaine Tyler]

Chris Ray
This person's partner was named Tristen Parsons and an article jokingly suggested this person should be nicknamed "Butterstick." If you type this person's name in Google Books, you will note that a couple dictionaries list the words in this person's name next to each other, suggesting this person's name was perhaps created Usual Suspects style. This person defeated Lancelot Supersad Jr. to win her most notable accomplishment, and the first articles about her berated parents for "giving their children novelty names." She is best known for being arrested for breaking into cars in a department store parking lot in Boise. For 10 points, name this 2015 Name of the Year Winner, who has a rhyming last name that conjures up images of a cuddly bear.

ANSWER: Amanda Miranda Panda

Name of the Year
This line is said by a man who holds up "simple oil of cloves," which he calls "relief," and another object he calls "discomfort." It is the most famous line said in a room by a character who explains he has no accent because of alexia, a disease where people cannot understand written speech. The characters who watch this line repeated are played by frequent gangster performers Marc Lawrence and Richard Bright. A reference to this line occurs later in the film, when the protagonist forces the villain to go to a water treatment plant in Central Park. This line is meant to confirm information about stolen diamonds. This line is answered with the flippant reply "it's very dangerous, be careful." This line is continually asked by Dr. Szell as he uses a dental probe on the confused, Dustin Hoffman played Babe. For 10 points, give this query, best remembered for being constantly asked in the film Marathon Man.

ANSWER: "Is it safe?"
Question
The full story of this object came out in a 1999 New York Times story, in which one of the people involved called it "the biggest adrenaline rushes I've ever experienced." That man lost his big left toe in a childhood motorcycling accident. The disappearance of this object was noticed by Dave Phillips, with a custodian pointing out clumps of tiles on the floor. This object was eventually x-rayed and sawn in half in the presence of John Hart. A former FBI agent investigated its disappearance in a scheme compared to a scene in the film Mission: Impossible. After this object was challenged by Gene Lamont, it was taken to the umpire's dressing room, but Jason Grimsley crawled in the false ceiling in the clubhouse to switch this object with one belonging to Paul Sorrento. For 10 points, what illegal object was used by a Cleveland Indians slugger during a 1994 game?
ANSWER: Albert Belle's bat

Baseball

This man guest stars in Jimmy Olsen #141, alongside his fictional twin brother "Goody." After winning a 2007 Emmy over Jon Stewart and Stephen Colbert, he noted "Colbert's a funny man, but he's too young—he's got plenty of time to win awards." In an episode of Tales From the Crypt featuring Bobcat Goldthwait, this man played a ventriloquist whose dummy is actually his conjoined twin. When this man appears in person, a piece of music called "La Virgen de la Macarena" is played. He accidentally broke Johnny Carson's cigarette box during a Tonight Show appearance, prompting Carson to interrupt a taping of this actor's sitcom, (*) C.P.O. Sharkey. This man voices a mustachioed character who uses his "angry eyes" to try to intimidate opponents. For 10 points, name this voice of Mr. Potato Head in the Toy Story films, a legendary insult comic.

ANSWER: Donald "Don" Rickles

Comedy

In the first issue of this comic, a gangster insanely rants about "pretty money" as he climbs up a palm tree into his secret headquarters, only to find his package contains a bomb. That first issue of this comic oddly has numerous characters named "Melvin." Its first successful story featured the villainous "Captain Marbles." Harvey Kurtzman presided over this comic's first issue, which depicts three people screaming at a "slithering blob coming toward us." Its new format began with a pretentious cover promising "an extremely important message from the editors." This comic book became a magazine in 1955, which meant the Comics Code Authority no longer had any power over it. In 1961, Irving Berlin, Cole Porter, and other songwriters sued this magazine for copyright infringement, after objecting to a piece featuring parody lyrics. For 10 points, name this satire magazine, whose mascot is Alfred E. Neuman.

ANSWER: MAD

Comic Books

This actor played Michael, a teenager whose brain is placed in a robotic dinosaur, in the film Tammy and the T-Rex. This man played Phil in the final film for the illustrious Bart the Bear; that movie features twin brothers trying to prevent a Dennis Hopper played ex-park ranger from creating a geyser called "New Faithful." This actor played Jerry Shepard, a National Science Foundation guide who works at a research base in a movie primarily about how his sled dogs survive for months on their own in Antarctica. His final tweet read "the boys are back—will you be ready?"  This star of Meet the Deedles and Eight Below died in a November 30, 2013, car accident, possibly while driving over 100 miles per hour in a Porsche Carrera GT, and his last movie role was again playing street racer Brian O'Conner. For 10 points, name this recently deceased star of many films in the Fast and the Furious franchise.

ANSWER: Paul Walker IV

Twitter
Jack Manion was a notorious police officer who patrolled this neighborhood, the leader of a squad that was finally disbanded by Chief George Healey in 1955. In a movie, a scene in this neighborhood features Dean Madison, the executive producer for slasher film director Peter Swan, being killed during a hold-up; that movie features Jim Carrey as rocker Johnny Squares and Liam Neeson as Swan. Members of the Joe Boys killed five people at a restaurant in this neighborhood in 1977. The only Rodgers and Hammerstein film adaptation to lose money was set in this neighborhood; that musical features the song "I Enjoy Being a Girl." A bubonic plague that broke out here in 1900-1904 was the first major outbreak of plague in North America. A gang in this neighborhood carried out the Golden Dragon massacre. The Joy Luck Club is set in this neighborhood, where Amy Tan grew up. For 10 points, name this largest Chinese community outside Asia, a neighborhood in San Francisco.

