
Chicago Open 2011: This Creature Sleeps Beyond the Flow of Time

Tossups

1.  This psychologist’s methodology was expanded by Donald Winnicott’s “squiggle” exercise in which a patient is given a squiggly line and told to turn it into something meaningful. This thinker describes how people try to expel a negative personal belief onto another person and act as though that belief were true in a process called “projective identification.” Roger Money-Kyrle and Susan Isaacs led a group of this psychologist’s followers in a series of psychological debates called the “Controversial Discussions.” Children were given a box of unmarked toys and observed as they acted out violent fantasies, in this psychologist's implementation of “play therapy." This thinker argued that the “paranoid-schizoid position” develops into the “depressive position” when children can recognize entities as a whole, and no longer differentiate good and bad aspects of something as separate objects. This pioneer of "object relations" theory authored the book The Psychoanalysis of Children. FTP, name this female psychologist who split with Anna Freud in arguing that the superego exists from birth.  

ANSWER: Melanie Klein 

2.  One man with this surname passed the Pains and Penalties Act to prevent governmental action in what became Lucas County; he harassed surveyors along the Harris Line at Phillip’s Corners during the only military action of the bloodless Toledo War. That man was Michigan’s first post-statehood governor, and had the first name Stevens. Another member of this family led the official Senate investigation of the Harper’s Ferry raid and read the final Senate floor speech of the ailing John C. Calhoun in 1850. Another man with this last name used his brother's servant William Buckland to design his residence Gunston Hall, and headed the committee that drafted the Fairfax Resolves. The previous man was imprisoned with John Slidell at Fort Warren after being removed from the HMS Trent. FTP, name this American family which includes the author of the Virginia Declaration of Rights, who is the namesake of a certain public university in Virginia.

ANSWER: Mason family

3.  In a notable essay, Nabokov dubbed the protagonist of this novel “the eavesdropper” due to a dinner scene when he hears a woman say she asked a Russian duke, “Sir, I hear you would like to have Tolstoy murdered?’" In one scene, the hostess of a party pretends to be asleep when a guest tries to apologize for breaking a vase of apple blossoms. In the last scene, a character visits old friends carrying a photo for a book he's writing on the Knights of Malta, but when he reveals that he's terminally ill, they delay so the Duchess can change into red shoes. After a performance of Phedre by the actress Berma, the protagonist stalks the Duchess Oriane. In this novel, Bloch embarrasses himself by arguing about the Dreyfus Affair at a matinee organized by Madame de Villeparisis. It begins with the narrator moving away from Balbec after recovering from his feelings for Albertine in the earlier book Within a Budding Grove. This novel is in turn followed by Cities of the Plain, and takes its name from the aristocratic family contrasted with the Swanns. FTP, name this third novel in Remembrance of Things Past.

ANSWER: The Guermantes Way (or Le Côté de Guermantes; prompt on Remembrance of Things Past or À la

4.  Along with sulfido groups, a form of this compound binds to iron in Roussin Salts.  This chemical is inefficiently produced by arcing electricity in the first step of the Birkeland-Eyde process, but more commonly from ammonia in the first step of many acid-producing processes such as HOKO and Hycon.  Endothelium-derived relaxing factor is probably just this chemical, which is generated from L-arginine and NADPH.  This chemical's biological functions include activating guanylate cyclase and increasing vasodilation; Viagra works through this chemical's signalling pathway.  Catalytic converters serve to decompose this chemical into oxygen and nitrogen.  FTP, name this diatomic chemical with formula NO.

ANSWER:  Nitric Oxide [accept NO before mention, accept "Nitrosyl" until "arcing electricity" do *not* accept "nitrous oxide," "nitrogen dioxide," "nitrous acid," or "nitric acid"]
5.  A female character in this work screams “I will destroy you” at a brother-in-law before stabbing a knife into her white garment three times. That character, who kicks aside a helmet before licking blood off her brother-in-law’s throat and making out with him, later receives a stone fox-head in a white bag. Another character in this film is first seen singing the lines “From the near mountain, to the far mountain.” In a long shot, cavalry under blue banners with three white stripes cross a river. One character, whose only remaining valuable is a flute, is a brother to the Buddhist nun Sué, while Tango returns in disguise to a character accompanied by Kyodai in this film. Ending on a cliff with a shot of Tsurumaru, the flute-owning blind man, it focuses on Taro, Jiro, and the exile Saburo, three sons of the seventy-year-old Ichimonji Hidetora. FTP, identify this 1985 adaptation of King Lear by Akira Kurosawa. 

