1. He had a falling out with his father when he was suspected of having plotted against a minister he'd later fire, Pierre de Breze. Despite his father's wishes, he made Charlotte of Savoy his second wife, although he was earlier married to Margaret, the daughter of James I of Scotland. Francis II of Brittany was a leader of a group that opposed him, the League of the Public Weal. The leader of the Praguerie Revolt, he lived in exile in Burgundy under Philip the Good before becoming King of France, although he'd later gain Burgundy by the Treaty of Arras. Rene II of Lorraine killed one of his chief enemies, Charles the Bold, at the Battle of Nancy in 1477. The son of Charles VII, for 10 points, name this French monarch known as the Universal Spider.

ANSWER: Louis XI the Spider King [or Louis XI, the Universal Spider; accept Spider King or Universal Spider before the end]

2. Legends in this belief system are recorded in sacred books called pwatakis, and in its "prodding songs" ceremony, guiros are used to berate the gods. High priests over the age of 60 used to have prominence in this religion and were called oluo. Lower religious officials in this religion have the responsibility of initiating the aleyos and performing a ritual of interpreting how palm nuts fall; those people are called babalawos. Unlike similar belief systems, its chief deities are the triumvirate of Olorun, Olofi and Oloddumare. Sacred drums called bata are often used in ceremonies, and laws targeted specifically at this group were overturned by the Supreme Court in a case against the city of Hialeah that involved animal sacrifice. Popular in Cuba, for 10 points, name this belief system, a mix of Yoruba religion and Catholicism.

ANSWER: Santeria [or The Order of the Orishas or The Order of the Lucumi or La Regla de Ocha or La Religion Lucumi]

3. Taylor and Smith's hypothesis that this substance was formed from a degradation of xanthophylls was repudiated by a study that found it generated in mature strawberry plants placed in a carbon dioxide atmosphere for 10 days. This substance tends to be lacking in corn mutants that suffer from vivipary, and like its antagonist, it probably derives from isoprenoids. When guard cells encounter this molecule they tend to open their calcium channels. Increased levels of this substance tend to be present in the winter and in drought conditions, as it serves to force closure of stomatas in order to save water. Sometimes called the "stress hormone", for 10 points, name this plant hormone that acts as an antagonist to gibberellin by inhibiting seed germination.

ANSWER: abscisic acid [or ABA or abscisin II or dormin]

4. This man was criticized for nominating the sixty-year-old George Shiras to the Supreme Court and Philadelphia merchant John Wanamaker was made his Postmaster General. His administration saw the addition of six new states, including Wyoming and Washington, and the passage of the Morrill Land-Grant Act. The inclusion of Whitelaw Reid on his re-election ticket owed partially to the fact that the Federal Elections Bill was not supported by his vice president, Levi P. Morton. Sherman's Silver Purchase and Antitrust Acts were passed during the Billion Dollar Congress, which sat during his administration. Defeated in a re-election bid by Grover Cleveland, for 10 points, name this president elected in 1888, the grandson of the nation's ninth president.

ANSWER: Benjamin Harrison
5. In one work, this philosopher contrasted active spirits with passive ideas and formulated what Gallois called his Master Argument, namely that proposing imaginary objects like books in a closet results in the proposer perceiving them. Another of his works features two limericks about the existence of a tree when no one is around in a quad, arguing that God always perceives it. While his plans to found a college in Bermuda stalled, this man penned a work that attacked the opponents of Anglicanism during a stay in Rhode Island; that work was Alciphron. He attacked calculus in The Analyst and is also known for works criticizing John Locke like A Treatise Concerning the Principles of Human Knowledge. For 10 points, name this Irish philosopher of Three Dialogues Between Hylas and Philonous.

ANSWER: George Berkeley, Bishop of Cloyne

6. Minor characters in this work include the children Richard and Elsie, while it opens with the protagonist inquiring about the Snow Bird and Mr. Campbell. The protagonist of this story is ruefully reminded of an incident where he rode around on a tricycle and tried to call the President in the middle of the night. A surprise visit from Lorraine and Duncan greatly offends the protagonist's sister-in-law, who doesn't believe the protagonist now only drinks one drink per day. Before it begins, the protagonist locked his wife out in the snow, leading Marion to forever blame him for the death of Helen. As a result, the protagonist does not have custody of his daughter, Honoria. Made into the movie The Last Time I Saw Paris, for 10 points, name this F. Scott Fitzgerald short story centering on Charlie, set in Paris in the aftermath of the stock market crash.

