Packet by Columbia A (Daniel Passner, Christopher Horng, Rafael Krichevsky, RajaRajan Vel)

1. This artist created a work in which a woman sits in a box reading a program while two other patrons take their seats below, Two In The Aisle, and another painting in which the titular activity is performed by two faceless people in a boat, Sailing. While this artist painted works showing an empty street and deserted storefronts, complete with barber pole, at the titular time, and one in which two women sit at a table by a window with a small teapot and bowl, as the title sign can be seen outside, his most famous subject sat atop the now vacant Mulry Square near his home in Greenwich Village. For 10 points, name this American painter of Early Sunday Morning and Chop Suey, who depicted an advertisement for Phillies cigars above four people in a diner in Nighthawks.

ANSWER: Edward Hopper
2. Alternative models developed by C.S. Hanes or B.H.J. Hofstee and G.S. Eadie are preferred to this error-prone one. The Briggs-Haldane assumption is used in the formulation of this model. Non-competitive inhibitors decrease maximum reaction velocity but do not affect an eponymous constant, so that the slope rises, but the x-intercept is unchanged. Competitive inhibitors bind the enzyme, increasing the Michaelis constant, so that the slope increases, but the y-intercept is unchanged. Representing the reciprocal of reaction rate plotted against the reciprocal of substrate concentration, name, for 10 points, this doubly eponymous biochemical plot from enzyme kinetics that is used to graphically represent the Michaelis-Menten equation.
ANSWER: Lineweaver-Burk plot [prompt on “double-reciprocal” plot]
3. In one post-World War II conflict involving this nation, 30,000 children were taken from it by DSE forces into the Soviet Bloc. That struggle took a decisive turn when Tito closed the Yugoslav borders to the DSE, ultimately forcing them to flee to Tashkent. A notable member of this nation’s Parliament founded the International Commission for Détente and Peace before he was assassinated by clubbing. The July Apostasy in this country would ultimately result in the rise of regime of “the colonels” during a period known as The Seven Years. Name this nation that celebrates Ohi Day in honor of Prime Minister Metaxas’ rejection of an ultimatum from Mussolini, currently led, for 10 points, by George Papandreou of the Panhellenic Socialist Party with capital at Athens.

ANSWER: Greece [or the Hellenic Republic]
4. Majorana modified this equation by including the charge conjugate of the spin or wave function to describe neutrinos instead of electrons, which coincidentally also have spins of ½.  In Feynman slash notation, it can be summarized as “minus I times delta slash plus mass in brackets times U equals zero.”  Applying the correspondence principle to transform the wave function by a phase factor yields a constant phase gradient, implying an invariant electromagnetic field, a result which became a founding principle of quantum electrodynamics. Any solution to this equation naturally solves the Klein-Fock-Gordon equation.  Predicting the existence of antiparticles four years before Carl Anderson discovered the positron, for 10 points, name this central wave equation of quantum field theory formulated by the 1932 Lucasian Chair in Cambridge and 1933 Nobel Prize winner in Physics.
ANSWER: Dirac equation 

5. This author wrote an adaptation of an earlier work by Tirso de Molina about Don Juan and another play which reverses the roles of a novel by Daniel Defoe, putting the British Harry in the Man Friday role as “Thursday”. Besides writing the plays The Joker of Seville and Pantomine, he wrote about “those finished hopes that I would see you again, my twin, ‘my dolphin’” in The Prodigal, which alludes to his dead twin brother Roderick. In his most famous work, the No Pain Café is managed by the old Ma Kilman who helps an exiled Englishman talk to his dead wife in the end whereas the epic starts on a beach with a wounded Philoctetes. This is, for 10 points, what Nobel laureate from St. Lucia, the author of Omeros.
ANSWER: Derek Walcott
6. In Bill Ashcroft and Pal Ahluwalia’s study of “The Paradox of Identity” in this thinker’s work, they quote his opinion that “we should regard knowledge as something for which identity should be risked,” which came from his Cape Town lecture. Terry Cochrane has analyzed the effect of his writing on language while Lindsay Waters and Jim Merod have looked at his impact on music. He wrote the essay “The Quest for Gillo Pontecorvo” and hosted a documentary on him, subtitled “The Dictatorship of Truth,” as part of his interest in Algiers. He described academia as “discouraged” and “alienated” in the wake of 9/11 while a better known work argues that Mansfield Park is an example of the titular “Culture and Imperialism.” For 10 points, name this man who criticized the attitude of people like Gibb towards non-Western countries in his “Orientalism.”

