1. The first epic poem written in this language is Il Gifen-Tork, and the title of the first novel in this language translates to Elvira, or the Love of a Tyrant. After Athanasius Kircher visited the area where it is most widely spoken, he offered evidence against the then-prevailing theory that it was descended from ancient Punic. The first known document written in this language is the fifteenth-century poem Il Cantilena by Pietru Caxaro. Like many other languages in its family, such as Amharic, most of its words have triliteral roots, meaning that they consist of three consonants. However, it is unique among its language family in that it uses the Latin alphabet. For 10 points, name this Semitic language now known to be descended from Siculo-Arabic, the official language of a tiny island nation in the Mediterranean Sea.

ANSWER: Maltese

2. During this work, the wife of the title character is criticized for putting bales of hay where visiting children will ruin them. Those children’s mother threatens to tell Martha about his mistress, although the title character has abandoned Ellen in the city. In response, he holds on to some car keys for the rest of the story. This novel ends with that mother running after a helicopter, after Maureen had accused the title character of stealing things from her in their earlier life when she tries to get a stolen gun back. It turns out that Daniel had stolen the gun earlier and run away to join a revolution. For 10 points, Maureen and Bam Smale have to take refuge with their title servant after a black revolution in South Africa in what novel by Nadine Gordimer?

ANSWER: July’s People
3. The main symptoms of this disease may be caused by the inability of Sertoli cells to communicate with the other cells in their environment; those symptoms include microorchidism, which is brought by the hypogonadism that results. More severely, this condition can lead to an increased risk of contracting breast cancer, partially due to the gynecomastia that sometimes results, or osteoporosis, especially if testosterone replacement therapy has not been undergone. However, it is believed that people with this disease are less likely to contract X-linked recessive diseases. The most common sex-chromosome disorder, this is, for 10 points, what disease in which men possess an extra X chromosome, named after the American endocrinologist who first described it?
ANSWER: Klinefelter’s syndrome
4. This organization organized a boycott involving white stickers to demonstrate their opposition to immigration from a certain country. This organization was founded after a dispute when part of another similar organization broke a cigar makers’ strike in New York by undercutting the strikers’ wage demands; a member of the striking union would become this group’s first president. One initiative pursued under his leadership was the placing of white stickers of cigars made by white workers in opposition to Chinese immigration. A breakaway faction of this group focused on industry, founded by John L. Lewis, as opposed to the initial focus on craft, would eventually rejoin in 1955. For 10 points, identify this labor union, which merged with the Congress of Industrial Organizations and was founded by, among others, Samuel Gompers.

ANSWER: American Federation of Labor [or AFL-CIO, do not accept after “industry”]

5. One of his paintings shows a pale figure with long hair sitting cross-legged, arms crossed and head down so its face is not visible. In addition to Silence, he also created a painting in which one of the titular Shakespearean characters waves a wand to order her fairies while resting her other hand on the transformed head of the other character, and one in which the titular hero holds a shield up to defend himself from the titular monsters who are partially obscured by darkness while his ship disappears into the mists on the left of the painting; these are Titania and Bottom and Odysseus in front of Scylla and Charybdis. However, this artist is more famous for a work in which an impish figure sits on top of a sleeping woman while a horse with glowing eyes peeks in. For 10 points, name this Swiss born artist of supernatural themed works such as The Nightmare.

ANSWER: Henry Fuseli

6. One of his plays concerns a chancellor leaving office while still dealing with a political enemy, who replaces a cherry orchard with a mall, casino, and brother. In addition to Leaving, he earlier wrote a play in which Dr. Huml dictates an essay concerning the elusiveness of happiness to a secretary whom he lusts after while dealing with his wife and mistress and simultaneously being examined by a group of researchers. In addition to The Increased Difficulty of Concentration, he wrote three other plays, all consisting of one act and all featuring the same semiautobiographical character, Vanek: Audience, Private View, and Protest. The inventor of the languages Ptydepe and Chorukor in The Memorandum, this is, for 10 points, which playwright who described Hugo Pludek's loss of identity in The Garden Party and who had his plays banned after the Prague Spring.
ANSWER: Vaclav Havel

