1.  The Etruscan deity of this phenomenon wears a large pileus and is omitted from the liver of Piacenza; that god is Sethlans. The Hindu deity of this phenomenon was forced by Indra to be born as the sage Agasthya. Another diety of this phenomenon was cut into 8 separate gods after killing his mother during birth. That Hindu deity is married to Svaha. The Greek deity of this phenomenon saved Achilles from drowning in the river Scamander. Over two hundred Vedic hymns are dedicated to the Hindu god of this classical element, whose face is often smeared with butter; that god is Agni. The Greek god associated with this element became lame after landing on Lemnos after falling for nine days and nine nights. For 10 points, name this element associated with the forge god Hephaestus.

ANSWER: Fire
2. This man was accused of faking an assassination attempt in which he dodged a bullet by diving behind a hedge. That incident was known as the “Observatory Affair.” During his presidency, this man passed the Badinter Act to abolish the death penalty, and one of his defense ministers resigned after this man ordered the attack on Greenpeace’s Rainbow Warrior ship. Prime ministers under him included Pierre Mauroy and Edouard Balladur, who served under the second “cohabitation”. The first of those was brought about by his party’s loss of control of parliament and so part of his reign featured joint rule with the RPR party of Chirac. For 10 points, name this French president from 1981 to 1995, noted for being the only Socialist to hold that position.

ANSWER: Francois Mitterrand
3. For a Lie algebra, this term defines the set of all elements a such that, for all elements in the algebra, the commutation operation between a and any of those elements yields zero. On a graph, this point is sometimes named for Jordan and is the set of all vertices with minimal eccentricity. Euler lines by definition pass through this point of the nine-point circle. In group theory, this term applies to the members of a group that commute with every other member and is often denoted Z, while the altitudes of a triangle meet at the point called the ortho- this. For 10 points, give this name, which, in geometry defines a position whose distance from the edge of a circle is the radius, since it is exactly in the middle.

ANSWER: center
4. In one of this man's works, Mary Thriplow manages to write novels even while having sex, and that work centers around people at the Tuscan villa of Mrs. Aldwinkle. A two week orgy on Belial Day's Eve features in a screenplay by William Tallis in another novel. One work sees Dr. Obispo and his assistant Peter develop a diet of carp intestines so Jo Stoyte can become immortal. Besides Those Barren Leaves and Apes and Essence, another work sees Helmholtz Watson exiled by Mustapha Mond. That novel sees the illegitimate son of the Director of Hatcheries kills himself. For 10 points, name this British author of After Many a Summer Dies the Swan and Point Counter Point, who created Bernard Marx and John the Savage in the futuristic novel Brave New World.
ANSWER: Aldous Leonard Huxley
5. This ruler successfully defeated Chnodomarius at the Battle of Strasbourg, capping his campaigns against the Alamanni. This man wrote a satire of his own habits directed at the citizens of Antioch in which he ridiculed his beard, the Misopogon. During a rest stop in Paris, his troops mutinied and declared him emperor, which almost prompted a civil war between this man and Constanius II. He was slain shortly after his victory at Ctesiphon, where he defeated the armies of Shapur II’s Sassanid Empire. As emperor, he rejected both the tetrarchal system of Diocletian and the religious values of Constantine. For 10 points, name this Roman Emperor from 355 to 363 CE, whose epithet refers to his Christian paganism in favor of the traditional Roman religion.

