TOSSUPS

1. Jonas Caldwell, Patrick Carr, Samuel Gray, and Samuel Maverick were among the victims.  Robert Treat Paine led the prosecution, but failed to win the conviction of Thomas Preston and four other men represented by Josiah Quincy and John Adams—despite enflamed public opinion resulting, in part, from Paul Revere’s depiction of the event.  For 10 points—name this skirmish of March 1770, in which Crispus Attucks and four other men were killed by British soldiers.

the Boston Massacre

2. Its name is derived from the Guarauno meaning “a place to paddle,” since it is one of the few major navigable rivers in the region.  It begins on Mount Delgado Chalbaud, passes through stone plateaus called tepuys on its way through the Guyana Shield, forms part of the border with Colombia, and enters the Caribbean through a delta after traversing the planes known as the llanos.  For 10 points—name this longest river of Venezuela.

Orinoco River

3. He developed an interest in the supernatural soon before he died, producing such works as The Political History of the Devil and An Essay on the History and Reality of Apparitions––years after he wrote such early English ghost stories as “The Ghost of Dorothy Dingley.”  He wrote the mock ode “A Hymn to the Pillory” in prison in 1703, soon after writing the satiric poem “The Shortest Way with the Dissenters,” but is better known for the Jounral of the Plague Year and the novel Moll Flanders.  For 10 points— name this Englishman who retold the story of Alexander Selkirk in his novel Robinson Crusoe.


Answer: Daniel Defoe (or Daniel Foe)

4. Like GABA and glutamic acid, this nonessential amino acid can inhibit neurotransmitter signals in the central nervous system.  Though it is sometimes found in alpha helices, it is more common in triple helical molecules, such as collagen.  It is the only amino acid which is not optically active, due to its lack of a chiral center.  For 10 points—name this amino acid whose possession of a single hydrogen as its R-component makes it the simplest amino acid.

Answer: glycine
5. Early in this work the author considers a scenario in which a small group of people has been placed on an island and cut off from society, forcing them to create their own government. Following this, the author attacks the unnatural state of a monarchy and the undesired effects of a hereditary succession system, as well as the complexities and absurdities in the English constitution, finally concluding that it is time for the colonies to declare independence and establish a government which will provide the greatest security at the least expense. FTP, what is this pamphlet which helped to provoke the American Revolution, written by Thomas Paine?


Answer: Common Sense
6. Early accounts stating that this Arthurian hero’s strength increased until noon and then waned hint at his origins in solar myth.  The son of Lot and Margause, he defeats and kills his mother’s lover Sir Lamerok and Morgan Le Fey’s son Sir Uwayne. He avenges the death of his father by killing Pellinore with his brother Gaheris, but is killed after twice challenging Launcelot to single combat. Known as “the Courteous”, he is denied the Grail on account of his sins. For 10 points––identify this Arthurian hero who beheaded the Green Knight.

Answer:  Sir Gawain (accept, but be surprised to hear, Gwalchmei, Gauvain, or Galvanus)

7. Critics mocked him as “Comrade Lavatory Lover,” because he insisted on equipping the Moscow Metro with the most up-to-date toilets while serving as regional party chief in the 1930s. During much of the 1940s he headed the Ukrainian Communist Party, where he organized the post-WWII reconstruction of the region. In his famous Secret Speech of 1956 he established the tenor of his time in power, secured after his defeat of his rivals Bulganin, Malenkov, and Molotov. Known for his role in the Cuban Missile Crisis, FTP, who was this successor of Stalin as head of the Soviet Union? 

Answer:
Nikita (Sergeevich) Khrushchev

8. She disapproves of the mentality represented by her in-law, Squire Winter.  While on vacation in Venice, she employs the gondoliers Daniele and Giovanni, while unbeknownst to her, Bertha Coutts has returned to Wragby, thwarting her plans.  Her family includes Hilda, her elder sister, and Sir Malcolm, her father, who disapprove of her husband Clifford.  She too despises Clifford, and as a result carries on an affair with the gamekeeper Oliver Mellors.  FTP, name this titular noblewoman of a once controversial D.H. Lawrence novel named for her lover.


