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1. In 1807 he married his cousin Hannah Hoes, and later served two terms in the state senate before becoming a US Senator in 1821, during which time he formed the Albany Regency political machine.  After John Quincy Adams’s election as President, he helped form the new Democratic Party, and in 1828 gave up the governorship of New York to become Secretary of State. The 1848 presidential candidate of the Free-Soil Party, he had won earlier on a ticket with Richard Mentor Johnson, but was cost reelection by the Panic of 1837. Known as the “Little Magician”, FTP name this successor to Andrew Jackson.

Answer:  Martin Van Buren 

2. This artist of House by the Railroad and Sunlight in a Cafeteria originally trained as an illustrator, and was influenced by his time studying under Robert Henri. He frequently painted urban scenes, as in 1927’s Drug Store and 1930’s Early Sunday Morning, and is known for his masterly use of lighting effects, as in Chop Suey.  For ten points, identify this painter of Nighthawks.

Answer: Edward Hopper 

3. Its second layer is composed of flattened, closely packed cells containing the precursor eleidin, while its maintenance depends on cell divisions occurring in the rete mucosum of Malphighi, its bottommost section. The outermost section is the stratum corneum, and consists of dead, flattened cells composed of plates of keratin, while the basal layer contains the melanocytes which give it its color. Responsible for preventing water loss in the body, FTP, what is this outermost part of the skin? 
              Answer: epidermis 

4. His first three plays, including “The Banqueters” and “The Babylonians”, were produced by Callistratus, probably because he was considered too young to handle it himself.  Although little is known of his personal life, he is believed to have lived for a time on the island of Aegina, and was prosecuted by Cleon for mocking ambassadors from the Delian league.  “Kokalos”, a play written for his son Araros, is said to have started the “New Comedy”.  FTP, name this comedic playwright of Athens, author of  “The Knights”, “The Frogs”, and “The Birds”.


Answer: _Aristophanes_

5. Tributaries include the Tiete and the Iguacu, while its Guaira Falls were completely submerged by the Itaipu Dam. It forms south of Brasilia, where a similarly named river joins the Rio Grande rivers.  It then flows southwest, and forms the southern border of Paraguay.  After a stretch in Argentina, it merges with the Uruguay River, and flows through Buenos Aires into the Rio de la Plata.  FTP, name this South American river, whose name might be confused with that of a vicious fish.

ANSWER: Parana River

6. In 1934’s “The Army of the Future”, he defended a professional army based on mechinazation and mobilization.  In World War I, he fought at Verdun and spent two years, eight months in a POW camp.  He was the head of his country’s provisional government following World War II, but resigned in January, 1946.  However, he was elected President in December, 1958, under the constitution of the new Fifth Republic.  FTP, name this French general and statesman who led the Free French forces during World War II.

Answer: Charles _de Gaulle_

7. Israeli physicist Yuval Ne'eman came up with this idea at the same time as its more famous discoverer, calling it by its mathematical name, SU(3).  This concept created a periodic table of strongly interacting particles, and like the elemental periodic table, was supported by discoveries that filled in gaps, most notably the omega minus particle.  Given its more common name by Murray Gell-Mann, this is FTP what framework of baryon and meson families which Gell-Mann named for the path to enlightenment in Buddhism?


Answer: Eightfold Way  (aceept SU(3) early)

8. The author of the folk history Twelve Million Black Voices and the essay “The Ethics of Living Jim Crow”, his is considered to have written the first American existential novel with The Outsider, written after he moved to Paris.  He first came to public attention with stories like “Big Boy Leaves Home” and “Long Black Song”, collected in the volume  Uncle Tom’s Children. American Hunger served as the sequel to his autobiographical Black Boy. For ten points, name this American author best known for the novel Native Son.

Answer: Richard Wright
9. The violin represents the moonlight, while the woman’s speech is rendered on the violin and the man’s on the cello. Set in a cold grove, it depicts the woman’s confession that she is bearing another man’s child and his response that they will raise it together. Originally scored as a string sextet, it is based on a poem by Richard Dehmel. FTP, what is this pioneering atonal work, the opus 4 of Arnold Schoenberg?


Answer: _Verklarte Nachte_ or _Transfigured Night_

10. Implements used include the chawan, the natsume, and the chashaku, and any one of several kakemono can also be used, and are usually found in the tokonoma. Taking place in the cha-shitsu, in the 16th century Sen Rikyu perfected its wabi, a set of strict rules which constrain the actions of both the host and the guest. FTP, identify this ritual, whose deep philosophical and aesthetic meaning goes much further than simply enjoying a brewed beverage.

ANSWER: Japanese tea ceremony
11. The central male figure of this poem is described as possessing “coal-black curls” and wearing a “silver bugle” and a shield that “sparkled on the yellow field” while passing though the “purple night”, but only comes to the attention of the titular figure after she hears him sing “tirra lirra”. Only the reapers who harvest the barley hear her singing in the gray tower where she is fated to weave a magic, colorful web while only looking on the world through a mirror which cracks when she falls in love with Lancelot, invoking a curse which leads to her death. FTP, what is this poem set in Camelot by Alfred, Lord Tennyson?


Answer: The Lady of Shalott
12. One of the major causes of the tension preceding it was the trampling of native corn fields by livestock belonging to colonists.  Sparked when Josiah Winslow took Wamsutta by gun point shortly after the murder of John Sassamon, fighting broke out in the town of Swansea, and it ended the next year after its leader died while fighting a force lead by Benjamin Church. FTP, name this 1675-76 Massachusetts war drawing its name from the English name for the leader of the revolting Wampanoag, Metacom.

