1. One of the protagonist’s sons fails to secure a loan from his former employer, Bill Oliver, continuing a series of failures which began with his discovery of his father’s affair with “the Woman” in a Boston hotel room. Linda is alarmed at the series of car accidents suffered by her husband, who kills himself for the insurance money after he believes he has been reconciled with his son Biff. Answer: Death of a Salesman

3. Early in his career this man served as a brigadier general in the Philippines and as a military instructor at the University of Nebraska, while from 1921-24 he served as Army chief of staff. Greatly influencing U.S. WWI policy with his "General Organization Report", he gained his nickname from his command of buffalo soldiers. During WWI he successfully conducted the assault on Saint-Mihiel and aided in the Meuse-Argonne offensive while maintaining the independence of U.S. forces. FTP, who was this commander of the Allied Expeditionary Force, known as "Black Jack"?


Answer: (John or) Jack Pershing
4. It can be prepared by the hydrolysis of ethanal cyanohydrin or the oxidation of propan-1,2-diol using dilute nitric acid for use in the dying and tanning industries. Having formula CH3 CH(OH) COOH, it is produced from pyruvic acid in active muscle tissue when oxygen is limited, causing cramping pains before being removed to the liver to be converted to glucose. FTP, what is this end product of bacterial fermentation, the most common acidic constituent of fermented milk products?


Answer: lactic acid
5. The central story concerning this deity is sparked by a series of insults perpetrated by her brother, culminating in his throwing a flayed horse into her weaving hall. Born from the left eye of her father, she bore many children by her brother after chewing and spitting out pieces of the sword her gave her while he did the same with her jewels. His rude behavior led her to retreat into a cave, but the other gods gathered together a number of cocks and hung a mirror on a tree, and teased her outside by laughing at the disrobing of Amenouzume, thus returning light to the world. FTP, who is this Shinto sun goddess?


Answer: Amaterasu (Omikami)

6. Early on, reference is made to the “urgency of now”, arguing that it is “no time to engage in the luxury of cooling off or to take the tranquilizing drug of gradualism”. Earlier, the speaker holds that the founding fathers were in effect signing a promissory note to all Americans, but that some had been given bad checks which have come back marked “insufficient funds”. FTP, who is this Canadian author probably best known for the dystopian novel “The Handmaid’s Tale”?


Answer: Margaret Atwood
8. Much of the information about them comes from master negatives found at the Huntington Library in San Marino, California. It includes works like "The Manual of Discipline", "The War of the Sons of Light with the Sons of Darkness", and the "Thanksgiving Psalms", as well as a commentary on the Book of Habakkuk and copies of "Jubilees", "Tobit", "First Enoch", and "Isaiah", while the most extensive part is a document containing ritual law known as the "Temple Scroll". FTP, what were these leather and papyrus documents found in a cave on the namesake sea in 1947?


Answer: the Dead Sea Scrolls
9. Its developer was forced to flee to Derby after claiming to have “raised a devil” from a young girl. Also known under the alias “Snrub”, he owns the only known nude photo of Mark Twain and the only copy of the Constitution with the word “suckers” in it. Much valuable information about him can be found in his autobiography, “Will There Ever Be a Rainbow?”, including his desire to be reunited with his stuffed bear Bobo and his nefarious slant oil drilling operation. FTP, who is this ruthless autocrat, the richest man in Springfield?


Answer: Charles Montgomery Burns
11. During this dynasty, painting and sculpture flourished, as seen in the production of its famous eponymous horses. Buddhism was suppressed and monasteries dissolved during the Hu-chiang period, while its greatest territorial expansions occurred under Hsuan Tsung, whose ambitions were finally checked by the Arabs at the Talas River. Great decline occurred after the An Lu-Shan rebellion, which served as subject material for its great poets, including Tu Fu and Li Po. FTP, what was this 618-907 Chinese dynasty whose name is now associated with astronauts? 
Answer: _Tang_ dynasty 

12. The protagonist is inspired to become an artist in part by his encounter with an anonymous girl wading in the sea known only as the “birdlike girl”. As a child, he is sent to Clongowes Wood College, while at age 10 he spends his time with his Uncle Charles and pours over his beloved copy of “The Count of Monte Cristo”. In Chapter 4 the Director of Belvedere urges him to join the Jesuit priesthood, while in the fifth and final chapter his discussion of artistic theories with the Dean of Studies cements his determination to become a truly Irish writer. FTP, what is this novel about the development of Stephen Dedalus, written by James Joyce?


Answer: A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man
13. Much of this island’s terrain is impassable, but access is provided by rivers such as the Barito and Kapuas. Highly mountainous, it reaches its highest point at Mt. Kinabalu. The interior is populated by the indigenous Dyaks, found mainly in the region known as Kalimantan. In the north are the states of Sabah and Sarawak and the sultanate of Brunei. 14. 18. 21. 1. (10 points) In this Tennessee Williams play, the members of the Pollitt family vie for the inheritance of the dying patriarch "Big Daddy" Pollitt, leading Maggie to feign pregnancy.

2. (10 points) A student named Carol accuses the professor John of sexual harassment after asking him for a better grade in his class in this David Mamet play that seems to make everyone who watches it really mad.


Answer: Oleanna
3. (10 points) In this Eugene O'Neill play set on the 4th of July, Richard resists the temptations of Belle despite his inebriated state and later receives his first kiss from his sweetheart Muriel, signaling his development into manhood.


Answer: Ah, Wilderness!
2. FTPE, name the following about the heart.

1. (10 points) This is the name for the muscular wall of the heart.


Answer: myocardium
2. (10 points) The myocardium is thickest around this region, one of the four main chambers of the heart, whose job is to force blood into the aorta.


Answer: left ventricle
3. (10 points) Derived from the mesoderm, this thin layer of platelike cells lines the inner surface of the myocardium, as well as blood and lymph vessels.
