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1. One figure of this name was the daughter of King Nisus of Megara. The other was transformed into a monster with barking dogs for legs, twelve arms, and six heads due to Circe’s jealousy of Glaucus’ love for her. 2. In his famous 1903 Silliman Lectures at Yale, this physicist foreshadowed Einstein’s theory of photons with his proposal of a discontinuous theory of light. His elucidation of positive rays and application to neon led to his discovery of neon-22, the first known isotope. This work was continued by his student Francis Aston, one of seven students to also receive a Nobel Prize. Developing the Cavendish Labs into the world’s leader center for subatomic physics, his most famous discovery came from his investigation of cathode rays. FTP, who was this British recipient of the 1906 Nobel Prize for his discovery of the electron?


Answer: Joseph John Thomson
3. He returned to the writing of dramas late in life, publishing “Eight Comedies and Eight New Interludes”, and achieved success with his last published work, “The Labors of Persiles and Sigismunda: A Northern Story”. His first published work, the pastoral romance “La galatea”, was followed by a series of failed plays, of which only “Numantia” and “The Traffic of Algiers” survive. Known for his various adventures, including jail time for irregularities in his accounting practices, a stint in Algiers as a slave, and his actions in the battle of Lepanto, where his left hand was crippled, his best known work describes the picaresque adventures of an elderly knight. FTP, who is this author of “Don Quixote”?


Answer: Miguel de Cervantes 

4. The fourth section of chapter one concerns the “fetishism of commodities and the secret thereof”, while chapter four provides a “general formula” for the titular subject while analyzing what the author designates as the C-M-C and M-C-M forms of circulation, the latter representing the desire to accumulate money for its own sake. Putting forth a controversial theory of commodity value in which a commodity is said to be worth the labor that went into it, the author then uses this theory to claim that employers can pay laborers less than the value of their labor since the employers control the “means of production”. FTP, what is this work of economics by Karl Marx?


Answer: Das Kapital
5. The early leader Matthew Davis guided the shift of this group's activities away from its early emphasis on parade marches and drinking parties in Martling's Tavern. Later, Richard Croker sought to reverse the reforms which had made it an efficient, autocratic organization. Originally founded in 1789 by William Mooney as a patriotic organization with an elaborate Indian ritual, it gained great power with the election of Fernando Wood as mayor of New York, but soon experienced a reversal in fortunes due to an expose of its graft by the New York Times and Harper's Weekly. FTP, what was this group that has frequently controlled New York politics, most famously headed by Wiliam Tweed?

6. The concluding chapter of this book, number 52, is a historical appendix derived mainly from second Kings, chapters 24 and 25. Composed of four main parts, the third contains prophecies against other nations like Moab, the Ammonites, and Egypt, while the opening section includes descriptions of the visions of the almond rod and baskets of figs. Chapter 20 is notable for the series of confessions of the title prophet, while chapters 30-33 contain prophecies of restoration known as the “Little Book of Comfort”. FTP, what is this book of the Old Testament, some of which was recorded by the namesake’s scribe Baruch?


Answer: The Book of Jeremiah (or Prophecy of Jeremias)

7. Nitric acid and water form an example of the “maximum” type, while ethanol and water form a “minimum” type. Although they cannot be separated by fractional distillation, a third component can be added to form a new one of these with one of the original components, giving rise to the namesake type of distillation. They arise due to deviations in Raoult’s Law, leading to maximums or minimums in the boiling-point composition diagram. FTP, what are these mixtures of liquids that boil at constant composition?


Answer: azeotropes
8. She collaborated in writing the portrait “Ada” and “A Novel of Thank You”, but her later work “Aromas and Flavors of Past and Present” was unsuccessful. Important information about the Paris “lost generation” is found in her memoir “What is Remembered”, but more indicative of her life is her famous namesake cookbook, containing both her famous recipe for hashish brownies and her witty reminiscences of the circle who gathered around her famous partner. FTP, who is this woman immortalized in an “autobiography” written by her companion Gertrude Stein?


