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TOSSUPS
1. This poet’s first published poem was a reminiscence about an elderly black man entitled “Negro Harry”, while his first short-story, “Death in the School-Room”, was based on his Long Island teaching experience. His only novel, Franklin Evans, is a temperance tract, while his Civil War poems are collected in Specimen Days and Collect and Drum Taps. He is most famous for poems like “Crossing Brooklyn Ferry”,  “Out of the Cradle Endlessly Rocking” and “When Lilacs Last in the Dooryard Bloom’d.” FTP, identify this great American poet, the author of Leaves of Grass and “Song of Myself”.

Answer: Walt Whitman
2. The erroneous idea that the reaction which forms this class of compounds was analogous to neutralization led to their strange naming convention, in which these compounds are named as if they were alkyl salts of carboxylic acids.  IR peaks for these compounds appear at both 1750 and 1200 inverse centimeters, and reaction of them with a base to form an alcohol and a salt is known as saponification and is used in making soap. They are of the form RCOOR’ (R C O O R prime) where R and R’ are alkyl or aryl groups. FTP name these compounds which form from the reaction of an acid and an alcohol, well known for their unique smells. 

Answer: _ esters _

3. Early works like the recently discovered Dormition of the Virgin show the influence of Byzantine icon painting. Kicked out of Titian’s workshop in less than 10 days because he was too talented for Titian’s comfort, he excelled as a portraitist, as seen in his painting Felix Paravicino. Known for a characteristic style representing figures as elongated, flame-like forms utilizing eerie bluish colors, he created a series of famed altarpieces, including El Espolio and The Burial of Count Orgaz. FTP, who was this artist who painted his adopted home in View of Toledo, known by a name indicating his Cretan origins.


Answer: El Greco or Domenikos Theotocopoulos Cretan
4. This man’s main follower was Louis de Saint-Just. Known for practicing a simple Spartan lifestyle, he wished to establish a religion of the Supreme Being and denounced the atheistic Religion of Reason espoused by a rival group, the Hebertists.  Made public accuser in 1791, he soon became the leader of the Mountain, and after defeating the Indulgents he assumed complete power, hoping to establish a Republic of Virtue.  FTP, identify this short-lived leader of the Committee of Public Safety who orchestrated the Reign of Terror.

Answer:  Maximilien Robespierre
5. Among the first agnostics, this philosopher is said to have drafted the legal code for the colony of Thurii. His work “Refutations” is lost, and his only surviving work is the first sentence of his “On the Gods”. Among the first Sophists, he is known to have been the first Greek to teach for a fee. His namesake Platonic dialogue concerns whether virtue can be taught, but he is better known for a statement recorded in Theaetetus. FTP, who was this native of Abdera who declared “Man is the measure of all things”?


Answer: Protagoras of Abdera

6. The most common form of this disease is caused in part by choline deficiency, while the biliary type is caused by disruption of bile flow and is more common in women. Gastrointestinal bleeding is one of the most lethal complications of this disease, whose portal type is the most common, and is frequently found in middle-aged males with a history of chronic alcoholism. FTP, what is this degeneration of the tissue of the liver? 
Answer: _cirrhosis_ of the liver 

7. At one point in this novel, the protagonist receives an X-ray of the skeletal structure of his paramour as a gift from Behrens, while the theorist Georg Lukacs is the inspiration for the lapsed Jew Leo Naphta. The main character is in love with Claudia Chauchat, a married Slavic woman, but he is rebuffed and angered when she ends up with a Dutch coffee planter named Peeperkorn. Later, the hero participates in a séance with Dr. Krokowski which ends with him trying to speak to his dead cousin Joachim Ziemssen, who died in World War I. FTP, identify this novel concerning Hans Castorp’s seven year stay at Haus Berghof, the most famed novel of Thomas Mann.

Answer: The Magic Mountain
8. Fighting in this war was briefly ended by the Peace of Nicias, but three years later the battle of Mantinea sparked another 15 years of fighting. Cynossema and Cyzicus were naval victories for Athens, which relied throughout on the power of its navy to protect its trade routes. The disastrous Athenian campaign against Syracuse cost it much of its fleet, and despite the efforts of Alcibiades, Lysander’s victory at Aegospotami led to Sparta’s victory. Recorded in detail by Xenophon and Thucydides, FTP, what was this war named for the isthmus in the south of Greece?


Answer: Peloponnesian War

9. The only temple dedicated to him is at Pushkar. In the 7th century C.E. the sect known as the Smartas chose five deities to worship and omitted this one, and currently there are no sects or cults which worship him. He was usually pictured as standing on a lotus throne or riding his swan, the hamsa, and is often accompanied by his consorts Savitri and Sarasvati. He originated either from a primordial golden egg or from a lotus which sprouted from Vishnu’s navel. Formerly an important god, his name now denotes a divine essence. FTP, name this Creator god of Hinduism.

Answer: _ Brahma _

10. The first stanza of this poem describes the title object as a “venturous bark that flings on the sweet summer wind its purpled wings”, while the fourth stanza expresses thanks for the “heavenly message” brought by it. Describing the title object as a “ship of pearl”, the poet describes how its “irised ceiling (is) rent” after the death of its “frail tenant”, who had added to it throughout its life to make room for its growth, leading the author to conclude in the fifth stanza that his soul should do the same. FTP, what is this famous poem by Oliver Wendell Holmes?


