TOSSUPS
1. Born in Hanover County, Virginia, he got his start as a defense lawyer, successfully gaining acquittals in all 300 cases he tried. He was dubbed “The Villain” by Andrew Jackson, who regretted not having shot him. Peace commissioner for the Treaty of Ghent despite having been a leading War Hawk, he saw his “American System” become the central platform of the Whig Party, but failed in his numerous attempts to win the presidency, stating “I’d rather be right than president”. FTP, who was this Kentucky politician known as the “Great Compromiser”?


Answer: Henry Clay
2. In plasmas, the ambipolar version of this phenomenon is inversely proportional to the collision frequency, while the classical form is directly proportional, and is a random-walk process. A semi-empirical formula can be used to describe the Bohn version, while classical cases are governed by Fick’s laws and Graham’s law. FTP, what is this process in which gases mix due to the random motions of their molecules?


Answer: diffusion
3. This author’s satirical style is seen in such stories as “The Coach” and “Old-World Landowners”. His last days saw him come under the spell of the fanatical priest Konstantinovsky, who convinced him to burn the completed manuscript of the sequel to his best-known work. The early narratives collected in Evenings on a Farm Near Dikanka were followed by works like Taras Bulba, “The Overcoat” and The Inspector General. FTP, who is this Russian author of the novel Dead Souls?


Answer: Nicolai Gogol
4. Notable pieces in this opera are the aria “O muto asil” and the “Soldiers’ Dance”, but it is most famous for its overture. A subplot concerns Arnold’s love for Matilda, but soon Arnold sees his father Melcthal executed. The villain Gessler celebrates a century of Austrian occupation in Switzerland by ordering the Swiss to kneel, and when the title figure refuses, Gessler orders him to perform his most famous feat on his son Jemmy. FTP, what is this opera by Rossini about a Swiss folk hero who shoots an apple from his son’s head?


Answer: William Tell (or Wilhelm Tell)

5. Works by this philosopher include Reconstruction in Philosophy, Philosophy and Civilization, and The Quest for Certainty. He held that the various modes and forms of human activity are developed by humans to solve individual and social problems, a position he labeled instrumentalism. He is also known for his rejection of traditional teaching methods in favor of learning through experimentation and practice. FTP, who was this American philosopher, the author of The School and Society and Democracy and Education?


Answer: John Dewey
6. He stabbed the Branstock tree with the magical sword Balmung, stating that he who could pull it free would win in battle. He could make the dead speak, and once persuaded Baugi to bore a hole in his brother Sattung’s cave so that he could obtain the mead of Kvasir. He hung pierced from the boughs of Yggdrasil by his spear Gungnir in order to obtain the runes that made him so wise. Owner of the ring Draupnir and the eight-legged horse Sleipnir, FTP, who was this leader of the Norse pantheon?


Answer: Odin
7. According to some reports, his mother was Abrotonon of Thrace or Euterpe of Caria, but it was certain that he was related to the Lycomedea through his father Neocles. As archon, he sponsored the first efforts to make the defensible rock bays of Piraeus into harbors, but in general suffered from a reputation as a slick politician willing to profit through war. Unlike many older Athenians, he had the foresight to realize that the battle of Marathon would not end the war against the Persians, prompting him to urge for expansion of the navy and the building of triremes.  FTP, name this general who tricked Xerxes into initiating the naval engagement at Salamis.


Answer: Themistocles

8. A recent translation of this literary work used such diverse inspirations as Gerard Manley Hopkins, W.R. Rogers, and the translator’s barely-literate aunt to create a version notable for its unique versification and juxtapositions with the original text, the result of twenty years work by Seamus Heaney. Consisting of over 3,000 lines, it opens with the mysterious arrival of Scyld Scefing from across the sea, and goes on to tell of the title figure’s death fighting a dragon with Wiglaf fifty years after coming to the aid of Hrothgar. FTP, what is this Old English poem that includes the defeat of the monster Grendel?


Answer: Beowulf
9. Cold periods stimulate their production in the roots of plants, after which they move upward through the xylem and pass into the leaves and fruits. Including such substances as zeatin and kinetin, they are derivatives of adenine involved with chloroplast development, seed germination, leaf formation, and the breaking of bud dormancy and leaf senescence. FTP, what are these plant growth hormones that work in conjunction with auxin to promote cell division?


Answer: cytokinins
10. For simplicity's sake, economists often set this value equal to potential output under the flexible-price full-employment model. It is distinguished from a similar “net” calculation by failing to account for depreciation or consumption of capital. Intermediate goods do not contribute to this value in order to avoid overestimates, while reliability is achieved by ignoring household production. Formulated by Simon Kuznets, FTP, what is this value, the total market value of the final goods and services produced by a nation’s economy in a given time?


