TOSSUPS

1. In a note accompanying this poem, the author states that it is a “psychological curiosity.” At one point, its title figure hears “Ancestral voices prophesying war,” and it ends with a warning to “Beware! Beware! his flashing eyes and floating hair.” Other important images include “a woman wailing for her demon lover,” “a damsel with a dulcimer,” and “caverns measureless to man.” Only 54 lines long because its composition was interrupted by a visitor from Porlock, FTP, what is this poem about a pleasure dome built along the Alph river in Xanadu, a work by Samuel Taylor Coleridge about the grandson of Genghis?

Answer: Kubla Khan or A Vision in a Dream. A Fragment.

2. It uses a pair of aspartate residues to perform its most important function, using a parallel evolution scheme similar to that seen in HIV protease. Created as an inactive “proenzyme,” it initially has a block of 44 extra amino acids that cover the active site groove until it has reached its destination. The second enzyme to be crystallized, after urease, and the first to be synthesized, by Theodor Schwann in 1836, it is completely inactive above pH levels of 6, which explains the need for hydrochloric acid as a catalyst. FTP, name this enzyme of the stomach which degrades whole proteins into their peptide constituents.

Answer: pepsin
3. Moore v. Dempsey’s ruling guaranteeing important rights for defendants was an important step in ending them, while Gaines v. Canada attempted to force the Supreme Court to overturn them completely. The cause of riots in Wilmington and Tulsa, they were named for a song written by Thomas Rice. Smith v. Allright overturned “white primaries”, but they were not completely overturned until Brown v. Board of Education.  For 10 points, name these segregation laws in the American south established after the Civil War. 

Answer: Jim Crow laws

4. It was first explored by Lazare Picault in 1742 and is composed of two main island groups: forty central mountainous islands and 70 outer, coralline islands. It also claims the Chagos archipelago, which has put it in dispute with one of its former colonizers. Seselwa is its official language, but both English and French are just as likely to be used. The larger islands include Silhouette, Praslin, and La Digue, but 90% of the population, as well as the capital, is found on the main island of Mahe. FTP, identify this island republic 1,000 miles east of Kenya with capital at Victoria.

Answer: Seychelles
5. One of the causes of this war was the issue of sovereignty for Gascony. It was temporarily ended by the Treaty of Troyes, which forced Charles VI to disinherit his son, even though the English had earlier given up their claims to the throne in the Treaty of Bretigny. The English dominated the early phases of the war with their naval victory at Sluys and land victories at Calais, Crecy, and Poitiers, but much of the conquered territory was regained by Joan of Arc after Agincourt. FTP, what was this war of the 14th and 15th centuries that lasted longer than its name indicates?


Answer: Hundred Years War

6. This author’s work The Meeting at Telgte is a retelling of the Thirty Years War, while plays include Flood and Max. He wrote essays decrying reunification that were collected in the volume The Future of German Democracy, and fictionalized in novels like The Call of the Toad, but he is probably better known for novels like Local Anesthetic and The Flounder. FTP, identify this writer of the Danzig Trilogy, which begins with the novel The Tin Drum?


Answer: Gunter Grass

7. In 1864, William Huggins showed how these objects could be distinguished from stars on the basis of their spectra. The specific examples known as Herbig-Haro objects are classified as emission types of these objects, while the example Trifid is a combined emission and reflection type. The dark kind includes such examples as the Coalsack and the Horsehead, while other famous types include the Ring, Lagoon, and Crab. FTP, what are these clouds of stellar gas and dust?


Answer: nebula(e) or nebulas
8. This man developed the kerplunk experiment, in which the subject is trained to run into a wall, and while working for Maxwell House, he helped develop the coffee break. He argued that thoughts were nothing more than sub-vocalized speech that could be monitored through movements in the larynx. He held that the results of his most famous experiment proved that mental illness was the result of “habit distortion.” Dismissed from the faculty of Johns Hopkins due to sexual impropriety, FTP, identify this psychologist most famous for his Little Albert experiment and as the founder of behaviorism.

