TOSSUPS

1. In the second part of this poem, the author examines at great length the pentangle emblazoned on the protagonist’s shield that symbolizes the virtues to which he is dedicated. It consists of 2,530 lines of alliterative verse whose stanzas all end with a metrical scheme known as the “bob and wheel”. The protagonist exchanges kisses for the animals slain by Lord Bercilak during his stay at Bercilak’s castle, but deceitfully keeps a girdle that will protect him when he arrives at Green Chapel to complete a bargain that began when he beheaded a knight who burst in upon a celebration at King Arthur’s court. FTP, what is this great Middle English poem by the “Pearl” poet about a knight of the Round Table?


Answer: Sir Gawain and the Green Knight
2. Etienne Falconet is often cited as the quintessential sculptor of this art movement whose early masters included Audran and Berain. Its name was apparently coined by a student of David as a term of derision. It was practiced in Italy by Guardi, Longhi, and Tiepolo, but enjoyed its greatest vogue in France, where Boucher, Watteau, and Fragonard created works typified by grace, playfulness, and intimacy. FTP, what is this 18th century art movement whose name is a combination of the terms rocaille and barocco?


Answer: rococo
3. In addition to his achievements in Congress, this politician gained renown for his public addresses, notably the Bunker Hill oration and his speech on the deaths of Jefferson and Adams. He served as Secretary of State for a second time from 1850-52 after having alienated the antislavery movement with his eloquent support for the Compromise of 1850. Earlier, he had emerged as a champion of the federal government in his famous series of 1830 debates with Robert Hayne, and won acclaim as a lawyer for his arguments in the cases Dartmouth v. Woodward and McCulloch v. Maryland. FTP, who was this Massachusetts senator perhaps best known for his 1843 treaty with Ashburton?


Answer: Daniel Webster
4. In group theory, his theorem states that any finite group whose order is divisible by a prime p contains an element of order p. He is known to students of complex analysis for his theorem stating that the integral over a closed contour of any holomorphic function without interior singularities is zero. Perhaps this Frenchman’s most lasting result holds that the inner product of two vectors is less than or equal to the product of their lengths. FTP, who is this discoverer of a famous inequality named for he and Schwartz?


Answer: Augustin-Louis Cauchy
5. The ruler of Mount Sipylus, one story tells of the time he lied to both Pandareos and Hermes about his possession of a golden guard-dog stolen from a shrine of Zeus. The father of the great sculptor Broteas and Niobe with his wife Dione, he was said to have stolen nectar and ambrosia from the gods to give to his friends, but he is best known for killing his son Pelops and serving him to the gods. FTP, who was this mythological figure forced to spend eternity in Tartarus just out of reach of food and water?


Answer: Tantalus
6. A key moment in this story is the trip by the female protagonist to Madame Sofronie, where she acquires $20 to supplement her husband’s income, which has recently been cut by $10 per week. Her husband Jim soon returns home after purchasing a present his wife had often admired in a Broadway window, but soon learns that Della has sold her hair to buy him a chain for the watch he just sold. FTP, what is this story, the best-known work by O. Henry?


Answer: The Gift of the Magi

7. This author of Islam Observed and the essay collection Local Knowledge objected to structuralism, calling it “a sort of high-tech rationalism”, and often focused his writings on the revolution in what he called “the way we think about the way we think”. Beginning with his fieldwork in Java and Bali in the 1950s, he analyzed the role of symbols in society in works like The Religion of Java and Person, Time, and Conduct in Bali. FTP, who is the influential U.S. anthropologist perhaps best known for his essay collection The Interpretation of Cultures?


Answer: Clifford Geertz
8. By 1957, parliamentary democracy in this country had given way to what was known as “Guided Democracy”, a semi-dictatorship based on the 1945 constitution. Some of its indigenous people established the Majapahit kingdom, which supplanted the earlier Srivijaya empire. Independence from the Dutch was proclaimed in 1945 by Mohammed Hatta and Achmad Sukarno, the latter of whom was deposed in 1967 by General Suharto. Troubles in East Timor have occurred in recent years in, FTP, what country whose capital is Jakarta?


Answer: Indonesia
9. This element is found with silicon in the mineral pentlandite and with silicon and iron in pyrrhoite. Usually forming compounds in the +2 oxidation state, the +3 state also exists, as seen in its black oxide. It is a highly effective catalyst, especially in a spongy form known as the “Raney” catalyst, and it is often purified by the Mond process. FTP, what is this silvery metallic transition element with atomic number 28 and symbol Ni?


Answer: nickel
10. Luca Agnoli wrote the aria Vasto teatro è il mondo for this opera, but it is often replaced by Là del ciel nell'arcano profondo, which is sung by the royal tutor Alidoro.  The valet Dandini pretends to be Prince Ramiro and goes to Don Magnifico looking for a wife, eventually picking the title character over Clorinda and Tisbe, her haughty stepsisters.  FTP, name this Rossini opera retelling a popular fairy tale about a trip to a ball engineered by a fairy godmother.

Answer: Cinderella or La Cenerentola
11. The second work to feature this character sees him travel to England, where he engages in a series of debates about the nature of love, religion, and philosophy. In the first work, he visits Naples and attempts to woo Lucilla, but fails when she chooses the unworthy Curio, after which he is reconciled with his friend Philautus. A witty, pleasure-loving Athenian described in a work subtitled “The Anatomy of Wit”, FTP, who is this creation of John Lyly, whose name describes the elaborate literary style his works introduced?


