TOSSUPS
1. It was forced into early engagements near Plymouth and Portland Bill after departing from La Coruna. Its mission was deemed necessary due to the Treaty of Nonsuch, but was hampered by the death of its intended leader, the Marquess de Santa Cruz. Intending to join an army under the Duke of Parma, it was effectively opposed by Charles Howard’s forces, and was unable to force close fighting to board the British ships, partly due to the inexperience of its leader, the Duke of Medina-Sidonia. Decisively defeated in 1588, FTP, what was this great naval force sent to engineer an invasion of England?


Answer: the Spanish Armada (or the Invincible Armada)

2. According to Hesiod, one figure of this name was the wife of the Titan Thaumas. According to Euripides, the better known woman of this name was ordered to marry her cousin Pylades after having failed in a scheme to kill Helen, leading her to hold Helen’s daughter Hermione ransom until Apollo delivered her brother Orestes from madness. FTP, who was this daughter of Agamemnon who joined Orestes in the murder of Aegisthus and Clytemnestra?


Answer: Electra
3. This compound and its more complicated relatives often form spontaneously when chemicals like butadiene and diethyl ether are left exposed for long periods of time, and it often forms mild oxidizing agents like sodium perborate. An extremely weak acid, it can be made in large quantities by electrolysis of KHSO4/H2SO4 solutions. It is a strong oxidizing agent, leading to its use as a bleaching agent and as a mild antiseptic. FTP, what is this compound with formula H2O2?


Answer: hydrogen peroxide
4. His prose poems exploring urban, bourgeois life were often written from the perspective of the flaneur, an idea elucidated in his essay The Painter of Modern Life. He got his start introducing the works of Poe to Europe through his classic French translations. His decadent lifestyle led to his premature death a year before the publication of his ambitious poetry collection Paris Spleen, but he remains best known for a controversial collection whose use of subtle nuances and striking images laid the foundations for modern poetry.  FTP, who was this author of The Flowers of Evil?

Answer: Charles Baudelaire
5. The “Children’s Chorus” is a feature of this opera, whose “Card Trio” is sung while the title figure draws the ace of spades, symbolizing her impending death. Act II opens at the inn of Lillas Pastia, where the title figure is introduced to Escamillo, leading to a rivalry for her between Escamillo and a corporal who throws away his career and his relationship with the chaste Micaela, and who kills the protagonist when she rejects him for the bullfighter. FTP, what is this opera about a gypsy employed in a cigarette factory, the masterpiece of Georges Bizet?


Answer: Carmen
6. He died due to a coup led by the head of his Praetorian Guard, Macrinus. Remembered in part for his sumptuous baths whose impressive remains can still be seen in Rome, he promulgated the constitutio Antoniniana, which made virtually all the free men in the Roman Empire full citizens. Earlier, he killed his brother Geta so that he could rule alone. FTP, name this son of Septimius Severus named for the long, flowing cloak he preferred to wear.  

Answer: Caracalla or Marcus Aurelius Antoninus

7. These organisms come in three major categories: crustose, foliose and fruticose. They sometimes reproduce by releasing small bodies called soredia or by the detachment of outgrowths known as isidia. Belonging to the phylum My-co-phy-co-phy-ta, their hardy nature allows them to thrive in extremely cold and exposed regions, but some species are extremely sensitive to air pollution, leading to their use as indicator species.  FTP, name this symbiotic combination of a fungus and an alga.

Answer: lichen

8. His late interest in photography can be seen in works with Durieu like Draped Model and in his own portrait done by Nadar.  Late works like The Hunt show the Romantic spirit he exemplified his whole artistic life, as seen in his painting of Paganini, the Death of Sardanapalus, and The Massacre at Chios  FTP, name this French artist, most famous for Liberty Leading the People. 

Answer: Eugene Delacroix
9. The final pages of this novel include diary entries that follow a discussion between the protagonist and Cranly about the reasons for the protagonist’s departure, as well as a scene in which the play The Countess Cathleen is booed off the stage. The first of its five parts begins with the protagonist’s memory of “baby tuckoo” and other important events from his childhood, described from the child’s perspective. It ends with his conviction to “forge in the smithy of (his) soul the uncreated conscience of (his) race,” prompting his decision to leave Ireland. FTP, what is this novel about the development of Stephen Daedalus, a semi-autobiographical work of James Joyce?


Answer: A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man
10. The leadership of this religion prefer to be called Muwahhidun, or Unitarians. Initiation from lay status, or jahil, to clerical status, or aqil, is restricted, and members are required to conceal the true nature of the religion. The sacred scripture, the Kitab al-hikma, is a collection of letters written by Cairo Hamza, who joined Muhammad al-Durazi in proclaiming the divinity of the caliph al-Hakim. FTP, what is this offshoot of Islam centered in Lebanon, Israel, Jordan, and Syria?


Answer: Druze
11. With Merleau-Ponty, this thinker founded the journal Les Temps Modernes, which he edited. Three years after the publication of his main philosophical work, he produced the essay Existentialism is a Humanism, in which he continued his analysis of man’s attempts to deal with reality through what he called “bad faith”. He held that man is nothing at birth and condemned to be free, and distinguished two types of being, “being-in-itself” and “being-for-itself”, in 1943’s Being and Nothingness. FTP, who was this French thinker who also expressed his existentialist views in the novel Nausea and the play No Exit?


Answer: Jean-Paul Sartre
12. He was born with the name Thunder Rolling Down Mountains, but is best known by the name his father gave him when he converted to Christianity in 1838. After he reluctantly agreed to leave the Grande Ronde valley and move to a new reservation in Idaho, some of his warriors attacked a local white settlement. He then won several engagements against the US army during his attempted retreat to Canada, which ended with his surrender to Nelson Miles only 50 miles from the border in 1877. FTP, name this chief of the Nez Perce Indians best known for his speech declaring “I shall fight no more forever”?

