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1. This Englishman had “long dwelt in Amsterdam” before deciding to move to America.  When we first meet him, he proffers a cup of medicine, and is labeled a “Black Man,” or the devil in disguise by his wife.  He had sent that wife ahead of him to America, and when he was delayed for two years after capture by Indians, he was presumed lost at sea.  He eventually arrives in Boston, taking up the profession of a “leech,” or doctor, and rooming with Arthur Dimmesdale.  FTP, name this evil and vengeful husband of Hester Prynne in Hawthorne’s The Scarlet Letter.


Answer: Roger Chillingsworth
2. The effects of this event were exacerbated by the “Gregory” clause and the initial laissez-faire approach of Assistant Treasury Secretary Trevelyan and Prime Minister John Russell.  Earlier Robert Peel had used it to justify repeal of the Corn Laws.  One of its results were the death of many in cramped “coffin ships” to the Americas, while it’s indirect cause was a boom in population which necessitated the use of the large “Aran Banner” variety, which was immune to the fungus that caused it.  FTP, identify this 1846-1850 catastrophe which hit the Emerald Isle.


Answer: Great Irish Potato Famine (prompt on “Great Hunger” or “Great Famine”)
3. This element transitions at much lower temperatures in its lighter-isotope liquid form because its nuclei are fermions and must form bosonic [BO-sawn-ik] pairs to condense.  As it is cooled past 2.2 K, the lambda point, it becomes a superfluid, called the liquid two form.  Oxygen is mixed with this element for high-pressure breathing work, such as deep diving, because it is inert and less soluble in blood than nitrogen.  FTP, name this element, the simplest of the noble gases with atomic number 2

Answer: helium (prompt on “H-e”)

4. This painting is based on a legend that dates back to the real life title event, which occurred in 1323, though those portrayed are depicted in the dress of the artist’s time.  Compositionally, it is divided into two sections, a more Venetian-based bottom half and a clearer Mannerist upper section drawn from the time after its artist left Venice.  A series of men in black, with white lace at their necks stand behind the titular figure at the bottom, but perhaps more startling amidst the swirling figures at the top are Saints Stephen and Augustine.  FTP, name this 1586 painting that depicts the interment of a noble, a masterpiece by El Greco.

Answer: The Burial of Count Orgaz
5. In one myth he created humans by pounding bones from the underworld into a meal and mixing it with blood from a wound in his penis.  In another he burned himself to death after which his heart became the planet Venus and he became known as ‘Lord of the Dawn.”  A bearer of culture, early missionaries believed he was actually the disciple Thomas.  In the most famous myth about him he is exiled from Tula and departs on a raft of serpents after being tricked into committing incest by his enemy Tezcatlipoca.  FTP, name this Aztec feathered-serpent god whom Hernando Cortes was mistaken for.

Answer: Quetzalcoatl  
6. In Love’s Labour’s Lost it is the name of one of the Princess’ attendants, who falls in love with Lord Dumaine, and in Henry V it is the name of the daughter of the king of France.  A more famous character by this name is given a music teacher by the name of Licio, who is actually the servant Hortensio in disguise.  That character is the eldest daughter of Baptista and sister of the fair Bianca.  FTP, give this common name, the last of which identifies the eventual wife of Petruccio, a woman whose nature is softened in The Taming of the Shrew.


Answer: Katherine
6. Major influences in his life were boyhood tutor Simon Rodriguez and his mistress Manuela Saenz.  His first major expedition was eventually repulsed due to the llanero [YA-neh-ro] cavalry of Jose Tomas Boves forcing him into exile, from where he wrote his famous “Letter from Jamaica.”  His return saw a succession of victories at Boyaca, Carabobo, and Junin, and under the control of Antonio Sucre, his forces also won at Ayacucho.  FTP, identify this leader who gained the independence of Colombia and Venezuela, thereby becoming known as “The Liberator.”


Answer: Simon Bolivar
7. Opponents of the Big Bang theory have used this phenomenon to explain redshift, though this is not generally accepted as its influence would be seen in spectral lines.  It was observed by viewing particles that were directed at a carbon target, deflected through a calcite crystal, and then sent into an ionization chamber.  Independently detected by Peter Debye, it occurs during the interaction of electrons and photons with energy levels between 0.5MeV and 3.5MeV.  FTP, name this scientific effect that demonstrates the particle nature of light.

