1. He dropped seven of his names because their initials spelled out PINHEAD, from his birth name of Oscar Zoroaster Phadrig Isaac Norman Henkel Emmannuel Ambroise Diggs. He saves a central character from the Mangaboos, and later returns with her to the land he once ruled, where he is taken on as a witch’s apprentice. He is then decreed to be only the third person in the land who can perform magic after Glinda and Ozma. FTP, name this magician, the namesake of a series of books by L. Frank Baum, who asks you to pay no attention to the man behind the curtain.

ANSWER: The Wizard of Oz [prompt on The Wizard]
2. It extended a doctrine first mandated in Weeks v. U.S. The woman at the center of this case had a proclivity for dating light-heavyweight boxing champions, being the ex-wife of Jimmy Bivins and former girlfriend of Archie Moore. Justice Harlan delivered the dissenting opinion in this case, arguing against overturning Wolf v. Colorado, which had incorporated the Fourth Amendment without providing for an enforcement mechanism. FTP, name this 1961 case which ruled that the Fourth Amendment protection against “unreasonable searches and seizures” required the use at state levels of the exclusionary rule.

ANSWER: Mapp v. Ohio [accept Ohio v. Mapp]

3. His later works include That Royle Girl, Sally of the Sawdust, and a film adaptation of The Sorrows of Satan. One of his early films was also known as “the lost art of minding one’s business,” while another was a “psychological comedy founded on Darwin’s theory of the genesis of man” entitled Primitive Man. His film An Unseen Enemy features such notable actors as Harry Carey and Dorothy and Lillian Gish. Lillian would become his favorite actress, and he later gave her a lead role in his films Way Down East, Orphans of the Storm and Intolerance. FTP name this director who also cast Gish as Elsie Stoneman in his 1915 epic Birth of a Nation.

ANSWER: David Wark Griffith
4. Headmaster Michael and Nancy attempt to modernize a rural village run by a traditional priest in this man’s short story “Dead Men’s Path.” He only wrote two volumes of stories, The Sacrificial Egg and Girls at War, while his sole collection of poetry was entitled Beware. He is better known for his novels, whose protagonists include the writer-slash-journalist Ikem and the chief priest of Ulu, Ezeulu. Those novels, Anthills of the Savannah and Arrow of God, take a backseat to this man’s two novels about a hunter and his civil servant son. FTP name this author of an influential essay on race in Conrad’s Heart of Darkness and the novels No Longer at Ease and Things Fall Apart.

ANSWER: Chinua Achebe
5. In basic solution, it can undergo the Cannizzaro reaction to produce methanol. Accidentally produced by Alexander Butlerov in 1859, credit for its identification is given to August Wilhelm von Hofmann. Capable of adding electrophilically to alkenes, it can be prepared industrially by heating dry air and methyl alcohol vapor in the presence of a catalyst like copper or silver, and can also be synthesized from carbon monoxide and hydrogen. Frequently used as a disinfectant and also known as methanal, FTP, name this compound with chemical formula C-H-2-O, the simplest of the aldehydes.

ANSWER: formaldehyde [accept methanal on early buzz]

6. Its portion above King Hill powers the American Fall Dam and receives the Portneuf, Raft, Big Wood, and Henrys Fork tributaries. The South Fork of this river flows along the east of the Grand Tetons, south from Shoshone, Lewis, and Heart lakes, in Yellowstone, widening into Jackson Lake, from which it passes through Jackson Hole, Wyoming. It receives its North Fork and makes a turn at Lewiston after forming part of the Oregon-Idaho border, and then flows west to Pasco. FTP, name this river, the chief tributary of the Colombia, which flows through Hells Canyon.

ANSWER: Snake River

7. The Treaty of Neuberg ended this family’s custom of holding hereditary lands in common by assigning separate domains to Albert III and Leopold III. The earliest known ancestor of this house was a Carolingian noble of the tenth century named Guntram the Rich. Their ancestral home was built in 1020 in what is now the Swiss canton of Aargau, by Bishop Werner of Strasbourg, and is known as “Hawk's Castle.” Rudolf IV created their title of “archduke” and the motto AEIOU, or “Austria is destined to rule the world.” FTP, name this royal family of Austro-Hungary which, under Charles V, had ruled Spain and the Holy Roman Empire.

