Answer: Nara

2. Francis Marion Tarwater has been raised by his fanatical, tyrannical grand-uncle Mason to be a prophet; when Mason dies, though, he gives up and thus suffers tortures of doubt and indecision. He briefly weighs the value of humanistic rationalism, as his uncle George exemplifies, but suddenly experiences a vision and accepts his calling. FTP, this is a description of what 1960 work, a Southern gothic novel by Flannery O’Connor?

Answer: The Violent Bear It Away

3. During this stage, the spindle asters define the position of the contractile ring and thus the plane of cytokinesis.  The nucleoli and nuclear membranes reform and the two groups of chromosomes uncoil to

reform chromatin as the spindle which separated them during anaphase breaks down in, for ten points, what stage of mitosis?

Answer: telophase
4. The Fughetta section of this musical work alludes to JS Bach’s Clavierubung, its 22nd variation is based upon “Notte e giorno faticar” from Don Giovanni, and its 33rd and final variation makes reference to the “Arietta” movement of the composer’s own 32nd piano sonata. Written in C major, the most important musical reference is the frequently pariodied waltz theme which serves as the basis for this set of variations, inspired when a Viennese music publisher circulated a waltz of his own invention to 50 composers, each of whom was requested to contribute a variation to a collective project. FTP, name this set of variations by Ludwig van Beethoven.

Answer: Diabelli variations
5. After an appointment as Minister to Ratisbon, this man scandalized the German aristocrats with losses at gambling and many love affairs, and was nicknamed “Easie” by his friends, who included Henry Savile and Sir Charles Sedley. He only wrote three plays, including The Comical Revenge; or, Love in a Tub, and 1668’s She Wou’d if She Cou’d. His final play includes characters like Dorimant and Bellair, and Sir Flopling Flutter, a typical Restoration dandy and fool. FTP, identify this playwright of The Man of Mode.

Answer: Sit George Etherege

6. Its transition zone may develop benign hyperplasia, while the anterior fibromuscular stroma is the anchoring point of the urethral sphincter. The central zone features the connection of the seminal vesicles and the peripheral zone can be felt by a finger in the rectum.  For ten points, these are parts of what chestnut-sized gland surrounding the urethra, found beneath the bladder of men.

Answer: prostate gland

7. It was more of a nine-year cease-fire then an actual treaty.  By its terms Edward III renounced his claim to the French throne; in return, he was recognized as sovereign of Limousin, Gascony, and Calais.  Signed at a French village just southeast of Chartres, for ten points, by what 1360 Hundred Years’ War agreement was King John II of France also released in exchange for three million gold crowns?

Answer:  Peace of Bretigny (also accept Peace of Calais before "Calais")

8. This man pretended to court the daughter of his superior in order to receive a better appointment, and promptly dumped her. After being disgraced for bribery, he worked his way up the head of a customs-house, where he collaborated with smugglers before being betrayed by a confederate. With a small amount of money and his servants Petrushka and Selifan, he next established himself in a small town and traveled to the houses of Maniloff, Madame Korobotchkina, Nozdreff, and Sobakevitch in search of a strange commodity. FTP, identify this protagonist of Gogol’s Dead Souls.

Answer: Pavel Ivanovitch Tchitchikoff
9. He was an unsuccessful presidential candidate in 1867 and 1871, but would lead his nation for a period of 31 out of 35 years.  In 1876 he overthrew the government of President Sebastian Lerdo de Tejada, and while he had to cede power for four years because the constitution would not allow presidents to serve consecutive terms, he rewrote that rule when he returned to power in 1884.  For ten points, identify the Mexican dictator who ruled until 1911, when he himself was overthrown by Francisco Madero.

Answer:  Porfirio Diaz
10. Particularly useful when expressed in action-angle variables, it is the operator for which eigenvalues are sought in the Schrodinger equation.  A function of the canonical positions and momenta, under certain conditions it is equal to the energy of the system.  For ten points, what function of classical mechanics, named for an Irish mathematician, is closely related to the Lagrangian?

Answer: Hamiltonian
11. An Athapaskan-speaking people, they call themselves by names such as N’dé, Indé, Diné, and other variants by dialect, all meaning “people”.  The name by which they are known by non-Native Americans, however, is derived from the Zuni term for the Navaho, which means “enemy”.  Comprising six distinct tribes including the Jicarilla, the Mescalero, the Chiricahua, and the Kiowa, for 10 points, what is this Native American people of the southwestern U.S., whose famous leaders included Nana, Mangas Coloradas, Cochise, and Geronimo?

