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1. This character ponders on the hands of Wing Biddlebaum, and is used as a sounding board by the wacky Dr. Parcival. The death of his mother and an evening with the banker’s daughter, Helen White, form the final impetus for him to skedaddle out of town. For ten points, name this teenage reporter for the Eagle, who departs to become a journalist in a city larger than Winesburg, Ohio.

Answer: George Willard
2. A Pop Art version includes a depiction of the artist herself, Marisol, sitting opposite the scene of wood sculpture. A version by Tintoretto divided the oil on canvas painting diagonally with the table, and includes a choir of angels, while Marisol’s inspiration was painted for Santa Maria delle Grazie. Give the titles for these works depicting the moment at which Jesus announces that one apostle will betray him, the best known of which, FTP, was painted by Leonardo da Vinci.

Answer: The Last Supper

3. The lack of hydrogen exchange plus the existence of a large element effect show that this occurs instead of carbanions. Proposed by E.D. Hughes and Sir Christopher Ingold, more evidence for it includes a large hydrogen

isotope effect, the fact that it is unaccompanied by rearrangements, and that it follows second order kinetics. For ten points, name this mechanism which Hughes and Ingold used to explain dehydrohalogenation.

Answer: E2 or bimolecular elimination

4. The grandson, on his mother’s side, of the leader of the Rebellion of 1837, he was taught by his mother that it was his destiny to vindicate his grandfather and namesake.  A resident for a time at Hull House, he worked for the Rockefeller Foundation from 1914, although he insisted on residing in Canada, where he could run for Parliament.  For ten points, who was this politician, who between 1919 and 1948 served as Liberal leader and three-time Canadian prime minister?

Answer: William L. Mackenzie King

5. This work posited an “inner man” who serves as an “impartial spectator,” who speaks with a voice impossible to ignore, approving or condemning actions. Human beings are creatures driven by passion, but able to reason and sympathize. Written in 1759, its author tries to ascertain the ability to form moral judgements, while faced with the instincts of self-interest and self-preservation. For ten points, this first work published by Adam Smith.

Answer: The Theory of Moral Sentiments
6. The discoverer of phenylhydrazine, which formed osazones in reactions with simple sugars, his investigations of purines determined the structures of caffeine and uric acid. His stereochemical work included finding the 16 forms of glucose and the structure of fructose.  For ten points, name this founder of enzyme chemistry and German Nobel

laureate.

Answer: Emil Fischer
7. In the various wars of the Arabian peninsula, this power maintained the client tribe of the Kinda, which fought surrogate battles against the Lakhmids and Gassanids. This country subdued the Jewish kings of the Yemeni Arabs and, using a baggage train of elephants, failed to take Mecca in the “Year of the Elephant,” 570 AD. In 1896, it won the Battle of Adowa, defeating colonializing Italians. For ten points, name this African country later occupied by Fascist Italy.

Answer: Ethiopia or Abyssinia
8. For 15 years, her grave was only covered by a grassy mound, but it is now marked with a gray marble tablet, inscribed with her name and the word “Resurgam.” She was buried in Brocklebridge Churchyard, dying of consumption at a time when the rest around her were stricken with typhus fever. She is literally labeled a “slattern” for failing to organize her drawer by Miss Cratcherd, although she is better treated by Miss Temple. For ten points, name this student at Lowood Institution and friend of Jane Eyre.

Answer: Helen Burns (accept either name)

9. In 1855, this object won the Grand Medal of Honor at the Paris International Exposition. In the U.S., two were sold in 1841, 7, in 1842, and then 29 and 50 the two following years, eventually being produced in a Chicago factory. Described by the London Times as “a cross between an Astley Chariot, a wheelbarrow, and a flying machine,” for ten points, name this invention which reduced the amount of labor needed to harvest land, created by Cyrus McCormick.





Answer: mechanical reaper
10. The transverse form of this phenomenon is purely relativistic, arising from time dilation.  In conjunction with the Hubble constant, it gives the distance to astronomical objects, while on Earth it is used to determine the speed of planes and baseballs.  For ten points, name this change in frequency caused by the relative motion of two objects.

