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Tossups by Matt Bruce

1. This 1964 book condemns the "total empiricism" that restricts all meaning to certain operations and behaviors, using as an example the concept of length, which involves "nothing more than the set of operations by which length is determined."  It then advocates a "great refusal" to accept such restrictions.  FTP, name this book, whose title suggests a society without width and depth, written by Herbert Marcuse.

Answer: One Dimensional Man: Studies in Ideology of Advanced Industrial Society

2. It is strong evidence for quantum theory because an explanation requires one to treat light as photons rather than as waves. Conservation of momentum and energy requires that when a photon collides with a stationary electron, it loses energy.  For ten points, what effect named for an American physicist is usually important only for gamma and X-rays?

Answer:  Compton effect (don't accept inverse Compton)

3. From 1974-79, he was NATO's Supreme Allied Commander in Europe. Before that he served as chief of staff for Nixon in the late stages of Watergate.  His 1988 presidential campaign bombed, six years after he resigned his cabinet position and seven years after his best-known gaffe.  FTP, name the Secretary of State who, upon the shooting of Reagan, announced, "I am in charge."

Answer: Alexander Meigs Haig, Jr.
4. The man on the far left wears a red cloth and reaches up to grab a piece of yellow fruit.  The figure on the right, bathed on supernatural blue, clutches at a woman.  Three barefoot women on the left clasp hands and wear wispy see-through gowns, while two women on the right look demure. An arrow-shooting Cupid can be seen in the center top of, FTP, what work by Sandro Botticelli?

Answer: Primavera

5. "Lulu lies spread-eagled on the table, Stanley bent over her.  Stanley, as the torchlight hits him, begins to giggle.  Goldberg and McCann move towards him.  He backs against the hatch, giggling.  The torch draws closer.  His giggle rises and grows as he flattens himself against the wall.  Their figures converge upon him."  FTP, name the play that ends with this stage direction, a tale of ritual murder by Harold Pinter.

Answer: The Birthday Party
6. Though not normally used for creation, this language works with the main product of such companies as Sybase and Informix. Aggregate functions like SUM, MAX, and COUNT restrict the data shown when appearing in a "Having" clause, but form a column if part of the "Select" clause beginning a query.  For ten points, the language of data access for relational databases goes by what three-letter acronym?

Answer:  SQL (pronounced sequel) or Structured Query Language

7. It keeps the body in homeostasis through neural signals to the autonomic nervous system or endocrine signals sent in conjunction with the pituitary.  These signals regulate body heat, fluid intake, and body weight, the latter by monitoring the body's "set-point".  For ten points, the name of what region indicates it lies below another brain structure?

Answer: hypothalamus
8. The protagonist, who made his first appearance in 1957's The Killer, is an average citizen in a nameless French city.  He quarrels with his friend Jean and his attractive secretary Daisy outside of a grocer's shop, with others joining in - the grocer and his wife, a logician, and a café owner, all trying to figure out the chaos surrounding them.  The herd of animals is growing constantly, as Berenger witnesses when he sees fellow government workers turning into the title animal.  For ten points, name this Eugene Ionesco work, a conventional allegory of the Nazi phenomenon.

Answer:  Rhinoceros
9. A secondary focus of the movie Matinee as well as a forthcoming Kevin Costner film, the first proposal to resolve this incident was sent by telegram on October 26.  The White House received a follow-up letter the next day with the new demand that NATO remove its weapons from Turkey, but Kennedy ignored that

letter and responded only to Khrushchev's first offer, which asked only that the U.S. promise not to invade a certain island.  FTP, name this Cold War incident from 1962.

Answer: The Cuban Missile Crisis

10. In Sumerian myth, she is married to Gugalanna, the Bull of Heaven.  In Babylonian myth, she uses a foot bath to seduce her future consort.  After seven days of great sex, Nergal abandons her but she appeals to the heavens to return him.  Nergal returns after she threatens to raise the dead and make them eat the living.  FTP, name this goddess of the underworld and sister of Ishtar.

