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Tossups by Michigan (Ezequiel Berdichevsky, Mike Davidson, Haggai Elitzur, and David Goodman)

1. This general was killed at the outbreak of the Corinthian War, while leading an army of northern allies in an attack on Haliartus. After his greatest victory, he established the rule of the Thirty Tyrants, but lost influence at home two years later when Athens was allowed to reestablish its democracy.  FTP, identify this Spartan leader whose victory at the September 405 BC Battle of Aegospotami effectively ended the Peloponnesian War.

Answer: Lysander

2. Discovered in 1967 by Vela spy satellites searching for nuclear tests, a few hundred are seen per year.  The Compton Observatory and BeppoSAX satellite probed their origins, and in 1999 Michigan's Carl Akerlof detected a visible light afterglow of, for ten points, what cosmological explosions known for their signature type of electromagnetic radiation, colloquially called GRBs?

Answer: Gamma Ray Bursts (accept GRBs before it's given)

3. Among his greatest admirers was Samuel Beckett, who offered him a role in his motion picture Film. He made an appearance late in his career playing himself in Sunset Boulevard, but his most famous work began as a customer buying molasses in 1917’s The Butcher Boy starring Fatty Arbuckle. Known for elaborately choreographed and life-threatening stunts, his unflappable demeanor in films like One Week and Steamboat Bill, Jr. earned him the nickname “The Great Stone Face.”  FTP, who is this silent-film giant, star of Sherlock Jr. and The General?

Answer:  Buster Keaton

4. The main character of this work dies after having failed to cauterize a cut he receives while performing an autopsy on a peasant who has expired from typhoid. Earlier, he offends Kukshina and her would-be partner Sitnikov at a dance. Women repeatedly get him in trouble and his unrequited passion for Anna sends him away from the company of his lone friend, while his flirting with Fenechka leads to a duel with the elitist Pavel, the uncle of Arkadii. FTP, identify this 1862 work about generational difference, featuring Nikolai Petrovich Kirsanov and Evgenii Bazarov, and written by Ivan Turgenev.

Answer: Fathers and Sons
5. FDR remarked that this conservative "owned sixty congressman", but in deference to him staffed the AAA and NRA with his cronies.  A broker at the A. A. Housman & Company in New York City, he was appointed by President Wilson in 1916 to serve on the advisory committee of the Council of National Defense, chaired the War Industries Board, and served as the US economic adviser at Versailles.    FTP, identify this presidential advisor who proposed the creation of an international atomic energy development agency along with a plan for nuclear disarmament to the United Nations in 1946.

Answer:  Bernard Baruch

6. One example produces ethylbenzene from acetophenone.  Hydrazine is added to a aldehyde or ketone, giving a hydrazone compound. This compound is placed in a basic solution and heated, causing the

deprotonation of the hydrazine group and the release of nitrogen, leaving an alkane.  For ten points, identify this reduction reaction named for the two chemists who discovered it independently in 1911 and 1912.

Answer: Wolff-Kishner Reduction

7. Consisting of a large chunk of the Canadian Shield, it is bounded on the west by Hudson Bay, on the north by the Hudson Strait and the bay that shares its name, on the east by the Atlantic Ocean and Labrador Sea, and on the south by the St. Lawrence. Sparsely populated but rich in minerals, it was partitioned in 1927. FTP, name this Canadian peninsula, divided between Quebec and the Newfoundland region of Labrador. 

Answer: Ungava Peninsula

8. Rosa summons him before his freshman year at Harvard, and recounts to him a story about a wealthy outsider’s attempts at establishing a local dynasty.  With his roommate Shreve, he fills in the gaps in Miss Coldield’s story, and is helped by his father’s knowledge of the oral history of Yoknapatawpha.  His efforts fail, however, as he cannot come to terms with witnessing the destruction of Sutpen’s Hundred and the deaths of Henry and Clytie.  FTP, identify this Faulkner character, who narrates much of Absalom, Absalom! and commits suicide in The Sound and the Fury.

9. A grandson of the planter George Lucas, his mother Elizabeth successfully introduced silkworms and indigo cultivation into the American colonies.   He was elected governor of South Carolina in 1787 and urged ratification of the Constitution.  Later, he would be appointed minister to Great Britain, and also negotiated with Spain over boundary rights and navigation of the Mississippi.  FTP, identify this author of the 1795 Treaty of San Lorenzo, the cousin of Charles and younger brother of Charles Cotesworth.

