1. Only two historical figures appear in the novel, Judge James Hall and Colonel John Moredock, the Indian hater.  It is generally agreed that the characters of Egbert and Mark Winsome satirize Thoreau and Emerson, while China Aster and his friend Orchis may stand for the author and his father-in-law, Judge Lemuel Shaw.  FTP, identify this 1857 work, which begins in New Orleans on April 1 aboard the steamboat Fidele, the last novel by Herman Melville.


Answer: The Confidence Man

2. The largest known example in this division, Noctiluca, can reach 2 millimeters across. Their nuclear structure is unusual, as they can have up to 400 chromosomes, which are attached to the nuclear membrane and remain condensed except for DNA replication.  Some types of corals engage in symbiosis with the Zooxanthella type, and the light-producing species are responsible for much of the phosphorescence seen in ocean water at night.  Each has two of the feature that they are named for, one of which wraps around the cell and the other of which beats back and forth to propel it. FTP, name this division of occasionally toxic protists which are the cause of red tides.

Answer: dinoflagellates or pyrrophyta or pyrrophytes
3. The only House Speaker from this party was Nathaniel Banks, one of 43 members sent to Congress when the party won control of the delegations from Massachusetts and Delaware; it split in 1855 when Southerners took control at its Philadelphia convention and voted to endorse the institution of slavery, but still won 21.5% of the popular vote a year later. Originally founded as the Order of the Star Spangled Banner in 1849, it was given its nickname by Horace Greeley. For 10 points, name the nativist third party which nominated Millard Fillmore for president in 1856.


Answer: the Know Nothings or the American party

4. His series in The Dial entitled “The Modern Point of View and the New Order” was later published in book form as The Vested Interest.  He harshly criticized business involvement in universities in The Higher Education in America and claimed that modern wars were caused by competing national business interests in An Inquiry into the Nature of Peace.  These themes were also the focus of his The Instinct of Workmanship and the State of the Industrial Arts.  FTP, name this economist, who coined the term “conspicuous consumption” in his seminal The Theory of the Leisure Class.


Answer: Thorstein Bunde Veblen
5. A translation of this series of poems is included in a recent book by William Gass about “reading” their author.  In the ninth, the author asks why we have to be human rather than a laurel, and concludes that to have been here this once, completely, even if only once, seems beyond undoing.  The first line of the series, "Who, if I cried out, would hear me among the angels’ hierarchies?" supposedly came to the author in a sudden revelation as he was staying in an Italian castle owned by his patron, Princess Marie von Thurn und Taxis-Hohenlohe.  FTP, identify this series of ten poems by Rainer Maria Rilke, named for the place where he wrote them.


Answer: the Duino Elegies
6. Like unit rings, properties of these mathematic objects include commutativity, associativity, the existence of unique additive and multiplicative identities, and a unique additive inverse for every element. Finite dimensional ones have a natural isomorphism with their double duals, are free, injective, projective, and flat as modules, and are isomorphic to a finite Cartesian product of fields. Zorn's Lemma can be invoked to show that a set of elements exists in any of them such that any element can be written uniquely as a linear combination of finitely many elements in that set. FTP, name these objects which are modules over a field, of which an example is three dimensional real space.

Answer: vector space
7. In the conclusion six harps are used to accompany the cries of some betrayed servants.  Scene 1 opens with a 136-measure prelude based on an E-flat chord that grows and expands; and in the transition to Scene 3 the orchestra falls silent, leaving a forging rhythm to ring out on eighteen tuned anvils.  Scene 4 includes Erda’s warning and the “Entrance of the gods into Valhalla” near the end.  FTP, name this opera that introduces us to Alberich and Wotan, the first of Wagner’s Ring Cycle which is named for a river treasure.


Answer: Das Rheingold or The Rhinegold
8. This author was strongly influenced by western writers, as indicated in the title of one of his early novels, Arise Ye Young Men, which was taken from Blake. His first novel, 1958’s The Catch, was the story of a friendship between a black prisoner of war and a boy, and won the Akutagawa prize. His experience as the father of a brain-damaged child is reflected in A Personal Matter. FTP, name this author of The Silent Cry and Teach Us to Outgrow Our Madness, winner of the 1994 Nobel Prize, the second Japanese author to win it.


Answer: Kenzaburo Oe
9. Its original base was the Thistle Mountain region, and its strongest supporters were members of the Hakka ethnic minority. Its leaders included Yang Xiuqing and Shi Dakai, who later lost faith in the movement; it was led by a Society of God Worshippers whose leader, Hong Xiuquan, claimed to be the younger brother of Jesus. FTP, name this 1850-1864 uprising which threatened China's Qing dynasty.


