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Tossups by Vanderbilt (Matt Schneller)
1. William Empson criticized the stanza of this poem beginning “Full many a gem of purest ray serene” for its endorsement of a rigid class system.  At the end, the poet imagines a “hoary-headed swain” who observes him muttering his wayward fancies and points to his epitaph, which states that “Fair Science frowned not on his humble birth, / And Melancholy marked him for her own.”  FTP, identify this poem first published in 1751, which begins “The curfew tolls the knell of parting day,” the best known work of Thomas Gray.


Answer: “Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard”

2. This philosopher argued that value statements that fail an empirical criterion of meaning have no truth value but maintain an “emotive meaning,” which is part of his principle of verification.  In works like Metaphysics and Common Sense and The Problem of Knowledge he developed a reductionist system that admitted only sensory data.  He is best known for building on the work of Wittgenstein and the Vienna Circle in his first and most important book, 1936’s Language, Truth and Logic.  FTP, name this British logical positivist.


Answer: Sir Alfred Jules Ayer
 3. The two men who independently discovered this process both were born and died in the same years, living to age 51. The reaction takes place at 980 degrees Celsius with a current of at least 50,000 amps over a voltage of only about 4 volts.  The graphite anode evolves oxygen gas, while the iron cathode also serves as a container to hold a mixture that primarily consists of molten cryolite.  Usually preceded by the Bayer Process, which purifies the bauxite ore, the cryolite lowers the melting point of the metal to the point where electrolysis was commercially possible. FTP, what is this method, discovered by an American and a Frenchman, for producing pure aluminum?


Answer: Hall-Heroult Process (accept either name, or hyphenated name)

4. It opens with a fine horn call, which changes into a galloping first movement.  The second movement is in a slower tempo and contains a walking tread in the low strings and an oboe over the leading rhythm.  There is a large scherzo, set of by a trio, while the finale includes a stamping theme with many repeated notes.  It was discovered by Robert Schumann in its composer’s posthumous papers and was initially labeled No. 7 because only six of its composers symphonies were known.  FTP, name this last numbered symphony of Franz Schubert’s.


Answer: Schubert’s Symphony No. 9 in C Major (don’t need name after it is mentioned) or “Great” Symphony

5. Twice, it drew enough votes to change the outcome of the Ohio gubernatorial race, behind Leicester King. In New Hampshire, John P. Hale was elected to the U.S. Senate under the banner of this party, and in 1844, it tipped the presidential scales against Henry Clay behind a ticket of Thomas Morris and James G. Birney. FTP, name this party which was formed in 1839 by a group of moderates who broke from William Lloyd Garrison’s American Anti-Slavery Society, only to be supplanted in the 1848 election by the Free Soil Party.

Answer: Liberty Party

6. The author-narrator of this novel moves to Dijon, where he is appointed as an honorary teacher of English at a high school – a position that carries no salary, but includes free room and board.  Disgusted by the city and its inhabitants, he heads back to Paris to live with his dissolute friend Fillmore and his girlfriend Macha, a Russian princess with a mean case of the clap.  Food and sex dominate the novel, which describes itself as “a prolonged insult, a gob of spit in the face of Art” and usually has a preface by Anais Nin.  FTP, identify this Henry Miller novel. 


Answer: Tropic of Cancer
7. His youngest brother Shatrugan is rarely mentioned.  In the process of gathering an army, he helps Sugreeva come to the thrown and is aided by Sugreeva’s blacksmith, Nala.  With the assistance of Nala he is able to construct a bridge of logs and debris to cross the ocean.  This came after a reconnaissance mission by his vassal Hanuman, who had been able to locate his wife.  With this information he invades the capital of Ravana and rescues his wife, Sita.  FTP, name this avatar of Vishnu and namesake of a Hindu epic.


Answer: Rama
8. This physiologist first showed that an egg is a single cell that eventually develops into a complex organism, and he also coined the term “metabolism.” In 1836, he discovered pepsin, the first enzyme to be isolated from animal tissue, and, before the work of Pasteur, he showed the role of yeast cells in producing fermentation. His most important work culminated in the 1839 Microscopical Researches on the Similarity in the Structure and Growth of Animals and Plants, where he concluded that all organisms consist entirely of cells and that the life of each cell is subordinated to that of the organism. FTP, identify this scientist who also discovered the eponymous satellite cells that envelop many peripheral nerve axons. 

Answer: Theodor Schwann
9. Of the nine aristocrats who held this position at any one time, the three most important were the leader of the military; the basileus, who served as religious judge; and the “eponymous” one, who acted as chief executive and lent his name to the year. At the end of their terms, they became members of the body which selected future occupants of this position, the Areopagus. FTP, give this term, Greek for “ruler,” which referred to certain leaders of Athens.

