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Tossups by Wisconsin
1. The resonance, or vibrating-reed, variety uses a series of consecutively-tuned reeds to match the vibration frequency of the machine.  The mechanical type takes advantage of the fact that the centrifugal force on a rotating mass can be used to stretch or compress a spring.  The eddy-current, or drag, type uses a magnet rotating with the subject to produce eddy currents that are proportional to the magnet’s speed, and a stroboscope can also be used to simulate this instrument. name this type of device that measures the angular speed of a rotating shaft, which, for 10 points, is often used in automobiles in association with a speedometer.


Answer: tachometer (tack-AH-meter)

2. His son’s literary works include Lucile, a verse novel, and the collection Clytemnestra and Other Poems.  His own works include an epic poem about King Arthur and realist fiction like The Caxtons and My Novel, though he gained fame as a novelist with an 1828 portrayal of a dandy, Pelham.  FTP, name this British politician and author, best known for historical novels like Rienzi and The Last Days of Pompeii.


Answer: Edward George Earle Bulwer-Lytton, the first Baron Lytton

3. The action takes place in either a cave or tent, with all the light coming from the opening in the left.  In total there are four soldiers in the painting, with the one on the left extending a spear toward the abdomen of the title figure.  One soldier holds a chain around the title figure’s right hand, another lies under him holding him down, and the last engages in the title action.  The only woman, standing to the left, holds a pair of shears in her right hand, and a mass of hair in her left.  FTP, name this Rembrandt painting depicting an attack on the strongest of the Israelite judges.


Answer: The Blinding of Samson
4. Between 1648 and 1656, they dispersed the Tionontati, Neural, and Erie, and in 1675 defeated the Andaste.  They were ended in 1784 through the Second Treaty of Fort Stanwix, and Chief Joseph Brant led two tribes to Canada.  Calling themselves the "People of the Longhouse," they had been fouded, according to tradition, when the native Huron Dekanawidah persuaded an early leader to advance "peace, civil authority, righteousness, and the great law."  FTP, name this Native American confederation which in 1722 added the Tuscarora to the Cuyuga, Onandaga, Oneida, Seneca, and Mohawk.


Answer: Iroquois Confederation (accept "people of the longhouse" on early buzz)

5. The vulgaris form of this disease is caused by a bacillus similar to that which causes tuberculosis, and produces ulcers that spread and eat away the underlying tissues. The erythematous type comes in a systemic form that affects connective tissue anywhere in the body, and a discoid form that leaves red, scaly patches on this skin. Occurring almost ten times more often in women than in men, FTP, identify this autoimmune disease often treated with corticosteroids, named for a distinctive rash that often appears on the face and which resembles a wolf’s bite.

Answer: lupus (or systemic lupus erythematous or other reasonable equivalents)

6. In his The Nazarene Gospel Restored, he tried to reconstruct a pre-Pauline Aramaic gospel as depicted in his historical novel, King Jesus.  In a poem dedicated to his son, "To Juan at the Winter Solstice," he refers to his belief in the Triple Goddess which once ruled matriarchal society before being broken down in the encounter with patriarchy, and his interest in mythology also led to his monumental study, The White Goddess.  FTP, name this writer, whose service with the Royal Welsh Fusiliers is described in Goodbye to All That, but who is most famous for I, Claudius.


Answer: Robert von Ranke Graves
7. The first kings of this family were descended from Robert the Strong, the count of Anjou and Blois, and are therefore called Robertian.  The family's hereditary rule in their home country is broken down into several periods, with fourteen kings reigning in the direct line and thirteen from its later Valois branch.  The dynasty can be said to have begun in 987 when Hugh was elected king and continued until the death of Charles IV in 1328.  FTP, name this family that succeeded the Carolingians.


Answer: Capetian

8. The final part discusses the danger of a “Confederacy of Deceivers” who “disprepare citizens for the Kingdom of God to come.”  This follows Book Three’s condemnation of “atheists” and a frequent return to the notion of a Prime Mover who intervenes in the world.  It begins by pointing to an “artificial person,” and a body politic that mimics the human body and is the actual commonwealth.  The establishment of this commonwealth through social contract and government by a sovereign is what the author desires.  FTP, name this 1651 work by Thomas Hobbes.


Answer: Leviathan
9. In algebraic geometry, the value of this quantity determines whether a smooth projective curve is also an algebraic group. For a graph, its value is determined by the surface on which the graph can be drawn without edge-crossings, and is very difficult to compute. In topology, it is defined for closed surfaces, and, for the orientable ones, is the number of handles one needs to attach to a sphere to construct that surface.  For 10 points, name this quantity, which, in the life-sciences, is the name given to the second-most specific taxonomic category.


Answer : genus

10. His early works include the essays collected in Nuptials and The Wrong Side and the Right Side, while his plays include State of Siege, Cross Purpose, and The Just Assassins.  The author of dramatic adaptations of The Possessed and Requiem for a Nun, his later works include a 1956 novel set in a bar in Amsterdam and a collection of stories entitled Exile and the Kingdom.  FTP, identify this French author of The Rebel, The Fall, and The Plague.


Answer: Albert Camus
11. First described in the Rhine River valley around 1821, this material takes its name from a village in Alsace. Covering about 10 percent of the Earth’s surface, its complex consists of intercalated strata of sediments, paleosols, sand layers and similar materials. Its beds lack internal stratification, and while root penetration and groundwater percolation can cause vertical cracking, it can retain vertical and even overhanging walls, as can be seen on a namesake Chinese plateau, where local inhabitants have excavated innumerable cellar-like dwellings out of it.  For 10 points, name blanket of sediment, usually yellowish in color, formed by the settling of fine-grained particles from dust clouds.


