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Toss-Up Questions
1. Proponents of this literary style include Yo Yodai and Ki no Kaion.  The first theater devoted to its performance was the Takemoto-za, though the building that provided its name was named for a resident of the island of Awaji.  Before performances, the jiai, fushi, and kotoba forms must be mastered individually by the gidayu, who, relying on the azuki and haraobi belt for balance, narrates the joruri.  Famous examples of this form include the Battles of Coxinga and The Love Suicides at Sonezaki.  FTP, name this form of Japanese theatre developed for puppeteers by Chikamatsu Monzaemon.

Answer: bunraku
2. Alpha interferon blocks introduction of this agent via the Miller-Hutt-Fletcher process by preventing cap formation through binding of gp350/220 to the C3dg receptor of the host.  Detected by a positive response to the Paul-Bunnell heterophile antibody test, acycloguanosine briefly reduces its replication in oropharyngeal cells, though there is no vaccine for this virus which immortalizes marmoset cells and causes diseases like nasopharyngeal carcinoma.  FTP, what is this virus designated HIV4, once believed to be the causative agent in chronic fatigue syndrome, the major cause of mononucleosis?

Answer: Epstein-Barr virus or EBV
3. Herodotus mentions a diplomatic incident in which this people caused the Medean-Lydian Wars, and their interference under their king Madyas during Cyaxares’ siege of Nineveh led to their namesake interregnum.  Originally from the area around Pazaryk, their move west displaced tribes like the Urarteans and Cimmerians.  The Haumavarga branch was conquered by Persia in 545 BCE, though Cyrus II was killed in battle with their Massagetes subtribe.  Eventually displaced by the Sarmatians, FTP, name this ancient nomadic people of Central Asia named after a curved tool.

Answer: Scythians
4. To the east of this city are the Pirita River Gorge and Lake Ulamiste.  The baroque Kadriorg Palace of Niccolo Michetti is located east of its old town, and its highest point is occupied by a medieval fortress built by Valdemar II.  Its waterfront Haabersti District contains the beaches at Kakumae on the Kopli Gulf.  Other attractions include the Lutheran Toomkirk, the gothic Church of Saint Olaf and a fortress remodeled to house its country’s parliament, the Riigikogu.  Located on Toompea Hill, FTP, name this city on the Gulf of Finland, the capital of Estonia.

Answer: Tallinn
5. The high latitude ends of these phenomena are commonly disrupted by Omega Blocks and Rossby Waves at lower levels, contributing to their weakness.  Most efficient in the spring and autumn, the descent and divergence of winds at their low-latitude ends provides the poleward component of the mid-latitude westerlies, and at their tropopausal level they are responsible for the motion of cooled air towards the equator.  FTP, name these temperate patterns of atmospheric circulation surrounding the Polar cells.

Answer: Ferrell cells 

6. A key point in this novel is the protagonist’s inability to take Lizzie Connelly on his final journey, leading him to realize he has lost touch with the working class.  After reading “The Philosophy of Style,” the title character writes poems like “The Vine of Life” and “The Jostling Street,” but his only admirer is the George Sterling-inspired Russ Brissenden, who shoots himself.  The success of his “Sea Lyrics” convinces his fiancée Ruth Morse to come back to him, but he boards the Mariposa and sails for Tahiti.  FTP, name this novel about the title aspiring bourgeois poet, a work of Jack London.

Answer: Martin Eden

7. Saturated in lipid membranes bound by lecithin, this molecule consists of two 1-1-dimethyl-2-ene-3-methyl-5-hydroxyl-cyclohexane rings linked by a 3-6-11-15 tetramethyl octadecene chain.  Its namesake cycle, which occurs at high light intensities, enables non-photochemical quenching by gaining or losing two epoxide groups.  At diminished light intensities, it transfers light energy to chlorophyll-alpha before decaying at lower temperatures to reveal anthocyanin and tannin.  FTP, name this carotenoid alcohol responsible for the yellow color of deciduous plants in autumn.

Answer: xanthophyll (accept grudgingly phylloxanthin)

8. This treaty saw the cession of Podolia to August II of Poland, and gains were also made by Silvestro Valiero of Venice in Dalmatia, the Peloponnesus and Crete, though the Treaty of Passarowitz returned Morea to the Turks seventeen years later.  The chief loser was Ghazi Sultan Mustapha II, who retained the Banat, but lost Slavonia and Croatia.  The chief winner was Leopold I, whose general Eugene of Savoy had just won a brilliant victory at Zenta.  FTP, name this 1699 treaty that passed Hungary to Austria and marked the beginning of the decline of the Ottoman Empire.

