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Toss-Up Questions

1. The Patristic and Protestant “Idea” of this figure were the subject of two essays by Cardinal Newman.  In the French Jour du Judgement his parents are given as Angingnars and a woman of the Babylonian tribe of Dan.  Frederick II was a popular Medieval candidate for him and Hus and Wyclife associated him with the Pope.  Although he is only definitively mentioned in the letters of John, many associate him with “the man of sin” in Paul’s 2nd Thessalonians or the beast “with seven heads and ten horns” of Revelation.  For 10 points – identify this figure from Christian mythology, a false messiah who will precede the Second Coming.


Answer: The Antichrist

2. Near the end we learn that the protagonist has become a carpenter and has gotten married.  In Part 4, which is often set off from the rest of the work, the protagonist’s cousin recites part of Keats’ “Ode on a Grecian Urn” to him in an effort to convince him not to refuse his inheritance on account of his slave-owning ancestors.  The first part of the story concerns the protagonist’s instruction at the hands of Sam Fathers in the ways of the wilderness, which is represented by the title figure, who is eventually killed by Tennie’s Jim and the hound Lion. For 10 points – identify this story, the longest in Faulkner’s Go Down Moses, which features Ike McCaslin and Old Ben.


Answer: The Bear (prompt on Go Down Moses)
3. Tarquinius Priscus was the subject of the first one recorded by Livy, while Valerius was the first to be given one by the Republic.  The subject wore the gold embroidered toga picta and would be followed by a slave reminding him he was merely a mortal.  The criteria for one included the killing of 5,000 enemies in a public war which expanded Roman territory.  The subject’s soldiers followed him often ridiculing him while his conquered foes were led before him in humiliation.  For 10 points – identify this procession awarded to victorious Roman generals.


Answer: Triumph or Triumphus
4. The asymptotic equipartition property is a consequence of the weak version of this law, which is often proven using Chebyshev’s inequality and was defined by Ernst Fischer.  The strong version, defined by Friedrich Riesz, implies the sample average converges almost surely to the mean μ [myou].  For 10 points – name the statistical law proven by Jakob Bernoulli whose principle is often erroneously labeled the “law of averages,” which states if the sequence x-sub-n of n random variables have finite mean μ, then sequence x-sub-n over n tends to infinity.


Answer: Law of Large Numbers
5. Eloy Alfaro served as president twice, but after his second term he was put in prison and murdered by a lynch-mob the next year.  Alfaro represented a dramatic liberalization following the years when it was a Catholic theocracy under Garcia Morenos.  Its conservative first president, Juan Jose Flores, spent much of the mid-20th century attacking his liberal opponent Vicente Villafuerte.  Velasco Ibarra was elected president five times but never finished a term. Joining Gran Columbia shortly after it was liberated at the battle of Pichincha by Sucre, it broke away in 1830.  For 10 points – identify this South American nation with capital at Quito.


Answer: Republic of Ecuador
6. One of his later novels In Desert and Sand was partially based on his visit to Africa in the 1890s while his trip to America in the 1870s inspired his short story The Lighthouse Keeper.  His other works include the peasant novel Children of the Soil and his first, In Vain, which depicts student life. The Deluge, Fire in the Steppes, and With Fire and Sword comprise the seventeenth century trilogy about his native land, but his best known work concerns the love of Lygia and Vinicius set in the time of Nero’s persecution of the Christians.  For 10 points – identify this Polish author of Quo Vadis?

Answer: Henryck Sienkiewicz
7. The Elizabeth Sprague Coolidge Foundation commissioned his “fable madrigal” The Unicorn, the Gorgon, and the Manticore.  He used the Children’s Crusade as the basis for his cantata The Death of the Bishop of Brindisi. The Island God was poorly received compared to previous work like The Old Maid and the Thief, which followed on the heels of Amelia Goes to the Ball.  Magda commits suicide with a gas stove in The Consul and The Telephone is a one-act comedy.  For 10 points – name this man who was inspired by Bosch’s The Adoration of the Magi to compose Amahl and the Night Visitors.


Answer: Gian Carlo Menotti
8. This bill crippled the Welsh tin plate industry and led to election defeat for the chair of the House Ways and Means Committee who sponsored it.  Benjamin Harrison was instrumental in conjuring up Republican support and it received votes from Western and Southern Democrats in exchange for Republican support of the Sherman Silver Purchase Act.  The first act of its kind to provide for reciprocity, the Wilson-Gorman Act of 1894 modified it.   It set the average ad valorem tariff rate at 50%, the highest ever.  For 10 points –identify this 1890 Tariff named for an Ohioan who became president.


