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Toss-Up Questions

1. After this battle there were too many prisoners for the winning army to handle, so the losing army was allowed to walk away on the provision that they file past the victorious king with their hats in their hands.  The eventual victors in this battle began by firing a cannon twice from Hermansberg Hill to signal a charge, which was aided by a blizzard that blinded the opposing army.  After they ran out of ammunition, the charging soldiers under General Rehnskiöld surprised their opponents by charging at them with swords.  After the collapse of the losing army’s center, which was commanded by the Duke of Croy, the cavalry attempted to retreat across the Neva river but were killed when their pontoon bridge collapsed.  FTP, name this battle fought on November 20, 1700, in which Russian forces were defeated by King Charles XII of Sweden during the Great Northern War.


Answer: Battle of Narva
2. This sweet-tasting compound was first isolated by Drechsel in 1889, and it had its structure determined in 1902. It produces cadaverine when decarboxylated which helps produce the smell of a decayed organism, and also the metabolite carnitine. It is the limiting amino acid in all cereal grains and it helps in fighting herpes by competing with arginine necessary for viral replication. Along with leucine, this amino acid is ketogenic and is unable to contribute to glucose production. An amino acid on which protein acetylation occurs, FTP, identify this essential amino acid coded by two adenines followed by a purine, with an R group of a positively charged butyl amine, symbolized by the letter K.


Answer: lysine
3. This work opens with two passages from the Epistles of Horace, which suggest that the book’s author is “dwarfish” and young.  The author of this work criticized it in the preface to his Adelmom the Outlaw, while he parodied parts of it in poems such as “Giles Jollup the Grave, and Brown Sally Green,” which appeared in his Tales of Wonder.  The first chapter of this work ends with a Gypsy Song which suggests that Leonella will live to be fifty-one years old.  The Wandering Jew arrives at the Castle of Lindenberg in time to deal with a ghost whom Raymond mistakes for Agnes.  Meanwhile, the title character strangles Elvira and proceeds to rape and murder her daughter Antonia.  At the end, the title character’s lover Matilda turns out to be a demon, and Lucifer reveals that Antonia was Father Ambrosio’s sister, just before bashing Ambrosio against some rocks.  FTP, name this Gothic novel, a work of Matthew Lewis.


Answer: The Monk: A Romance
4. He notably invoked Article 87 of the Fundamental Laws to implement changes in electoral procedures.  He was assisted by the moderate Octobrists, but they turned on him after he went over their heads to change the government of Poland.  He notoriously created special courts which handed out so many death sentences that the hangman’s noose came to be known as his “necktie.”  Following the Manifesto of June 3, he assured himself of a conservative majority in his country’s legislature.  He started out as Interior Minister under Goremykin, and served as governor of Grodno and Saratov before taking his best-known office.  His work came to an end at the Kiev Opera House when a former spy for the Okhrana, Dmitri Bogrov, killed him.  Things got bad for radicals after he dissolved the Second Duma.  FTP, name this Prime Minister of Russia from 1906 to 1911, who is most famous for his agrarian reforms.


Answer: Pyotr Arkadyevich Stolypin
5. With Molly Harrower, this man published an autobiography that was an “unwitting self portrait.”  In his most famous work, he outlines three approaches to developmental history: theories of utility, theories of correspondence, and theories of recapitulation.  In 1922, Robert Ogden translated his first paper to be published in America for the Psychological Bulletin.  This man’s first published research concerned his own color blindness, which he performed under the physiologist Carl Stumpf.  While at the University of Giessen, he wrote The Growth of the Mind: An Introduction to Child Psychology.  He later moved to the United States and promoted the movement with which he is associated in Principles of Gestalt Psychology.  FTP, name this proponent of Gestalt who worked with Wolfgang Köhler and Max Wertheimer.


Answer: Kurt Koffka
6. This work quotes Juvenal’s 15th satire to make a point about tender-heartedness, which is reinforced by the example of Alexander of Pherae, who couldn’t attend tragedies without crying but didn’t blink at murdering people.  In the third “note” appended to it, the author considers such “quadruped men” as a child found in 1344 who had been raised by wolves and the “little Savage of Hanover.”  The author of this work wrote a letter to Perdriau to justify its unusual dedication, and one of the first authors cited in it, Burlamaqui, was a professor of law in the city to which it was dedicated, Geneva.  The first part features a distinction between two types of concern, “amour propre” and “amour soi,” which correspond to the two types of the titular problem.  Written for a competition sponsored by the Dijon Academy in 1754, FTP, name this second of Jean-Jacques Rousseau’s three discourses, which discusses the life of the noble savage.


