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Toss-Up Questions

1. One commander sought the element of surprise by avoiding the Dryocephalai Road, but divided his force upon reaching Hisiai.  A long impasse in this battle was broken by an attempt to poison the Gargaphia spring eleven days after the defenders redeployed on Pyrgos Hill following the slaying of Masistius.  The taking of Megara Pass caused Amompharetus to retreat from the foothills of Mt. Cithaeron, but on the final day, the Tegean hoplites broke through and advanced on the River Aisopos while the Thebans failed to destroy the Athenian force near the namesake town.  The Bactrian force retreated north after Artabazus observed the Spartan unhorsing of Mardonius.  FTP, name this 479 BC victory for Pausanius which preceded the Persian withdrawal from Greece. 


Answer: Battle of Plataea
2. In this method, the McReynolds constant standardizes the Kovats retention index of the compound of interest with respect to squalane, while the rate of band broadening is given by the Van Deemter equation. Nitrogen and phosphorus compounds are especially sensitive to the thermionic emission type, but care must be taken to eliminate current reducing CFC’s from the sample if an electron capture or flame ionization detector is used. Ion-flow problems can be considerably reduced by using a ion trap mass spectrometer detector, in which a drift tube collects the sample for analysis as it emerges from the capillary or silica packed column.  FTP, name this type of chromatography in which the volatilized portion of a sample is drawn off and separated by a carrier vapor flowing over a stationary phase.


Answer: gas chromatography or gas-liquid chromatography

3. This work contains a digression about the massacre of Baron Dieskau’s column under the orders of Major Effingham three years after the former’s defeat at a lake which the protagonist calls the Horican.  Later, a series of abductions result when another battle is started by a woman’s refusal to surrender a shawl, though the revelation of a tattoo of Unamis convinces Tamenud to suspend the death sentence of one abductee.  That character had earlier been saved when the psalmist David Gamut took his place at the stake, allowing Duncan Heyward to escape and join the pursuit of Cora Munro.  FTP, name this novel in which the attempted vengeance of Magua leads to the death of Uncas, the second of the novels featuring Natty Bumppo by James Fenimore Cooper.


Answer: The Last of the Mohicans
4. Lawmakers like Timothy Pilsbury and Thomas Jefferson Rusk promulgated the Kaufman Doctrine in response to this legislation’s widest interpretation by Preston King.  Its author circulated it with instructions that the first person to catch the eye of speaker John W. Davis should introduce it, which a member of the Committee of Seven accomplished.  The reading of its first draft, which was written by Jacob Brinkerhoff, led to the formulation of the Alabama Platform of William Yancey, while those in favor of it included John P. Hale, who organized the Free Soil Party around its chief stipulation.  FTP, name this amendment named for a Pennsylvania legislator which would have barred slavery from territories won by the United States in the recent Mexican War.


Answer: Wilmot Proviso
5. A 1948 study by Patinkin points out that one of the results of this occurrence may be offset by the Haberler-Pigou effect, resolving a certain paradox surrounding instant price reduction. It may be resolved via the Svensson or Krugman methods, while Global Taylor rules may produce it when combined with the zero bound rate. Public depreciation announcements and inflation targeting are two of its popular solutions. An increase in government spending has a full multiplier effect on the equilibrium income level in this case in which the IS curve intersects a horizontal LM curve, though cutting interest rates fails to produce change in unemployment or demand. FTP, what is this scenario characterized by consumer preference for mobile hard currency?


Answer: liquidity trap
6. The Hurrian feast-day of Al-Baqât is believed to originate with this figure.  In one myth, Girgire and Shirru serve as scapegoats when his protector fails to save him, though he is at first able to forestall his fate by changing into a serpent.  Ninatta and Kulitta provide the music for the worship of this patron of the Dungi and Isin dynasties, though he is always able to prove his own musical talent with his flute of lapis lazuli.  He is aided by Ningizzida as a guard to the gate of heaven, but in his primary role Belili cannot help him escape from the Gallu demons sent by his consort, who later journeys to Aralu to save him.  FTP, name this deity whose rescue from Ereshkegal each fall by his wife Ishtar heralds the start of the planting season, the Babylonian god of vegetation.


