Tossups by Berkeley A
1. When Aeneas rescues Achaemenides, he is warned to watch out for this figure.  In a play by Euripides he captures Silenus and his sons during their travels, and his murder of Acis appears in Ovid's Metamorphoses.  According to Ovid, he combed his hair with a rake and cut his beard with a scythe out of his love for the nymph Galatea, but she scorned him.  In his most famous appearance this son of Poseidon was tricked by an answer of “Noman.”  FTP, name this cyclops blinded by Odysseus.


Answer: Polyphemus
2. In response to it a rival synod was set up under John of Antioch, which resulted in the excommunication of Memnon.  It had initially been called due to the dissatisfaction of Pope Celestine I, whose sway forced Emperor Theodosius II to convene it.  Presided over by Cyril, Patriarch of Alexandria, it condemned the notion that Mary was not the mother of God, the doctrine preached by the then bishop of Constantinople, Nestorius.  FTP, name this AD 431 Church Council in an Asia Minor city that inspired Paul to write an epistle preceding Galatians in the New Testament.

Answer: Council of Ephesus
3. In 1934 and 1939 the title character took trips to Paris and New York, where he had affairs with foreign women.  However, the three most important women in his life are Teresa, Regina, and Catalina, and the only important man, his son Lorenzo, died a revolutionary.  The psyche of the title character struggles between an accusatory “Thou” voice and a defensive “I” voice.  Shamed by his accusatory voice for the betrayal of his friends, like Gonzalo Bernal, his ego protests that at least he survived while all the idealists perished in the revolution of 1910.  FTP, identify this novel about the final days of a political boss in contemporary Mexico, written by Carlos Fuentes.

Answer: The Death of Artemio Cruz or La muerte de Artemio Criz
4. Different versions of this phenomenon have been experimentally tested by Ives and Stilwell on hydrogen atoms in 1938.  Cherenkov radiation and verification of the absence of a medium of transmission for light are important consequences of its relativistic formulation.  Johannes Stark predicted that high velocity rays of positive ions will demonstrate it, while Buys-Ballot [BOYS-ba-LOH] first verified it in 1845.   First described by an Austrian scientist in 1842, FTP, name this effect that explains why a moving observer perceives a wavelength different from the source wavelength.

Answer: Doppler effect

5. This work presented the author’s view of man as Homoduplex – as consisting of body, desire, and appetite. Maurice Halbwachs, a disciple of the author, claims that it borrowed material from Adolf Wagner's The Lawful Regularity of Apparently Voluntary Human Actions Seen from the Standpoint of Statistics.  This text has since been criticized for not using correlation coefficients, ignoring differences in record-keeping, and minimizing theological differences between Catholics and Protestants.  It defines fatalistic, anomic, egoistic, and altruistic as the various types of the title action.  FTP, name this sociological work by Emile Durkheim about the murder of the self.


Answer: Suicide
6. Soon after his ascension he made his nephew, Petillius Cerialis, governor of Britain.  He executed the stoic philosopher Helvidius Priscus for speaking out against him, four years after he had appointed Quintilian the first state teacher of rhetoric.  This man’s rise began with his successful siege and victory at Jotapata in Judea, where he forced the surrender of Josephus.  Two years later, he came to power when the Danube and Syrian legions declared for him, and his general Antonius Primus defeated Vitellius, his predecessor.  FTP, name this fourth Roman emperor in AD 69, the founder of the Flavian dynasty, who would be succeeded by his son Titus. 


Answer: Titus Flavius Sabinus Vespasianus

7. Its initial prologue recalls Plato’s Symposium, about Alcibiades, and follows that with the author’s address to the reader, ending with the words “Because to laugh is proper to the man.”  It contains such chapters as “The oration of Master Janotus de Bragmardo” and “Shrovetide’s outward parts anatomized.”  The first book tells of how the Thelemite monks live, while the fourth book begins with a voyage to Cathay to the Oracle of the Holy Bottle.  It features such characters as Friar John, Ulric Gallet, Pichrochole, and Badebec.  Partially published under the pseudonym Alcofribas Nasier, FTP, name this 16th-century collection of five novels about Panurge and the two title characters, written by Francois Rabelais.

