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1. A notable incident during this novel is a knife fight between two men in the Piazza Signoria, which leads to the central couple kissing for the first time.  The Miss Alans are two spinster sisters and Miss Lavish is a showy writer.  These women along with Charlotte Bartlett, the heroine’s cousin, are some of the people we first meet in Florence, where the novel opens.  Later on, the heroine is free to be united with her true love after breaking off her engagement with Cecil Vyse.  FTP, name this novel centering on the romance of George Emerson and Lucy Honeychurch, a work by E.M. Forster.


Answer: A Room With a View
2. This nation fought a five-year war with King Cyaxares before reaching a truce via a royal marriage between one of their princes and a Median princess. Alyattes, its penultimate king, was the first to reign in the absence of war, allowing him to build two magnificent temples to Athena. Their acknowledged “first king” was Gyges, who repelled the Cimmerians, expanded the empire to Miletus, and built up a magnificent capital at Sardis.  For 10 points, name this ancient nation of Asia Minor that saw its unprecedented wealth reach a zenith under its final king, Croesus.


Answer: Lydia
3. Mathematically it can be stated as “P sub i equals x sub i times P sub i for a pure substance,” where the pure “P sub i” can be calculated using the Antoine equation.  Bubble curves and dew point curves may be derived from it for an ideal mixture at fixed pressure.  Qualitatively, it explains that the addition of a solute to a liquid lessens the tendency for the liquid to become a solid or gas, primarily due to reasons of freezing point depression and vapor pressure reduction.  Quantitatively, it relates that vapor pressure of components to a solution’s composition.  FTP, name this law that states that the vapor pressure of a substance varies linearly with its mole fraction in the solution, a law named for its French discoverer.


Answer: Rauolt’s [ra-OO-lz] Law

4. It was one of the seven poesies that the artist painted for Philip II of Spain and preceded the Death of Actaeon in that series.  The title character is situated on the right side clutching a red robe with her left hand.  On the bottom left a small cupid rides atop one of two giant fish visible in the foamy waters at the bottom of the painting.  Two more cupids fly in the air in the top left, but one’s eyes are drawn to the right, which is dominated by a massive white bull and the title character, who is clutching on to the bull’s back.  FTP, name this painting by Titian that depicts an amorous adventure of Zeus.


Answer: The Rape of Europa
5. The second part of this work argues for the need of more men like Zoilus, Sir Richard Blackmore, and Reverend Luke Milbourn; and echoes John Dryden in praising Sir John Denham and Edmund Waller.  It begins with the author’s explanations that like poets those who feign to be masters must “from Heav’n derive their light.”  This work endures with such famous lines as “Fondly we think we honour merit then, / When we but praise ourselves in other men” and “Fools rush in where angels fear to tread.”  However, best-known is the verse that contains “To err is human, to forgive divine,” and “A little learning is a dangerous thing.”  FTP, name this 1711 didactic poem by Alexander Pope.


Answer: Essay on Criticism
6. He followed the success of such orators as Hubert Harrison and W.A. Domingo who spoke on Lennox Avenue, his stump for almost a decade.  His epic poem, “The White Man’s Game, His Vanity Fair,” was often recited at large gatherings at Liberty Hall, where he was hailed as “Black Moses.”  Among his successes were the newspaper Negro World and the Black Star shipping line, but he followed those with a series of disasters culminating in his conviction for mail fraud.  FTP, name this leader of the “Back to Africa” movement and founder of the United Negro Improvement Association, an early 20th-century Jamaican Black nationalist.


Answer: Marcus Aurelius Garvey
7. Following the expression of the RAG-1 gene, the V and J genes are randomly joined just before the formation of one of the four major portions of these substances.  Susumo Tonegawa first explained their variability in the 1970s by using recombinant DNA cloning and pointing out differences in their kappa and gamma chains.  All of them consist of two domains known as constant and variable regions, which are present on both their heavy and light chains.  Divided into five classes of “I-sub-G’s” or immunoglobulins, FTP, name these proteins produced by B cells in response to the presence of an antigen.


