1. Mortimer Cropper, professor at the Robert Dale Owen University, makes a habit of raiding people’s houses for material on his obsession, while Beatrice Nest wants to preserve the secrecy of what she knows.  As Professor Blackadder has written the definitive work on the protagonist’s area of study, the protagonist despite having a Ph.D., cannot get a job.  However, when Randolph Henry Ash’s body is dug up, revealing new truths about the granite Victorian poet, Roland Mitchell and Maud Bailey finally triumph.  FTP, name this 1990 Booker Prize-winning novel by A.S. Byatt.

Answer: Possession
2. In overturning the lower court’s decision, the Supereme Court also had to rule unconstitutional a law granting certain rights to one John Fitch.  Justice Johnson’s lone dissent in this case cited a specific 1778 Congress decision involving New Jersey and several passages from Madison’s Virginia Resolutions.  The appellant, whose case was argued by Daniel Webster, was distressed that the Stoudinger and Bellona might be restricted in their travels from Elizabethtown.  Robert Livingston and Robert Fulton’s grants were deemed unconstitutional in, FTP, what 1824 case regarding steamboat monopoly in New York?


Answer: Gibbons v. Ogden 

3. Legend has it that this class of chemicals got its name from the holiday on which it was discovered in 1864 – as soldiers celebrated a victory, a future Nobel Laureate combined malonic acid from apples with urea to have a party of his own.  The initial discovery at first found little application, but, by substituting two ethyl groups for two hydrogens attached to carbon, Fischer and von Mering created its first widely used therapeutic member, Veronal, and one of its other applications came soon after in Luminol, which helped combat epileptic seizures.  FTP, name this class of drugs discovered by Adolf von Baeyer, known for their ability to depress the central nervous system and act as sedatives or hypnotics.


Answer: barbituates (correct spelling is barbiturate)

4. John Ruskin denounced him for “feeding upon horror and ugliness and filthiness of sin.”  His circular Medusa can be found in the Ufizzi as can his Bacchus.  Neither was as controversial as the bare feet of Mary shown in his Death of the Virgin.  These were all painted before he fled to Naples after stabbing a man in the groin over a tennis match.  Sadly, he had finished all his great paintings, like Judith Beheading Holofernes and Supper at Emmaus, by then.  FTP, name this master of tenebrism, who painted The Conversion of St. Paul and The Calling of St. Matthew and was born Michelangelo da Merisi.

Answer: Caravaggio (accept Michelangelo da Merisi before it is mentioned)

5.  We first meet Fiers, the aging footman, in Act I and learn that he is to be replaced by Yasha.  Other minor characters include Charlotta, a governess, and Gaev, the brother of the central female.  Near the end of the play, one character rejoices in his new possession exclaiming, “If my father and grandfather could see me now – me, their ignorant Yermolay, almost illiterate.”  Lubov Andreyevna, aka Madame Ranevsky, faints when she is forced to part with the dearest reminder of her dead son to Lopakhin, a former family friend and newly wealthy man.  FTP, name this Anton Chekhov drama revolving around the titular piece of land. 

Answer: The Cherry Orchard or Vishnovy sad
6. A Roman equestrian of the Samnite clan of the Pontii, he was a favorite of Sejanus.  Following Sejanus’ death, he was on thin ice and was eventually recalled after he attacked the Samaritans on Mount Vitellius. . His wife is a saint in the Orthodox Church, and he is a martyr in the Coptic Church with his feast day occurring on June 25.  According to Eusebius of Caesarea, he killed himself on orders from Caligula in AD 39.  He became infamous due to judgement issued following a Sanhedrin verdict of blasphemy.  FTP, name this Roman prefect of Judea, who ordered Christ’s crucifixion.

Answer: Pontius Pilate
7. According to the Nemesis hypothesis most of its contents would be swept out.  The two most accepted models of its origin, the Safronov and Cameron ones, were both offered in the 1970s well after its proposal in 1950.  Its hypothesis was based on two observations: first, the inclinations of LPC’s show a random distribution, and second, a histogram plot of the aphelia [APP-heel-ya] of observed LPC’s shows peaks at 10,000 AU and 50,000 AU.  FTP, name this area in the outer reaches of the solar system that is the source of long period comets as hypothesized by its namesake Dutch astronomer.


Answer: Oort cloud
8. When he went on an egg-hunting trip with Firefly, he was rebuked for his selfishness, and when he refused to share his meal of yams with Turtle, he was treated similarly in a later encounter.  The son of Asase Ya and Nyame, he is crediting with creating humankind but also attempted to steal wisdom from them.  The only person to defeat him was the wax girl, who used her product to entwine all of his legs.  FTP, name this figure from Ashanti and Yoruba tales, a clever spider and trickster of African mythology.


