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Tossups by Kentucky 

1.  His commands included victory at the Battle of Ridgefield and delaying a British drive to New York City at Lake Champlain.  In addition, he fought heroically at Bemis Heights and the siege of Quebec, where he was badly wounded.  On his return to duty he was appointed commander of Philadelphia, where he squandered money on an extravagant social life.  Combined with a lack of recognition for his tactics at Saratoga, his monetary situation brought him to the attention of Major John Andre.  FTP, name this American general who planned to turn West Point over to the British.


Answer: Benedict Arnold
2. One of this novel’s characters is severely beaten and left naked on the steps of the embassy with a note pinned to his chest stating he had raped a native woman.  He is being framed for the alleged crime, but he is simply a former OSS officer not the unsavory title character.  The title character is more likely Louis Sears, who refuses to heed Colvin's advice.  Another possibility is Arthur Alexander Gray, the Ambassador to Vietnam who bribes an interpreter to attempt to hide how close Sarkhan is from falling into Communist hands.  FTP, name this title character of a novel by William Lederer and Eugene Burdick whose name is now used to describe any US citizen who makes an ass of himself while abroad.


Answer: The Ugly American
3. Alfacon-1 is the most widely used of the synthetic types of these molecules, but, like many of them, it can disrupt serotonin uptake, causing a migraine.  Nevertheless, non-natural varieties of them have been approved for treatment of Karposi’s sarcoma and the B and C strains of hepatitis.  Two new categories, tau and omega, have been added since their 1957 discovery by Isaacs and Lindenmann.  Categorized as cytokines, they can be used to inhibit cell division and halt bacterial and parasitic function in addition to their primary purpose.  FTP, identify these proteins named for their ability to intervene in viral replication. 

Answer: interferons

4. Though initially not much is said about her, we are told that she is the daughter of Terah.  Also, she was apparently good looking enough that she narrowly escaped becoming a part of the harem of an Egyptian pharaoh and, later of one of king Abimelch.  In addition, she could be cruel, as when she twice ordered her maidservant and her husband's first son into the desert to die, but she did seem to have a sense of humor, dissolving into laughter when told she would bear a child at the age of ninety-nine.  FTP, name this Biblical woman, who named her son Isaac when she bore him to her husband Abraham.


Answer: Sarah
5. Its abolition was founded on the interpretation of laws made during the reign of Edward III and also repealed any proscriptions made in the third year of Henry VII’s reign.  It was initially created when Parliament was compelled to pass an act asserting the ancient right of kings to hear petitions of redress.  Francis Bacon became its clerk in 1589, long after Henry VII had devised it in 1487.  The Long Parliament abolished it in 1641, as its supplementary powers over the common-law courts had grown too great.  FTP, identify this English judicial body whose name came from the constellations painted on the ceiling of the room where it first met.


Answer: Star Chamber
6. This play ends with the owl and cuckoo-song, “When icicles hang by the wall.”  The country wench Jaquenetta and the page Moth are uninvolved in the merriment unlike Sir Nathaniel the curate, Costard the clown, and the well-spoken Spaniard Don Adriano de Armado.  In the course of the play pairings occur between Biron and Rosaline, Longaville and Maria, and Dumain and Katherine.  Those three lords and ladies are simply following in the romantic footsteps of their masters, the princess of France and Ferdinand, king of Navarre.  FTP, name this Shakespearean comedy with an alliterative title.


Answer: Love’s Labour’s Lost
7. This compound was discovered in 1867 by the German chemist August Wilhelm von Hofman, who never managed to isolated it in pure form.  When combined with ammonia, it is used as a urinary antiseptic that can be nitrated to then form the explosive RDX.  It can be dehydrated to trioxane, and when chemically combined with phenol, it forms bakelite.  Produced principally by the vapor-phase oxidation of methanol, it is not surprisingly also known as methanal.  FTP, name this compound with formula H-C-H-O, the simplest of the aldehydes, which is most famous for its use as an embalming agent


Answer: formaldehyde (accept early methanal)

8. The text is taken from a poem by German writer Matthias Claudius, and the work begins with one of the composer’s signature rhythmic devices – a quarter note followed by triplet eighths.  The opening piano introduction sets the stage for a dialogue in which a young girl, wary of the “wild” appearance of a new acquaintance, asks to be left alone but is gradually comforted by his assurances that all he wants to do is hold her.  The final word, “sleep,” plunges down to a low D as this song comes to an end.  Not surprisingly, the composer used its music in his 1824 String Quartet in D minor of the same name, which happened to inspire a novel by Ariel Dorfman.  FTP, name this composition by Franz Schubert. 