ANSWER: Chinatown

Neighborhood
In a graphic novel sequel to this book, the protagonist ends up captured by a giant mutated spider in an abrupt ending that some attribute to the author's anger at the film adaptation. That film adaptation of this book ends with a line detested by the author, in which a character notes "I'd say she certainly had marvelous judgment, Albert, if not particularly good taste" before he laughs obnoxiously. A setting in this book is "Downunder," which contains such underground cities as Topeka, is ruled by the Better Business Bureau, and uses women to lure in potential rapists from the surface. This novella, which inspired a movie starring Don Johnson, ends with the implication that the protagonist killed and cooked his potential love, Quilla June, in order to feed his companion. For 10 points, name this Harlan Ellison novella set in a future dystopia whose title characters are Vic and Blood, the latter a telepathic animal.

ANSWER: A Boy and His Dog

Animals
When a character in this episode knocks on a motel room door, he identifies himself as "Steven Spielberg." It is the first appearance of the minor recurring character of Scott Blevins who is later killed in the episode "Redux." In this episode, after an apparent car radio malfunction, a character spray paints a sign on a road. In a weird moment, a female character gets frantic after noticing marks that turn out to be mosquito bites on her back. This episode reveals that a man who helped to catch Monty Props in 1988 was nicknamed "Spooky." This episode's plot involves teenagers' bodies in Oregon turning up with two small marks on their backs. Like the episode "The Erlenmeyer Flask," it ends with the Cigarette-Smoking Man putting an object away in a secret Pentagon storage room. At the beginning of this episode, the female lead is effectively assigned the task of "debunking" an unconventional section of the FBI. For 10 points, name this first episode of a series featuring Mulder and Scully.
ANSWER: "Pilot" of The X-Files

Episode

This paper notes that Henry Fonda would not "fly in from the West Coast" to "assume responsibility for me" after imagining that only "Fonda's cool hand on my fevered brow" could save the author's life. It continually repeats the phrase "Minimally Decent Samaritan." Some of the thought experiments in this work include imagining a defective mesh screen that results in an unwelcome seed flying in your window, while another is about a person living in a tiny house being crushed by a rapidly expanding child. This paper imagines a Society of Music Lovers which researches the proper blood types to help an "unconscious" person. This paper most famously uses an analogy about a person being forcibly attached to a violinist who has a kidney ailment. For 10 points, name this paper by Judith Jarvis Thomson arguing that a pregnant woman has the right to control her own body.

ANSWER: "A Defense of Abortion"

Philosophy
New Yorker reviewer Anthony Lane said he only saw this movie once because he was afraid to "ruin the spell" and because "the human heart was not designed to weather such an ordeal." The protagonist is taught a proverb by his father that "without mercy, man is not a human being," and believes the proverb justifies helping others before finding his family. The protagonist is appointed the governor of Tango, where he orders his men to arrest the title character and enforce an edict. This movie ends with a character finding a nearly blind woman on the beach and realizing she is his long-lost mother, who had been sold into prostitution years before. In this movie, Zushio and Anju are sold into slavery at a location run by the title character. For 10 points, name this Kenji Mizoguchi whose title character is a steward of an estate in Heian-era Japan.

ANSWER: Sansho the Bailiff [or Sansho Dayu]

Nonwestern Art
The Wall Street Journal called this book "a hilarious opera buffa…a funny tale out of glass and stone." The cover of this book is of a weird caricature of the author leaning on a fake building. Like an earlier book about art, this book was supposedly intended as "permission slips to like what they want," but the author spends most of the pages complaining. Aside from The Purple Decades, this was the author's last complete non-fiction book. This book begins by quoting "America the Beautiful" lyrics before asking "has there ever been another place on earth where so many people of wealth and power have paid for and put up with" so much detestable buildings. Like the earlier The Painted Word, the author attacks theorists and especially goes after people such as Le Corbusier and Walter Gropius, arguing that Louis Sullivan's designs are superior. For 10 points, name this 1981 book on Modern architecture by Tom Wolfe, whose title is a pun on a German design school.

ANSWER: From Bauhaus to Our House

Architecture
The main character of this book is the idealistic Henry Burton, who discovers that his boss is having an affair with his wife's hairdresser, a woman named Cashmere. A supporting character in this book, Fred Picker, had a homosexual affair with his cocaine supplier, which Burton's boss contemplates leaking to the press. A Vassar professor, Donald Foster, did a stylometric analysis of it in an attempt to discover its author. The sequel to this book, The Running Mate, focuses on Charlie Martin, a character based on Bob Kerrey. This book's main character is a Southern governor named Jack Stanton, whose affairs and past history haunt his attempts to get the Democratic presidential nomination. For 10 points, name this book that is basically a fictionalization of Bill Clinton's 1992 campaign, which was eventually revealed to be the work of Time magazine's Joe Klein.

ANSWER: Primary Colors: A Novel of Politics

Anonymous Authors
Description acceptable. In this case, Judge Fern Smith compared a product to "skipping portions of a book." Prior to this case, sales of that product stopped in the United States but not Canada, leading to a company running ads proclaiming "THANK YOU CANADA…THEY TRIED TO STOP US…BOGUS."  It more or less reversed an earlier case involving Artic International and Midway Manufacturing that hinged on whether or not electronic images were "fixed in any tangible medium of expression." This 1992 case was later referenced several years later in the case Micro Star v. FormGen Inc., which involved user-created levels. This case ruled that users have the right to modify copyrighted works for their own use, rejecting a company's claim that a product licensed by Codemasters was a violation. For 10 points, name this court case involving Nintendo and Galoob, the producers of a famous line of cheat systems.
ANSWER: The Game Genie case [or Lewis Galoob Toys, Inc. v. Nintendo of America, Inc. until mentioned]

A song with the lyric "this summer I hear the drumming" references this event. The documentaries George Segal, which is not about the actor, and Allison, which is about the non-singer Allison Krause, are about this event.