ANSWER: Ran [prompt translate-y things like “Strife” or “Chaos”]

6.  This man meets a porter who only does his job on January 1st and is sometimes replaced by Pennpingyon, who “goes on his head to save his feet.” He was concealed from his stepmother until she visited a toothless hag in the countryside; he acquires that stepmother when a briar with two blossoms on it grows from his mother’s grave, and she'd previously been Doged’s wife. He catches and returns the third of an enemy’s three poison darts, throwing it into that enemy’s eyeball. After he gives away a small golden ring, his quest is aided by a man who saw twenty-three of his twenty-four children killed, the shepherd Custeninn. He's found in a herd of swine after the post-birth death of his mother Goleuddydd. This son of King Cilydd later seeks, as one of several impossible tasks from the giant Ysbadadden Pencawr, to kill the Twrch Trwyth on a boar hunt with his cousin, King Arthur. FTP, name this title hero of a Welsh tale, the lover of Olwen.

ANSWER Culhwch [accept Kilhwch]

7.  One of these events forced the hiring of Charles Cox by Kennecott Copper Corporation, whose executive structure had been ruined. That one resulted in the hanging of Marguerite Pitre and was carried out by Albert Guay, who was tubercular when he was executed in Montreal. Twenty-one years after another of these events, it was discovered that Inderjit Singh Reyat had perjured himself. A group in the Philippines planned to assault a motorcade on World Youth Day 1995 to divert attention from a failed set of these events, known as Oplan Bojinka. Another example resulted in the conviction of Dandeny Muñoz Mosquera of the Medellin cartel and affected the net worth of the Avianca company. Yet another one was preceded by a letter of warning to the FBI involving a man in Helsinki; its perpetrator, who was recently released to die of cancer at home, was Abelbaset al-Megrahi. FTP, name these violent events, one of which occurred - allegedly on the orders of Qaddafi - over Lockerbie, Scotland on Pan Am Flight 103.

ANSWER: airplane bombings [accept aircraft for airplane; accept other answers involving the detonation of explosive substances on civilian planes; accept trials for airplane bombings until “assault a motorcade” is read; prompt “bombings;” do not prompt “terrorist attacks”]

8.  In this work, Aunt Jep Patterson thinks Judgment Day has arrived when a character sets off a string of fire-works in a girl’s room at 6:30 in the morning. One man always drinks a bottle of prescription drugs on Fourth of July and assaults a man sleeping in a hammock while wearing a pink kimono he stole from his niece. A child sings “Popeye the Sailor Man” to prove she can talk when someone else insinuates the girl is retarded. The photographer Mr. Whitaker doesn’t believe the two-year old child Shirley T. is adopted. Pappa-Daddy yells at the protagonist for suggesting he shave his beard. The narrator of this story believes her sister Stella-Rondo has turned all her family members against her, and goes to the title location in China Grove, Mississippi. FTP, name this story in which “Sister” delivers a monologue explaining her reasons for shacking up at a post office, by Eudora Welty.

ANSWER: “Why I Live at the P.O.”
9.  This quantity is generally independent of constraints on a system’s motion, a fact that d’Alembert used in the original formulation of his namesake principle. The virtual work on a body is given by the vector of variations in the Lagrangian coordinates dotted with this quantity; that’s because this quantity’s nth component is the applied force on the system dotted into the partial derivative of the displacement with respect to the nth generalized coordinate. FTP, name this derived vector quantity of Lagrangian mechanics, usually denoted by a capital-Q and given by the gradient of the virtual work with respect to the generalized coordinates.

ANSWER: generalized force [prompt on virtual work before it’s mentioned]
10.  This artist was given the nickname "Muley" and painted at a studio known as "Bonero Terrace," which he fitted with a Victorian sofa. He wrote several letters to Florence Griswold, for whom he painted a two-panel door which shows nude bathers in the Lieutenant River. In one painting, he's shown topless with his shirt draped over an easel he's painting at, holding a rocket in his left hand. Other works of his show Celia Thaxter in her garden picking poppies and depict "Allies Day, May 1917," as part of his "Flag Series" of paintings. His three depictions of the Congregational Church at Old Lyme made his name as a member of the art colony there. He joined John Henry Twachtman and J. Alden Weir in an artistic group known as The Ten, and began signing his name with a crescent moon to emphasize his Arabic descent, after he dropped his real first name Frederick. FTP, name this pioneer of American impressionism.   

ANSWER: (Frederick) Childe Hassam 

11.  In one episode of this conflict, the Spanish-appointed governor Ambrogio Spinola died trying to take the fortress of Casale. Stipulations for relief to some participants were made in the Treaty of Susa. One participant was nicknamed “Head of Fire” and had a daughter named Margaret who had married Francis IV. The Spanish minister Count Olivares was insulted by the Peace of Regensburg, negotiated by the French during this conflict. The conflict began with the death of Vincenzio II and saw the participation of Ferrante II and Charles Emmanuel I. The treaty which ended this war affirmed the rule of Charles, Duke of Nevers, and was negotiated at the city of Cherasco with the help of Cardinal Mazarin. This conflict occurred after the three aforementioned dukes of Gonzaga died without leaving an heir. FTP, identify this war from 1628 to 1631 over who would ascend to the throne of a city in northern Italy. 