ANSWER: “Babylon Revisited”

7. This man executed the altarpiece The Ascension for the St. Michael's Church and also painted a portrait of The Bridges Family. Eugene Delacroix was inspired to re-paint part of The Massacre at Chios after two of his works were displayed at the Paris Salon. A boat with its sail pulled down appears to the left of the titular animal jumping over a barrier in the Leaping Horse, one of his popular "six-footers". Critics derisively labeled the sparkling quality of his works as his namesake “snow”, and he argued that the sky was the "chief organ of sentiment" of a painting. John Fisher commissioned a painting where cows graze and a man in the foreground points his cane at the titular structure, 1825's Salisbury Cathedral. His best known work depicts a cottage owned by Willy Lott and the titular conveyance fording the River Stour. For 10 points, name this British artist of the Hay Wain.

ANSWER: John Constable
8. This element is reacted with a diiodomethane to create a cyclopropane ring on a carbon-carbon double bond in the Simmons-Smith Reaction. Supplements of this element are often given to prevent Wilson's disease, since it stimulates production of metallothionein. The French and American processes can be used to produce an important oxide of this element, now being used in transparent LCDs. This element is used in combination with a hydroxylic solvent and a strong acid like HCl in order to produce an alkane from an aldehyde or ketone in the Clemmensen reduction. Gag knuckles and treble clefs are types of structures named for this element that stabilize protein folds, and its most common ore is called sphalerite. For 10 points, name this element which can be found in namesake "fingers", and which forms brass when combined with copper.

ANSWER: Zinc [or Zn]

9. A recently published fragmentary novel by this author sees a rivalry develop between the solider Clesant March and Martin Whitby after March saves Whitby from being run over by a train. His first published novel included a dramatic scene where Harriet's carriage overturns, killing the infant son of Gino Carella, whom she had kidnapped. The second part of one of his novels is set in Windy Corner and contains characters like Mr. Beebe and the protagonist's older cousin, Charlotte. One of his best novels sees Miss Quested potentially assaulted in the Marabar Caves, a deed that is initially blamed on Dr. Aziz. Also writing of Lucy Honeychurch and authoring the novels The Longest Journey and Where Angels Fear to Tread, for 10 points, name this British author of A Room With a View and A Passage to India.

ANSWER: Edward Morgan Forster
10. A film-within-a-film in this work sees a knight lose a chess game to an angel, and Allison is offended by the protagonist's rendition of "Train in Vain" at a karaoke bar. At one point, the protagonist of this film complains about another character's "centipede-shaped scar" and "1950s haircut". The female lead reluctantly details being with a rower and an Italian named The Puma and later confesses her love for "An Octopuses' Garden". The protagonist, who often seeks advice from his younger sister Rachel at her soccer games, eventually quits his job at New Hampshire Greetings. It concludes with a job interview for an architecture firm where the protagonist, Tom Hansen, meets a girl named Autumn. For 10 points, name this 2009 David Webb romantic comedy starring Joseph Gordon-Levitt and Zooey Deschanel.

ANSWER: [500] Days of Summer
11. Dupuis traced the characteristics of St. Peter back to the ancient mythology of this deity, including both figures’ associations with a rod. A temple devoted to this deity in Argiletum has his hands pointed in a position some say maybe represents the number 355, and he was once associated with Ani. This deity claimed that he used to be called Chaos because he was "of the first world", and in one story, he successfully pursues Cardea. Sometimes called Clusius or Patulcius in ancient times, he was said to have caused a volcanic eruption to prevent retribution for the Rape of the Sabine Women. Celebrated by Ovid as "the only god who is able to see behind him", the doors to his temple were probably kept open during times of war. For 10 points, identify this two-faced Roman deity, who gives his name to the first month of the Roman calendar.