ANSWER: Edward Said
7. One technique developed by this man is known as the “Lorenzo van Matterhorn,” and requires a good deal of preparation beforehand. Several of the walls in his apartment are actually extremely large television screens, and he keeps a full-size Stormtrooper in his living room. Wayne Brady plays his gay, black brother James, and he wins an episode of “The Price is Right” to impress Bob Barker, who he believes is his father. He works as head of the Search Committee at Goliath National Bank, where his friend Marshall began working. For 10 points, name this owner of the catchphrase “Suit Up,” played by Neil Patrick Harris, one of the five main characters on the television show “How I Met Your Mother.”

ANSWER: Barney Stinson [accept either name]

8. He was born in a prison cell on a day known as Janmashtami, shortly followed by his supernatural escape to the care of his foster parents in Vrindavana. Upon rescuing the 16,000 maidens held by the demon Narakasura, he married all of them in order to preserve their social status. Often depicted as a child eating butter or playing the flute, he held a hill up above the residents of his town to shelter them from a storm. Duryodhana chose this deity’s army for the Kauravas after he refused to raise a weapon in the Kurukshetra. The Pandavas, however, chose him as he served as Arjuna’s charioteer, to whom he delivered the Bhagavad Gita. For 10 points, name this incarnation of Vishnu, generally shown alongside his consort, Radha.

ANSWER: Krishna
9. In the second canto of this work, two characters are fooled by one deity, and lead their people into an ambush, only to be rescued by Venus. While sailors are listening to the story of “The Twelve of England”, Venus saves them again, by sending nymphs to distract the winds tasked to destroy them by Bacchus. Finally, Venus tasks Cupid with creating an Island of Love for the sailors, after they escape from the efforts of some people in Calicut to detain them, after one of those Muslims is manipulated by Bacchus. On this island, Tethys becomes the lover of Vasco da Gama and regales him with tales of his country’s future conquests and success. For 10 points, what is this poem by Luís Vaz de Camões, the national epic of Portugal?

ANSWER: The Lusiads [or Os Lusiadas]
10. This case’s decision is almost always cited along with the Panama Refining case, specifically by Byron White in INS v. Chadha where he noted “restrictions on the scope of the power that could be delegated… have all but disappeared.” Though its underlying principle was seemingly supported by the previous year’s Home Building and Loan v. Blaisdell, Justice Cardozo agreed with Hughes’ statement in this decision that “extraordinary conditions” do not create or enlarge constitutional power. Derided by the sitting president as a “horse and buggy” interpretation of the Constitution, and affecting the drafting of the National Labor Relations Act, for 10 points, name this 1935 case, a dagger in FDR’s NIRA, that revolved wage, hour and quality conditions at some Brooklyn slaughterhouses.

ANSWER: Schechter Poultry Corp. v. United States [accept Sick Chicken case]
11. Chronologically, the first character by this name was an ancestor before the beginning of the work. The first character introduced in the work was born with his eyes open, having wept in his mother’s womb. The one known as the second goes insane searching for buried treasure, eventually dying of throat cancer. He and his wife Petra are buried in each other’s graves due to confusion at the funeral. Seventeen of them were fathered by one of them, each marked by a permanent cross on their foreheads, and each assassinated by the government. For 10 points, give the shared name of people including the Colonel, who has fought in 32 civil wars, all part of the Buendia family in One Hundred Years of Solitude by Gabriel Garcia Marquez.