7. One work set in this location depicts the title character collecting a fireman’s hat and ends with him releasing a boat with a candle on it. In addition to the graphic novel Barefoot Gen, another work about this place features an essay title “On Human Dignity”, included in a collection titled “this place” Notes. That work consists of seven trips to the title location by the man who also edited a collection of stories about this place, which includes a story in which the title flower blooms late on a pond where a dead body is found, Crazy Iris. Another work set here follows the lives of six people including Father Kleinsorge and Miss Sasaki. That work includes the chapter “The Noiseless Flash”, as well as a fifth chapter set 40 years later. For 10 points, name this city written about by Kenzaburo Oe and John Hersey, which along with Nagasaki was destroyed by an atom bomb during World War II.

ANSWER: Hiroshima
8. This group emerged during disputes with the self-styled “True Protestants”, in turn referring to themselves as the Abhorrers.  Initial success in that conflict was exemplified by the crushing of the Monmouth Rebellion.  The prosecution of preacher Henry Sacheverell and the namesake disturbances led to another of this group’s successes, the creation of the Riot Act, thirty years after their defeat of the Exclusion Act. Cromwell’s conquests during the Wars of the Three Kingdoms led to the phenomenon that named this party, by causing an increase in landless, armed Irish-Catholics. It declined from its heyday, when led by such figures as William Pitt the Younger, to a small surviving faction headed by Benjamin Disraeli that became its spiritual successor, the modern Conservative Party. Rising to prominence due to their defense of royal power during the English Restoration, this is, for 10 points, what British political party, which was opposed by the Whigs?

ANSWER: Tory Party
9. He completed ballets with Leonide Massine and Oskar Schlemmer, respectively, called Nobilissima Visione and Triadisches Ballett. He also collaborated with Bertolt Brecht on a radio cantata commemorating Charles Lindbergh's trans-Atlantic flight. Another one of his works features a second movement with a “Chinese” flute theme with jazz influenced syncopated rhythms and is based on Themes by Carl Maria von Weber. One of his symphonies ha a second movement that features dialogue between saxophone and cornet and ends with a third section that features the interlocking of the first two sections of the movement.  That symphony was commissioned for the United States Army Band. For 10 points, name this 20th century German composer most famous for an opera about the troubles the painter Matthias Grunewald has with society, Mathis der Maler.

ANSWER: Paul Hindemith
10. One form of this law is equivalent to Newton’s theorem of universal gravitation and allows for calculation of the gravitational field. Since gravity is a conservative force with zero curl, as are the other forces this law deals with, the differential form of this law simply becomes Poisson’s equation, allowing for the calculation of both potential and field. Applications of this law usually involve constructing one of its namesake surfaces around a model object (such as a Bouguer plate) through which flux is measured. A more commonly seen form of this law can be derived from Coulomb’s law through integration and application of the Dirac delta function, and its differential form states that the divergence of the electric field is proportional to the charge density. For 10 points, name this theorem whose electromagnetic form is one of Maxwell’s laws, which relates field strength to either mass or charge.
ANSWER: Gauss’s Law

11. Two lovers are finally united in one of his plays when Bobadelin dies in the in the title engagement. In addition to his depiction of Moors in love in The Conquest of Granada, lovers also conflict with authority in this play in which Francisco Pizarro is the evil subordinate of Hernan Cortez, and the title character commits suicide at the end. In addition to the death of Montezuma in The Indian Emperor, this author depicted three sets of lovers in two intertwined plots in one play, which ends with Leonidas taking his rightful throne from Polydamas, and marrying Palmyra. He also wrote an epic poem in which the title hero’s defining trait is dullness, as a satire of Thomas Shadwell, and a drama depicting Antony and Cleopatra. For 10 points, who was this English Restoration writer, author of Marriage a la Mode, “MacFlecknoe” and All for Love?
ANSWER: John Dryden
12. The Greeks Megasthenes and Deimachus were sent as ambassadors to the first and second rulers of this polity. Demetrius I of Bactria began his devastating invasion of this empire after a coup overthrew their last ruler; his new empire would share the region with the Sunga Empire founded by the leader of that coup. The first ruler of this empire was advised by the author of a treatise on statecraft called the Arthashastra, Chanakya. That ruler consolidated his power by defeating Magadha, and he left a vast empire to his son Bindusara. This empire's third ruler was so sickened by his expansive military conquests that he built thousands of stupas and famously converted to Buddhism. For 10 points, name this Indian empire founded by Chandragupta and later ruled by Asoka.