ANSWER: Julian the Apostate [accept Flavius Claudius Julianus or Julian the Philosopher]
6. A man with a mustache in the upper left of this painting is holding a pencil in his left hand, while two faded men are visible in the upper right, which contains an orangish tinge. In this panting that features Franklin West, a balding man with whitish gray hair and sideburns stands in the middle. The lower left of this painting features a hysterical and frightened looking woman wearing a bandana, who is covering part of her face with one of her hands. That man whose first name is Samuel, has blood on his hands. This work is based on Jefferson Medical College, and is currently housed in Philadelphia, a city often associated with its artist. For 10 points, Name this Thomas Eakins painting, a work that was painted before The Agnew Clinic.
ANSWER: The Gross Clinic
7. One character in this story is described as the sort of person who exchanges “market tips during dinner” and invites the “optometrist, the veterinarian, the real-estate dealer, and the dentist” to parties. That character, Grace Biswanger, calls the protagonist a “gate crasher.” The protagonist of this work has a beer can thrown at him while crossing Route 424, and is warmly greeted by the Grahams and the Bunkers. Near the end of this story, the protagonist is rebuffed by his former mistress, Shirley Adams, and then becomes anguished when he can no longer see the constellations of mid-summer. The protagonist of this story is returning from a party, but discovers an empty house without his wife or daughters. For 10 points, name this John Cheever short story about suburbanite Neddy Merrill, whose attempt to return home using his neighbors’ pools is a symbol of his mental breakdown.

ANSWER: “The Swimmer”
8. This work claims that "there is no general form of propositions" and emphasizes the limitations of ostensive definitions. H.P. Grice has criticised this work's Part II discussion of "seeing" for confusing semantics and pragmatics, and that section uses the examples of a fork and an optical illusion.  Part I of this work consists of 693 brief paragraphs and opens with a quote from Aristotle's Confessions, and this book uses the metaphor of a "beetle-in-a-box" to argue against the concept of a private language.  Famous for its duckrabbit and a discussion of "language games", for 10 points, name this posthumous work by the author of the Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus, Ludwig Wittgenstein.

ANSWER: Philosophical Investigations
9. One consequence of this theory is that the hyperbolic tangent of the sums of rapidities is equivalent to the sums of their hyperbolic tangents divided by one plus the product of their hyperbolic tangents. That equation closely parallels one concerning composition of velocities as a consequence of this theory. Transformation of coordinates in this theory is aided by Minkowski matrices which incorporate a factor equivalent to one over the square root of one minus beta squared. That factor divides the proper length to explain a phenomenon predicted in this theory and named for Lorentz and Fitzgerald. For 10 points, name this theory developed by Einstein describing length contraction and time dilation associated with objects traveling at near-light speeds.

ANSWER: special relativity
10. Among his six surviving cantatas are Orphee and Le berger fidele.  His instrumental music advanced beyond the style luthe of his predecessors and eschewed chaconnes in favor of rondeaux and binary forms, as seen in works for harpsichord such as Pieces des clavecin and arrangements from his Les Indes galantes. He unsuccessfully attempted to find an overtone-series basis for the minor triad in one of the first works to systematically analyze tonal music theory. This author of the Traite de l'harmonie was a major participant in a dustup prompted by the performance of Pergolesi's opera buffa La Serva Padrona in Paris, the Querelle des Bouffons. For 10 points, name this French Baroque rival of Jean-Baptiste Lully and composer of operas such as Hippolyte et Aricie and Castor et Pollux.
ANSWER: Jean-Philippe Rameau
11. Minor characters on this program have included Morris LaMotte, Tony Profaci, and the psychiatrist Elizabeth Olivet. The second season of this program opened with the death of Max Greevey, and another character, Claire Kincaid, died in a car accident. Current characters on this show include the former intelligence operative Cyrus Lupo and his partner, Kevin “Saint” Bernard. One memorable episode of this show saw Arthur Branch fire the character of Serena Southerlyn, who asked “Is this because I’m a lesbian?” A more famous character on this show is District Attorney Jack McCoy, who is played by Sam Waterston. For 10 points, name this long-running NBC procedural drama which presents both the investigation and prosecution of crimes “ripped from the headlines” and which also inspired such spinoffs as Special Victims Unit.

ANSWER: Law and Order
12. Preparation of certain polymers for this technique typically involves dissolving in a non-hygroscopic solvent before applying the sample to a cell. Preparing solids may involve pushing the sample through a die press to generate a translucent material for this technique or combining the sample with a mulling agent such as Nujol prior to application on potassium bromide salt plates. This technique produces a spectrum with a fingerprint region and characteristic absorbance leads to stretching and bending of bonds in molecules in this technique. It produces a broad peak for alcohols around 3300 inverse centimeters. For 10 points, name this spectroscopic technique using wavelength slightly longer than that of visible light.