Answer: Lady Chatterley or Constance Chatterley or Connie Chatterley

9. His father, Samuel, was a painter who specialized in drawing animals, and gave him an early background in sketching and tracing that helped him in his later career.  After tracing the scenes from the walls of the tombs at Bani Hassan, he worked under Flinders Petrie, who thought he would never become a competent excavator.  But after resigning from the British Antiquities Service, he won the sponsorship of Lord Carnarvon.  For 10 points—name this achaeologist, the discoverer of the tomb of Tutankhamen.

10. GNU Guile is one language derived from it. It has a 1300 page draft standard, prompting the development of the Scheme dialect, a version stressing simplicity which is often taught in introductory CS classes and is specified in only fifty pages.  Invented by John McCarthy at MIT, it is known for its ability to manipulate information contained in parentheses, including other programs, leading to its extensive use in the field of artificial intelligence. FTP, what is this programming language whose name is short for "list processing"?

Answer: LISP (prompt if "Scheme" is given as an early buzz)
11. This musician got his start replacing the legendary King Oliver in Kid Ory’s band, and after serving as lead cornet soloist for Fletcher Henderson’s band recorded his early masterpieces, the Hot Five and Hot Seven recordings, which included songs like “Potato Head Blues”. He abandoned the cornet for his trademark instrument, and after forming his “All-Star” sextet became renown for both his non-stop tour schedule and for his command of the high registers and melodic inventiveness, which contrasted with the gruff voice he used to became the first great jazz singer, incorporating scat singing on recordings of “Hello, Dolly!” and “Mack the Knife”. FTP, who was this great trumpeter known as “Satchmo”?


Answer: Louis Armstrong
12. He made a treaty with John XII extending the temporal power of the papacy, with a clause giving him the ability to ratify their election, and shortly thereafter deposed the pope and replaced him with Leo VIII. The brother of St. Bruno, he had to return home to quash his son Liudolf's rebellion soon after assuming the title King of the Lombards, and later fought back a Magyar invasion at the Battle of Lechfeld. The son of Henry the Fowler, FTP, who was this man who in 962 was crowned the first Holy Roman Emperor?

Answer: Otto I

13. His name is given to both the “A coefficient of spontaneous emission” and the “B coefficient” used in the quantum theory of radiation, while in astronomy his name is used with that of de Sitter’s to designate a type of universe in which the mean density of matter is precisely matched to the critical density. One of his equations holds that the maximum kinetic energy of electrons emitted in the photoemissive effect is hf minus W, while in chemistry his name is given to the element with atomic number 99. With Bose the namesake of the fifth state of matter, FTP, who is this scientist probably best known for his equation E equals mc squared?


Answer: Albert Einstein
14. In one plot development, Mauricio Babilonia is paralyzed after being shot due to his tryst with Meme, whose outgoing nature leads her to invite 72 of her friends home from boarding school. The fortune-teller Pilar Ternera and the gypsy Melquiades provide guidance to the members of the central family, which is held together for many year by Ursula Iguaran in spite of the turmoil caused by the rebellion of Colonel Aureliano Buendia. Set in the town of Macondo, FTP, what is this masterpiece of magical realism by Gabriel Garcia Marquez?


Answer: One Hundred Years of Solitude
15. The efforts of Edwin Sandys were greatly responsible for its formation. Originally consisting of 14 members, it soon expanded to 22 members who conducted business under the guidance of secretary John Pory. Originally established by George Yeardley, it governed alone during the Puritan Revolution, and consisted of two representatives from each settlement. FTP, what was this Virginia colonial assembly, the first elective governing body in the colonies?


Answer: House of Burgesses
16. Later paintings like Persephone and Bower Meadow were created during his time as invalid recluse.  This followed a period that included such canvases as La Ghirlandata and Monna Vanna, but his prolific output would end after he disinterred some writings he had buried with his wife in 1869.  Today he is known for such paintings as The Girlhood of Mary Virgin, Ecce Ancilla Domini, and Beata Beatrix.  FTP, name this English artist, the leader of the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood.