        Answer: _King Philip's_ War

13. Less than a dozen of the "bursting" type have been discovered. The most extreme ones are known as "millisecond" ones, while the binary ones were first discovered by Russell Hulse and Joseph Taylor, for whith they won the 1993 Nobel Prize in Physics. Their study began when Antony Hewish built a primitiver radio telescope to study scintillation effects, and soon discovered an unexpected source which was soon interpreted by Jocelyn Bell. FTP, what are these neutron stars which emit brief amounts of energy. 
Answer: _pulsars_ (prompt on neutron stars) 

14. She is sometimes called Elissa.  She was a wealthy and powerful princess in her homeland until her brother secretly murdered her husband Sychaeus.  Her brother, Pygmalion, concealed his deed to get access to her money, but his scheme was thwarted when Sychaeus appeared in her dreams, revealing the truth, and prompting her to take her gold and flee to Libya, where she founded a city.  FTP, name this native of Tyre who founded Carthage, where she fell in love with Aeneas.

ANSWER: Dido
15. This battle occurred 15 days after the invading army landed at Milford Haven, and saw the death of John Howard in the initial skirmishing. Fought 12 miles east of Leicester, the king’s army originally secured a superior position atop Ambien Hill. However, John Stanley and Henry Percy, the Earl of Northumberland, failed to assist the Yorkists in battle. Sir William Stanley led the charge into the Yorkist flank, resulting in victory for Henry Tudor.  FTP name this 1485 battle, the last of the Wars of the Roses, which saw the death of Richard III.

Answer:  Battle of Bosworth Field
16. The static nature of later paintings like “The Distribution of the Eagles” stands in contrast to early works like “Belisarius Asking Alms” and “Andromache Mourning Hector”. He became known as the “Robespierre of the brush” after his election to the National Convention.  Works like “The Coronation of Napoleon” and “The Death of Socrates” have led him to be cited as a pioneer of modern art. FTP, who is this French artist of “The Oath of the Horatii” and “The Death of Marat”?

Answer: Jacques-Louis _David_

17. This chemist coined the term “catalysis” while proposing the existence of what he called a “catalytic force” in some substances, but he was unable to provide an explanation for it. During his work on elements found in sea-water he coined the term “halogens”, and also named the concepts of “isomerism” and “protein”. He provided invaluable evidence for many laws of stoichiometry by determining the relative atomic and molecular masses of more than 2,000 substances. For ten points, identify this Swedish chemist, discoverer of cerium, thorium, and selenium.

Answer: Jöns Jakob Berzelius
18. This man did his doctoral work performing studies of attachment behavior in rhesus monkeys with Harry Harlow at the University of Wisconsin, where he married his first cousin Bertha. After receiving his Ph. D. in 1934, he went to Columbia, where he worked with Thorndike on human sexuality.  A leading proponent of “third-force psychology”, he penned the classic books Motivation and Personality and Toward a Psychology of Being. As department chair at Brandeis, he met Kurt Goldstein, who introduced him to the concept of self-actualization.  FTP, name this humanistic psychologist, famous for developing his hierarchy of needs.


Answer: Abraham Maslow

19. The first king of this name ruled from 1125-1104 B.C., defeating the Elamites and returning the stolen statue of the god Marduk to Babylon.  Among the deeds of the more famous king of this name was the construction of two great walls to create artificial lakes to protect his city. The son of Nabopolassar, while still crown prince he defeated the Egyptians at Carchemish in 605 B.C., becoming king of Babylon the next year. FTP, name this king, known for destroying Jerusalem and for ordering the building of the Hanging Gardens.

Answer: _Nebuchadnezzar_

20. In 1954 she said “A woman can be both moral and exciting - if she also looks as if it were quite a struggle”, which provides a good description of her recurring character Emma McChesney, as well as the writer Dawn O’Hara, the title character of her first novel.  She was a frequent collaborator of George S. Kaufman, their works together included “Minick”, “Dinner at Eight”, and “Stage Door”.  She won the Pulitzer in 1925 for her story of Selina DeJong and her son entitled “So Big”.  FTP, name this American author of “Cimmaron” and “Show Boat”.


Answer: Edna _Ferber_

21. This religious grouping currently has between 60 and 80 million adherents.  Among its holy sites is that of the Battle of Karbala near Kufa in modern Iraq, the site of a 680 battle, which saw the defeat of the forces of Hussein by those loyal to the caliph.  Hussein was the son of the 4th caliph, Ali, and the adherents of this sect believe the succession of caliphs should have been through Ali’s line.  FTP, name this branch of Islam, opposed to Sunnites.

Answer: _Shi’a_  or _Shi’ites_

22. It was inspired by Luca Signarelli’s frescoes for Orvieto Cathedral.  Among its many figures is one of Saint Bartholomew holding his own skin with a depiction of the artist’s face on it.  Above him is an Apollo-like rendition of Christ.  Illustrating Matthew 24:29-31, its creator began work on it 20 years after doing the ceiling for the Sistine Chapel.  FTP, name this Michaelangelo work, which depicts the end of times.

Answer: _The Last Judgement_

23. Dirac came up with a clever method for solving the quantum version of this system, using raising and lowering operators.  Though their best-known applications may be for keeping time, any system with a potential that is quadratic in displacement is one of these.  In fact, it can be shown that any system exhibiting small fluctuations about a stable equilibrium is one.  For ten points, identify this type of oscillator, the most common example of which is a mass and a spring.