Answer: Alice B. Toklas
9. In the north of this country is the vast tropical forest known as the Peten, as well as the Lake Izabal-Rio Dulce river system, to the south of which is the largest river, the Motagua. The population is concentrated in a highland region which cuts across the country from east to west, and is home to Lake Atitlan and the inactive volcano Tajumulco, the highest point in Central America. Major cities include Quetzaltenango, San Jose, and Puerto Barrios. Bordered by El Salvador, Hondorus, Belize, and Mexico, FTP, what is this country which chares its name with the capital city?


Answer: Republic of Guatemala
10. A merchant in the service of the Medici, this man helped outfit the ships for Columbus’ 2nd and 3rd voyages, and devised a system for determining nearly exact longitude, while his acceptance of South America as a separate continent altered European understanding of the New World. In 1499 he served as navigator of the expedition of Ojeda that discovered the mainland of the New World, while on his own he discovered Baia de Guanabara and the mouth of the Amazon, but is best-known for the accounts of his voyages published by the mapmaker Martin Waldseemuller. FTP, who was this explorer often considered the source of the name America?


Answer: Amerigo Vespucci
11. He wrote a work for 23 solo strings entitled “Metamorphosen”, while in the field of vocal music he produced works like “Allerseelen”, “Traum durch die Dammerung”, and the “Four Last Songs”. A master of tonality, his most important works came in the genres of opera and tone poems, as seen in tone poems like “Don Quixote” and “Till Eulenspiegel’s Merry Pranks” and operas like “Elektra”, “Der Rosenkavalier”, and “Salome”. FTP, who is this German composer of “Thus Spake Zarathustra”?


Answer: Richard Strauss
12. Tension arises in this novel when the understanding Mr. Brown is replaced by the uncompromising Reverend James Smith, who encourages the fanaticism of the young Christian convert Enoch, who provokes the climax of the novel by ripping the mask off of an egwugwu during a religious ceremony. The protagonist is forced into exile for seven years after his gun misfires, killing a village boy. After his return to Ufuomia, his fears of appearing weak like his father Unoka prompt him to beat his son Nwoye and to kill a government messenger with his machete, after which he hangs himself. Centering on the character Okonkwo, FTP, what is this novel, the masterpiece of Chinua Achebe?


Answer: Things Fall Apart
13. This body’s postlateral fissure provides a convenient means of dividing it into three lobes, the anterior, posterior, and flocculonodular. Containing several masses of grey matter, the largest of which is known as the dentate nucleus, it is located above the fourth ventricle. Covered by regular, nearly parallel grooves called folia, it is connected to the rest of the brain by three fiber bundles called peduncles. Divided in two by a wormlike structure called the vermis, it is the motor feedback center for the body responsible for the coordination of muscular activity. FTP, what is this area in the back of the brain whose name appropriately means “little brain”?


Answer: cerebellum
14. He painted his mistress, Madeleine Knobloch, in “Woman Powdering Herself”, just before his death by meningitis at age 31. In “Les Chahut” he displayed his theories that certain types of lines could invoke specific emotions, but he is better-known for a technique first expressed in his first major painting, “Bathers, Asnieres”, and whose popular name was coined by Felix Feneon, despite the artist’s own preference for the term “divisionism”. Answer: George Seurat
15. It was eventually shown to be vulnerable to the influence of peach schnapps. It was supposed to have been used when Mike Moffett said that Jerry was a phony, while Susan’s use of it was evidence that worlds were colliding. Notoriously ineffective, FTP, what was this place where secrets were kept by the characters on “Seinfeld”?


Answer: the vault
16. The turning point in this battle came with Hasbrouck’s defense of St. Vith and McAuliffe’s holding of the vital communications center at Bastogne. It began when German forces broke through a portion of the Allied line with a surprise attack on the “Ghost Front”, and was intended to take Antwerp. Despite bad weather that kept Allied air forces grounded early in the fighting, the German forces were soon repulsed. Also known as the * Ardennes Campaign, FTP, what was this last major German offensive of WWII?

17. A major event during this period was the Glossopteris flora population explosion, but its last years saw a number of mysterious mass extinctions, including the fusulinids and trilobites. Rocks from this period are characterized by an abundance of red land-laid sediments and evaporites. Geologically, it saw the formation of Pangaea, and it is named for a region of the Russian Urals by Roderick Murchison. FTP, what is this period of geologic time from 286 to 245 million years ago, which follows the Carboniferous Period in ending the Paleozoic Era?