Answer: The Chambered Nautilus
11. According to one legend Gondoforus, king of the Indies, provided this man with money to build a palace, but he gave it to the poor. According to the apocryphal Acts of his name, he worked as a missionary in India and was finally martyred at Meliapore. Earlier, he alone suggested that the disciples join Jesus in his dangerous journey to heal Lazarus. Also known as Didymus, FTP, who was this disciple whose failure to believe in the Resurrection gave him the moniker “doubting”?


Answer: St. Thomas (accept early answer of Didymus)

12. The meter type of this device incorporates a one meter long wire with a sliding contact which can run along it, while other popular versions utilize one or more rheostats to vary the quantity involved. One major advantage is that no calibration is required of the measuring device, which is usually a galvanometer placed between two opposite junctions. When the galvanometer registers no deflection, the device is balanced, and can be used to calculate an unknown resistance based on the known values of three other resistances. FTP, what is this famous “bridge” named for the man who popularized it?


Answer: Wheatstone bridge

13. He composed the scores for the ballets Dybbuk and Facsimile, while his controversial Mass was composed specifically for the opening of the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts. Initially studying under Walter Piston and Fritz Reiner, he was soon mentored by Serge Koussevitsky. Making a spectacular debut as conductor with the New York Philharmonic as a last-minute substitute for Bruno Walter, he went on to success both as a conductor and composer of musicals like Candide and Fancy Free. FTP, who was this composer of West Side Story?

14. Quashed when John Lister’s men were defeated by Henry Le Despenser, it ultimately proved unsuccessful due to forgotten promises at Miles End and Smithfield.  It was allegedly caused by an unpopular poll tax, but was largely the result of discontent over the Statute of Laborers.  It began in Essex in May 1381, and a month later men from Kent had entered London and destroyed the palace of John of Gaunt. FTP, identify this revolt led by Wat Tyler and named for the portion of the populace involved.

Answer: Peasants’ Revolt
(accept Wat Tyler’s Rebellion before Tyler is mentioned) (DO NOT ACCEPT Peasant’s War)
15. At the outset of this novel, Heloise Dubuc dies of shock after a lawyer steals all her property. Another character, Binet, spends his free time making napkin rings on his lathe in his attic.  Financial troubles for the title character begin with a failed operation on Hippolyte, and are further precipitated after borrowing money from Lheureux. Also causing problems are her love affairs with the landowner Boulanger and the student Leon. FTP, identify this novel chronicling the downfall of the wife of the doctor Charles, the best known work of Gustave Flaubert.

Answer: Madame Bovary
16. This man’s namesake Variable Nebula is a reflection nebula in Monoceros, while with Sandage he is the namesake of a type of extremely massive, luminous hypergiant variable star. In 1925 he devised a widely used system for classifying galaxies using his famous “tuning-fork” diagram, and by 1929 his work at the Mount Wilson observatory produced good distance measurements for over twenty galaxies, which he compared to their velocities to determine that they were receding with speeds that increased with their distance. FTP, who was this astronomer whose undetermined namesake constant governs this recession?


Answer: Edwin Hubble
17. The western region of this country is a vast desert split into three regions, the mountainous Kaokeveld region in the north, which includes the Otavi mountains, the sandy Arandis region in the center, and the rocky Oranjemund area in the south, located west of the Basotho Highlands. The official language is English and the major ethnic groups include the Ovambo and Kavango. The agricultural central plateau region borders the Kunene and Okavango river valleys on the north and the Orange River on the south. Formerly known as Southwest Africa, FTP name this African nation which contains the Caprivi Strip, whose capital is Windhoek.

Answer:   _  Namibia  _

18. This politician’s early and unexpected death was partly due to his acceptance of Lincoln’s request that he travel to the south and northwest to rouse Union sentiments in the face of the Civil War. Known as the “Little Giant”, as chairman of the Committee on Territories in the U.S. Senate he was at the forefront of the slavery question, addressing it with his concept of “popular sovereignty”, which he was able to implement in the Kansas-Nebraska Act. To address the Dred Scot decision, he developed his controversial Freeport Doctrine during his famed series of debates with Abraham Lincoln in 1858. FTP, who was this Democrat who went on to lose the 1860 presidential election?


Answer: Stephen Douglas
19. Until the 1930s this woman wrote poetry under the pseudonym Anne Singleton. Heavily influenced by Elsie Clews Parson and Alexander Goldenweiser, she produced her first book, Tales of the Cochiti Indians, in 1931, having earlier gained her Ph.D. with The Concept of the Guardian Spirit in North America. She held that the overall “personality” of a society defines its members, explaining her ideas in works like Zuni Mythology and The Chrysanthemum and the Sword. FTP, who was this anthropologist, author of Patterns of Culture?


Answer: Ruth Benedict
20. Before he began authoring original work, he doctored The Spanish Tragedy for Henslowe, and adapted two Roman comedies in The Case is Altered. He was satirically portrayed in Marston’s Histriomastix, though he later collaborated with Marston and Chapman on Eastward Ho! He later wrote masques such as Epicene, and satires like Bartholomew Fair, Cynthia’s Revels and the Poetaster. FTP, who was this 17th century dramatist responsible for Volpone, The Alchemist, and Every Man in His Humour?

Answer: Ben Jonson
21. As a child he was given the four winds to play with by the wind god Anu. Originally a god of thunderstorms, a text which surfaced during the reign of Nebuchadnezzar I bestowed 50 honorable names upon him, and told how with a bow and arrow and some magic given to him by his father, Enki, he slayed the dragon Tiamat and her consort Kingu, and created mankind from Kingu’s blood. FTP name this god whose story is told in the Enuma Elish, the chief deity of ancient Babylonia.