Answer: GNP or Gross National Product (accept Gross Domestic Product or GDP)

11. Although at first eight towers were intended, only two were actually built at the west end. The west, north, and south fronts all have triple portals and are decorated with limestone sculptures, including one of the Apostles against the splays of the central doorway in the south transept. It is famous for its spires and 136 stained-glass windows, most of which date back to its construction. Built from 1194 to 1220, FTP, identify this High Gothic cathedral, named for the town southwest of Paris in which it stands.

Answer: Chartres Cathedral of Notre-Dame

12. Originally formed under Hasan i-Sabbah, they sprang from a sect called the Ishamelis. Their final years saw the killing of their last leader, Khurshah, and the destruction of their last fortress, Alamut, by Hulagu Khan. Their members were likely motivated by being drugged to sleep and taken to a harem, which their Master would claim was a glimpse of Paradise. Known for killing Egyptian and Arab caliphs, FTP, what was this Islamic sect whose name has come to denote one who kills a person of political importance?


Answer: Assassins
13. The son of Jewish and Irish vaudeville performers, he worked for British Intelligence during World War II, and eloped from his lavish New York wedding for an early honeymoon in Florida with his wife Muriel, who he soon begins to call “Miss Spiritual Tramp of 1948”. He appears to prefer the company of young girls, such as Esme, an adolescent British choir singer, and the 4 year-old Sybil. He spent much of his youth trying to teach his equally precocious younger siblings the importance of the Upanishads, but eventually shoots himself in the head. FTP, name this eldest of the Glass children and protagonist of A Perfect Day for Banana Fish, the subject of a famous “Introduction” by J.D. Salinger?


Answer: Seymour Glass

14. The largest permanent stream in this region is the Kerulen River. Its western part is entirely sandy, but much of the rest is composed of great stony expanses. The site of the discovery of the first dinosaur eggs, its Yulduz Valley is enclosed by the Chol-tagh and the Kurugh-tagh, which are sub-ranges of the Tian-shan mountain range. FTP, what is this large desert shared by Mongolia and China?


Answer: Gobi Desert

15. A pastor of Leeds as well as a scientist, this man's first experiments involved the discovery that brewery gas extinguishes wood chips.  A meeting with Benjamin Franklin led to the discovery that graphite conducts electricity, which he documented in his book The History of Electricity. In his most famous experiment he placed a candle and a plant in a jar and concluded that candles and organisms destroy the air while plants replenish it with what he called “dephlogisticated air.”  FTP, name this English scientist, the discoverer of oxygen.


Answer: Joseph Priestley
16. One of the first cases to directly challenge its enforcement was Brushaber v. Union Pacific Railroad Company, in which the Supreme Court ruled that it conferred no new powers on Congress and rejected the argument that it would lead to self-incrimination. It became necessary after the Court’s ruling in Pollock v. Farmer’s Loan and Trust Company, even though the Court had earlier allowed a three percent levy to help finance the Civil War. FTP, what is this Constitutional Amendment that authorizes Congress to collect income taxes?


Answer: 16th Amendment
17. Metals exposed to them induce the creation of Landau levels, allowing the mapping of Fermi surfaces through the De Haas-van Alphen effect. In some elements, such as bismuth, their presence gives rise to forces that attempt to counter or expel them, the most famous example of which is seen in semiconductors via the Meissner effect. They fall off as the inverse of the distance around a current carrying wire, and can be represented by continuous lines that emerge from north-seeking poles and enter south-seeking poles. FTP, what are these regions in which the namesake force is observable?


Answer: magnetic fields
18. Early in his career he was forced to share power with John Carteret, but was eventually able to force his resignation. He spent time in jail for graft during a period of Tory ascendancy, but was most popular for his economic policies, including his establishment of the sinking fund to reduce the national debt, which he had also addressed with his resolution of the South Sea Bubble crisis. However, he was forced from office due to British failures in the early stages of the War of the Austrian Succession. FTP, who was this first official Prime Minister of Britain?

Answer: Robert Walpole

19. The ornate chandelier at the top of the painting holds a single lit candle, while several pieces of fruit can be seen by the window on the left. A red pair of shoes on the floor in the back contrasts with the pair of wooden clogs in the lower left. Containing the lines “Their’s not to reason why, Their’s but to do and die”, FTP, what is this poem by Tennyson about a deadly attack in the Crimean War?


Answer: “The Charge of the Light Brigade”