Answer: John Watson
9. The most famous set of examples of this type of musical composition was the subject of a famous series of performances by Leopold Godowsky. They began to develop with the collections published by Muzio Clementi, while those by Karl Czerny and Rudolphe Kreutzer are frequently used by aspiring pianists and violinists. Unique examples are the one's dubbed “tableauxs” by Rackmaninoff and the “Transcendental” ones by Liszt, but by far the most famous are a set of 27 by Chopin that includes examples nicknamed "Black-key" and "Revolutionary". Named for the French for * “study”, FTP, what are these compositions designed to explore technical problems? 
               Answer: etudes (accept study until *) 

10. His first collection, “The Seashell Game”, demonstrated his masterful use of the “loneliness ideal”. He grew up as a companion of lord Todo Yoshitada at Ueno Castle, but has a name meaning banana-plant hut. After studying under Kitamura Kigin, he published works like A Visit to Kashima Shrine and The Records of a Weather Exposed Skeleton describing his many travels. FTP, identify this 17th century writer best known for mastering the haiku form.

Answer: Matsuo Basho or Munefusa
11. In Indian religion, its fruit or consequence is called phala. It can be changed by the acquisition of punna, achieved via dana, or “giving”, sila, or adhering to moral precepts, and bhavana, or meditation. In Jainism, it is regarded as a fine substance that produces the chain of birth and death, while in Buddhism it plays a role in the time spent between lives, being burned off until a small amount is incorporated into the next life. Meaning “act”, FTP, what is this central tenet of Indian religions, the influence of past actions on future reincarnations?


Answer: karma (accept karman or kamma)

12. This mineral’s botyroidal form, known as kidney ore, is named for the shape of the masses it forms. The oolitic formation can be seen in sedimentary rocks and has a reddish brown color and earthy luster. The tiger type contains alternating bands of the namesake mineral as well as red jasper. A trigonal oxide, its name comes from the blood-red color of its valuable constituent. FTP, identify this mineral with formula Fe2O3, the most important ore of iron.

Answer: hematite
13. Solovetsk was a major example of one. They distributed papers like The Northern Miner and Reshaping, and were essential in the construction of the Dneprostroi power station, the industrial center of Magnitka, and the Belomor Canal. Perhaps up to 400,000 people passed through the system, which was supposed to reeducate and rehabilitate, and which included hundreds of installations in Eastern Europe and Russia. Founded in 1930 by the OGPU, FTP, what was this system of forced labor camps, known through a Solzhenitsyn novel about its “archipelago”?


Answer: Gulags (or Main Administration of Corrective Labor Camps)

14. In On the Fall of the Devil, he argued that the sin of the angels stemmed from the conflict between a desire for justice and happiness. In On Truth, he argued for a teleological notion of truth, a notion he used to define free will in On Freedom of Choice. Inheriting his most famous post from his teacher Lanfranc, he became famous for his doctrine of “faith seeking understanding”, and presented his “four proofs” in the Monologian and the Proslogian. FTP, identify this man, made Archbishop of Canterbury in 1093, most famous for his ontological proof of God’s existence.

Answer: St. Anselm
15. This painting is displayed in the main hall at the Huntington Gallery across from Thomas Lawrence’s portrait of Sarah Barrett Moulton so as to contrast and highlight its most prominent feature. Completed in 1770, its subject wears clothes from the previous century in homage to the paintings of Van Dyck. Standing out against a brown and green landscape, the subject looks out confidently at the viewer with his left arm akimbo and his right hand holding a feathered hat. Depicting the son of a hardware merchant named * Jonathan Buttall, FTP, what is this portrait by Gainsborough named for the color of the boy’s costume?

Answer: The Blue Boy (accept Portrait of Jonathon Buttall before *)

16. This man’s final bid for the senate was defeated by John Gordon in 1872. Famed for giving what became known as the “Cornerstone speech,” this Whig published a number of books, including a memoir of his five-month confinement at Fort Warren. From his estate, Liberty Hall, in Crawfordville, he championed policies such as the unconditional discharge of Federal prisoners, and later headed a commission to the Hampton Roads conference. FTP, identify this Georgian who opposed many of Jefferson Davis’ decisions as vice president of the Confederacy.

Answer: Alexander Hamilton Stephens
17. Also known as Khenty-Imentiu, or “chief of the westerners,” some Pyramid Texts give him a daughter in the form of a celestial serpent who purifies the monarch. This deity’s cult was centered at Cynopolis, and priests of his were responsible for the Opening of the Mouth ceremony. He held steady the scales that measured mortal hearts against the feather of Ma’at, leading to Osiris the souls of those who passed the test. FTP, identify this Egyptian god of embalmings and death, often depicted as a jackal.