Answer: Euphues
12. Early in this essay, the author claims that by placing undue emphasis on names and customs, society is a conspiracy against the manhood of its members, who should not be ashamed of their instincts, which are from God. He then goes on to question the worship of the past, since the movements of history are the reflections of the personalities of individuals, but each individual has something original in his nature. His main argument holds that great men should be able to live as they would in solitude even while in the midst of the crowd, since “a foolish consistency is the hobgoblin of little minds”, and “to be great is to be misunderstood”. FTP, what is this essay in which Ralph Waldo Emerson advocates trust in the divine self?


Answer: Self-Reliance
13. One notorious example of this type of event lasted for three days at Chisinau in 1903. Revived in Germany and Poland after Hitler took power, they had greatly increased in number after the abortive revolution of 1905, over 20 years after the first major outbreak of them following the assassination of Alexander II in 1881. With a name meaning “riot”, FTP, what were these violent attacks on Russian Jews in the late 19th and early 20th centuries?


Answer: pogroms

14. The strength of this property is often measured in units of Newtons per meter at 20 degrees Celsius, giving values like .028 for toluene, .425 for mercury, and .0728 for water. Symbolized gamma, it is usually weak in organic liquids like benzene and alcohols. It results from intermolecular forces, in that a molecule on the interior of a liquid experiences interactions with other molecules equally from all sides, whereas a molecule on the outside is only affected by those below it. FTP, what is this property of a liquid responsible for capillary action and the formation of liquid drops and meniscuses?


Answer: surface tension
15. He fought in World War I and worked on the staff of the Oxford English dictionary before becoming a professor of English literature at Oxford.  His scholarly works include A Middle English Vocabulary and the lecture series Beowulf: The Monster and the Critics, while lesser-known works of fiction are The Smith of Wooton Major and Farmer Giles of Hamm. He is best known for a series of works that includes the posthumously published work The Silmarillion. FTP, identify this novelist and philologist, the author of The Hobbit and The Lord of the Rings.


Answer: John Ronald Reuel Tolkien
16. Two notable species that live in this mountain’s moorlands are the giant lobelia and the giant groundsel. One of its peaks, Shira, rises to only 13,000 feet, and is the remnant of an earlier volcano. A saddle at about 15,000 feet connects its two main peaks, the 16,900 foot high Mawensi and Kibo, whose height of 19,340 makes it the highest on the continent. FTP, what is this mountain found in Tanzania?


Answer: Kilimanjaro
17. His most famous voyage was inspired in part to take over the territory at Nootka Sound, and his book describing the voyage was completed on his death by his lieutenant, Peter Puget, for whom this man named Puget Sound. After sailing on James Cook's second and third voyages, he visited the Hawaiian islands, where his presentation of the British flag to Kamehameha led to the Union Jack's inclusion in the Hawaiian flag. He then conducted a detailed survey of the western coast of North America from 1792-94. FTP, who was this British explorer for whom a large island off the coast of British Columbia is now named? 
               Answer: George Vancouver 

18. Repetition of a section of DNA on chromosome 4 is linked with the myotonic version of this disease, and is characterized by the inability of the muscles of the hands and feet to relax properly. A common version called the fascio-scapulo-humeral type affects the face and shoulders, and is found in both sexes. Becker’s version is a more mild form of the main type, Duchenne’s, which appears between the ages of 3 and 5, causing progressive wasting of the legs and pelvis. FTP, what is this disease that causes atrophy of skeletal muscle?


Answer: muscular dystrophy
19. He wrote about his experiences in the Spanish Civil War in Beneath Your Clear Shadow and Other Poems. His idea that existential alienation can be overcome through erotic love and artistic creativity was a recurring theme in prose works like The Pears of the Elm, The Bow and the Lyre, and The Monkey Grammarian. His poetry collections Luna silvestre and Sun Stone helped him win the 1990 Nobel Prize in Literature. FTP, who is this Mexican writer, the author of The Labyrinth of Solitude?


Answer: Octavio Paz
20. His attempt to determine the signs of true, saintly belief are found in “A Treatise Concerning Religious Affections”, while another major work was A Careful and Strict Enquiry into Freedom of the Will. He first gained fame for “A Faithful Narrative of the Surprising Work of God”, but soon saw his strict Calvinism alienate him from other Puritans, resulting in his dismissal from his post as pastor of Northampton Church in Massachusetts. FTP, who was this leader of the “Great Awakening” best known for his sermon Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God?


Answer: Jonathon Edwards

EXTRA TOSSUPS:

His rejection of the jealous goddess Clytie came back to haunt him, as Clytie told King Orchamus about this god’s love affair with the king’s daughter, Leucothoe, which resulted in Leucothoe being buried alive by her father as punishment.  The father of Pasiphae, Aeetes, and Circe, he became angry with Odysseus’s men after they killed and ate some of his sacred cattle.  FTP, name this Greek deity who appears every day in his horse-driven chariot to fulfill his duty as sun god.

Answer: the Giants (or Gigantes or Gegeneis)

3. When this giant attempted to flee the battle, Athena flung the island of Sicily on him and crushed him, where his fiery breath is emitted from Mt. Etna.


Answer: Enceladus

1. This type of white blood cell produces antibodies in the presence of antigens. The B type produce circulating antibodies, while the T type is responsible for cell-mediated immunity.


Answer: lymphocytes