Answer: Chief Joseph (accept Hin-mah-too-yah-lat-kekt)

13. Versions of this device include the R-type and D-type, while one of the most versatile versions is called the J-K Master-Slave type. Since it is important that they operate synchronously, most types include a clock input, with groups often controlled by a single clock line. It will maintain its state indefinitely until an input pulse called a trigger causes it to switch its state from 1 to 0 or from 0 to 1. Also called a * bistable gate, FTP, what is this basic type of computer circuit that shares its name with a type of footwear?


Answer: flip-flop (accept bistable gate until *)

14. This term was originally used to denote an inanimate object supposed to possess magical powers. Adorno claimed that culture had been turned into one of these by capitalism, while Marx used it in economics to describe the appeal of useless goods in capitalism. It is better known for its use in psychology, especially its treatment by Freud in Three Contributions to the Theory of Sex, where he tried to explain the fact that it is seen mainly in males. FTP, what is this condition in which objects and nonsexual body parts are used to achieve sexual gratification?


Answer: fetish

15. This author gained financial success with the novel Change. Famously described as a racist by Chinua Achebe, English was his third language, and his lack of fluency is shown in An Outcast of the Islands.  He collaborated with Ford Maddox Ford on several novels, but is better known for individual efforts like The Secret Agent, Nostromo, and Lord Jim, while his best known work is a tale told on the Nellie by Charlie Marlow.  FTP, name this author of Heart of Darkness.

Answer: Joseph Conrad
16. He was proclaimed prince regent in 1921 due to his father’s mental illness, and after surviving an assassination attempt, ascended to the throne in 1926, soon after which he saw his country devastated by one of the worst earthquakes in modern history. A leading expert on jellyfish who published authoritative monographs on marine biology, he did not approve of military expansion, but did not have the power to oppose Tojo and the militarists. He became a figurehead after he was forced to renounce his divinity, but became the world’s longest reigning monarch before his 1989 death. Succeeded by Akihito, FTP, who was this emperor of Japan?


Answer: Emperor Hirohito
17. The version of this process known as the “cumuliform” type acts vertically in the atmosphere to produce dramatic weather effects. Its two major versions are governed by the dimensionless Grashof and Peclet numbers, and both major types also depend on the Prandtl number. The natural version depends on the tendency of fluids to expand when heated, in contrast to the forced version. FTP, what is this process in which heat is transferred by the movement of a fluid, the counterpart of radiation and conduction?


Answer: convection
18. Its origins are obscure, but it probably became a distinct political entity when Sheptoon La-Pha became king. In 1865 it signed the Treaty of Sinchulu with Britain, under which it gained a subsidy in exchange for being under Britain’s political “guidance”, a role that passed to India in 1947. The Duars Plain is found in the south, while in the north is the Greater Himalayas. FTP, what is this sovereign kingdom bordered by India and Tibet and whose capital is Thimphu?


Answer: Kingdom of Bhutan
19. Gookin is one of the participants in the central event of this work. The protagonist is surprised when a mysterious man claims to have known his father and his grandfather and recounts an occasion when his father set fire to an Indian village.  The man goes on to say that the deacons of many churches have drunk communion wine with him. Then, the man with a staff like a black serpent takes him to a secret meeting in the woods, where the title character’s life is ruined by seeing his wife Faith at a witches’ meeting. FTP, what is this short story by Nathaniel Hawthorne?

Answer: “Young Goodman Brown”
20. During the 1500s, the headship of this royal house passed first to the Montpensier branch and then to the line of Marche-Vendome. It was founded when the heiress to the titular lordship married Robert of Clermont, the sixth son of Louis IX. Much power was wielded by the junior branch, the Conde line, while Philip V of Spain established a ruling house in Spain that still holds nominal power today. Louis-Philippe was the last French king from, FTP, what dynastic family that included Louis XIV and Louis XVI?


Answer: Bourbons
EXTRA TOSSUPS:

A lawyer before William Howard Taft appointed him Secretary of War, he later served as Secretary of State under Herbert Hoover. While there he shut down the Black Chamber, the American cryptanalysis group, famously saying “Gentlemen don't read other people's mail.” He later took full advantage of reading other people's mail during World War Two. For ten points, name this man who was Secretary of War under Franklin Roosevelt, known for his doctrine stating that the U.S. would not recognize gains achieved by armed aggression.

Answer: Henry Stimson

He was dishonorably discharged from the Air Force for being a suspected Communist, and later he said the experience helped him understand “the white sickness.”  He wrote an influential study called “Blues People,” but created a storm of controversy as poet-laureate of New Jersey for his post-9/11 poem “Somebody Blew Up America.” FTP, who is this author of the play Dutchman who Bantu-ized his name from LeRoi Jones?

Answer: Amiri Baraka (accept LeRoi Jones before said)
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Name these physical constants, FTPE.

1. Appearing in one of Newton’s laws, this value is approximately 6.672 times ten to the negative 11th Newton meters squared over kilograms squared.


Answer: universal gravitational constant (prompt on G)

2. This constant with a value of 1.097 times 10 to the 7th inverse meters occurs in formulae of atomic spectra, and is named for the man who developed a formula for the spectrum of hydrogen.


Answer: Rydberg constant

3. This constant appears in the formula for the Faraday effect, and is given by the angle of rotation of the plane of polarization divided by the product of the magnetic field density and the length of the path through the medium.


Answer: Verdet’s constant