Answer:  Compton Effect
8. This religion was revived during the National Learning movement of the 18th and 19th centuries.  Its cosmology posits a three-tiered universe that consists of “The Plain of High Heaven,” “The Manifested World,” and “The Netherworld.”  Although it has no sacred texts it highly values the 8th century histories Kojiki and Nihonshoki.  Divided into Shrine, Sect, and New Sect varieties, its name literally means “way of the gods.”  FTP, name this religion centered on the worship of Kami, the indigenous religion of Japan

Answer: Shinto or kami no michi or kannagara no michi
9. Parts one and two of this book, “The Gift” and “The Great Mountains,” were first published in the North American Review.  Part three, “The Promise,” came four years later in 1937, and the final section, “The Leader of the People” followed soon after.  The young protagonist is mentored by his grandfather and Billy Buck, the only hired hand on the protagonist’s father’s ranch.  The four related tales all chronicle the maturation and loss of innocence of the adolescent Jody Tiflin and his life in Salinas Valley.  FTP, name this John Steinbeck novel that is not, as the title would suggest, primarily about a horse.

Answer: The Red Pony

10. Noted examples of this type of legislation are the 1976 Hart-Scott-Rodino Act as well as the 1950 Celler-Kefauver Act and the 1936 Robinson-Patman Act.  Opposing a type of arrangement devised by Samuel Dodd, they are based upon Congress’s right to regulate interstate commerce.  The first of its type was crippled by the Supreme Court’s ruling in U.S. v E.C. Knight Co. although it was eventually used successfully against Standard Oil.  FTP, identify this type of law, the most famous of which are the 1914 Clayton Act and 1890 Sherman Act and which deter corporate monopolies.


Answer: Anti-trust act or legislation or regulation etc.
11. Rautaharju and Bazett have both developed methods for calculating the QT interval, a diagnostic tool which derives from this graphic.  It can detect calcium, magnesium, and other electrolyte disturbances and conduction abnormalities.  It is composed of the T wave, which represents repolarization, and the P wave and QRS Complex which correspond to the contraction of the atria and ventricles, respectively.  FTP, name this graphic that can also detect coronary artery blockages and cardiac arrhythmia by recording the electrical voltage of the heart.

Answer: electrocardiogram or ECG or EKG [Elektrokardiogramm]

12. Act Three opens in a bridal chamber before moving to the banks of the Scheldt, which is also the setting for the beginning of this work.  That first act sees the arrival of Henry the Fowler and a confrontation between the title character and the husband of Ortrud.  By the end, the title character kills said husband, Telramund, causes the reappearance of Gottfried, and vanishes though not via his swan-drawn boat.  FTP, name this romantic opera about the savior of Elsa, a Knight of the Holy Grail and son of Parsifal, a work by Richard Wagner.

Answer: Lohengrin
13. It was first calculated by Josef Loschmidt in 1865, and an alternate measure, due to different standards, is known as the Loschmidt Constant.  Its current name was given by Jean Perrin in his 1909 paper entitled, “Brownian Movement and Molecular Reality,” changing the old naming standard of an uppercase “N.”  The current number only applies when using the mass unit of a gram.  FTP, give the name of this number, whose value is 6.022 x 10^23, and is the number of objects in a mole.

Answer: Avogadro’s Number 
14. Robert Graves wrote that when this poet was a boy of nine, “he had been violently debauched by his nymphomaniac Calvinist housemaid.”  He was fond of taking shots at his contemporaries and did so in his English Bards and Scotch Reviewers, while specifically targeting Robert Southey in 1822’s The Vision of Judgment.  Just two years later he died in Missolonghi after joining the Greek fight for independence.  He left behind such dramas as Manfred and such long poems as Childe Harold’s Pilgrimage.  FTP, name this poet of “She Walks in Beauty” and Don Juan [JOO-un].


Answer: George Gordon, Lord Byron
15. This empire often had trouble keeping its great families such as Karin, Gev, and Suren in check and its administration has often been described as “feudal.”  Notable rulers include Vologeses I, who sought to put a puppet ruler up in Aremnia and earned the ire of Rome.  Ruled by the Arsacid dynasty, this empire was defeated in campaigns by Trajan and Septimius Severus, but did succeed in defeating and killing Crassus a Carrhae.  FTP, name this Middle-Eastern empire, which preceded the Sassanids as rulers of Persia.

Answer: Parthians or Parthia (accept Arsacids before mentioned).
16. One describes the relation between electric flux and charge on an enclosed surface.  One describes the relation between magnetic flux through an area enclosed by a closed and the electric field induced along the loop.  Another relates the circulating magnetic field to the electric current in a closed loop.  And the last describes the structure of a magnetic

field. Including Gauss’ Law, Faraday’s Law of Induction, and Ampere’s Law, FTP, identify this set of formulas named for the Scottish scientist who grouped them together.