ANSWER: Habsburg [or Hapsburg]

8. One character in this novel spends an evening drinking with Harvey Stone at the Café Select, where he has an unpleasant encounter with Frances Clyne and her lover. Later, that character takes a bus to Burguete [bur-gwet] with Bill Gorton, and the two of them spend some time fishing with an Englishman. Back at the Montoya Hotel, a young man named Pedro Romero proves attractive to this novel’s central female character, and after they sleep together Robert Cohn becomes agitated and hits Mike Campbell and the main male character. That character is an American newspaper writer who is also in love with Brett Ashley. FTP, name this 1926 novel about Jake Barnes, a work by Ernest Hemingway.

ANSWER: The Sun Also Rises
9. It was incorrectly proposed by William Crookes as the operational principle behind his namesake tube. Svante Arrhenius believed that life on earth arose from organisms transported through the cosmos by this effect. It scales as the fourth power of the temperature according to the Stefan-Boltzmann law, and helps balance gravity in a star. For a uniform source, it is given by one third times the total energy per unit volume within the appropriate space. The operating principle behind the “solar sail” concept, FTP, identify this force per unit area exerted by photons.

ANSWER: radiation pressure
10. The god Aker, guardian of the Double Horizon, took the form of two of these creatures back to back. Hera sent one as a punishment for the abduction of Chrysippus, and it made its home on Mount Phicium. The one sent by Hera was, according to Hesiod’s Theogony, a daughter of Orthrus and Echidna, and was said to strangle travelers that failed its test. The Egyptian god Amun was sometimes depicted as a ram-headed variant of one of these creatures, but they were typically pictured with the face of a monarch and the body of a lion. In Greek myth, this creature committed suicide after hearing the correct response, “Man,” from the son of Laius. FTP, name these creatures, one of which failed to stump Oedipus with its riddle.

ANSWER: sphinxes

11. After a Merchants’ Guild commissioned this man to create a bronze statue of their patron saint, John the Baptist, a rival guild of bankers commissioned this man to create a larger bronze statue of their patron saint, Matthew, both of which appear along with a statue this man made of Saint Stephen in Or San Michele. In this man’s Commentaries he wrote his autobiography as well as explained some of his artistic views. Two of his students, Donatello and Paolo Uccello, helped him in completing his first major commission, that being the making of second pair of doors for the baptistery of the cathedral of Florence. Apparantly, he did such a good job on these doors he was asked to complete a 3rd pair. FTP, name this sculptor who created the “Gates of Paradise.”

ANSWER: Lorenzo Ghiberti (or Lorenzo di Bartolo) 

12. In the art of this religious tradition, the semicircle is a common motif representing the female reproductive cycle, which in this religion’s mythology is akin to the solid matter that coalesced into a clot with a crust when the Great Mother created the Earth. Many of its followers wear a “tilaka,” which is traditionally black for unmarried women but red for others. Alternate names for this religion include Sanatana and Vaidika. FTP name this henotheistic faith, whose followers are divided primarily between Vaishnavism and Shaivaism, whose deities include Kali, Ganesha, and Vishnu, which is the dominant religion of India.

ANSWER: Hinduism
13. In one of this man’s novels, the main character is visiting his aunt Mrs. Failing when he learns that he has a half-brother, Stephen Wonham. Later, that main character marries Agnes Pembroke but dies before his story collection Pan Pipes can achieve fame. In his first novel, Philip arrives in Italy too late to prevent his sister Lilia from marrying a dentist named Gino Carella. In addition to The Longest Journey and Where Angels Fear to Tread, this man wrote about the love of George Emerson and Lucy Honeychurch in 1908’s A Room with a View. FTP, name this English novelist who also wrote Howards End and A Passage to India.

ANSWER: Edward Morgan Forster
14. Suggested to be evolutionarily advantageous for the fungus Podospora anserine, typical examples of these molecules in yeast contain a high number of glutamine and asparagine residues. These molecules have no known genetic material associated with them, and they are produced by a mutation to a gene that codes for a normal PrP protein. When this mutation occurs, it induces incorrect folding in the normal protein, resulting in accumulation and subsequent brain cell destruction. Transmissible by injection or ingestion of infected tissue, these objects are responsible for fatal familial insomnia, kuru, and Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease. FTP, name these abnormal proteins discovered and named by Stanley B. Prusiner, a portmanteau for “proteinaceous infectious particle”.