Answer: Apache

12. Prior to the Second Punic War, the area was split into eastern and western tribes.  During that conflict the westerners sided with Hannibal while the easterners, led by Masinissa, joined the Romans.  For his loyalty, Masinissa gained control of the entire region, which remained with his descendants until Julius Caesar overthrew Juba II in 46 BC, renaming it Africa Nova.  For ten points, name the region, roughly equivalent to modern Algeria, which was also the homeland of Jugurtha.

Answer:  Numidia

13. The Lucas-Lehmer test can determine if one of them is of interest. All even perfect numbers are the product of a power of 2 and a prime one; for example, 28 is "2 squared times 7" and 496 is "2 to the fourth times 31".  For ten points, what are these numbers named for a Minim friar which are of the form "2 to the nth minus one"?

Answer:  Mersenne numbers (reluctantly accept Mersenne primes)

14. Their greatest work was finished by Jean Colombe 70 years after their death in 1416, presumably from the plague.  Although Paul was the eldest, the first mention of any of them came in the late 1390's when Jean and Hermanne were hired as apprenticed to a Paris goldsmith. They were contracted to illuminate a Bible for Phillip the Bold, the Duke of Burgundy, before they began their unfinished work for the Duc de Berry. Identify these International Gothic artists of Tres Belles Heures and Tres Riches Heures, who FTP, were a trio of Netherlandish brothers?

Answer:  Limbourg

15. According to Porphyrion, this work is addressed to L. Calpurnius Piso and his sons. The last in the author’s second set of epistles, it begins with the metaphor of a painter who sets a human head on a body made from parts of different animals. It then advises to pick a subject that suits your powers, to not let a fourth character speak, to make all plays five acts in length, and to not present a comic subject in tragic meter. FTP, identify this treatise laying down the rules for writing poetry, written by Horace.

Answer: Ars Poetica

16. The notion was first heralded in the ethics of German philosopher Ludwig Feuerbach, who believed that it dissolved when human relations become close and communitarian.  However, it was most famously adapted to describe a particular conception of dialogue that opposes both the religious goal of a mystical union with God and the idea of any impersonal or objective knowledge of God.  For 10 points, what is this phrase used to describe the interpersonal dialogue between God and man in a 1922 work by Martin Buber?

Answer: I and Thou or Ich Und Du

17. This process is typically accomplished by the hydrolysis of a glycerol ester, such as the heating of a fat with an alkali.  The molecule formed thereby is a long hydrocarbon chain with an ionic salt at one end, which is water-soluble, and a fatty acid on the other, which is not.  For ten points, name the process by which soap is formed.

Answer:  saponification (prompt on soap before it’s mentioned)
18. A division commander for the Confederacy in the Peninsular Campaign and at Antitam and Fredericksburg, this general became commander of the First Corps in the Army of Northern Virginia. At Chickamauga he directed the attack which broke the Federal Lines, and despite suffering a paralyzed right arm in the Wilderness Camapign, he continued to command his corps until Appomattox. Frequently contrasted with Jackson as “Lee’s Anvil”, for ten points, name this officer whose delay in organizing Pickett's Charge is often cited as the reason for the Confederate defeat at Gettysburg. 

Answer: James Longstreet

19. The topography of these islands is dominated by perpendicular cliffs, the highest being Mount Slaettara. Originally settled circa 700 by Irish monks, its name comes from a word meaning “Sheep Island”, and its 17 inhabited islands include Sand, Vagar, Eystur, and Streym, the latter of which is home to its capital, Torshavn. FTP, name these islands between Iceland and the Shetland Islands which belong to the kingdom of Denmark.

Answer: Faeroe or Faeroese or Faeroerne islands

20. By three years after this work’s publication, 165 clubs had been formed to discuss it. In the last chapter, the protagonist is awoken by his servant Sawyer, holding a glass of sherry that Dr. Pillsbury prescribed for after rousing from a mesmeric sleep. Answer: alpha decay (prompt on radioactive decay, but accept proton radioactivity until "equals")

Answer: 1978 (5 for 1976-1980)