Answer: Doppler shift

11. He has a problem with a horse while travelling to Dingley Della and unintentionally makes his landlady, Mrs. Bardell, think that he desires to marry her, resulting in a breach of promise lawsuit. His servant, Samuel Weller, accompanies him to jail, while Tracy Tupman, Nathaniel Winkle, and Augustus Snodgrass comprise the rest of his club. For ten points, name this man whose “papers” made up the first novel of Charles Dickens.

Answer: Samuel Pickwick [The Posthumous Papers of the Pickwick Club]

12. In 1645, this Chancellor of the Exchequer was removed to the island of Jersey, through the pretext being made guardian to the Prince of Wales. After the death of Oliver Cromwell, he was appointed Lord Chancellor and wrote the History of the Rebellion and Civil Wars in England. For ten points, name this minister whose name is collectively attached to the Corporation Act, the Five-Mile Act, the Conventicle Act, and the Act of Conformity, which were aimed at Nonconformists.

Answer: 1st Earl of Clarendon or Sir Edward Hyde or Viscount Cornbury or Baron Hyde of Hindon
13. After writing a wind quintet for his friends which mirrored their personalities, he wrote five concertos, one for each of them, including a clarinet concerto for Aagé Oxenfold. This composer used “progressive tonality” so that only the first of his symphonies was written “in” a certain key. His second symphony, giving each movement a different humour, is called The Four Temperaments. For ten points, name this composer famous for his fourth symphony, called the Inextinguishable.

Answer: Carl Nielsen

14. This man created a theory of distribution based on marginal productivity, and, along with Daniel Bernoulli, he derived an equation for the torque on a thin elastic beam. He found all even perfect numbers and his phi-function is the number of smaller positive integers relatively prime to a number.  With Lagrange, he derived the calculus of variations, while his angles specify the orientation of a rigid body.  For ten points, name this Swiss mathematician and possible namesake of the number e.

Answer: Leonhard Euler
15. His tactics resulted in the capture of Tarentum, although it intentionally allowed the ravaging of Campania and drew the ire of Minucius Rufus. Elected dictator after a loss at Lake Trasimene, abandonment of his strategy led to a disastrous defeat at Cannae. Name this man who cut off supply lines and followed a strategy of attrition, and FTP, is  known for his dilatory tactics that allowed Rome to recover during the early stages of the Second Punic War.

Answer: Quintus Fabius Maximus Cunctator

16. This author commented on adultery in The Evil Genius, heredity in The Legacy of Cain and the Jesuits in The Black Robe. He became addicted to laudanum, which he took for gout, and was bed-ridden when he dictated his best-known work, which contains the characters Rachel Verinder and Sergeant Cuff. For ten points, name this author of The Woman in White and The Moonstone.

Answer: William Wilkie Collins
17. Groups of disciples would organize into brotherhoods around a charismatic leader, around whom would also arise a group of buildings called a zaouia. Taking its name from the wool used for cheap clothes by early adherents, it had a verbal lineage of instruction to disciple, from masters usually referred to as sheikhs, a line said to continue back to the Prophet. For ten points, name this focus on the spirit of religion, a side of Islam in search of the mystic.

Answer: Sufism

18. At its midpoint is a constriction called the isthmus. Cranial to the isthmus is the body and the fundus while its ventral surface faces the bladder.  The external, or serous, coat is derived from the peritoneum and the inner layer is the endometrium.  For ten points, the cervix is one end of what hollow organ found in only half the population?

Answer: uterus or womb
19. This war resulted in the formation of the North German Confederation and resulted in the secession of Venetia for transfer to Italy by the Peace of Vienna.  It included the Battle of Königgrätz, and the outright annexation of Nassau, Hesse-Kassel, Hanover, and Frankfurt by Prussia. Name this 1866 war fought over Schleswig and Holstein and ended by the Treaty of Prague, which, FTP, created a Germany that excluded Austria.