Answer: Ereshkigal

11. In the preface to this play, the author describes its characters as "conglomerates of past and present cultural phases" and lists among them a bell, a pair of boots, a pet greenfinch and a straight razor.  Humans in this one-act, 80-minute drama include a cook named Kristin, and Jean, a footman who is seduced by the title character, and compels her to commit suicide. FTP, name this 1888 play by August Strindberg.

Answer: Miss Julie

12. This city lay at the junction of the Coosawattee [ku-sa-WAT-ee] and Conasauga [co-na-SAW-ga] rivers in present-day Gordon Conty, Georgia. By 1830 it had 50 residents and a main street 60 feet wide.  Elias Boudinot [BOO-di-noh] and Major Ridge were both murdered for signing a treaty here that led to the forced removal of the Cherokee Indians.  FTP, name the Cherokee seat of government prior to the Trail of Tears.

Answer: New Echota
13. The title character is married to a nightclub singer and sings and whistles throughout the film.  The villain wears bright red shirts and an outlandish moustache.  The protagonist is trying to go straight even as rival gangsters try to kill him and refuse to follow the Yakuza code.  FTP, name this 1966 Seijun Suzuki movie, whose protagonist cannot stay put within a certain Japanese city.

Answer: Tokyo Drifter or Tokyo Nagaremono or The Man From Tokyo
14. He studied Hebrew as a child before becoming a theology student at Heidelberg, though he would write in 1830 that religion was "merely a kind of insurance company."  While those words come from Thoughts on Death and Immortality, his better-known work goes even further, stating that "the more empty life is, the more concrete is God."  FTP, name this follower of Hegel and author of The Essence of Christianity.
Answer: Ludwig Feuerbach
15. Characters include a Chorus of Needy Agriculturists, a Priest of Zeus, an Informer, a Good Man, Poverty, Chremylus and Cario.  Justice briefly comes to the world after the title character's blindness is cured.  FTP, name this play about the god of wealth, the only extent play from the Middle Comedy period of Aristophanes [ar-is-TOF-an-eez].

Answer: Plutus

16. Especially tolerant of smoke, cold, and drought, this slender deciduous tree has fan-shaped leaves.  The only remaining species of an order arising in the Permian, it was saved from extinction by Buddhist monks who planted it near temples in eastern China.  For ten points, name this "living fossil," a gymnosperm whose root is used in certain herbal remedies.

Answer:  ginkgo biloba or maidenhair tree

17. Felix Mantilla, who had replaced Johnny O'Brien, reached on an error by third baseman Don Hoak.  He scored on Joe Adcock's homer, but Henry Aaron was passed by Adcock when he stopped at second base for the third out. Adcock's home run won the game for Lew Burdette and the Milwaukee Braves, 1-0, despite this Pirate's incredible performance.  For ten points, on May 26, 1959, what Pittsburgh pitcher had given up no hits through 12 innings, but lost it in the 13th?

Answer:  Harvey Haddix

18. This composition was originally intended to be a tetralogy of symphonic poems, but its initial success encouraged its composer to continue the cycle with Tábor and Blaník. The third movement tells of Šárka, a heroine who seeks revenge for the infidelity of her lover, Ctirad, while the first is named for the great rock that overlooks the river portrayed in the second movement. FTP, Identify the 1882 work whose movements include From Bohemia’s Woods and Fields and The Moldau, written by Bedrich Smetana.

Answer: Má Vlast or My Country

19. Created as the territorial endowment of the descendents of Juchi, its capital was originally Sarai Batu, and later Sarai Berke. Its greatest ruler was Oz Beg, and his death in 1341 marked the beginning of its decline.  For ten points, what is the better known name of the Kipchak Khanate, the Mongol state centered around the lower Volga river?

Answer: Golden Horde

20. His works include "The Proustian theme in a letter from Keats to Benjamin Bailey" and a manual of French literature.  Born in Paris in 1910, this son of an inn-keeping widower has two romantic encounters with a girl named Annabel at age 13.  He spends his adulthood yearning for "nymphets" between nine and 14.  FTP, name this lover of Dolores Haze, the man with a double cognomen in Vladimir Nabokov's Lolita.