Answer:  Thomas Pinckney

10. Much of this man’s research focuses on his idea of “reciprocal determinism,” or the idea that environment and behavior cause each other. In his Social Foundations of Thought and Action, he tries to lay out his idea of Self-Control therapy. Along with his graduate student Richard Walters, he published his first book, Adolescent Aggression, in 1959, but his most famous contribution to psychology are his studies of children and their reactions to a series of experiments featuring aggressive behavior towards a certain object. FTP, identify this Stanford psychologist, most famous for this “bobo doll” experiment.

Answer: Albert Bandura
11. As a reward for his services to Hera in the Iliad, he is given Pasithea, one of the Graces, to wed. Thought by some to live in the land of the Cimmerians or in a dark misty cave on the island of Lemnos, the rivers of Lethe flow through his abode. Meanwhile, this son of Nyx lies on his soft couch surrounded by his sons Icelus, Phantasus, and Morpheus. FTP identify this Greek god, called Somnus by the Romans, the brother of Thanatos who ruled over sleep.

Answer: Hypnos
12. Composed of a stack of five to eight disk-shaped membraned vesicles, it is structurally polarized with a 'cis' face near the transitional region of the RER and a 'trans' face near the plasma membrane.  The principal director of cellular protein traffic is, for ten points, what organelle named for its 1898 discoverer, an Italian cytologist.

Answer: Golgi apparatus  or complex or body

13. This artist’s only signed work is painted on both sides and was made for the cathedral of his hometown. Aside from this altarpiece, his other major work is the Rucellai Madonna, that shows her seated on a throne holding the infant Christ with a formality and symmetry of composition drawn from Byzantine tradition. FTP, identify this man who represents the pinnacle of the Sienese school, best known for the Maestà altarpiece.

Answer: Duccio Buoninsegna

14. Following a rebel victory at Junin, Spanish viceroy Jose de la Serna led a march of 10,000 men through the Andes against them.  After a strategic retreat, the rebels attacked near this site in southern Peru, before the Spaniards could get organized.  Opening the attack with a daring cavalry charge by the Colombian Jose Maria Cordoba, the viceroy surrendered to the Venezuelan general, Antonio Jose de Sucre.  FTP, identify this December 9, 1824 battle which marked the end of Spanish power over South America.

Answer:  Ayacucho

15. In 1778, Parliament had passed a Relief Act, which lifted some of the restrictions on Roman Catholics. Next year, the Protestant Association was formed to secure repeal of the act. On June 2 a year later, a crowd of some 50,000 people gathered to present a petition to Parliament. The march turned into a week-long affair, in which Catholic chapels were destroyed, public buildings attacked, jails set afire, and prisoners freed. FTP, identify these violent anti-Catholic demonstrations that occurred in London in 1780, named after their Protestant leader.

Answer: Gordon Riots
16. Monochromatic photons traversing transparent media usually exhibit Rayleigh scattering caused by elastic photon-molecule collisions. However, infrequent inelastic collisions can cause molecular excitations and change the photon's wavelength.  Used with lasers to determine the composition and structure of chemical compounds this effect, for ten points, was discovered in 1928 and named for what Indian physicist?

Answer: Raman effect or scattering

17. This author’s central characters include Masuji Ono, a painter whose wife is killed in a bombing raid and whose son is killed in Manchuria; Etsuko, a woman trying to deal with the suicide of her daughter Keiko; and, most famously, a repressed man named Stevens who leaves Darlington Hall to persuade Miss Kenton, the former housekeeper to return. FTP name this author of The Unconsoled, The Artist of the Floating World, A Pale View of Hills, and The Remains of the Day.

Answer: Kazuo Ishiguro

18. Its name was coined by scientist-politician Rudolf Virchow, who vehemently opposed its policies.  Results of it included the government assuming the right to inspect religious schools, the expulsion of clergy from public schools, the dissolution of the Jesuit order, and the 1873 May Laws, which mandated state control of religious training and ecclesiastical appointments.  FTP, identify this political conflict, which saw increased oppression of Roman Catholics by the Bismarck-led German government.  