Answer: The Taiping rebellion  

10. The original author of this software package came in second to Miguel de Icaza's development of the Gnome desktop system at the 2nd Annual Free Software Foundation Awards. First developed at Stanford in 1984, it was extended in 1985 by Leslie Lamport to allow for a set of macros that would later serve as the template for SGML and HTML. FTP, name this text formatting language developed by Donald Knuth [KAH- nooth], the standard formatting language for nearly all scientific papers.

Answer: TeX (pronounced "tech"; also accept LaTeX, pronounced "LA-tech")

11. He was always to be found with his two-faced bird minister Anzu and his wife Damkina.  A son of Ansar and Kisar, he dwelt in Eridu, the “the realm of depth.”  This god helped man by slaying Apsu and revealing, to Utnapishtim, the plot to kill mankind by a flood.  With his sometimes enemy, Enlil, and his brother, Anu, he formed the Mesopotamian triad of gods.  FTP, name this father of Marduk and Sumerian god of water.


Answer: Ea
12. It had 577 signitaries, and only one man--Martin Dauch--refused to sign, claiming that he could do nothing without the sanction of the king. First proposed by Jean Joseph Mounier, it declared the delegates' intention "not to separate, and to reassemble wherever circumstances require, until the constitution of the kingdom is established." FTP, name this defiant pledge signed by the members of France's Third Estate when the Estates General were locked out of their usual meeting place at Versailles.


Answer: tennis court oath (accept equivalents) or serment du jeu de paume

13. A few films mentioned in this novel are "Pre-Nuptial Agreement of Heaven and Hell," "Blood Sister: One Tough Nun,"  "Annular Fusion is Our Friend," and "Tennis, Everyone?" All of these works were directed by the Apres-garde, anticonfluential director James O. Incandenza, who also runs the Enfield Tennis Academy. The novel shares its title with another one of James's films, whose final version was made by Poor Yorick Entertainment Unlimited. FTP name this massive novel, which includes nearly 100 pages of footnotes, the longest work by David Foster Wallace.


Answer: Infinite Jest
14. First proposed by Gilbert Lewis, it was largely overshadowed by his work on electron structure and bonding in atoms. Related logarithmically to the Gibbs free energy divided by the temperature, this quantity is generally used in the place of more difficult to compute chemical potentials when working in non-ideal situations. Name this quantity relating the tendency of a substance to escape from its current phase via some chemical process and equal to the pressure for an ideal gas, symbolized, FTP, by a lowercase f.

Answer: fugacity
15. His early work, under John Hesselius, was primarily natural as evinced by his Landscape Looking Towards Sellers Hall from Mill Bank.  He later became a master of trompe l’oeil [tromp-LOY], which is seen in his The Staircase Group, and also of note was the archaeological dig that produced the canvas Exhuming the Mastodon.  FTP, name this founder of the Pennsylvania Academy of Fine Arts, a man who painted George Washington 7 times and named many of his 17 children after Renaissance painters.


Answer: Charles Willson Peale
16. He ended his career as governor of Guernsey, and in 1692 he began a five-year tenure as governor of Virginia, where he was surprisingly popular with the colony's planters. He clashed with New Jersey governor Philip Carteret (whom he arrested) when he was governor of New York in the 1670s, and was named Governor of the Dominion of New England when James II combined all of New England into one colony in 1686. For 10 points, name this tyrannical colonial governor toppled in 1689 in the American portion of the Glorious Revolution.


Answer: Edmund Andros

17. Eccentric even by scientific standards, this early astrophysicist was known for calling fellow scientists at the Wilson observatory spherical bastards, since they were bastards any way he looked at them. His work with Baade produced the first theoretical descriptions of neutron stars before they were discovered, and he developed the classification of supernovae into type I and type II based their spectra. The discoverer of compact galaxies, he also determined that cosmic rays originate in supernovae. FTP, name this Swiss astronomer, who provided the first evidence for dark matter and the possibility of gravitational lensing with his work on galaxy clusters.

Answer: Fritz Zwicky

18. In the first chapter of this novel the title character refers to several books, including Henry, Earl of Moreland, Pamela, and Bewick's Birds of England, the book she is reading behind the curtains when Eliza catches her and calls her brother, John. John would have the poor heroine refer to him as "Master Reed," but instead she tells him he is "like the Roman Emperors" and as a result is sent to the red room by Mrs. Reed.  Later, that orphan girl becomes a governess, and falls in love with her employer, Edward Rochester.  FTP, name this 1847 novel, the best known work of Charlotte Bronte.