Answer: archons

10. Later in life this religious figure wrote a biography of the hermit Hilarion.  A student of St. Gregory of Nazianzus, he and St. Paula founded a hospice and free school in Jerusalem not far from the Bethlehem area where he engaged in daily attacks of the Pelagians.  Earlier in Rome, he supported Pope Siricius’ decree that priests should not marry and worked as a secretary for Pope Damasus I.  FTP, name this saint who took a pilgrimage to the Holy Land in 385, three years after he began working on his Latin translation of the Bible, the Vulgate. 


Answer: St. Jerome or Eusebius Hieronymus

11. This German author argued that man had outgrown need for the Bible in the 1788 deist manifesto The Education of The Human Race.  The author of such comedies as The Misogynist and Minna von Barnhelm, his most famous play, set during the reign of Saladin, includes the famous “parable of the three rings,” a declaration of religious tolerance as explained by a wealthy Jewish merchant.  FTP, name the German author of the critical work Laokoon and the play Nathan the Wise.


Answer: Gotthold Ephraim Lessing
12. Along with the scientific idea of “work,” the name for this quantity was introduced with its present meaning by Coriolis in an 1829 book. If the reference frame is fixed with respect to the center of mass of the colliding bodies in an inelastic collision, this quantity appears to vanish totally.  In momentum space, its “operator” in quantum mechanics is equal to momentum squared divided by mass, and rotation around an axis, vibration, or motion along a path all create this form of energy.  FTP, name this quantity that is represented non-relativistically as _mv2.


Answer: kinetic energy
13. This artist spent much of his short career working for Leonard Smithers’s periodical, The Savoy.  After his death, his prose parody, The Story of Venus and Tannhauser, was published, though it initially appeared as Under the Hill.  However, it was the eroticism of his work on Lysistrata and The Rape of the Lock that gained him attention in his time.  He is best-known for collaborating with his fellow aesthete Oscar Wilde on the drawings for Salome and for his work in The Yellow Book.  FTP, name this British Art Nouveau illustrator.


Answer: Aubrey Vincent Beardsley
14. Justice Field’s dissent in this case sought to recognize “the right to pursue lawful employment in a lawful manner.” In a seemingly illogical holding, the majority decision asserted that a clause which explicitly restrained states applied only to rights held in common against the federal government. Positing that acceptance of the appellants’ argument would render the Supreme Court a “perpetual censor upon all legislation of the states,” Justice Miller’s decision rendered meaningless the “privileges and immunities” clause of the Fourteenth Amendment. FTP, identify this 1873 holding which declined to end the New Orleans butchers’ monopoly.


Answer: Slaughterhouse Cases [or The Butchers’ Benevolent Association Of New Orleans v. The Crescent City Live-Stock Landing And Slaughter-House Company; or The Crescent City Live-Stock Landing And Slaughter-House Company v. The Butchers’ Benevolent Association Of New Orleans]

15. This work of literature starts off with a nasty prophecy for the upcoming year: Philoclea will have an affair, Pamela will get stolen away, and Gynecia will commit adultery.  Some cross-dressing by Prince Pyrocles (aka Zelmane) and Prince Musidous (aka Dorus) gets things all fouled up, but when Duke Basilius awakes he forgives everyone and restores order to his kingdom.  FTP, name the Greek kingdom in which all this nonsense occurs and you’ve named this pastoral proto-novel by Sir Philip Sidney.


Answer: Arcadia
16. This disease comes in two distinct types, a milder strain induced by bacteria of the genus Shigella and a more dangerous form transmitted by the amoeba Entamoeba histolytica.  The disease, in one form or another, has been responsible for the untimely ends of such historical notables as the late Roman Emperor Majorian, Henry V of England, and Thomas Jefferson.  Both strains can be transmitted from person to person, or contracted by ingestion of contaminated food or water.  Its many strains share some common symptoms, including an inflamed and ulcerated large intestine that leads to its trademark bloody stools.  FTP, identify this abdominal disorder which causes electrolytic imbalance and severe dehydration.


Answer: dysentery
17. An expert on colonial politics, he won the Toppan Prize for his research on French Togoland and Dahomey. Also concerned with racial equality issues, he assisted Gunnar Myrdal with the writing of An American Dilemma and, in protest of segregation in Washington, D.C., declined an offer to serve as Secretary of State under Truman. He headed the US Division of Dependent Area Affairs in mid-1945, but he may be better known for  a role in which he created the Partition Plan. FTP, name this man who, for his efforts as head of the UN Palestine Commission, won the 1950 Nobel Peace Prize.