Answer: loess (LEHSS)

12. Lake Yojoa lies in the western part of this country, whose main waterways are the Ulua, Aguan, and Chamelecon Rivers.  Its southern portion is dominated by the Cordillera Comayuga range, and the northeast is home to the massive Rio Platano Biosphere Reserve.  The Bay Islands lie off its northern coast and to the east of its namesake gulf, which is an inlet of the Caribbean.  FTP, name this Central American country, the eastern neighbor of El Salvador and northern neighbor of Nicaragua.


Answer: Honduras
13. His feast day is September 29th and he apparently can speak Syrian as well as Chaldee [CALL-dee].  In the Old Testament he buries Moses and in the Talmud he destroys Sennacherib's armies.  Also in the Old Testament he appears once to Zacharias and twice to Daniel.  In art he is sometimes shown as carrying a lily, but in another tradition he is the angel of truth, for he reveals the Koran to Muhammad.  FTP, name this archangel who tells the Virgin Mary she is with child and blows the horn on the last day of judgement.


Answer: Gabriel
14. The title character is an orphan who is adopted by a baker and marries a slut named Elka.  After her death, the Spirit of Evil persuades him to urinate in the bread he is baking for the people of Frampol, but he has a vision of hell that leads him to leave the town where everybody deceives him.  FTP, identify this 1953 short story about a gullible man, originally written in Yiddish by Isaac Bashevis Singer.


Answer: “Gimpel the Fool”

15. As emperor, he transferred the last legion that was led by a senatorial proconsul to the command of an imperial legate, thus completing the complete control of the Roman army by the emperor.  Although he may have been epileptic and did have a deep attachment to his sister Drusilla, accounts of his reign are so biased that it is difficult to ascertain his true actions.  It is not true, however, that he made his horse a consul, though Suetonius claims he would have had he lived longer.  FTP, name this wacky emperor who ruled Rome from 37 to 41 C.E.


Answer:  Caligula
16. His last publication was The American University with Gerald Platt and Neil Smelser.  In his first major work he offered a new approach for sociological theory, arguing that its locus does not reside in the internal field of personality as postulated by Weber, whose Protestant Ethic he translated into English.  This new outlook led to a school of thought, first championed by Algernon Radcliffe-Brown, that made this man famous.  FTP, name this sociologist who established the structural-functional theory in such works as The Structure of Social Action.


Answer: Talcott Parsons
17. For some animals, it is thought that some of this class of molecules are involved in activating hormones from the pituitary gland related to the period of female sexual heat, and are also used as photosensitive receptors of light when in the skin of some mollusks and cnidarians. Their molecules are flat and contain a ring of 12 carbon and 4 nitrogen atoms, the latter of which are positioned so as to form a square in the center of the molecule, and are linked to a metal atom, forming a chelate complex.  For 10 points, name this class of nitrogenous biological pigments that includes chlorophyll and the heme complex of hemoglobin.


Answer: Porphyrins

18. The rhymed form of it was introduced in France by Pontus de Tyard in 1549, and was revived in the nineteenth century by the Count of Gramont and Swinburne.  Pound wrote one for Isolt and one entitled “Altaforte,” while Auden wrote a whole cycle of them in Kairos and Logos, and Sidney wrote a well-known double one, “Ye Goat-Herd Gods.”  Invented by the Provencal troubadour Arnaut Daniel, its final three lines are known as the envoi, or tornada.  FTP, name this poetic form consisting of six stanzas of six lines each in which the terminal words of each line within a stanza repeat according to a predetermined pattern.


Answer: sestina
19. His was elected to his first political post on the Cologne City Council in 1906, and became mayor of the city during World War I.  During the Weimar period he belonged to the Centre Party, and was removed from his posts during the Nazi period, eventually being sent to a concentration camp.  After the 1961 elections, he persuaded the Free Democrats to join his coalition on the condition that he resign as Chancellor before the end of his term, which he did after concluding a treaty of cooperation with France.  Earlier achievements included winning approval for German rearmament and the inclusion of West Germany in NATO.  FTP, name West Germany's first Prime Minister.


Answer: Konrad Adenauer

20. The first of its three movements unfolds in 6/8 meter and includes a notable violin solo sixty bars in and a brief horn gesture after the change to 6/8.  This first section ends with a forte-fortissimo brass attack, which dies away to piano.  The final part contains a rhythmic gesture first introduced pianissimo by the cellos and bases, but it is solo flute and harp harmonics from the second movement that might prove familiar, as identical orchestration was used at the end of Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun. 22. In her later years, she taught sculpture in California and tended to her grandchildren prior to her death in 1967.  The daughter of a poor seamstress from Pittsburgh, she came to New York to gain fame as an artist’s model and soon graced enough magazine covers to earn the title “Girl Model of Gotham.”  She was also known as “the Girl in the Red-Velvet Swing,” due to her habit of cavorting in the nude in a swing designed for her by her famous lover, the architect Stanford White.  Of course, her husband, millionaire Harry Thaw, objected to this, shot White, and was ruled not guilty by reason of temporary insanity in a sensational 1906 “trial of the century.”  FTP, name this woman.


Answer:  Evelyn Nesbit
23. Having achieved independence in 992 CE, this city began the thirteenth century by taking the leading role in the Fourth Crusade, accumulating further wealth through a century-long glassblowing monopoly. It fought the forces of Pope Clement V in the War of the Ferrarese Succession and settled another longtime rivalry with the 1454 Peace of Lodi. Falling to Austria under the Treaty of Campo Formio, it was later ceded to France, then quickly to the Kingdom of Italy, in the aftermath of the Seven Weeks War. FTP, name this city whose independent rulers included the Council of Wisdom, the Council of Ten, and the doges.


Answer: Venice