Answer: Treaty of Karlowitz
9. The gates to his home at Mount Mashu are guarded by the Scorpion People.  He establishes cosmic order by refusing to help his sister rid the Huluppu Tree from demons, and in one regeneration myth, he helps the king Etana recover the Plant of Life to cure his impotence.  In the Cedar Forest, he permits Humbaba to be slain by Gilgamesh and Enkidu.  One of the “Ever returning deities,” Enki makes him the herald of Anu at the creation of the universe, and he can be seen daily in his chariot pulled across the sky by fiery mules.  FTP, name this Sumerian deity who granted of a code of law to Hammurabi.

Answer: Shamash
10. At the upper left of this painting, a figure wearing a white shawl on his head watches the central scene, while a man wearing a seashell on his vest spreads his arms at right.  The sleeve of the man at lower left tears at the elbow as he rises from his chair towards the central figure, who is reaching for a plate of poultry.  The light source at the upper left is usually interpreted as an allegory depicting the uncertain atmosphere around the central figure, who Mark 16:12 tells vanishes as all three figures recognize him.  FTP, name this scene of a meeting of two apostles with the resurrected Christ by Caravaggio.

Answer: The Supper at Emmaus
11. His criticism includes an essay in which he argued sentimentality in literature requires a correction, “On the Idea of Comedy and the Uses of the Comic Spirit.”  Sentimentality surrounding the failure of his first marriage affected early works like Farina: A Legend of Cologne.  Novels of his later years include The Reading of Earth and his unfinished Celt and Saxon.  Other works include Diana of the Crossways, Evan Harrington, and the sonnet sequence Modern Love, but he is best known for a novel about the fall of Sir Willoughby Patterne.  FTP, name this author of The Egoist.

Answer: George Meredith
12. Damping constants beta one and beta two of these special cases of the harmonograph are equal to zero, and they remain open if the ratio of the periodicity constants from the parametric equation that describes them is irrational.  Sometimes called Bowditch Curves, these patterns are produced naturally in tone analysis, which relies on a liquid medium and two tuning forks mounted at right angles to each other.  FTP, name these figures created by the addition of harmonics along the x and y axes of a cathode ray oscilloscope, named for a Frenchman who depicted multidirectional vibrations.

Answer: Lissajous curves or figures

13. His participation in the Siege of Dumyat under Richard of Cornwall brought him to the height of his career, when he was sent with unlimited powers to crush the Gascon Barons’ Revolt, though he lost favor with the King after the Council of Oxford.  Perhaps his most important victory was at the Battle of Lewes, which ensured the survival of his Committee of 15, though he was undone by the desertion of Gilbert De Clare, who provided the genius behind his defeat at Evesham by Edward Longshanks.  FTP, name this rebellious Earl of Leicester, the leader of the Baronial Revolt against Henry III.

Answer: Simon de Montfort (accept early Earl of Leicester)

14. His middle career saw critics of his Cello Concerto for Gregor Piatigorsky label him a reactionary, and his popularity never recovered, though his late output including a Passacaglia for Violincello Solo for Rostropovitch and an adaptation of Chekhov’s The Bear, are considered original.  Possibly the best remembered piece from his later career is his Variations on a Theme of Hindemith, but his highest success came with his Crown Imperial March, after which he was hailed as the successor to Elgar.  FTP, who is this British composer best remembered for his oratorio Belshazzar’s Feast?

Answer: Sir William Turner Walton
15. Initial clues to the allochthony of this language include its absence of tones prevalent in surrounding tongues, as well as its use of the Null Subject and the addition of the prefix “a” added to verbs to form the passive voice.  Renward Brandstetter first noted its similarity to Manyaan and Maori, but assimilation of some Sakalavan words confused linguists trying to establish its family until the work of Otto Dahl, who established loan word tables which refute claims of a Bantu origin.  FTP, name this Austronesian language with chief dialects Tsimeheti and Antankarana, spoken in Madagascar.

Answer: Malagasy
16. This drama originally began with the poem “They Sat There, the Two,” about the title character’s deceased sons.  Emilie Bardach served as the inspiration for one of its main characters, a child from the author’s earlier play The Lady from the Sea.  The title character attempts to prevent Kaja Fosli from marrying his competitor Ragnar Brovik, whose dream of returning to his old career is shattered when the title character forgets a promise made ten years ago to Hilde Wangel, who convinces him to climb the spire of his new home.  FTP, name this play about the architect Halvard Solness by Henrik Ibsen.

Answer: The Master Builder or Byggmaster Solness
17. The derivation of this expression from the Darcy-Weisbach equation combines the formula for the energy head loss factor with the equation for the kinematic viscosity.  Wilberforce’s variation is a modification of Hagenbach’s equation, which contained a coefficient of kinetic friction that allowed it to be extended to turbulent flow.  One of its uses is to calculation of the number of capillaries in the body.  Stated delta-P equals 8-Q-mu-L divided by pi-R to the fourth power, FTP, name this equation, analogous to Ohm’s Law for hydraulics, which predicts laminar flow through a uniform pipe.