Answer: McKinley Tariff Act of 1890

9. This man served as chief scientist in the Ranger program, choosing crash-landing sites on the moon and selecting landing sites for the Surveyor and Apollo programs.  While he was a pioneer of infrared astronomy, he is better known for his discoveries in the solar system, which included his analysis of the atmospheres of Mars, Titan and the planetary satellites Nereid and Miranda.  For 10 point – name this Dutch-born American astronomer whose name is attached to a disk-shaped region of minor planets outside of the orbit of Neptune.


Answer: Gerard Peter Kuiper
10. The chanting of the hymn “Luriana Lurilee” occurs before the shorter second section, where we learn that Andrew died in the War and that Prue died giving birth. Time Passes is also preceded by the arrival of the fat poet Augustus Carmichael at the family retreat during the first section, The Window, which describes characters such as Charles Tansley, who cruelly judges another character’s work by saying “Women can’t paint. Women can’t write.” In the final section, Camelia and James finally go to the titular location and Lily Briscoe picks up a portrait of Mrs. Ramsay that she began years ago.  This describes events in – for 10 points – what most famous work of Virginia Woolf?

Answer: To the Lighthouse
11. In 1978 a chair for the philology of this language, which can be divided into North, West and Stater dialect regions, was established at the University of Keel.  It allows complex consonant clusters at the beginning of words, the largest difference from its similar neighbors German and Dutch. While it was once spoken along most of the North Sea coast, its largest dialect group, the western one, only has about 400,000 speakers, who mainly live in the northern provinces of the Netherlands.  For 10 points – name this language, the closest living language to English, called Frysk by its speakers.


Answer: Frisian or Fries (accept Frysk before said)

12. Important members of this organization’s General Council included Peter Fox and Johann George Eccarius.  English Positivist Edward Spencer Beesly chaired the meeting at which it was founded, held in St. Martin’s Hall, London in 1864.  It encompassed a number of different ideologies such as French Blanquists and English Chartists but was dealt a serious blow at the 1872 Hague Congress in which its primary leader affected a split with the anarchists by expelling Mikhail Bakunin.  For 10 points – identify this organization founded to unite workers of different nations, led by Karl Marx.

Answer: The First International or International Workingmen’s Association
13. This theorem states that, as the thermodynamic temperature of a system in thermodynamic equilibrium approaches zero, the changes in both the Helmholtz function and the internal energy in an isothermal process tend to zero.  Eugene Simon reformulated this lemma from the restrictive form just given, which is known as the new heat theorem, into a statement whose clear consequence is that it is impossible to reduce the temperature of a system to absolute zero by a finite number of thermodynamic cycles.  Also called Nernst's heat theorem, name – for 10 points – the law that states the entropy of a system approaches zero as its temperature approaches zero.


Answer: third law of thermodynamics (accept Nernst’s new heat theorem before it’s mentioned)
14. Josiah Royce developed a “pragmatic” or “voluntaristic” variety of this philosophical theory which appealed to a collection of persons infusing the world with purpose. Fichte opposed it to dogmatism and created a version of it based upon the transcendental ego. Plato’s theory of the Forms is an ancient example of it, while Hegel created an “Absolute” version of it. It is stated as “esse est percipi” or “to be is to be perceived” in its most famous formulation, by George Berkeley.  For 10 points – identify this philosophical theory, opposed to materialism, which contends that the external world is dependent on the mind.


Answer: idealism
15. He supported Khrushchev during his rise to power and later against the “anti-party faction” in 1957 although he was ousted from his seat on the Presidium that same year.  His first great success came in the Battle of Khalkin-Gol in which he defeated a Japanese army encroaching on Mongolia.  His only serious defeat came in the bloody Operation Mars which occurred at the same time as his successful Operation Uranus, the Soviet counterattack at Stalingrad.  He would go on to organize victories at Kursk and in Operation Bagration. For 10 points – name this Soviet Marshal credited with the capture of Berlin.