Answer: Discourse on the Origins and Foundations of Inequality Among Men (or: Discours sur l’origine et les fondements de l’inégalité parmi les hommes; prompt on “Second Discourse”)

7. Synthesis of quadrigemine via double Heck cyclation requires the removal of the central property of these compounds in the substrate. For most substrates, that removal may be achieved via one of several Sharpless asymmetric methods. In Cahn-Ingold-Prelog theory, a lowercase r or s configuration notation is used in labeling their pseudoasymmetric central carbon atoms, which are so named because their trans isomers are enantiomer pairs, while their cis isomers are separated by a plane of symmetry Examples include tartaric acid and glycerol.  FTP, what are these optically inactive compounds characterized by multiple chiral centers that produce an internal symmetry, and therefore no net chirality? 


Answer: meso compounds
8. This artist depicted an angel in red robes pointing one of the title figures toward a seated and bound Jesus in his Christ and the Christian Soul.  A young man holds a beaker to the left of the seated title figure in his Old Woman Frying Eggs.  He showed five brothers tricking their horrified father in Joseph’s Bloody Coat Brought to Jacob, while Francisco Lezcano and Sebastiano de Morra are two of the dwarves he painted.  The title figure reclines naked on a bed and looks into a mirror supported by a cherub in his Venus at Her Mirror, also known as the Rokeby Venus.  FTP, name this painter whose other works include the Surrender at Breda and Las Meninas.


Answer: Diego Velásquez
9. This work is dedicated to a man who also “in peg-top trousers went the pace that kills along the road to ruin.”  One of the characters quotes from Carlyle’s French Revolution, and also makes a fuss about The Picture of Dorian Gray and Swinburne’s Poems and Ballads.  A player piano grinds out “Bedelia” at the beginning of Act III, in which the protagonist offers a kiss to the prostitute Belle, but refuses to sleep with her.  Sid and Lilly, the protagonist’s uncle and aunt, provide comic relief, while David McComber tries to prevent the protagonist from dating his daughter Muriel.  Taking place on July 4th and 5th, 1906, the play ends with Richard’s realization that he was a fool to go with “fast women.”  FTP, name this play which features Tommy and Arthur Miller, a nostalgically-titled comedy by Eugene O’Neill.


Answer: Ah! Wilderness
10. The last track on the album named for this place was written by Glen Sherley, who was an inhabitant of it.  The same year that album was released, its artist released The Holy Land and From Sea to Shining Sea.  It ends with “Greystone Chapel,” which follows a song about the green, green grass of home and another about John Henry’s hammer.  More memorably, it includes songs about a dirty old egg-suckin’ dog and one about life in a coal mine, “Dark as a Dungeon.”  The speaker of the album’s first song bets that there are rich folks drinking coffee and smoking big cigars in a fancy dining car, and is tortured by the fact that those people keep moving.  That speaker was told as a baby not to play with guns, but when he grew up he shot a man in Reno just to watch him die.  FTP, name this institution which was home to a famous concert in 1968, whose “blues” were sung about by Johnny Cash.  


Answer: Folsom Prison (accept: At Folsom Prison)
11. The title character of this work suffers from extreme thirst when he is kidnapped by a gang of thieves called “The Fancy,” and snubs his emancipator upon his return in favor of water from a purple vase.  It begins with a description of the title character’s ancestry, followed by an account of his early years in Reading with the Mitford family.  The title character later accompanies his primary companion and her maid Lucy to Florence, where he is attacked by bugs and humiliated when he has to be shaved by his companion’s husband Robert.  FTP name this account of the life of Elizabeth Barret which is told through the eyes of the titular canine, a book by Virginia Woolf.


Answer: Flush
12. He resigned from the Senate to become minister to France, but lost to Dixon Lewis when he wanted to resume his office.  However, when Arthur Bagby resigned Reuben Chapman returned him to the Senate, where he served on the Committee of Thirteen that drafted the Compromise of 1850 and became president pro tem after the death of Zachary Taylor.  He proposed a rule that would require a two-thirds vote to nominate a candidate at the Democratic Convention of 1832, which reflected his sympathy for the north.  He also served on the Committee of Fifteen that drafted his state’s constitution, and in 1819 became one of the first senators from Alabama.  William Sharkey administered a notable oath to him while he was living on a plantation in Havana, though he died of tuberculosis the following month.  Famous for living with James Buchanan, FTP, name this Vice President, who served briefly under Franklin Pierce.