Answer: Tammuz or Dumuzi or Duzu or Ta’uz or Damu
7. The efficiency of this process is improved by chloroquine when using the di-ethyl-amine-ethyl-dextrose protocol that was first devised by Arthuro and Seed in 1987, while either BES or HEPES buffers are used for this process in another protocol described in 1973 by Graham and van der Eb using calcium phosphate.  In 1987 Life Technologies first described the compound DOTMA which mediates this process through liposome fusion, while Wong and Neumann were the first to shock cell membranes into opening pores to initiate this process.  FTP, each of these protocols allows the occurrence of this  process, in which foreign nucleic acids is introduced into eukaryotic cells.

         Answer: transfection (but not “transformation” or “transduction”)
8. A story surrounding this work told by Antonio Trueba has the painter being led to the scene it was based on by his servant Isidro after witnessing the action through a telescope.  Two fists are visible, one of which covers a man’s left ear in the background.  The figure in the green jacket at lower left has been identified with a peasant who stabs a horse in this painting’s companion piece.  That figure provides one of its most poignant symbols, which resembles the angle made by the box lantern at center, an inverted v-shaped pose.  The folded hands of a Franciscan monk sink toward the ground, contrasting with the pierced hands of the central figure, who lifts his arms in futile surrender.  FTP, name this painting in which a group of madrilenos is put to death by firing squad, a work by Francisco Goya. 


Answer: The Executions of the Third of May, 1808: The Shootings on Príncipe Pío Mountain or El ejecución del tris de mayo, 1808: El disparacion en la montaña del Príncipe Pío
9. In this novel, the collision of a three-horse carriage with a six-horse carriage is unresolved despite much wrangling by Uncle Minai and Uncle Mitai.  One character falls in love with Ulinka, but her father General Betrishchev believes that Tientietnikov is a scoundrel until the protagonist brings his research on the generals of the Napoleonic campaign to light.  The protagonist hopes to model himself on the efficient Constantine Kostanzhoglo, but his methods ultimately ruin Semen Khlobuev, and Murazov must save him after some lies spread by Nozdrev turn out to be not without justice.  FTP, name this novel in which Sobakevich and Manilov are duped by Pavel Chichikov’s plans to buy up the taxes on deceased serfs, the best-known work by Nikolai Gogol.


Answer: Dead Souls or Myortvye Dushi
10. This society’s practices were first described by Guibert of Nogent. John of Spain first extended its membership to females by recognizing the Abbey of Prébayon.  Their laymen servants are known as the donné, and dwell in the Correrie, which restricts access to their communities.  Johann Amorbach first printed their namesake rule, which includes the “Tertia Compilatio” and the “Consuetudines.”  Their centers of worship are organized around a central cloister which is connected to its members’ individual cells, creating their distinct laurel shape.  Members are allowed one weekly fellowship, the spatiamentum, but must otherwise practice strict solitude.  FTP, name this monastic order noted for its austerity, which was founded in 1084 by Saint Bruno at La Grande Chartreuse.


Answer: Carthusian Order or Carthusians
11. He saved the singing career of the prodigy Benedict Randhartinger by teaching him composition for free when his voice broke.  His orchestral works include a Concerto for Flute and Oboe noted for its unusual division of the violas in the final thematic recapitulation, and he also composed variations on Corelli’s aria “La foglia di Spagna.”  Better remembered for his theatrical talents, he met his first success with Le Donne Letterate after being brought to Vienna by his teacher Florian Gassman, and his popularity peaked with Palmyra, Queen of Persia and Armida, though his lasting achievement is his opera about the rescue of Aspasia by Atar.  FTP, name this teacher of Beethoven and Liszt best known for his opera Tarare, who also conducted a famous musical feud with Mozart.


Answer: Antonio Salieri
12. His last years saw an attempt by the filibusterer George Scheffer to hand off part of his country to Czar Alexander I, to which he responded by dispatching Alexander Adams to its westernmost province.  Much of his military success depended on two Scottish advisors, John Young and Isaac Davis, who he picked up after they were abandoned following the Olowalu Massacre.  His survival of an assassination attempt following his failure in the Kauaawa War led to his greatest domestic achievement, a decree of protection for travelers called the Law of the Splintered Paddle.  His greatest campaign included battles at Iao and Nu’uanu, part of a war against Kahekili, which allowed him to append Maui and Oahu to his native island.  FTP, name this great unifier of Hawai’i.