Answer: Gargantua and Pantagruel
 

8. It is synthesized in the magnocellular neurons of the supraoptic and paraventricular nuclei, and its secretion is triggered by stimulation of the organum vasculosum, the subfornical organ, or the area postrema.  Commonly found in excess in the urine of those individuals with a chromophobe adenoma, its two major forms differ only with the presence of either a lysine or an arginine.  The essential feature of diabetes insipidus is the lack of this hormone or a blocking of its action.  This octapeptide, like oxytocin, is produced in the hypothalamus and stored in the posterior pituitary gland.  FTP, name this hormone that acts on the kidneys to retain water and reduce urine output.


Answer: vasopressin or ADH or antidiuretic hormone
9. His obsession with mortality seems to have arisen with the fact that his name was, literally, a synonym for skull. Despite being called an atheist, he painted the Dead Christ, the Passion of Christ, and Madonna of Burgomaster Mayer.  In his time, he was also famous for illustrations of Erasmus’s Praise of Folly and designs for the title pages of Martin Luther’s translation of the Bible and Sir Thomas More’s Utopia.  His early woodcuts like Dance of Death explored the same motif as his most famous painting, The Ambassadors.  FTP, name this German artist who served as court painter to Henry VIII of England.

Answer: Hans Holbein the Younger 

10. Elected to the Georgia House of Representatives in 1790, he served two years before his seat was vacated due to election fraud.  He first gained notoriety for the tactical genius that he exhibited while successfully storming the British fort at Stony Point, New York.  Local scouts called him "the Chief who Never Sleeps," because he was a more formidable opponent than Josiah Harmar or Arthur St. Clair, two of his subordinates. After he defeated Blue Jacket and his leader, the outpost of Miami Village was renamed in his honor.  FTP, name this general who routed Little Turtle at the Battle of Fallen Timbers, named for his bold and sometimes crazy tactics.  

Answer: "Mad" Anthony Wayne
11. In a symbolic incident in this novel Ronny Heaslop and his friend are unsuccessful in their attempts to organize a bridge game.  In the novel’s third and final part, the disillusioned protagonist has moved north, where he is visited by his friend Cecil Fielding.  Also, in the final section, a troubled Mrs. Moore, dies on her return voyage.  The novel’s dilemma arises when Professor Godbole suggests an innocent trip.  That trip leads to Adela Quested’s false accusation that Doctor Aziz molested her in the Marabar Caves.  FTP, name this E.M. Forster novel about the difficulties of English occupation of India.

Answer: A Passage to India


12. Codeine is simply the addition of a methyl and this functional group to morphine.  They often form azeotropes and when reacted with Lewis acids give oxonium salts. In the presence of oxygen this class of compounds can oxidize into unstable peroxides, resulting in an explosion.  Catalytic hydration of olefins is the primary process used in their creation, though a student might be more familiar with their manufacture via the dehydration of alcohols. FTP, name this class of organic compounds characterized by an oxygen bonded between two carbons.


Answer: ethers
13. Gabriel Faure’s version ditched all parts that called for drums and bass, while Berlioz’s called for four brass choirs among other things.  Hindemith wrote one for President Roosevelt based on Walt Whitman’s “When Lilacs Last in the Dooryard Bloom’d,” and Benjamin Britten’s version contains nine poems by Wilfred Owen interspersed with the original text.  Mozart’s was uncompleted at his death, and Brahms set verses of the German Bible to music in his version. The Dies Irae [DEE-es EYE-ray] is now optional in, FTP, what type of choral work that is a proper Mass for the souls of the dead?

Answer: requiem


14. This work refers to the "big three", and indicates that the typical institutional units have become enlarged, administrative, and in the power of their decisions, have become centralized.  The author defines those “big three” as the government, the political order, and the military order.  In the final paragraph, the author calls most of the people  “trusting children,” who must put all the executive power in the titular group.  FTP, name this work that claims the U.S. is run by a small ruling class, a 1956 text by C. Wright Mills.