Answer: antibody (accept early “immunoglobulin”)

8. Before coming to meditate under a tree, he ruled Dwarka for 36 years, not knowing that he would die when a hunter, mistaking him for a deer, would shoot him in his instep.  His mission of peace to Hastinapura failed but he did see his aunt Kunti and convinced her to try and bring her son, Karna, to the side of the goodguys.  Duryodhana [Doorr-YO-da-na] chose poorly when he chose this man’s army over his counsel.  Accordingly, this brother of Balarama, offered his weapon, the Chakra, and his charioteering services to the opposing side.  FTP, name this avatar of Vishnu, who preaches the Bhagavad Gita to Arjuna.


Answer: Krishna 

9. The original experiment to confirm it included scenarios dealing with the theft of beer in a store, an epileptic seizure, and a smoke-filled room.  Along with the Caporeal Dilemma it is considered the most prominent example of social loafing.  This theory was first put forth in a famous 1968 study by Darley and Latane, who were intrigued by the seemingly apathetic reaction to the murder of Kitty Genovese.  FTP, name this psychological phenomenon in which individuals, in the presence of a group, are less likely to help a person in trouble.


Answer: bystander effect

10. While in London, he met Sir Walter Scott and began his own translation of the folktale “Peter Klaus the Goatherd.”  His later publications included Astoria, The Adventures of Captain Bonneville, and the travel sketches A Tour on the Prairies.  Upon his return to the U.S. he completed the multi-volume Life of Washington, his first significant writing since some sketches he penned on the Alhambra while he was U.S. minister to Spain.  At this point he had already introduced Launcelot Langstaff, the first of his pseudonymous characters, in the Salmagundi Papers.  FTP, name this man who also created Diedrich Knickerbocker and Geoffrey Crayon and wrote “Rip Van Winkle” and “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow.”


Answer: Washington Irving
11. In response to it a rival group was formed by Archduke Ferdinand I and Joachim I.  Weakened by the defection of Albert Alcibiades II, it pressed on to fight its namesake war, which ended at Muhlberg with its disbandment.  It refused admission to William, Duke of Cleves, who turned to Francis I of France, a secret ally of this group.  Zwingli turned down an offer for his Swiss cantons to join it despite heavy pressure from its founders, John Elector of Saxony, and Phillip, Landgrave of Hesse.  Created in 1531, FTP, name this alliance of German princes that resisted Charles V’s attempts to stamp out Lutheranism.


Answer: Schmalkaldic League 

12. Each one corresponds to the probability amplitude for the process within it.  The set of all distinct ones with the same incoming and outgoing paths corresponds to the perturbation expansion of a matrix element of the scattering matrix in field theory.  They were first designed to give a simpler understanding of Moller scattering and follow two basic rules.  Space-time trajectories of noninteracting electrons are represented by straight lines, and wavy lines are used to show photons.  FTP, identify these pictorial representations of elementary particles and their interactions, named for the American physicist who devised them.


Answer: Feynman diagrams

13. It opens in the church of St. Katherine with the chorale “Da zur dir der Heiland” bringing the services to a close.  In the second act, its villain Beckmesser, mistaking Magdalena for the heroine, serenades her only to be soundly thrashed by Magdalena’s admirer, David.  Before this opera begins we hear the orchestral prelude, which contains five major themes from it including the “Prize Song,” which follows the “Dance of the Apprentices” in the opera proper.  All ends happily, with Eva going to the winner of the song contest, Walther von Stolzing, who now becomes one of the title characters, like Hans Sachs.  FTP, name this comedic opera by Richard Wagner set in the mid-16th-century in Nuremberg.


Answer: Die Mestersinger von Nurenberg or The Mastersingers of Nuremberg
14. The prologue to its “Second Part” opens with a quote from Damascene, and its concluding “Supplement,” unlike the rest of the work, was compiled by Fra Rainaldo da Piperno.  This text’s unique format contains a minimum of two “Objections,” an “On the contrary,” an “I answer that,” and “Reply to Objection” sections for each of the questions that it poses.  Containing treatises on such topics as “Fortitude and Temperance,” “The Work of The Six Days,” and “On the Creation,” its final portion is a commentary on the Fourth Book of the Sentences of Peter Lombard.  Written by “Doctor Angelicus,” FTP, name this magnum opus of St. Thomas Aquinas.