Answer: Anansi
9. When Akira Kurosawa could not find funds for Japanese investors to produce his epic film Ran, this man brought European and American investors together to fund it.  He could do so because of his reputation derived from such films as Viridiana.  He also directed Belle de Jour featuring Catherine Deneuve and The Discrete Charm of the Bourgeoisie, which won an Oscar for best foreign film.  Films like The Age of Gold earned him the title of father of cinematic surrealism.  FTP, name this man perhaps most famous for his collaboration with Salvador Dali in his seventeen-minute film Un Chien Andalou, or An Andalusian Dog.

Answer: Luis Bunuel
10. It’s not Star Wars, but it does have someone named Carrie Fisher.  Oppressive social mores [mo-RAYS], as seen in Mr. Rosedale’s suspicion of the main character after she leaves the house of a bachelor, dominate the work.  The heroine’s beauty makes her an object of jealousy to women like the mistress Dorset.  Dorset’s gossip about her harms her chances with Percy Gryce, and other potential suitors use and misunderstand her.  This results in her fall in status from life at lush country estates, to living at a hotel and becoming addicted to tea.  Caught between men like Lawrence Selden, the heroine overdoses on sleeping pills and dies.  FTP, name this the novel about the catastrophic fall of Lily Bart, a 1905 work by Edith Wharton.

Answer: The House of Mirth
11. Among his chief works was the apology for Christianity, “Compendium revelationum,” which was later placed on the Index.  This man came to power as head of the party known as the “Weepers,” for their complaints about the lack of morality in their time.  His followers lit two major “bonfires of the vanities,” the second of which followed his conviction for heresy.  Welcoming Charles VIII into his city, he hoped for French reform of what he believed to be the corrupt court of Pope Alexander VI.  FTP, name this figure who was hanged and burned in 1498, the Dominican friar that ruled Florence after the exile of the Medici.


Answer: Girolamo Savonarola
12. Its only reversible portion involves an isomerase enzyme that can act on dihydroxyacetone phosphate.  The penultimate product, PEP, results after the removal of a water molecule by enolase.  Other involved enzymes, like hexokinase and aldolase, effect a phosphate transfer or cleavage into glyceraldehyde-3-phosphate.  Four ATP are made but two are used in this process, which occurs entirely in the cytoplasm outside of the mitochondria.  FTP, name this chemical pathway that, in aerobic conditions, converts glucose into two molecules of pyruvic acid. 


Answer: glycolysis or Embden-Meyerhof pathway

13. The composer claimed that much of it was modeled after Totentanz by Liszt.  The main instrument in the 19th part is marked quasi pizzicato, modeled on the technique of its subject.  The minuet in the 12th section is the first appearance of a woman, following a long stretch concentrating on the evil spirit.  Written for solo piano and orchestra, it tells of troubles with the church, a love affair, and the selling of one’s soul to the devil; all composed 96 years after its subject’s death in 1840.  FTP, name this series of 24 variations composed by Rachmaninov in honor of a famous Italian violin virtuoso.


Answer: Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini
14. Following his dissertation on “The Doctrine of Judgement in Psychologism,” he published his first major work,  The Theory of Category and Meaning in Duns Scotus.  The importance he attached to poetry was chiefly concerned with countryman Friedrich Holderlin, about whom he wrote a prominent book.  The decadence of mankind was the primary subject of later works, which included On the Way to Language and An Introduction to Metaphysics.  Two years before writing his magnum opus, he began a brief love affair with one of his students, Hannah Arendt.  FTP, name this pupil of Edmund Husserl, who was obsessed with Angst and wrote Being and Time.


Answer: Martin Heidegger.

15.  His work was a favorite of Elizabeth Barrett Browning’s, who titled one of her poems about his correspondence with his mythical love, Catrina.  It was for love of Catrina, supposedly a royal lady, that he was banished and became a soldier, losing his right eye at Ceuta and shipwrecking in India.  This military adventure helped inspire his greatest work, which contained elements with ancient roots, including using Thetis as the queen of the Nereids.  He also used the history of his own time, as seen in making Vasco da Gama the central character of that work.  FTP, name this poet of Os Lusiados, which is considered the national epic of his native Portugal.  

Answer: Luis Vaz de Camoens [ka-MOISH or ka-MOINSH]

16. It began with a meeting in the home of Mary B. Talbert that included Monroe Trotter, John Hope, and 28 others.  Following that first meeting, subsequent annual conferences of this movement occurred in Harper’s Ferry and Faneuil Hall, Boston.  Opposed to the Atlanta Compromise, they eventually had an establishment of 30 branches, but never attracted mass support until the Springfield Race Riot.  After the riots, white liberals joined its militants to form a more famous organization.  FTP, name this predecessor to the NAACP founded by W.E.B. Dubois in 1905 and associated with a landmark on the New York-Canada border.