Answer: Death and the Maiden or Der Tod und Das Madchen  

9. Part of Livorno province, this island has an area of 6 square miles and is mountainous, with peaks as high as 2,116 feet and features a state-owned hunting preserve and the ruins of a 13th-century monastery that was abandoned in 1553.  Known to the Romans as Oglasa, it is part of the Arcipelago Toscano in the Tyrrhenian Sea between the Italian mainland and Corsica, south of the island of Elba.  Often raided by pirates, it was a one-time possession of the real life and literary Spada family.  FTP name this Mediterranean island on which an unjustly accused Edmond Dantes found a fortune and a title in a work by Alexandre Dumas, pere.


Answer: Monte Cristo
10. The decision in this case rested on two arguments, of which the first and most important justified implied powers granted to the Federal Government by the Necessary and Proper clause.  The second held that these powers were not affected by the 10th Amendment, whose lack of the word "expressly" did not restrict the government to enumerated powers.  More to the point, the second argument involved the Supremacy clause and a certain county’s right to tax Federal Institutions, as “the power to tax involves the power to destroy.”  FTP, name this landmark case of the Marshall court, an 1819 case that struck down Baltimore County’s right to tax the Second Bank of the United States.


Answer: McCulloch v. Maryland
11. In this novel’s final chapter the protagonist returns to his family after eleven years and revisits the grave of his father of the same name and mother, Georgiana, before being reunited with his love.  Among the protagonist’s acquaintances are his great uncle, Pumblechook, and his friend, Herbert Pocket, with whom he travels.  This novel also introduces us to the kindly blacksmith Joe Gargery and the beneficent lawyer Jaggers.  Jaggers acts as an agent of Abel Magwitch to help the protagonist, whose ending became a happy one on the advice of Bulwer-Lytton.  FTP, name this novel that also features Miss Havisham and Estella, a Dickens’ tale about young Philip Pirrip.


Answer: Great Expectations
12. After being recommended to the Ecole Polytechnique by Cauchy, he did his greatest research with Jean Poncelet.  His later work was concerned with probability, and he wrote works like Mathematical Theory of Billiards.  He proposed the “dynamode,” equal to 1,000 kilogram-meters, as a unit of work, and in his treatise On Calculating the Effects of Machines he was the first to use the terms “kinetic energy” and “work.”  However, he’s best known for the axiom he offered after a study of the movement of tornadoes and hurricanes.  FTP, name this French scientist whose namesake effect describes the hemispherically-dependant deflection of an object moving above the earth.


Answer: Gustave-Gaspard de Coriolis
13. Known as the “French Griffith,” in 1936 this director made The Lives and Loves of Beethoven, though later films like The Battle of Austerlitz and Cyrano and D'Artagnan revealed that his best works were behind him.  These earlier successes included 1922's The Wheel, in which he is said to have used the freeze-frame technique for the first time to show death; and 1919's J'Accuse, a searing condemnation of French participation in World War I, which is notable for using real soldiers, many of whom died in combat before the film's release.  Best known for a massive 1927 biopic, FTP, name this director most famous for his Napoleon.

Answer: Abel Gance
14. This work claims that sensation is always of a quality and that qualities are either primary—extension, figure, mobility, and number; or secondary—not really belonging to things but imputed to them.  It goes on to argue that knowledge, at once general and real, must be of the relation of ideas to each other, though that point is more doubtful in The Reasonableness of Christianity, a follow up to this work.  Its motif appears in the beginning, a refutation of the doctrine of “innate ideas,” maintaining that all knowledge is of empiric origin.  FTP, name this philosophical treatise by John Locke.


Answer: Essay concerning Human Understanding
15. After defeat, he led the shattered legions out of Parthia and spent the next few years warding off Parthian invasions and suppressing a revolt in Judea.  A one-time ally of Pompey, he was pardoned in 47 BC and in 44 BC became praetor peregrinus, but his noteworthy deeds arose after his younger brother-in-law was given the more prestigious post of praetor urbanus.  He died famously when he ordered a servant to stab him under the misapprehension that the Battle of Philippi had been lost.  FTP, name this possessor of a “lean and hungry look,” who died after successfully plotting with his brother-in-law, Brutus, to kill Julius Caesar. 