ANSWER: War of the Mantuan Succession [prompt on Thirty Years War]

12.  One of these locations on Mount Crenel forces the player to reply that he threw neither a silver nor a gold bomb. Another one is accessible using the Cane of Pacci and appears to request that the player throw away all their money. Another is north of the honeycomb tree on Ukuku Prairie in a handheld game. According to one game’s figurine gallery, the denizens of these locales are from the Angular Isles; one of them in that game is surrounded by rock wall on Mother and Child Isles, while five are found in giant seashell-houses. They appear on every tenth floor of the Cave of Ordeals. In a recently-remade game, one of these behind a bombable wall outside the Desert Colossus provides an octahedral magical barrier called Nayru’s Love, while another gives Din’s Fire after the royal family’s lullaby is played on the Ocarina of Time. FTP, name these locations where large female spirits heal Link or give him upgrades in the Legend of Zelda.

ANSWER: Great Fairy’s Fountains

13.  This task can be accomplished approximately by a heuristic algorithm published by Robert Brayton and extended to multi-valued systems by Richard Rudell; that tool is Espresso. A deterministic EXPTIME algorithm to solve this problem begins by determining the so-called DC- and ON-covers, then creates the set of so-called prime implicants, and finally eliminates as many of these as possible; that is the Quine-McCluskey algorithm. For simple systems, this job can be done by translating the system’s truth table into a square-shaped Gray code, and then grouping minterms, that being the method of Karnaugh maps. FTP, name this process of finding the smallest set of Boolean functions to create a given output, generally done at the start of digital circuit design to create circuits requiring the least number of gates.

ANSWER: logic minimization [or term minimization; accept word forms of “minimization”]

14.  In one work by this author, a cornered Jewish girl named Violet exclaims that Jesus was a Jew and gets the response “Kind of, but not really” - in that play, a troupe in the village of Oberammergau in Nazi Germany, a collection of persecuted Catholics in Elizabethan England, and a South Dakota town all attempt to put on the title Passion Play. In another play, Jean picks up the title device after the black-market organ salesman Gordon collapses in a diner. This author used a chorus of cruel talking stones, an elevator in which it rains, and a train station in another play to adapt the Greek underworld. In addition to Dead Man’s Cell Phone and Eurydice, more recent plays by this author include one about the Brazilian housemaid Matilde and her desire to be a comedian, and another in which Mrs. Daldry and Mrs. Givings have boring missionary-position sex lives with their husbands, but receive a treatment for hysteria that lets them orgasm. FTP, name this American author of The Clean House, a contemporary female playwright who wrote the Tony-nominated In The Next Room (or the Vibrator Play).

ANSWER: Sarah Ruhl
15.  This work cites the quote “God is a twenty-four hour station. All you need is to do is plug it in.” to analyze how technical vocabulary is invading religious self-help books, in a chapter about “spiritual technology.” The author describes how the rise of the machine industry created a line of demarcation designating everything as either “utilitarian” or “traditional” in a section entitled “The Decline of the Gentleman.” One chapter of this work uses the term “mugwump culture” to refer to an attitude valuing respectability over originality, explaining why second-rate writers like Bryant, Lowell, and Whittier were preferred over Whitman and Poe. This book analyzes the “cult of experience” to explain why businesses prefer self-made men rather than educated men in its fourth part “The Practical Culture." The second part, “The Religion of the Heart,” argues that Puritanism was replaced by evangelical religion and Jacksonian egalitarianism, which are two causes of the title suspicion. Winner of the 1964 Pulitzer Prize for Non-Fiction, its author followed with the book The Paranoid Style in American Politics. FTP, name this book about America’s distrust of higher education by Richard Hofstadter.  

ANSWER: Anti-Intellectualism in American Life
16.  This composer commented that he wanted to use the title “Divertissement” for a concerto because he thinks that concertos are “written not ‘for’ but ‘against’ the piano.” That piece’s “Allegramente” movement features a “blues” theme and opens with a whip crack.  This composer wrote a piano work that begins with the cellos and double basses playing the background for an unusual contrabassoon solo. He uses a G-sharp arpeggio to depict ascending waves in the section “ A Boat on the Ocean” of a piano work whose other parts include “The Valley of Bells” and “Night-Moths.” This composer of Piano Concerto in G uses a recurring B-flat ostinato to represent tolling bells surrounding the corpse of a hanged man in a section called “Le Gibet.” This composer of Miroirs was commissioned by Paul Wittgenstein to write a piano concerto for the left hand, and he depicted an evil dwarf in a section titled “Scarbo” designed to be more difficult than Islamey. FTP, name this composer of Gaspard de la nuit who also wrote a "Pavane for a dead princess." 