ANSWER: Janus
12. An important model for these objects was proposed by Heyvaerts, Priest and Rust in the mid-70s, while they were first observed by Richard Carrington in 1859. These entities are studied by the Max Millennium Program, which partially analyzes the particle acceleration in them. Entities sometimes classified as the more general type of them include Wolf 359 and UV Ceti. These events have been studied by the GOES and Yohkoh missions, while gamma rays they produce were first imaged by the RHESSI Mission. Weak ones are given the classification "B", while powerful ones have included an X5 that triggered the Bastille Day event, a fifteen-minute-long geomagnetic storm. When the matter in these objects is heated above 10 million Kelvin, coronal mass ejections may occur. For 10 points, name these violent eruptions in the sun’s atmosphere.

ANSWER: solar flares [or stellar flares]

13. An "apparition of an invisible bust" of this man appears in a work by Dali, the Slave Market, and the Dada movement in Zurich was centered on a cabaret Hugo Ball named for him. A poem about this figure states "Yes, the fight / Against the false and the unfair / Was always worth it. So was gardening. Civilize."  Besides that W. H. Auden poem, Nancy Mitford authored a popular history about him "in Love", and Ian Davidson has written a recent history on him "In Exile", including his role in the Calas Affair. He is seated wearing a Greek robe in a sculpture done in his final months of life by Jean-Antoine Houdon. This lover of Mme. Chatelet himself authored the plays Zaire, Oedipe and Mahomet. For 10 points, name this creator of Dr. Pangloss from Candide.

ANSWER: Voltaire [or Francois-Marie Arouet]

14. One section of this work has the speaker proclaim, "I go so far as to think that you own the universe" and later state, "I want / to do with you what spring does with the cherry trees". The title creature of one poem in this collection "[buzzes] in my soul, drunk with honey", and elsewhere the speaker admits to being "Drunk with pines and long kisses". The concluding work in this collection sees the author repeat the image of being "deserted like the wharves at dawn" and proclaim, "How horrible and brief was my desire of you!" Another poem in it begins, "Tonight I can write the saddest lines". The first poem in this collection notes that the title object, "[looks] like a world, lying in surrender" and is titled "Body of a Woman". Ending with a work more somber than the others, for 10 points, name this collection of poetry by Pablo Neruda.

ANSWER: Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair [or Veinte poemas de amor y una canción desesperada]

15. False diagnoses can arise from the light and dark lines that appear along borders in grayscale radiology, this man's namesake bands. When the device named for this man and Ludwig Zehnder is modified to allow for repeated passes of light, it is known as a Michelson interferometer. Also the namesake of a "tuck", the idea that an object's acceleration in relation to the universe's center of mass determines its actual inertial properties is known as his Principle, a term coined by Einstein. His name is sometimes given to the "dancing diamonds" that result from the atmospheric pressure being greater than the exit pressure of exhaust plumes on planes. For 10 points, name this scientist whose namesake number gives the ratio of an object's velocity to the speed of sound in a medium.

ANSWER: Ernst Mach
16. A virtuoso violinist from this country composed a series of Gypsy Melodies for Violin and Piano titled Zigeunerweisen and also authored a Fantasy on Carmen. One nationalist composer from this country created the operas Follet and Liliana early in the 20th century and another one about a man who returns from Algeria that's often compared to Cavalleria rusticana. Another work from this country features a second movement that has a melody introduced by English horn. One of the most famous composers from here composed a ballet featuring the "Dance of the Miller's Wife". The songs "The Pan Piper" and "Will O' the Wisp" appear on a jazz album titled for this place by Miles Davis. The birthplace of the composer of The Three-Cornered Hat, for 10 points, name this country home to the composer of Concierto de Aranjuez and Manuel de Falla.
ANSWER: Spain

17. In one work, this author describes how Lisetta's bragging about the fact that she is the lover of the angel Gabriel causes the downfall of Brother Alberto. Another story by this author concludes by describing how Griselda was made to unknowingly prepare a wedding for her estranged daughter by her jerk of a husband, Gualtieri. A biographical work by this author contains chapters on figures like Jocasta and Isis, and begins by describing one of the title figures, Eve. Another of his works begins by describing the mercenary Ciapelletto and contains characters like Emilia, Elissa and Panfilo. He also wrote On Famous Women, and his novel Filocolo may have inspired Chaucer's The Monk's Tale. For 10 points, name this author who told of seven women and three men telling stories and hiding from the Plague in The Decameron.