ANSWER: Aureliano Buendia [prompt on “Buendia” before it is read]
12. Its cells may accumulate lipofuscin when lysosomes accumulate residue over time, whereas vitamin A and fat are stored in cells that lie beneath the endothelial cells in this organ. Along with the aforementioned Ito cells found in the space of Disse, other cells in this organ are star-shaped macrophages that release cytokines and reactive oxygen species. Besides storing hemosiderin, they mainly act as macrophages in the sinusoids of this organ and are called Kupffer cells. Having cells arranged in cords, this organ can degrade estrogen and insulin along with metabolizing heme into bilirubin. Aflotoxin toxicity compounds the likelihood of disease in, for 10 points, this organ that is afflicted by cirrhosis and hepatitis.
ANSWER: liver
13. In one section of this work, the chorus sings over a hushed, slowly pulsing orchestral background until the chorus suddenly erupts with a C major fortissimo. Another portion of this work features unfocused harmonic textures and a feeling of vague formlessness, which serves as the composition’s preface, and is titled as the “Representation of Chaos” Narrative or with purely descriptive numbers that are given over to the three soloists while supported by the orchestra alone. Those three soloists, Gabriel, Uriel, and Raphael, are used with the chorus and the orchestra in “The Heavens are telling the Glory of God.”  For 10 points, name this Haydn oratorio, based on John Milton’s Paradise Lost and the Book of Genesis.  

ANSWER: The Creation [or Die Schopfung]
14. One of its successors, ICE, was published by Michael Kwan in 1997, and is a Feistel network with 16 rounds. Another of its successors, which uses the Rijndael method rather than Feistel networks, was adopted by the US government in 2001. In April 2006, the parallel machine COPACOBANA at the University of Bochum and Kiel in Germany broke it in 9 days. It had been under a great deal of scrutiny for supposed government interference in design, involving both a shortening of the key length and a modified design of the S-boxes. For 10 points, name this successor to the Lucifer cipher, a block cipher that was accepted by the National Bureau of Standards in 1976, abbreviated DES.

ANSWER: Data Encryption Standard [accept DES before it is read]
15. He differentiated between things or descriptions that can have the same denotation but different senses in one paper, and in another work by this man, he states that in an expression, the title things are linked by the presence of a helping verb, which leads to the problem signified by the namesake “horse” of one of those things. His namesake theorem describes how Hume’s Principle can derive the five Dedekind/Peano axioms, and he argued in this most famous work that a statement about a phenomenon’s number reveals something about the phenomenon’s conception. He wrote a text subtitled a “logico-mathematical enquiry into the concept of number” and two others called On Sense and Reference and Concept and Object. For 10 points, name this German philosopher of logic who wrote Concept Script and The Foundations of Arithmetic.

ANSWER: Friedrich Ludwig Gottlob Frege
16. One of his former lieutenants, who had switched sides before rejoining his side, won the Battle of Vertieres. That lieutenant had defected to the side led by Charles Leclerc, who would force this man’s surrender, and trick him into imprisonment, where he died of pneumonia. Before Leclerc was sent, however, this man had allied with Sonthonax, then forced him out, and negotiated with the British and Americans to leave him alone in exchange for sugar and promises not to invade Jamaica or the American South. Assisted by Jean-Jacques Dessalines, for 10 points, who was this man who led the first successful slave revolt in the New World, liberating what would become Haiti?

ANSWER: Toussaint L’Overture
17. Robert Cook published an influential work on this figure and her children. Born at Mount Sipylus to a certain Lydian king and the goddess Dione, she was the sister of Broteas. She is represented in the third movement of Britten’s Six Metamorphoses after Ovid, and her tears are mentioned in Hamlet’s Act 1 soliloquy. Chloris, Ogygia, Phaedimus, Eudoxa and Damisichthon were some of her numerous children, whose father was Amphion. In one version of the myth, she is the daughter of Assaon, who burned all her children to death after she refused to commit incest with him. The sister of Pelops and daughter of Tantalus, for 10 points, name this grieving figure turned into a rock after watching Apollo and Artemis slaughter her 14 children.
ANSWER: Niobe
18. Together with François Gravé Du Pont, this man met a delegation of Montagnais at Tadoussac and took the son of Montagnais leader Begourat away with him. Later, after his forced surrender to David Kirk and his brothers, the Treaty of Saint-Germain-en-Laye restored him to his position. This man explored as far as Cape Cod, but decided not to place settlements there due to the hostility of the natives, but he did go farther down the St. Lawrence than Jacques Cartier had gone, becoming the first European to explore some of the Great Lakes. Appointed Lieutenant-General of New France, a position equivalent to Governor, by Cardinal Richelieu in 1633, for 10 points, who is this French navigator and founder of a settlement at Stadacona, now called Quebec City, and the namesake of a large lake in upstate New York?
ANSWER: Samuel de Champlain 
19. Malcolm Arnold wrote ones entitled Peterloo and Sunshine while another one of his requires rifles, vacuum cleaners, and a floor polisher in the instrumentation. Helios and Rhapsodic are the names of ones by the composer whose second symphony is the Four Temperaments. In his revisions of a work based on a Gabriela Preisova play, Janacek removed one entitled Žárlivost. Berlioz based two on Walter Scott works like Waverley and Rob Roy and he included melodies from Benvenuto Cellini into the Roman Carnival one. Along with a Tragic one, Brahms included Gaudeamus Igitur into one of these musical pieces, for 10 points, whose concert varieties include Beethoven’s Coriolan, Egmont, and Leonore but which usually open an opera. 