ANSWER: Maurya Empire
13. One song by this band begins, “It was all just a dream, oh no... I wish it was real,” and later features the line, “I saw worlds, they don't stop, they're like us.” Their drummer formed a side project called Little Joy in 2007, while their vocalist released a solo album in 2009 entitled Phrazes for the Young. Their third album, First Impressions of Earth, includes “Vision of Division,” “Heart in a Cage,” and “Razorblade.” The chorus of another song by this band begins, “Yeah, the night's not over, you're not trying hard enough. Our lives are changing lanes, you ran me off the road.” That song, from their second album Room on Fire, is “Reptilia.” For 10 points, name this New York-based garage rock band fronted by Julian Casablancas, whose debut album was entitled Is This It? and whose other tracks include “12:51,” “Hard to Explain,” and “Someday.”

ANSWER: The Strokes

14. According to Herodotus, the Agathyrsi and Scythians were descended from Heracles and this figure, and he also alleged that Scylla was the daughter of Heracles and this figure whom he called the “Queen of the Forest.” Hesiod wrote that this figure had several children with her son Orthrus, but she is better known for the many children she had with her brother, another offspring of Tartarus and Gaia. After she and that brother failed to overthrow the Olympians, she dwelt in a cave near Arima before being slain by Argus Panoptes, while her brother was imprisoned under Mt. Etna. One of her children, the Crommyonian Sow, was killed by Theseus, while five of her children, including the dragon Ladon and the Lernaean Hydra, were killed by Heracles. A half-woman half-snake, for 10 points, name this “mother of all monsters” from Greek mythology, the mate of Typhon.

ANSWER: Echidna

15. A notable feature of the fifth and sixth programs by this name was the Virgin Lands Campaign. The first one was designed to replace a policy that had been adapted in the wake of the Kronstadt uprising. One of the results of the fourth was the foundation of Comecon. The third was aided by increased foreign trade due to the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact, but was hindered by the outbreak of war with Finland. The ninth and tenth were failures, which led to much lowered expectations for the eleventh and penultimate, which ended in 1985. For 10 points, name these economic programs of the Soviet Union, which involved setting specific economic goals to be met by the end of a namesake period of time.

ANSWER: Soviet Five-Year Plan

16. This programming language originated as a drag-and-drop shell prototype called Tripod, which did not feature a programmable language. The company that now owns it bought Tripod from its designer, added a simple language, and renamed it Ruby and later Thunder, the direct predecessor to this language. The heading of a method in this language may include Sub or Function after the more standard Public and Private. For loops are declared using the keywords “For” and “To,” or alternatively “For Each,” and “If” statements must terminate with an “End If.” For 10 points, name this easy-to-learn programming language originally designed by Alan Cooper and owned by Microsoft, which is not to be confused with similarly named Dark, REAL, and Pure languages.

ANSWER: Visual Basic

17. God is defined as a “helm and rudder” keeping the universe in line without actually intervening in the third book of this work. In the fourth book of this work, evil is presented as something that makes its perpetrators less human, so evildoers would actually prefer to be stopped. However, this definition necessitates a shift in the meaning of God, as later in the fourth book He is defined as the efficient cause of all things. This work also defines the “highest good” in two ways, by knowing God as perfect happiness, and through “true good” of virtue and sufficiency. Its author wrote the work, which also covers such topics as free will and predestination, as a dialogue between himself and Lady Philosophy. Written while its author awaited his execution for treason against King Theodoric the Great, for 10 points, name this work of Boethius. 
ANSWER: Consolation of Philosophy [or Consolatio Philosophiae]

18. A short story by this author follows the title characters as they slowly assume the lives of the Stones, who are on vacation, before Bill and Arlene accidentally lock themselves out of their apartment. That story, “Neighbors”, is found in a collection along with the stories “Are You A Doctor” and “Bicycles, Muscles, Cigarettes”; that collection is Will You Please Be Quiet, Please? His other works include two stories, one an expansion on the first, about a car accident that kills a boy and the baker who calls about that boy’s birthday cake in “The Bath” and “A Small Good Thing”. Writing about the death of Anton Chekov in “The Errand” and about Mel, Terri, Laura and Nick discussing the titular concept in another story, for 10 points, what twentieth century American short story writer, the author of “What We Talk About When We Talk About Love”?