ANSWER: IR spectroscopy [or infrared spectroscopy]
13. The perpetrator of this event reported that he didn't care about the wounded because they could simply go to the hospital themselves, and reportedly fired until he ran out of ammo; those facts are found in his testimony before the Hunter Commission. One of the primary causes for this event was a group of laws called the Black Acts, or the Rowlatt Acts, and two of the instigators of this event were Michael O’Dwyer and Reginald Dyer. Taking place in a city in the state of Punjab, it is sometimes referred to by the name of the location it took place in, Jallianwallah Bagh Park. For 10 points, name this attack 1919 on a temple in a namesake city in Northern India.
ANSWER: Amritsar Massacre [or Jallianwallah Bagh Massacre before metioned]
14. Rita Wolpert has criticized this work for exclusively portraying white, heterosexual characters. Hilke Kuhlmann's Living [this] examined sites inspired by this work, such as Twin Oaks and Los Horcones, which has since rejected the "planner-manager" system in favor of "personocracy".  One character in this work, Rachel Meyerson, is in charge of "Clothing for Women", and the ideas in this book featuring Professor Burris and a 1,000-person society headed by T. E. Frazier were expanded upon in Beyond Freedom and Dignity.  For 10 points, name this utopian, behaviorism-promoting work, which B.F. Skinner titled as a sort of sequel to a Henry David Thoreau work.
ANSWER: Walden Two
15. One character in this work is a simple farmer who owns a “big orchard” and becomes overcome with homesickness after seeing a cherry tree. Another character in this work is originally despised by the others until he becomes a cook and gives the protagonist free sugar and butter. Yet another character, Leer, ends up bleeding to death, causing the protagonist to wonder “what use is it to him now that he was such a good mathematician in school?” A key scene in this novel sees the protagonist desperately apologizing to the slain Gerald Duval, a French printer. One important symbol in this work is a pair of boots which pass from various characters as they are slain. The protagonist of this work and his friends are encouraged to enlist by Kantorek, their former schoolmaster. For 10 points, name this German novel describing the horrors of World War I, the best known work of Erich Maria Remarque. 

ANSWER: All Quiet on the Western Front [or Im Westen Nichts Neues]
16. After this presidential election, the losing party set up a commission to review its nomination procedures, named after Donald Fraser and a Senator from South Dakota. One candidate who failed to win the Republican nomination said he had been “brainwashed” by the American military, while this election saw a strong third party challenger whose running mate was Air Force General Curtis LeMay. At the Democratic convention before this election, the Yippies satirically nominated “Pigasus,” while Mayor Richard Daley’s police violently suppressed demonstrators in Chicago. For 10 points, name this presidential election which saw Richard Nixon defeat both George Wallace and Hubert Humphrey.
ANSWER: Presidential Election of 1968 [accept clear equivalents]
17. While this man was dying, he urged the king to shoot arrows out of a window, and became angry when the king only fired three times. This man had previously cursed his greedy servant Gehazi for dishonestly taking reward money from a Syrian. This man’s curse made Gehazi inherit the leprosy which that Syrian, Naaman, once had. When attacked by Ben-Hadad, this man was protected by the spiritual “chariots of fire.” Miracles this man performed was multiplying the oil possessed by a poor widow and calling upon bears to maul youths who made the mistake of calling this man a “baldhead.” This man was given a double portion of his mentor’s spirit, enabling him to perform more miracles than that man, who ascended into heaven in a chariot. For 10 points, name this successor to Elijah, whose miracles and deeds are recorded in the Biblical book of Second Kings.