Answer: Dante Gabriel Rossetti
17. Later leaders of this family included Alexander Jannaeus, Queen Salome Alexandria, Aristobulus I, and John Hyrcanus. Alternatively named for their ancestor * Hashmon, they were ousted from power by Pompey in 63 BCE. They rose to prominence with the rebellion of Mattathias of Modin, and after his death his cause was continued by his sons Simon, Jonathon, and Judas, who was the most successful due to his defeat of Antiochus IV. FTP, what was this Jewish family whose rededicating of the recently-desecrated Temple of Jerusalem is celebrated during Hanukkah?


Answer: Maccabees (accept Hasmonians until *)

18. Composed of a median lobe and two lateral lobes, this organ’s main product is a fluid composed of a mixture of acid phosphatase, citric acid, and fibrolysin. A conglomerate of 30 to 50 tubular or saclike glands surrounded by interstitial tissue, it is a chestnut-shaped organ directly beneath the bladder and surrounding the urethra which adds secretions to the sperm. FTP, what is this male organ known to become enlarged in the elderly?


Answer: prostate gland

19. His trip to Russia inspired the non-fiction work “All-Out on the Road to Smolensk” and the novel “All Night Long”. He began writing as early as 1928, first publishing two novellas, “The Bastard” and “Poor Fool”. He gained some fame for stories like “Saturday Afternoon”, “My Old Man’s Bailing Machine”, and “Country Full of Swedes”, but true success came with his novels centering on grotesque families, such as “God’s Little Acre”. The one-time husband of Margaret Bourke-White, FTP, who is this novelist responsible for “Tobacco Road”?


Answer: Erskine Caldwell
20. As a result of his political activities he was kidnapped for 10 days while staying in London during his worldwide travels. Author of “Fundamentals of National Reconstruction”, late in his life he organized the Whampoa Military Academy to encourage his proposed Northern Expedition. The first graduate of the College of Medicine in Hong Kong, he soon failed to instigate an uprising in Canton, and later founded the Alliance Society to promote nationalism, democracy, and livelihood, his “Three Principles of the People”. FTP, who was this Chinese revolutionary, the first head of government after the overthrow of the Qing dynasty?


Answer: Sun Yat-Sen

21. After the founding of Ayuthia, the power of this empire declined.  This had already begun when their capital was sacked by the rival Chams’ state.  Its golden age began with the rule of Yasovarman I, a descendant of Jayavarman II, who had united this empire.  It held sway over the lower Menam and left its mark with the magnificent temple complex of Angkor Wat.  FTP, name this ancient kingdom of Laos and Cambodia that lent its name to a 20th-century Cambodian communist group known as the “rouge”.


Answer: Khmer empire (prompt on early buzz of “Cambodians”)

1. FTPE, stuff about an author.

1. (10 points) As drama critic of Vanity Fair and book reviewer for the New Yorker, this woman became famous for her caustic wit, seen in the poetry collection “Enough Rope” and the story collections “After Such Pleasures” and “Here Lies”.


Answer: Dorothy Parker
2. (10 points) Dorothy Parker became famous as the leader of this group of New Yorkers, including Robert Sherwood, Harpo Marx, Alexander Woollcott, and Robert Benchley, who met at a namesake hotel to engage in witty conversation.

Answer: Algonquin Round Table 
3. (10 points) Parker won the O. Henry Award for this story of Hazel Morse, an alcoholic depressed with her life and tired of her many lovers who eventually attempts suicide. 

Answer: Big Blonde
2. Also known as immunoglobulins, they are commonly divided into five classes.  FTP each, name—

A. These immune related compounds.

B. Antibodies are produced by these white-blood cells divided into B and T types.

4. He served two terms as president, defeating New York Governor Horatio Alger and publisher Horace Greeley in successive campaigns, and left office as a popular leader despite an aura of scandal.  For 10 points each:

A. Name this general-turned-Republican president.

Answer:
Ulysses S. Grant
B. In 1880, this Republican faction pushed for Grant’s re-nomination for president.  They were disappointed when he was not re-nominated, but were mollified when Chester Arthur was nominated for vice president.