Answer: Anubis
18. In quantum mechanics, this law has been formulated using the concepts of quantum collapse and the Ergodic Hypothesis. The grouping of microstates into macrostates led to Boltzmann’s statement of it, known as the H Theorem. The first statement of it, now called the Kelvin-Planck theorem, says that not all of the heat extracted from a hot reservoir can be used for work, and the Clausius form says that heat cannot flow spontaneously from a colder body to a hotter body. FTP, what is this numbered law of thermodynamics stating that the entropy of an isolated system increases over time?

Answer: Second Law of Thermodynamics (accept H Theorem, Kelvin-Planck, or Clausius before they are mentioned)

19. The patriarch of this novel’s central family loses money in an attempt to ship ice-boxed lettuce to New York, but later his son takes advantage of a food shortage and saves the fortune with the help of Will Hamilton. Late in the novel, Abra Bacon becomes fed up with her husband’s self-righteousness and seeks out his brother, thus repeating the painful love triangle of the previous generation, which saw the prostitute Cathy Ames shoot her husband Adam Trask and leave him for his brother Charles. Based on the story of Cain and Abel, FTP, what is this John Steinbeck novel now in the news for its selection for Oprah’s Book Club?

Answer: East of Eden

20. It was suggested to James I by Raymond of Pennafort, and the resulting Bull “Declinante jam mundi” ordered Archbishop Esparrago to begin.  The Council of Lerida confided it to the Dominicans and Franciscans, and its terms were defined by the Synod of Tarragona in 1242.  Officially declared by Sixtus IV in 1478, it was overseen by the Consejo Supremo, while Miguel de Morillo and Juan de San Martin oversaw it in Seville. Organized by Tomas de Torquemada, it was not abolished until the revolution of 1820.  For 10 points, name this Holy Office that attempted to root out heresy in Spain.

Answer: Spanish Inquisition

EXTRA TOSSUPS:

The protagonist’s husband has been saving up to purchase a gun so he can shoot larks on the plain of Nanterre, but is despondent when he must spend the money on a dress. The heroine is the daughter of artisans, though she longs to be higher class, and is thus too jealous to visit her childhood friend Mademoiselle Forestier.  Invited to a ball at the house of the Minister of Education, the protagonist finally goes to see Forestier, and after the disaster at the ball, she finds a shop at the Palais Royal to replace the title object. After years of hardship and lost youth, she meets Forestier, who tells her the title object was an imitation. FTP, identify this short story about Mathilde Loisel, written by Guy de Maupassant.

Answer: The Necklace
During his time at Harvard with Marcel Breuer he expanded on the ideas set forth in his 1932 manifesto, a collaborative effort with Henry Russell-Hitchcock. At home around museums, he designed the art gallery at Dumbarton Oaks and the sculpture garden at the Museum of Modern Art. After 1967, the buildings he and his partner John Burgee worked on, including International Place in Boston, the Dade County Cultural Center, and the Crystal Cathedral in California, began to challenge his earlier principles. But he is more famous for the work he did under the influence of Mies van der Rohe such as the AT&T Headquarters and the Glass House in New Canaan. FTP, identify this American exponent of the International Style and designer of the Seagram Building.

Answer: Philip Cortelyou Johnson
In one tradition, men who hold this title, not the ijma, or the community, determine matters of revelation. It has also been an honorific attributed to such men as Abu Hanifah and al-Ghazali. Because the tradition of ghaybah holds that the last one disappeared, there is no consensus as to how many of them there are. The Sabiyah Ismails acknowledge seven, while the Ithna Ashari acknowledge 12, one of which is hidden, and is the mahdi. FTP, identify this term denoting the head of a Muslim community, also given to men who lead prayers in mosques.

Answer: Imam

Identify the following about a wacky American president, for 10 points each:

1. Originally named Leslie King, he took the name of his stepfather, practiced law in Michigan, and rose to become House minority leader before becoming vice-president.


Answer: Gerald Ford
2. This representative of the “Eastern establishment” was named by Gerald Ford as his vice president.

Answer: Nelson Rockefeller

3. Ford fumbled badly when he sent marines to save the 39-member crew of this ship after it was captured by Cambodia. 41 Marines died and 50 more were wounded.

Answer: Mayaguez
Answer the following about a modern author, FTPE:

1. He first gained fame when “The Contest for Aaron Gold” was chosen for inclusion in The Best Short Stories of 1956. Subsequent works include Letting Go, The Anatomy Lesson, and Operation Shylock.