Answer: Maxwell’s Equations
17. His moral theory posits that all virtuous actions are based on fortitude, or strength of mind, which is further divided into animositas, or rational self-preservation, and generositas, or the rational helping of others.  He developed a geometrical method based upon the presentation of Euclid’s Elements which he used in the only work he published non-anonymously in his lifetime, Principles of Descartes’ Philosophy.  His metaphysics revolves around the idea of “God, or Nature” holding that God is the only substance and gaining him the label of Pantheist.  FTP, name this Dutch rationalist, excommunicated from the Jewish community, who wrote The Ethics.


Answer: Baruch (or Benedict) Spinoza.
18. He is made a Doctor of Jovial Science after he impresses his father and later finds himself in the midst of the Cake-Peddler’s War.  By then he has learned more than 217 games and spent ten years on Latin grammar under the tutelage of such scholars as Ponocrates and Doctor Tubal Holofernes.  He came into this world bawling, “Give me a drink! a drink! a drink!” as the son of Grandgousier and first appeared in print in 1534.  FTP, name this father of Pantagruel and title character of a Francois Rabelais novel.


Answer: Gargantua  
19.  The protagonist of this work is financially backed by Tim Daland, and engages in a love affair with Dr. Claire Lewicki.  A back story involves the mysterious death of Buddy Bretherton, which may have been caused by Harry Hogge’s incompetence.  The climactic scene occurs when the protagonist defeats Russ Wheeler, redeeming himself and Rowdy Burns, who will regain his sponsorship as a result.  Thus ends this 1990 work about the adventures of Cole Trickle.  FTP, identify this film often criticized as “Top Gun on wheels,” a movie in the world of Nascar starring Tom Cruise.   

Answer: Days of Thunder
20. For his action at Caporetto he was awarded the “Blue Max,” his country’s highest military decoration.  Twenty years later, he published a book of lectures on tactics entitled Infantry Attacks, and three years after that he led an army division that became known as the “ghost division.”  The high point of his career was the capture of Tobruk but after defeat at Mareth Line he was recalled and was preparing coastal defenses in France in his last official position.  Committing suicide after his implication in the assassination plot on Hitler, FTP, who was this German commander of the Afrika Corps, a man known as “The Desert Fox?”

Answer: Erwin Rommel.
21. Tondaemum is one of the important shopping sections of this city, which is serviced by Kimp’o International Airport.  Important cultural sites include Sejong Cultural Center and the National Museum located on the grounds of Kyongbok Palace, which was the residence for the rulers of the Yi dynasty.  Located on the Han River, its name has come to mean capital in the language of its residents, although there are plans to have Gonju replace it as its country’s capital.  FTP, name this host of the 1988 Summer Olympics and largest city in South Korea.


Answer: Seoul (or Soul-t’ukpyolsi)
22. He served as America’s first secretary of foreign affairs and drafted the Address to the People of Great Britain for the First Continental Congress.  While serving abroad, he found that he was elected governor of his home state in absentia.  He had already drafted the constitution of that home state, New York, in 1777.  However, he is better remembered for negotiating defined U.S.-Canada boundaries with Lord Greenville in 1794 as part of his namesake treaty, and for the post he was appointed to in 1789.  A co-author of the Federalist Papers with Hamilton and Madison, FTP, name this first chief justice of the U.S. Supreme Court.

Answer: John Jay
23. It took its name from the alternate title for the play Confusion.  Leading poetic examples of this movement include the work of J.M. Lenz and Burger’s ballad of “Lenore.”  Perhaps the greatest influence upon it was the philosophy of Herder, though it was a drama by Klinger that gave this movement its name.  It is perhaps best typified by Goethe’s Sorrows of Young Werther.  FTP, identify this pre-Romantic German literary movement, whose name translates as “storm and stress.”


Answer: Sturm und Drang (prompt on early buzz of “storm and stress”)
24. Among the scenes of his later career are superstitious ones like Spirit of the Dead Watching.  With Emile Bernard he proposed a synthetist theory of art emphasizing the use of flat planes and bright, non-naturalistic color in conjunction with symbolic or primitive objects, and he would stress this theory in the Pont-Aven school that he led.  Among his major works are the late masterpiece Where Do We Come From? What Are We? Where Are We Going? and the earlier The Yellow Christ.  FTP, name this one-time French stockbroker, who left his family and retired to paint in Tahiti.


Answer: Paul Gauguin