ANSWER: prions (accept proteinaceous infectious particles on early buzz)

15. It is blamed for triggering the “beggar-thy-neighbor” phenomenon and for creating the sugar crisis which brought Fulgencio Batista to power in Cuba. Sponsored by the Utah chair of the Senate Finance Committee and the Oregon chair of the House Ways and Means Committee, it raised the levels set by the Fordney-McCumber Act to an average of sixty percent and remained in force until the Reciprocal Trade Agreements Act was passed in 1934. FTP, a petition signed by a thousand economists failed to stop what 1930 tariff act, a major factor in worsening the Great Depression? 

ANSWER: Hawley-Smoot Tariff Act [or Smoot-Hawley Tariff Act; accept United States Tariff Act of 1930 before “1930” is read]
16. For fifteen years, she edited the Journal of American Folklore. Her doctoral dissertation was on “The Concept of the Guardian Spirit in North America,” and she wrote poetry under the name Anne Singleton. She used the Dobu and Kwakiutl as examples in one of her books and published the critique of scientific racism, Race: Science and Politics. After the U.S. entered World War II, this author of Zuni Mythology and Patterns of Culture was recruited by the Office of War Information as a consultant. FTP, identify this anthropologist who never went to Japan but wrote The Chrysanthemum and the Sword.
ANSWER: Ruth Fulton Benedict [accept Ruth Fulton]

17. Its namesake asserted that, in exchange reactions of neutral salts in aqueous solution, no heat effect is observed, and silver telluride is also named for the man who came up with this idea. Discovered in seminal experiments involving work with sulfuric acid, it was first published in Recherches Thermochimiques in 1840. Arising from the law of conservation of energy, its relevance comes from the fact that energy changes are state functions. FTP, name this law of summation indicating that the heat of a chemical reaction is independent of the path of the reaction, named for a Swiss-Russian chemist.

ANSWER: Hess’ First Law [accept Law of Constant Heat Summation before “summation”]

18. It gives permission to use white linen for saddlecloths and is dated to the consulate of Galligano. Expressing gratitude for the end of worshipping “mute and deaf images made by hand,” it contains an out-of-place reference to satraps and makes pledges regarding a city that had not yet been founded. Commissioned by Stephen II, it was based on legends surrounding St. Sylvester. Questioned as early as the tenth century by Otto III, it was finally discredited in 1440, when analysis of Latin styles by Lorenzo Valla proved that it was a forgery. FTP, name this document, purportedly a grant of temporal authority to the Pope by a Roman Emperor.

ANSWER: Donation of Constantine [or Donatio Constantini; or Constitutum Constantini]

19. In this work, a messenger encounters the title character singing on a farm and announces that a festival would be held in the honor of the Goddess Hera and that all Argive maidens were to attend. However, the protagonist refuses to attend so as to avoid becoming the object of the pitying eyes of the people of Argos. This is because the protagonist was forced to marry an elderly peasant farmer, so that her husband would not be able to avenge the wrongs wrought on her male family members by her mother and stepfather Aegisthos. Fortunately, her brother Orestes will return from hiding and kill not only Aegisthos, but also Clytemnestra. FTP, name this daughter of Agamemnon, the titular character of a drama written by Euripides.

ANSWER: Electra
20. The principal Italian member of this school was Roderigo Ardigo, while its German members included Friedrich Jodl and Ernst Laas. An early work of its French movement was The New Christianity, while one work by its best-known French member was Philosophy of Mathematics, which argued for a kind of trinity composed of the Great Being, the Great Way, and the Great Fetish. That French member attracted followers such as Emile Littré and George Herbert Lewes, and argued that science aims only at prediction. Those views appeared in a massive six-volume work published between 1830 and 1842 and known as the “course” in a certain kind of philosophy. FTP, name this intellectual movement which was founded by Auguste Comte.

ANSWER: positivism
21. Ted Rose did a watercolor “Revisited” version of this work into which he inserts an incredulous officer of the law with his white dog. In the upper left-hand corner of this painting one can see that the windows have their blinds halfway down, and the shops below are bare. Two large percolators sit on a counter toward the back next to a door with a window but no knob. The clothes of the people inside the all-night diner bring to mind the 1930s and early 40s, as well as the lettering which reveals the name of the “lunch-counter” as being Phillies. FTP, name this painting by Edward Hopper. 