Answer: Seven Weeks' War or Austro-Prussian War
20. With three sections, it includes “A Catalog of Meters,” a list of 102 examples known by its author, and “The Language of Poetry,” which deals, in part, with kennings. The third section is “The Beguiling of Gylfi,” a dialogue in which a Swedish king is told the myths of the beginning and end of the world and the exploits of the gods, in a visit to Asgard. For ten points, name this Scandinavian literary work, written in the 13th century by Snorri Sturleson.

21. This composition draws its name from a joke which the wife of Emperor Francis II found offensive. From an oratorio, it quotes music associated with the text, “The dewdropping morn, Oh, how she quickens all!” to go with the words “Qui tollis peccata mundi,” changing tempo abruptly for the words “Miserere Nobis” within the Gloria. For ten points, name this work by Joseph Haydn, quoting the music of Adam and Eve.

22. This work includes a prediction that the human race will be destroyed when children are born with grey hair, and the people act with deceit, violence, and disrespect between parent and child. I’m a hell-raiser.” Her hell-raising included organizing child textiles mill workers for a march to the New York home of President Teddy Roosevelt, where he refused to talk with them, and leading miner’s wives to aid their striking husbands by driving off scab workers with mops and brooms. For ten points, name this labor organizer who also gave her name to a progressive magazine.

Answer: Mary Harris “Mother” Jones

24. It is said that he jammed a rag full of powder into the keyhole of another student's room and ignited it to earn dismissal from Yale within two years of his entrance at age 13. For ten points, name this neurotransmitter synthesized from tyrosine and believed to play a role in schizophrenia, whose deficiency is a cause of Parkinson's disease.

Answer: dopamine or hydroxytyromine

26. The arid version of it is called a bajada. In geography, it can describe the debris deposited at the foot of a mountain. In the United States, it is a plateau where cotton and tobacco is grown, bounded by the Appalachian Mountains and the Atlantic Coastal Plain, north of Alabama and south of New Jersey. For ten points, give the name shared with the region surrounding the Po River valley in northwestern Italy, whose name means “at the foot of a mountain.”

In the Book of Leinster, a druid predicts at her birth that many men will die because of her. For a while, she lives with the three sons of Usnech in Scotland, having eloped with one of them, but they are killed after returning to Ireland. She eventually kills herself by smashing her head against a rock to keep herself from King Conor. For ten points, name this lover of Noísi, a heroine of the Ulster cycle.

Answer: Deirdre

He has survived thirty-two wars, "fourteen attempts on his life, seventy-three ambushes, and a firing squad" and when he finally dies it is of old age while he is urinating. As his sons are assassinated, he has no heirs, but has many namesakes, the last of which is born with a pig’s tail. For ten points, name this character, the son of Ursula and Arcadio, the first child born in Macondo in One Hundred Years of Solitude.

Answer: Aureliano Buendia [Prompt on Buendia]
These plants have a reproductive organ called a strobilus, a terminal cone with whorls of sporangiophores. The single genus of these plants is Equistem. They develop by alternation of generation and are related to club mosses. For ten points, name these pteridophytes, or featherplants, which are members of the class Spenopsida, and which resemble parts of certain animals.

Answer: horsetails (Accept early Equistem or Spenopsida)

Appointed director of the charitable Pio Albergo Trivulzio in 1771, and honorary lecturer at the University of Bologna by Pope Benedict XIV in 1749, this philosopher published Instituzioni analitiche ad uso della gioventù italiana ("Analytical Institutions for the Use of Italian Youth") in 1748. At one time the chief geologist in the United States Geographical Survey, he wrote Glimpses of the Cosmos, a sixvolume intellectual autobiography. In his essay, "Our Better Halves," he explored "gynecocentric theory," the idea that women are the originators of social life. For ten points, name this early American sociologist and author of 1883's Dynamic Sociology, who refuted Darwinism, since human evolution had purpose unlike aimless natural evolution, in his theory of social telesis.

Answer: Lester Ward