Answer: Humbert Humbert
21. The name applies to four genera and 25 species, each of which can be anywhere from three to 16 feet long, with bony scales, tapered head, and a mouth on the underside.  The largest is a 16-foot, two-ton

creature found in the Caspian Sea and commonly known as beluga.  For ten points, name this type of fish, whose eggs are served as caviar.

Answer:  sturgeon

22. He entered parliament as a Whig in 1805 and served as Home Secretary under the 2d Earl Grey.  As prime minister he delegated power to such Cabinet members as Lord Palmerston and spent most of his time teaching the young Queen Victoria, who refused to dismiss her Whig chambermaids when Robert Peel was to succeed him.  FTP, what British political leader shares his name with the capital of Victoria, Australia?

Answer: William Lamb, 2d Viscount Melbourne

The aggressors had no cavalry, the decisive imbalance in this battle, which took place nine years after a revolt by the Ionian cities.  Since that rebellion had been aided by 20 Athenian ships, Darius wanted revenge, but the Persians were repelled by an armored force under Miltiades [mul-TYE-a-deez].  FTP, name this battle of 490 BC, which led Pheidippides [fye-DIP-a-deez] to run 26 miles with the news.

Answer: Marathon

His parents were Elkanah and Hannah but he was raised by a man named Eli and grew up at a church.  He avoided patrilineal [pat-ri-LIN-ee-al] succession by passing over Jonathan and anointing David to succeed Saul as king of Israel. FTP, name this last of the judges and first of the prophets, whose books of the Bible follow Ruth and precede the books of Kings.

Answer: Samuel 

His wife died during childbirth in 1930, which so depressed him that he allegedly drank in the dugout.  He died of a stroke at age 35 in 1947, three months before the color barrier was broken.  Walter Johnson's scouting report on him read, "he hits the ball a mile.  Throws like a rifle.  Bill Dickey isn't as good a catcher."  FTP, name this "black Babe Ruth," the Negro Leagues' all-time home run king.

Answer: Josh Gibson

Its metropolitan area includes Oshawa, Pickering, Mississauga [mis-eh-SAW-ga] and Oakville as well as the city itself.  Landmarks include a modernistic city hall, completed in 1965, and an 1,800-foot communications spire.  FTP, name this city on Lake Ontario, the largest and fastest growing urban center in Canada.

Answer: Toronto

They added a certain slang word to their name after a rival club owner accused them of playing music fit only for brothels.  Drummer Tony Sbarbaro on drums, pianist Henry Ragas, clarinet player Larry Shields, cornet player Nick LaRocca, and trombonist Eddie Edwards were all from New Orleans.  Together they released the 1917 recordings that gave birth to a genre of music.  FTP, name this pioneers of jazz.

Answer: Original Dixieland Jazz Band or ODJB
[The word "jazz" came from "jass," or male ejaculate.]

His traveling party included 60,000 retainers and hundreds of camels so laden with treasure that they lowered the price of precious metals in Cairo.  The son of a Malinke [ma-LIN-kay] cheftain named Sundiata, he gained fame with his 1324 pilgramage to Mecca.  FTP, name this leader of West Africa's Mali empire.

Answer: Mansa Musa

She gave her first complete piano recital in 1830, at age 11, and married against her father's wishes 10 years later.  Most of her compositions were dated June 8, her husband's birthday, though she gave him Am Strand as a Christmas gift before their collaboration on the Liebesfruehling.  FTP, name this musician, who became close to Johannes Brahms after her husband Robert went insane.

Answer: Clara Schumann or Clara Wieck (prompt on "Schumann")
It has a radius of 715 miles and a mean density of 2.0 grams per cubic centimeter.  Its eccentricity of orbit is 0.248 and it has a mean distance of 39.5 Astronomical Units from the sun.  Its rotational period is 6.39 days and its orbital period is 248.5 years.  FTP, name this planet, discovered in 1930 by Clyde Tombaugh.

Answer: Pluto