Answer:  Kulturkampf¨

19. Ernst Kummer showed that non-unique factorization produced a fatal flaw in the work of Cauchy and Lamé that could not be overcome for certain irregular primes. Gerhard Frey showed this problem’s equivalence to the Taniyama-Shimura conjecture, which Ken Ribet proved in 1986, while three years earlier, Gerd Faltings showed it has a finite number of relatively prime solutions for n greater than or equal to 3.  Finally, in 1995 Andrew Wiles proved, for ten points, what conjecture that there are no non-trivial positive integers such that x to the n plus y to the n equal z to the n for n bigger than 2?

Answer: Fermat's Last or Fermat's Great theorem

20.  The clock is twenty minutes fast when they walk in. When they find out that they can’t order the dinner until six they begin to get irritated. Eventually, they order the sandwiches from George at Henry’s lunch room and proceed to eat with their gloves on. After they finish eating, they tie Sam, the cook, and Nick up in the kitchen for being “bright boys,” and wait with shotguns for a former prizefighter to walk in the door. FTP identify the 1927 short story by Ernest Hemingway in which these events occur that takes its title from the gangsters who come for Ole Andreson.

Answer: The Killers

21. After fourteen years out of public service, an appointment to mediate civil strife in Nicaragua restarted this man’s political career, which led his role in the Hoover administration.  While Secretary of State, he led the US delegation to the London Naval Conference and designed the US response to the Japanese invasion of Manchuria.  FTP identify this statesman, Secretary of War under both Taft and Franklin Roosevelt.

Answer:  Henry Lewis Stimson

22. One story of his birth is that he is earthborn, from a buried bullhide on which three gods had urinated. During his adventures he went to the island of Chios and after driving away all its wild beasts asked Oenopion for his daughter’s hand in marriage, but is rewarded with blindness instead. Most stories agree that he is eventually killed by the sting of a giant scorpion, which may have been sent by Artemis. FTP identify this giant hunter who loves Merope and was later placed in the heavens beside the Pleiades.

Answer: Orion

As radical in politics as he was in painting, he was placed in charge of all art museums under the revolutionary 1871 Commune of Paris and saved the city's collections from looting mobs. However, he was accused of allowing the destruction of Napoleon's triumphal column in the Place de Vendtme and subsequently fled to Vevey, Switzerland, where he continued to paint until his death. Works include a depiction of a trout, and Woman with a Parrot. In a painting subtitled “A True Allegory Concerning Seven Years of My Artistic Life,” he sits painting a landscape center stage, attended by a small boy, a dog, and a voluptuous female nude; at left a listless, bored group ignores him; at right a lively, spirited crowd of his friends admires his work. FTP, identify this realist French painter best known for The Artist’s Studio, The Burial at Ornans and The Stonebreakers.

Answer: Gustave Courbet
This man's designs were often dominated by richly curvaceous women and by motifs such as peacock feathers and large flowers, especially lilies. Renowned for his jewelry and furniture designs, he illustrated book versions of Salambo. After being discovered in Paris by Sarah Bernhardt he created a famous poster for the production of her play Gismonda and continued to work with her for years. During a trip to the US he met Charles R. Crane who financed his most ambitious project, which he moved back to Praque to complete. This series of 20 large works is titled The Epic of the Slavic People. FTP identify this Moravian artist closely associated with the foundation and development of Art Nouveau.

Answer: Alfons-Maria Mucha

Believing in predestination and supremacy of biblical authority, some of this group were

made the Calixtine order by the Council of Basel.  The moderates, known as Utraquists, only disagreed with Catholics in supporting using both bread and wine in lay communion, while more radical followers, known as Taborites, favored vernacular liturgy, priestly poverty and a rejection of all sacraments save Baptism and the Eucharest.  They were defeated at the battle of Lipany in 1434.  FTP, identify this religious sects, led by Prokop and Jan Ziska, which succeeding in expropriating Bohemian lands from the Catholic Church, after their nominal leader was excommunicated and burnt at the stake in 1415.

Answer:  Hussites

Published in England as Transformation it was the result of its author’s two year stay in Italy. A key image in the novel is the painting of Beatrice Cenci attributed to Guido Reni which one of the main characters is copying. A subplot involves the relationship of Kenyon and the innocent Hilda who cannot shake her connection to the blood that has been spilled by Count Donatello in his quest to free Miriam from her pursuer. FTP identify this 1860 novel whose title is taken from the resemblance of Donatello to a statue by Praxiteles, a work by Nathaniel Hawthorne.

Answer: The Marble Faun