Answer: Jane Eyre
19. His headquarters were located at Swarthmoor Hall, the estate of his wife Margaret Fell. An apprentice cobbler and shepherd in Mancetter, England, he left home at age 18 and experienced the first of several religious "openings" in Yorkshire in 1651; jailed many times for blasphemy, he renounced the use of all outward weapons and taught the importance of the "inward light." FTP, name this itinerant preacher who founded the Society of Friends.


Answer: George Fox

20. His early theory of evolution led to Galen labeling him the founder of Italian medicine. A native of Acragas, he had been expelled from the Pythagorean order for “stealing discourses.”  Of his original written works the poem Katharmoi is one of only two extant.  In his philosophy he proposed cycles of Love and Strife that would join and separate the natural makeup of the world.  FTP, name this Greek philosopher, who might have thrown himself into Mt. Etna and believed that matter was made up of fire, water, earth, and air.


Answer: Empedocles

21. He subsisted by playing the organ in a synagogue until he won attention with early operas like The Protagonist and The Tsar Has His Photograph Taken.  He came to America to work on his Old Testament opera The Eternal Road, and collaborated on One Touch of Venus with Ogden Nash and on a musical version of Huckleberry Finn with Maxwell Anderson.   FTP, name this German who is better known for his collaboration with Bertolt Brecht on The Three-Penny Opera.


Answer: Kurt Weill

22. In 1942, he was the only member of Congress to vote against the internment of Japanese-Americans; seven years later, he and Herbert Hoover opposed the creation of NATO and called for a “fortress America” and the “principle of the free hand.” Edged out for the GOP presidential nomination in 1940, 1948, and 1952, he became Senate Majority Leader in 1953 and was often known as "Mr. Republican."  FTP, name this long-time Ohio senator and son of a former president.


Answer: Robert A(lphonso) Taft

23. Their stone tools have been recovered at numerous sites in the Omo valley, demonstrating the simple Oldowan designs that would develop into to the more advanced Acheulean handaxes and picks approximately 500,000 years later.  These contemporaries of A. Africanus are believed to be descended from A. Afarensis and survived the extinction of the Australopithecines by dint of larger brain capacity and the accompanying technological advances.  FTP, name these homonids existing from 2 million to 1.2 million years ago before yielding to Homo erectus.


Answer: Homo habilis
24. Becoming convinced that the khedive was a puppet of foreign and ungodly rulers and thus unfit to rule, he set out from Aba Island with a few followers armed with spears and within four years had created an empire.  After defeating three previous armies,  he provoked the British into a punitive expedition led by Charles Gordon in 1884, holding Gordon's forces under siege at Khartoum and eventually over-running them due to tardy support from the British government. FTP, name this Moslem fundamentalist leader who died from typhus shortly after driving the British from the Sudan and founder of a namesake sect that still survives.


Answer: al Mahdi (also accept Muhammad Ahmad ibn Abd Allah)  

25. Although theoretically determined since 1909, it remains unverified by direct means, despite a 1957 effort to reach it by the American Miscellaneous Society. The first known instance of applied seismology, the discovery of this phenomena was made possible by an earthquake near Zagreb. Its namesake discovered that tremors going through the Earth moved faster than their surface counterparts and that the transition from the surface to interior layers was a sharp boundary. FTP, name this region laying between 4 and 40 miles below the Earth's surface.


Answer: Mohorovicic boundary (also accept Mohorovicic discontinuity)

1. Given a description, name these leaders of slave revolts, FTP each.

1. Governor James Monroe put a $300 bounty on the head of this slave leader, whose revolt was betrayed by 2 of its members before it started; he escaped down the Chickahominy River and eluded the authorities for several weeks, but was executed on October 10, 1800. Slave laws were toughened both in Virginia and the rest of the South in the months that followed.


Answer: Gabriel Prosser (accept either name)

2. Born the week that Gabriel was hanged, this slave interpreted an 1831 eclipse as a sign that it was time to revolt (as several visions had commanded him). He and his followers marched on the town of Jerusalem, killed 55 whites, and was stopped by the Virginia authorities, who forced him to give an elaborate confession.

3. This African-born freedman and 34 slaves were executed in 1822 when several members of the conspiracy alerted South Carolina authorities about the plan to lead the state's slaves in an uprising.