Answer: Ralph Johnson Bunche
18. Some of this mountain range’s most visually stunning hiking areas have colorful names, like the Devil’s Knuckles and the Monk’s Cowl.  Its highlands are the source of the Tugela River, and it is home to the second-largest waterfall in the world.  Providing a watershed between the cool interior and the warmer coastal region on the Indian Ocean, it is known as Ukhahlamba, or the “Barrier of Spears,” to native Zulus.  Rising as high as 11,000 feet in northern Lesotho, FTP, name this South African mountain chain, also known as the Mountains of the Dragons.


Answer: Drakensberg Mountains

19. The characters in this short story are “three white-bearded gentlemen, Mr. Medbourne, Colonel Killigrew, and Mr. Gascoigne, and a withered gentlewoman, whose name was the Widow Wycherly,” in addition to the title character, who many years ago accidentally killed his bride-to-be.  In his study, which contains a talking head of Hippocrates, he doles out a potion of youth to his friends.  The now-youthful men fight for the woman’s love, and, when the effects of the potion wear off, the three leave for Florida, vowing to find the fountain of youth.  FTP, name this Nathaniel Hawthorne short story, which does not refer to the author of Being and Time.


Answer: “Dr. Heidegger’s Experiment”

20. During his later days at Gottingen, this man would travel to the lecture halls by bike, or by skis during the winter, and he was the calculus teacher of Max Van Laue. Mathematical results include an existence proof of Waring’s problem, two proofs of Gordan’s problem in invariant theory, and his “Nullstellensatz” theorem, which states that for every polynomial g vanishing on the ideal's set of vanishing points, some power of g is contained in the ideal. He published an important work on algebraic number theory in 1897, followed two years later by the Foundations of Geometry, but is most well known for a speech he gave at the International Congress of Mathematicians in Paris in 1900. FTP, identify this man who, in his paper, listed the 23 most significant unsolved problems in mathematics.

Answer: David Hilbert

21. In his autobiography he tells of how as a 16-year old he had a blind date with soap opera actress June Rose, whom he married five years later.  In his adult life he co-founded the investment firm Long-Term Capital Management and wrote the seminal Continuous-Time Finance.  However, he is best-known for his work on the mathematics of derivative securities.  FTP, name this economist who built upon the Black-Scholes formula in his work on option valuation and shared the 1997 Nobel with Myron Scholes.

Answer: Robert C. Merton
22. This brewery has gone straight down the tubes since its 1844 founding by Jacob Best.  Internally developed beers like Lone Star and Ranier are among its more drinkable beverages.  The same cannot be said for its other acquisitions: a buyout of Stroh’s that gave it the rights to the dubious Schlitz franchise and other purchases like Old Style, Schaefer, St. Ides, and the classic hangover-inducer, Colt 45.  FTP, what business continues to churn out undrinkable booze like its flagship Old Milwaukee product and its namesake “Blue Ribbon”?


Answer: Pabst

23. Though used since antiquity by large landowners, this system was first formalized in 1738 by Controller-General of Finances Jean Orry, who used it to simply book-keeping on the state level.  Meaning “contribution,” it was a periodic and short-term obligation, used most often used to produce public-sector goods like dikes and roads.  FTP, identify this system of French forced labor.


Answer: corvée
24. Her husband married her because her huge dowry would help pay off the nation’s debts.  After his assassination, she was named regent for their eight-year-old son.  Her son later thrwarted her efforts to dismiss her former protege, Cardinal Richelieu, whom she feared had grown too powerful, in a crisis that came to be known as “The Day of the Dupes.”  Prior to this, in 1614 as regent she convened the last assembly of the Estates General prior to the French Revolution.  FTP, name this member of a famous Italian family, the wife of Henry IV and mother of Louis XIII. 


Answer: Maria de’ Medici or Marie de Medici
25. “The history of mankind is a history of repeated injuries and usurpations on the part of man toward woman, having in direct object the establishment of an absolute tyranny over her.”  So begins the list of grievances in this document, deliberately modeled in structure and tone on the Declaration of Independence and consisting of a declaration of sentiments followed by twelve resolutions that demand for women equal treatment and the right to vote.  Signed by sixty-eight women and thirty-two men, the document was prepared by Elizabeth Cady Stanton and issued by a seminal 1848 conference on women’s rights.  FTP, name this work.


Answer:  Seneca Falls Declaration  (accept Declaration of Sentiments before it is mentioned) 

25. Officially known as the Institute for Intelligence and Special Tasks, it was founded in 1951 and has approximately 1200 people on staff, down somewhat from the late ‘80s and early ‘90s.  Shrouded in secrecy, the identity of its director was traditionally a state secret, and it was not until 1996 that it was announced that Danny Yatom would lead this organization, replacing a man known previously as “S.”  Although a source of criticism for its tactics, its greatest triumph may have come in 1960 when its operatives were able to enter Argentine, locate Adolf Eichmann, and spirit here away to Israel to stand trial.  FTP, name this Israeli intelligence service.

Answer:  Mossad