Answer: Poiseuille’s law or equation

18. A botched invasion of the island of Koh Tang inflamed this incident, which resulted from the dispute over international waters.  The trouble in this affair began en route to Hong Kong, where Captain Charles T. Miller received orders to divert to Sattahip to pick up retreating personnel.  It was resolved by the dispatch of the U.S.S. Henry B. Wilson and the U.S.S. Coral Sea, which anchored near Poulo Wal Island near the location of a group of survivors.  FTP, name this international incident named for a ship retaken from the Khmer Rouge on May 15, 1975, a military triumph during the presidency of Gerald Ford.

Answer: U.S.S. Mayaguez Incident or Affair

19. Scholars typically divide this work into five parts linked by the theme of virtue’s incipience from the balance of the arts.  Its fourth section supplies a proof of the distinction between good and pleasant, resolving the debate on rhetoric’s membership in the true or false arts, while its second discusses a lack of power in tyrants caused by the need to execute criminals.  It begins with an argument in which Chaerephon is blamed by Callicles for delaying the feast of the title character by dallying in the Agora.  FTP, identify this Platonic dialogue that debates right and wrong, named after a Sophist.

Answer: Gorgias
20. His father is described as an Ephraimite from Ramathaim.  He first served at Ramah after his direction of the repentance at Mizpah brought about the successful battle of Ebenezer.  The corruption of his sons Abijah and Joel was the source of his most famous decision, an appointment which Jehovah later regretted after this prophet was forced to kill Agag, King of the Amalekites, due to the disobedience of Saul.  FTP, name this son of Elkanah and Hannah, the judge who anointed both Saul and David kings of Israel.

Answer: Samuel
TB1. This designer credited the projects of Oscar Stonorov and George Howe as his chief influences.  His first solo projects included the Carver Court Housing Project, which established his contempt for International Style.  The Norman Fisher House and Erdman Hall Dormitories at Bryn Mawr were completed after accepting a professorship at the University of Pennsylvania, and in 1959 his design for the Salk Institute was accepted.  FTP, name this architect whose brick and poured-in concrete masonry structures include the Yale University Art Center and New Hampshire’s Exeter Library.

Answer: Louis Isadore Kahn
TB2. The Mont-aux-Sources is its northernmost extension, and to the west and south it is continuous with the Maluti Range.  Its erosion carved peaks like Champagne Castle, Monks Cowl, and the Sterkhorn form a high plateau that rises to the 11,425 foot Thabana-Ntlenyana.  Meltwater and runoff from this range combine to form the Tugela River, the chief tributary of the Vaal.  Known to the Zulu as Quathlamba, meaning “a battlement of spears,” FTP, name this mountain range that forms the eastern border between Lesotho and South Africa named from the Afrikaans for “Dragon Mountain.”

Answer: Drakensberg Escarpment or Mountains or Range

TB3. Beginning with a passage from Beaumont and Fletcher’s The Honest Man’s Fortune, its author extols the virtue of Scanderbeg and Gustavus, stating that when private men act with original views, the luster of virtue is transferred from kings to gentlemen. Its opening paragraph sums up the author’s belief that genius is to believe that one’s own thoughts contain the truth of all humanity.  The source for the epigram “A foolish consistency is the hobgoblin of little minds,” FTP, name this essay that ends “nothing can bring you peace but the triumph of principles,” by Ralph Waldo Emerson.

Answer: Self-Reliance

1. Identify the following about individual rule in economics FTPE.

a) Because each choice leads to a unique outcome, in situations with three or more alternatives, this theorem states that there is no consistent method of making a fair choice.

Answer: Arrow’s Impossibility theorem

b) Critics of Arrow’s Impossibility theorem cite this paradox as a counterargument, which states that collective preferences are cyclic even if the preferences of individual voters are not.  It is also called the voters paradox.

Answer: Condorcet paradox

c) This economist identified interpersonal utilities as the cornerstone to Arrow’s Impossibility theorem in his two 1970 classics Collective Choice and Social Welfare and “The Impossibility of a Paretian Liberal.”

Answer: Amartya Sen

Answer: Schrodinger equation

c) This quantum number’s z component is fixed with respect to the total angular momentum in space quantization.

Answer: m sub L or azimuthal quantum number

c) Essentially a modified form of the van der Waals equation, if the compressibility factor of a gas is equal to PV over nRT, this equation reduces to the simple cubic Z cubed plus Z squared plus Z equals zero.

Answer: Peng-Robinson equation