Answer: Marshal Georgi Konstantinovich Zhukov
16. This subject of a biography by Theodoric of Echternach and Gottfried of Disibodenberg wrote two treatises about medicine entitled Physica and Causae et Curae.  Receiving much of her education from the anchoress Jutta, her later works include The Book of Life’s Merits and The Book of Divine Works. Anima and Diabolus are two of the primary characters in Ordo Virtutem her musical morality play. Her most important work, containing her visions, was dedicated to her secretary Volmar and entitled Scivias. For 10 points – identify this 12th century mystic and composer known as “The Sybil of the Rhine.”


Answer: Hildegard von Bingen

17. In Book III of the Aeneid Aeneas relates that she gave a Phrygian scarf and gold embroidered robes to Ascanius.  One of her sons founded Pergamum naming it after himself while another, Molossus, was the founder of a royal dynasty in Epirus. She is saved by Peleus from the machinations of Hermione and Menelaus as the title character of a Euripidean drama.  Her final husband is Helenus although she had become the concubine of Neoptolemus after the Trojan War.  During that conflict her father, Eetion, and seven brothers were all killed by Achilles and after it her son Astyanax was thrown from the walls of Troy.  For 10 points – name this wife of Hector.


Answer: Andromache
18. This title names two paintings, one now housed in the Prado in Madrid and the other in the National Gallery in London.  The first is a triptych in which title object in the middle panel symbolizes humanity’s greed while the left panel depicts Eden and the right Hell.  The second was based on sketches the artist had done earlier of his family’s property in East Bergholt, Suffolk.  On the left is a copse of trees and a cottage while in the mid-left a dog watches the main action, two men driving a horse-drawn cart through a mill-pond.  For 10 points – identify these works by Hieronymus Bosch and John Constable.


Answer: The Haywain
19. Unlike Sweatt v. Painter, in this case ‘tangible’ factors were irrelevant so the court relied on intangibles for their justification, as they had in McLaurin v. Oklahoma State Regents.  Named for a man who was concerned about his daughter’s long walk through a rail yard, the lawsuit was planned by McKinley Burnett, president of the NAACP chapter in Topeka.  Notably affecting the Monroe Street Elementary School, this is, for 10 points, what Supreme Court case that overturned the doctrine of “separate but equal”.

Answer: Oliver Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka

20. This substance is one of the causes of the Schwartzman reaction and, following its massive release into the blood stream, it activates B cells and induces macrophages to release interleukin-1, interleukin-6, and tumor necrosis factor. Consisting of the core, O antigen, and Lipid A, this amphipathic molecule is found on the outer leaflet of the membranes of gram negative bacteria.  For 10 points – name the substance essential for bacterial viability that is the major bacterial instigator of sepsis and fever.


Answer: lipopolysaccharide or LPS or endotoxin

21. Notable translators of it include Alexander Heidel, who rendered all the dirty passages into Latin, and John Gardner.  The characters include Siduri “whose drinks refresh the soul” and Ninsun the title character’s mother, who interprets many of this dreams.  Often known by its first line “He who saw everything,” in the latter part of the work the hero encounters talking scorpions who allow him to ascend Mount Mashu and a snake who steals the plant of eternal life which Utnapishtam had told him of.  Earlier the hero slew Humbaba and the Bull of Heaven with his friend Enkidu.  For 10 points – identify this Babylonian poem about a king of Uruk.


Answer: Epic of Gilgamesh (accept “He who saw everything” before it is mentioned)

22. For a one-space logarithmic scalar potential, the result that this man is famous for deriving does not occur until the second order perturbation of an harmonic oscillator wavefunction. His 1897 doctoral dissertation was on Newton’s electrochronic rings and his Nazi sympathies gained him enough favor with authorities that he replaced Paschen as the director of the German Physico-Technical Institute.  Late in his life, he investigated the effect of light deflection in an inhomogeneous electric field at his private laboratory in Bavaria.  For 10 points – name this physicist whose "discovery of the Doppler effect in canal rays and the splitting of spectral lines in electric fields,” an electrical analogue of the Zeeman effect, won him a Nobel prize in 1919.


Answer: Johannes Stark
23. Mark Jones wrote a meta-critical 1995 “Case Study in Literary Knowledge” about this set of poems concluding that their grouping is an editorial construct.  They were written during a winter the poet spent in Germany with his sister.  In the first the speaker, on his way to his lover’s house, wonders would happen if she “should be dead.”  In the second the title character is “A Maid whom there were none to praise” while the fourth is the only one that doesn’t include the title character’s name and is entitled “A slumber did my spirit seal.”  For 10 points – identify this series of poems about a young woman written by William Wordsworth.