Answer: William Rufus de Vane King

13. Hugh Aitken wrote a suite for flute and orchestra in which this man is “remembered.”  Castel allegedly introduced this man to the bird songs noted in Kircher’s Musurgia Universalis, which can be heard in his The Call of the Birds and The Hen.  Leopold Godowsky wrote piano arrangements of his “Tambourin” and “Rigaudon,” while his four grand motets reflect his origins as a church organist in Clermont.  The author of exotic operas such as Samson and Zoroastre and a treatise which introduced a new system of theoretical music, he is better-known for his use of classical myths in works like Dardanus and The Festivals of Hebe.  FTP name this French composer who engaged Pergolesi in the War of the Buffoons and composed the operas Hyppolyte et Aricie and Castor et Pollux.


Answer: Jean-Phillipe Rameau
14. In one of his stories, the Marshal prefers to stay inside a chateau playing the titular game, even though hundreds of his men are dying outside.  In addition to “A Game of Billiards,” this man’s first work was a book of poems, Women in Love, which was dedicated to the model Marie Rieu.  In one of his last novels, The Immortal, he made fun of the Académie Française, which never made him a member.  His other prose works include novels about a wealthy Tunisian expatriate in Paris and an exiled King of Illyria, while one of his plays was the basis of Bizet’s L’Arlésienne Suites.  The New Don Quixote is the first novel in his trilogy about the “wonderful adventures” of a man who later would go to the South Seas and the Alps, Tartarin de Tarascon.  However, he is best-known for a collection which includes the story of Father Gaucher’s elixir and Pope’s mule.  FTP name this French author of The Nabob, Sapho, and Letters from My Windmill.


Answer: Alphonse Daudet

15. One phenomenological theory of their behavior was proposed by Tisza in 1940, and improved upon by Landau. They view the substance as composed of two components with varying relative density, leading to the so-called “second sound” effect. At low temperatures the excitations are phonons but at higher temperatures they are “rotons.” The specific heat curve behaves as a logarithmic function near the transition temperature, which is called the lambda point. Substances in this phase are characterized by zero viscosity under certain conditions. FTP, what is this phase exhibited by helium below a temperature of 2.18 Kelvins?


Answer: superfluid (accept equivalents)

16. The eighth of them died of smallpox at the age of 8, but is said to have named his granduncle to be his successor.  The sixth of them famously had two swords at his induction ceremony, and established the so-called “Town of Praise” in the Siwalik hills late in his career.  The third of them established the 22 seats known as “manjis” to provide administrative support, and founded the “Town of God” known as Goindwal.  The second of them is also known as “Lehna” and may have created the script known as Gurmukhi,  The ninth of them was also the second to be martyred, and established the “Town of Ecstasy” at Anandput.  Including Hargobind, Tegh Bahadur, and Angad, more famous ones include the last, who discontinued this position in 1708.  FTP, identify this group of ten “preceptors” which included Arjan and Gobind Singh, the first of whom was Nanak. 


Answer: the gurus of Sikhism (accept Preceptors before it is mentioned)

17. In one of this author’s stories, Polly shoots her half-brother Tom after the latter tries to escape from prison before being murdered for killing Captain Walker.  In another of his stories, Alice is dismayed when her father mistakes a bishop for a congressman, after which the rules of the Blue Vein Society seem to prevent her from marrying the man she wants.  In addition to “Sherriff Campbell’s Children” and “A Matter of Principle,” this author wrote a play entitled Mrs. Darcy’s Daughter, but failed to find a producer for it.  Although his last two novels, Baxter’s Procrustes and The Colonel’s Dream, were received poorly, he achieved financial success with his first novel, The House Behind the Cedars.  The stories “Hot Foot Hannibal” and “Po Sandy” are featured in his major collection, which also includes the first story published by an African American in Atlantic Monthly. FTP, name this American author of “The Goophered Grapevine,” which appears in The Conjure Woman.