Answer: Kamehameha I or Pai’ea Kamehameha or Kamehameha the Great

13. In the middle of this work, the speaker remembers the bells of the old church-tower, which were the “poor man’s only music” when they rang all one “hot Fair-day.”  The speaker’s “abstruser musings” are only interrupted by the owlet’s cry and the “puny flaps and freaks” of a “companiable form” which lies on his low burnt fire.  Because the speaker was raised among the “cloisters dim” of the “great city,” he hopes that his companion will “wander like a breeze” and find that all seasons are sweet, even if the eave-drops are hung up in silent icicles “quietly shining to the quiet moon.”  The opening lines speak of the “secret ministry” of the titular natural phenomenon, which the speaker observes while sitting in a room with the “fluttering stranger,” or the film on the grate, and his infant son.  FTP, name this poem written in 1798, which was written during a cold winter night by Samuel Taylor Coleridge.


Answer: “Frost at Midnight”
14. In his first position, he attempted to use the Tidelands oil scandal and the unpopularity of Ezra Benson to prop up Kenneth Holson’s senate bid, but the incumbent from Minnehaha County won out.  His own loss to that incumbent, Karl Mundt, in a bid for the Senate two years later gave him the time to direct the Food for Peace Program, and he later initiated proportional vote allocation as chairman of the Commission on Party Structure and Delegate Selection.  In his time away from politics, he has written such books as The Great Coalfield War and Terry, in which he discusses his daughter’s “life-and-death struggle with alcoholism.”  Due to support from Gary Hart he triumphed at his party’s convention in Miami, but his campaign suffered from its replacement of Thomas Eagleton.  FTP, name this South Dakotan who saw his anti-Vietnam platform rejected by every state but Massachusetts, the Democrat defeated by Richard Nixon in 1972.


Answer: George Stanley McGovern
15. One example for which it has been proven is for geodesic motion on compact hyperbolic spaces. Its failure for bodies interacting gravitationally is important, as if this property were present the Earth's orbit would be highly disturbed by the other bodies in the solar system. Birkhoff proved it holds in certain conditions. The hypothesis that statistical mechanical systems have this property was made by Boltzmann, and now it is a branch of mathematics that studies group actions on measure spaces. Essentially it allows one to relate space and time averages. FTP, what is this hypothesis that phase space trajectories eventually pass arbitrarily close to any given point?


Answer: ergodicity
16. Vigneras equates this man with a canon of the abbey of St-Loup who may also have been a chaplain at St-Maclou.  The first full reference to him is given in The Turning of the Antichrist, which praises him along with his chief follower, Raoul de Houdenc.  His retelling of the story of Philomela and Tereus, Philomena, is all that remains of his translation of Ovid’s Metamorphoses, and of the histories attributed to him, that of St. Eustance, Guillaume d’Angleterre, is most famous.  He also satirized Manuel Comnenus in his story of Fenice and Alis, Cliges.  His best works recount Alundyne’s rejection by Lunette and a journey to Montsalvat.  FTP, name this court poet of Marie de Champaign, who wrote the romances Yvain and Lancelot as well as the grail legend Perceval.


Answer: Chrétien de Troyes

17. One of this work’s key points is illustrated by an Indian who can’t remember what supports a turtle ridden by an elephant.  Its second book features thought experiments like the grinding of an almond and the destruction of a shaft of wheat which brings to light the relationship of an altered object with its full perception, which the author elaborates in his reply to the Molyneux Problem.  In its third book, the author attacks the abuse of language inherent in the Scholastic perception of “the essence,” citing a disconnect of the word with its idea.  Its first book contains the observation that children possess no mutual assent to a set of knowledge, thus refuting Descartes’s doctrine of innate ideas.  FTP, name this treatise that introduces the concept of the “tabula rasa,” the major epistemological work of John Locke.