Answer: The Power Elite 

15. It first started in response to dissatisfaction with the Prince of Korchin and spread after the Triads joined in.  Its leader had studied under American Isaachar Roberts, who later called him “a coolie king . . . crazy and unfit to rule.”  The last major offensive during it was put down by Frederick Townsend and the Ever-Victorious Army, which was later commanded by Charles George Gordon.  Protestant missionaries converted the movement's leader to Christianity but did not predict that he would claim to be the brother of Jesus.  Fought in support of the Heavenly Kingdom of Great Peace, FTP, name this Chinese religious uprising that lasted from 1850 to 1864.

Answer: Taiping Rebellion
16. After he fell ill during a track meet and was diagnosed with a heart murmur, he turned to poetry.  His story collections A Voyage to Pagany and The Knife of the Times preceded a novel trilogy that began with White Mule, which was told entirely from the viewpoint of his wife Flossie as a newborn baby.  He also wrote the introduction to Allen Ginsberg’s Howl and Other Poems and the three-part love poem, “Asphodel, That Greeny Flower,” before his posthumous Pulitzer for 1962’s Pictures from Breughel.  FTP, name this one-time pediatrician and American poet famed for poems like “the Red Wheelbarrow” and Paterson.

Answer: William Carlos Williams
17. In its compressible form, it can simulate the nonlinear interaction between hydrodynamic air flow and acoustic waves that produces the sound of wind instruments. In the special case of incompressible flow with very low acceleration, it yields creeping flow.  Derived by applying balance of linear momentum to the constitutive equation for a Newtonian fluid, FTP, what is this equation of fluid dynamics named for a French engineer and a British mathematician?

Answer: Navier-Stokes equation

18. It is navigable for two long stretches – for the 400 miles downstream from La-Tzu and for the 700-mile stretch before it reaches Dibrugarh.  Its three major tributaries are the Tista, Torsa, and Jaldhaka Rivers, and it also joins the Meghna River with which it forms a vast delta.  This river runs east for 700 miles before turning south through Arunachal Pradesh state and Assam state.  FTP, name this river that begins in the Tibetan Himalayas and reaches a confluence with the Ganges before emptying into the Bay of Bengal.


Answer: Brahmaputra River or Jamuna River or Tsang-po River

19.  Michael Harrington envisioned this organization as a youth auxiliary to the LID, but quickly lost control of it. Four years after its founding, its members developed the Economic Research and Action Project to politically organize Northern slum-dwellers, but the program lasted only four more years.  Upon its collapse, a small revolutionary group known as the Weathermen was all that remained.  Associated with such men as Carl Ogelsby and Tom Hayden, its message was enunciated by the famous Port Huron Statement.  FTP, name this militant anti-war student organization of the 1960s.

Answer: SDS or Students for a Democratic Society 

20. Of interest in this novel are the three poems we encounter: “The Hermit,” “Elegy on the Death of a Mad Dog,” and the lyric, “When lovely woman stoops to folly.”  Also of note is Moses’ adventure with the gross of green spectacles.  In the course of the work we learn the true identity of Mr. Burchell, whose help results in happy endings for Sophia and Olivia, two of the protagonist’s six children.  Burchell is actually Sir William, the uncle of this novel’s villain, Squire Thornhill.  FTP, identify this novel about the Reverend Primrose and his family, written by Oliver Goldsmith.


Answer: The Vicar of Wakefield
21. A recent diary indicates that he probably sailed to Brazil on his second voyage.  On his first voyage he left Saint-Malo with two ships and 61 men and went as far as Anticosti Island.  His return and subsequent report piqued the interest of Francis I, who sent him back the next year.  After encountering trouble from the Iroquois, he was supposed to set up a base to be colonized by Jean Roberval in 1541.  FTP, identify this mariner, whose explorations of the North American coast and the St. Lawrence River laid the basis for later French claims to Canada.


Answer: Jacques Cartier

22. The work is dedicated “to Albert Schweitzer, who said ‘Man has lost the capacity to foresee and forestall.’” The central metaphor is that of “a town in the heart of America where all life seemed to live in harmony with its surroundings...Then a strange blight crept over the area and everything began to change.”  It goes on to discuss the “age of resistance” that we are now in and uses the metaphor of a chemical treadmill that can not be stopped.  The main culprits are shown to be aminotriazoles, carbamates, and DDT.  FTP, name this seminal work of environmentalism written by Rachel Carson.