Answer: Summa Theologica
15. After writing “No” three times on a card, the protagonist of this play decides to set up a school for poor children in his town’s great hall.  At one point he thought he had the support of The People’s Herald, but Asklaksen and Hovstad are convinced to turn against him by his brother, the town’s mayor.  After claiming that “the strongest man is he who stands alone,” the protagonist decides to stay in town despite the ill will engendered by his report on contamination in the public baths.  FTP, identify this play about Thomas Stockman by Henrik Ibsen.


Answer: An Enemy of the People 

16. The winning side lost only 50 men compared to 1,200 casualties for the losers, whose commander escaped but had a 30,000-pound bounty placed on his head.  Based on intelligence from Lord George Murray, the eventual winners took up a position where the opposition was restricted by flanking dykes and then butchered by 20 minutes of canon fire.  It began soon after one army had reached Derby with about 5,000 men, who were intent on taking London and placing James the Eighth on the English throne.  On this site in Inverness-shire forces under the duke of Cumberland smashed Highlanders led by Prince Charles Edward Stuart, aka Bonny Prince Charlie.  FTP, name this battle that decisively ended the Jacobite Rebellion begun the year before, in 1745. 


Answer: Battle of Culloden Moor 

17. The cuneiform and corniculate portions of it are immediately dorsal to its most ventral section.  The paired and pivoting arytenoids act as a moveable posterior attachment for it and the muscles that regulate it.  In humans and most mammals the base of this structure is formed by the signet-shaped cricoid cartilage, which lies posterior to the thyroid cartilage, its most ventral portion.  Above it lies the structure that sometimes serves as its lid, the epiglottis.  FTP, name this chamber which leads from the lower pharynx to the trachea and is commonly called the voice box.


Answer: larynx (prompt on “voice box”)

18. This country has three major volcanic peaks: Mt. Sahand, Mt. Sabalan, and the largest, Mt. Tuftan.  Much of its volcanic activity takes place in the region that stretches from the city of Kazvin to Lake Urmia. 20. Following his resignation, he was succeeded by a member of the National Unity Party that he had founded.  He was originally appointed prime minister by President Carmona because of the fiscal skills garnered while he was professor of economics at the University of Coimbra.  Soon after, he quickly reimposed press censorship and crushed all opposition parties. His successor, Marcello Caetano carried on the policy that saw this man send troops to Cape Verde, Guinea-Bissau, and Angola to suppress independence movements.  FTP, name this man who, from 1932 to 1968, ruled Portugal as a dictator.

21. In polar coordinates it is expressed by the equation “p equals a times 1 plus the cosine of theta,” and its area can be found by “1.5 pi a squared.” In the point-wise construction of it, let “O” be a fixed point of a circle “C” of diameter “a,” and “Q” a variable point of “C.”  Lay off distance “a” along the secant “OQ,” in both directions from “Q,” and the locus of the two points thus obtained is this figure.  Generated by a point of a circle that rolls without slipping on a fixed circle of the same diameter, FTP, name this curve that appears heart-shaped.

22. After he settled in Chelsea and wrote a large History of England, he produced a popular farce entitled The Reprisal.  This writer is portrayed as a man who sees every object distorted by his spleen as the character of Smelfungus in Laurence Sterne’s Sentimental Journey.  His own successes include the story of an English Don Quixote, Sir Launcelot Greaves, which, like much of his writing, was inspired by his time aboard the Chichester as a surgeon’s mate.  FTP, name this 18th-century English author of such adventure novels as Peregrine Pickle, Humphry Clinker, and Roderick Random. 


Answer: Tobias Smollett
23. This artist’s fame rests on his later landscapes like Magpie on a Gallows.  However, a small subset of his canvases were successful allegories as in Battle Between Carnival and Lent and Fall of the Rebel Angels. His grimmest works, such as The triumph of Death and Tower of Babel, date from the Spanish persecution of a large Protestant minority in his native town.  Nevertheless, he found humor, particularly in the comical Parable of the Blind.  His supreme achievement is considered to be 1565’s The Months of the Year, which includes August, or Corn Harvest and January, or Hunters in the Snow.  FTP, name this Dutchman known for his everyday depictions like The Peasant Wedding.


Answer: Pieter Bruegel the Elder

24. In its eighth and final section , “Fruit and Seed,” the Rector relates that “the best augury of a man’s success in his profession is that he thinks it is the finest in the world.”  That last section also tells of the title character’s meeting with Hans Meyrick before he sees the heroine for the last time.