Answer: Niagara Movement

17. It allows the renormalized Higgs mass to be finite and also improves the unification of the coupling constants at the Grand Unification scale.  Since R-parity must be conserved, then all of its particles must be produced in pairs, and its lightest particle cannot decay.  It is the basis for such postulated particles as selectrons, neutralinos, photinos, and gluinos.  Relating gravitational forces to subatomic forces, FTP, name this hypothetical equivalence between fermions and bosons, often abbreviated SUSY.


Answer: supersymmetry (prompt on early “SUSY”) 

18. It is prefaced with a Greek quote from Plato, which makes an allusion to Hesperus.  It has since been revealed that the critic John Wilson Croker was the subject of the line, “Light on his head, who pierced thy innocent breast,” in this poem.  Later, a reference to the Irish poet, Thomas Moore is made with the line, “The sweetest lyrist of her saddest wrong,” and Chatterton, Sidney, and Lucan are also praised, though 15 stanzas forward.  It ends, “Beacons from the abode where the Eternal are,” and begins with the poet weeping for the title character, who has not lived to fulfill his promise.  FTP, name this elegy to John Keats written by Percy Shelley.


Answer: “Adonais”

19. It was finally ended when royalist forces commanded by Count Phoebus massacred 7,000 of the participants.  It began following dissatisfaction over King John II the Good’s defeat and soon swelled into an open revolt against Charles II.  The captain general or main leader was Guillame Cale, who increased his force by joining rebels led by Etienne Marcel.  The participants then elected their own mythical ruler, the so-called king Goodman, or Bonhomme, from whose first name they got their name.  FTP, name this 1358 uprising of French peasants.


Answer: Jacquerie
20. It is observed in the case of combining ground state atomic yttrium to ethane, and unlike its companion type proceeds in one step.  It is less likely to occur when dealing with a secondary compound, however, in the presence of a tertiary compound and any alkoxide ion, or strong base, it predominates.  This mechanism is the best evidenced by the dehydrohalogenation of alkyl halides to produce alkenes in which case it takes precedence over any type of substitution reactions.  FTP, identify this type of reaction, so named because it is a second-order elimination.  


Answer: E2 or elimination bimolecular (accept second-order elimination before it’s mentioned; prompt on “elimination”)

21. Dedicated in 609 AD as the Church of the Santa Maria Rotunda, it is essentially the same building today as in 222 BC, the date of its last restructuring.  Caracalla faced it with a front porch, one hundred years after it was completely rebuilt by Hadrian.  It is rectangular in shape with a gabled roof supported by a colonnade on all sides. Originally built to commemorate Octavian’s victory over Marc Antony at Actium, it was finished in 27 BC by Marcus Agrippa.  FTP, identify this Roman temple, so named because it is dedicated to all the gods.

Answer: Pantheon
22. In 1993, this scientist shocked his audience by announcing that he believed that AIDS was not caused by HIV, but by a massive overload of typically irrelevant viruses working in tandem to destabilize the immune system.  Furthermore, he devoted a section of his book, Dancing Naked in the Mind Field, to this notion.  Part of his suspicion may come from his mistrust toward large sums of money being pumped into medical research, perhaps because his own discovery garnered him only $10,000 while Hoffman-LaRouche paid $300 million for the patent.  FTP, name this man, whose method for selectively multiplying and mass-producing specific DNA segments in just hours, better known as the polymerase chain reaction, won him the 1993 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.

Answer: Kary Mullis
23. A graduate of Trinity College, Cambridge, in 1906 he joined the staff of Punch.  A popular playwright, his plays Mr. Pim Passes By and Michael and Mary were very successful.  He also wrote one memorable detective novel, The Red House Mystery, and a children’s play, Make-Believe.  In addition, he adapted the Wind and the Willows for the stage as The Toad of Toad Hall.  But he is most famous for a series of his own children’s works.  FTP, name this author of When We Were Very Young, Now We Are Six, and The House at Pooh Corner.

Answer: A.A. Milne
24. A biology major from DePauw University, she was born in 1955 in Kentucky.  Her early career in journalism can be seen in her essays, collected in the 1995 work High Tide in Tucson.  The Kentucky and Tucson settings of her first novel, The Bean Trees, suggests its autobiographical nature, but since then her works, including Animal Dreams, have taken on more openly environmental themes, something also seen in her latest, Prodigal Summer, which was released in October 2000.  FTP, name this author, who became a bestseller with her story of Georgia missionaries living through three decades of turmoil in postcolonial Congo, The Poisonwood Bible.