Answer: Caius Cassius Longinus

16. Her most famous novel chronicles the life of Rose, who assists her father Lionel in his Communist activities.  A recent collection of essays, Writing and Being, followed a period of poorly received works that included My Son’s Story, and None to Accompany Me.  Her novel The Late Bourgeois World added to the recognition she gained from her story collection, The Soft Voice of the Serpent, but her international breakthrough was the 1974 Booker Prize-winner, The Conservationist.  FTP, name this author of July’s People and Burgher’s Daughter, the South African winner of the 1991 Nobel in Literature.


Answer: Nadine Gordimer
17.  It was first attempted because of an observance that the period of Io varied slightly, depending on the relative motion of Earth and Jupiter.  A better known attempt resulted with the placement of stationary and eight-sided rotating mirrors approximately 35 kilometers apart on the peaks of Mt. Baldy and Mt. Wilson.  In 1850 Jean Foucault attempted to do it in water, but the earliest success came to Ole Roemer, who first noticed the variance in Io’s period.  The first accurate determination came from Albert Michelson who, FTP, performed what task involving the constant c?


Answer: measure the speed of light (accept reasonable equivalents)

18. He demonstrated cruelty by starving his grandmother to death to obtain her jawbone, but he also benefited mankind, as when he used that jawbone to dredge up New Zealand.  In addition, he separated the Earth and the sky, though he did so to obtain the sexual favors of a servant girl.  By enraging Ike [e-KAY] he accidentally burned the world, though he obtained fire for mankind in the process.  However, his attempt to conquer the power of Hina, the goddess of death, by crawling through her vagina and emerging through her mouth was unsuccessful when she woke up crushed him.  FTP, name this Polynesian trickster after whom the second largest island of Hawaii is named.


Answer: Maui 

19. Some of its highest posts were held under foreigners known as Phanariots.  The local governors, or hospodars, were notoriously corrupt and engaged in widespread bribery, particularly at the Sublime Porte, the capital court.  The royal advisers for a long time came from the highly regarded Koprulu family, but they could not prevent the decline that included the treaties of Jassy and Bucharest and a revolt by one of the provincial governors, Muhammad Ali.  Its greatest victories, at sites like Nikopol came under great leaders like Murad I and Suleiman the Magnificent.  FTP, name this empire founded in the 13th-century in modern day Turkey.


Answer: Ottoman Empire

20. This painting was originally conceived as a homily to educate a young boy of the Pierfrancesco family.  The figure on the extreme left stands in boots with toeholes and is dressed in a pomegranate cloak with a sword belted at his left hip.  On the far right is a blue-skinned figure whose touching of the woman to his immediate left transforms her into Flora.  In the left center, three Graces dance and Cupid hovers above in the fruit grove setting.  FTP, name this painting that shows Zephyr and Chloris on the right and Venus in the center, a Botticelli work also known as Allegory of Spring.


Answer: Primavera
21. She set up a printing press with her husband and used it to publish her first collection of short stories, Monday or Tuesday.  Another collection, A Haunted House, was published posthumously, and the feminist work Three Guineas was released just before her death.  Early novels included her first, The Voyage Out, and Night and Day, while later ones included The Years and Between the Acts, her last.  Victoria Sackville-West inspired her novel Orlando but had nothing to do with The Waves and Jacob’s Room.  FTP, name this author of Mrs. Dalloway and A Room of One’s Own.


Answer: Virginia Woolf
22. First formulated by Walter Elsasser and Edward Bullard during the mid-1900's, this is the result of conducting materials such as liquid iron in the Earth's core which are induced by the heat of radioactive decay to move across the extant weak magnetic field, producing an electric current. This current in turn produces a magnetic field which interacts with the fluid motion of the conducting material to produce another magnetic field, and the two combine and lie across the axis of the Earth's rotation. This is, FTP, the name of what model which explains the cause of the Earth's main magnetic field, named for the type of electric generator the Earth becomes to produce it.