ANSWER: Maurice Ravel
17.  In his most famous role, this man chose to aid the kingdom of Awadh in their campaign during the Rohilla War. He reportedly targeted the Princesses of Oude, or begums, for having caused that disturbance and confined them to poor houses. Prior to that, along with his officer Eyre Coote, he had stationed his troops for an extended time in the city of Benares. One of his colleagues Elijah Impey was accused of impropriety by Nuncomar. This man wounded his rival Philip Francis in a duel, and was the subject of an essay by Thomas Macaulay, which described his actions that led to a seven year long trial featuring testimony against him by Richard Brinsley Sheridan and Edmund Burke. FTP, name this first governor-general of India, who was charged with corruption in a 1788 impeachment trial.

ANSWER: Warren Hastings
18.  This man included an endnote on “Phaedra’s distinction” in Euripides’ Hippolytus and denied the “progressivist” view that our philosophical views are more complex versions of primitive ideas held by the Greeks in his Shame and Necessity. He proposed a thought experiment featuring twenty Indians and a botanist named Jim who must kill one Indian to spare the rest from execution in a work co-authored with J.J.C. Smart. In one essay, this student of Richard Hare asked what A-star owes to A, where the star indicates a future self, and claimed that individual “ground projects” define persons. He poses that a man who deliberates over whether to save a random person or save his wife from the same burning house has had “one thought too many,” rejecting the impersonal nature of Kant’s categorical imperative. That essay is found in a book that denies the existence of Moral Luck. FTP, name this author of an introduction to Nietzsche’s The Gay Science, a 20th-century Oxford philosopher who wrote Ethics and the Limits of Philosophy.

ANSWER: Sir Bernard [Arthur Owen] Williams
19.  This disease, whose symptoms can include periods of uncontrollable laughter or crying, is sometimes diagnosed instead of CTE due to similarly of symptoms. A recent study proposed treatment of this disease by preventing aggregation of the SOD1 enzyme. One quarter of victims of this disease have initial difficulty speaking and swallowing from its “bulbar onset” form, which is faster than tis “limb-onset” type. The only approved drug to combat this disease is Riluzole, which inhibits a particular sodium channel in order to reduce the toxic effects of glutamate. This disease characteristically has both upper-motor neuron and lower motor neuron signs. FTP, identify this progressive motor disease that causes degeneration of neurons in the ventral horn of the spinal cord, which affects Stephen Hawking and a certain Yankees player.

ANSWER: ALS or Lou Gehrig’s disease

20.  One section of this poem discusses grass that “grew as scant as hair / in leprosy; thin dry blades pricked the mud / Which underneath looked kneaded up with blood.” The speaker asserts “I never saw a brute I hated so / He must be wicked to deserve such pain” after encountering an emaciated blind horse, and claims “I shut my eyes and turned them on my heart," reflecting on the fate of his deceased friends Cuthbert and Giles. The third to last stanza, begins with the question “Not See?” and describes how the “day / came back again” to illuminate hills “like giants”; while the penultimate stanza begins with the question “Not Hear?” The speaker receives directions from “that hoary cripple, with malicious eye” and, after traveling through a barren valley, reaches the title location and claims “Dauntless the slug-horn to my lips I set / and blew.” This poem was first published in the collection Men and Women, and inspired by Edgar’s mad song in King Lear. FTP, name this poem about a knight searching for a mysterious spire, by Robert Browning.

ANSWER: “Childe Roland to the Dark Tower Came”
Extras

The nutritional supplement Spirulina is harvested from this type of natural feature, and the species Artemia are suited for the conditions of these features. North American features of this type are dominated by ephydrids. Werowrap in Australia is one of these features with supports a notably simple food web, and one of these features in the African Rift Valley attracts large amounts of flamingos. These features can be labelled “athalassic” and they can typically be found at the bottom of an Endorheic Basin. These features at Nakuru and Waldsea are eutrophic and examples of this landform include Nan-tso in the Tibetan Plateau, Poopo in Bolivia's Altiplano Region, and Urmia in Northwestern Iran. FTP, identify this type of body of water including Lake Caspian and the Dead Sea that contain high amounts of sodium chloride.

ANSWER: salt lakes [accept saline lakes, accept soda lakes, prompt on lakes]

One passage in this work was so embarrassing to critics that Servius dubbed it the “Vituperation of Vines.” Another passage in this work describes the green plain where Minucius wanders as the location of a magnificent temple with doors of gold and ivory. One character in this work is told to sacrifice four bulls and four cows at four altars to nymphs after seeking advice from his mother Cyrene. This work was influenced by a now lost work of Nicander and the writings of Theophrastus. This work contains the quotation “labor omnia vincit” and a famous section of this work is titled “the Praises of Italy.” This poem was based on the style of the Works and Days by Hesiod, and animal husbandry and beekeeping are the subjects of two of its four books. FTP, identify this agricultural poem written in 29 B.C. by Vergil.

ANSWER: Georgics
In carbon compounds, this reaction mechanism has a high degree of pH regioselectivity, taking on an SN1 character in base and an SN2 character in acid. Epoxides are excellent nucleophiles due to their susceptibility to this type of reaction, a trait they share with other small cycles due to their high strain. Polyamides can be made from lactams and polyesters from lactones via polymerizations in which the terminus of the growing polymer catalyzes this step in the monomer. Another family of polymerizations built around this type of mechanism combines it with an olefin metathesis and is known as ROMP. FTP, name this type of reaction mechanism in which a cyclic compound is changed into an open-chain compound.