ANSWER: Giovanni Boccaccio
18. One ruler of this polity diluted his power by placing his brother Pacorus in control of a region of Atropatene and attempted to the found the anti-Greek town of Vologesias. An earlier king of this empire may have partially ruled with his son, also named Pacorus, and killed his father before the latter could respond to the occupation of Orsoene and Gordyene. That king, Orodes II, also put to death, the victorious general in a battle over Gaius Cassius Longinus and others. Its first capital was likely centered at Dara, and this polity’s rule was ended by Ardashir I. Before that, one king of this polity defeated Artavases of Armenia but was himself defeated by the Scythians; that man was Mithridates the Great. Defeating Marcus Licinius Crassus at the battle of Carrhae, for 10 points, name this Mesopotamian empire, a rival of Rome.

ANSWER: Parthian Empire

19. Guido Calabresi wrote a book stating that this idea can run into problems due to problems due to power imbalance between the parties involved, The Cost of Accidents, and in the work it is initially posited in, courts are required because of the failure of its main assumption to hold. It has been heavily criticized by David Friedman and James Meade, who claim that market transaction costs are usually too high for it to be accurate. This idea was posited with the example of a court case involving a doctor and his neighboring confectioner’s nuisance, in “The Problem of Social Cost.” Bargaining will lead to an efficient outcome regardless of the initial allocation of property rights if transaction costs are low in, for 10 points, this theorem that deals with the consequences of externalities, named for the winner of the 1991 Nobel Prize in Economics?
ANSWER: Coase theorem [or Coase’s theorem]

20. Battles in this conflict included one named for Kilometer 7 and another where the Vickers Rifles taken from the slain enemy were placed back on their corpses, the Second Battle of Nanawa. The inept handling of this war led Germán Busch to launch a coup against the loser's president. The victors in this conflict relied on the foreign expertise of Generals Belaieff and Porfeneko, while the losers were helped by the German Hans Kundt. Because they failed to obtain a victor's peace, the victorious side saw President Eusebio Ayala and Jose Felix Estgarribia deposed after it ended. The victors also made heavy use of Guarani troops native to the contested territory. For 10 points, name this South American conflict over a namesake region thought to be rich in oil.

ANSWER: Gran Chaco War

21. Path finding problems containing differential constraints and obstacles can be solved efficiently with the rapidly-exploring random type of these data structures. Two-dimensional problems can be solved with the polygonal map or point region flavors of a certain type of these objects, while Arne Andersson lends his initials to a type of these that are similar to the 2-3 ["two three"] type. Another type of these can perform insert and delete operations in big O of n log n time by enforcing rules on the color of nodes. A popular form of these was invented by Rudolf Bayer and is often used for implementing databases; this is the B variety. Self-balancing forms of a particular type of these data structures are exemplified in the AVL and red-black types. For 10 points, name this data structure which also comes in a binary search type.

ANSWER: tree [accept Quadtree before "2-3"]

1. During the Depression he did the score for the films The River and The Plow That Broke the Plains. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this American composer who teamed up with Gertrude Stein for his opera, Four Saints in Three Acts.
ANSWER: Virgil Thomson
[10] This other American composer wrote that "most of us preferred [Thomson's] unpredictable, provocative prose." You may know him for doing the music for Wonderful Town and West Wide Story. 
ANSWER: Leonard Bernstein
[10] This Thomson symphony has its four movements structured as a set of variations on “How Firm a Foundation” in the form of a sonata, a Bach chorale prelude, a passacaglia, and finally a fugato and rondo. 
ANSWER: Symphony on a Hymn Tune [or Symphony No. 1]

2. Identify the following about FDR’s reasons for pursuing his “court-packing” scheme, for 10 points each.

[10] One of the cases that Roosevelt was upset about was United States v. Butler, which struck down taxes imposed by the revised version of this bill on Tenth Amendment Grounds. It controversially paid farmers to reduce their acreage and output.
ANSWER: Agricultural Adjustment Act [or AAA]
[10] The court was led during the early years of FDR's administration by this man, who had run for President in 1916 after an earlier stint on the Court.
ANSWER: Charles Evans Hughes, Sr.
[10] Hughes would later side with the administration, perhaps due to external pressure, in this case which overturned Adkins v. Children's Hospital. It upheld a minimum wage law challenged by the namesake Washington State business.
ANSWER: West Coast Hotel v. Ernest Parish, et ux [accept either underlined answer in either order]

3. He was said to have had runes carved on his tongue. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Norse god of poetry, the husband of Idunn and the patron of skalds.
ANSWER: Bragi
[10] Bragi was the son of this god, who possessed the ravens Hugin and Munin. His other offspring include Hodur and Baldur, whom he fathered with his consort Frigg.
ANSWER: Odin
[10] In the Grimnismal, this figure berates Bragi for his cowardice. In another story, Geirrod starves him to get him to do what he wants, and he's also the father of Nari.
ANSWER: Loki
4. For 10 points each, answer these questions about a certain type of reaction mechanism.