ANSWER: overtures

20. T.S. Eliot both derided this man’s plays for their “cheap conventional intrigue” and lauded them for their “quiet and undisturbed vision… the impersonal passionless observation of human nature.” He spoke of a  “wench”, “or merry moll” who is betrothed to Sebastian in one of his plays, which also includes the secret fiancee Mary Fitzallard. In another one of his works, Mistress Low-Water crossdresses to chase Lady Goldenfleece. In addition to No Wit, No Help Like a Woman and his collaboration with Dekker on The Roaring Girl, he wrote a play about Vindice, The Revenger’s Tragedy. For 10 points, name this writer who collaborated with Rowley on The Changeling, and whose aborting character Lil names a section of “The Waste Land” as well as his own A Game of Chess.
ANSWER: Thomas Middleton
21. One character suggests that a father shoot his daughter, his wife, and her, a request that perhaps foreshadows a later scene when that daughter, Julia, brings out a gun in anger against Harry and Edna’s occupying of her room. In another play by this man, one character is miffed when the other says that he is happy doing nothing, and in its second act, two couples discuss the differences between humans and the reptilian species of Leslie and Sarah. Another work by this man sees one character suggest that if the parakeets carried disease, then another man could have the cats eat them and be rid of them all. Later, that man talks at length about his landlady’s advances on him, and eventually Jerry impales himself on Peter’s knife. For 10 points, name this American absurdist dramatist, who besides writing A Delicate Balance, Seascape, and The Zoo Story also wrote about Martha and George in Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf?
ANSWER: Edward Albee
Bonuses

1. Identify the following British prime ministers, for 10 points each:
[10] This three-time minister notably served during the abdication crisis of Edward VIII. It was he who advised the king that the nation (and Parliament) would not accept the king’s marriage to the divorcee Wallis Simpson.

ANSWER: Stanley Baldwin
[10] The third British prime minister, this Whig presided over a period that included the War of Austrian Succession and the short-lived passage of the Jewish Naturalization Act.

ANSWER: Henry Pelham
[10] With the help of this Tory prime minister, Daniel O’Connell managed to push through the Catholic Relief Act of 1829, which completed the process of Catholic emancipation in Great Britain. He is more famous as a military figure who whooped some ass in India, Denmark, Spain, Portugal and Belgium.

ANSWER: Arthur Wellesley [or Duke of Wellington]
2. Answer the following about tangentially related works of literature, for 10 points each.

[10] This work sees Mr. Tulkinghorn find Nemo dead of an opium overdose. This work, written by Charles Dickens, is centered on the case of Jarndyce vs. Jarndyce.
ANSWER: Bleak House
[10] Elizabeth Schneider wrote a 1953 book titled “Coleridge, Opium, and” this work, which speaks of a “sunny pleasure dome with caves of ice!”

ANSWER: “Kubla Khan”

[10] This man wrote of his time spent taking opium daily to relieve intense stomach pains, and the terrible effects of that addiction in his “Confessions of an English Opium Eater”.

ANSWER: Thomas De Quincey
3. Number 42 in Messier’s catalogue, it contains a young open cluster known as the Trapezium. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this nebula, visible to the naked eye as a smudge hanging from an asterism in its namesake constellation as the middle “star” in the “sword” of that constellation.
ANSWER: Orion Nebula

[10] The Orion Nebula is part of the larger Orion Molecular Cloud Complex, along with this emission nebula that partly shares its name with a prominent red dwarf.

ANSWER: Barnard’s loop
[10] The Hubble Space Telescope has discovered these rotating disks of dense gas surrounding a newly formed star in the Orion Nebula, which are varieties of accretion disks.
ANSWER: protoplanetary disks [or proplyds]
4. Answer these questions about the founding of an African nation, for 10 points each:

[10] The violence of the Mau Mau rebellion precipitated the independence of Kenya; the KANU under this “founding father” of Kenya, who had spent much of the revolt in prison, won Kenya’s first free elections in 1963.