ANSWER: Raymond Carver
19. This type of molecule can be formed from the Corey-Chaykovsky reaction, which reacts trimethylsulfonium iodide with an enone, or through the Simmons-Smith reaction where it is formed from the reaction of a cerbenoid with an alkene. A functionalized variant of this molecule can be formed through the reaction of a titanium reagent with an amine in the de Meijere variation of the Kulinkovich reaction, which uses an ester. Baeyer strain in this molecule can perhaps be explained by a model that attempts to describe its bonding using sp2 hybridization, doing away with bent or banana bonds, a model named for Walsh, and the cation of its alkene is the simplest aromatic compound. This is, for 10 points, what simplest cyclic alkane?

ANSWER: cyclopropane
20. One character in this work sings “La calunnia è un venticello” to suggest a way to get rid of the male protagonist, however, he and the primary antagonist of this opera are made fun of when the protagonist later escapes arrest with the singing of “Fredda ed immobile.” Don Basilio’s inability to keep Lindoro away leads to his being forced to take a bribe later in the work or take two bullets in the head, after the man called Lindoro again gains entry to the same house disguised as a singing tutor. The title character of this work, during his first appearance, sings an aria that includes the famous repetition of his name, “Largo al factotum,” and later he serves as a witness along with Lindoro on a document initially intended for Doctor Bartolo. For 10 points, name this opera that ends with the marriage of Rosina and Count Almaviva, all due to the efforts of Figaro, composed by Gioachino Rossini. 

ANSWER: The Barber of Seville [or The Useless Precaution or Il barbiere di Siviglia or L'inutile precauzione]

21. One member of this family wrote a novel about a motherless woman returning from boarding school that was initially rejected due to lesbian themes. In addition to The Little Less, she also wrote Old Maids Remember and It's Only the Sister. Another member of this family wrote a novel in which the protagonist is possessed by the title extraterrestrial after a suicide attempt. In addition to The Martian, he also wrote a book in which the title character is transformed into a famous singer by a hypnotist, until Svengali has a heart attack and she forgets how to sing. Another granddaughter in this family wrote a novel in which Mary travels to the title location, a haven for criminals, to be with her Aunt Patience, and another in which the title character fakes a pregnancy to get Maxim de Winter to kill her. For 10 points, what is this literary family consisting of the authors of Trilby, Jamaica Inn, and Rebecca?
ANSWER: du Maurier family
Bonuses
1. This was taken aboard the Kaiser Wilhelm II. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this iconic photograph bisected by a drawbridge, that also features an “inclining funnel” (which is actually a mast), and crowds of people in the title section of a ship.

ANSWER: The Steerage
[10] This photographer of The Hand of Man and Winter also took The Steerage.

ANSWER: Alfred Stieglitz
[10] Alfred Stieglitz’s best selling works at auction are portraits of this female artist, one in which her hands are emphasized, and one in which she is completely nude.

ANSWER: Georgia O’Keeffe
2. Identify the following opponents of FDR’s New Deal, for 10 points each.

[10] This Louisiana politician, known as the Kingfish, proposed a socialist plan titled “Share Our Wealth” but was assassinated shortly after announcing his bid to run for President in 1936.

ANSWER: Huey Long
[10] This priest used his radio program to criticize FDR and the New Deal. His anti-Semitic remarks would lead to his show’s cancellation in 1939.

ANSWER: Father Charles Coughlin
[10] This conservative faction, which strongly opposed the New Deal and American entry into World War II, included Howard Buffet, Zora Neale Hurston, and Ayn Rand as members.