ANSWER: Elisha
18. One of this man's poems demands “Lock up your angst and musings” and that “we're drunk today, all day, each day.” Besides “A Hundred Ways to Pray”, another work addresses “the light, the banquet night, the victim's victory” and claims “Love may end me.” “I have a cave”, this man wrote a collection which poetically retold stories such as “The Chinese and Greek Artists” and “The Oilman and His Parrot.” That work is prefaced by a poem claiming “you will endure and matter more, inimitably pure” and that “No raw mind can see through a ripe mind's eye.” The author of “The Song of the Reed”, his death prompted Sultan Walad to found the Malawiyah order and he named his Great Work after his teacher Shams. For 10 points, name this Persian poet and author of the Masnavi or Spiritual Couplets.

ANSWER: Jalāl ad-Dīn Muḥammad Rūmī or Mowlānā

19.  This man's Shingle-style buildings include residences for J.B. Tarbox and Charles Noyes. This designer of the only permanent building from the Louisiana Purchase Exposition, now the St. Louis Art Museum, included a gold-leaved dome for his West Virginia State Capitol.  One of his works uses Ionic columns in its interior, while the front features two rows of eight Corinthian columns as well as a pediment with William Howard Taft and John Marshall in Roman garb; another building of his was the tallest in the world until the Chrysler Building overtook it.  For 10 points, name this architect of the United States Supreme Court Building and the Woolworth Building.
ANSWER: Cass Gilbert
20. Recent results have shown that S100B levels in the serum can indicate progression of this disease, and neuron-specific enolase levels can be used to measure its morphological status. Tacrine can provide temporary relief to sufferers, and long-term effects of this disease are likely caused by the release of beta-secretase. One hypothesis states that it is abnormalities in tau proteins that lead to this disease. Sufferers of this disease experience plaques and tangles in the brain as a result of beta-amyloid accumulation. Suffocation of neurons and defects in proper electrochemical signaling suggest this disease is linked with deficiencies in acetylcholine synthesis. For 10 points, name this disease associated with memory loss in the elderly.

ANSWER: Alzheimer’s disease
TB1. Aliases used in this work include “Licio” and “Cambio,” names used by two characters when posing as tutors. The protagonist is served by such men as Curtis and Grumio. A key scene in this play sees a character insisting that the sun in the sky is actually the moon. This play is actually a play within a play, as the main drama is viewed by the drunken tinker Christopher Sly, who has been tricked into believing he is a lord. The ending of this play sees characters betting a hundred crowns that their wife will come when called for, with the titular character describing how a husband “is thy lord, thy life, thy keeper.” Set in Padua, this play revolves around the courtship of Baptista’s daughter Bianca. For 10 points, name this Shakespearean comedy where Petruchio marries and properly trains the headstrong Katherina, the titular angry woman.
ANSWER: The Taming of the Shrew
Bonuses

1.  This man’s most famous poem mentions the “Barcan wilderness” and the Oregon River. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this editor of the New York Evening Post, a nineteenth century American poet best known for his poetic musing on death, “Thanatopsis.”

ANSWER: William Cullen Bryant
[10] This Bryant poem discusses the titular animal making its “solitary way” towards “thy sheltered nest.” Bryant claims a divine power guides the path of the creature.

ANSWER: “To a Waterfowl”

[10] In this essay, Edgar Allan Poe praised Bryant’s poem “June.” This posthumously published work of literary criticism attacked the “heresy of The Didactic” in poetry.

ANSWER: “The Poetic Principle”
2. Answer the following about a certain effect for 10 points each.

 [10] This magnetic analog of the Stark effect sees a splitting in spectral lines in the presence of a weak magnetic field.

ANSWER: Zeeman effect

[10] This related effect occurs when the strength of the magnetic field is strong enough to decouple orbital and spin angular momenta resulting in a different pattern of splitting.

ANSWER: Paschen-Back effect

[10] One quantity useful in calculating splitting effects is the spin g-factor, which has been determined be slightly greater than 2 due to this shift in spectral lines due to the 2p one-half state being slightly lower than 2s one-half.

ANSWER: Lamb shift
3. Answer the following about some mythological beings from Japan, for 10 points each:

[10] This word refers to the spirits or natural forces worshiped in the Shinto faith. Notable examples include Amaterasu and Hachiman, the god of war.