Answer:
Stalwarts

C. The leader of the Stalwarts, this man was a New York senator and leader of the Radical Republicans who championed the Spoils System and refused to serve in Garfield’s cabinet.


Answer:
Roscoe Conkling

5. Identify the following concerning World War I-era literature FTPE.

A.  This writer published three books of poetry during the war, including Fairies and Fusiliers, but he is probably best known for his prose works, such as Goodbye to All That and I, Claudius, and for his nonfiction works like The White Goddess.

B.  While visiting a friend at Craiglockhart Hospital, Graves met this warpoet, a friend of Siegfried Sassoon and author of “Anthem for Doomed Youth” and “Strange Meeting”.  

answer:  Wilfred Owen 

C.  Owen’s most famous poem describes a gas attack.  Identify this poem, the title of which is taken from an ode by Horace.

answer:  Dulce et Decorum Est
6. Name these sculptors of the Renaissance, FTP each:

A. This teacher of Leonardo da Vinci left his mark with the equestrian statue of Bartolomeo Colleoni.


Answer: Andrea del Verrocchio
B. He did a series of sculptures for Or San Michele in Florence but is best-known for defeating Brunneleschi in a competition to design a set of doors to the baptistery in Florence.


Answer: Lorenzo Ghiberti
C. His sculptures include the Florentine Pieta, and the Dying Slave.

Answer: rest mass of the electron
8. Answer the following about Babylonian mythology FTPE.

A. This king of the city of Erech is best known in myth for the adventures he undertakes with his friend Enkidu.


Answer: Gilgamesh
B.  Known by the Sumerians as Inanna, this Babylonian love goddess was spurned by Gilgamesh, and is later killed by her sister Ereshkigal after she descends into the underworld. 

Answer:  Ishtar 

C.  Ishtar went to the underworld to search for this son, brother, and lover, a vegetation god who was said to die every summer.  

Answer:  Tammuz (accept Dumuzi and any reasonable variants)

9. Name these famous French ministers who also doubled as cardinals, FTP each:

A. This so-called “Red Eminence” was a rabid anti-Huguenot and was chief minister to King Louis XIII.


Answer: Armand Jean du Plessis duc de Richelieu
B. Cardinal Richelieu was the mentor of this minister to the French regent Anne of Austria.  His heavy taxation helped ignite the six-year revolt known as the Fronde.


Answer: Jules Mazarin
C. Chief minister to Louis XV from 1726 to 1743, this cardinal excelled in foreign policy, forming a close relationship with Robert Walpole and Great Britain.


Answer: Andre Hercule de Fleury
10. Name the following about the rock opera Tommy, 5-10-15.

1. (5 points) What band is responsible for Tommy?


Answer: The Who
2. (10 points) The most famous song from Tommy, it tells of a “deaf, dumb and blind kid” who “plays by sense of smell”.


Answer: Pinball Wizard
3. (15 points) Another song tells of this titular figure, who, “if your child ain’t all he should be now”, will “put him right” if you give her just one night.


Answer: The Acid Queen

1. (10 points) This poet is best-known for the poems found in his first collection, “Color”, including “The Shroud of Color”, “Incident”, and “Yet Do I Marvel”.

2. (10 points) The first black Rhodes scholar, this author and critic was a founder of the Renaissance, and became its main interpreter with his work “The New Negro”.


Answer: Alain Locke
3. (10 points) Although he published poems in collections like “Constab Ballads” and “Songs of Jamaica”, this author is better-known for his novel “Home to Harlem”, the first black best-seller.


Answer: Claude McKay
12. Answer the following questions about cancer biology FTPE.

A.  Overwhelmingly important is this gene with an alpha-numeric name which is mutated in at least half of all human cancers.

answer:  p53
B. P53 was originally linked with cancer of this part of the large intestine running from the caecum to the rectum, whose main job is to absorb water and minerals from indigestible foods, leading to the formation of feces.