Answer: Philip Roth
2. This 1969 work, Roth’s best known, revolves around the title character’s sexual misadventures with characters like “the monkey,” “the pumpkin,” and “the pilgrim,” told to the bemused Dr. Spielvogel.

Answer: Portnoy’s Complaint
3. Roth won a National Book Award for this novel about Seymour “Swede” Lvov, an aspiring social climber, whose life is ruined when his daughter Merry becomes a terrorist.

Answer: American Pastoral
Identify the following about processes undergone by bacteria, FTPE:

1. Bacteria reproduce by this process of a cell reproducing its DNA and then splitting into two daughter cells.

Answer: binary fission
2. This is a process of genetic recombination in bacteria where the genes from one bacterium are copied to a bacteriophage, which transfers those genes to other bacteria that the virus infects.

Answer: transduction
3. In the process of transformation, fragments from one bacterium are inserted into another, often by these structures consisting of DNA that can exist and replicate independently of the chromosomes.


Answer: plasmids
FTPE, answer these questions about an economist:

1. This professor is the winner of the 1976 Nobel Prize. His works include Capitalism and Freedom and Free to Choose, based on his PBS television series.

Answer: Milton Friedman

2. Milton Friedman is most famous for this economic doctrine that stresses the importance of regulating the quantity of cash as a means of regulating business cycles and inflation.

Answer: monetarism
3. Friedman was a leader of this school of economics named for a university that advocated monetarism.


Answer: Chicago School of Economics

Identify these related works from clues FTPE:

1. Written between the years 1710-1713, this diary chronicles the early life and aspirations of William Temple’s secretary. The real woman in the title is his friend Esther Johnson.

Answer: Journal to Stella
2. This man wrote the Journal to Stella.


Answer: Jonathon Swift
3. In this 1729 work, replete with recipes, Swift mockingly suggests six advantages to raising Irish children as food.

Answer: A Modest Proposal

Identify the following about a classic film, FTPE.

1. Marlon Brando turned in his most iconic performance in this 1954 film about an ex-prizefighter turned longshoreman.


Answer: On the Waterfront
2. In On the Waterfront, Brando played this character who laments “I coulda been a contender”.


Answer: Terry Malloy (accept either name)

3. On the Waterfront was directed by this man controversial for his willingness to name communist sympathizers when called before Congress.


Answer: Elia Kazan
Identify the following about an important naval commander, for 10 points each:

1. Given command of the Gulf of Mexico blockade squadron, his fleet captured New Orleans in 1862.

Answer: David Farragut

2. David Farragut’s most famous exploits were in this battle in Alabama where he famously said “Damn the torpedoes! Full speed ahead!”

Answer: Mobile Bay

3. In the Battle of Mobile Bay, Farragut defeated this Confederate Rear Admiral better known for his command in another battle.


Answer: Franklin Buchanan

1. This mathematician was the first to prove that pi was a transcendental number, in the process proving that squaring the circle was impossible.

Answer: Ferdinand Lindemann

2. This incredibly important formula states that subtracting one from e raised to the power pi times i equals zero, thus relating the five most important numbers in mathematics

Answer: Euler’s Formula

3. Euler’s Theorem can be derived using one of these series expansions for functions about a point, which when centered on the number zero are known as MacLaurin series.

Answer: White Mountains

2. A large trench separates this Canadian range of mountains from the Columbia Mountains. Important peaks include Mount Joffre and Mount Robson.

Answer: Canadian Rocky Mountains

3. Running from Carlisle to Mount Oglethorpe in Georgia, this segment of the Appalachians features such peaks as Mt. Rogers in Virginia and Mt. Mitchell in North Carolina.

1. This dude is known for works like “Fanfare for the Common Man” and the ballet Billy the Kid.


Answer: Aaron Copland
2. This Aaron Copland ballet is best known in the form of an orchestral suite. Its eight sections depict the celebration of a newly constructed farmhouse intended for a newlywed couple.


Answer: Appalachian Spring
3. The song “El Mosco” is found in this orchestral work set in the titular dance hall. It incorporates various popular tunes heard by Copland during his visit to the country in which it is set.


Answer: El Salon Mexico
Identify the following about laws of chemistry, FTPE:

1. This English chemist discovered that the total pressure of a mixture is the sum of the partial pressures of its components, a law appropriately known as his law of partial pressures.


Answer: John Dalton
2. This law states that the vapor pressure of a solvent is the product of the mole fraction of the solvent and a constant equal to 17.5 torr.