ANSWER: Nighthawks
22. Typical ones used the kashindan to run their administration, and took policy advice from a council of elders called the karo. Those of the 14th and 15th centuries were known as shugo, and were supplanted by the Sengoku type, which took their name from that period. During the Edo period, they controlled three-fourths of the land not held by the bakufu, and under Tokugawa rule, they came to be known as kinsei, or “early modern.” In 1869, the year after the Meiji restoration, they bounded together with the kuge to form a new aristocratic group, the kazoku, and in 1871 their family holdings were abolished and their land was confiscated by the emperor. Literally called “large private land,” FTP, name these powerful feudal rulers from the 12th century to the 19th century in Japan.

ANSWER: Daimyo

23. He wrote about a lady whose “thrushes sing in Rathburn bowers” who “cannot guess” that the speaker kneels “to share her hound’s caress” in his poem “The Henchman.” He wrote about a man who didn’t believe that the “Dark Day” of May 19, 1780 was the Day of Judgment in “Abraham Davenport,” while he wrote about the death of a woman named Mary and the need of informing some insects of her demise in his “Telling the Bees.” His early works include the narrative poem Moll Pitcher and the prose Legends of New England, though he gained recognition as a major poet with the appearance of 1866’s Snow-Bound. FTP, name this American author of “Ichabod” and “Barbara Frietchie.”

ANSWER: John Greenleaf Whittier
24. In a plasma, it is proportional to the ion and electron density and is therefore a good indicator of the pressure of a star’s atmosphere. Its two-dimensional form can yield cascades when applied to quantum wires and it is particularly useful for molecular rotational spectra because its manifestations indicate low-J transitions. In its quadratic form, the first-order terms vanish in accordance with the Wigner-Eckart theorem, but a linear case exists which depends on the degeneracy of the 2s and 2p states and thus is not exhibited by alkali atoms. For ten points, identify this effect which breaks degeneracy through the application of an electric field. 

ANSWER: Stark effect

1. FTPE, identify these 20th-century art movements: 

[10] This art movement’s name in Russian means “yes, yes” and means “rocking horse” in French. The 1918 Berlin manifesto stated that “[This] is the international expression of our times, the great rebellion of artistic movements.”

ANSWER: Dada
[10] A chief inspiration for this style was German-American artist Josef Albers, in particular his Homage to the Square. Emerging in the United States in the mid-1960s, this style of abstract painting made use of its namesake illusions and other striking visual effects.

ANSWER: Op art or Optic Art 

[10] This group of artists came together in Munich, and in 1911 an exhibition of their works was assembled by their leaders, Franz Marc and Wassily Kandinsky.

ANSWER: The Blue Rider or Der Blaue Reiter
2. FTPE, answer the following about the skin. 

[10] This second layer of the skin consists of living cells that make up the papillary layer and the reticular layer. Just below the epidermis, it also includes blood vessels that provide nutrients.

ANSWER: dermis
[10] These glands located in the dermis secrete an oily substance that acts as a natural lubricant for skin and hair.

ANSWER: sebaceous glands

[10] This production of small extrusions near the base of body hair on the skin results from a reaction to being either cold or frightened. Give any scientific name associated with these so-called “goose-bumps”.

ANSWER: pilomotor reflex or piloerection or horripilation

3. This play is set on an island which had been the home of a witch named Sycorax. FTPE:

[10] Name this drama which was probably written in 1611, whose minor characters include the drunken Stephano and the clownish Trinculo.

ANSWER: The Tempest
[10] This duke of Milan rules over the island in The Tempest, but renounces his magic and frees his servant Ariel at the play’s end.

ANSWER: Prospero
[10] This misshapen son of Sycorax tries to overthrow Prospero with the help of Stephano and Trinculo, but sadly never gets to have his way with Miranda.

ANSWER: Caliban
4. This hero defied the laws of genetics by being two-thirds immortal. FTPE:

[10] Name this Sumerian hero who tried to obtain the secret of immortality from Utnapishtim while taking a break from being king of Uruk.

ANSWER: Gilgamesh

[10] The gods responded to the prayers of the oppressed citizenry of Uruk by sending this wild man, who challenged Gilgamesh to a wrestling match before accompanying him on the quest to kill Humbaba.

ANSWER: Enkidu
[10] This sexy goddess of love propositioned Gilgamesh, but he rejected her, so she convinced her father to send the Bull of Heaven to destroy Uruk. 

ANSWER: Ishtar
5. FTPE, identify these acts of Parliament that probably pissed off the American colonists.

[10] This not so sweet act was passed by Parliament in 1764. It cut the molasses tax in half, but added duties on other imports.

ANSWER: Sugar Act

[10] This probably pissed off lawyers, merchants, and journalists the most, since this 1765 act required a tax to be placed on most printed material and legal documents.