Answer: The Lucy Poems

24. His first commission was the design of the interior of the Grand Neptune restaurant followed soon by the design for the Pavilion of Electricity for the Universal Exposition. He would later visit Victor Horta’s Hotel Tassel and draw his inspiration from it, as well as the ideas espoused by Viollet-Le-Duc.. Following this visit, he began work on Castel Beranger, which features an asymmetric wrought iron gate. His most famous work is characterized by slender, florally inspired ironwork and delicate panes of glass.  For 10 points – identify this French Art Nouveau architect who is best known for designing the entrances to the Paris Metro.


Answer: Hector Guimard
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Bonus Questions

1. Identify the following related to an important caliph, for 10 points each:

A. The successor of Abu Bekr, this 2nd Caliph’s reign from 633-44 saw a great expansion of Muslim power especially under the powerful general Khalid.


Answer: Omar or Umar ibn al-Khattab

B. Omar essentially destroyed this Persian dynasty, which, under Ardarsir I and Shapur I, had defeated the Parthians and vied for power in the East with the Romans.


Answer: Sassanids or Sassanians

C. This Byzantine Emperor who had earlier beaten back encroachments by the Avars and Sassanids allowed his generals to be defeated at Yarmuk in 636 resulting in the loss of Egypt and the Levant.


Answer: Heraclius
2. Identify these works of art based on Shakespeare from clues for 10 points each.

A. This American did a portrait of Ellen Terry as Lady Macbeth but is better known for a slightly more risqué 1884 portrait.


Answer: John Singer Sargent
B. One of the founders of the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood, he did a famous portrayal of Ophelia drowning using Elizabeth Siddal as his model.  Other works include The Boyhood of Raleigh and St. Isumbras at the Ford.


Answer: John Everett Millais
C. This Victorian was greatly influenced by the Pre-Raphaelites and did a number of Ophelias, including an 1894 version in which he sits on log by the river just before her drowning, but he is probably most famous for 1888’s Lady of Shalott.


Answer: John William Waterhouse
3. Name these things on the Acropolis that are not the Parthenon for 10 points each.

A. This is the gateway to the acropolis that was also used as an art gallery in ancient times.


Answer:  Propylaia or Propylaea

B. This was a temple that was built around an olive tree and was famous for its caryatid porch.


Answer:  Erechtheon or Erechtheum

C. Currently dismantled, it is the smallest temple on the Acropolis, and is dedicated to a local goddess and her personification of victory.


Answer:  Temple of Athena Nike
4. The posterior pituitary gland stores and releases two hormones produced by the hypothalamus.

A. (5/5) For 5 points each, name those two hormones.


Answer: oxytocin; vasopressin (or antidiuretic hormone or ADH)

B. (10) For 10 points, low amounts of vasopressin in humans can result in which disease? 


Answer: diabetes insipidus (prompt on partial answer)

C. (10) For 10 points, identify the only hormone produced by the intermediate lobe of the pituitary gland.  It acts to temporarily darken the skin of cold-blooded animals, in order to provide camouflage.


Answer: melanocyte-stimulating hormone or MSH
5. Identify the following from The Barbary Wars, for 10 points each:

A. Famous for his line, “Our country! In her intercourse with foreign nations may she always be in the right; but our country, right or wrong” he is the most famous American naval officer involved in the Barbary conflict.


Answer: Stephen Decatur

B. One of the most daring acts of the Barbary Wars was the burning of this captured ship in Tripoli harbor carried out by a party led by Stephen Decatur.


Answer: Philadelphia
C. Another famous act leading to the lines “to the shores of Tripoli” in the Marine Corps Hymn was the capture of the harbor fortress of Derna carried out by Arab mercenaries and American marines led by this lieutenant.


Answer: Presley N. O’Bannon
6. Identify the philosophical constructs from clues for 10 points each.

A. This object, first mentioned in one of Plutarch’s lives, became a fixture in the debate over identity.  Every year the Athenians replaced some parts of it in order to conserve it and the question was at what point is it no longer the same object.


Answer: Ship of Theseus or Ship of Thebes
B. Introduced in Putnam’s “The Meaning of Meaning,” this locale had a liquid that was very near water but had a chemical composition of XYZ instead of H2O.  