Answer: Charles Waddell Chesnutt
18. Its westernmost point is Dursey Head, on an island which lies off the Beana Peninsula.  The easternmost portion lies on Youghal Bay, while Sherkin Island lies in the Roaringwater Bay to the south.  North of its largest city, the Bottlehill Forest can be found, while its mountain ranges include the Nagle and Boggeragh ranges.  It is home to Charles Fort, which guards the approach to Kinsale, and a cathedral designed by Ashlin and Pugin which is dedicated to Saint Colman.  It also features the home of the Lords of Muskerry, Blarney Castle, as well as a city supposedly founded by Saint Finbarr.  FTP, name this portion of the province of Munster, the largest county in Ireland.


Answer: County Cork

19. According to legend this man released one of his slaves because he resembled Bacchus, and in The Birds Pistheteros says that the birds should “do to the gods” what this man “did to the Melians.”  When he established a camp at Catana, his opponents mockingly asked if he was planning on settling down with the Catanians rather than fighting.  He was stoned to death about Gylippus refused to negotiate with him, while his men were worked to death in a quarry.  Earlier, he was disgraced when a rival took over his unsuccessful siege of the island of Sphacteria.  He secured the ostracism of Hyperbolus, which preceded a campaign that ultimately failed due to the death of Lamachus.  FTP name this rival of Cleon and Alcibiades, an Athenian general who led the disastrous Sicilian expedition and arbitrated a namesake peace during the Peloponnesian War.


Answer: Nicias

20. His major work was criticized by Joseph Petzval on flimsy mathematical grounds.  His assumptions were also criticized by a Dutch metereologist who created the first experiment to provide verification of this man’s work.  One of the conclusions drawn by this man seemed to be supported by an astronomical Catalogue published by Benedict Sestini, but it wasn’t until William Huggins introduced more advanced spectroscopic methods that research could proceed.  He was under the impression that all stars were white and only emitted light in the visible spectrum, which led him to draw dubious conclusions about double stars.  One version of this man’s best-known observation was famously taken up by Fizeau, while he didn’t believe that his principle could be applied to transverse vibrations of light.  FTP, name this Austrian scientist who in an 1842 paper showed that the observed frequency of light and sound waves changes with the relative motion of the source or observer of those waves, an “effect” named for him.


Answer: Johann Christian Doppler
21. The twentieth fragment from this play is a single word, "Arabus," and is sometimes rendered in translation as a type of perfume.  Minor characters include the overseer Artamo and the tutor Lydus, who is appalled by his student's wantonness.  The slave Chrysalus offers a discourse comparing himself to the heroes of the Trojan War, because he is able to defraud his master of two hundred philippi three times.  In the last scene, the title characters seduce Nicobulus and Philoxenus, the fathers of their lovers, and take them to their brothel.  FTP, name this Plautus comedy based on Menander's Twice a Swindler, in which Pistoclerus and Mnesilochus get together with the titular sisters.


Answer: Bacchides or The Bacchis Sisters or The Wild, Wild, Women (accept equivalents)
22. The magic wand of this man’s father is celebrated in Taliesin’s Kerdd Daronwy.  A blob that eventually grows to be Llew Llaw Gyffes and Dylan the son of the wave spring forth when his niece Arionrhod steps over his wand, and he fashions a wife named Bloedeuwedd for Llew Llaw Gyffes out of flowers.  After he is tricked into going to war over a set of pigs, his nephew rapes his lover Goewin, for which this man turns him into a stag, then a hound, then a swine.  Dwelling at Caer Dathyl in Arvon, this man’s feet must be in the lap of a virgin whenever he is not at war.  Lord over the land of Gwynned, this is – FTP – what sorcerer from Celtic myth, who along with his nephew Gwydion is thought to be the origin of the legend of Merlin.


Answer: Math ap Mathonwy
23. He received his highest position after Clement Haynsworth and G. Harrold Carswell were deemed unfit.  He changed his mind about the interpretation of the 10th Amendment in his opinion for Garcia v. San Antonio Metro Transit Authority, which reversed his key vote in an earlier case which extended minimum wage protection to state employees, National League of Cities v. Usery.  Though he was originally considered a Republican he opposed the death penalty, as he argued in his dissent in Callins v. Collins.  He delivered the majority opinion in Doe v. Bolton, which helped him to distinguish himself from the Chief Justice, his friend and fellow "Minnesota Twin".  He had a cameo role as Joseph Story in the film Amistad, which appeared three years after he was replaced by Stephen Breyer.  FTP, name this Supreme Court Justice, who wrote the majority opinion in Roe v. Wade.