Answer: An Essay Concerning Human Understanding
18. This body of water’s Providencia Island once served as an independent leper colony.  Several efforts to deepen it have led to unrest among its indigenous Wayuú and Paraujano peoples.  The dense marshes of its southwest feature lagoons like the Sinamaica and the Escalante, which receive half the drainage of the nearby Perija Mountains, including rivers like the Chama and the Santa Ana.  In the north, its wide outlet is spanned by the Rafael Urdaneta Bridge, which links the Cabimas region on its eastern shore with its namesake city, the capital of the western state of Zulia.  Meaning “place of the serpents,” FTP, name this lake that receives its fresh water from the Catatumbo River, which is connected to the Caribbean Sea via the Gulf of Venezuela and which is the largest lake in South America.


Answer: Lake Maracaibo

19. Although they were used originally in building digital cameras, due to disadvantages like a high stationary noise pattern, they were replaced by CCD technology. Historically, they were designed to operate at supply voltages much larger than their threshold voltages. They dissipate power by charging and discharging load capacitances when they are switched.  One important device one can construct with them is a transmission gate. One problem with them is their susceptibility to electrostatic discharge. Developed by in 1963 by Frank Wanlass, it was originally an alternative to TTL, and despite being slow, became prevalent in portable electronic devices due to low power consumption. Although people often refer to the memory that stores the BIOS in a PC by this term, flash memory long ago replaced it. FTP, identify this class of integrated circuits that uses pairs of transistors for logic functions, in contrast to NMOS circuits.


Answer: CMOS also accept Complementary Metal Oxide Semiconductor
20.  David Harris wrote an authoritative study of these events in 1939.  The world learned of their details through the correspondence of George Washburn and Eugene Schuyler.  They were provoked when the citizens of Panagyurishte were incited to riot by the speeches of George Benkovski.  On July 5, an ultimatum gave rebels 2 days to surrender at Rodosto, but soon the cities of Malgara, Khaskovo and Philippopoli were put to the torch by several hundred bashi-bazouks as they squelched a rebellion of Ivan Stambulov in the name of Sultan Abdul Aziz.  They were named by William Gladstone, who attacked Disraeli’s response to them.  FTP, name this series of 1876 massacres inflicted by the Turks on the namesake Balkan people that softened British support for the Ottoman Empire.


Answer: the Bulgarian Atrocities or Bulgarian Horrors (accept other close equivalents)
21. In its later years, Nicholas von der Flue saved it from dissolution by arranging the Compact of Stans.  Left virtually defenseless when many of its castles were destroyed by the Earthquake of 1346, it nonetheless repelled an invasion of the English Guglers of Enguerrand de Coucy at Entlebuch.  Earlier, it was excommunicated after seizing Einsiedeln Abbey, but the ban was lifted by Louis of Bavaria, whom it thereafter supported.  It was renewed in the Pact of Brunnen after it crushed two attempts to punish it at Morgarten and Sempach, and in 1499 it signed the Treaty of Basel with Swabia, in which it dissolved in favor of a full confederation.  FTP, what was this anti-Hapsburg alliance between Uri, Schwyz and Unterwalden that became the nucleus of Switzerland?


Answer: The Everlasting League (Accept Ewige Bund or League of the Three Forest Cantons or Dreiwaldstätterbund, but PROMPT on “Swiss League” and DO NOT ACCEPT “Swiss Confederation”)
22. In one of this man’s works, an attempted visit to Japan by Po Chu-i is blocked by Sumiyoshi, while in another, a slain poet haunts a cherry tree until a poem of his appears in an imperial manuscript.  Many of his works focus on disguises, including the story of the bodhisattva Fugen who dresses up as a harlot, Eguchi.  Still others focus on recent military events, including the story of the lost bow of Yoshitsune, Yashima.  All of his works apply principles from his manual Fushikaden, or The Transition of the Flower of Acting, which stressed the importance of subsurficial beauty, or yogen found in plays like Pine Wind.  FTP, name this second master of the Kanze School, the author of The Robe of Feathers and Atsumori, and the creator of the modern No drama. 