Answer: Silent Spring

23. They form near the end of a red giant's life, as the outermost layers of gas puff off gently, leaving a remnant white dwarf core. They generally assume a spherical or barrel shape as they continue to expand from the surface of the generating red giant. The Helix one in Aquarius and the Ring one in Lyra are classic examples of these structures.  FTP, name these bright clouds of gas once mistakenly associated with forming solar systems and now known to be a specific type of nebula.

Answer: planetary nebula (prompt on just “nebula”)

24. Dante Gabriel Rossetti performed the first complete translation of it into English.  Rossetti picked out “The Salutation,” “Meeting at a Marriage,” and “Denies Him Her Salutation” as his three favorites from this collection of 31 poems.  Commonly subtitled “Poems of Youth,” all of the works in this collection concentrate on the daughter of Folco dei Portinari.  It is considered the author’s first major work, completed between 1290 and 1294.  FTP, name this poetry collection about Beatrice by Dante, which translates as “The New Life.”

Answer: La Vita Nuova

1. Name these political clubs from the time of the French Revolution for the stated number of points.

A. For 5 points, This club that met in a Dominican monastery eventually demanded the abolition of the monarchy and the establishment of a republic.  Maximilien Robespierre was probably its best-known leader.

Answer: Jacobins
B. For 10 points, They were moderates who opposed the Jacobins.  Charlotte Corday stabbed Jean-Paul Marat to death on their behalf.  

Answer: Girondists
C. For 15 points, Antoine Barnave, Adrien Duport, and Alexandre de Lameth founded this more conservative club after the Jacobins rejected their plans for a limited monarchy.  When the monarchy was abolished in 1792, this group disappeared with it.

Answer: Feuillants
2. Name these Franz Kafka stories for the stated number of points. 

A. For 5 points, Traveling salesman Gregor Samsa wakes up to find himself transformed into a giant insect.

Answer: “The Metamorphosis” or “The Transformation”or “Die Verwandlung”

B. For 10 points, An officer demonstrates the use of a torture machine known as the “harrow” by strapping himself to the device and dying as the machine falls apart.

Answer: “In the Penal Colony” or “In der Strafkolonie”
C. For 15 points, A captive ape finds freedom by learning to become “human;” the story itself is a letter written by the ape to a group of scientists.

Answer: “A Report to an Academy” or “Ein Bericht für eine Akademie”

3. Name these parasite-caused diseases FTP each.
A.  Humans contract this disease by eating undercooked pork infected with a roundworm. The worm develops in the intestine, producing juveniles that form cysts in skeletal muscle.

Answer: trichinosis
B. Caused by the protist Plasmodium, this is the most common third-world tropical parasitic disease. 

Answer: malaria
C. One species of filaria threadworm causes this disease also known as onchocersiasis.

Answer: river blindness

Answer: Gauss’ Law
B. You will have a total of 40 seconds for the following two parts.  You have a cube with a charge of 1 esu located at one corner.  For 10 points each, what is the electric field flux through any of the three faces that share the charge's corner, and through any of the three faces that don't?

C. He is best known for such steel and glass buildings as the Seagram Building and the Chicago Federal Center.


Answer: Ludwig Mies Van Der Rohe

A. Called “The Magnificent,” this Medici was a poet and de facto ruler of Florence until his death in 1492.

17. Name these terms from acid-base chemistry FTP each.

A. This term identifies a species that can act as either an acid or base, depending on its chemical environment.

B. In this acid-base scheme an amphoteric species can either gain or lose a proton.

C. A unit of quantization equal to 6.626 times 10 to the negative 34 joule seconds is named for this physicist.

Answer: Max Karl Ernst Ludwig Planck
21. Identify the following writers given their most famous historical works for the stated number of points. 

A. For 5 points, His Ecclesiastical History of the English People opens with a background sketch of Roman Britain’s geography and history, then recounts the development of Anglo-Saxon government and religion.

Answer: Saint Bede, the Venerable

B. For 10 points, This man’s History of the Kings of Britain is a heroic epic of the 12th-century, whose descriptions of the legendary kings Cymbeline, Arthur, and Lear inspired Malory and Shakespeare.