Answer: Dynamo Effect or geomagnetic dynamo
23. After beating back a small attack by George Taylor and destroying the Union Mass Bridge, the Confederate commander entrenched himself on Stony Ridge, from which the Union Army was cut to pieces trying to dislodge him.  The next day saw the mopping up of Union divisions under Isaac Stripley and Philip Kearny by Stonewall Jackson.  This came after reinforcements from Longstreet forced a Union retreat, completing the rout of John Pope.  FTP, name this August 22, 1862 battle in which the Confederates defeated the Union Army in almost the same spot where, in the previous year, Irvin McDowell succumbed in the first major battle of the Civil War. 


Answer: Second Manassas or Second Bull Run 
24. A former diplomat and agent of the British East India Company who had fallen on hard times, he was eventually granted a stipend of 100 pounds a year by the British government.  He used that money to write treatises with ponderous titles like Specimen of an Entomological Locator, or Essay by means of the Aniletic Method to Retrieve the Ancient Celtic.  He had been given this pension by Lord Granville on the condition that he discontinue writing the types of works which made him famous, such as Memoirs of A Cox-comb and his most famous one.  FTP, name this author who continued to make trouble for publishers years after his death on account of his Fanny Hill.

2. Jimmy Stewart may not seem like the type that would be associated with the films of Alfred Hitchcock, but in fact he and Hitch worked together to make some of the best films of their careers.  Name these Hithcock-Stewart pieces FTP each.

A. In this film Stewart plays retired policeman Scottie Ferguson hired as a private detective by his fried Ulster to watch over his wife Madeleine, whose odd disappearances he wants explained.  In the process Ferguson falls in love with Madeleine but is constantly bothered by his fear of heights.


Answer: Vertigo
B. Shot in ten minute stretches and based on a screenplay written by Hume Cronyn, in this film Brandon Shaw and Philip Morgan murder a college pal, hide his body in the house, and invite guests over.  Stewart plays Rupert Cadell, a guest who catches on to what is happening.


Answer: Rope
C. In this 1956 film, a remake of 1934 film of the same name which Hitchcock had directed, Stewart plays Dr. Ben McKenna, who makes the acquaintance of secretive Frenchman Louis Bernard while on vacation in Morocco.  When Bernard is murdered, Stewart must free his son from the killers.

3. Answer the following about an historical figure FTP each.

A. In 1867 Benito Juarez returned to Mexico and captured and executed this monarch, who had been been appointed emperor of Mexico by Napoleon III.

B. This is the collective name for the five brothers that are the true heroes of the story, though Nakula and Sahadeva are actually total chumps.

B. For 15 points, Assembled by the legal expert Antiochus Chuzon between 435 and 438 AD after an earlier attempt had been unsatisfactory, it compiled all the opinions of Roman jurists from the third century AD onward.  It provided the foundation on which the more famous effort of Justinian would be built.


Answer: Theodosian Code  or Codex Theodosianus 

B. For 10 points, Written to unify the areas which had previously suffered from differences in Roman and Frankish law, this French legal system is still in use in Belgium, Luxembourg, Monaco and, in revised form, in Louisiana.

C. This multinodular goiter is similar to Graves’ disease, though it primarily strikes the elderly and does not cause protrusions of the eyes.  It can, however, cause the thyroid nodules to swell to the point that breathing is impaired, and as it can mask cancer, it often results in thyroid removal.

15. Name these works of Fyodor Mikhaylovich Dostoyevsky FTP each.

A. This novel begins with Prince Myshkin’s return from Europe and details how he bumbles relationships with both Aglaya Epanchin and Natasha Filippovna.


Answer: The Idiot
B. In this 1861 memoir, Dostoyevsky described the sadistic beatings, filthy conditions, and complete lack of privacy during his time at a Siberian labor camp.


Answer: Notes from the House of the Dead or Zapiski iz myortvogo domo
C. This work presents the character of Makar Devushkin, who will do anything for his Varenka.  The character of Pokrovsky is believed to be a portrait of a 22-year old Dostoyevsky.


Answer: Poor Folk or Bednyye Iyudi
16. Name these economic price indices FTP each. 

A. This price index measures current prices in relation to those of a selected base period.  That base period is computed via a complex ratio involving cost of purchasing commodities at two sets of prices and multiplying by 100.  Its utility is diminished, however, because it tends to overstate price increases.


Answer: Laspeyres price index

B. This price index uses the same methodology as the Laspeyres price index but uses current-period weights as basis for comparison.  Hence, its flaw is the opposite of that of the Laspeyres in that it understates price increases.


Answer: Paasche price index