ANSWER: ring opening [ROMP is ring opening metathesis polymerization]

Bonuses

1.  She claims she will be a scandal in Charon’s boat in “Rebel,” and her other poems include “The Fig-Tree,” and “Reconquista." FTPE:

[10] Name this female poet whose erotic natural imagery is exemplified by lines such as “I bloomed / for you / cut me” and “I flowed / for you / Drink me” from the poem “The Strong Knot.” Her collections include Diamond Tongues, and she later assumed a new name which better represented her continent.

ANSWER: Juana de Ibarbourou [accept Juana de America]

[10] Juana de Ibarbourou hails from this home country of Delmira Agustini. The author of “The Decapitated Chicken,” Horacio Quiroga, also lived here.

ANSWER: Oriental Republic of Uruguay
[10] Alfonsina Storni, the feminist author of “You Would Have Me White” and Cymbeline in 1900-something, performed this action at the end of her residence in Uruguay. Another author did this shortly after finishing Between the Acts, as did the fictional character Edna Pontellier.

ANSWER: drowned herself [accept walked into the water until it was above her head; prompt “killed herself” or “committed suicide" - Woolf walked into a river and Storni walked into the ocean, but accept both]

2.  Flame ionization detectors are commonly used alongside this analytic technique. It can also be run in tandem with mass spectrometry. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this small-scale chemical separation technique that uses as its mobile phase an inert fluid like nitrogen, helium, or air.

ANSWER: gas chromatography [or GC; accept gas-liquid chromatography or GLC or vapor-phase chromatography or VPC or gas-liquid partition chromatography or GLPC]

[10] The karathometer is a special type of this non-specific, non-destructive detector often used along with a gas chromatograph. It compares a change in resistivity due to analyte flow to that due to a reference flow. 

ANSWER: thermal conductivity detector [or TCD]

[10] The thermal conductivity detector is essentially one of these diamond-shaped, four-resistor circuits in which two of the resistors are within flow chambers. They were developed to measure unknown resistances.

ANSWER: Wheatstone bridges

3.  The criteria to qualify for this designation include headquarters of international organizations, large financial centers, and diverse populations. FTPE:

[10] Identify this term introduced in an urban studies text analyzing New York, London, and Tokyo. It titles a certain “Index” used to rank urban centers and their influence.

ANSWER: global cities [accept world cities, prompt on cities]

[10] The term “global city” was introduced in 1991 by this Dutch professor of Sociology at Columbia whose works include Elements for a Sociology of Globalization and Global networks, linked cities.

ANSWER: Saskia Sassen
[10] Saskia Sassen wrote a collection of essays called Globalization and its Discontents, which shares its name with the magnum opus of this other professor at Columbia and studier of globalization who won the 2001 Nobel Prize in Economics

ANSWER: Joseph Stiglitz
[Note to moderators: Read Roman numerals as the number, not the letter (“four” instead of “I-V”.)]

4.  This progression’s more common “shuffle” variant changed its tenth measure from a dominant chord to a subdominant chord, and the accompanying vocals usually repeat their first lyric twice. FTPE:

[10] Name this progression integral to the development of all twentieth-century American music, whose basic form involves four measures of I, two measures of IV, two more measures of I, two measures of V, and finally two measures of I.

ANSWER: twelve-bar blues progression [prompt “blues”]

[10] The blues often converts this scale, which was later ubiquitously adapted by classic rock guitar solos, into a blues scale by adding an augmented fourth, or “blue note,” to be used sparingly for emotional effect.

ANSWER: minor pentatonic scale

[10] This cornet player and composer standardized conventions of the blues after a tour of the Mississippi Delta. He popularized the 12-bar standard in self-published songs such as “Beale Street Blues” and “St. Louis Blues,” which was later covered by Louis Armstrong.

ANSWER: W[illiam] C[hristopher] Handy
5.  This agreement was reached between five members of the European Economic Community in 1985. FTPE:

[10] Identify this agreement which created a namesake area, now encompassing twenty five nations, which allows continuous travel across borders without showing passports.

ANSWER: Schengen Agreement

[10] The city of Schengen is located in this country, which was the namesake of an 1867 crisis over its rule between France and Prussia, though it ended up remaining neutral by the Treaty of London. 

ANSWER: Luxembourg
[10] The formidable fortresses at Luxembourg had been constructed by this French military engineer and advisor to Louis XVI, also known for his fortifications at Briancon and Mont Dauphin. 

ANSWER: Marquis de Vauban (or Sebastien Le Prestre)

6.  Along with Harry Henderson, this man wrote a book on the Six Black Masters of American Art. With Derek Walcott, he wrote another work titled after the "Caribbean poetry" of Walcott and his art. FTPE:

[10] Name this man who founded the 306 Group of artists in Harlem and created a series of collages known as The Prevalence of Ritual. 