[10] In this type of reaction, a carbocation intermediate is created, which is then deprotonated to form a new pi bond.

ANSWER: E1 [accept elimination unimolecular in any order]

[10] E1 reactions usually produce the more substituted alkene according to this eponymous rule of regioselectivity.

ANSWER: Zaitsev’s rule [or Saytzeff’s rule]

[10] The E1cb mechanism involves carbanion formation as the first step. The E1cb is the last step in this reaction, in which an alpha, beta-unsaturated carbonyl reacts with a cyclohexanone in a mechanism that combines the Michael and crossed-aldol reactions to create a new cyclohexenone ring.

ANSWER: Robinson annulation
5. This artist created such riveting and emotional works as Black Square. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Russian painter, the founder of Suprematism with such works as the aforementioned Black Square and Black Circle.

ANSWER: Kazimir Malevich
[10] Malevich created this series of perhaps ironically-titled works which depict common subjects like “Boy with Knapsack” and “Peasant Woman in Two Dimensions” as simple geometric shapes.

ANSWER: Painterly Realism
[10] Malevich also created this painting with two variations of the title color, one slightly darker than the other. Once again, a slightly rotated square is used with the lighter shade.

ANSWER: White on White
6. This character is called "Handel" by one of his friends due to his upbringing by his brother-in-law, a blacksmith. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this character, who is a friend of Herbert Pocket, a rival of Bentley Drummle and the enemy of Dolge Orlick, who brutally attacked his sister.
ANSWER: Pip [or Philip Pirrip]
[10] Pip is the protagonist of this bildungsroman by Charles Dickens.
ANSWER: Great Expectations
[10] This eccentric clerk of Jaggers and friend of Pip in Great Expectations has a strange relationship with his father, whom he refers to as his "Aged Parent". He eventually marries Miss Skiffins.
ANSWER: Wemmick
7. Its namesake mountain and highest point, sometimes called Fako, was potentially sited by Hanno the Navigator. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this African nation, home to the Bassa people and to the city of Douala.
ANSWER: Republic of Cameroon [or Republique du Cameroun]
[10] Cameroon borders this country, whose namesake lake has been constantly sinking since the 1970s. You may also be interested to know it has a capital at N'Djamena.
ANSWER: Republic of Chad
[10] These Muslims are the major ethnic group of Cameroon's Adamawa Region. Their various jihads starting in the 18th century established kingdoms like that of Tooro and the Sokoto Caliphate.
ANSWER: Fulani [or Fula or Fulbe or Foulah or Peul or Peulth or Peuhl or Fouta]

8. One of his plays involves confusion over two sisters with the same name, while another is sometimes called The Lot-Drawers. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this playwright of Bacchides and Amphitryon.
ANSWER: Titus Maccius Plautus
[10] This Plautus play sees the miserly Euclio bury and then lose the titular treasure when a slave of Lyconides steals it.
ANSWER: Pot of Gold [or Aulularia]

[10] In this other Plautus play, the titular conveyance leads to a treasure being dragged up that helps Palaestra escape from the pimp Labrax and reunite with her father Daemones.
ANSWER: Rudens [or The Rope]

9. Identify the following about some unsolved math problems, for 10 points each.
[10] This conjecture, named for its Prussian formulator, which states that every even integer more than two can be expressed as the sum of two primes has yet to be proven.
ANSWER: Goldbach's conjecture

[10] Like Goldbach’s conjecture, another unsolved Hilbert Problem is generalizing a theorem named for this man and Weber. He also names a delta function that returns 0 if two inputs are unequal and 1 if they are equal.
ANSWER: Leopold Kronecker
[10] This unresolved Millennium Prize Problem involves answering the question: When can a topological cycle on a projective manifold be homologous to a formal sum of algebraic cycles?  It can also be summarized as: "Can certain complicated forms in algebraic geometry be reduced to combinations of much simpler forms?"
ANSWER: Hodge conjecture