ANSWER: Jomo Kenyatta
[10] The Mau Mau rebellion had earlier been defeated after the British put Nairobi under military control in this offensive, deporting many suspected rebels to concentration camps in the countryside.

ANSWER: Operation Anvil
[10] Most of the people deported to the camps during Operation Anvil were of this ethnic group that made up the core of the rebellion. They are the largest ethnic group in Kenya today, and Kenyatta was one of them.

ANSWER: Kikuyu
5. In his The Palace at 4 a.m., a Pterodactyl skeleton hangs in a square while a spine is imprisoned in a cage, for 10 points each:

[10] Name this artist who is noted for sculpting tall and thin people in bronze as in Large Standing Woman and Walking Man.

ANSWER: Alberto Giacometti
[10] Alberto Giacometti urged this Swiss female artist to make Surrealist art, one of her sculptures being Cannibal Feast that includes a real nude woman on a table drenched with food; she is best known for assembling a fur-lined cup, spoon, and saucer called Luncheon in Fur (also known as Object).

ANSWER: Meret Oppenheim
[10] Meret Oppenheim associated with a lot of Dadaists; one of them may have been this leading figure who famously created Nude Descending a Staircase and Fountain, a urinal with “R. Mutt” scrawled on it.

ANSWER: Marcel Duchamp
6. The first step in this enzyme’s process involves attacking a carbon dioxide molecule with a hydroxide ion. For 10 points each:
[10] First, name that enzyme, which will then require a molecule of water to complete the transformation into bicarbonate.
ANSWER: carbonic anhydrase
[10] Carbonic anhydrase is used in the bloodstream to control this quantity via conversion to bicarbonate and hydrogen ions from carbon dioxide and water.

ANSWER: pH [accept anything mentioning “acidity” or “basicity”]
[10] Carbonic anhydrase can be inhibited by this drug that is used in humans to treat altitude sickness, glaucoma, and cystinuria. It trades under the name Diamox.

ANSWER: acetazolamide [or N-(5-sulfamoyl-1,3,4-thiadiazol-2-yl)acetamide]
7. For 10 points each, the fourteenth discusses how the right to kill is the sole prerogative of God:

[10] These documents were written to defend Antoine Arnauld’s position at the University of Sorbonne from accusations of defending Jansenist beliefs. 

ANSWER: Provincial Letters [or Lettres provinciales]
[10] Provincial Letters were penned by this French thinker, who sewed a document called Memorial concerning his conversion into his coat. 

ANSWER: Blaise Pascal
[10] In this posthumous and fragmentary work that collects the writings intended for Apology of Christian Religion, Pascal asks “If man is made for God, why is he so hostile to God?“ and includes his famous wager.

ANSWER: Penseés [or Thoughts]
8. The main character and his friend find employment at the Bolsón de Cuatro Ciénegas, in the state of Coahuila. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel in which Jimmy Blevins is executed by a rogue band of police and the main character cauterizes a wound in his leg with a hot pistol barrel.

ANSWER: All the Pretty Horses

[10] All the Pretty Horses is part of this author’s Border trilogy. He also wrote The Road and No Country for Old Men.

ANSWER: Cormac McCarthy
[10] John Grady Cole, the protagonist of All the Pretty Horses, has an affair with this daughter of his employer. Her aunt pays his ransom on the condition that he never sees her again.

ANSWER: Alejandra

9. Answer some questions about English Dissenters, for 10 points each:

[10] This group felt that the Reformation had not gone far enough and preached for personal and group piety. Many chose to go to the New World, including the Pilgrims.

ANSWER: Puritans

[10] They believed that they were the saints that would rule with Jesus when he would come to establish a final empire to rule the world. Their name comes from the belief that four old world empires had already come and gone and they were waiting for the coming of the last one.

ANSWER: Fifth Monarchists [or Fifth Monarchy Men]
[10] The believed that God existed in every creature which led them to deny the authority of the Church of England. They also believed that they were free from all traditional moral restraints, and they were led by Laurence Clarkson.