ANSWER: Old Right
3. Answer the following about a school of psychology, for 10 points each.

[10] The basic tenet of this school is that the human mind has a tendency to view collections of objects as a holistic and comprehensible whole, as opposed to the separate parts which comprise them.

ANSWER: Gestalt

[10] This German psychologist wrote Experimental Studies of the Perception of Movement, which first described the phi phenomenon and is considered to be the founding document of the Gestalt school.

ANSWER: Max Wertheimer

[10] According to this law of Gestalt psychology, multiple objects moving in the same direction are perceived as a single unit, for example a flock of birds or a school of fish.

ANSWER: Law of Common Fate

4. Identify these famous free speech Supreme Court cases, for 10 points each.
[10] Although its outcome is unfavorable towards free speech, this 1927 case is most notable for Brandeis' Concurrence, which articulates the link between free speech and a democratic society and is regarded as one of the strongest defenses of freedom of speech.
ANSWER: Whitney v. California
[10] This 1973 decision established the eponymous three-part test that is still employed today for determining what constituted obscene material and reiterated that obscenity was not protected speech. 
ANSWER: Miller v. California
[10] This 1917 decision is the basis for the “clear and present danger” rule. It found that advocating against the draft during wartime posed a threat to the strength of the armed forces, and therefore was not protected speech.

ANSWER: Schenck v. United States
5. Answer the following about Islamic sects, for 10 points each.

[10] The second-largest denomination, they believe that Ali, son-in-law and cousin to the Prophet Muhammad, was the true first successor to the leadership of the Muslim community.

ANSWER: Shia [or Shiites]
[10] The overwhelming majority of Shias belong to this subset that derives their name from the number of Imams, or successors to the Prophet, they believe to have existed.

ANSWER: Twelvers [or Ithna Asheri or Ithna Ashariyyah]
[10] A minority sect of Shias, they share the first four Imams with the Twelvers, but they believe that the man they take their name from was chosen to be the fifth Imam instead of his older half-brother, Muhammad ibn Ali al-Baqir.

ANSWER: Zaidis
6. Answer the following questions about that handy-dandy immune system, for 10 points each.

[10] Amazingly specific, these proteins produced by B cells bind to the epitopes of antigens via antigen-binding sites consisting of light and heavy chains.

ANSWER: antibodies [or immunoglobulins]
[10] Present on the surface of mature B cells, this antibody class is produced early on in the antibody response to infection, and has high avidity for its targets because it pentamerizes when secreted from the B cells.

ANSWER: immunoglobulin M [or IgM]
[10] This component, present in polymerized IgM and IgA antibodies though not necessary for their polymerization, has been implicated in aiding IgA to enter into mucosal tissue.

ANSWER: J chain
7. Identify the following Middle Eastern writers, for 10 points each:

[10] His most recent novel, The Enchantress of Florence, describes a European’s claim that he is a member of the court of Akbar, although he may be better known for The Satanic Verses and Midnight’s Children.
ANSWER: Salman Rushdie
[10] This Palestinian poet wrote the prose poem “Memory for Forgetfulness” about the Lebanese Civil War; his poem “Identity Card” was included in his first collection Leaves of Olives.

ANSWER: Mahmoud Darwish
[10] This Syrian diplomat and poet wrote often about the city of Damascus and lamented the movement for Arab nationalism in poems like “Fatima Buys a Bird of Sorrow” and “I Must Ask the Homeland’s Permission.”

ANSWER: Nizar Qabbani
8. Name the following medieval kings of France, for 10 points each.

[10] This pious monarch's notable feats include botching the Seventh and Eighth Crusades and establishing a rare peace with England. He was canonized a few decades after his death, the only French king to be so honored.
ANSWER: Louis IX [prompt on Saint Louis; do not accept or prompt on Louis the Pious]

[10] This ruler managed to break up the Angevin Empire by fighting constant wars against the English. Earlier he embarked on the Third Crusade with his childhood friend Richard the Lionheart, though the two soon feuded and their kingdoms went back to war.