ANSWER: kamis

[10] This kami is the Shinto god of the moon. This brother of Amaterasu killed the goddess of food, angering his sister, which explains why the sun and the moon are separated.

ANSWER: Tsukuyomi-no-Mikoto

[10] The kami Inari is associated with this animal, whose white varieties act as his messengers. These animals are believed to have shapeshifting powers, with tails that generate fire or lightning.

ANSWER: foxes
4. Answer the following about some North American ruins. For 10 points each:
[10] These ruins contain The Temple of the Golden Jaguar. This site was ruled by Spearthrower Owl and First Crocodile and is located in the Petén Region of Guatemala.
ANSWER: Tikal
[10] Tikal was home to this civilization, also known for Chichen Itza, which is located in Mexico. Some people in their mythology include Ixchel, Hunab Ku, and Chaac.
ANSWER: Quiche Maya(n) [or Quiche Maya(s), etc.]
[10] This Mayan city is located in the western portion of Honduras. It was ruled by the awesomely named Xukpi Kingdom, as well as someone name 18 Rabbit.
ANSWER: Copán
5. This substance discovered by Virchow is composed of PLP, MOG, and MBP proteins. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this substance whose insulation speeds up conduction along an axon.

ANSWER: myelin sheath

[10] While myelination of axons is performed by Schwann cells in the PNS, it is performed by these glial cells in the central nervous system.

ANSWER: oligodendrocytes [or oligodendroglia]

[10] Schwann cells wrapped tightly around nerves can leave behind small amounts of cytoplasm indenting the myelin, thereby forming these doubly eponymous clefts along myelin sheath.

ANSWER: Schmidt-Lanterman incisures/clefts
6. Tracks on this piece of music include “So What,” “Flamenco Sketches,” “Freddie Freeloader,” and “Blue in Green.” For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 1959 modal jazz album that features Bill Evans and Wynton Kelly. 
ANSWER: Kind of Blue
[10] This trumpet player was the bandleader and composer for Kind of Blue.  His other albums include Bitches Brew, In a Silent Way, and The Birth of the Cool.
ANSWER: Miles Davis
[10] Miles Davis adapted the second movement of this man’s guitar concerto Concierto de Aranjuez for the opening track of his Sketches of Spain.
ANSWER: Joaquín Rodrigo Vidre
7. An antagonist in this novel is Bentley Drummle, who marries the protagonist’s true love. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Dickens novel about Phillip “Pip” Pirrip, an orphan who loves Estella, the adopted daughter of the vicious spinster Miss Havisham.
ANSWER: Great Expectations
[10] Pip’s mysterious financial benefactor in the book turns out to be this convict, who was once treated kindly by Pip before being deported to New South Wales. The true father of Estella, his enemy is the nefarious Compeyson.
ANSWER: Abel Magwitch [accept either]
[10] One of Pip’s friends in London is this man, the clerk to the lawyer Jaggers. He lives in a house designed like a castle and takes care of his father, whom he refers to as “The Aged Parent” or “The Aged P.”
ANSWER: John Wemmick [accept either]
8. He based one of his musical works on Lope de Vega’s The Valencian Widow, and another on Mikhail Lermontov’s Masquerade. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Armenian composer of the ballet Gayane, which features the “Dance of the Rose Maidens” and the “Sabre Dance.”
ANSWER: Aram Ilych Khachaturian
[10] This Khatachturian ballet includes a part titled “Dance Of The Pirates”, and is named for a guy who led a revolt in the 1st century B.C. 
ANSWER: Spartacus
[10] This prolific American composer was also of Armenian descent. The most famous of his sixty-seven numbered symphonies is probably the second, Mysterious Mountain.
ANSWER: Alan Hovhaness [or Alan Vaness Chakmakjian]
9.  This work’s preface states that it “belongs to the most rare of men,” and “some men are born posthumously.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work named for a religious figure, and subtitled "An Attempt at a Criticism of Christianity".
ANSWER: Der/The Anti-Christ: An Attempt at a Criticism of Christianity [or Der/The Anti-Christian: An Attempt at a Criticism of Christianity]
[10] The Anti-Christ was written by this German philosopher. This man talked about why he wrote such great books in Ecce Homo, and created a madman that says “God is Dead” in The Gay Science. 
ANSWER: Friedrich William Nietzsche
[10] Nietzche's The Anti-Christ was translated into English by this writer for the American Mercury who covered the Scopes trial and wrote about the "development of English" in The American Language.
ANSWER: Henry Louis Mencken
10. In honor of Penn Bowl’s main site, answer the following about the 1980 and 2008 baseball champions, the Philadelphia Phillies, for 10 points each:

[10] The first baseman for the Phillies is this 2006 NL MVP, a powerful slugger who also hawks Subway’s Philly cheese steaks. In the 2009 World Series, he struck out a record 13 times.

ANSWER: Ryan James Howard
[10] This other baseball franchise shared Philadelphia with the Phillies from 1901 to 1955, when it moved to Kansas City. It was managed for fifty years by Connie Mack.

ANSWER: The Athletics (accept Oakland Athletics or A’s)

[10] In 2009, this longtime radio announcer and “voice of the Phillies” passed away. This legendary announcer also narrated many NFL Films productions and coined the catch phrase “outta here!” for a home run.

ANSWER: Harry Norbert Kalas
11. Answer the following about complex analysis for 10 points each.

[10] For a given complex number a+bi, this is the name given to a-bi. The product of this and the complex number yields a real number given by a2+b2.

ANSWER: complex conjugate
[10] A theorem named for this man states that any complex-valued function that is entire and bounded is constant. Sturm and this man name a set of eigenvalue problems for certain differential equations

ANSWER: Joseph Liouville
[10] The complex numbers are this type of set where every Cauchy sequence in the set converges to a limit in the set.

ANSWER: complete
12. This battle was also known as the “Battle of the Nations” for its massive size. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1813 battle that took place in Germany. Napoleon Bonaparte was decisively defeated by a coalition of enemies, including Prussia, Austria, and Russia, and he was forced in exile to Elba the following spring.

ANSWER: Battle of Leipzig
[10] This Prussian Field Marshal not only helped defeat Napoleon at Leipzig, he also played an instrumental role in the coalition victory over Napoleon at Waterloo a few years later.

ANSWER: Gebhard Leberecht von Blücher
[10] Also at Leipzig was the Swedish Crown Prince Carl Johan, a former marshal under Napoleon. Carl Johan later became King Charles XIV of Sweden and founded this Swedish house, which takes its name from Carl Johan’s French family name.

ANSWER: Bernadotte
13. One person with this last name painted River View of Nijmegen with the Valkhof. For 10 points each:
[10] Another person with this last name painted Bentheim Castle, and Jewish Cemetery. Those two people are named Salomon and Jacob.
ANSWER: van Rusidael
[10] This Dutch artist who lived in Haarlem (the one in the Netherlands) painted works such as The Merry Toper, The Archers of St. Hadrian, and Malle-Babbe.
ANSWER: Franz Hals
[10] This most famous Franz Hals work features a title person with a hat and a certain facial expression. It is currently housed in England’s Wallace Collection.
ANSWER: The Laughing Cavalier
14. Part of this novel takes place at a school for women, and this novel features lesbians. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work that includes characters like Watanuku, Mitsuko, and Sonoko.

ANSWER: Quicksand [or Manji]

[10] Quicksand was written by this man who wrote a novel in diary form called The Key. He wrote of Sachiko, Taeko, Yukiko, and Tsurko in The Makioka Sisters.

ANSWER: Tanizaki Junichiro

10] Tanizaki was influenced by this author of a trilogy including Sanshiro and The Gate. Sensei recounts how he was betrayed by his uncle and in turn betrayed his friend K in this man's Kokoro.