Answer: colon
C.  With tumor suppressor genes, this class of genes is the most important in the formation of cancer, causing cancer through gain-of-function mutations in normal cells.

answer: oncogenes

13. Answer these questions about a group of ancient philosophers, FTPE.

1. (10) This was a city in Ionia influenced by Egypt, Babylon and Assyria which became a center of philosophy. What was this home to Thales?

Answer: Miletus
2. (10) Thales believed that this substance was the principle, or archê, underlying all things.

Answer: water
3. (10) This younger contemporary of Thales asserted that the archê was actually "apeiron", translated as "Indeterminate" or "Limitless", from which opposing pairs emerge and "pay reparations" to maintain a balance.

Answer: Anaximander
14. Many of the powers of Europe met in 1815 to discuss the continent’s future after Napoleon.  For 10 points each:

A. Name this meeting, which was dominated by the Austrian Clemens von Metternich and the French foreign minister, Talleyrand.


Answer:
Congress of Vienna

B. Britain was represented at the Congress by this foreign minister, who advocated moderate treatment of the French.  In the years that followed, he championed the Concert of Europe and opposed the Holy Alliance’s intervention in European politics before committing suicide in 1822.


Answer:
Robert Stewart, Second Viscount Castlereagh

C. This man, Castlereigh’s conservative arch-rival, resigned from the cabinet after fighting him in a duel in 1809.  He replaced Castlereigh as foreign minister in 1822 and later served as prime minister for 4 months in 1827.

1. (10 points) MacBeth hears the witches prophesy with this fellow general who he later has killed due to fears that his children will gain the throne.

2. (10 points) The ambush of Banquo fails to kill this son, who escapes into the night.

3. (10 points) One part of the prophecy comes true when MacBeth sees this forest is advancing on Dunsinane before the final battle.


Answer: Birnam Wood

16. FTPE, name the following about a class of organic compounds.

1. (10 points) These compounds all have the formula ROR prime, where the R and R prime are either alkyl or aryl groups.


Answer: ethers
2. (10 points) First discovered by Charles Pedersen, these are organic compounds with molecules containing large rings of carbon and oxygen atoms, and are named for the distinctive appearance which the polyether rings form.


Answer: crown ethers
3. (10 points) Crown ethers often form complexes with this polyatomic ion with formula NH4 minus.


Answer: ammonium
17. Identify the following about the Old Testament, FTPE.

A. This is the collective name for the twelve figures, including Jonah, Joel, and Haggai, whose books make up the last part of the English Christian Old Testament.


Answer: Minor Prophets (prompt on 12 prophets)

B.  This minor prophet foretold the birthplace of Jesus.  His books says that the Lord requires man to “do right and to love goodness, and to walk humbly with God.”

Answer:  Micah (accept Micheas)   

C.  This prophet’s book is an allegorical account of his marriage to the faithless Gomer. 

Answer:  Hosea (accept Osee)

18. Identify these questions about a 20th century American composer, FTPE.

(10) He won two Pulitzer Prizes, in 1957 and 1962, the latter for a piano concerto and the former for his opera Vanessa.

Answer: Samuel Barber
(10) Samuel Barber is probably best-known for this lyrical piece. Originally the slow movement of a string quartet, it is constructed entirely out of one lyrically emotional theme which returns after a brief pause to conclude the work.


Answer: Adagio for Strings
(10) Barber's Op. 14 Concerto for this instrument was originally thought not flashy enough, then called unplayable after its finale was completed, but its premier by Herbert Baumel proved otherwise.

A. This longtime journalist is primarily remembered for his tale Pinocchio: the Story of a Puppet.

2. (10) This Mauryan emperor ruled for 37 years. After conquering Kalinga, he renounced war in favor of ahimsa and worked to spread Buddhism.

Answer: Ashoka
3. (10) The last of the Mauryas, Brhadratha, was assassinated by the founder of this dynasty. It did not last long, but its king Agnimitra is the subject of a drama by Kalidasa.

Answer: Sunga