Answer: Raoult’s Law

3. This useful equation relates the change of pressure of a fluid with respect to temperature with the quotient of the change in entropy and the change in volume.

Answer: Clausius-Clapeyron Equation

Name the following about a Greek battle, for 10 points each:

1. In this 405 BC naval battle, the Athenian fleet beached and was decisively defeated after being tricked by the Spartan Lysander into thinking there would be no fighting that day.


Answer: Aegospotami
2. The Archidamian and Ionian conflicts were phases of this 431-404 BC war between Athens and Sparta that was ended by the battle of Aegospotami.


Answer: Peleponnesian War

3. The only bright spot of the battle for Athens was the ability of this Athenian general to escape with nine ships, including his flagship, the Paralus.


Answer: Conon
Identify these artists famed for their religious scenes FTPE:

1. This German is known for his woodcuts and for religious scenes like St. Jerome in His Study and The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse.


Answer: Albrecht Durer
2. Taking his cue from the styles of Henri Matisse and Gustave Moreau, this Frenchman drew religious portraits using a rich, thick application of materials. His works include “Christ Mocked by Soldiers” and “The Old King.”

Answer: Georges Rouault
3. Though he may be best known for his voluptuous paintings of women like Helen Fourment and Isabella Brandt, this 17th century Flemish artist also did religious scenes like Daniel in the Lion’s Den and The Raising of the Cross.

Answer: Peter Paul Rubens
Answer the following questions about a 14th century work, 10-5-15:

1. This collection features Fiammetta’s tale of Federigo and his falcon, Filostrato’s tale of Peronella, and Dioneo’s tale of Patient Griselda.

Answer: The Decameron
2. This was the author of The Decameron.

Answer: Giovanni Boccaccio
3. The basis for Cymbeline, in this tale of the Decameron the title figure is deceived by the merchant Ambrogioulo and must sentence his wife Ginevra to death, but she escapes, dresses up as a boy, and eventually exposes the plot.

Answer: Bernabo of Genoa

Identify these subatomic particles, FTPE:

1. This is any particle with odd half-integer spin. This group includes all leptons, protons, neutrons, and quarks.

Answer: fermions
2. In 1935, Yukawa proposed that exchange forces involved these short lived particles that jump from protons to neutrons and back again, thus leading to the discovery of the strong interactions that they mediate.


Answer: mesons
3. The neutral type of this meson is composed of the quark combination down-antistrange or antidown-strange. Their decay was found to violate parity conservation.

Answer: kaons or k-mesons

1. Coined in 1878, this term denotes the school of philosophy that holds that truth is dependent on the usefulness of the explanation.

Answer: Pragmatism
2. The origin of the term pragmatism came from this philosopher and logician, the author of The Fixation of Belief and the inventor of semiotics.

Answer: Charles Sanders Peirce

3. The most famous current proponent of pragmatism is this man, the author of Contingency, Irony and Solidarity and Philosophy and the Mirror of Nature.

Answer: Richard Rorty

FTPE, name the following about treaties ending WWI.

1. Named for a palace near Paris, this 1919 treaty forced Germany to accept responsibility for provoking the war and to cede all its overseas territories and much of Poland. The U.S. refused to ratify it.


Answer: Versailles
2. This treaty between the Allies and the new republic of Austria forced Austria to pay reparations and give up significant territory.


Answer: St. Germain-en-Laye

3. This 1920 treaty similar to St. Germain was settled between the Allies and Hungary.


Answer: Trianon
Given the second line of an Emily Dickinson poem, give the first line, and hence the title, FTPE:

1. He kindly stopped for me

Answer: Because I could not stop for Death
2. From tankards scooped in pearl

Answer: I taste a Liquor never brewed
3. By those who ne’er succeed

Answer: Success is counted sweetest
Identify the following about a group of related monastic orders, for 10 points each: 

1. Not a single religious order because each monastery is autonomous, this confederation of congregations bases its rule on its namesake, a saint of Nursia. Its motto is “Pray and work”, and its namesake monastery is at Monte Casino.

Answer: Benedictines or Order of St. Benedict
2.  Using the rule of St. Benedict, Robert of Molesme founded this order that was expanded by Bernard of Clairvaux.

Answer: Cistercians
3. Armand-Jean de Rance founded this branch, known as the Reformed Cistercians of the Strict Observance, who lived in silence and made great ale.

Answer: Trappists