ANSWER: Stamp Act

[10] This act of 1764 banned paper money, which caused deflation in the colonies due to the shortage of bullion.

ANSWER: Currency Act

6. Name these things associated with the Earth’s magnetosphere, FTPE.

[10] The inner edge of the magnetosphere is marked by this layer of plasma in the Earth’s atmosphere, which contains the Appleton layer. It overlaps with the thermosphere and exosphere.

ANSWER: ionosphere

[10] There are two of these toroidal concentrations of energetic charged particles trapped in the magnetosphere. Disruptions of the material in these zones lead to magnetic storms and aurorae.

ANSWER: Van Allen belts or Van Allen radiation belts

[10] The Earth’s magnetosphere is deflected by this flux of plasma streaming off the corona of the Sun.

ANSWER: solar wind

7. FTPE, name these bands or singers from descriptions in Dr. David Thorpe’s Internet column “Your Band Sucks.”

[10] This group is described as “having a combined mental age of 13” and “fascinated by sex in the most refreshingly juvenile manner possible.” A line from their “Whisper Song,” which contains three instances of the phrase “wait ‘til you see my dick” is citied as an example of how their childlike minds are unable to comprehend their adult genitals. 

ANSWER: The Yin-Yang Twins
[10] Thorpe says that “If you don’t automatically roll your eyes at every single thing that comes out of [his] mouth, then there is something drastically wrong with your eyeball muscles and you should see a professional face doctor right away.” He is the former lead singer of Public Image Limited and the Sex Pistols.

ANSWER: Johnny Rotten [or John Lydon]

[10] According to the author, this band behind the albums Toxicity and Hypnotize has a “thin, watery varnish of fake smarts smeared sparsely over a huge, majestic blimp of dumb.” In response to the idiocy of the line “why don’t presidents fight the war,” the article’s author says, “Because Roosevelt was in a wheelchair, you ASSHOLES!” 

ANSWER: System of a Down [accept Syndrome of a Down]

8. He ran arms in North Africa for a while after being shot by his lover, Paul Verlaine, FTPE:

[10] Name this French poet of The Drunken Boat.

ANSWER: Arthur Rimbaud
[10] Rimbaud is perhaps best known for this long poetic work about his life whose chapters include “Delirium I” and “Alchemy of the Word.”

ANSWER: A Season in Hell or Une Saison en enfer
[10] Both Rimbaud and Verlaine were members of this French school of poetry that also included Stéphane Mallarmé.

ANSWER: Symbolism
9. In 1613 he took a trip to Italy and saw the villas of Palladio, after which he was made Surveyor of the King’s Works. FTPE:

[10] Name this British Neoclassical architect.

ANSWER: Inigo Jones
[10] Jones created this building at the palace of James I to replace the previous one that burned down. Inside it consists of one large, cubic room while the exterior façade is divided into three tiers of windows.

ANSWER: Banqueting House at Whitehall
[10] Jones was also charged with repairing this London structure most famously worked on by Christopher Wren.

ANSWER: St. Paul’s Cathedral

10. It has sectional curvature minus one and is sometimes known by the names of Lobachevsky, Bolyai, and Gauss. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this non-Euclidean geometry discovered before Riemannian or spherical geometry.

 ANSWER: hyperbolic geometry

[10] Hyperbolic and spherical geometries do not satisfy this Euclidean postulate. It involves a line, a point not on the line, and postulates the uniqueness of a certain line constructed through the point.

 ANSWER: the parallel line postulate or Euclid’s fifth postulate

[10] If the parallel postulate is changed to read that for a line and a point there does no exist a line through that point parallel to the first line, this kind of geometry can be constructed.

 ANSWER: elliptic geometry 

11. Name these French rulers for 10 points each.

[10] This king reigned from 1589 to 1610 and promoted religious tolerance in his country by issuing the Edict of Nantes.

ANSWER: Henry IV of France [[or Henry, Prince De Béarn; or Henry III of Navarre {prompt on Henry III}, or Henry of Bourbon; prompt on Henry]

[10] He was known as the Sun King, ruled for seventy-two years, built the palace at Versailles, and said “I am the State.”

ANSWER: Louis XIV [prompt on Louis]

[10] The Babylonian Captivity began under this king, when Clement V moved the Papal court to Avignon, and he also destroyed the Knights Templar and feuded with Bernard Saisset, the bishop of Pamiers.