Answer: Twin Earth
C. This man, apocryphally ascribed to a 14th century Frenchman by Spinoza and others, starves to death between two equidistant bales of hay.


Answer: Buridan’s Ass
7. Identify the following about writers who focus on colonialism for 10 points each.

A. This Nobel Laureate wrote commentaries on colonial history such as The Loss of Eldorado, about his homeland, Trinidad, as well as novels with colonial themes such as Half a Life and A Bend in the River.


Answer: V.S. Naipaul
B. The 1961 tract by Frantz Fanon takes a Marxist approach to colonial relations setting forth a psychology of colonial peoples as well as putting forth violence as a means to overthrow colonizing powers.


Answer: The Wretched of the Earth or Les Damnes de la terre
C. This Tunisian Jews novels include The Pillar of Salt and Strangers but he is best known for his The Colonizer and the Colonized in which he argued that colonialism is “one variety of fascism.”


Answer: Albert Memmi
8. Answer stuff relating to control over the sanctuary of Apollo at Delphi.

A. This series of wars was waged for control over Delphi.  They began in the years 595, 448, 356, and 340.


Answer: Sacred Wars

B. This federation of 12 city-states, including Athens and Sparta, jointly controlled the sanctuary and presided over the Pythian games. 


Answer: Great Amphictyonic League or Delphic Amphictyonic League

C. This powerful figure used intervention in the 3rd and 4th Sacred Wars to gain influence in Greek politics and was the subject of famous invectives by the orator Demosthenes.


Answer: Philip II or Philip of Macedon
9. Identify these blandly named things from chemistry for 10 points each.

A. This law states that, at a constant temperature and for a reversible system, the rate of the forward or reverse reaction is proportional to the product of the concentrations of the reactants or products.


Answer: law of mass action or Guldberg-Waage law

B. This consequence of the law of mass action states if an electrolyte with a shared ion with a scarce soluble solute is added to a solution containing that solute, the decreased solubility of the solute will cause the solute to precipitate.


Answer: common ion effect
C. This is the measure of concentration determined by the number of equivalents per liter of solution.


Answer: normality
10. Name these South American rivers, for 10 points each.

A.  Fed by the Carrao River, the Apure River is its chief tributary and it flows for 1500 miles through Venezuela .


Answer: Orinoco River

B.  The first European to traverse this river, which empties into the Rio de la Plata, was Sebastian Cabot in 1526.


Answer: Parana River

C.  This river which is connected to the Orinoco by the Casiquiare canal empties into the Amazon at Manaus.


Answer: Rio Negro
11. Identify the following about an American poet and his work for 10 points each.

A. This author of the Jeffersonian National Gazette wrote about his experiences as a captive in The British Prison Ship but is best known for lyrics about the American Revolution.


Answer: Philip Freneau
B. Freneau’s description of the title flower it includes the lines: From morning suns and evening dews / At first thy little being came / If nothing once, you nothing lose, / For when you die you are the same.”


Answer: The Wild Honey-Suckle
C. In this elegy of sorts Freneau writes: “And long shall timorous fancy see / The painted chief, and pointed spear, / And reason’s self shall bow the knee / To shadows and delusions here.”


Answer: The Indian Burial Ground
12. Identify these Benjamin Britten works from clues for 10 points each.

A. This opera set in The Borough concerns a sadistic fisherman acquitted of killing one assistant who later bullies another, named John, who falls to his death.


Answer: Peter Grimes
B. This work with an instructional name concludes with a fugue that, like the rest of the movements, is a variation on the theme of Purcell’s Abdelazer, or The Moor’s Revenge.


Answer: Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra
C. This work, Opus 10, is a tribute to Britten’s teacher and includes such discordant sections as a Viennese Waltz, an Adagio, a Funeral March, and a Bourree.


Answer: Variations on a Theme of Frank Bridge
13. Name these visual features of our solar system, for 10 points each.

A. This satellite of Saturn features the massive crater Herschel, which covers over one-third the width of the moon’s disk.


Answer: Mimas
B. This atmospheric feature of Neptune was discovered by Voyager 2 in 1989, but by 1994 the Hubble Space Telescope could no longer find it.


Answer: Great Dark Spot

C. During a total solar eclipse, this is the term for the features seen at the beginning or end of the period of totality in which the light of the sun passes through the valleys of the moon.


Answer: Bailey’s Beads
14. Stuff related to the work of Aleksandr Pushkin for 10 points each.