Answer: Harold Andrew Blackmun

1. Answer these questions about the work of one of science’s OG pimps, Rudolf Clausius.

A. Clausius identified this term in 1865, the change of which he defined as the ratio of an amount of heat to a constant absolute temperature.  This was long before any of that microstates of a system business.


Answer: Entropy
B. Clausius derived this theorem, which states that for any bound system of particles interacting by means of an inverse-square force, the average kinetic energy is negative one-half times the potential energy.

Answer: Clausius’s  virial theorem
C. The Clausius-Mossotti equation relates this constant of a non-polar isotropic medium to its number density and mean dynamic polarizability.


Answer: Dielectric constant (accept: Relative Permittivity)
2. It includes a section in which the author laments not being able to be the madame of a harem and another in which he enthuses about Father Figueiredo’s book on rhetoric.  FTPE:

C.   This is Pessoa’s most flamboyant heteronym, a bisexual naval engineer who writes in free verse.  Works attributed to him include “Salute to Walt Whitman” and “Deferral.”


Answer: Alvaro de Campos
3. Answer these questions about the northward progression of tenebrism FTPE:

A. This artist from Utrecht came under the influence of Caravaggio while at Rome in 1610, as can be seen in such paintings as Christ Before the High Priest and The Supper Party.


Answer: Garret von Honthorst
B. Honthorst’s appropriation of Caravaggio’s contrast between light and dark was then picked up by this other Utrecht artist, whose works include The Flute Player, The Concert and several versions of The Calling of St. Matthew.


Answer: Hendrick ter Brugghen
C. The work of ter Brugghen greatly influenced this painter of portraits of Jan Six, Hendrickje Stoffels and the Syndics of the Clothmakers Guild.

B. Chris Frankel is imprisoned for drunkenness while serving at Camp Hooker, but reunites with Gloria and receives 30 million dollars after successfully contesting a will in this F. Scott Fitzgerald novel.


Answer: The Beautiful and Damned
C. Fifty-seven women claim Chris Frankel as the father of their illegitimate children in this Kurt Vonnegut novel, which highlights Chris’ insane yet charitable love of the wretched of the Earth.


Answer: God Bless You, Mr. Rosewater
6. He was signed by the Chargers out of Western Kentucky, but was cut in minicamp and went to Canada, where he was cut by the Edmonton Eskimos.  FTPE:

A.  Name this NFL player, who had four yards rushing and five yards receiving in the 2004 season for the Carolina Panthers but received a four-year contract extension due to his special teams work.


Answer: Rod Smart (accept: He Hate Me)

B.  Rod Smart is perhaps the most successful veteran of the XFL, where he starred for this team.


Answer: the Las Vegas Outlaws (accept either)

C.  After the XFL folded, Rod Smart was picked up by this NFL team.  He rushed for six yards for them in 2001 before signing with the Panthers the following season.


Answer: the Philadelphia Eagles (accept either)

7. Name these types of stem modifications FTPE:

A. This man falls in love with the Landgrave’s niece Elizabeth, and fails to win her hand in a singing contest.  He dies shortly after he sees her corpse being carried off by a cortege of pilgrims, and his redemption is symbolized by flowers sprouting from a staff.

13. It’s time for a bonus on things other than Seth Teitler that are prone to furious eruptions.  Name these volcanoes, FTPE:

A. Located just 42 miles southeast of Mexico City, this volcano, whose name comes from the Nahuatl for “Smoking Mountain,” is the second highest peak in Mexico.


Answer: Popocatépetl (prompt on “Popo”)

B. This most active volcano in Indonesia has erupted 68 times since 1548.  Its eruption in 1006 is believed to have led to the collapse of the Hindu Mataram civilization on Java.


Answer: Mount Merapi

C. This volcano, located just south of Lake Toya on Hokkaido, erupted most recently on April 17, 2000.


Answer: Mount Usu
14. Answer these questions about anti-Socialism in the early 20th century FTPE.

A. This 1917 act was ruled constitutional in the case Schenck v. United States.  Among other things, it criminalized false statements which are intended to interfere with the military forces of the United States.

Answer: Espionage Act of 1917
B. This man who helped organize the American Socialist party was elected to the House of Representatives from Milwaukee in 1918.  Due to his opposition to World War I, he was originally not allowed to take his seat.

Answer: Victor Luitpold Berger
C. This judge convicted Berger and many Socialist leaders of the International Workers of the World for violating the Espionage Act.