Answer: Zeami Motokiyo (accept Kanze Motokiyo before it is mentioned)
23. This man’s “An Overseer Doing His Duty” is among the best-known of his series of watercolors on slavery, but his southern residency is better associated with his designs for the Harvie-Gamble mansion.  In a lull in his career, he designed a steam powered wool mill in Steubenville, Ohio as an offshoot of a partnership to build steamboats with Robert Fulton.  Immigrating following completion of his Hammerwood Lodge, he got his first commission for the Virginia State Penitentiary from Thomas Jefferson, but soon moved north to design the waterworks for Philadelphia, and introduced a new style with his Bank of Pennsylvania.  FTP, name this classical revivalist architect best known for St. Mary’s Cathedral in Baltimore and for redesigning the U.S. Capitol following the War of 1812.


Answer: Benjamin Henry Latrobe
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Bonus Questions

1. FTSNOP, answer the following about the liver.

A. (5 points) The invasion of the hepatic cylinders into the vetelline and umbilical veins creates these vessels which ultimately become the venic capillaries of the liver. They separate rows of hepatic cells in each of the lobules.


Answer: hepatic sinusoids

B. (10 points) These multi-mitochondrial macrophages that line the walls of hepatic sinusoids are inflamed during hepatitis. They remove particulate contaminants from the bloodstream and destroy erythrocytes.

Answer: von Kupffer Cells

C. (5 points) Hepatic sinusoids also serve as an adventitia to Ito Cells, whose primary role is in storing this vitamin.


Answer: Vitamin A or retinol
D. (10 points) The sinusoids are separated from the hepatocytes via these channels that carry the lymph in the liver.


Answer: spaces of Disse or gaps of Disse [dis]

2. Name these works of Alexander Pope, FTPE:

A. Written after Lady Montagu’s departure for Constantinople, the speaker of this poem longs to devote herself to God, but cannot rid her mind of thoughts of a certain monk to whom she is writing and whom she imagines as “a naked lover bound and bleeding.”  


Answer: “Epistle from Eloisa to Abelard”

B.  In the first part of this poem, a watchful sprite named Ariel warns the protagonist to beware of man, after which Shock wakes the protagonist with his tongue. 


Answer: “The Rape of the Lock”

C.  This odd poem about a woman who committed suicide was condemned by Samuel Johnson, while Shelley thought it was one of Pope’s only good poems.  It includes the famous lines “Is there no bright reversion in the sky / For those who greatly think, or bravely die?”


Answer: “Elegy to the Memory of an Unfortunate Lady”

3. Name these rhapsodies, FTPE:

A. This four-part composition by Brahms oscillates between 3/4 and 3/2 meters as it expresses despair for the loss of Julie Schumann.  Written for male soloists of the title register, it treats 3 stanzas from Goethe’s Harzreise in Winter.


Answer: “Alto Rhapsody”

B. This setting of a folk song from Lincolnshire was arranged by Frederick Delius, and is subtitled “An English Rhapsody.” 


Answer: “Brigg Fair”

C. The three parts of this piece by Humperdinck include an elegy played by cor anglais meant to evoke the desert sunset at Tarifa, a mélange of folk themes from a coffee house in Tangiers, and night in the desert at Tetouan.



Answer: “A Moorish Rhapsody”
4. Answer the following questions about a period in the history of Ancient China, FTPE:

A. The division of the Jin Kingdom is fixed by some historians as the beginning of this period which saw iron replace bronze in battle as the Seven Great Powers consolidated by annexing their neighbors.  Eventually, the states of Ch’in and Ch’u gained the upper hand.


Answer: Warring States or Zhanguo Shidai

B. Originally a native of Wei, he became advisor to Duke Xiao, and began reorganizing Ch’in society and government based on the Law Book of Li Kui, paving the way for the Ch’in rise to power during the Warring States period.  Hui-wen had him torn apart by chariots, but kept his reforms.


Answer: Shang Yang or Kung-sun Yang 

C. This state’s frail emperor Chien Wang surrendered to the Ch’in without a fight in 226 BCE. Its takeover completed the reunification of China.


Answer: Ch’i (or Qi)

5. FTPE, identify these things having to do with Aborigines from Australian literature:

A. This author’s best known work involves a gambler who transports a glass church to the Outback to preach to the Aborigines, but his party led by the genocidal Jeffries ends up massacring any Aborigines they find.