ANSWER: Romare Bearden
[10] In the early 60s, after the 306 club, Romare Bearden formed this art group along with folks like Hale Woodruff, Charles Alston, and Norman Lewis. It's named for what was thought to be a universal symbol of black progress. 

ANSWER: SPIRAL
[10] Bearden had several meetings with this fellow jazz aficionado, another great African American artist of the 20th century. This guy did a series on Toussaint L'Ouverture, but is best known for his 60-panel series Migration of the Negro.

ANSWER Jacob Lawrence
7.  This method splits the decision-making process into the two stages of editing and evaluation. Peter Bernstein used it to show why people will travel across town to save five bucks on a 15 dollar calculator, but not to save five bucks on a 125 dollar coat. FTPE:

[10] Name this model that describes how people make choices between different options involving risk and how it is affected by loss aversion.

ANSWER: Prospect Theory
[10] Prospect theory was created by Amos Tversky and this Princeton psychologist who won the 2002 Nobel Prize in Economics. Lately, he's done research in “hedonic psychology.”
ANSWER: Daniel Kahneman
[10] This idea from prospect theory refers to the effect in which a person erroneously believes some unsure outcome will definitely occur.

ANSWER: pseudocertainty effect 

8.  The manservant Sam Farrow does not deliver his master’s romantic letter to this woman because he's engaged to Tina Freeman. FTPE:

[10] Name this character who enchants an amateur paleontologist in Lyme Regis even though she's a social outcast due to her scandalous previous relationship.

ANSWER: Sarah Woodruff (accept either)

[10] Sarah Woodruff is the title character of this novel by John Fowles that famously has three endings and whose protagonist is Charles Smithson.

ANSWER: The French Lieutenant’s Woman
[10] In the second and third endings of the novel, Charles re-unites with Sarah at the house of this artist where she has been working as a model.

ANSWER: Dante Gabriel Rossetti 

9.  If the combination of a set of these with a differential equation admits a unique solution in general, they are known together as a well-posed problem. FTPE:

[10] Name these constraints on differential equations in which some function of the dependent variable and its derivatives is specified on a surface at the edge of the domain of the problem.

ANSWER: boundary conditions [accept B.C.’s]

[10] In this simplest type of boundary condition, the value of the dependent function itself is specified on the boundary. With many equations, imposing one of these on a closed surface will yield a well-posed problem.

ANSWER: Dirichlet boundary condition [or boundary condition of the first kind]

[10] Examples of these that do not account for boundary conditions are known as kernels or, confusingly, sometimes vise versa. These mathematical objects return a delta function when acted on an associated differential operator.

ANSWER: Green’s functions
10.  They take three thousand years to fully emerge, and Zhao Sheng, a disciple of Zhang Daoling, gathered 202 of them near an abyss as part of his instruction in the Tao. FTPE:

[10] Name this longevity-granting fruit, associated with the sage Shou, which can be found in the yard of the Jade Emperor.

ANSWER: sacred peaches of immortality [accept longevity peaches; accept The Jade Emperor’s peaches; accept The Eight Immortals’ peaches]

[10] Every six millennia, this mother or wife of the Jade Emperor gives the Pantao Hui, a feast at which all the deities eat the peaches of immortality, in their far-off palace.

ANSWER: Xi Wangmu [accept Queen Mother of the West; accept Mother of the Golden Tortoise; accept Hsi Wang Mu; accept Seiōbo; accept Yaochi Jinmu; accept Chin mu yüan chün; accept Wangmu Niangniang]

[10] This diminutive Japanese folk hero descended to earth on a giant peach, from which an old couple plucked him as it floated down a river. He accompanied a talking dog, pheasant, and monkey to Onigashima, an island where he beat up on demons. According to historian John Dower by way of Wikipedia, Japanese World War II propaganda cartoons used him a lot.

ANSWER: Momotaro [accept Peach Taro; prompt “Peachboy”]

11.  He wrote about an extended dream of Scipio at his estate in a work which defended the idea of a mixed constitution as a harmonious blending of unlike tones, his De Republica. FTPE:

[10] Name this Roman orator who also wrote four speeches which ran Catiline out of Rome. 

ANSWER: Marcus Tullius Cicero 

[10] This five-part dialogue by Cicero consists largely of three fictional dialogues pitting the author against a descendant of Titus Manlius Torquatus, a pre-suicide Cato the Younger, and Marcus Piso. It was dedicated to Brutus and spends later sections skewering the Platonic Academy. 