10. Identify the following about some developmental psychologists, for 10 points each.

[10] This Swiss psychologist famously outlined stages like “pre-operational” and “concrete operational” in his four stages of development.
ANSWER: Jean Piaget
[10] Love, Care and Wisdom make up the last of this man's eight stages of psychosocial development. He also authored Gandhi's Truth and Young Man Luther.
ANSWER: Erik Erikson
[10] This man's work on the temperament of infants led him to postulate that infants are either inhibited or uninhibited based on their environment. He asserted that the “emergence of self-awareness” happens in the titular time period in the book The Second Year.
ANSWER: Jerome Kagan
11. Conflict arises in this novel when Zaynab, the wife of the protagonist's oldest son, insists on going out with him at night. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this novel set on the title street in 1919, where Zaynab is contrasted with the more conventional wife Amina, who is married to Ahmad.
ANSWER: Palace Walk [or Between the Two Palaces or Bayn al-qasrayn]
[10] Palace Walk is the first novel in the Cairo Trilogy by this Nobel Prize-winning Egyptian author.
ANSWER: Naguib Mahfouz
[10] One of the title characters in this Mahfouz novel casts a curse on his family, in much the same way that God cast Adam and Eve out of the Garden of Eden. Other characters include Idris and Adham, who represent Satan and Moses.
ANSWER: The Children of Gebelawi [or The Children of Our Quarter or Awlad haratina]

12. Answer some questions about a European country running out of money, for the specified number of points:

[10] All three of this country’s main banks collapsed in 2008, and the value of the kronur dropped like a stone. For 10 points, name this country, led by Prime Minister Johanna Sigurdadottir.

ANSWER: Republic of Iceland
[5,5] For 5 points per answer, name the two nations who bailed out their citizens who had had deposits in Icelandic banks, and were understandably nonplussed when Icelandic voters recently voted not to pay them back.

ANSWER: Great Britain [accept United Kingdom and abbreviations] and the Netherlands [or Holland]

[10] For 10 points, that bailout plan was known by what name, named after an online savings account program offered in Great Britain and the Netherlands by Landsbanki, one of the aforementioned collapsed banks?

ANSWER: Icesave

13. These entities can be measured in terms of specific storage and storativity. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these below ground containers of water, exemplified in the United States by the Ogallala one.
ANSWER: aquifers
[10] This is the term given to the unsaturated region of earth between the topsoil and the actual groundwater in an aquifer. The pressure of water is usually less than zero in this region.
ANSWER: Vadose zone
[10] This type of confined aquifer is characterized by groundwater reaching the surface in at least one location, without the need for pumping. One of these provides almost all of the water for inland Australia.
ANSWER: artesian aquifer [or artesian well]

14. The second section of this work addresses texts like Emile and The Course on General Linguistics. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1967 philosophical text divided into "Writing before the Letter" and "Nature, Culture, Writing", which attempts to dispel the notion that writing is an inferior form of logos than speech.
ANSWER: Of Grammatology [or De la grammatologie]
[10] Of Grammatology is a work by this prolific French philosopher, the founder of deconstruction.
ANSWER: Jacques Derrida
[10] John Searle claims that Michel Foucault criticized Derrida for “terrorism of obscurantism”. Michel Foucault wrote this work that has a whole section dealing with “statements” and their use, as it overall discusses the methodology of some of his other works.

ANSWER: The Archaeology of Knowledge [or L'Archéologie du Savoir]
15. This period may have come to a high point under the third shogun Yoshimitsu. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this period of Japanese history, that declined following the Onin War.
ANSWER: Ashikaga Period [or Ashikaga Shogunate or Muramachi Period]

[10] This name is sometimes given to the end of the Ashikaga Period. It shares its name with a Chinese period between the Spring and Autumn Period and the start of the Qin Dynasty characterized by fighting between powers like the Zhao and the Qi.
ANSWER: Warring States Period [or Sengoku Period or Sengoku Jidai or The Age of the Country at War]