ANSWER: Ranters
10. She wrote of “a soul so near divine/ within a form so Angel Fair United to a Heart like thine/ Has gladdened once our humble sphere,” For 10 points each.

[10] Name this writer, whose “A Reminiscence” appears in her collection “Poems of Currier, Acton and Ellis Bell.”

ANSWER: Anne Bronte
[10] Anne Bronte wrote this novel in which Gilbert Markham finds Helen Graham in Staningley which takes its title from Helen’s brother’s estate.

ANSWER: The Tenant of Wildfell Hall
[10] The dog snap leads the way in reuniting Edmund with the title character in this Anne Bronte work. It also features Rosalie and the cheating Mr. Hatfield. 

ANSWER: Agnes Grey 

11. The agrarian legislation reforms of one of them angered the Optimates, while the other spent time as a quaestor in Sardinia supporting Gaius Carbo. For 10 points each:

[10] First give the name shared by the ill-fated tribune brothers Gaius and Tiberius.
ANSWER: Gracchus [accept Gracchi]
[10] This is the name of the land reforms pushed by Tiberius. Among its missions was to redivide the public land under state control as well as providing land in Rome for the poor and homeless.

ANSWER: Lex Sempronia Agraria

[10] Further reforms were pushed by Gaius Marius, who removed the property requirement for joining the Roman army. These reforms helped him defeat this Numidian king, with the help of Sulla, although diplomacy was required to get his father-in-law Bocchus to betray him.
ANSWER: Jugurtha
12. It includes the lines “I sent my Soul through the Invisible”, for 10 points each:

[10] Written by Omar Khayyam, this collection of quatrains was named, popularized, and translated by Edward Fitzgerald.

ANSWER: Rubaiyat 

[10] Another work in Persian is this epic by Ferdowsi that contains such stories of Feridoun, who ruled the world for five hundred years, and of Sohrab, who is about to be killed by his father Rostam, before revealing an emblematic onyx beneath his mail to verify the kinship. 

ANSWER: Shahnameh [or Book of Kings]
[10] The father of Rostam and husband of Rudabeh, this hero from the Shahnameh was born with white hair, as if he was an old man, such that his father Saum almost disowns him, and thus his name means “aged”. 

ANSWER: Zal
13. A sea otter is an example of these, for 10 points each:

[10] If this type of species named by Robert Paine is removed from the ecosystem, the whole community’s balance is disproportionately affected. 

ANSWER: keystone species 

[10] The example of a keystone species cited by Robert Paine is Pisaster ochracues, an intertidal predator that is this kind of echinoderm with radial symmetry whose scientific name is Asteroidea.

ANSWER: sea star [or starfish]

[10] This is a term used for a type of species for which conservation measures (or the lack thereof) directed towards it will have effects on many other species as well.

ANSWER: umbrella species
14. His dissertation “The Fundamental Principles of Equilibrium in Solid Bodies,” hinted at his future work in other areas, and he said “history is a graveyard of aristocracies.” For 10 points each:

[10] First, name this man whose observations led him to support Mussolini on economic grounds, who has a namesake chart and efficiency (or optimality).

ANSWER: Vilfredo Pareto
[10] Romanian management consultant Joseph Juran generalized this Pareto assertion that wealth through any age follows this rough ratio of percentage of possessions to possessors.

ANSWER: the 80-20 rule [accept numbers in either order]
[10] This other Italian fascist economist gives his name, along with Joan Robinson, to the relation between price, elasticity of demand and marginal revenue, and his work was foundational in the mathematical economic study of differentiability.

ANSWER: Luigi Amoroso
15. His creations include the luftmensch Menakhem-Mendl and Motl, the Cantor’s son. For 10 points each.

[10] First, name this author, often translated by Hillel Halkin, who wrote Wandering Stars.

ANSWER: Sholem Aleichem [prompt on partial; also accept Sholem Rabinovich]
[10] Perhaps Aleichem’s best known creation is this dairyman who had daughters who married non-Jews and Communists who was caricatured in Fiddler on the Roof.

ANSWER: Tevye [accept Tevel]
[10] This writer was murdered while in the process of translating Sholem Aleichem. His own works include the stories “Old Shloyme” and “Shabbos Nachamu.” He also wrote stories while traveling with an army in Novgorod, The Red Cavalry Stories, and created the gangster Benya Krik.