ANSWER: Philip II [or Philip Augustus; or Philippe Auguste]

[10] This king got himself captured while getting crushed by the Black Prince at the Battle of Poitiers, and then, after leaving his son as a replacement hostage so he could raise a ransom, voluntarily went back into custody when his son escaped, where he died.
ANSWER: John II [or John the Good; or Jean le Bon]
9. Identify the following theorems from calculus, for 10 points each.

[10] This theorem gives the relationship between a line integral and a double integral, a two-dimensional case of Stokes’ theorem.

ANSWER: Green’s theorem

[10] This theorem, sometimes also called Schwarz’s theorem, states that second partial derivatives commute, and thus the order of derivation does not change the answer.

ANSWER: Clairaut’s theorem

[10] This theorem allows multiple integrals to be computed as a series of iterated integrals, also stating that the order of integration does not change the result of the full integral.

ANSWER: Fubini’s theorem

10. For 10 points each, name the following Spanish writers.

[10] His play The Prodigal Son was allegedly booed off-stage but he bounced back with a novel involving a magistrate trying to seduce a miller’s wife, The Three-Cornered Hat.
ANSWER: Pedro Alarcon

[10] This playwright wrote of the crown in Peribanez and the Commander of Ocana and All Citizens are Soldiers; he also wrote about 1800 other plays, including La Arcadia and Sheep Well.
ANSWER: Lope de Vega

[10] This playwright won the Lope de Vega prize in 1949 for Story of a Stairway and in addition to translating the works of Bertolt Brecht, wrote The Concert at Saint-Ovide Fair, and Hoy es Fiesta.
ANSWER: Antonio Bueno Vallejo
11. For 10 points each, answer the following about the group of composers known as Les Six.

[10] The only female member of Les Six, she wrote many pieces for piano as well as the opera Zoulaina.
ANSWER: Germaine Tailleferre

[10] His orchestral works include an impression of a locomotive in motion entitled Pacific 231 and his impression of the titular sport in Rugby.

ANSWER: Arthur Honegger

[10] This other member of Les Six wrote a harpsichord concerto titled Rural Concerto, a work for chorus and orchestra called Gloria and also wrote multiple works for piano, including 15 Improvisations and Les soirees de Nazelles.
ANSWER: Francis Poulenc

12. Answer the following questions about a writer of “sensation novels” and his works, for 10 points each.

[10] In this novel, the titular stone is given as a present to Rachel Verinder on her 18th as a birthday present but stolen on the same night. It is eventually returned to the forehead of a statue in an Indian shrine.

ANSWER: The Moonstone

[10] This English novelist wrote The Moonstone, as well as Armadale and The Woman in White.
ANSWER: Wilkie Collins

[10] In this novel by Wilkie Collins, upon the death of her parents, Magdalen Vanstone discovers that she is an illegitimate daughter and hatches a plan to recover her father's fortune by marrying her cousin Noel Vanstone.

ANSWER: No Name
13. When the ancient Athenians weren't too busy inventing drama or building the Parthenon, they liked to spend their time fighting other Greeks. Name the following wars between Athens and fellow Hellenes, for 10 points each.
[10] Thucydides famously wrote an account of this war between the alliance systems of Athens and Sparta, major events of which included the Peace of Nicias and the Sicilian Expedition.

ANSWER: Second Peloponnesian War
[10] This war began when Chios, Cos, and Rhodes broke away from the Second Athenian Empire, violating their existing alliances with Athens. Rome fought a conflict of the same name a couple centuries later.

ANSWER: Social War

[10] When news of the death of Alexander the Great reached Greece, the Athenians and their allies revolted and besieged the Macedonian general Antipater in this war's namesake town. The siege was repulsed, and this war ended a year later at the Battle of Crannon.

ANSWER: Lamian War

14. Identify the following pieces of equipment commonly found in chemistry labs, for 10 points each.

[10] Chemistry lab students everywhere should recognize this long, graduated tube used to deliver accurate amounts of liquid, as it is commonly used when performing titrations.

ANSWER: burette [or buret]
[10] This small tube, usually made from glass or quartz, is used to hold liquid samples in spectroscopy instruments.