ANSWER: Natsume Soseki (either is acceptable) or Natsume Kinnosuke

15. Answer the following about some models of international trade for 10 points each:
[10] This man's theory of international trade is based on comparative advantage, which urges states to specialize in producing goods with the lowest opportunity cost.  He also formulated the iron law of wages.
ANSWER: David Ricardo
[10] Another trade theory is this one which has four major components, including factor price equalization and the Rybczynski Theorem.  It has been challenged by the Leontief paradox. 
ANSWER: Heckscher–Ohlin model 
[10] This economist used the idea of network effects to create his New Trade Theory, which accounts for monopolistic competition and economies of scale in its critique of classical models.
ANSWER: Paul Krugman
16. Answer the following about assassinations throughout history, for 10 points each.

[10] This Russian terrorist organization masterminded the death of Czar Alexander II. As its title indicates, it supposedly stood for such democratic reforms as freedom of speech and self-determination.

ANSWER: People’s Will [or Narodnaya Volya]

[10] The 1914 assassination of this Austrian archduke by the Black Hand in Sarajevo served as the impetus for the formation of the Triple Alliance and Triple Entente powers.

ANSWER: Franz Ferdinand
[10] After this Nazi security chief was assassinated by Czech agents in 1942 in Operation Anthropoid, the Nazis viciously enacted retribution against the Czechs, most notably completely destroying the village of Lidice.

ANSWER: Reinhard Tristan Eugen Heydrich
17. The Rosenmund-von Braun reaction involves an aromatic subset of these compounds, and these compounds are also formed in the Thorpe Reaction. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this class of compounds with a carbon nitrogen triple bond.

ANSWER: nitrile
[10] This acid-catalyzed reaction between nitriles and alcohols is a series of nucleophilic additions which forms both imino esters in its namesake salts. Those salts can then be hydrolyzed to form a traditional ester.

ANSWER: Pinner Reaction

[10] Another nitrogen-containing compound is this one with formula N2H4. It is useful in catalyzing the reduction of ketones into alkanes in a certain doubly-eponymous reaction.

ANSWER: hydrazine
18. This religious holiday is known as the “festival of lights.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this five-day festival celebrated by Hindus, Sikhs, and Jains, in which adherents light lamps filled with oil to signify the triumph of good over evil.

ANSWER: Diwali [accept Dipavali or Deepavali]

[10] Some adherents of Diwali believe this goddess visits homes to bestow her blessings during the festival. Adherents must ritually clean their homes to please this Hindu goddess of wealth and fertility.

ANSWER: Lakshmi
[10] Another day of Diwali sees Hindus use fireworks to remember the death of this demon king, who oppressed the Devas until he was slain by Krishna and his wife Satyabhama.

ANSWER: Narakasura [or Naraka]
19. Abraham Lincoln once dubbed the Army of the Potomac this man’s “bodyguard.” For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this master organizer and Civil War general who opposed Lincoln in the 1864 election, but is best remembered for his hesitancy during both the Peninsula Campaign and the battle of Antietam.
ANSWER: George Brinton McClellan
[10] After his failure to aggressively pursue Robert E. Lee after Antietam, McClellan was replaced by this Union general, who proceeded to get his butt kicked at both Fredericksburg and the Battle of the Crater.
ANSWER: Ambrose Everett Burnside
[10] This Ohio Copperhead wrote the "peace" plank for McClellan's 1864 Democratic presidential bid, and was the inspiration for Edward Hale's "The Man Without A Country".
ANSWER: Clement Vallandigham
20. Archbishop Turpin demands that the owner of this horn blow it, and said owner’s temples burst from the effort. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this horn used to summon Charlemagne.

ANSWER: Oliphant
[10] Oliphant is used by the titular hero of this epic about the battle of Roncevalles.

ANSWER: Song of Roland or Chanson De Roland
[10] The song of Roland was written in the Anglo-Norman dialect of French. Another important literary dialect of French was this language, notably used by troubadours such as Bertran de Born and Arnaut Daniel.

ANSWER: Occitan [accept Provencal]