ANSWER: Philip IV of France [or Philip The Fair; or Philippe Le Bel; or Philip I of Navarre {prompt on Philip I}; prompt on Philip] 

12. In the second part of this work, Great-Heart helps a woman and her neighbor Mercy on a journey which had earlier been undertaken by her husband. FTPE:

[10] Name this allegorical work, whose first part features such places as the Delectable Mountains and the Valley of Humiliation.

ANSWER: The Pilgrim’s Progress, from this World to that which is to come
[10] This English author of Grace Abounding to the Chief of Sinners wrote Pilgrim’s Progress.

 ANSWER: John Bunyan
[10] In Pilgrim’s Progress Faithful is burned to death in this town, which is home to a notable fair.

ANSWER: Vanity
13. His first book was 1896’s The Sense of Beauty, in which he laid out his aesthetic philosophy. FTPE:

[10] Name this Spanish-born thinker, who also wrote the novel The Last Puritan and the autobiographical Persons and Places.

ANSWER: George Santayana
[10] In a 1923 book, Santayana contrasted this kind of thought with “animal faith.” In the classical world, this school featured such members as Pyrrho and Sextus Empiricus.

ANSWER: Skepticism
[10] Santayana’s major early achievement is a five-volume work about the “life of” this concept. 

ANSWER: reason
14. They originally arrived at their present home around 1150 and exterminated the moa. FTPE:

[10] Name this people whose name means “normal” in their own language, and who fought a number of wars against the English during the 19th century.

ANSWER: Maori
[10] The Maori are aboriginal natives of this pair of islands.

ANSWER: New Zealand
[10] Negotiated on February 6, 1840 by William Hobson on the British side, this treaty which purported to protect Maori rights served as a pretext for Britain to annex New Zealand; the day of its signing is now a national New Zealandic holiday.

ANSWER: Treaty of Waitangi
15. FTPE, answer these related questions.
[10] This is the name given to any stable system of particles dispersed in another substance. Examples include milk and smoke.

ANSWER: colloid
[10] This type of colloid has a dispersed phase of solid particles suspended in a dispersion medium of any liquid. An example is oil paints. 

ANSWER: sol

[10] The namesake of this effect incorrectly postulated that the sky is blue due to scattering by dust particles. This effect is the scattering of a light beam due to the presence of particles in a colloid. ANSWER: Tyndall effect

16. Sir Thomas Beecham was an advocate of this man’s music, and in 1929 Beecham organized a festival devoted to this man which was held in London. FTPE:

[10] Name this English composer, who wrote a symphonic suite called Florida after spending time at his father’s orange plantation in that state.

ANSWER: Frederick Delius
[10] One of the best-known stage works by Delius is a lyric drama about a “village” version of this title pair of Shakespearean lovers.

ANSWER: Romeo and Juliet [A Village Romeo and Juliet]

[10] Delius enjoyed writing this kind of composition, one of which is an “American” one called Appalachia while another is an “English” one called Brigg Fair. Rachmaninov wrote one of these on a theme of Paganini.

ANSWER: rhapsody
17. After the publication of his best-known novel in 1957, he wrote such works as The Subterraneans and Dr. Sax. FTPE:

[10] Name this American author, whose other works include Desolation Angels and The Town and the City.

ANSWER: Jack Kerouac
[10] Jack Kerouac is best known for this novel, which is narrated by Sal Paradise.

ANSWER: On the Road

[10] This elevated area was a defensive position for the Union Army at Gettysburg and the target of Pickett’s Charge. The southern edge ends at Little Round Top.

ANSWER: Cemetery Ridge

[10] Longstreet led his soldiers through this rocky area on the second day of the battle. Hood’s division eventually took the area in a skirmish marked by the use of sharpshooters.

ANSWER: Devil’s Den
22. It is the most efficient thermodynamic cycle allowed by the second law. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this cycle, whose efficiency is given by the ratio of the difference in temperatures between the heat source and the heat sink to the temperature of the heat source.

ANSWER: Carnot cycle

[10] Used in all internal combustion engines, this cycle begins with an intake stroke, and includes a constant-volume compression stroke, a combustion process, an adiabatic power stroke, and an exhaust stroke.

ANSWER: Otto cycle

[10] Used in gas turbines, this cycle consists of an inlet, an isentropic compression, a combustion process which feeds the turbine, and a return of the flow isentropically back to free stream pressure.

ANSWER: Brayton cycle