A  This poetic novel concerns the titular character, a Russian aristocrat who has become bored with his life and who moves to the country to rediscover himself.


Answer: Eugene Onegin or Yevgeny Onegin
B. While in the country, Eugene Onegin meets this woman who falls in love with him. He rejects her.


Answer: Tatyana Lavin

C. Despite having rejected Tatyana’s love, Onegin is invited to her naming-day celebration. There, he dances with Olga Lavin and provokes this man, his best friend. They duel, and Onegin kills him.


Answer: Lensky
15. Identify the following concerning The Battle of Moytura the Northern, an episode in Celtic Mythology for the stated number of points.

A. (5/5) The battle took place between these two races, one a race of Gods once led by The Dagda, and the other a race of giants led by Balor. Name both for 5 points each.


Answer: Tuatha de Danaan and Fomors (or Formorians) (respectively)

B. (10) This sun God and “master-of-all-trades” led the Tuatha de Danaan and turned the tide of the battle by wounding his grandfather, the Fomor Balor.  He was also the father of Cuchulain.


Answer: Lugh Lamhfada or Lugus or Llew
C. (10) This goddess of war, often associated with Babd, Macha, and Nemain, encouraged the Tuatha de Danaan with her terrible war cry and proclaimed their victory from the hilltops.


Answer: Morrigu or Morrigan
16. Identify these leaders of the Philippines from clues, for 10 points each:

A. This man led an uprising against Spain in the 1890s and after the Spanish-American War led a guerilla war for independence from U.S. occupation.  He was captured in 1901.


Answer: Emilio Aguinaldo

B. After defeating Sergio Osmena this man became the first president of an independent Philippines in 1946.  He was succeeded by Elpidio Quirino upon his death in 1948.


Answer: Manuel Rosas
C. This man became president in 1966 and his rule soon became dictatorial.  He was ousted from power in 1986 by Corazon Aquino.


Answer: Ferdinand Marcos
17. Identify the following about key moments in 20th century American Education for 10 points each:

A. This 1944 Law had clauses regarding hospitalization and home-buying, but most importantly it legislated that veterans would be given money to go to college.


Answer: G.I. Bill of Rights or Serviceman’s Readjustment Act of 1944.

B. In this 1962 case, the Supreme Court struck down a mandate of the Regents of New York enacting a universal prayer, thereby making school prayer illegal.


Answer: Engel v. Vitale
C. Named for a Johns Hopkins professor, this 1966 study called for by the Civil Rights Act of 1964, found that poor black students did better in integrated classrooms and paved the way for integration by busing.


Answer: Coleman Report or Equality of Educational Opportunity
18. Identify these mathematical concepts for 10 points each.

A. This type of group is a differentiable manifold whose group operations are continuous.


Answer: Lie (lee) group or algebra 

B. This rather intuitive theorem states that a simple closed curve in a place does not cross itself, i.e., that it encloses an area.


Answer: Jordan curve theorem (prompt on “the definition of closed”)

C. Equivalent to the Hausdorff maximality theorem and Zorn's lemma, this states that, given any set of mutually exclusive, nonempty sets, there exists at least one set that contains exactly one element in common with each of the nonempty sets.


Answer: Zermelo's axiom of choice
19. Identify the following characters from Choderlos de Laclos’ Les Liaisons Dangereuses, 10 points each. 

A. The protagonist of the story, he begins as a callous libertine but is transformed into a tragic hero by the love of Madame de Tourvel. 


Answer: Vicomte Sebastien de Valmont
B. A scheming, avaricious widow, this ex-lover of Valmont destroys his reputation out of jealousy when she learns that he truly loves Madame de Tourvel.


Answer: Marquise Catherine de Merteuil
C. A sprightly innocent raised in a convent, she is deliberately corrupted

20. Identify these historical American settlements for 10 points each.

A. An area called L’anse aux Meadows (LAWN-see med-OH) in northern Newfoundland may be the site of this Viking settlement dating from about 1000 to 1015.


Answer:  Vinland or Markland
B. After gold was discovered in 1858, settlers met the following year and adopted a constitution forming this territory, which roughly corresponds to modern-day Colorado.


Answer:  Territory of Jefferson
C. North Carolina wanted to cede this area in eastern Tennessee to the federal government in 1784, but locals led by John Sevier formed their own state that lasted for four years.


Answer:  State of Franklin