Answer: Kenesaw Mountain Landis

15. Answer these questions about zoos and recent works of fiction, FTPE:

A. The title character of this recent Booker Prize-winning novel grows up around the zoo his father runs in Pondicherry, India.


Answer: Life of Pi

B. One plot line of this Haruki Murakami novel involves the execution of the carnivores at the zoo in Hsin-Ching during the Japanese occupation of Manchukuo.


Answer: The Wind-Up Bird Chronicle
C. This man's posthumous 2002 novel Austerlitz begins with a visit to the Antwerp zoo, where he compares owls in the Nocturama to philosophers. He also wrote The Emigrants and The Rings of Saturn.


Answer: Winfried Georg Sebald
16. Name the following structures associated with volcanoes, FTPE:

A: This is a wide elliptical depression that results from the collapse of a stratovolcano following the evacuation of its magma chamber. One of them hosts Crater Lake.


Answer: caldera
B: The erosion of a caldera commonly exposes this structure formed by intrusion and hardening of magma along conduits produced by arcuate faulting.


Answer: ring dike
C: This type of caldera results from contact of rising magma with groundwater, resulting in a phreatic explosion. An example is Death Valley’s Ubehebe Crater.


Answer: maar
17. Name these animals from Hindu mythology FTPE:

A. This avatar of Vishnu is a fish and represents the aquatic origin of all life.


Answer: Mathsya

B. This crocodile is the emblem of Kamadeva and is ridden by the rain god Varuna.  He also refers to the Zodiacal sign of Capricorn.


Answer Makara
C. This serpent, the most powerful of the Asuras, was destroyed by Indra’s thunderbolt after he gathered all the waters of the world into himself.  His name means “Enveloper.”


Answer: Vritra
18. Answer these questions about a phenomenon FTPE.

A.  In a conductor in a magnetic field and through which a current is flowing, this is the voltage drop perpendicular to the direction of current.


Answer: Hall effect (or Hall voltage)

B.  This standard four-point measurement, ASTM F 76 – 86, determines the Hall effect and resistivity in a thin sample of arbitrary shape.  It is named for the Philips researcher who invented it in 1958.

Answer: van der Pauw-Hall measurement (or van der Pauw configuration or van der Pauw technique, etc.)

C.  This parameter, the ratio of the thermal conductivity to the product of electrical conductivity and temperature, is measurable in van der Pauw-Hall measurements.  It is temperature independent according to the Wiedemann-Franz law.


Answer: Lorenz number (or Lorenz parameter; prompt on “L”)

19. Answer these questions about slavery in Brazil, FTPE:

A. This self-sustained republic of runaway slaves in present day Alagoas existed between 1627 and 1694, when it was destroyed by the Portuguese.  Its most famous leader was Zumbi, who is celebrated every November 20th in Rio de Janeiro.


Answer: Quilombo do Palmares
B. This 1835 revolt, named for a contingent of slaves brought into the Bahia region from Muslim countries, resulted in their deportation back to Africa.


Answer: Revolt of Malês
C. Brazil became the last nation in the Americas to abolish slavery when Pedro II put this law into effect in 1888.


Answer: the Golden Law or Lei Áurea

20. Identify these works of Middle English literature with unknown authors, FTPE:

A. Written by the same poet who wrote Sir Gawain and the Green Knight, this poem consists of a dialogue between the narrator and the lost title figure, who explains the nature of God’s forgiveness.


Answer: Pearl
B. This poem of 1794 lines features a debate between the two titular birds which is judged by Nicholas of Guilford.  Each uses medieval rhetoric to prove that he is the more useful animal.


Answer: The Owl and the Nightingale
C. This “manual for anchoresses,” written around 1230, is addressed to three sisters and discusses devotional rule and conduct.  It is believed to have been written by a priest of Wigmore Abbey in Herefordshire.


Answer: Ancrene Riwle or Ancrene Wisse
21. On June 27, 1976, an Air France flight from Athens to Paris was hijacked by terrorists.  FTPE:

A. The plane was taken to what city in Uganda?


Answer: Entebbe
B. What Israeli defense minister orchestrated and authorized the raid on Entebbe to rescue the hostages?


Answer: Shimon Peres
C. This Lt. Colonel of the Israeli Defense Force led the operation and was its only Israeli casualty.  


Answer: Yonatan Netanyahu (accept Jonathan Netanyahu)