Answer: Peter Carey
B.  In this first successful novel by Patrick White, the titular German explorer discovers a cave containing the entire Aboriginal pantheon painted on its walls.  Later, he is captured and killed by Aborigines.


Answer: Voss 

C.  This nationalist literary movement inspired by D.H. Lawrence’s novel Kangaroo sought out an authentic Australian idiom in Aboriginal pastoral themes in works like Xavier Herbert’s Capricornia.  Its name comes from the Wuywurung language and means “to annex.”


Answer: Jindyworobak
6. Answer these questions about the Inca, FTPE:

A.  This mandatory public service tax permitted 65 days for sufficiency farming, and divided the remainder of an ayllu’s time for work between the temple and public works. Pizarro used it to enslave the Incan miners.


Answer: mita
B. This emperor expanded the empire by showering gifts on his neighbors and inviting them to join him. In this way, he subdued Huanca and assimilated the Huari, then used the mita to build a network of roads and storehouses.


Answer: Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui

C. This Incan emperor conquered Chachapoyas and Moyopampa, bringing the empire to its largest land area, but his death provoked an ill-timed civil war between his sons Atahualpa and Huascar.


Answer: Huayna Capac or Huayna the Able
7. Answer these questions about the strong interaction, FTPE.

A. This lightest meson, composed of up and down quarks, was originally proposed by Yukawa. It exists in a multiplet, with both charged and neutral varieties.


Answer: pion

B. The pion is a classic example of this type of boson, which always arises when a global symmetry is spontaneously broken.

Answer: (pseudo) Nambu-Goldstone boson

C. The global symmetry that is broken in the case of the pion is this one, which is in fact explicitly broken by fermion mass terms. This symmetry protects fermion masses, so that they are renormalized multiplicatively.

 
Answer: chiral symmetry

8. Before taking on her primary role, this figure was likely a Manx goddess of the sea.  FTPE:

A. Name this Irish faerie queen, the twin sister of Liban and goddess of health who possessed a famous pleasure garden.  She fought with the Fomorians for control of the Irish Sea.


Answer: Fand
B. Fand was forced to marry this hero when the Fomorians threatened to overrun Ireland, but their relationship threatened to destroy the faeries, and eventually ended due to the machinations of his wife Emer.


Answer: Cuchulainn
C. Emer enlisted this sea god and former husband of Fand to break up the marriage of Cuchulainn and Fand, which he accomplished by shaking his magic mantle of forgetting.


Answer: Manannán mac Lir

9. Name these paintings by Giotto, FTPE:

A. This night scene depicts a mob with torches on long wooden poles who surround two figures, one of whom wears a gold cloak and embraces the other. To the left of them, a man with a dagger slices the ear off a servant.


Answer: The Betrayal of Christ or The Kiss of Judas or La fellonia di Christi or Il bacio di Judas 

B. Inspired by Cimabue’s Santa Trinita Madonna, Giotto executed this painting for the namesake church in Florence.  In it, two bearded men look through the open-sided throne of the title figure, giving the illusion of depth. 


Answer: Ognissanti Madonna or Madonna of All Saints
C. This tenth member of the cycle The Legend of St. Francis of the Peruzzi chapel shows Francis of Assisi lifting a crucifix before the walls of a city with red, white, and yellow towers as six of the title characters escape into the sky.


Answer: Expulsion of the Demons from Arezzo or Exorcism of the Demons at Arezzo or The Devils Cast out of Arezzo or L’Espulsione dei diaboli d’Arezzo or anything else close to this
10. Answer these questions about a kind of therapy, FTPE:

A. This method focuses on the true driving force in the unconscious, which supersedes the client’s will to pleasure. It uses “paradoxical intention,” in which the client wishes for a symbol of fear, with dereflection to an orientation on the will-to-meaning.

 
Answer: Logotherapy (or: the Third Viennese School of Psychotherapy) 

B. This psychiatrist developed Logotherapy after surviving Auschwitz. 


Answer: Viktor Emil Frankl
C. In this 1965 work, Viktor Frankl gives an detailed description of the deflection of neurosis using logotherapy. It is a continuation of the introduction to existential psychoanalysis he gives in Man’s Search for Meaning.