ANSWER: De finibus bonorum et malorum [accept On Moral Ends; accept concerning the ends of things good and evil or close translations]

 [10] Cicero’s first talk, with Torquatus, reveals the idiocy of these forty or so statements laid down by Epicurus himself. The particularly nonsensical third one of these reads “Pleasure reaches its maximum limit at the removal of all sources of pain.”
ANSWER: Principal Doctrines [accept kuriai doxai; accept Sovereign Doctrines]

12.  Incidents during the term of this prime minister included secret payments to government officials in the Airbus affair and a land dispute with the Mohawks in the Oka Crisis. FTPE:

[10] Name this Canadian Prime Minister who served from 1984 to 1993 between the terms of John Turner and Kim Campbell.

ANSWER: Brian Mulroney
[10] Mulroney was in power during the failed negotiations of the Meech Lake Accords. Quebec was represented in those agreements by this Premier who was in power during the October Crisis.

ANSWER: Robert Bourassa
[10] Mulroney was criticized in the press for indications of submission to US president Ronald Reagan during this 1985 meeting. The leaders sing the duet “When Irish Eyes Are Smiling" at this meeting, as reflected by its colloquial name. 

ANSWER: Shamrock Summit

13.  Characters in this novel include Boaz, who was abandoned as a child and founds a utopian community, and the Moroccan Michael Somo is the protagonist's second husband. FTPE:

[10] Name this novel in which the unsatisfied Ilana Brandstatter writes letters to her ex-husband Alex Gideon, a professor at the University of Chicago.

ANSWER: The Black Box
[10] This author of The Black Box wrote about Young Proffy in A Panther in the Basement and about the husband of Hannah Gonen in My Michael. He also wrote the autobiography A Tale of Love and Darkness. 

ANSWER: Amos Oz [accept Amos Klausner]

[10] Amos Oz admired and studied under the poet Zelda. Both of them are authors from this nation. 

ANSWER: Israel
14.  The winning side of this battle was led by the commanders Edigu and Temur Qutlugh. FTPE:

[10] Identify this 1399 battle fought on a tributary of the Dneipier River that saw the Tatars decisively defeat the Lithuanians under Vytautas.

ANSWER: Battle of the Vorskla River

[10] At the Battle of the Vorskla River, Vytautas allied with this leader of the White Horde who avenged Mamai at Kulikovo, and notably warred with Tamerlane in the 1380s.

ANSWER: Tokhtamysh
[10] Vytautas's defeat at the Vorskla River gave him experience that he ultimately used in this 1410 victory for Poland-Lithuania over the Teutonic Knights.

ANSWER: Battle of Grunwald [or First Battle of Tannenberg]

15.  Answer each of the following about that greatest area of engineering, plasma engineering, FTPE.

[10] Near plasmas/solid interfaces can be found these layers having thickness several Debye lengths. They are characterized by low temperature and relatively high ion density.

ANSWER: plasma sheaths [grudgingly prompt on edges; do not accept or prompt on double layers]

[10] The characteristics of sheaths can be exploited to determine the electron temperature and density and plasma potential in colder plasmas using these devices. Physically, they are simply electrodes held at constant potential difference to the chamber wall and inserted into the plasma.

ANSWER: Langmuir probes

[10] According to this fundamental relation governing sheaths, the ion fluid speed at the sheath boundary is at least the square root of Boltzmann’s constant times the electron temperature divided by the ion mass. Its namesake also co-discovered a QED effect that you almost certainly don’t understand with Aharonov.

ANSWER: the Bohm sheath criterion [prompt on Bohm]
16.  The trombone and tuba introduce the “statue theme,” which is one of four “cyclic themes” that reappear throughout this work. FTPE:

[10] Name this ten-movement symphony inspired by the Tristan and Isolde legend, whose title derives from the Sanskrit words for time and love.

ANSWER: Turangalila Symphony [or Turangalila-Symphonie]

[10] Turangalila is a work of this French composer, whose Quartet for the End of Time includes the section “Liturgy of Crystal” and was written in a prisoner-of-war camp.

ANSWER: Olivier Messiaen

[10] Late in his life, Messiaen composed this massive fourteen-movement choral work. It takes much of its text from the description of Jesus rising into Heaven in the Gospel of Matthew.

ANSWER: La Transfiguration de Notre Seigneur Jésus-Christ [or The Transfiguration of Our Lord Jesus Christ] 
17.  Name these frequent contributors to the New York Review of Books, FTPE.

[10] This critic known for his expertise in Classics blasted Mad Men in a recent review. He wrote the best-selling Holocaust memoir The Lost: A Search for Six of Six Million and did a celebrated translation of Cavafy’s poems in 2009.

ANSWER: Daniel Mendelsohn
[10] This author wrote a famous review in NYRB of Joseph O’Neil’ Netherland about the “Two Paths of the Novel.” She's better known for her novels On Beauty and White Teeth.

ANSWER: Zadie Smith
[10] This former director of NYU’s Remarque Institute wrote shit tons of articles for NYRB before his death in 2010. He criticized French intellectuals like Sartre in Past Imperfect and wrote the celebrated history Postwar: A History of Europe Since 1945.