[10] The Ashikaga Shogunate formed in reaction to the Kenmu Restoration where this emperor asserted greater control. He reigned until 1339.
ANSWER: Emperor Go-Daigo [or Later Emperor Daigo or Emperor Daigo II]

16. It ends with the tragic death of The Officer, who is dissatisfied with the current Commandant. For 10 point each:

[10] Identify this short story about a machine that carves the words "be just" on to prisoners.
ANSWER: "In the Penal Colony" [or “In der Strafkolonie”]
[10] "In the Penal Colony" is a short story by this author of "The Stoker" and "The Metamorphosis".
ANSWER: Franz Kafka
[10] When the title figure of this Kafka short story dies, "music--who knows for how long--will vanish from our lives". The Mouse Folk in this story wonder if that title figure's art is "perhaps just a piping".
ANSWER: "Josephine the Singer, or the Mouse Folk" [or Josephine, die Sangerin, oder Das Volk der Mause]

17. They possess a kind of tongue called a radula. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this phylum, which includes snails and squids.
ANSWER: Mollusca [or molluscs or mollusks]

[10] The shells of these mollusks consist of eight distinct, overlapping plates, which give them their class name of Polyplacophora. Their simple eyes are called aesthetes.
ANSWER: chitons [or loricates or Amphineura or sea cradles]

[10] The Helcionellids, which were perhaps early mollusks, have been found as far back as the early part of this geologic period. Many organisms from this time period were preserved in the Burgess Shale in British Columbia.
ANSWER: Cambrian Period

18. Troops under Amompharetus may have missed this battle because their commander refused to retreat to the battle site. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this victory for Pausanias, which also featured fighting from the only survivor of an earlier battle, Aristodemus.
ANSWER: Battle of Plataea
[10] Herodotus claimed that this city contributed a sizable contingent of three thousand hoplites to the Battle of Plataea. This birthplace of the Sophist Eucleides established colonies at Chalcedon and Byzantium.
ANSWER: Megara
[10] The Persians lost control of this Greek region at Plataea, whose inhabitants would defeat Athens at the Battle of Delium in the Peloponnesian War. Earlier, the Sacred Band had been destroyed in this region during the Battle of Chaeronea.

ANSWER: Boeotia
19. The sail-like top of his Aurora Place in Sydney echoes that of the opera house designed by Jorn Utzon in the same city. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Pritzker Prize-winning architect, who also designed the New York Times Building.
ANSWER: Renzo Piano
[10] Renzo Piano famously collaborated with Richard Rogers on this Paris building, characterized by elements like its external escalator encased in a tube.
ANSWER: Centre Georges Pompidou [or the Pompidou Centre or Beaubourg]

[10] Piano is currently involved in the design of this London skyscraper, which, when finished, will be the tallest in the United Kingdom.

ANSWER: Shard London Bridge [or London Bridge Tower or 32 London Bridge or Shard of Glass]

20. Identify the following about some church councils, for 10 points each.

[10] Called by Pope Paul III and broken into three periods of debate, this council promoted the doctrine of free will, clarified the sacraments and set the stage for the Counter-Reformation.
ANSWER: Council of Trent
[10] This earlier church council condemned the teachings of John Wycliff and Jan Hus. It also elected Martin V to help heal the Papal Schism, which had not been fixed by the earlier Council of Pisa.
ANSWER: Council of Constance
[10] Even earlier, the Council of Vienne was called mainly thanks to this French monarch, who got absolved of his conflict with Pope Boniface VII at the council. He was succeeded by Louis X.
ANSWER: Philip IV of France [or Philip the Fair or Philip I of Navarre]

21. The first section of this text talks about how Tepeu and Gucumatz came together to form the first human. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this text, which later goes on to list the deeds of Hunahpu and Xbalanque.
ANSWER: Popul Vuh [or Popul Wuj or Book of the Community or Book of Counsel or Book of the Mat]
[10] The Popul Vuh provides insight into the belief system of this Mesoamerican people, who believed in the story of the Hero Twins who played the ballgame in Xibalba.

ANSWER: Mayans

[10] The Popul Vuh also provides information about the older brothers of the Hero Twins, Hun Batz and Hun Chouen, who were turned into these types of creatures by their little siblings. Another deity in the form of this animal possessed the Ruyi Jingu Bang and could shape shift into 72 different forms.
ANSWER: monkeys