ANSWER: Isaac Babel
16. For 10 points each, answer some questions about composers that played a certain instrument

[10] This Italian wrote 51 sets of string quintets and 45 symphonies, including La casa del diavolo. His most performed work today is one minuet from his String Quintet in E.

ANSWER: Luigi Boccherini

[10] Boccherini was a player of this instrument and wrote 21 sonatas for it. Offenbach’s Concerto militaire features it while Chopin composed a Grand Duo in E major for this instrument and piano.
ANSWER: cello

[10] This composer also played the cello and scored Bachiana brasileira for eight of them. This composer also wrote the monumental Rudêpoema for solo piano and composed 12 symphonies, including the tenth, “Amerindia.”

ANSWER: Heitor Villa-Lobos
17. The Southern Hemisphere one is stronger than its Northern Hemisphere counterpart, for 10 points each:

[10] Name this atmospheric circulation that has prevailing trade winds flowing toward the equator in the lower troposphere and flowing to the poles in the upper troposphere. 

ANSWER: Hadley cells 

[10] The point between Hadley cells is determined at the location of this place where northern and southern trade winds merge to cause a low pressure area of much precipitation.

ANSWER: ITCZ [or inter-tropical convergence zone ]

[10] Caused mostly by thermal wind, this westerly cyclonic circulation that goes from the middle troposphere to the stratosphere is centered mostly in the high latitudes. 

ANSWER: polar vortex [or polar cyclone or polar low]

18. It had its roots in a proclamation by Lincoln only days after the fall of Ft. Sumter and would be approved by its namesake “board.” For 10 points each:
[10] First, name this stratagem that Secretary Gideon Welles felt the Union was not prepared to implement.

ANSWER: Anaconda Plan [prompt on “naval blockade” and equivalents]
[10] The Anaconda Plan is attributed to Winfield Scott. Earlier, he had been sent to defuse this conflict that ended with the Webster-Ashburton Treaty.
ANSWER: Aroostook War
[10] Scott led “the Army of the Cherokee Nation” in what would later be called “The Trail of Tears,” which was employed following the signing of this treaty which promised the Cherokee land in Oklahoma and Arkansas and $5 million.

ANSWER: Treaty of New Echota 
19. Amid insurgent attacks, Iraq recently conducted its second parliamentary election since the 2003 invasion. For 10 points each, name these people involved in the election.

[10] This current prime minister encouraged voters to turn out. He was named prime minister after his predecessor Ibrahim al-Jaafari was forced from power.

ANSWER: Nouri Kamil Mohammed Hasan al-Maliki [or Abu Esraa]

[10] This president of Iraq was one of the first to vote in Sulaymaniyah, a town in Iraqi Kurdistan.

ANSWER: Jalal Talabani
[10] As of March 21, the Iraqi National Alliance, known as al-Iraqiya, was narrowly in the lead. Al-Iraqiya is led by this former Prime Minister, who was the first head of government of Iraq after Saddam Hussein.

ANSWER: Ayad Alllawi [accept Eyad Allawi]

20. Identify the following connected with the mythical founding of Athens, for 10 points:

[10] After founding Athens, King Cecrops I judged a contest between Athena and this deity for the honor of becoming the patron deity of the city. His misunderstood gift was that of a salty spring.
ANSWER: Poseidon
[10] Athena’s gift that won her the contest was this useful thing that supplied wood and food, among other things.

ANSWER: olive tree
[10] Athena put this infant king, born after Hephaestus’ semen fell on the earth, in a box and gave it to the 3 daughters of Cecrops. When they saw a half-infant half-snake in the box, they went bonkers and jumped off the Acropolis. 

ANSWER: Erichthonius
21. The angel in this work holds a Madonna lily, which was a symbol of both Mary’s virginity and the city of Florence. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work, completed by Verrocchio and one of his apprentices. It is believed to be that assistant’s earliest complete work.

ANSWER: The Annunciation

[10] That assistant, Leonardo da Vinci, also painted this saint “in the Wilderness”. The saint is shown kneeling with a lion at his feet.

ANSWER: St. Jerome
[10] St. Jerome is also depicted in a painting by this creator of two versions of The Sacrifice of Isaac, Judith Beheading Holofernes, and The Calling of Saint Matthew.

ANSWER: Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio [obviously, do not prompt on “Michelangelo”]