ANSWER: cuvette
[10] Often referred to as a manifold, this standard piece of lab equipment contains several adaptors connected to ports and is connected to a vacuum line and a source of inert gas like nitrogen or argon allowing air-sensitive reactions to be set up easily.

ANSWER: Schlenk line

15. Answer the following about a group of horrible dudes, for 10 points each.

[10] This black-clad radical organization stormed out of their rural bases in 1975 to capture their nation's capital and overthrow the government of Premier Lon Nol, establishing a brutal new regime.

ANSWER: Khmer Rouge [accept Kampuchean Communist Party]

[10] This member of the Cambodian royal family was the official head of state during the rule of the Khmer Rouge, though he only served as a figurehead for Pol Pot. He reigned twice as Cambodia's king.
ANSWER: Norodom Sihanouk

16. Identify the following about molecular spectroscopy, for 10 points each.

[10] These types of rules govern which electronic transitions are allowed and which are forbidden according to quantum mechanics, and are sometimes referred to as transition rules.

ANSWER: selection rule

[10] This selection rule states that electronic transitions in which symmetry is conserved are forbidden. This rule is relaxed in asymmetric molecules, allowing d to d transitions to take place.

ANSWER: Laporte rule

[10] This type of complex often produces vivid colors, involving electron transfer between metals and ligands. They can come in metal-to-ligand or ligand-to-metal varieties depending on their respective oxidation states.

ANSWER: charge-transfer complex

ANSWER: Steam
18. For 10 points each, name these Platonic dialogues.

[10] In this Platonic dialogue, Socrates uses a slave to demonstrate a basic geometric axiom, making the case for innate knowledge. The overall discussion concerns the nature of virtue.

ANSWER: Meno

[10] In this Platonic dialogue, Socrates and the titular character, a sophist, discuss whether virtue can be taught. All of Socrates's named friends from the Symposium are present except for Aristophanes.

ANSWER: Protagoras

[10] Though he does not give his name to a Platonic dialogue, this man is the one holding the banquet in Plato's Symposium. He also notably makes an appearance in Aristophanes's Thesmophoriazusae.

ANSWER: Agathon

19. Answer the following about a poet and his works, for 10 points each.

[10] This elegy on the assassination of President Lincoln states “And the great star early droop’d in the western sky in the night” after the titular opening line.

ANSWER: “When Lilacs Last in the Dooryard Bloom’d”
[10] This poet of “When Lilacs Last in the Dooryard Bloom’d” also honored Lincoln in his poem “O Captain My Captain.”

ANSWER: Walt Whitman
[10] Whitman’s collection “Leaves of Grass” contains this poem celebrating the physical form, whose title comes from the first line of the poem.

ANSWER: “I Sing the Body Electric”
20. For 10 points each, answer the following about characters from the Epic of Gilgamesh.
[10] This is the harlot who civilizes the wild man Enkidu by having sex with him for six days and seven nights.

ANSWER: Shamhat

[10] The survivor of the flood, he tells Gilgamesh how to reach the plant of heartbeat. Alas, it is stolen by a snake.

ANSWER: Utnapishti(m) [or Uta-Napishti or Atra-Hasis]
[10] This goddess attempts to sleep with Gilgamesh but he rejects her advances. She then borrows the Bull of Heaven and tries to kill Gilgamesh and Enkidu with it.
ANSWER: Ishtar

21. The Mongol Empire was far too huge to be administered as one state. Name some of its successors, for 10 points each.

[10] Kublai Khan founded this Chinese dynasty in 1260 after conquering its predecessor, the Song. Don't tell China we called them a successor state, though to be fair, all Mongol states technically owed allegiance to this dynasty.

ANSWER: Yuan Dynasty

[10] This Islamic khanate, named after a region of Europe, won its independence from the Golden Horde in the mid-fifteenth century. Ruled for its entire existence by the Giray Dynasty, it was eventually annexed by Catherine the Great.

ANSWER: Crimean Khanate

[10] This state, located in the former territory of Volga Bulgaria, broke away from the Golden Horde at around the same time as the Crimean Khanate. It fell after Ivan the Terrible's 1552 siege and capture of its namesake capital city.

ANSWER: Khanate of Kazan