Answer: The Doctor and the Soul or Der Doktor und Der Geist
11. FTPE, answer these questions about the Long Parliament.

A. The Long Parliament was convened due to the bankruptcy caused by these two conflicts of 1639 and 1640, which resulted from Charles I’s attempt to force the Book of Common Prayer on the Scots. 


Answer: Bishop’s Wars or Covenanters Rebellions of 1639 and 1640 

B.  John Pym presided over the Long Parliament’s impeachment, trial and execution of this so-called turncoat who was charged with bringing an Irish army to England to defeat the Covenanters.


Answer: Thomas Wentworth or First Earl of Strafford
C.  The attempted arrest of Pym and the other Five Members led to this series of proposals put to Charles on June 3, 1642.  They called for restriction of Catholics, parliamentary power to arrange the king’s children’s marriages, and approval of future peers by the House of Commons.


Answer: Nineteen Propositions
12. Answer these questions about electronegativity scales, FTSNOP:

A.  (5 points each) The values for the Mulliken scale of electronegativity are derived by averaging these two energies associated with adding and subtracting electrons from an atom.  For 5 points each, name them.

Answer: ionization potential and electron affinity
B.  (10 points) This scale calculates the force of attraction as zero point 359 times the effective nuclear charge over the radius of the element squared, to which addition of the constant zero point 744 gives good correlation with the Pauling Scale.

Answer: Allred-Rochow scale of electronegativity

C.  (10 points) This scale is based on the polarizability of an atom and its number of valence electrons. It is given by 1 point 66 times n electrons times the quantity 4 pi times the permittivity of free space divided by the polarizability to the 1/3.


Answer: Nagle Scale
13. Name these poems by Edwin Arlington Robinson, FTPE:

A. The title event of this poem occurs on a hill above Tilbury town, where the dejected title character is compared to “Roland’s ghost winding a silent horn,” and sings “auld lang syne” with his imaginary companion.


Answer: “Mister Flood’s Party”
B.  Expressing the poet’s longing for Emma Shepherd, its line “No, there is not a dawn in eastern skies” reminds a bereft lover that his love will not return, and advises him to “go to the western gate” and wait for her in death. 


Answer: “Luke Havergal”

C. The title character of this sonnet is a butcher who earns an honest living and did right, but who tears down a slaughter-house following the death of his wife.


Answer: “Reuben Bright”
14. Answer these questions about those wacky Federalists, FTPE:

A. The Federalists were instrumental in passing this act authored by George Cabot.  It was the first law to enforce a provision of Article IV, Section 2 of the Constitution, with a fine of $500 for abetting the activity it outlawed.


Answer: the Fugitive Slave Act of 1793 (or law, bill, etc)

B. First gaining notoriety as opponents of John Hancock, this Federalist faction led by Timothy Pickering tried to break New England off from the Union in 1908. They were responsible for the repeal of the Embargo Act of 1807.


Answer: Essex Junto
C. This Federalist editor of the Hartford Union and cousin of Aaron Burr served as secretary at the Hartford Convention, and later published its journal.


Answer: Theodore Dwight

15. Name these works by Octavio Paz, FTPE:

A. This essay discusses the soul-searching of the pachuco and the ubiquity of corruption in the adoption of cultural masks, which lead to the title condition. 

Answer: The Labyrinth of Solitude or El Labirinto de la Soledad
B.  Octavio Paz published this collection of prose poems that contains “The Blue Bouquet” and “My Life with the Wave” in 1951.  In its title poem, the author maps out a series of visions of the Mexican landscape and ponders whether he owns or is owned by its two symbols.

Answer: Eagle or Sun? or ¿Aguila o Sol?
C.  This 1956 critical study proposes the “tiempo puro,” a template for poetry without history that is universally available to poets.  Its title comes from a quotation of Heraclitus. 


Answer: The Bow and the Lyre or El Arco y la Lira
16. Answer the following about a school of philosophy, FTPE:

A. This system was influenced by the idealism of Schelling, and advocated intuition as a means to truth.  Its adherents included Royer Collard and Maine de Biran, and it took its name from an ancient Greek system of thought.