ANSWER: Tony Judt 

18.  After the Spanish princess Doralice chooses Mandricardo over him, he leaves King Agramant’s camp and falls in love with Isabella. FTPE:

[10] Name this character who builds a bridge across a river and challenges all passing knights as penance after he drunkenly murders his beloved Isabella. He eventually agrees to free all his Christian prisoners when he is defeated by Bradamant.

ANSWER: Rodomont
[10] Rodomont appears in this epic poem by Ludovico Ariosto whose title character goes mad after abandoning his duties as a warrior to unsuccessfully search for Angelica. 

ANSWER: Orlando Furioso
[10] This English knight rides a hippogriff to the moon to recover a vial that contains Orlando’s lost wits and restore Orlando’s sanity.


ANSWER: Astolpho
19.  Answer questions about the doomed Equal Rights Amendment, FTPE. 

[10] This founder of the Eagle Forum campaigned to "Stop the Equal Rights Amendment" as it would eliminate nebulous “privileges” and force women into unisex bathrooms. Five states rescinded their ratifications after her anti-ERA campaign began. Her son Andrew runs the website Conservapedia.

ANSWER: Phyllis McAlpin Stewart Schlafly
[10] This suffragette first proposed the Equal Rights Amendment in 1923, forty-nine years before the House and Senate both voted in favor of it. Two Kansas Republicans quickly brought her proposal to the Senate floor.

ANSWER: Alice Paul
[10] In 1978, this lady procured an extension of the deadline to ratify the amendment. This Representative from New York was once the youngest woman in the House, and famously made noise during Watergate on the House Judiciary Committee. 

ANSWER: Elizabeth Holtzman 

20.  It takes the form D P D T equals L over T times delta V.  FTPE:

[10] Name this equation which gives the slope of the coexistance curve in terms of the latent heat, temperature, and change in volume.

ANSWER:  Clausius Clapeyron Equation

[10] This three parameter equation is an phenomenological model loosely based on the Clausius Clapeyron equation.  To use it, one must consult tables of namesake A, B, and C coefficients.

ANSWER: Antoine Equation

[10] This bizarre effect, in which squeezing helium three causes it to cool, is due to the strange shape of the coexistance curve below 0.32 Kelvin predicted by the Clausius Clapeyron equation.  Simply put, the heat of solidification becomes negative.

ANSWER:  Pomeranchuk Effect

Answer each of the following about some loony-tunes quasi-Christian religions of South America, FTPE.

[10] This batshit Venezuelan cult reveres a large-breasted, tapir-riding mythical Yaracuy chieftain from the 1500’s.

ANSWER: María Lionza
[10] The cult of María Lionza is very similar to this much more prevalent religion. You probably know that it’s a Yorubo-Indo-Catholic syncretism in which namesake priests cruelly murder various animals to propitiate Orishas and get away with it thanks to the First Amendment.

ANSWER: Santería [or Lucumi]

[10] Much less cool than María Lionza is this chief god of Santería, an unknowable entity who possibly owns and lifts your head, and mine!

ANSWER: Olorun [or Olodumare]

ANSWER: Pagan kingdom [buh-GAHN; do not accept or prompt “Burma”]

[10] The Pagan kingdom of modern-day Burma collapsed after a siege led by Esen-Temur, a general of this leader whose eastern fleet was annihilated by storms in Hakata Bay.

ANSWER: Kublai Khan [accept Khubilai Khan]

[10] This Mongol puppet, the nominal last Pagan ruler, was forced to resign by three generals of the Shan ethnicity, who founded the much weaker Myinsaing empire to replace it.

ANSWER: Kyawswa
The landlord Kookoo sneaks into the title tenant’s apartment to open a mysterious hair trunk, only to discover it is full of Havana lottery tickets in this collection’s story “Sieur George.” FTPE:

[10] Name this short story collection featuring “Cafes des Exiles” whose first story about the marriage between Olive Delphine and Captain Lemartine was re-published as a novella.

ANSWER: Old Creole Days
[10] Old Creole Days was written by this Southern author who wrote about Joseph Frowenfeld and Honore in The Grandissimes.

ANSWER: George Washington Cable
[10] The title failed planter of this story from Ole Creole Days is suspected of being a witch because he's seen walking with a pale white figure at night, which is later revealed to be his brother Jacques who had become a leper.

ANSWER: “Jean-Au Poquelin” 

One of their customs is the observance of a sacred silence after a hunt and their legendary first man is named Tomo. FTPE:

[10] Name this ethnic group that notably does not practice totemism, whose kinship systems was classified into “Kareira” and “Aranda” types.

ANSWER: Andaman Islanders

[10] This anthropologist studied the Andaman Islanders and founded Functionalism. He examined why certain social practices become fixed in The Social Organization of Australian Tribes.

ANSWER: Alfred Radcliffe-Brown
[10] Radcliffe-Brown contrasted “joking relationships” with “avoidance relationships” and observed in South African culture where “avoidance relationships” separated the husband from this person.

ANSWER: mother-in-law