Answer: Eclectic School or Eclecticism (grudgingly accept Spiritualist School) 

B.  This founder of the Eclectic school introduced the history of philosophy to the curriculum at the Sorbonne.  He wrote Lectures on the True, the Beautiful, and the Good.


Answer: Victor Cousin
C.  He collaborated with Victor Cousin on his translations of Plato, and built on Cousin’s doctrine of philosophic history by writing his History of the School of Alexandria.  His great eclectic work was 1856’s Natural Religion.


Answer: Jules Simon

17. Answer the following about some novels and their author, FTPE:

A. The title character of this 1812 novel aspires to marry Selina Sidney, but loses her after being tricked into having an affair.  He then marries Lady Sarah in order to defeat Marmaduke Lindhurst in a parliamentary race, but sells out and is killed in a duel with Mister Wharton. 


Answer: Vivian
B. This author of Madame de Fleury, Ormond and The Absentee wrote the aforementioned novel, Vivian.


Answer: Maria Edgeworth
C.  Maria Edgeworth also wrote this novel about the devolution of an estate which is lost when Sir Condy cannot decide whether to marry Miss Judy or Miss Moneygawl, leaving it to pass to the inept Jason Quirk.


Answer: Castle Rackrent
18. Answer the following about a geophysical process, FTPE:

A: Used to detect discontinuities in the Earth, it relies on a seismograph network to record the arrival times of earthquake waves, from which their velocities through the mantle may be measured, and density of the rock medium through which they travel inferred. 


Answer: seismic tomography
B: This boundary was first discovered via its reflection of low angle P-waves that created a P-wave shadow zone from 103 and 143 degrees of an earthquake’s hypocenter.


Answer: Gutenberg Discontinuity

C: Part of the triplication travel-time model that proves the existence of a solid inner core, these non-reflective waves are characterized by a rapid and continuous acceleration across the inner-outer core boundary.


Answer: PKIKP Waves (PROMPT on “PKP Waves.” Do not accept PKiKP Waves)
19. Name these great northern mountain ranges, FTPE:

A. The highest coastal mountain range in the world, its northernmost extension is the Wrangell Range. It also contains Mount Logan, the highest point in Canada.


Answer: Saint Elias Range

B. The northernmost extension of the Rocky Mountains, it contains Gates of the Arctic National Park and crosses northern Alaska from west to east.  Its highest mountain is 9,060-foot Mount Isto.



Answer: Brooks Range

C. This vast crescent-shaped mountain range of Siberia forms the northwestern boundary of the North American tectonic plate as it parallels the Aldan and Lena Rivers.  It is also home to the coldest inhabited place in the world.


Answer: Verkhoyansk Range

20. It resulted from the refusal of demands for union recognition, an eight hour work day, and implementation of basic safety standards that had given the company the worst safety record in the world.  FTPE: 

A. Name this 1913-14 strike by mostly immigrant laborers, which ended on Woodrow Wilson’s orders after Colorado National Guard troops gunned down and burned alive 20 men, women and children.

Answer: Ludlow Riots or Strikes or Massacre

B. The strikers at Ludlow were attempting to join this organization formed by the merger of the National Progressive Union and the workers of the Knights of Labor local 135th, which was led by John Lawson. 

Answer: United Mine Workers of America

C. After helping to found the IWW and organizing the Paint Creek Strike in Kentucky, this Irish immigrant helped recruit coal miners into the United Mine Workers to prepare for the Ludlow Strikes despite being 83 years old.


Answer: Mary Harris Jones or Mother Jones
21. Name these Roman playwrights, FTPE:

A. This freed slave is credited with introducing Greek literature to Rome with his translation of the Odyssey into Latin.  Fragments of his works Aegisthus, Equus Trojanus and Hermione are also extant.


Answer: Lucius Livius Andronicus
B. He was originally a Gaul brought to Rome during the Gallic Wars of 202 BC, but eventually became so respected he was invited to pronounce judgment on Terence’s Andria.  His chief comedy is The Necklace.


Answer: Caecilius Statius
C.  This man wrote a comic attack on the emperor Claudius, the Apocolocyntosis or Pumpkinification.  His tragedies Thyestes, the Phoenissae and Phaedra are much better known.


Answer: Lucius Annaeus Seneca
